Everything possible has 
been concern rated under one central 
body, and the association, which en­
countered a t first confusion resulting 
from diverse operations, has developed 
Into a smoothly working body.

Real Service Now Rendered. 
Mistakes due lo scattered effort and 

multiple bodies have been corrected 
and a real service to the country Is 
now being rendered. There Is no lost 
labor anywhere, ami the day the gov­
ernment tinally ordains civil mobiliza­
tion it will find itself already possessed 
of n well working machine run by 
women which will serve as a model for 
tho men.

The association Is directed by n com­
mittee whose president is Mine. Emile 
lloutroux, wife of the Academician. 
Among the six vice presidents arc 
Mine. Chenu. wife of Maltre Chemi, 
and the Viscountess Tie Vlclard. Re­
sides the secretary and treasurer there 
are eleven committee members, Includ­
ing the Marquise de Moustler and some 
of tin* most prominent men of Era nee.

Although the women control their 
nun  organization, they have seen fit to 
seek the advice of m en ; therefore, in­
cluded li. the association Is a consult­
ing committee of thirteen men, repre­
senting different organizations and va­
rious relig'ous beliefs.

Meetings Three Times a Week. 

Committee meetings are held three 
times a week, the committees being 
those of organization, propaganda and 
study.

Farm Work Not Hindered.
This appeal is not addressed to tlu*

Wild Food In England. 1
Woman food experts luivo started 

ii country-wide campaign lo tench Brit­
ish housewives what food economy 
means mid how to use the neglected 
resources In England's “wild food.” 
Tile women huve started a cumpiilgn 
af te r  the fuslilon of an electioneerlug 
tour In the Uulted States. They are 
making speeches In theuters, public 
halls and from soup boxes ou street 
corners.

The possibilities of “wild food” are 
declared hy one expert to he so great 
that country people und the Inhabi­
tants of small towns can supply two- 
thirds of their needs for at least three- 
quarters of the year from the fields, 
woods and streams of their Immediate 
vicinity. This expert declares that 
there are more than 200 kinds of food 
In the British Isles which nature pro­
duces unassisted. They Include birds

and their eggs, edible frogs, fishes, 
some (usecls and Insect products— 
such ns honey of half a dozen wild 
bee species, more than R0 vegetables, 
salad plants and herbs, the same num­
ber of flowers and fruits, seveu species 
of seaweeds and ueurly DO esculent 
fungi.

Ambergris.
Ambergris is a gray, waxlike sub­

stance believed to be tho product of 
some disease In the sperm whale. It 
Is sometimes found flouting on the 
surfuce of troplcul seus und Is else 
discovered ln the Intestines of the 
sperm whale when cuptured.

Foreign Trade Is A n  Exchange; 

Cannot B e T oo M uch O ne-Sided

Foreign trade is really trade. I t  is an exchange. 
Trade oannoi Ve built up in pne direction. The United 
States cannot expect to export continuously unless we 
provide for our customers some method by which they 
can puy their bills. The easiest of the various methods 

. - . j j  available is to provide for and purchase their exports.
Let me point out a fundamental fact. In the 

seventies only 14.50 per cent of our totai imports were 
\ V  raw materials, and 4G.G2 ]**r cent were manufactured

products. From that date there has been a steady 
iiicre/ise in the peranitage of raw materials imjwrted 

and a sternly decrease in the percentage of manufactured products. In  
the five-year period just before tbs war 34.110 per cent of our imports were 
ruw materials und 41.23 per cent were manufactured articles. I  have 
cited these facts in some detail because of their significance: First, the 
significance of the increasing imports of raw materials and decreasing 
imports of manufactured goods, and, second, the significance of the fact 
that what is happening now is merely the climax, somewhat hastened 
of course, of a movement which has been going on for about five decades.

In  spite of these facts, the great markets for most of the worlds 
raw products have been established not in the United States but in 
Europe. We have bought at second hand and through European middle* 
men many of our fundamental ra^' materials. We have paid a commis* 
won to European middlemen, uud we have paid a profit to European 
hankers for services which we could just as well have performed for our­
selves had we developed the market machinery in this country.

