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Wrecked Flag Pole

A flag pole whieb bad beeo erected 
at Palmer by the Richmond Township 
authorities wa* wrecked by a dyne* 
mite charge last Monday night and 
there Is no doubt that the pole was 
blown up by disloyalists who are In 
sympathy If not actively Identified 
with the I. W, W. propaganda. Later 
during the same night the dry house 
of the Cascade Mining Company's 
Isabella mloe was completely destroy* 
ed by fire. The company officials were 
at first Inclined to think that natural 
causes might have been responsible 
for the fire, but there is also the sus* 
plcion that it may be chargeable to 
the same Influences that brought 
about tbe destruction of the flag pole. 
State and county authorities are 
bending every effort to ferret out tbe 
perpetrators of tbe two crimes, and 
tbe Townablpof Richmond has offered 
a reward of $300 for information 
which will lead to the conviction of 
those who destroyed the flag pole.

The huge pole, bearing a handsome 
flag) was erected a few weeks ago with 
appropriate patriotic ceremonies? and 
Supervisor John Hubtala and the 
people of tbe village were justifiably 
proud of their achievement. It was 
hoped that some day tbe area around 
the flag pole might be converted Into 
a little park. While there bad been 
some labor trouble on that range, the 
situation bad apparently calmed and 
no hint of tbe Intended assault upon 
tbe national emblem bad resebedstbe 
authorities.

Shortly before midnight last Monday 
evening some person or persons at­
tached a stick of blasting powder to 
the pole about four feet from the 
ground, and after lighting tbe fuse 
made their escape. The explosion 
severed the pole at tbe point where 
the charge had been tied and in Its 
fall tbe upper portion of tbe staff was 
broken Into several pieces. Tbe pres­
ence of tracks of s rubber-tired buggy 
lo tbe vicinity of tbe pole constituted 
the only visible form of clue to the 
identity of the persons who wrecked 
the pole.

It was a few hours later that tbe 
dry, or changing house, of tbe Isabella 
mine was found to be on fire. There 
was prompt response to the alarm, 
but the flames had ao great a start 
that it was impossible to save either 
building or contents. A new dry was 
in course of construction and as tbe 
old building was to have been aban­
doned later tbe Cascade Mining Com­
pany's loss upon the structure Is not 
particularly large, but tbe majority of 
the men employed at tbe property 
suffered tbe loss of their mining cloth­
ing, and at present prices it will cost 
each one of them an average outlay 
of 120 to replace their equipment. 
Temporary changing quarters have 
been provided and as work upon tbe 
new dry is belog pushed tbe operation 
of tbe mine has not been seriously in­
terfered with.

Sheriff William Newcombe paid a 
Visit to Palmer early Tuesday morn­
ing and was accompanied by Marshal 
John A. Wasmutb of Negaunee. 
Capt. Marsh and s squad of the state 
constabulary stationed at Negauoee 
alio made a trip to Palmer that morn­
ing. The authorities immediately In­
stituted an Inquiry which, while It 
has thus far failed to yield tangible 
results gives promise of locating tbe 
offenders and bringing them to Jus­
tice. The bulk of the population at 
the Palmer location Is greatly incens­
ed over tbe outragss aod art lending 
every assistance to the officials. As 
evidenos of their continued loyalty, 
men employed In the mines In Pit- 
oer and vicinity ssoursd a temporary 
pols and sreoted It bealde the remnant 
of tbe dynamited flag staff. Tbsy will 
also unite In a petition to tbs towo- 
•bip board to tract a oew flag pole of 
eultable dimensions at the earliest 
possible date.

Tbe proolamatlob Issued by tbs 
Richmond township board offering a 
reward for tbe detection of thoee re­
sponsible for the flag pole outrage is 
as follows:

Tbt sum of three hundred dollars 
41800.00) Is guaranteed as reward for 
soy person leading to tbe arrest aod 
conviction of the person or persons 
detonating the Rlobmond Township 
Flag Pole on tbe 18th day of August, 
1017, at 11:30 p.m.

Members of tbe Michigan State Con­
stabulary took Msdu Kanto Into cus­
tody at Palmer yesterday on suspicion 
of bis having been an active partici­
pant in the flag outrage aod possibly 
in the burning of the “dry" at the 
Isabella mine. It is alleged that he 
ha* been active as ao agitator for the 1 
]. W. W. aod tbat besides having 1 
taken a prominent part In tbe reoeot 
etrlke effort! on the Palmer range be 
baa given evidence of disloyalty In tbe 
remarks be has made about tbe gov­
ernment aod Hs official*.

Kanto was lodged lu the Negauoee 
Jail aod Sheriff Newcombe will be 
nere to-day to see If the suspect will 
acknowledge his guilt when confront­
ed with the evidence that has beeo 
gathered against him. Tbe officials 
hope to round up n couple of other 
suspects before the tlaj .» vver.

Former Resident of Sands

Thomas Ogaton, who had resided 
in Saods township for many years 
prior to taking up residence at Sault 
Ste. Marie about eight years ago, 
died in the latter city Wednesday. 
Tbe remains were taken to Marquette 
for burial.

Health in Army

The average mother whose boy is in 
one of tbe training camps is mighty 
anxious about his health aod la telling 
him to take care not to get sick. Aod 
on bis part tbe average boy In camp Is 
wondering bow be escaped theclutcbes 
of disease as long as be did when at 
home, worrying about the health of 
the folks at home. Aod he has wore 
warrant to worry about them than 
they have to worry about him, the 
Michigan Anti-Tuberculosis associa­
tion points out. One young soldier 
wrote back home, "Uncle Sam is tbe 
ideal doctor." Another wrote, "Dear 
mother, there Isn’t any more cbaoce 
for tbe germs here than there is for 
the Germaos; all the germs are ewat- 
ed here before they can get at us.” 
Tbe boys io tbe campiaregettiogthelr 
first object lesson in tbe systematic 
care of their health and many are 
wondering why something of tbat kind 
was not done, back home. If It ia 
worth while to take suchpaloe to keep 
in condition for fighting efficiency 
why are not tbe same pains worth 
while to keep lo condition as produc­
ers at home. This is ooe of the ques­
tions,tbe Mlchigao Anti-Tuberculosis 
association argues, that will receive 
emphasis in tbe minds of thousands as 
a result of camp life.

To Keep Troops

At a meeting of the war board at 
Lansing it vras decided to keep a force 
of etate troops constantly on duty in 
tbe Upper Peolosula. The seoond 
troop now in training at Laoelog will 
be sent north of tbe strain probably 
about a month beooe. If It is tbe 
same site as the troop now in eervloe 
io the district something over 100 well 
trained, armed, equipped and mounted 
men are ready for emergency service, 
The war bosrd proposes to organise 
soother troop at once to be stationed 
to the Lower Peninsula.

