In his talk* with Negaunee friends, 
Mr. Cole expressed himself as being 
well satisfied with the manner In 
which business interests were adjust­
ing themselves following this nation’s 
entrance upon tho war, but he empha­
sized the necessity of individual econ­
omy as well as conservation in every 
possible manner. It Is a time which 
calls for sacrifice on the part of all, 
and no truly patriotic citizen should 
seek to evade his share of the common 
duty. Larger Interests were being 
called upon to aid the government to 
an extent and in a manner that sup­
port bad never been levied heretofore; 
but though these lotereeu were re­
sponding whote-heartedly, proportion­
ate support must come from the rsak

One most desirable by-product of 
the great patriotic sentiment which is 
being aroused will be the elimination 
of socialists and oear-soclallets. The 
latter, though they poeed under tho 
more polite term of “ reformere” and 
masked under all manner of "Isms," 
were In Mr. Cole’s opinion but little 
less dangerous to the future life of 
our republic thsn were those who 
openly espoused the cause of social­
ism—or, as it more ofteo really it, 
anarchy. Better understanding was 
now being had regarding these dan­
gers, however, god the American pub­
lic could be depended upon to root 
out these peroloious doctrines.

Peter Carroll, son of Mra. Mary 
Carroll, Healy avenue, whole a mem­
ber of Co. A, 339Lb Infantry, U. S.

Custer, Battle Creek, Mlcb., writes to 
friends here that be Is enjoying the en­
vironments of soldier life. In describ­
ing the camp be wrles: “ ft Is 3t miles 
loog by 81 miles wide, so you see we 
have quite a town bere. The camp is 
designed to accommodate 40,000. Each 
man is hi* own housekeeper—makes 
hit bed, sweeps, does bis own washing, 
mending, sewing aod cleans his mess- 
kit. Also they get turns at orderly 
work, at which lime tboy do not drill. 
Hoorn orderly keeps the sleeping 
quarters tidy; kitchen-police does the 
kltcbeo work, which Is anytblog from 
washing dishes to making soup, while 
table waiters have to do that side-line 
along with drilling. I'vebadaw baok 
at both table-waiter aod kitcbeo-pollce 
and wasn’t sorry at all to get back io 
the big ’mess.

Chriatmaa Bag* are Sent

The Woman’s Department of the 
Navy League had a splendid response 
to its appeal for assistance lo provid­
ing Christmas Comfort Bags for the 
soldiers and sailors who are on active 
duty “ at the front.” The committee 
which nad volunteered for duty at the 
rooms lo the city hail was kept busy 
lust Monday checking up tbe bags as 
ibey wore received and preparing 
them for shipment to Detroit, at which 
polot the donallouH from all over 
Michigan were to oe assembled and 
then sent forward lo the ships and 
urmy stations.

When linul count wa* made, it was 
fouud that Nugaunee women bad pro­
vided 110 of these Christmas Comfort 
Bags, each packed according to the 
prescribed rules uod containing toilet

A Word to the Wise

Presence In tbe woods with firearms 
during the hunting season, especially 
bus frequently been held by tho game 
department prlma fade evidence of 
intention of hunting. For this reason, 
all those going to tho woods with 
guns, whether for hunting or target 
practice, should provide themselves 
with a small game license rulher than 
risk trouble with the game wardens. 
The license costs II for resident citi­
zens, and 410 for non residents, or 
aliens not fully naturalized.

Require an Inventory

Local liquor dealers may lose thoir 
stocks In trade unless complete Inven­
tory of every barrel, bottloundcusu of 
wines or spirit* In their possession Is 
made by October 16. Instructions re- 
gardiug lloor tux on distilled spirits, 
wines, etc., are modified to eliminate 
serial numbers mi labels and perrnltt. 
Ing not more thun thirty days to com­
plete labeling. The inventory must 
be tiled within 12 days from October 4, 
1917, and must show number of bar­
rels, bottles or containers of each 
brand of spirits or wines io slock.

Reporta from many deputy collec­
tors and United States gaugers at 
work tn ibis district are that as a 
rule they have found dealers making 
any effort tocompiy with the regula­
tions requiring an Inventory of tax­
able goods Immediately upon the 
passage of the act.

New Postage Rates

Postmaster Peter Trudell, Jr., bus 
received official advices of tbe new 
rate* of postage which will become 
effective November 2nd, 1917. The 
principal provisions are summarized 
below:

Upon atl matter of the first class, 
postage will be charged at the rate of 
3 cents for each ounce or frucilon 
thereof (an increase of I cent over the 
present rale). “ Drop letters" moy be 
mailed ut the rate of 2 cents per ounce 
or fraction thereof. Before the estab­
lishment of free carrier delivery, 
“ drop letters” were mailable at 1 cent 
an ounce, but after Negaunee became 
a carrier delivery office 2 cent postage 
was required upon such letters. Tbe 
new rates effective November 2od 
make no distinction between carrier 
and non-carrier offices, aod “ drop 
letters” may therefore be mailed la 
Negaunee at the rate of 2 cents an 
ounce, or the same rate that has pre­
vailed since the establishment of 
carrier delivery,

Postal curd* will require 2 cent 
postage, lo the case of the govern­
ment postal curds, this Include* the 
cost of manufacture, as before. Pri­
vate mailing cards will take the same 
rate of postage, and It Is presumed 
the regulations now In force regarding 
the size, thickness, etc., of private 
post cards will b« continued under 
tbe new law.

Newspaper publishers will also be 
called upon to “do their bit" toward 
the contribution o( war revenue. The 
old periodical rate of I ceut a pound 
within the national postal limits, re­
gardless of distance, will hr sup«-r»ed- 
ed on July 1, 191* by u zone system i>f 
postage which will continue uulll 
July 1. 1919. when there will be still 
further increase. The rate on period­
icals during the year following July 1. 
1918 will range from U cents per 
pound for the first and second zones 
lo 31 cents for the eighth /one. These 
are the rates which will lie charged 
publisher* when mall log thoir regular 
editions: there will be oo Increase 
over the present rate of I ccdi for 
each four ouuces or fructlou when 
newspapers or other periodicals are 
mailed by tbo public.

American Explorer in Frozen 
North Makes Important 

Discoveries.'
r

DIDN'T KNOW ABOUTTHE WAR

Party Was Cut Off From Civilized 
World for Four Year*—Rtacuo 

Ship Appeared When Food 
Ran Very Low.