Military Training May Free Schools of 
Some of Absurdities of Past

If the world war rid u^of militarism and of the drill sergeant idea 
In the schoolroom, it may be worth all it costs. Modern war calls for 
science, and science is precisely what our present system of education 
doesn’t give as yet. Military training in the schools may prove the great 
emancipator for whom we have been waiting to free our system of educa­
tion from the clerical shackles and classical absurdities of the past, and 
place it upon a hygienic, rational and scientific basis. Instead of deplor­
ing it, we should meet it half way and see whether we cannot easily obtain 
in the name of war what we have not been able to obtain for the bodily 
welfare of the child in the frivolous name of play. Instead of a hard- 
won and barely tolerated section on school hygiene, w'e may be'able to 
make nil schooling hygienic and all education improving to the body and 
health of the child as well as to his mental development. To paraphrase 
Scripture, if we seek first the kingdom of Mars and its efficiency, all 
other thiugs may be added unto u«.

Modern military ideals can be made to work a real transvaluation of 
educational values. I t  would do us no harm to reverse our ideals for a 
few decades, for there is no danger of our being dragged too far out of 

the rut.
First and foremost, the war-school curriculum demands arid aims 

at a vigorous, healthy, well-balanced and well-trained body, “a fust-class 
lighting m an/’ or, what is equally important, fighting woman—a real 
militant. Get that under modern conditions and you also get all the 
brain power and all the beauty that the individual was born with. Schol­
ars can he made in any kind of a cell or garret, but soldiers must be man­
ufactured in the open air. This solves the problem of ventilation, also 
of eyestrain, and of crooked backs from too much desk work.

The things that the soldier must do, the things that the engineer 
must do, the things that the munition worker, the hospital nurse, and 
the army cook must Ho, are the very things that children of both sexes 
are most keenly and intensely interested iu—the very things on which 
they get no practical information in I he present curriculum. We have 
so-called science courses in the (schools, but they begin at exactly the 
opposite end froni the child’s interest. They are making him hate science 
almost us much as he now hates good literature. The war point of view 
would reverse all this and solve the great pedugogie problem of interest.

DUTIES ON GRAIN
Vital Matters With Which Con­

gress Has to Deal.

United States Has the Right and Is In
Position to Demand That Question 

of Preferential Tariffs Shall 
Be Settled at Once.

America Is vitally interested In the 
work of tlit* British imperial confer­
ence recently hold iu Loudon. Some of 
(Ik* matters C with hy tlmt confer­
ence were of a confidential nature, hut 
ihe union* of other* lias boon dis­
closed. For example, Ji is known that 
the conference passed-a resolution ap­
proving imperial preference, Iu the 
mutter of trade.

This means ihut Che British l*h»* 
propose to give a preferential, or 
lower, duty to grain Imported from 
4'muida than on grain imported 
from (In* I'niled States. The British 
Isles constitute the chief market for 
our foodstuffs, But a preference 
for Ciiimdlnfi products would take 
a way hundreds of ini! lions of dollars 
from the vahie of our farms and trans­
fer that amount to the value of Uuim- 
dian farms. Such a measure would 
cmiKi* a rush across the Canadian bor­
der such ns bus not yet been dreamed 
of. Kueh a measure would subsidize 
every American industry with large 
British trade to put up faetorlesacross 
the border and employ Oumdlnn, not 
American, workmen on its foreign or­
ders.

Before this matter goes further our 
slate department at. Washington should 
see to it that the United States will be 
treated by the British Isles upon the 
same basis as British rolouies In this 
matter of customs tariff*. That pro­
vision should be accepted by the Brit­
ish government now. a t a time when 
that government Is under obligations 
which It deeply feels and which It Is 
eager to discharge.

Free Trade Tariff Commission.
It Is rumored that the hew tariff 

commission Is contemplating a trip 
abroad In the near future. We nrc 
confident Unit the rumor Is without 
foundation.

It Is hardly probable that a commis­
sion appointed to Investigate the vari­
ous questions which enter into the 
problem of manufactures or mamiftir- 
luring hi Europe and the Orient should 
desire to cross tin* ocean at the pres­
ent time when such an Investigation 
as congress require* Is manifestly Im­
possible.

No satisfactory investigation can 
he mark* fill the war ends and normal 
conditions are fully restored and re­
established. and tlds may be some 
years hence.