While details of the plana of tbe 
board have oot beeo announced aod 
possibly have not been decided upon 
it is believed tbat one of the troops 
will be stationed In Marquette county 
and tbe other on tbe G ogeblo range 
From these points the troops oould be 
rushed to toy area of disturbance in 
the mining Aside. It is regarded as 
likely that tbe troops held io Mar­
quette county will be stationed at 
Negaunee where arrangements are 
under way to provide barracks tbat 
would suffice for the wieter. It is ex­
pected tbat both troops tbat will see 
servioe in the Upper Peninsula will 
winter there.

Tbe mining men of the dlstrlot urged 
on the state board this decision. It is 
said. While they \pow feel confident 
tbat there will be no serious disturb­
ances, inasmuch as tbe state la going 
to maiotain tbe constabulary they be­
lieve tbat two troops may as well be 
located in the upper ae any place In 
tbe lower peninsula. If there Is a re­
sumption of I. W. W. aotlvity any­
where In the state, it is likely to be in 
the mining districts. It is pointed out{ 
that it will cost but little more to 1 
maintain the troops In this region thao 
it Mould in tbe lower peninsula.

County Historical Society

The Initial steps were taken at a 
meeting bell in Marquette laet Tues­
day evening for tbe organisation of 
a County Hlatorleal Society. It Is a 
movement which should really have 
been undertaken years afro before 
death claimed to many of the pioneers 
who oould have contributed autbeotlo 
chapter! regarding eerly-day happen­
ings In tbe dlatrlct, but It le well tbat 
tbe task should be takeo up before it 
le eotirely too late.

K. C. Aotbony, of Negaueee, who 
le ooe of the “original” pioneers of 
tbe couoty, was io attendance at tbe 
Marquette meeting and be was oamed 
as a member of the organization com­
mittee, tbe other members being D. 
H. Bali, of Marquette, and R. P. 
Bronson, of ishpemlng. They will 
draft a constitution and by-laws and 
ujtike report at a meeting to be held io 
tbe near future.

The couoty historical society will 
have tbe co-operation of tbe Michigan 
Historical Society, which baa been 
uoilriog lo it* effort# to loduoe all of 
tbe counties, and especially those 
which were most vitally concerned in 
the development of tbe state, to collect 
aod preserve historical records. Tbe 
state society held Its aooual meeting 
in Keweenaw county this year and 
effort will be made to have Marquette 
chosen as the meeting place for next 
year.

Woman is Found

The woman who left the baby boy 
near the municipal rock crushing 
plaot west of the city on the 7th lost 
has been found, but the circumstances 
surrounding the case are such that no 
legal proceedings will be Instituted 
against her. She was oot a resident 
of Negaunee, but beyond suiting that 
her home Is elsewhere within the couo­
ty the Authorities have not disclosed 
her Identity, nor have they stated 
whether tbe child was hers or whether 
she was merely acting in behalf of tbe 
mother.

It took Marshal Wasmutb and Pros­
ecuting Attorney M. J. Kennedy the 
better part of a week to follow up the 
slender clues, but they wore finally 
satisfied that they bnd located the 
right person. When approached by 
the authorities the woman indignant­
ly denied any connection with the 
affair, but after some parleying con­
sented to pay a visit to the office of 
Prosecuting Attorney Kennedy in Ish­
pemlng on a designated day of this 
week. Word to this effect was com­
municated to Marshal Wasmutb, with 
request that he bring the two little 
girls who had seen the woman In Ne­
gaunee during the day previous to the 
finding of the child.

The trio had scarcely stepped from 
the street car in Ishpemlng when one 
of the girls plucked at Marshal Was- 
muth's coat sleeve ahd said: “There 
she is.” Byway of testing tbe identi­
fication, tbe officer intimated that the 
girls must have been mistaken, but 
both of them resolutely stood their 
ground and proceeded to point out 
convincing characteristics to verify 
their identification. As a matter of 
fact, It was tbe woman and she w&9 on 
her way to the prosecuting attorney's 
office. Even when later confronted 
by tbe girls, the woman continued 
her denial of aoy connection with the 
case, but when tbe evidence Mas all 
arrayed she gave in and told her 
story.

Tbe fact that the woman had revis­
ited tbe scene at intervals until sbe 
ascertained tbat the babe had beeo 
found would Id Itself have gone far 
toward disproving any criminal in­
tent to briog harm to the child, aod 
without proof of such intent the au­
thorities would have been unable to 
make out a case against the woman, 

lit was also evident from the subse­
quent Investigation tbat it was simply 
a repetition of tbe old story of “being 
more sinned against than sinolog," 
and inasmuch as tbe father was ap­
parently beyond tbe reach of tbe law| 
tbe ends of justice could io no wise be 
served by heaping tbe humiliation of 
public charges upon the mother or 
anyone wbo bad assisted her. Satis­
fied, therefore, to have cleared up tbe 
mystery to this extent, tbo authorities 
will take no further steps in the case. 
While no statement has been mude 
regarding disposition of tbe child, it 
Is probable that the little chap will 
remain at tbe county poor farm until 
someone wishes to adopt him.

French Expect Big
Things of Our Fighters

American Officers, However, 
Think Hopes Wilt Not Be 

Realized for Months.

PRESSURE OF STRUGGLE FELT
Army Men Want Joffre Back at the 

front—“Morale" the Problem That 
la Confronting the Foreign 

Belligerent* — How the 
Censorship Works.

Purls.—A few minutes before the 
Hpeciul trulii bringing General Pershing 
und his stuff from Boulogne rolled In­
to tin* (jure dti Nord the other duy a 
trnlnloml of "pertulsslonulres"—sol- 
tilers on leave from the front—arrived 
a t the same station. The "pollufc," 
leaning out of their dusty third class 
coaches, caught sight of Mursbnl 
Joffre standing on the platform wait­
ing, with M. lllbot, the premier; M. 
Vivian!, minister of Justice, and other 
dignitaries, to welcome the American 
commander In chief to the cupltul.

“Vive .loffre!” shrieked a "pennls- 
slouulre," and the cry was taken up 
all along the line of dense-packed 
curs.

“It's he who spared our lives In 
useless Httueks,” shouted a bronzed, 
bearded veteran, “we want Joffre buck 
Ut the fron t!"

“Yes, yes," yelled his companions, 
“We want Joffre, who doesn't wuste 
our lives! Give us Joffre!”