Now York.—Tin* rot urn to civilian* 
tloti of Daniel H. MacMillan, American 
explorer, bring* to n successful closo 
one of the most remarkable stays In 
tho Ice* of the roof of the globe record* 
ed In the annals of Arctic exploration.

Unusual good und unusual bad luck 
murked the expedition'* history. No 
lea* than five ahlp* were used to get 
the party into northern Greenland, oud 
on tho two unsuccessful and one suc­
cessful attempts to bring MucMillan 
buck home again, but not n single 
jmtsoi) Involved lost bis life, and 
there wan no more serious casuulty 
tbun tho loss of frozen toes. This Is 
a unl<|ue record for an Arctic expedi­
tion lusting four years.

Although the enterprise cost about 
$250,000 and was one of the most, If 
not the most, costly ever known, sci­
entists of the Amerlcun Museum of 
Nuturat History Imre are frankly de­
lighted today with the wealth of new 
Information and tho specimens of min­
erals and the fauna und tlora of tho 
frozen North which MucMlIlun brings 
back.

Worked All the Tima,

He found rich mineral-hearing rocks 
and extensive coal Helds. The exact 
nature of these discoveries lu not yet 
entirely disclosed. A complete report 
will he given out by the Amerlcun 
museum, Tho expenses of the trip 
were home by the museum, the Ameri­
can Geographical society, the Univer­
sity of Illinois and vnrlous persons In­
terested in Arctic exploration.

With his thousands of specimen* so 
valuable to the scientific world, Mac­
Millan brings hack an insignificant tin 
box, which to one ikthoii In the world 
means more than a hundred nar-whale 
skeletons. MacMillan told the story 
of this little box us follows;

MI gave this box to u little Eskimo 
girl, who will cry her eyes out over the 
loss of it. She Insisted upon coming 
with us up from Etah. Forty miles 
from then* we hud to chase her off the 
boat, and In her hurry she left tills 
tin box. She cun comfort herself with 
tho other treasures priceless to her. I 
gave her a little silver watch, a tooth­
brush, hits of gaudy cloth, u rattrap, 
some parufln which sho used us 
chewing gum and a piece of soup. I 
first saw the child when J came north 
with Peary on the trip when he found 
tho pole.”

W. Elmer Ekhlnw and all tho mem­
bers of tlm party gave high praise to 
Dr. Morton P. Porslld, a noted Danish 
scientist, head of tho Danish govern­
ment scientific station at (lodhuven, 
Disco Island, Green land. Ekbluw was 
the first Anierichn scientist to spend 
any time with Doctor Porslld, although

students rrom several European coun­
tries have been scat to the station for 
Instruction.

"Doctor Porslld Is doing work In bot­
any, geology, ustrononiy and zoology 
and in the study of Eskimo culture 
whicli will gain recognition from the 
whole scientific world,” said Ekblaw. 
"He and his wife have heeu at God- 
haven since 1005; their daughter was 
horn there and has never been out of 
Greenlund. He Initiated his work and 
the Dunlsh government was so Im­
pressed by its value thut they allow 
him 10,000 crowns (about $2,8S0) a 
year to carry It on. It extends 
throughout the Baffin Bay region and 
ulong the east const of Greenland.

"Doctor Porslld Is forty-flve years 
old, hut looks older. He has a beauti­
ful home, an.extensive library und n 
well-equipped laboratory. The numer­
ous hot springs ut Godhuven render 
the cllmuto and vegetation similar to 
those some 000 miles to the south."

Denver Send* Pershing Smoke*. *
Denver, Colo.—Oen. John J. Persh­

ing, commander of the American forces 
In France, will noon be puffing "Den­
ver made” cigars. The biggest and 
best box of "smokes" secured in the 
recent "Sacrifice Day” offerings will be 
sent to the general.

The "Snciiflce Day" was conducted 
under the auspices of the local chap­
ter of the Navy league, and nearly 
$000 worth of tobacco, cigars and 
clgurettes wus obtained for the Sam­
mies. Girls were stationed at every 
cigar Rtnnd In the city and boxes, bar­
rels and other receptacles were rap­
idly Ailed by the patriotic smokers. 
The assortment Is bolng prepared for 
shipment to France.

OUR TWO LEADERS NOW WITH FRENCH
Most uninitiated persons think an 

Arctic expedition consists of periods 
of Intense labor interspersed with long, 
aggravating waits In absolute Idleness, 
while the weather prevents traveling 
far.

But this Is a mistake. MacMillan 
was working all the time. Even when 
forced to stay near his main base ut ■ 
Etah, he kept busy, very busy. That Is 
why, says MacMillan, he found the lust 
four years the shortest of his life. 
Many times he went fill to 40 hours 
without sleep, pursuing his scientific 
studies, And he hud considerable time 
to devote to these studies, for actual 
exploring can only he done in three 
months out of the twelve.

MucMillan Is eager to return to this 
Monk hut Interesting region of the 
north pole and will undoubtedly do so 
as soon as hu cun find sufficient finan­
cial harking.

Will Fly Over Ice.
IMs next trip will hu something en­

tirely novel In Arctic exploration, for 
he proposes to use an airplane tft widen 
his radius of action. "I expect to do 
as much in a day with an alrplune as 
1 can do In 20 days with the dogs,” ho 
explained.

MucMillan was greatly pleased to 
learn of tho progress In Aviation 
which bus taken place on account of 
the great war during his stay away 
from the world. He thinks ulrptauo 
construction lias now been curried to 
a point of perfection where he cun 
rely on rertulu types of llyers us fully 
ns he does on his "huskies” und his 
snowshoes.

MacMillan left Sydney, N. 8., uhoard 
the Dlaiiu In July, 1018. The ship was 
wrecked off Barge Point, Luhrudor, hut 
was finully pulled off arid taken to 8t.

Doctor Grenfell's Labrador missionary 
schooner, the George B. duett, started 
lu July, 1015, for Etah, but wus unable 
lo  go through the heavy fioes of lco en­
countered.

Dr. Edmund O. Hovey of tho Ameri­
can museum theu fitted out tho Den- 
murk, hut this ship fulled ulso, and Is 
believed to be still frozen In the Ice 
off the Greenland coast. It wus Capt.

MacMIUua was also one of 
Peary's lieutenants on the polar trip.

Intimate Sketches of Sibert and 
Pershing by One Who 

Knows Them.

THEIR RECORDS AS FIGHTERS

Both Generals Careful Planner* and 
Each Hat an Enviable Record for 

Getting Big Result! by 
Hard Fighting.