To say nothing about the dangers 
attending such an expedition at pres­
ent. the commission would be ibarged 
with taking the Journey for Its own 
pleasure and to gratify Its own curi­
osity simply because It could be taken 
at the public expense, with flu* knowl­
edge on the part of the publle that 
no data of nay value can be obtained 
now It wottld In* difficult to answer 
the charge.

For the credit of the commission It 
Is h«*ped that the members will be con­
tent to draw their salary, which Is In 
the nature of a godsend to the most of 
them, and take life easy. It will be 
lo llielr credit.

Who started Ma* movement? An 
agricultural expert of intcrmiMomil 
reputation, r.ughtu* II.

In Uhlengo, saying: "If nil the seed 
potatoes in the United States were 
planted tlds spring they would not pro­
duce a sufficient crop to meet the 
needs of the country." That was an 
ominous statement, hut Far) Vroonmn, 
assistant ' secretary of agriculture, 
harked It with th is: *

Needed for Seed.
"There «<*<* several things T wish to 

urge upon the American people for 
tin* sake of economy and as a patriotic 
duty. First, don’t eat any old pota­
toes. We need them for seed pota­
toes. Buy new ones, if you mti afford 
them, or use rice or something else as 
a substitute."

That settled It. Hamilton clubmen 
formed a committee which began work 
by taking potatoes off (he club restau ­
rant menu. Other clubs In town were 
asked to co-operate. Then clubs and 
hotels- and prominent Individuals nil 
over lilt* land were asked to ban Mo* 
potato and use their iulluenee to keep 
folks from eating old potatoes. Tho 
replies came In a flood, and they worn 
the right kind of answers, loo.

Tin* Hamilton d u b  committee also 
started an Investigation in Mu* t'ldcngo 
vegetable markets to see how many 
potatoes were held here. Inmgino 
(hell- surprise when they found certain 
commission men und fond speculators 
la possession of more than half a 
million dollars' worth of the vegetable. 
This supply had been bought up d u r ­
ing Ma* Into winter nnd early spring 
and Ma* owners were planning a profit 
of inlilions of dollars.

And now the appeal hns gone forth 
to fan n ers :  "han 't  sell your .seed pota­
toes at any price,"

The potato planting season begins 
very early In the South, hut it does not 
end until about Mu* first of .July In 
northern Michigan, Minnesota and 
Montana, which are inqtortunt potato 
slates.

Veterans Get Paid

Dr. B. J. Miller and Joseph N. 
Ikkela, who served in the Spanish-

unable in all instances to advaoce the 
money necessary to take the soldiers 
from the place they were muttered out 
to the point from which they bad en­
listed.

Loan Over-Subscribed

Negaunee’s Liberty Loan subscrip­
tions exceeded the city's allottmeot by 
more than a third. Based upon the 
circulation of the three banks which 
received local subscriptions to tbe 
loan, Negaunee was asked to pledge 
$150,500 worth of bonds, while the res­
ponse footed up to $208,500. The 
allotments and subscriptions were as 
follows, tbe first figures being the 
allotment for each bank and the sec­
ond tbe amount of tbe bond suBbscrlp- 
tions received: FirstNational,$90,000, 
$114,000; Negaunee National, $43,000, 
$63,000;NegauneeState,$17,500, $31,500 
Returns from tbe nation are still in­
complete, but there is little doubt that 
tbe loan was over-subscribed by be­
tween $800,000 and $1,000,000.

Finns Shame Countrymen

The Diamond Drill has been ap­
proached by a number of Finn resi­
dents of this community in regard to 
tbe refusal of a number of residents of 
that nationality to register. To a 
man they condemn tbe action taken 
by a part of tbeir countrymen and 
some of them have asked us to go 
after the slackers in harsher terms 
than we have done. Those of the 
Finnish nationality who have refused 
to register are mainly of the Socialist 
type. They do not represent tbe Fin­
nish people as a whole, and particu­
larly that portion of the Finnish peo­
ple who are American born. Tbe 
American born Finn la. just as loyal 
to bis country as is tbe American born 
of any other nationality and it grinds 
them to know that so many of tbe 
young men who come here to better 
their condition refuse to show their 
colors and stand up for the country 
that has done and is. doing so much 
for them.—Crystal Falls Diamond 
Drill.