The Problem of Morale.
Fortunutely the cry, which could 

not. have fulled to reach the ears of 
the prime minister as well as the mar­
shal, diet] away In the excitement of 
General Pershing’s arrlvul. To those 
who had heard, however, and who are 
aware of the situation on the front and 
In the Interior of France today, its sig­
nificance was not lost. To me It meuut 
that after almost three years of In­
cessant slaughter, the “pollu” has 
learned to distinguish very clearly be­
tween leuders who sacrifice their men 
uselessly and those who, like the victor 
of the Marne, never make a move with­
out counting the possible cost In lives.

It was, moreover, another hit of evi­
dence that there Is no more important 
problem among all those at present 
confronting belligerent governments 
1lmn that of “morale." The spirits of 
the men In the trenches, as well as of 
their wives, sisters, sweethearts, pa­
rents in the rear, must he kept up to 
the mark. Kvery day Increases the 
strain upon soldiers and civilians in 
war-harassed nations. Tight-strung 
nerves uro spanning apart everywhere 
In the cities and villages, far from 
tlie ring line, as much as In the zone 
of the urmU'H. That Is why the com­
ing of Pershing and his division Is of 
such Immeasurable value In the never- 
ceasing propaganda going on over all 
France to maintain at the necessary 
level France's determination to win 
the  war.

American officers, who hove sensed 
th is Insistence upon the greatness of 
the  aid to be provided by the United 
Ktutes are a b it fearful that expecta­
tions difficult of realization will be 
aroused among the French army and 
people. They know t*he obstacles that 
lie In the wuy of immediate military 
co-operation on a grund scale and feel 
tha t u great many months must elapse 
before the weight of American anus 
ru n  make itself felt In the flghtlyfc.

must he made for the duration of the 
frightful strain under which soldiers 
and folk at home alike are laboring. 
Discipline must bo maintained, of 
course, but tills Is not the time for 
martinets.

"Without Indicating the moral state 
of our troops, it would be nevertheless 
vain to deny that (hose engaged in 
this appalling conflict are morally atid 
physically tired. To protend that we 
are as strong spiritually a* we were at 
the time of the Marne Is absurd. LMs- 
aster Is certain to follow a refusal to 
recognize the wear and tear upon tin; 
nerves of men, and women, ton, hear­
ing the fearful burden of Ibis war."

Lillie of the tremendous pressure 
of the struggle upon Individuals Is vis­
ible to the casual observer. One might 
travel through France from end to end 
and never get a glimpse of It. The 
soldiers one sees seem cheerful enough. 
There Is bustle and movement In the 
streets of the cities. Kven In the slums 
the surfuce of things reveuls no trug- 
edy. Listen to the talk of "pollus" 
among themselves, however, and sit 
alongside n circle of gossiping house­
wives of the poorer class, and one will 
soon detect the tuutness of their nerves 
and the weariness pervudlng their 
thoughts.

The newspapers ore Rllent about nil 
this; firstly, because of the censorship, 
and, secondly, because they necessar­
ily are part of the conscious or uncon­
scious propugundu for the maintenance 
of morale. When Incidents occur they 
print only what they are told by the 
official press bureuu. A paragraph like 
this, for instance, means little to u 
reader not fumilkir with such mat­
ters :

"Lust night at seven o'clock on the 
Boulevard do la Vullette a brawl start­
ed, for trilling reasons, among five sol­
diers. Some Knhyles emerging from 
a nearby fuctory und pnssersby were 
mixed up In the scuftte. The police 
Intervened to re-establish order. Sev­
eral arrests were niude."

What really occurred, though not a 
newspaper so much ns hinted at It, 
was rulher more serious. The soldiers 
who were on leave from the front, 
had heard that the Kub.vles, who are 
Arabs Imported to cleun the streets, 
were to be used to repress disturb­
ances among the civilian population. 
They hud been told so by their wives, 
one of whom laid been ogled by a 
Kubyle. When the "pollus" attacked 
them the Kabyles naturally resisted, 
and a riot ensued In which a dozen 
persons were severely wounded.

This affray was preceded by an 
oven bloodier uffnlr, in which a num­
ber of Aunamlte soldiers were attack­
ed by a crowd of women und "pormls- 
slonalres" and several were killed. An 
Annamite battalion was brought to 
Furls at a lime when the strikes were 
ut their height, and the rumor spread 
with miraculous swiftness all through 
the city thut the Annamltes hud been 
summoned becuuse the French garri­
son would refuse to fire upon the 
crowd In the event of a riot.

Depressing Rumors Flood City.
Thut there was any truth in this 

may be doubted, but rertuiuly the pres­
ence of the Mongolian troops ut so 
stressful a period wus unfortunate. An- 
namltes are anathema to all F r is ia n s  
nowadays, simply us u result of the 
rumors and the really furious fight that 
arose out of them. Yet, beyond a for­
mal communique no more communi­
cative thun that about the Kubyles, 
there )inn been no mention of the mut­
ter lu p rin t

Furls is flooded with rumors these 
days, as it ha* never been since the 
first weeks of the war. Most of them 
art* depressing and doubtless a con­
siderable percentage are deliberately 
Inspired by pacifists and pro Gcrinuna, 
of whom there are u good many to he 
found in the Greek and Spanish colo­
nies, Whether they ure true is of lit­
tle consequence; the Important thing 
is they are believed to a large extent, 
even by persons well informed about 
tlie situation as a whole.

One of the minor problems con­
nected with the “permlsslonnlres," 
who, released for the time being from 
dlri*et discipline, have a tendency to 
become unruly, is the evil that ilea 111 
wall for theta at the railroad stations 
In Farls. Almost all of them pass 
through the capital on their way to 
and from the front, and at the sta­
tions they are preyed upon not only 
by merchants of vice, but by the 
agents of anarchy and pro-Germans as 
well, who seek to iucuicatc peacc-ut- 
any-prlce Ideas, and the desire to re-, 
volt hy spreading stories of the terri­
ble conditions prevailing in the rcur. 
The "pollus" leurn In their own homes 
ttml most of these yarns are not true, 
hut on the other hand they hear n muss 
of rumors which have almost the same 
efleet upon weaker character, and 
they believe them ail (he more really 
because they come from their owu 
wives or relative*.

BAKING THE BREAD 
FOR GIANT ARMY

PERSHING REVIEWING FRENCH MARINE GUNNERS

Organization and Methods Em* 
ployed in Preparing Staff 

of Life for Soldiers.

THEIRS IMPORTANT SERVICE
One Million Fighting Men Require 

4,000 Bakere to Supply Need*— 
"Frill*” Eliminated While on 

Active Service.