Washington.—In a recent news arti­

cle cabled from the field headquarter* 
of the American expeditionary force 
In France, there was given u study of 
the temperament, characteristics, 
methods and personal attributes of 
Mai. Gens. John J. Pershing and Wil­
liam L. Hlbert.

Here Is one thing that was said of 
the senior major general:

"Pershing is of tlm qulck-on-tho-trtg- 
ger style. He Is of the dashing type, 
nervous, ulwnys on the go, like u sur­
charged Imttery, stirring up everybody 
he comes In contact with, forcing them 
along at top speed."

Here Is abut In said of tho Junior 
niujor general, who commands the di­
vision in the field:

"Hlbert is a deliberate, methodical, 
tireless worker, wntclilng every detail, 
Insistent thut reports of his young of* 
fleers he accurate, comprehensive, cov­
ering every angle—of the type that Is 
persistent and sure . . .  lie  Is an 
engineer with a training for uccuracy 
that figures down to thousandths of 
an Inch,”

AN ORDERLY JOB

MIm Hannah Patterson of Pitts­
burgh, well-known suffragist, Is ths 
efficiency expert of the woman's M o ­

tion of the council of national defense. 
When ehe came to Washington her co- 
worker* were laboring under mleflt 
conditions In an unsuitable building. 
MIm Patterson In two daye had laid 
out a plan covering the entire work of 
the committee and quarters were 
found which exactly fitted the commit­
tee'* need*.

Now, in order to show that there Is 
no thought on tho part of the writer 
that ho has appraised theso men too 
lightly, ho says this:

"Thorn arc two big Jobs with two 
big men to fill them. Tho dashing Per­
shing and the methodical Slbort make 
a team that will ho hard to beut when 
their machine once starts."

American military officers from 
Pershing down to the Inst second lieu­
tenant realize that tills Is a war of 
method, a methodical war In other 
words, and that It Is also largely nn 
engineering war. The picture that one 
gets of Pershing from tho cabled ar­
ticle Is Just such ns one carries In his 
mind of Ouster on the plains, his yel­
low hair streaming in the wind, n Colt 
revolver In his left hand, a dazzling 
saber In his right hand, chnrglng head­
long. rcgnrdlcss of bullets, into tho 
heart of a Hlnux horde.

In a methodical war nrmy men say 
that this dare-devil gallantry does not 
win, and nobody knows It hotter than 
Pershing, If tho war department bud 
believed that Pershing wns "quick on 
tin* trigger" In the sense In which that 
expression usually Is employed, ho 
would not have been sent to France.

The campaign which John J. Per­
shing led against the enemy In tho 
Lake Lunac district In the Philippines 
was n methodical campaign. It was 
conducted on strict military lines, and 
there wns no "forcing them along at 
top speed." It wns this campaign 
which promoted Pershing from n cap­
taincy to n brigadier generalship. lie 
will not sacrifice American lives In 
France by a recklessness which Is for­
eign to his nature, and absolutely for­
eign to modern methods of fighting.

Now as for William L. Hlbert, I have 
said wlmt I have about Pershing from 
a study of life career und from a hun­
dred nr more expressions of opinion 
which, concerning him, havo come to 
me from army men who know him well 
personally.

In the recently printed, and I think 
misleading, although unintentionally 
so, description of Hlbert'* characteris­
tics as a man and n soldier, he Is de­
scribed as deliberate and methodical, 
giving close attention to the tiny 
things mrd In fact having u purely 
and mathematically methodlcu) mind. 
Bluntly speaking, It makes Hlbert n 
student rather than a soldier.

Now for the truth of this thing. 
When William L. Hlbort was a Junior 
officer of engineers serving In the Phil­
ippines he did both engineering and 
fighting work so well that It culled 
forth the praise of the general com­
manding, Theodore Hcliwan. The rec­
ord of It is In the war department 
today. General Nehwun said thut tills 
engineer Insisted on having a plucu 
on the firing line at all times.

It was William L. Hlbert who stood 
alongside of Reilly's battery, tho Hell- 
ly who afterwards was killed at Pe­
king, at the Trout of a battlefield In 
tho Philippines, and t.hero stood like 
a rock against the furious closo-rungo 
fire of the enemy. It was Hlbert who 
under fire on this sumo battlefield, 
knelt beside the gallant MnJ. Wood- 
bridge Geary, who fell ut tho first fire 
and died within n tow ttiomout*.

The methodical Hlbert Is us quick on 
the trigger as any man ought to he. 
He is a lighter of the first rank. I do 
not think Hint contradiction will come 
from tho war department If I should 
put Into words something which I long 
hnvo suspected. It Is my belief that 
n certnlu military report, a fighting 
program report which In effect de­
clared that (here was no such thing us 
Hie Impossible where u real military 
end Is to he gained, u report which 
It Is said wns made hy Hlbert, 
caused this fine Junior brigadier gen­
eral to be Jumped over the heads of 
eleven men to a major generalship 
and Hn'ii sent to Franco lu cummuud of 
tlm first 'bvijduiu

ITALIAN LEADER GREAT GENERAL
Rome.—It !a *nld In the little Italian 

water town of Pullnnza on the larder 
of the Lngo Mnggioru, away up towanl 
the Swiss AI pH, where Lorohnrdy and 
Piedmont meet, that some years ago 
n learned German with a particular In­
terest In heraldry paused at some 
length before a weather-beaten crest 
embossed In a quaint old-fashioned 
doorway, and observed to those In his 
company:

"Uemarkable — moat remarkable. 
The composition of this coat of arras 
points to a line of fate running In the 
same family from father to son, and 
to tremendous achievements to crown 
the family tree. I wouldn't care to be 
pitted against the star of that fam­
ily."

And he marched himself off, growl­
ing:

"Remarkable, most romnrknble!" 
Rut It never occurred to him to ask the t 
name of the family who find once gone 1 
through the <lc*ert<K) gateway, nor, at ' 
the time, did Ills reflection strike his 
Italian host as anything hut a freak 
of "kultur.”

Time has proved that the German 
was right for once. The star and the 
oak tree and wlint not that had struck 
his fancy so are the crest of the Cn- 
domn, who come from |>oor hut un­
sullied provincial nobility, with two 
chief Ideals running In the family: 1 
Faith In Ood and devotion to Ita ly .! 
The present General Oadnrnn’s grand­
father wfns minister to King Carlo Al­
berto, who led the movement for Ital­
ian Independence, granted the constitu­
tion to his kingdom (then restricted to 
Piedmont and Sardinia), abdicated In , 
favor of his son when he thought thatI 
such a course of action would help the ' 
formation of new Italy, and died an ! 
exile at Oporto. General Ondornn's fa- l 
ther. Gen. Count Rnffiieln Cmlorou, led 
In Iftflfl the Ttnllnn ndvnneo on the i 
Isnnzo, which wns cut short by diplo­
matic Interference and the subsequent 
granting to Austria of the Italian lands 
beyond that same Isonzn and the Adri­
atic; an unjust and therefore unwise 
move which ultimately resulted In the 
war of today.