LOANS BETTER THAN TAXES

oew taxes may y per cent, of ner war 
expenditures. During the third year 
she levied by additional tuxes (over 
and above the pre-war level) only 
slightly more than 17 per cent, of her 
war expenses.

If we should attempt to do ns murh 
in the first year of the war us Great 
Britain did in the third year it would 
suffice to raise by taxation $1,250,000.

810,420,000. The amendment to the In­
come tax, which was tacked on to tbe 
bill during the discussion In tbe House, 
was expected to yield another $40,000,-: 
000 or $50,000,000. !

I. How much should be raised by
taxation? j

II. In wbat manner should this sum j
be raised? [

How was the figure of $1,800,000,000 ] 

arrived at? The answer In simple. When < 
the Secretary of tbe Treasury came to 
estimate the additional wur expenses 
for the year 1917*18, he calculated that 
they would amount to some $0,000.- 
000.000, of which $3,000,000,000 was to 
be allotted to the allies, and $3,000,- 
000,000 was to be utilized for the do­
mestic purposes. Thinking that It 
would he a fair proposition to divide 
this latter riuu between loans and 
taxes, be concluded that the amount 
to be raised by taxes was $1,800,000.- 
000,

There are two extreme theories, each 
of which may be dismissed with scant 
courtesy. The one Is that all war ex­
penditures should be defrayed by loans, 
and the other is that all war expendi­
tures should be defrayed by taxes. 
Each theory Is untenable.

It is Indeed true that the burdens of 
the war should be borne by tho pres­
ent rather than the future generation; 
but this does not meun that they should 
be borne by this year's taxation.

Meeting all war expenses by taxation 
makes tbe taxpayers In one or two 
years bear the burden of benefits that 
ought to be distributed at least over a 
decade within the same generation.

In the second place, when expendi­
tures approach the gigantic sums of 
present-day warfare, the tux-only jk>I- 
Icy would require more than the total 
surplus of social income. Were tills 
absolutely necessary, .the ensuing hav­
oc In the economic life of the communi­
ty would have to be endured. But 
where the disasters are so great and 
at the same time so unnecessary, tbe 
tax-only policy may be declared Im­
practicable.

Secretary McAdoo bad the right In­
stinct ami highly commendable cour­
age In deciding that a substantial por­
tion, at least, of the revenues should 
be derived from taxation. But when 
be hit upon the plau of 60-50 |>er cent., 
that Is, of raising one-half of all do­
mestic war exi>endltures by taxes, the 
question arises whether he did not go 
too far.

The relative proportion of loans to 
taxes Is after all a purely business 
proposition. Not to rely to a large ex­
tent on loaue at the outset of a war Is 
a mistake.

Disadvantage* ef Kxeeaalv# Taxes.
The disadvantages of excessive taxes 

at the outset of the war are a* follows:
1. Excessive taxes on consumption 

will cause popular resentment
2. Excessive taxes on industry will 

disarrange business, damp entbuaianm 
and restrict the spirit of enterprise at 
tbe very time when the opposite U 
needed.

3. Excessive taxes on Incomes will de­
plete tbe surplus available for Invest­
ments and interfere with the placing of 
the enormous lotus which will be neces- 
sary In any event.

4. Excessive taxes on wealth will 
cause a serious diminution of tbe In­
comes which are at present largely 
drawn upon for the support of educa­
tional and philanthropic enterprises. 
Moreover, these sources of support 
would be dried up precisely at the time 
when the need would be greatest.

Great Britain'# Policy.
Take Great Britain as an example. 

During the first year of tbe war she 
Increased taxes only slightly, In order 
to keep industries going «t top notch 
During the second rear she catoad h*

How Taxoo Should Bo Apportioned.
(1) The burden of taxes must be 

spread as far as possible over the 
wholo community so as to cause each 
Individual to share Iq the sacrifices ac­
cording to hls ability to pay and ac­
cording to his share In the Government

(2) Taxes on consumption, which are 
necessarily borne by the community at 
large, should be Imposed as far as pos­
sible on articles of quasi-luxury rather 
than on those of necessity.

(3) Excises should be imposed as far 
as possible upon commodities in the 
hands of the final consumer rather 
than upon the articles which serve pri­
marily as raw material for further 
production.