Washington.—A bakery company ut 
wur strength in the I'nitqd States army 
Is divisible into four sections of three 
units each. The sections are lettered 
A. It, (', and I >, und the units ure num­
bered from 1 to 32. In pence times 
there are uine unit* to a company, but 
for wur service this is increased to 
12 units a company. One Imkery com­
pany is designed to supply normally 
a force of the utreugth of u division; a 
sectlou, an infantry brigade, ami a 
unit, an iofautry reglmeut of wur 
strength.

The organization and equipment are 
such thut each unit, section or c&m- 
puny is complete in itself, so that or­
ders directing ussembly may specify 
simply tlie number of bakery units, 
sections or companies required a t a 
given destination am) the authority 
to whom to report.

The total enlisted personnel of a 
bakery company is 01. of a section 
12 and a unit 4. Thus for l.UOO.OOU 
fighting men about 4.000 bakers will 
be required, tlie Buker's Weekly stlites.

Composition of a Bakery Company.
There is one commissioned officer in 

charge of a company, his title being 
assistant to the quarterm aster; there 
Is also a chief baker, with the title of 
quartermaster sergeant or sergeant, 
first cluss; four assistant chief bak­
ers, one for each section, who are ser­
geants of the quarterm aster’s corps; 
there ure 12 bakers who have titles 
of sergeant or corporal, eacli oue being 
In charge of a unit, und eight other 
bakers for assignment to duty with the 
company or with detached subdivi­
sions, according to the necessities of 
the cuse; 32 assistant bakers, who are 
corporals or privates of the first cluss; 
two cooks for each company und two 
other cooks or general police make up 
the total enlisted strength of a bukery 
company.

The commissioned officer in charge 
of u bakery company in. the field is 
responsible for tlie operation of the 
bakery and the training and discipline 
of the personnel. He is responsible 
and uecountable for ull the resultu 
ulso, and cun consider his wbrk well 
accomplished when the men ure well 
supplied with good breud botii in camp 
and on Me march.

The chief baker has general super­
vision of the bukery company and the 
field bukery. He keeps the company 
records, prepares bread-cost state­
ments, and is gcnerul custodiuu of tlie 
supplies.

The chief of each section Is respon­
sible for the general efficiency, rieun- 
llness, etc., of his section, und it It 
up to him to see thut the breud pro­
duced is of the proper stundurd. He 
inspects each run of breud ufter It 
is baked und before It is put In 
storuge.

Kach field bukery receives fnftn tlie 
quartermaster generul a complete 
equipment, which includes, for ex­
ample, 432 bike pans, 3(1 folding bread 
rucks, 4 ranges, und such other minor 
articles as axes, brushes, buckets, cans, 
hatchets, fire hose, measures, puullus, 
scules, scoops, dough semper*, etc.

Field and Garrison Breads.
Bread used In the army posts in pence 

time is known as garrison breud. The 
term field breud Is applied to u type 
of bread having u greuter density, u 
thicker crust und a consequent higher 
capacity for remitting moisture than 
garrison bread. Field breud Is Intend­
ed for consumption by troops at a dis­
tance from a field bukery. Gurrlsou 
breud Is used whenever the troops tire 
not more thun u day's Journey from 
the bukery.

Hevcn runs of garrison bread can ha 
made In the army working day, insur­
ing u production of 1.M2 |*>uihIh of 
breud to tlie unit, or IN,144 pounds to 
the Imkery company at war sireiigth.

In making field bread, II Is possible 
lo have seven rqiis In Id hours, whirl) 
Is an uverugu day's work In the army 
field Imkery. Heveu runs will produce 
1,008 pounds a unit curb duy, or 12,01*0 
pound* for uu entire* company ut wuf 
strength.

An army division in camp ut Galves­
ton. Tex., lor two years, composed of 
approximately 12.<HKI men, drew on 
the average about N,000 to H;000 pounds 
of bread a duy.

The field oven In width the bread is 
baked is of the portable, knockdown 
variety. It will bake approximately 
fi.fSJO pounds of IsHiie breud, or 2,(MS) 
pounds of field breud u day If operuted 
continuously.

Mobilization of the 4.000 halter* 
who will be needed for an army of a 
million men will tale* place gradually, 
being regulated according to the ne­
cessities. Army bilker* wifi be required 
to bake many other things besides 
bread. Itolls, eukes and sometimes 
other delicacies ure provided for tlm 
men when It is possible to do h o , 

though when the army becomes en­
gaged in active field service the ‘'frills" 
are elimiuuted In favor of substantial 
food.

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Universal Military Service in Line 
With All the Nation’s Traditions

It is often asserted, and yet more frequently 
aefiumed, in the discussion of current events, that 
compulsory military service is something new and 
unheard of in the United States; something more or 
less at variance with the traditions of our early national 
life and with the practice and counsel of our country’s 
fathers. This is not merely untrue; it is precisely the 
reverse of the truth.

Those who now advocate the enrollment aa sol* 
diers ami sailors of all our citizens fit to bear arms 
are urging a return to principle universally accepted 

and applied during the first fifty years of our national history, as well 
as in our entire colonial period, and fully sanctioned by laws in force 
today and which have been in force, in substantially their present form, 
from the very foundation of our government.

An American mother who says she didn’t raise her little boy to be 
a soldier in the day of the nation’s need, if she knows her country’s past 
history and her country’s present laws, must know also that she says, in 
effect, she didn’t raise him to be an American citizen, in the full and 
honorable sense of the word; that she has taught him to shirk a part of 
the duties of a citizen, and precisely that part of those duties which all 
mankind have ever deemed it most disastrous to the state and most 
shameful and dishonorable to the man himself that he should shirk.

Production of Farm Machinery and the 
Labor Supply Must Be Protected

The truth is that unless prompt action is taken by the government, 
our country is headed straight toward the same mistakes that have resulted 
iu compelling our allies to appeal to us to save them from famine. Unless 
we protect the production of labor-saving farm machinery and the supply 
of skilled farm labor, wc, too, must soon face a shrinkage of food supplies. 
Anybody can realize how calamitous that would be in the military as 
well as the economic sense.

We are now confronted by shortages of raw material and factory 
labor that will begin to be manifest in shortages of certain lines of farm 
machinery this fall and will result in serious shortages iu many vital lines 
next year. Stocks on hand in important kinds of tools and machines are 
smaller than in normal years, because of earlier scarcity of factory labor 
and a rapidly tightening scarcity of all raw materials. Present and pr<^ 
spective conditions as to both elements make it certain that the shortage 
of our output will soon be serious.

For the last ten years farm labor has been more and more difficult 
to secure, and now, with an enormous increase in the demand for labor 
in munition factories, and the withdrawal of many young meo from pro* 
ductive occupations, there is bound to be a shortage of farm labor such 
as this country has nevhr known.