The "line of fate running In the fnm- 
lly from father to son" Is evident now, 
when Gen. Count Luigi Cndorna takes 
up the reshaping of history left un­
finished by his father, ns all Italy of 
today takes up the strand of fate Ill- 
twined and distorted by the unfortun­
ate events of IfiCfl.

Luigi Cadornn himself wns born In 
Pallanza on Hepteinber 4, 1850, and 
he wns barely 15 years old when he 
entered the military academy, gradu­
ating therefrom ns a full-fledged lien- 
tenant lu 1870, and receiving his cap­
tain's commission In 1875 In an artil­
lery regiment. Opportunity for experi­
ence in Infantry work was afforded 
him by his appointment ns a major In 
the Sixty-second Infantry regiment In 
1883'; but since 1802, when he got his 
colonelcy, lie has been Identified with 
the llersngllHrl, the "wideawakes" of 
the Italian army.

All these years were spent by him 
In active study of general military 
problems, ns well ns of Italy's partic­
ular characteristics In the military 
line. To this day Ills essay on the 
Franco-Oermnn war of 1870 ond his 
pamphlet about tactics and the proper 
use of Infantry In legitimate warfare 
are consulted hy the experts to advan­
tage, ns are his studies on the Itutlan 
boundary lands. These he knows to 
perfection, so that he hardly ever 
needs to resort to charts and maps for 
his plans; he has It all mapped out In 
Ms head, ami the facility with which 
be draws from his memory the names 
and positions of intricate passes, val­
leys, mule paths mid mods is nothing 
abort of marvelous.

When lie took command of the Tenth 
regiment of the HersngJh'ri, be started 
to work on It after his own iniml, and 
brought It out In the grand maneuvers 
of .18115 In splendid form, practicing, 
In fact, on the adversary forces that 
amne type of out Hanking and stir- 
roundlng move that works so capitally 
on the Carso today. Again, In 1011, 
(he had attained Ids generalship then 
since some years), he led In the 
"grande* maneuvers," ftie Rlue party 
ngiitnst the lied, with nil the strategic 
odds against his party, tiud astonished 
nil experts by the working out of a 
cupltnl plan first; and when (bis fell 
through on unforeseen clreiimstances, 
by the promptness with whleh he sized 
tip the new situation and turned It 
once more to his advantage.

Rut nothing then seemed to point 
out the magnificent height* to which 
he wu* called. In fact, the breaking 
out of the European war In 11)14 still 
found him u general on the list for the 
command of an army In case of wnr. 
Ami the Ilulluu chief of staff was Gen- 
crul Polllo, who, hy the way, was 
Messed with an Austrian wife. Ill* 
timely death was a good turn of fate 
for Italy, for the king appointed Gen­
eral Cndorna to his place.

Genera) Gudorim, It muy lie frankly 
stated now, found the Italian army In 
practically desperate conditions of un- 
preparedness. The way he went to 
work and reorganized and wiulppod 
It wan as remarkable nnd as brilliant 
mi achievement us any of his most 
brllllunt achievements In the fighting 
line; In fact, It wit* only the prepara­
tion of 11)14 that makes victory pos­
sible In 11)17.

He Is the only commander In the al­
lied world that has retained Ills posi­
tion, we might say, kept steudlly hi* 
Job, throughout the wur, without ever 
ns much ns ii hint of a breakdown 
either In the wholesale confidence thut 
III* country, Ills king, his army—and 
the allies—have placed Id him, or la 
the lively, energetic, all-around quullty 
of hi* actiou ood coratiiumL Xu fact.

gather new strength, ns the days go 
and n* tlmo tests It, lu the conscious­
ness that It I* good,

III* faith In God supports his faith 
In victory. For he Is a deeply religious 
man, his favorite daughter, hy (be 
Way, Is a nun, and while such feeling 
mean* u good den! to humun lives that 
aro Intrusted to him, It helps him to 
request of them ull the sacrifice thut 
the higher Ideals inny require.

It is his firm conviction that "to 
sacrifice one life wantonly I* a crime; 
to use a hundred thousand If neces­
sary 1* a duty," for tin* commander of 
a nation ut war. "If necessary" is hi* 
condition; and "If necessury, let It ho 
done," his slogun, Just ns the slogan 
of the officers with heavy responsibili­
ties is: "When In doubt, go to Ca­
dornn."

The particular characteristic of his 
mind Is breadth of vision urn! the 
•weeping aside of all minor Issues, not 
to speak of petty details. lie Is, uhove 
ull, practical and simple. The funda­
mental law of Ills thought Is "common 
sense nnd n remarkable elearness In 
seeing tilings as they are"—not as he 
might like them to bo or as hu might 
object to their being.

lie  even has gone the length of writ­
ing that 'T he art of war must bo gov­
erned chiefly by coiummi sense pure 
and simple," And by the study of war 
on tills busls lie has rear hud a deep 
knowledge of flit* world, on the princi­
ple that "there Is everything In war, 
from geology to the human lieurt." 
Given his simplicity and directness of 
tlihught, the slmpllelty and directness 
of his written words are consequential, 
and It muy fairly he said that since 
the "Commentaries of Julius Caesar" 
Italy had heard nothing to compare 
with the splendid simplicity und the 
Latin "line" of his war bulletins.

It Is whlsperiNl among those who 
knoy thut, In tlie early days of thu 
war, the tusk of drafting the dally 
communique had been Intrusted to a 
very brllllunt Italian Journalistic of­
ficer, whose headline ran, "Oran Qunr- 
Mere Generate" (Chief Headquarters, 
or something to that effect, with ob­
vious reference to the Germanic equiv­
alent). General Cudornu, after hav­
ing firmly established his men on 
the outer side of the Italian border­
line and carried the war Into the land 
of the enemy (a privilege which the 
Italian army alone of the belligerents 
has enjoyed since the beginning of the 
war), turned buck und saw that the 
reports were not half so good u* tbo 
work—literary, but not nizor-koen. 
And tbl* Journalist wns thanked 
(which, by the wuy, In the Italian wur 
rone slang, U expressed hy fttturuto 
(torpedoed), and this characteristical­
ly Latin headline was adopted: Gom- 
undo Hupromo (Supreme Command).