(4) Taxes upon business should be 
Imposed as far as possible upon net 
earnings rather than upon gross re* 
celpts or capital Invested.

(5) Taxes upon Income which will 
necessarily be severe should be both 
differentiated and graduated. That Is, 
there should be a distinction between 
earned and unearned incomes and there 
should be a higher rate upon tbe larger 
incomes. It Is essential, however, not 
to make the income rate so excessive 
as to lead to evasion, administrative 
difficulties, or to the more fuudumental 
objections which have been urged 
above.

(0) The excess profits which are due 
to the war constitute the most obvious 
and reasonable source of revenue dur­
ing war times. But the principle upon 
which these war-profit taxes are laid 
must be equitable in theory and easily 
calculable In practice.

Tho Proposod inoomo Tax.
The additional Income tax as passed 

by the House runs up to a rate of 00 
per cent This is a sum unheard of in 
the history of civilized society. It must 
be remembered that it was only after 
the first year of the war that Great 
Britain Increased her Income tax to tbe 
maximum of 34 per cent, and that 
even now In the fourth year of the war 
the Income tax does not exceed 42% 
per ceut.

It could easily be shown that a tax 
with rates on moderate incomes sub­
stantially less than lu Greut Britain, 
and ou the larger incomes about as 
high, would yield only slightly leas thau 
the $532,000,000 originally estimated lu 
the House bill.

It is to be hoped that the Senate will 
reduce the total rate on the highest in­
comes to 84 per cent, or at moat to 40 
per cent, und that at the same time it 
will reduce the rate on the smaller In­
comes derived from persona) or profes­
sional earnings.

If th# war oontinooo wo shall havs to 
dop*nd moro and moro upon tho in­
oomo tax. By imposing «xe«i«)v« rotas 
now wo aro not only ondtngoring tho 
futuro, but aro Inviting all manner of 
difficulties which ovon Groat Britain 
haa boon able to escape.

Conclusion.
The House bill coutalus other funda­

mental defect* which may be summed 
up as follows:

(1) It pursues an erroneous principle 
In imposing retroactive taxes.

(2) It selects an unjust and unwork­
able criterion for the excess-profits tax,

(3) It proceeds to an unheard-of 
height In tbe Income tax.

(4) It lmimses unwarranted burdens 
upon the consumption of the commu­
nity.

(5) It Ih calculated to throw bostneas 
Into confusion by levying tax** on groaa 
receipts Instead of upou eotmimditlea.

(0) It fulls to make a proper use of 
stamp taxes.

(7) It follow* an unscientific system 
in 1U fiat rate on Imports.

(H) It Includes a multiplicity of pet­
ty and unlucraUre taxes, tbe vexatious* 
new of which Is out of all proportion to 
the revenue they produce.

The fundamental Knee on which the 
Houae bill should be modified are sum­
med up herewith:

(1) The amount of new taxation 
should be limited to $1,260,000,009--or 
at the outset to $1,600,000,000. To do 
more thau this would be as unwise aa 
It la unnecessary. To do even thin 
would be to do more than has ever 
been done by any civilized Govern­
ment In time of street.

(2) The excesH-proflta tax based upon 
a sound system ought to yield about 
$500,000,000.

(3) Tbe income-tax schedule ought to 
be revised with a lowering of tbe rates 
on earned Income* below $10,(XX), and 
with an analogous lowering of the 
rate* on the higher Income*, so a* not 
to exceed 34 per cent. A careful cal- 
culatiou shows that an Income tax of 
this kind would yield some $450,000,-
K* •ddlriAQ*!

tsi rno tax oil whisky and tobacco 
ought to remuln approximately an It is, 
with u yield of about $2 :10.000.000.

Those three taxes, together with the 
»tamp tax at even the low rate of the 
noiise bill, and with an improved au­
tomobile tax, will yh»ld over $1,250,- 
000,000, which Is the amount of money 
though t deHtrohlo,

The ubove program would be In har­
mony with an approved scientific sys­
tem. It will do uwuy with uiuioat all 
of the complaints that are being urged 
ugalust the present. It will refralu 
from taxing the consumption of the 
jx>or.