We regard it as vital to keep on the farms the men now theie who 
know the business, especially the men trained in the use of labor-saving 
machinery. I t  would be wasteful and foolish to lot them go and after­
ward try to replace them with unskilled men.

We seek no advantage for our industry over any other, but we reulize 
that without this product and without sufficient labor the farmers of the 
jUnited States cannot increase, or even maintain, their production of 
foodstuffs next year.

These are the measures that wo declare to be vital to the feeding of 
this nation and its allies next year:

1. That the manufacture of farm materials be given equal prefer­
ence with the manufacture of war munitions as regards supplies of neces­
sary raw materials.

2. That service to the country in farm machinery factories be con­
sidered of equal importance with service in munition-making plants, gov­
ernment or private.

3. That labor on the farms bo considered as of equal importance with 
the production of war munitions.

4. That raw materials.for farming machinery and the finished goods 
be given equal preference by the transportation agencies of the country 
with munitions of war.

Hoarding and Indiscriminate Parsimony 
Long W ay From Real Thrift

“ It is not the aim of thrift nor the duty of men to acquire millions. 
Hoarding million* is avarice, not thrift.”

This bit of philosophy, uttered some time ago by Andrew Carnegie, 
can well be applied to American life at the present time, tack of a proper 
understanding of thrift lias been responsible for a great deal of harm 
iu America rcccully.

This has been due to falso economy, but people are rapMIy getting 
around to the viewpoint that hoarding and indiscriminate parsimony 
are a long way from real thrift.

What we all must learn is to eliminate waste. There is a great deal 
of difference between waste and sensible upending. 'The mod reprehen­
sible form of wasle, of course, at the present time is in the matter of 
food. Secretary Houston has said that if only a single ounce of edible 
food, on the average, is allowed to spoil or to be thrown uw*y in each of 
our 20,000,000 homes, over 1,300,000 pounds of material would be wasted 
each day. This would be at the rate of 401,000 pounds ot  food a year. 
Think of the millioua of acres of land and the thousands <jf people nec­
essary to produce this vast amount of food!

It would be a very good idea for every American homo t>day to adopt 
the slogan, “Have an ounce of food a day.”

This is a little thing to do. I t really requires no amount of self- 
sacrifice.

On the other hand, we have all been eating a little too much. Cut­
ting down our rations a trifle will be good fur our health.

“Save an ounce of food a day.”
lx:t every American home do this and wo will hava gone a long way 

toward the solution of our food problem.

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New York Fire Chief Covers Himself With Glory

M ONROE, LA.—Within 24 hours after lie arrived on the scene, former 
Deputy Chief William Guerin of the New York fire department extin­

guished the largest gus-well Are In the history of the world. It took Chief 
Guerin live minutes to put out th<u 
flames which bad baffled experts of 
three states summoned to assist In 
controlling the tremendous bluze.

The well Is near this city, and is 
owned by the Ouachltu Natural Gus 
and Oil company. The flow was 44,- 
000,000 cubic feet a day under a heud 
pressure of 1,1500 pounds a square Inch.
Chief Guerin tells how he did I t

"The Are had been burning since 
10:15 o'clock on the evening of June 
10," KHld Chief Guerin. *'lt was ex­
tinguished a t 10:18 o'clock on the morning of June 23, after It hud been bum- 
mg for five und a bulf days. In that time 242,000,000 cubic feet of gus bud 
been burned, the loss being conservatively estimated ut $4,500,000.

"After looking over the situation I decided that the problem wus exactly 
the same as one (hut I had faced while in the New York fire department. 
The only difference wus one of degree. Two hose lines working under high 
pressure were led up to the well iih close us possible end the water turned on, 
After cooling the ground and what remained of the pipe the two Hues of hose

Going and Coming of People Rates to Lake Linden
The practice of youngsters in this 

city kllliog tbe song birds which 
come here in tbe summer is again 
evident this year. It may be partly 
throygh ignorance of the law that 
boys needlessly shoot these birds with 
air rifles and sling sbots, but if aoy 
are caught Io the act, tbe law 00 this 
subject is strlogent. Parents should 
inform tbejr children of tbe birds that 
are protected and in this way protect 
them against prosecution. All soog 
birds including soog sparrows, thrush­
es, robblns and warblers, are protect­
ed, aod heavy floes are provided for 
in case of a violation of the law. Tbe 
wording of tbe law expreseed this 
point as follows: It is unlawful to 
kill, capture or have in possession 
any game or song birds with tbe ex­
ception of blackbirds, English spar­
rows, crows, cooper’s hawks, sharp 
shinned hawks aod great homed owls. ”

O ANY person who 1ms trav­
eled through tin* Berk.shlres, 
Hmt glorious rungu of hills 
tluit stretches from Vermont 

across Massachusetts Into Connecticut, 
long famous for their historical and 
literary associations, what u wealth of 
pleusurahie emotions is culled up by 
the very name.

The Berkshire*! The name stand* 
for scenic beauties to be found no­
where else; life-giving breezes; strolls 
to the homes of famous authors and 
other historical figures; vast estates of 
multimillionaires; scenes of buttle 
with Indians; und, withal, glimpses 
of many vast Industrial plants, says 
the Boston lleruld.

It means, too, that the person who 
is fumlliar with hooks may conjure 
up I^ongfellow's “The Old Clock on 
the Stairs," or Beecher's "Star Pa­
pers," or Holmes’ "Elsie Venner," or 
the kindly fuces of James Bussell Low­
ell, Doctor Channlng, Herman Mel­
ville, and many other literary men, 
who spent their summers among these 
hills uud wrote muny of their most 
famous books in this enchanted re­
gion.

Berkshire Is the most western coun­
ty In Massachusetts. It touches three 
states; Vermont on the north, New 
York on the west und Connecticut on 
Itic south.

It Is covered with u uetwork of 
perfect uutomoblllng rouds. so built 
tbut their grudes are not difficult in 
traversing the most mouutuiuous sec­
tions. Jucob's ladder aud the well- 
known Mohawk trull are the scenic 
route for the tourist by motor; there 
are trolley lines throughout the en­
tire region, uud by-paths und trulls 
for the pedestrian or the borsemun, 
all of which offer a great vuriety of 
pleasures.