From Uuit day uu. Out couiuiuulcuto

Cadorno hns brought to the expectant 
Italy the dally word of her great gen­
eral and the unspoken assurance of 
his faith in ultimate victory, every 
day made nearer and more resplend­
ent, for the general believes In wlint 
might he called the contagiousness of 
faith, and the identification of the ideal 
with the reality In ultimate achieve­
ment. He believes that victory, be­
fore materializing as a fact, must he 
potentially blazing ns nn uhsolute cer­
tainty In the hearts of the soldiers 
and their lenders—In fac t must de­
scend from the lenders to the masses 
ns an Irresistible, joyous flow of truth. 
He believes that discipline Is the spir­
itual flume of victory. Never for one 
Instant hns he doubted the ultimate 
Issue of the war; never once doubled, 
his own power to win. not on ac­
count of personal conceit, but be­
cause he considers himself ns an agent 
of necessity, nn exjtnnont pf the tnevi- 

! table march of history.
1 Ills wilt Is Inflexible, because he 
■ never seeks strength In the opinion of 
others. On the other hand, he never 

t mikes up hi* mind until every sldi 
has been considered and every Item 
of the contention outweighed. After 
that his conclusions arc drawn, nnd 
anything that may follow finds him 
unswerving. Ills strength lies lnrgely 
In his absolute, naive unconsciousness 
of anything that might disturb It; that, 
In fact, would disturb another tnnn. 
No useless anxiety In him; no nerve- 
racking Impatience.

Once, away hack In 1015, a mayor 
of an Italian city sent word thut his 
cnnstltuentH had nn Italian flag reudy 
for Gorltz. Cndorna dismissed the 
subject with a whimsical smile.

"Tell him to put it nwuy In a drawer 
for now."

Rut when, about one year Inter, Go­
rltz was taken, the mayor received 

i this rather cryptic telegram from the 
general himself:

"You inny now send along that ob­
ject. Cadornn."

Which rather reminds you of 
Dante’s famous answer about tho egg 
with salt, at one year’s distance.

On New Year's day of 11)10, an ac­
quaintance sent him, with good wishes, 
the offering of a shaggy fur coat, and 
the general answered accepting "the 
fleece" as a good omen "for the con­
quest of our Ideal golden fleece," und 
added: "Rut then, you know, In Ja ­
son’s tlmo there were no harhed-wlro 
fences nor other Infernal devices, and 
It wns possible to step more lively." 
Which, hy the wuy, Is u mighty good 
hit nt the closet-critic* of the war.

It is characteristic of tho general 
that such a gift he may uccept with a 
smile; hut he deflaltely waive* any 
collective token or demonstration. 
Knowing hi* affection for his native 
plsce, and Ids regret at circumstances 
having compelled his father to part 
with the family homestead, It was pro­
posed to purchase and present to him 
the house hy imtlonat subscription. 
He stopped thnt, and desired the pro­
ceeds to he given *o the home for mu­
tilated soldiers and victims of the war. 
other demonstrations were similarly 
thwarted, hut it is believed that he 
wilt not refuse to accept u sword onco 
owned hy Garilmldl, since it is planned 
to present It tu him "ut thu end of the 
wnr."

If a general prove* unfit he Is "tor­
pedoed" on the spot: If n soldier shows 
the right stuff, lie |s rewarded. Ills 
constant preoccupation Is: "Find the 
inen who have the stuff. With such 
men as thu Italians, first values must 
Imve boon developed during thu wur; 
find them and put them up."

Ills ruddy, genial, open countenance, 
his boyish freedom of movement uud 
gesture, Interestingly contrasting with 
thu whiteness of hair and mustache; 
his chair, forceful voice and thu defi­
nite, resolute things that It expresses, 
with a breezy sense of vitality that Is 
quite refreshing to the hnurer, ull 
come In for a share in the exceptional­
ly attractive personality of thi* "gen­
tleman warrior," who, as a young lieu­
tenant in 1870 stood by bis father and 
helped him give Rome to Italy, and a* 
a mature lender of men may or may 
not give Trieste to Home In 1017, hut 
will forever stand In thu eye* of Ituly 
and the light of tho world us Hie true 
representative of the rlghteou* fight of 
Latin civilization against thu hurlmrio 
brutality of thu linns.

According to n correspondent of the 

Chicago Dally News, the lighting prob­
lem In Sweden is still ucute. Inventions 
of substitutes for kerosene arc loudly 
proclaimed almost dally, but prove to 
he fulluree when put to public test. 
The government announces that there 
Is not enough kerosene available to 
make rationing It worth while. The 
authorities have taken over the candle 
manufactories and will ration candles 
at cheaper rate# before winter set* In. 
Carbide seems to be the solution of 
the lighting problem. Numerous plants 
are working night and day to perfect 
and produce carbide lamps for home 
lighting, but ns yet such lamps are not 
on tho market. Motor boats have dis­
appeared and the number of taxis has 
been reduced. It Is a familiar feature 
of street life now to see porters stag­
gering along carrying big trunks on 
their backs. Today the government an­
nounces that there will be a national 
shoe Inventory in September with a 
view to deciding whether footwear 
should be rationed.

I have frequently called attention to 
the agreement entered Into by the Scan­
dinavian statesmen at the outbreak of 
tho war to counsel together from time 
to time on problems incident to the 
wnr. In accordance with this under­
standing representatives of Sweden, 
Norway and Denmark have met nt in­
tervals nnd have discussed the sub­
marine question and other dangers con­
fronting small neutral nutions. Rut 
I'ulmstjema of Sweden Is out with a 
public statement in the Hoclul Demo­
crat of Stockholm In which he pleads 
for a much closer union and co-opera­
tion among the three Scandinavian 
countries, both polltirttlly nnd indus­
trially. With reference to the deter­
mination of the United States to hold 
buck food supplies, he urges that the 
three governments ought to take Joint 
action ut Washington, Instead of hav­
ing separate commissions chasing from 
one department to the other.