It will throw a far heavier burden 
upon the rich, but will not go to the 
extremes of confiscation. It will ob­
viate Interference with business and 
will keep unimpaired the social pro­
ductivity of the community

It will establish a just balance be­
tween loans aud taxes and will not 
succumb to th<» danger of approaching 
either the tax-only policy or the loan- 
only policy. Above all. It will keep 
an undisturbed elastic margin, which 
must be more and more heavily drawn 
upou as the war proceeds. f

Find log the 
roads worse tbao they expected, they 
decided about midnight to turo io at 
the Blixt came some miles beyood 
Crystal Falls aod wait till morning. 
Sherman bad the permission of the 
owner to use the camp at any time be 
chanced to be io that vicinity, and 
ordinarily tbe camp was unoccupied. 
Sherman therefore bad no hesitancy 
about whirling bis car up to tbe camp, 
but nevertheless took tbe precaution 
to shout several times to give warning 
of tbe party's presence. Receiving 
no response they advanced to tbe 
main building of tbe camp aod pro* 
ceeded to draw a staple wbicb held tbe 
door fast. They bad barely eotored 
tbe structure when a rifle bullet crash* 
ed through one of tbe windows, tbe 
missile grazing Delaney’s cheek. 
Sherman shouted for their unknown 
assailant to withhold bis fire until ex* 
plaoatioos could be made. There 
was still no verbal response aod after 
a time tbe men decided to venture out 
and investigate. Their movements 
soon brought them Into tbe glare of 
headlights on tbe **uto, ana more 
shots rang out from tbe direction of 
tbe cook shanty, despite Sherman’s 
renewed shouts that bebadpermission 
to use tbe camp. One of these shots 
struck Hicks in tbe heart. Finding 
that tbe mao was past tbeir means of 
aid, Sherman aod Delaney basteoed 
down tbe road to the Erickson farm, 
from which point they were able to 
telephone to a pbysicion aod tbe 
sheriff. A posse responded and sur­
rounded tbe camp, while one of tbe 
deputies crept up to a window of tbe 
cook sbaoty. He found a mao, Peter 
Lawson by name, slttlog within and 
holding a rifle upon bis lap. Lawson 
first raised his gun at sight of tbe 
o ffice r, but reconsidered and submit* 
ted to arrest. Inquiries disclosed 
that tbe owner of tbe camp had been 
missing some hogs which were being 
ruised on tbe tract and bad sent Law* 
son to tbe premises to act as guard. 
That tbe man was, to put it mildly, 
grossly incompetent for tbe duties 
entrusted to him is evident from bis 
having opened fire without challeng­
ing the party, to say nothing of bis 
later disregard of Sherman's shouts.

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| Seldom has Michigamtne been 
shocked us it whs last Saturday when 
the news came that John Hicks, a man 
in the prime of life and one wbo bad 
commanded uol versal respect through­
out bis many years’ residence in 
Michigamme bad been sbot down and 
instantly killed while in pursuit of a 

| peaceful mission and without being 
given a solitury chance to defend 
himself. The tragedy occurred on 
Friday night of last week, near Crys­
tal Fails, to which place Mr. Hicks 
had accompanied his employer, James 
D. Sherman, and the details are given 
in the Republic department of this 
paper. Mr. Hicks was 40 yearB of 
age and bad resided in Michigamme 
since be was 8 years old, though in 
latter years his duties bad occasion­
ally tak**n him away from the village 
for vary ing intervals. He was a son 
of tbe Utc Mr. and Mrs. James Hicks, 
pioueer residents of this village. Mrs. 
Hicks pubgt-d away some twenty years 
ago, but it Is only about u year since 
the lather wbb summoned. John 
Hicks was married about fifteen years 
ago to a Miss Nauli, of Marquette, 
and she with six children survives. 
There are also left five sisters and 
three brothers ol deceased—Mmes. 
Cokey and Lavoie, of Eveletb, Mino.; 
Mrs. M. A. Dishnowand Miss Blanche 
Hicks, Pequaming, Mich.; Mrs. 
Mugey, who resides in Idaho; and 
Messrs. Samuel Hicks, of Iron River; 
JuineB Hicks, Rockland:and Napoleon 
Hicks, Michigamme. Ever known as 
a steady, upright youDg man. his sud­
den death baa brought the keenest 
sorrow to the entire community. The 
remains were brought here from Crys­
tal Falls and funeral services were 
conducted Tuesday morning at the 
Catholic Church by tbe pastor, Rev. 
A. H|genberg, tbe body being taken 
to Marquette for interment. All of 
tbe brothers aod most of the sisters 
were able to be preseot at tbefuoeral, 
and a number of Marquette relatives 
and friends of the widow were also In 
attendance. It is understood that 
Mrs. Hicks and the children plan to 
make tbeir home in Marquette and 
will make tbe chaDge as soon as it 
may prove convenient to ship their 
household effects. Io their over­
whelming affliction, they have the 
sympathy of every resident of Michi­
gamme.