Pittsfield and North Adams ure cen­
ters from which to s ta rt if It Is the in­
tention to make a tour of the Berk­
shire's, although one may leuve from 
almost any. point uud find no difficulty 
In reuching a destination. There is 
one trolley line, bcgluuiug a t Canaan, 
Conn., that traverses the entire region, 
passing through twenty cities und 
towns lu four different stutesT 

The tour from Pittsfield to Great 
Burrlngtou, or further ou to Cauuun, 
Is delightful, lu  Pittsfield one inuy 
see the site of the meetlug house over 
which "Fighting Parson Alleu" pre­
sided when he led the men of Berk­
shire to the buttle of Bennington. It 
wus in Pittsfield that the first agricul­
tural fair lu America wus held; und 
here Generul Lufuyette wui royally 
entertained on his farewell visit to 
Americu. In Pittsfield, too, Is the 
house knowu to every render of Long­
fellow, tlml of his fulher-ln-luiv, in 
which stood "The old clock ou Iho 
stairs,"

On the road to Lenox Is the house 
occupied by Oliver Wendell Jlohrtes, 
with Its fumoiis “Holmes' pine," un­
der which the jrfM-t often wrote. A 
little further on Is "Arrowhead," the 
home of the lute Herman Melville, 
where the Indians used to rendezvous. 
Near hero are the Canoe meadows on 
(he Housutonlc, where the Indians 
moored their canoes when visiting the 
burial places of their ancestors.

On every baud ure the beautiful 
summer estates of those who have 
inherited or acquired great riches.

Up and Over Jacob's Ladder.
Loo presents many points of Inter­

est. Here is the mill la which was 
made the first wood pul|» paper ever 
used lu America; here is the murhle 
quarry, now abandoned, from which 
was taken Hie stone used til the erec­
tion of Die two wings of the natlouul 
cajiltol at Washington. From other 
quarries here were luken 250,000 head- 
atones purchased hy the government 
to murk the graves of its soldier dead, 
l.oo was the scone of one of tin1 num­
erous skirmishes of Klmy's rchclliou, 
and Is n very attractive village.

From Lee the motorist may enter 
the popular Jucob’s l.udder route to 
JBprlngllfld and the Bust, a route Unit

formerly was a terror to every drive! 
because of its  steep grudes and lt< 
ruts aud rain-gouged holes. Now II 
Is a fine new highway, as fine us uny 
mountain highway in Europe, und 
crosses the backbone of the Ilonsut 
range. In the olden days Its formida­
ble hill, with n grade of 22 per cent oo 
one side und 17 per cent on the other, 
offered many dlfilculties to even the 
most powerful automobile.

Now, however, through the expen­
diture of $400,000 by the state, thl* 
hill Is uvoldcd by a sweeping semicir­
cle ut low grade. It is a beuutiful 
road, with a shallow stream rippllug 
over siones und pebbles, and deep 
pools picturing the tree-covered slope? 
of the hills. It skirts broud ponds, 
passes over concrete bridges, crosses 
"divides," winds through forests and 
along the sides of deep gorges, ami is 
continually bringing into view new 
scenic delights.

Where Grover Cleveland Fished.
From Lee, too, It Is eusy to reach 

the Tyringhum valley, one of the most 
beautiful of the muny vulley9 In the 
Berkshire's. It was the summer home 
of Kicbard Watson Gilder, aud where 
Grover Cleveland spent many a sum­
mer in the enjoyment of the trout 
and pickerel fishlog which this re­
gion uffords. There Is a tradition that 
Tyringhum wus the pluee where the 
white mun first learned the manufac­
ture of maple sugar, being initiated 
Into the secret by the Imlluns,

If  one wishes to visit wild country 
go to Bear-Town mouutaiu. It wus 
fumous a t one time as the residence 
of Levi Beebe, the weather prophet, 
und here also lived Colonel Juckson, 
the Revolutionary soldier who wrote 
the articles of cupitulutlon at Sara­
toga and a t Yorktowu which were 
signed hy Burgoyue und Cornwallis.

To Storkbrldge is a pleasant drive 
and an Interesting one, for here may 
be seen the "Ice Glen," In which there 
(s a deposit of Ice the year round; 
ulso Laurel hill, upon which the first 
village Improvement society wus es­
tablished. Stockbrldge wus where the 
first Industrial school in America wus 
started ; where Jonuthun Edwards 
preuched und wrote his "Freedom of 
Will"; where Cyrus W. Field lived 
when be planned the Atlantic cable, 
and where Duvtd Dudley Field, the 
Jurist, und Supreme Court Justice 
Field lived.

It contains a monument the Uke of 
which is to be found nowhere In Amer­
icu—a monument erected by white 
men lu h mor of (he red men. Stand­
ing on the heights which are crowned 
by this monument a beuutiful view of 
the Housutonlc river Is obtained, as 
it winds among tbe tueudows of Stock- 
bridge.

liiS  CABINET WEAK .  BROKEN TRACTOR DELAYS BIG GUN

President’s Advisers Have Not 
Country’s Confidence.

Appointment of Secretary Redfleld a«
Head of Export Council Will Ba 

Further Cause of Dissatisfac­
tion to the Nation.

The announcement that Secretary 
Itedficid Is to lot the head of the ex­
port council does not encourage the 
hope that Mr. Wilson h,-.s gained any 
clearer sense of the weakness of bis 
official family or has any Intention of 
strengthening R, Secretary Itedfield 
N not the sort of man to In' Intrusted 
" itli a service In which tad  ami sound 
Judgment are requisite. The export 
council, which will have to pass upon 
the claims of neutrals for the supply 
of necessaries, has one of the most 
dltficult aud delicate tasks arising out 
of our present relations and responsi­
bilities. Serious Injury will be done 
to our cause and to our commercial 
future by blundering. Secretary Bed- 
field has shown himself to be of small 
caliber, yet oplnlouuted and lacking In 
sense of proportion.

The department of commerce an­
nounces through the olllelul bulletin 
that "In due time an advisory hoard 
will be named of high-class men uf 
recognized ability." This statement 
provides ubout all the comfort to be 
derived from the situation, arid we 
hope the "due time” wit! be brief and 
the personnel of the board of the qual­
ity promised. But even though this be 
the case, the desirability of o general 
overhauling of the cabinet remains.

The creation of advisory boards to 
assist the political executives Is In­
deed a necessity of our sittmtlon. The 
nation has never before undertaken 
responsibilities so enormous as It uow 
hears. The normal machinery of ad­
ministration Is wholly inadequate to 
solve war problems. Its personnel Is 
mediocre, and mdst be while political 
couslderalio’is control public appoint­
ments. This war demands the very 
best brains of the nation, and tbe veiy 
best brains of the nution are not often 
found In politics or in public service 
dominated hy politics. Our tasks of 
supply are so dltficult, furthermore, 
that Industrial and commercial cup* 
talus alone can solve them. Hence the 
adoption of the advisory hoard Idea.