•  •  •

HJalmar Lundhohm hus been ap­
pointed to undertake a special mission 
to the United States. This step Is re­
garded as significant, indicating a 
change in Sweden's commercial policy, 
says a Stockholm dispatch. Before tho 
war Swedish Iron ore was to a consid­
erable extent exported to the United 
Rtutes, and Lundbohin’s mission will, 
It Is understood, undertake to reopen 
tJilf traffic, which will cause a de­
crease In the quuntlty of Iron ore sent 
to Germany. Not only tho general situ­
ation, the result of the commercial 
policy of the entente nations toward 
Rwwien, causes her to swk relief, but 
Germany Is no longer able to export 
sufficient coni for Sweden's demands 
nnd forces Sweden to try to compen­
sate her Iron ore against American 
coal. This Htep, It Is believed, will udd 
to her Independence of commercial re­
lations with Germnny.

When 
ho had oaten one of the slices of bread 
placed before him the wulter came and 
demanded his bread card. Tin1 passen­
ger produced one, but the waiter de­
clined to accept It for tho roason that 
It had heeu Issued In VcKtorhotten 
while tho bread was bought In Aunger- 
munlund. Hence the bread could bo 
dlsj>en*od only to itcrsons producing 
Aangermunlund bread curds, notwith­
standing tho fuct that thu trulo wus 
then In Vesterbottcn.

The lack of house* and tenements 
In Oototmrx continues to bo n problem 
which the city council cannot solve. At 
the present 187 families are houwetess 
and It 1* feurod thnt the situation wilt 
be sllll worse Inter In the fall. To re­
lieve tite house famine In Stockholm 
the city council proposes tin expendi­
ture by the community of N,000,000 

crown* toward the building of tene­
ment* for the hou*ele**, with the un­
derstanding that the jiutlonul govern­
ment will furnish 1,800,000 crowns.

Norway.
Sam Eydo, Norway's foremost cap­

tain of Industry, Is going Into farming, 
und tills may mean n great deul to the 
agricultural development of the coun­
try. Ho recently bought eleven farm* 
In Vestfold and announces thnt he is 
going to operate them along the most 
udvnnccd lines with a dew to dem­
onstrating that thu food production of 
the country can be greatly Increased. 
In Mr. Eyde’s opinion the most press­
ing and most important needs of Nor­
wegian agriculture ure the introduc­
tion of more machinery and the organ­
ization of the farmers 011 tlie co-opera­
tive busls. He holds that man and 
horse labor has become altogether too 
expensive and too difficult to obtaiu 
and must therefore be replaced by me­
chanical power. Tractors will be used 
on Ills farms, as In America. These are 
expensive, but by clubbing together 
the farmers of moderate or limited 
means, says Mr. Eydo, cun buy them 
uud use them Jointly—lienee the neod 
of co-opcrutlon. Ry tueuns of tractors 
und other modern inuchluury the soil 
may be cultivated more intensively 
and the production greatly increased. 
Iu answer to the general surprise ex­
pressed at Ills entry Into agriculture 
operations, Mr. Kyde declnretf In a re­
cent uddress thut he believed that ex­
perience in the industrial world might 
find needful application In agriculture. 
For instance, in industry u knowledge 
of the exact cost of production Is the 
bQHls of success, while In agriculture 
such knowledge Is practically un­
known to thu average furmur. The 
lack of experience lu u lino of work 
was declured by Mr. Eydo to be a 
positive advantage at times, us men 
without experience enter upon their 
work with open minds aud without pre­
judices.

A Christiania dispatch says that 
three German spies have been collect­
ed ut Bergen for supplying informa­
tion to submarines regarding tlie sail­
ing time of vessels which luter were 
to be torpedoed.

Liberty Loan Primer

Q. Bow much doboodiof tbe tec 
ood liberty loao cost?

A. From 150 to $100,000, whatever 
tbeir face value calls for. Tbe law 
states that these bonds must be sold 
at not less than “ par;" that is, tbeir 
face value—100 ceotsoo tbe dollar.

Q. How c o d  1 buy tbe bonds of tbe 
second liberty loao?

A. By filling out an application 
blank and banding it to any bank.

Q. When coo tbis application for 
bonds be made?

A. At any time from tbe 1st day of 
October to tbe close of business on tbe 
2”tb day of October« 1917.

Q. Id wbat form must applications 
to buy a liberty bond be made?

A. All applications must be in the 
form prescribed by tbe Secretary of 
tbe Treasury, obtainable at any bank.

Q. Must the full price of bonds be 
paid on application?

A. Nu: ooly 2 perceotof tbe amount 
you want to buy is required when ap­
plication is made.

Q, When must tbe remainder be 
paid?

A. In installments as follows: 18 
per cent on November 16, 1917; 40 per 
cent oo December 16, 1917; and 40 per 
cent on January 16, 1918.

Q. When will tbe subscribers know 
how many bonds they will receive oo 
tbeir subscriptions?

A. Tbe Secretary of tbe Treasury 
will announce this about the 6tb ot 
November, 1917. This is known as 
m&kiog tbe “ allotment.”

Q. Must all suoscribers to liberty 
bonds wait until tbe allotment is made 
to know wbetber or not they will're­
ceive tbeir bonds?

A. No; a subscriber for bonds up to 
$1,090 is certalo to receive bis bood.

Q. It 1 desire to pay tor the bonds 
a t tbe time I make my subscription, 
may I do so?

A. Yes; you can pay in full for any 
bonds you buy up to end including 
$1,000; but subscribers for more than 
bis amount must wait until tbe aliott- 
ment is made.

name of Schultz, especially at this time.” Then a discussion of the war 
started, and In less time than It takes to tell It the Interior of that Raloon re­
sembled a bombed section of Reims. The combatants wont to It with the 
ferocity of tigers, and every man in the place was taking either a healthy 
wallop or a vicious kick at everybody else. All were Impartial in the delivery 
of their blows. It was u cuse of whenever a head bobbed up to knock It down.

In the heat of battle Ginunski cried out thut he had been stabbed. 
Schultz and Romanoff dived for the door, but were stopped by other com­
batants. An automobile filled with secret service men wus pnsslng and hear­
ing the uproar In the saloon they stopped. They arrested Schultz and Roma­
noff and sent In a call for an umhulunce.

Then they piled their prisoners In the car and started for police head­
quarters. Patrolman Rowers of the Fifth street station, who had Just heard 
of the fight, ran up and, thinking the two combatants were being spirited away 
by friends, leaped on the running board of the car and with pistol druwn 
ordered the chauffeur to stop. Explanations followed and all went to the 
police station. Ginunski will recover. The two prisoners were charged with 
feloulous ussuult uud held In $1,500 ball each.