3 Apparatus leaves fire bail with 
tettm aboard, and makes run to desig­
nated hydrant. Lay 200 feet of hose 
and connect to hydraul; break coup­
ling and connect pipe; raise ladder lo 
building; send man lo roof with roof 
ladder, then send line to roof ridgo. 
Time begins from arrival at hydrant.

4 Team of two meu run fifty feet, 
break coupling of three full turns; 
time to be taken when pipe touches 
tbe ground. Hose to be two lengths of 
ordinary service hose, with ordinary 
eervloe coupling and ordinary pipe 
as approved by the executive commit­
tee. Hose and ooupllug to lie fiat on 
tbe ground. Pipe to be carried from 
the start.

6 TYuin shall consist of fivo mon, 
one climber, two foolers and two 
raisers. The ladder sliall be 20 feet 
long, and lay Hut on the ground. ’The 
foolers shall stand at the foot and the 
rulsorsiit the brad of tho ladder, erect 
until the signal lo go Is given. Thu 
climber will stand 60 fe<<t from the 
foot of the laddur, and at a signal 
will run to climb the bidder, which is 
to huve au angle of ut least 4.7 degrees. 
Time to be taken when hu touches lop 
rung.

0 Apparatus leaves fire hall at lap 
of bell with two tcutus of three Chiefs 
of Departments aboard and make run 
to designated hydraot. Each team lay 
200 feet of hose, connect to hydrant, 
break coupling and put on pipe. First 
team connecting pipe wlos race. Con­
test ends when first pipe strikes the 
ground Time huglns from arrival 
ut hydrant.

Thrift bae always been desirable 
and commendable, but tbe war is em­
phasizing tbe importance of “little 
things" to a degree undreamed of in 
bygone years. Wo have been reading 
for tbe past couple of years of tbe 
economies practiced abroad, aod 
many of them seemed almost too triv­
ial to be worth wbfle, but tbe import­
ance of some of these self-same mat­
ters of prudent management Is now 
being brought right home to us.

Practical economy in the employ­
ment of postugu stamps may seem so 
small a detail as to become almost 
nonsensical when applied to individ­
ual purchases of stamps: but It is nev­
ertheless a very real thing lo Uncle 
Sam. Of course this does not mean 
that people are to refrain from buy­
ing stamp*, but It does meun that they 
should school themselves to use tbe 
largest denomination stamps required 
for their letter or parcel rather than 
several smaller denomination stamps 
aggregating the same amount in post­
age. For Instance, upon your letter 
requiring two ceots postage, use a 
slugle 2-cent stamp; not two 1-ceot 
stamps. Similarly, upon a parcel re­
quiring ten cunts postage, ask for a 
10-coot stump; do not use ten "ones," 
five "twos," uoreven two "fives." As 
stated before, the difference may seem 
trivial so far as your particular letter 
or parcel may be concerned, but evon 
fleeting thought will give an Idea of 
wbat it must mean In dollars and 
cents to tbe United States government

Postmaster Peter Trudell, Jr., L do­
ing bis utmost to encourage the use 
of "big" denomination stamps aud 
asks the hearty co-operation of the 
patrons of the Negaunee office. It Is 
not only In the cost of producing post- 
ugo stamps that u vast suvlog can be 
effected for the postoffice department. 
Use of tho larger denomination stamps 
spells actual economies lu transport­
ing, retailing und cancelling stamps 
which become very real to Undo Sam 
lu times like these. The co-operation 
of concerns using largo quantities of 
stamps Is particularly sought, but 
everyooe who uses tho mailscao help. 
Do your bit!