This Idea, however, has not been put 
Into full operation. The advisory 
hoard of the council of national de­
fense Is in danger of political interfer­
ence not only from jealous congress­
men, who are afruid of losing polit­
ical perquisites, hut also from politi­
cal executives bent upon gaining polit­
ical influence. Both dangers would 
he greatly diminished If the president 
would weed out the men in executive 
office who have not won Intelligent 
public-confidence.

Josephus on Trial.
Either the transports carrying troops 

to France were attacked by German 
submarines or they were not. On the 
uuthorlty of Josephus Daniels, secre­
tary of the navy—« gentleman sup­
posed to be in u position to know Just 
what the fleet under him Is doing— 
every morning paper in the United 
Ktutes carrying the Associated Ureas 
dispatches described tbe battle with 
the submarines on July 4. Later a 
cable from "Somewhere in France" to 
the Associated Press, purporting to 
come from u naval officer, branded the 
Daniels story ns fiction. This dispatch 
passed Mr. George ('reel’s self-created 
censorship in Washington und went to 
the ufternoon newspapers. One or 
more of the eurly editions of the East 
carried the denial and others were 
about to use H when word came from 
Washington that the denial was Incor­
rect, that In reality u buttle had been 
fought and the Amerlcun people had 
the word of their secretary of the navy 
for It. And thus the matter stands. 
He stood sponsor for It, aud wasn’t It 
a flue piece of sentiment for fnflepoml- 
once day uses? Really, (hough, how 
can he hold on unless he proves up?

Tax Measure* Touch All.
Notwithstanding Hie war there Is 

politics In the land yet. In a New 
Hampshire congressional district aud 
lit one In Indlumi the two old parties 
contended, and Dm* people responded 
hy going to the polls In gratifying 
numbers. In both cases Die Repub­
licans registered easy victory. So ns 
the voters are still considering politics 
nmi parties, It Is well for senators to 
give clear reasons for their votes on 
tin1 details of a revenue measure. 
Taxes touch all; and lll-adviscd assess* 
incuts sometimes return to plague their 
Inventors.

BOXER'S TACTICS WIN A SKIRMISH
Soldiers Remember How Feeny 

Got Out of a Tight Cor­
ner in Ring.

TRY IT ON THE GERMANS
At Close Quarters Count Enemy Out— 
When Feeny Goes on Leave He Gets 

Token of Appreciation for 
Leaaona in 8elf-Defense.

London.—How the tactics of the 
prize ring got two little groups of Brit­
ish soldiers out of a tight corner, and 
eventually guve them the victory In a 
lively "scrap" with superior numbers 
of the enemy. Is told In on Interesting 
story communicated by *u correspond­
ent" to the London Times.

The story opens with u glove contest 
in n room lit by four large acetylene 
lamps; on tiers of benches and boxes 
«R hundreds of kluiki-clud men. They 
hove most of them been fighting all 
through the week, and now they are 
going to watch other men fight—with 
gloves. Two men In overcoats step 
through the ropes. As the gloves ure 
b«lng adjusted an officer steps into 
the ring. He Is loudly cheered.

"A six-round contest.” he suys, “be­
tween two Irishmen. (Cheers.) Ser­
geant Kennedy Mucdona, eleven stone 
two, and Quartermaster Sergeant Tim 
Feeny, eleven stone."

Both boxers are fine specimens. Fee- 
ny, although he gives nwuy only two 
pounds, looks much Hie lighter. His 
body glistens In the white light. As 
be closes his gloves his muscles ripple 
from wrist to shoulder, and his chest 
M flanked with a padding of muscle 
to back up either bund. Mucdona Is 
abler. His frame looks almost rigid. 
There Is not the same subtle play of 
the muscles, hut he seems made of 
!?on, and he has uhnornmlly long arms. 
His ears look ns If they had been 
punched flat against the Ride of his 
Skull. The referee calls, "Seconds 
<rat!”

Exchange Blow* From the Start
The two boxers step Into the middle 

of the ring and shuke hands. There Is 
no noise save that of the slip, slip of 
the soft kid boots over Die rosined 
canvas. Feeny felrgs with his left, hut 
the other draws buck a pace warily. 
The feint has fold Feeny something, 
and there Is the quick phut-phut of 
leather on flesh us he leads u left 
und right to the head. As he steps 
out the other man steps in and lands 
n hard one on the Jnnctlon of the ribs. 
The blow lias told. Still circling. 
Faeny gets his man lr*o the salient of 
the ropes uud rushes in with n well- 
meant hut badly planned attack. He 
has the shorter reach hy Inches, and 
he knows he must fight to the body 
und come Inside Die long-range blows 
of Mnedonn. Then he gets home again 
ard the older man Is sent hard buck 
to  the ropes, hut, being a muster of 
rlngcrnft, comes hack from them ns 
If thrown from a catapult, und Ids left 
comes pound with full shoulder weight 
behind it.

They fall over the parapet, 
bounce off Die firing step and lie 
panting on the duck bourds In the bot­
tom of the trench.

Interesting items From the Three
Groat Kingdoms of the North, Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants. »

Norway.
Aneiit the Goruum bomb plot and 

Hie relations between Norway and the 
land of the kaiser, Mona M. MJclde, 
says In a dispatch from ChrlstlanlA 
thut It Is to the siitlafncH«»n of every­
one that thu Norse government fear­
lessly disclosed the German bomb plot. 
"At the same time," continues Hut cor­
respondent, “there is the feeling tlmt 
Norway Is slowly ami surely being 
drawn Into the war by fresh German 
retaliatory outrages. The proud Ger­
man government was caught red- 
handed in low, criminal nets ami com­
pelled to explain upologetlcully to lit­
tle Norwuy, while the whole world 
witnessed Germany's moral defeat. 
Germany will never forgive Norway 
for placing her In such a humlllutlng 
position, but come what inay, Nor­
wegians find that there Is n limit even 
to what a small mnn can tolerate from 
a big bully. They calmly await devel­
opments. In the meantime the third 
German minister since the war began 
has settled down In Christiania. Ad­
miral von Ilintzc'H antecedents are 
promising tor trouble. His merits as 
minister to Mexico are perhaps suffi­
ciently known In the United States.”

•  o •

A Copenhagen dispatch to the Ex­
change Telegraph company of London 
says It Js reported officially at Chris- 
thiidu that Germany has expressed re­
gret to Norwuy for the acts of the 
Germans In connection with the bomb 
plot recently discovered. The German 
reply to the Norwegian note gives a 
long explanation of the case und says 
the Gerrnun minister at Christiania has 
been directed to lender an npology and 
that Huron Kautenfels, a German cour­
ier in whose possession explosives 
were found, has been dismissed. The 
German government emphasizes that 
neither Itautenfclft or any other Ger­
man functionary had authority to tpu* 
bombs 'on Norwegian territory or 
against Norwegian Interests. The note 
ends with renewed apologies and an 
expression of the hope tlmt the bomb 
plot will not affect the good relations 
between the two governments.