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Cleanly Food Is Essential to Family Health

V

Wild animals cat their food raw, either while 
fresh or after it has become tender with age. This 
latter habit is one of the weasel’s. They kill quite lib­
erally of their prey when the opportunity offers and 
then allow it almost to decay before they feed upon 
i t  Primitive man hunted and devoured his food much 
like the lower animals.

Later in the history of man he learned to make 
lire and cook his food, and it  is now quite evident from 
what we* find in the Indian mounds that it become the 
qustom, for instance, of the American Indians to have 
great clam bakes on the Atlantic coast Sometimes 
in these mounds we find bones of deer, showing that 

they had more than one kind of foodstuff.
As relics of a still later age, we find in the mounds various little 

implements that were evidently used for handling and serving the food.
This begins to approach conditions in the present state of civiliza­

tion that we now find in the large centers of population. Thousands of 
people make their sole livelihood preparing food for the table and taking 
care of the dishes and the serving of the food, from the small boarding 
houses to the enormous hotels.

In  these places the health of those thus employed has not had any 
police supervision and yet we have known that communicable diseases 
have been on the rapid increase and horrible diseases have been passed 
from one person to another until they have become a great menace to 
the health, happiness and efficiency of our people.

The state of Pennsylvania, fortunately, in 1915 succeeded in pass­
ing a law that requires those in charge of restaurants, boarding houses, 
hotels, etc., to look after the health of their people. The law handles 
it in this way, that it holds the proprietor of those places responsible for 
employing people who have these dangerous diseases that can be com­
municated to their customers through the foodstuff itself, or thrqugh 
the dishes, forks, knives, spoons, etc. Cooks and waitels cannot, under 
this new law, pursue their occupations without satisfying those they pro­
pose to serve that they are clean from these diseases the law is trying 
to prevent being thus spread. The moment this new law was signed by 
the governor, a largo number of waiters left their places in the Pull­
man coaches on the railroads and from the great railroad restaurants, 
as well as from the large and active hotels.

This' became well known and the newspapers and journals endeav­
ored to spread this news that the people might wake up to what had 
existed and what tho new law proposed to'protcct them from. When the 
bill asking for this law was introduced in the general assembly some 
of the great railroad companies that have large restaurants at their ter­
mini appreciated that i t  was a great sanitary measure and before the 
bill became a law they adopted its good points in tho management of 
their great eating centers throughout the United States.

This law, like all other new laws that mean to bring about a great 
change in public policies, has to be sanely enforced, and the old system 
of preparing food and washing of dishes in hotels and restaurants must 
not be too suddenly destroyed. The time, fortunately, is hero when tho 
public has become educated and the people are demanding that the 
spirit of this good law be carried out. Some hotels advertise on their 
letterhead paper that the law is enforced in their establishments.

As the great cities grow the ways of living change. There become 
fewer private homes and more places where people live collectively and 
depend upon central places for eating. Therefore this law is becoming 
more and more important in regard to these centers, that they may not 
spread dangerous disease through a community.

People of United States Should 
Not W aste Nut Harvest

The time of year is fast approaching when the forests will begin to 
put on their autumn robes and nowhere in tho world are these robes so 
royally splendid as they are in the United States. B ut this year, now 
that the war has made us a feeder of nations on a scale heretofore 
undreamt of, there is another attraction in the autumn woods besides 
their beauty of foliage which ought to command universal interest and 
draw everybody who can reach them into their fragrant aisles. I t  is 
the call of the nut harvest. *

If  you want to find nuts follow a squirrel. But the best lesson he 
teaches is that of the food valuo of nuts. Every nut-bearing tree is a 
fruit tree. Tho nut trees of this country, alone, could go far in pre­
venting a food famine.

Personally, 1 regard tho butternut as tho best nu t that grows, not 
excepting its great cousin, the wulnut. Bosides, the butternut Is a 
native American. But, go and see if you can find any butternuts in tho 
markets! Go and ask tho furmers about their butternut trees, and hear 
them tell you that there used to bo somo "in  father’s time/* but now 
they’ve been "cut off" or "let dio out." I  venturo to say that no butternut 
tree was ever cut down, while still in the bearing age, without loss, no 
mutter whut wus put in its place.

I t  is the same with tho hickory—another native of Amorira. Ono 
of tho saddest hits of news 1 have heard in many a day is tlmt tho hick­
ories arc threatened with extermination by a new insect enemy. But 
regardless of new enemies, the hickory has been shamefully neglected.

Somo of those trees supplied successive generations with nourish­
ment—a dessert worth a thousand concoctions of tho kitchen, and that 
cost the funner simply the easy ami delightful labor of picking up the 
nuts tlmt the frosts released and tho cool autumn winds brought down. 
The consequence of our neglect of the nut trees is that their product 
has become a rare luxury instead of an unfailing staple on our food lists.

As tho squirrel teaches tho value of nuts, a more unpoctical animal, 
the hog, teaches that of acorns. Nothing, perhaps, will futten a hog so 
well and so quickly, or give it market quality of so high a value, as a 
diet of acorns. But I su p p le  tlmt relatively few persons are aware that 
acorns are an excellent and palatable food for man.

"Acorns," says Doctor Ilornaduy, "are ono of tho most valuablo and 
abundant crops of our forests, and no use whatever is being made of it. 
The acorn is going to waste in the United States while it  is Icing eaten 
in bread in Germany."

HE country of Algeria, wlt|j 
Its extraordinary variety of 
scenery, Is of surpassing inter­
est to a naturalist. The zoolog­

ist will find his interest keenly aroused 
by the rich fauna, which, though gen­
erally of the Mediterranean type, yet 
possesses peculiar features, while the 
botanist can rejoice in a wealth of 
beautiful plants adapted to varieties 
of climate seldom met with within so 
small an area.

Of all the varied natural features of 
this wonderful country of Algeria per­
haps none can compare In beauty and 
Interest with the cedar forests, writes 
Robert Guruey In Country Life. The 
cedar of the Atlas was first discovered 
In Morocco In 1827, but it Is now 
known to be widely distributed In the 
mountains of Algeria a t altitudes from 
4,000 to 7,000 feet. The forests are, 
however, scattered and usually not 
very large, and they have in the past 
suffered terribly from neglect and ill- 
treatment. Probably few of the great 
number of visitors to Algeria ever Bee 
the cedars, since the forests are al- 
ways to some extent off the beaten 
track, and a visit to them entails a 
good deal of hard walking.