Considerable Interest was manifest­
ed In ItniiMlul In a light between two 
young boys and three eagles. The 
boys were rowing out Into the fjord 
to set a line when they saw a large 
eagle sitting on Hie stiore. One of 
them threw a stone at the eagle, which 
flew* up Into the air and then swooped 
down upon a fish In the fjord.

But they were 
prepared for the encounter und one of 
them succeeded in killing the huge 
bird with a well-directed blow on the 
head. The other two eugles then flew 
away, and the boys rowed homo with 
their trophy. Their exploit aroused 
general Interest in the community and 
they were lauded as little heroes.

He wuh horn In Madagascar, but 
wus educated In Norwuy und bus 
studied music lu Christiania and In 
Germany. Ills compositions are writ* 
ten according to the strictly classical 
school and ure very difficult to render.

"The deinnnd 
that American products shall neither 
directly nor Indirectly contribute to 
the advantage of the Germans can only 
be fulfilled If all economic relations 
with Germany are severed," continues 
the paper, which cites an article from 
a Washington newspaper atid Con­
troller Herbert ( \  Hoover’s statement 
to prove the “brutality back of the 
American policy. The situation 
which the American proclamation cre­
ate* for small neutrals, particularly 
Denmark. Is highly serious.” soys the 
I'olltlkcn. "War’s specter approaches 
our frontier by an unexpected path. 
Even If we escape war we cannot es­
cape many of Its most direct eonse- 
quenecs. It Js Interesting to estnhllsh 
the {net that till* comes from a group 
of powers whose regard for small neu­
trals has been one of Hie world's 
most popular slogans, also one of the 
world's greatest lies.” The Borllngske 
Tblende accepts the explanation in 
America’s official statement.

Extension of the United States cus­
toms revenue laws to the Virgin Is­
lands (Danish West Indies), and use 
of the net revenue so collected for the 
benefit of the Island government was 
proposed In u draft bill submitted to 
Hie bouse of representatives at Wush- 
Ingtou by Secretary McAdoo.

Sweden.
The publication of a ngws dispatch 

from America giving what Is termed 
“an official report” on Sweden's ex­
ports and Imports. In which It Is 
charged that Sweden has exported to 
Germany large qmratltleK of materials 
for making ammunition. Including Iron 
ore, ferroslHcutes, manganese, steel, 
copper, sulphur, y.lnc und worn) pulp 
und Imported iron ore from America 
to replace the surplus export, has 
aroused general indignation, especially 
In government circles. Even newspa­
pers most friendly to the United States 
condemn the charges and arraign what 
they term "America’s Inconsistencies.” 
They declare that America repeatedly 
protested to England against the same 
policy which America now threatens to 
adopt against Sweden. The following 
statement has been given nut for pub­
lication at Stockholm: “It is no secret 
tlmt we are exporting Iron ore. We 
have been exporting It for more than 
20 years. It Is our chief article of ex­
port. Hut we export also to England 
and other countries and the propor­
tions of our exports remain nnfrly the 
same as before tin* war. We exported 
woodpulp to Germany, but also to 
America. France, Italy ami other 
countries. We exported forroslllcates 
to Germany and also to England nml 
ltusxln. The stutument that we are 
exporting sulphur and zinc to Germany 
Is n ridiculous error. Wo must import 
sulphur for our own use and Germany 
proiluces mote zinc than she uses. An­
other misstatement concerns our al­
leged Imports of Iron ore from Ameri­
ca. We Import no Iron ore from there. 
Before the war we used to import a 
low grade of pig iron from England. 
These Imports huve dropped to a third 
of the normal and we have been Im­
porting from America to rover the de­
ficit, hut the entire Imports are Insig­
nificant. We export pig iron of a higher 
grade to both England und Germany. 
Our eximrts to England are still Hour­
ly norinRl. For our Industrial life, wo 
must huve dyes, coal and medicines 
from Germany, and we have nothing 
to give In return except iron orotund 
pulp, since the embargo on all provi­
sions. We get some coal from England 
at the risk of our sailors' lives und of 
their ships, but It Is only a small por­
tion of whut we require. Germany 
brings us coal in her own ships with­
out risk to us, We do not understand 
how America, which Insisted on us 
letting her cotton through to Germany 
and protested so vehemently to Eng­
land against our effort*to interfere 
with her trade, cun huve such an utti- 
tude towurdi* us.”

Of the fiOO medical students at 

Stockholm about 400 are from outside 
the city who have been taking their 
meals a t the restaurants or boarding 
places. In order to reduce tho cost 
of their meals to a minimum, those 400 
students have formed u co-operative 
club which conducts a restuuriint for 
the benefit of Its members, and the 
cost to cadi student is only <15 crowns 
per month. The hill of fare Is not an 
elaborate one, bftt the students get alt 
Hie food they need and the saving to 
them Is very mutcrlul.

The Swedish Aeronautic society has 
been granted permission to conduct 
a lottery for the purpose of raising 
money with which to establish a vol­
untary aviation corps In Sweden.

Poultry Flocks Smaller.
Reports recently gathered concern­

ing f>,2p8 flocks of poultry on farms 
und in small towns In all parts of the 
country show that the average number 
of bens per Dock this year Is 107. ns 
compared with 140 In 1014. This In­
formation, which was obtained by an 
incubator manufacturer In the middle 
West, Indicates that shortage of sup­
ply has been an Important factor in 
producing present high prices for poul­
try ami eggs. It appears that a very 
considerable number of poultry raisers 
have sacrificed many of their hens for 
the sake of Immediate profits—a policy 
the effects of which arc now being felt 
by the entire country.— I'opulur Me­
chanics Magazine.

The Negaunee Iron Herald.
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The work of rebuilding the Pioneer 
furnaces is being prosecuted by a 
force of 75 or 80 men all told, and it is 
now confidently expected to have the 
No. 1 stack ready to blow in by the 
20th of October, we learn that Mr. 
Barnum, upon the completion of No 
1, proposes to commeoce the work of 
rebuilding the No. 21 stack, with a re­
duced force, and that it will be ready 
early next spring. Tbe present work 
Is most substantial and it is tbe desire 
of tbe company to make it the best 
furnace west or north of Chicago.

The greatest battle of the War In 
the East was fought oo tbe 1st lost at 
Plevoa, between a Russian force of
60.000 and tbe Turks in somewhat 
smaller number, Osman-Pasha an­
nounces a great Turkish victory, the 
enemy being routed after two days' 
fighting, with & loss of 8000 killed and
16.000 wounded.