Tho best-known forest Is that of 
Tenlet cl Haad, about 140 kilometers 
west southwest of Algiers. To reach 
this forest requires a drive of CO kilo­
meters, followed by a long’ walk or 
mule ride. The cedars here occupy an 
area of about 370 acres, mostly on the 
north slope of the Djebel of Medd&d, 
and there are among them some trees 
famous for their size.

Djebel Touggour Foreet 
The largest now standing Is called 

the Sult&na, and the trunk has a cir­
cumference of seven meters. But the 
most extensive forest Is that which 
rtothes the mountains to the west of 
Batna and is probably seen a t Its best 
on the slopes of Djebel Touggour. To 
reach the forest of Djebel Touggour It 
Is necessary to drive 15 kilometers to 
tho Malson Forestlere la a venerable 
cab drawn by antiquated horses which 
perform the Journey In something like 
two hours. The road passes over roll­
ing foothills Into a happy valley where 
new irrigation works are being carried 
on, and a number of new buildings 
show the start of a thriving little com­
munity.

A striking feature of these hills in 
the neighborhood of Butoa Is the rock 
walls, which run paraded to each other 
for miles. Those walls are the result 
of the tilting up Into a vertical posi­
tion of hard strata and the denuda­
tion of softer strata between. Usual­
ly the result is a simple steplike ter­
racing of the hill, but about a mile to 
the west of Batna station the hill Is 
drowned by a wall about ten feet thick, 
which on the west side 1b uhout thirty 
feet high. Tills same wall can he 
traced for miles, now high, now lpw, 
breached here and there, dipping down 
Into the hollows and rising over the 
rounded knolls, A similar terracing 
aon bo found In the hills of the ICnst 
between Batna and LamhcHtm, but not 
In the mountain of Touggour.

Arrived at tho Mnlsrn Forestlero wo 
loft our carriage thankfully and per­
suaded a small Berber to accompany 
us to tho cednr forest Itself. From 
this point a mule traek leud* up the 
mountain, and from this track our 
small guldo emphatically forbade any 
attempt at deviation. Rn well is the 
track engineered that tho ascent of 
nearly 8,000 feet is tmido almost un­
consciously, though the easy grndlrnt 
naturally Involves q walk of several 
miles' heforc tho summit Is reached, 
The first cedars are reached at tho 
height of about 4,800 feet. Here the 
sides of the hill aro clothed with a 
dense growth of young trees ]fi to 20 
feet high, mixed here and there with 
evergreen oak (Quercus Hex, vur, bul- 
lota) und looking very thriving. 

Pleturesqus Old Trees.
The cedar Is very different In youth 

from Its appearance In old age. The 
young tree Is regulurly pyramidal, but 
as It grows older the lending shoot 
usually Inclines, and tho tree becomes 
Irregular and assumes nearly the 
spreading heavy-branched shape of 
tho cedar of Lebanon. Each old tree 
has Its own Individuality of form, and 
It Is this variety which gives such pe­
culiar charm to a cedar forest. Ex­
posed ns tin y are at such an ctevnthm 
to storms and heavy snow, the trees 
In old age present a rugged and weath­
er-beaten appearance which is very 
picturesque.

Ou the lower slopes the young trees

were densely crowded, but as we got 
higher this close growth gave place 
to more open forest with here and 
thert a great dead tree standing gaunt 
and white in the sunlight against the 
dnrk foliage of the living trees. Final­
ly, up near the rocky crest of the 
mountain, young trees are compara­
tively scarce, and along the ridges 

'near the summit there are many 
groups M fine stately trees. Here, at 
a height of nearly 7,000 feet, snow was 
still lying at the time of our visit in 
April.

Many Killed by Great Drought
A striking feature of the Touggour 

forest is the number of large dead 
trees still standing. In fact, large 
trees in full vigor without dead 
branches are rare until the summit Is 
reached. The great drought of 1875- 
1881 Is said to havo wrought havoc 
with the cedar forests of Algeria, and 
1 suppose that these dead trees now 
standing are witnesses of that time.

There Is no doubt that cedar of tho 
Atlas and that ot Lebanon and Asia 
Minor arc only varieties of the same 
species, which now linger only In the 
mountains of northwest Africa, Cy­
prus, Palestine and Asia Minor. Tho 
deodar of the Hlmulayn Is also a some­
what more distinct variety of the same 
species.

The scattered colonies of the cedor* 
have given rise to the hypothesis that 
the Atlas mountains were once contin­
uous across the Mediterranean with 
the mountains of Cyprus, and that the 
cedar, together with certain other 
plants, used this land bridge for Its 
extension from the east to tho west. 
It is more probable, however, that the 
cedar is an ancient species which 
once occupied mountainous regions all 
around the Mediterranean when the 
climate was colder tfyun It Is now and 
it was able to live below Its present 
limit of height. It hus died out la the 
Intermediate regions even as It now 
seems to be dying out In Palestine. 
There seems to bo no fenr of nny 
diminution of the ferest near Batna 
under present conditions Judging from 
the profusion of vigorous young trees 
on tho lower slopes. I did not special­
ty look for young seedlings, but found 
a number of cones lying nbout from 
one of which I have raised a number 
of seedlings. The comparative rarity 
of young trees on the higher slopes 
where the melting of the winter snows 
must provide sufficient water in the 
Mimmer U striking and to mo inex­
plicable.

SILK WORM HARO WORKER
Goes Through Immense Number of 

Evolutions In Unwinding It* 
Product From Its Body.

The silk worm Is just a caterpillar 
nfter all, hut a special kind of cuter- 
pillar which develops curiously. It Is 
very small when first hutched from tho 
egg, and grows so rapidly* that it 
changes Its skin, or moults, four times 
In the eight weeks which are required 
for attaining full growth, about three 
Im'hoN In length. Then It stops eating 
nnd looks for u good place In which It 
may alter Into a butterfly. It raises 
its head and forelegs and climbs up 
whatever It comes across. Finding 
what seems suitable, usually a twig of 
a tree, It attaches Itself to the twig 
with a rough tangled fibre, termed “re­
fuse silk,” Then It begins to unwind a 
long, continuous thread of silk, mov­
ing-Its head from sldo to side, und 
bending It backward over Its body so 
that the silk Is wound all ubout Itself, 
forming an oval-shaped cocoon, which 
when complet' d is ubout tho size of u 
pigeon’s egg.

The silk In a single cocoon Is Homo 
400 feet or more in length. In doing 
Its wonderful veuvlng the silk worm 
makes a movement covering .105 of 
an inch every second. Knowing tho 
tength of the thread, It fnltows thut 
the worm moves its head 800,000 
times In weuvlng Its cocoon.
