A Bold Hold-Up

George Argali, a former resident of 
Negaunee and now driver of the stage 
between Clarksburg andtDlorite, was 
a  victim last Friday of ono of the 
boldest hold-ups In the history of 
Marquette county. After meeting a 
train at Clarksburg about noon, 
Argali proceeded on the return trip 
to Dlorlte,- but bad gone only part 
way when Henry Holstein, chief 
electrician at the American mine, is 
alleged to have jumped on the sleigh 
and after riding a few moments Hol­
stein drew a revolver and shot Argali 
So the cheek.

Argali jumped from the sleigh and 
started toward Clarksburg, Holstein 
firing two more shots at him. The 
robber went through the mall sacks In 
the sleigh and secured a package 
containing about $2000 In currency 
that was being dispatched from an 
Isbpemtog bank to the store at Dlorlte.

Deputy Sheriff Harrington was 
notified of the robbery aod immedi­
ately took up the trail, flodlngtfOSO 
tn the snow not far from tbe robbery. 
Argali had named Holstein as bis 
assailant aod the latter was found by 
the officer at the American mine and 
placed under arrest. The next day 
the remaining $1050 of tbe loot was 
recovered In two packages found hid­
den In the compressor room at the 
American mine. Argali was taken to 
* hospital at Isbpemlog, where tbe 
bullet was removed from bis bead. 
Be is expected to make a rapid recov­
ery. Argali is a brother-in-law of 
Sheriff William Newcombe and had 
resided In Negaunee for nearly a 
quarter of a century, borne five or 
six years ago he removed to a farm 
near Clarksburg and for several years 
had been carrying the mall between 
that place and Dlorlte.

It was deemed advisable to lodge a 
federal rather than a state charge 
wgainst Holstein and he Is in custody 
at Marquette. He is a young, unmar­
ried man who was employed as elec­
trician at the mine and who has hith­
erto borne a good reputation. 'Thus 
far he has denied the accusation 
against him, but Argali Is positive In 
Dis identification. Holstelo has rela­
tives at Crystal Falls and had planned 
lo spend Christmas there.

Patent medicines "get*wbat's com­
ing to them" in the December number 
of tbe Negauoee Health Department 
Bulletin. "Anyone who oan tell 
what Is tbe matter with himself, aod 
can figure out what medicine be needs, 
ought to be practicing medicine, be* 
cause sometimes even a doctor cannot 
make a correct diagnosis, at least not 
at once," says tbe Bulletin. "Aod 
as a rule when a person is really sick 
his mind is not working normally; 
and you will find that a doctor when 
sick does not let bis disease-fuddled 
mind prescribe for himself, but gener­
ally calls In another doctor to take 
care of him. Some will say that tbe 
doctors are jealous of patent medi­
cines. Ob, ratsf It can be shown 
with mathematical exactness that tbe 
business the doctors lose when some­
body goes to a drug store to buy 
patent medicines, comes back to tbe 
regular' profession In a two and even 
three-fold manoer when the people 
are finally convinced of the futility of 
trying to cure themselves with tbe 
nostrums." Mention of tbe alcohol 
which patent medicines contain 
prompts some observations Jupon 
alcohol itself, and tbe assertion is 
made that alcohol should be in tbe 
same category with drugs that are 
obtainable only upon presentation of 
a physician’s prescription,

"Tbe Banana as Food," “Colds and 
Pneumonia," “What to Do in a Possi­
bly Contagious Case" and A warning 
about discarding wraps on mild 
winter days are among the other 
subjects covered in tbe December 
Health Bulletin.

High Standard Is Being Main­
tained Despite High Cost 

of Materials.

COST IS SECONDARY MATTER
Good Nourishment and Palatabllity

First Consideration in Selection 
 ̂ of Food—Uncle Sam Goes Step

Beyond Other Countries in 
Providing for Com- 

fort of the Men.

Washington.—A British naval officer 

.who hus boon doing teamwork with 
the American destroyers in the subma­
rine zone sulil ihe other day: "There 
are Just three points upon which I 
would want to criticize Uncle Sum's 
Bailors: First, they nrc too well fed; 
jtecund, they are loo well clothed; 
third, they are loo well paid."

"The host fed body of men In the 
•world,” our mjiv.v bus been pronounced, 
and the figures just comput'd for the 
mivy ration lids year show that tin* 
high standard 1ms been nmintnlueil. 
despite the rise In the cost of food ar­
ticles. with very little extru expense to 
Vnelo Sam.

War lias added some complications 
to the lask of feeding tin* navy, for 
the number of men has suddenly In­
creased from iilmul OJ.OUO to more thim 
"JUO.OOO, nod hundreds of small patrol 
boats and submarine chasers have been 
manned by our sailors on duty In coast 
defense districts and elsewhere. Uncle 
<X»m hiiA been nidi' to nmlnlaln Ills 
Inavy diet economically hy large pur­
chases Mr Ihe Increased forces.

Uncle Sam feeds his sailors, not ex­
actly regardless of cost, hut with cost 
always Ihe secondary consideration. 
•As Admiral McGowan. paymaster gen­
eral of the navy puts It: “Cost Is a 
fby-product." What the sailor eats Is 
governed hy the revised statutes, 
which specify the quimlltles of the 
various food staples which may be is- 
Mied to each man In the naval service, 
mid good nourishment and pulnlnhfi- 
Ity come tlrst, with cost figured out at 
•the end of the year after the men 
have been fed.

Increase In Cost.
The navy ration for 1917 cost 

*0.140.1 as against $0.fl7(1 IS for UHn. 
These mystic decimals Indicate an In­
crease In thi> average east of the ration 
of about ”0 per cent over the preced­
ing year. Statistics compiled by the 
department of labor show that there 
was an Increase of 10 per cent In Ihe 
•wholesale prices of the principal Items 
tit food. Had the mivy ration In­
creased In cost to the same extent, the 
outlay would have been slightly over 
*1,000 n day more, or $1,100,000 more 
on the year, whleh may he regarded us 
money saved.

The 
nuvy’s new scheme of winter clothing

Keep Jackies Warm.
Knob sailor serving in European wa­

ters will have mi outfit of special 
clothing designed not only to keep out 
the cold. h«it also wlndprnnf and water­
proof. Careful studies were made of 
the heavier winter clothing worn hy 
sailors In every allied Heel, and also 
the speelu! warm adjustable garments 
used by nvlutors flying at altitudes of 
15.000 to 20.000 feet cm the western 
front, so that the American sailor will 
not only he ns dry, warm, and com­
fort able ns sailor ever was, hut will 
have* the freedom of movement and ah- 

.senee of the sense of weight enjoyed 
hy the hlrdmm. The wlnt‘»r outfit 
consists of a wlndproof suit with hood, 
the outside of which Is made of Imita­
tion leather and the inside lined with 
sheepskin with the wool left on. Ills 
feet will lie f»rofeeted with heavy arc­
tics to he worn over ordinary shoes, 
and If he serves on a destroyet* these 
will he replaced wllh heavy leather 
sea-hoofs. Ills hands will he kept 
warm with heavy woolen mittens, and 
underneath In* will have heavy woolen 
undershirts, drawers, socks, aad Anally 
a thick woo! *n blanket oversldrt with 
an additional hood. This Is the stand­
ard winter outfit for general use, and 
every condition of service and weath­
er will he met hy every type and 
weight of garment designed from the 
sailor working on deck In ordinary 
cold climate* to the special outfits for* 
nnvy aviators.

Free of Charge.
Uncle Sam 1ms not only adapted 

every good Idea tn winter clothing 
found In other navies, hut his added 
Improvements to his own. und on top 
of that Is Issuing these winter clothes 
to the men free of charge for their use 
as long ns they are exposed to weath­
er where the regulation nnvy uniforms 
nre not adequate. Getting this winter 
clothing ready In time, upon shon no­
tice, and the disturbed conditions of 
wool supply and factory facilities 
brought hy the war was a man’s sized 
Job.

The nnvy hns n rlntldng factory In 
New York city where It Is able to sup­
ply the fleet In ordinary times with 
everything required In the way of win­
ter uniforms. Hot when this factory 
was expanded to the utmost extent It 
could not provide emergency winter 
garments for the navy In wnr. So n 
great many contracts were plnced with 
outside factories for overcoats, blue 
uniforms, and. special garments. Even 
then there was difficulty in obtaining 
materials, such ns raw wool and uni­
form cloth, and It required vigilant 
scouting of wool and textile experts to 
dig up the supply and see that the 
navy standards of quality were ad­
hered to.

Once the nnvy has Its clothes.lt can 
and docs Issue them to the fighting 
men on a system that Is ns liberal 
and flexible ns any In the world.

No Red Tape About It.
There Is no red tape about clothing 

the fleet. The ships get their supplies 
of clothing for sailors without requisi­
tion, everything being figured out for 
them hy quantities based on the rec­
ords’of the bureau of mivlgutlou with 
ten per cent added on so that there 
will surely he enough of everything. 
With an Item like mittens GO per Ccut 
surplus is furnished.

AMERICANS IN GERMAN ARMY

Citizen* In Germany Into 
Service.

Copenhagen.—The German military 
authorities continue the practice of 
putting Into the army persons living 
lu Germany who have lost their orig­
inal citizenship without acquiring Ger­
man mitlonallty. A new order says 
that former nationals of foreign states, 
Including former Americans, will not 
he employed with the front-line troops, 
but must serve In the unities of occu­
pation or elsewhere behind the front.

This applies to\ German-Amerleans 
who returned to Germany to live after 
being naturalized lu the United States. 
The children of such parents are li­
able to service In the trenches In case 
they have not completed the neces­
sary steps to obtain Americun citizen­
ship.

THE MELLOW MARSHMALLOW.

Many n common dish Is changed Into 
a most tasty one by the addition of a 

few marshmallows. I>rnp 
In the cut-up marshmal­
lows while heating the 
Icing for the cake; they 
will melt entirely if fresh 
and make most delicious 
frosting. To make pud­
ding sauces melt them in 
a little grape Juice If the 

sauce Is to he served with a fig or 
plum pudding, a little vanilla If used 
with prune or date or with ginger­
bread.

Cream pie, chocolate pic or custard 
Is made quite elegant by decorating 
the top with quartered or whole marsh­
mallows Just before putting on the 
meringue.

An apple pie made of thh4;ened 
apple sauce covered with marshmal­
lows Instead of a meringue Is both 
delicious and pleasing to the eye. The 
pie should be set In the oven to puff 
ami brown the mallows before serving.

Fudge, cream candy and boiled 
Icing stay moist longer ami are cream­
ier If marshmallows are adJcd to 
them.

In any candy they may he dropped 
In and stirred until dissolved while 
the candy Is cooking.

Delightful marguerites are made by 
putting a marshmallow, dented in the 
center, whore a hit of butter, a nut 
or a hit of dried fruit may he placed, 
all on a round cracker, browned in 
the oven.

When serving children cocoa, a 
mnrshmnllow pleases them better than 
eream for a garnish to the cup of 
cocoa or chocolnte.

A boiled custard Is improved by 
adding n handful of rmirshnrallows to 
the custard when cooking.

Gingerbread cut in squares while 
hot with a fork, the pieces broken 
open and a marshmallow pluced sand­
wich fashion In each, then set In the 
oven to melt, served with whipped 
cream and a cup of tea, makes a most 
delectnJde cake for an afternoon tea.

Dates and prunes stuffed with 
marshmallows odd variety. Mixed 
with various fruits, n hit of salted 
dressing and. whipped cream, makes 
a salad hard to equal for delicious- 
ness.

one um) a fourth cupfuls of sliced po­
tatoes, a fourth of a teaspoonful of 
pepper, one and a half cupfuls of hot 
milk, two tahlespooufuls of butter and 
a teiispnonfuJ of salt. Cat tbe pork 
In hits and cook In a frying pan until 
brown and all the fat Is tried out. 
mtd the onion and cook It until yel­
low. Pour boiling water over the po­
tatoes and cook five minutes, then 
drain. Pour a cupful and a half of 
boiling water on the onion and pork 
urn! simmer 20 minutes, strain this 
water over the potatoes and cook until 
they are nearly done, then add the 
corn, milk and butter with seasoning. 
Serve very hot with crackers that have 
been snaked In boiling water, then add­
ed to the chowder. Codfish may he 
used In place of the corn, or In fact 
any fresh cooked fish.

Graham Cracker Cake.—Take one 
and a fourth cupfuls of sugar, one 
mid a half cupfuls of sour mill;, two 
tahlespooufuls of butler, two eggs, a 
tenspoonful of salt and the same of 
soda, with 32 graham crackers rolled 
very fine. Mix and hake In two lay­
ers. Use lemon filling.

Chicken Croquettes.—Make nice,
shapely cakes of well-seasoned 
mashed potato, cook until brown In 
hot fat. Remove to a hot platter, 
make a deep depression <in each, fill 
"ivlth hot minced and well seasoned 
?hicken, sprinkle with buttered bread 
rnimbs or rlced egg yolks for a gar­
nish. .

Boiled rice with tomato, chopped 
green pepper, a little onion added to 
a very small amount of meat, will 
make a most filling main dish. Hake 
In the oven until thoroughly healed 
through.

Creamed Potatoes.—The very best 
Teamed potatoes are prepared from 
:he freshly cooked vegetable. Cut the 
potatoes In cubes and cook in bolting 
lalted water. While they are cooking 
prepare a rich white sauce, using four 
Inblespoonfuls of butter and four of 
Jour, cook until thick, then add a pint 
>f milk, the richer the milk the better, 
ho white sauce, season well, then stir 
n the wpJI-dralned potatoes, piping 
lot. Orated cheese or onion Juice may 
ie added if desired. Mixing the hot 
potatoes In the seasoned sane**, they 
ire better seasoned than the ch i po- 
intoes will ho when added.

Thrift Stamps

Tbeadvance sales of '‘thrift stamps,” 
as well as war-savings certificate 
stamps are in progress this week. 
These are two new methods of aiding 
the people of the United States to do 
their financial bit toward the support 
of the government during the war. 
These stamps will be on sale at the 
postofilce and in the banks, and ar­
rangements are under way for creat­
ing sub-agencies among railroad and 
express agents, lar^e mercantile estab­
lishments, factories aDd authorized 
representatives of fraternal organiza­
tions.

The war-savings certificate stamps 
will have a maturity value Of $5 on 
January 1. 1923, and the certificates 
themselves have spaces allotted for 
twenty stamps, making the ultimate 
return an even $100. The selliog price 
of the certificate stamps is based upon 
imereet at 4 per cent per aooum, com­
pounded quarterly. Thus, a stamp 
will be sold for$4.12 during January, 
1916, while the price will be $4 23 if 
purchased durlog December, 1918 
Provision is made whereby owners of 
war-savings certificates may "cash Id’’ 

at any time prior to January 1, 1923, 
which is tbe maturity date, by surren' 
der of their certificates at aoy money 
order postoffice. Tbe basis of allow­
ance will be the same as the selling 
price of the certificate stamps during 
that particular month. Thus if a 
person who bought one of the “five 
dollar” stamps in January, 1918, pay­
ing therefor $4 12, wishes to realize on 
his investment during January, 1919, 
be will receive $4.24 for each stamp. 
Tbe value at corresponding periods 
in succeeding years will be as follows: 
1920, $4.36; 1921, $4.48; 1922, $4 60; 
1923, $5.00. War-savings certificates 
are exempt from all taxation-nation­
al, state or municipal.

Payments upon Buch war-savings 
certificates may be evidenced by “thrift 
stamps,” having a face value of 25 
cent* each, but bearing no interest. 
These thrift stamps must not be affix­
ed to war-savings certificates, "thrift 
cards” being provided for this pur­
pose. These cards have spaces for 
sixteen stamps, and when all of the 
stamps have been affixed, thocomplet* 
ed card may be exchanged for a war- 
savings certificate of the $5 denomina­
tion. The thrift card will have a face 
value of $4 and the bolder must pay 
the difference between that amount 
and the designated certificate rate for 
tbe month In which exchange is sought. 
Thus a person who completed filling 
bis thrift card and presented it for 
exchange into a certificate during 
July, 1918, would pay 18 cents in cash 
besides surrendering bis $4 thrift card. 
Tbe certificate which be would receive 
would bring him $5 for eneb stamp if 
he retained It until January 1,1923, 
or if cercumstancc9 did Dot permit bis 
bolding it until maturity he would gel 
a pro-rata allowance depending upon 
the dale of surrender. Por exumple, 
if cashed during July. 1920, the allow­
ance would he $4 42 for each stamp.

The first chapter of Arthur Bice’d 

Iroo ore “find” has many of the ele­
ments of a romance of the mining 
world, and making allowance for the 
difference in specific value as between 
iron and gold, the sequel promises to 
be proportionately as marvelous as 
any of the tales of the “bonanza” 
days in the California gold diggin'i. 
Briefly stated, Mr. Bice claims to 
have discovered in the Republic mine 
area a vast body of iron ore which 
diamond drill or other forms of ex­
ploration have hitherto failed to dis- 
close. Negotiations are now in pro* 
gross betweeo Mr. Bice and The 
Clevelaod-Cliffs Iron Company, the 
owners of the Republic mine, where­
by the former shall reveal his secret 
4d return for financial recompense 
which both parties shall deem fair.

Mr. Bice was for many years an 
employe of the Republic Tron Com* 
pany aod has continued in the service 
of The Cleveland-Cliffs Iron Company 
since its aquieitioo of the property. 
He claims to have given considerable 
thought to the probable direction of a 
continuation of the ore bodies, and to 
have finally centered upon a certain 
district as tbe most likely ground. 
Within this area he has for years con­
ducted such personal explorations as 
were possible by test-pitting and be 
claims to have proved up tbe existence 
of ao ore body approximately! 50 feet 
wide aod 200 feet long, samples of the 
ore being equal to tbe best yields of 
tbe older workings of tbe Republic 
mine.

Tbe precise location of tbe “find” 
has not been revealed by Mr. Bice, 
but men versed in local mining con* 
ditlQoe have been “putting two aod 
two together1* with the result that 
they believe they know tbe general 
locality, which they concede to be 
likely ground for profitable discover­
ies, Tbe manner of Mr. Biee’s 
explorations constitutes one of tbe 
romantic features of tbe tale, for he 
claims to have earrled on bis work 
chiefly at night in order to avoid 
Hrousing comment as to bis purpose. 
Under such conditions the work nec­
essarily proceeded very slowly and 
several years have slipped by since 
first he began bis explorations, but 
now he claims to have tbe work 
proved up in a manner that leaves no 
doubt as to tbe existence of a huge 
body of ore.

When be deemed tbe situation ripe, 
Mr. Bice took up tbe matter with 
company officials and a little over a 
weeK ago went to Isbpemlng for a 
conference with M. M. Duucao, bead 
of the company’s mining department. 
Tbe latter in turn is understood to 
have referred tbe matter to Wm. G. 
Mather, president of the company, 
aod Id due course Mr. Bice will have 
an answer to bis proposition.

Tbe situation necessarily has many 
novel aogles, and while theie has 
nothing developed locally which would 
forecast the attitude of tbe company 
officials, it may be a fair presumption 
that they have considerable reluctance 
toward paying an employe occupylog 
a relatively bumble position for In­
formation which geologists and min­
ing engineers might nave been ex* 
peeled to furnish them long ere this. 
On tbe other naod, there is oo doubt 
that the company will deal as gener­
ously with Mr. Bice as it deems the 
situation to warrant.

Michigamme
Two employes of tbe Plqua Handle 

Company, who bad left tbe company’s 
camp west of here to have a Christ­
mas ceiebratloo, became involved in 
an altercation at Three Lakes Christ­
mas morning which resulted In tbe 
death of one of thorn. William Lib­
erty was the victim and Jess Jokzso 
is the man held in the Baraga county 
iail on a charge of murder. The men 
left camp Monday and are said to 
have speDt the remainder of that day 
and evening in MiuhlKamme. They 
were on their way buck to camp on 
Christmas morning and while at the 
little sutiou at Threu Lakes an old 
grudge which htul existed between the 
men broke out and they came to blow*. 
During a momentary lull, Jokzso i« 
alleged to have picked up a heavy 
uiHple dub which was Ivtug beside the 
track and with it dealt Liberty a blow

across the face which fractured the 
upper jaw and caused the man’s im­
mediate death. Sheriff Peacock 
hastened to the scene aod placed 
Jokzso under arrest. Tbe latter is 
now beiog held in tbe Baraga county 
jail. Tbe body of Liberty was takeo 
to Baraga, where an inquest was held. 
Tbe victim was about 40 years of age 
8Dd his home is said to have been In 
Marquette.

Aside from tbe tragedy across the 
county line, the Christmas observance 
In Micbigamme was an unusually 
quiet one. It was mostly a day of 
home re-unions and tbe public did 
go in for much in the line of social 
diversions.

John Veale, the veteraa peaceofflcer 
of this end of the county, who for the 
past year or more has been a member 
of theCleveland-CUffslronCoapany's 
police force, bas decided not to resume 
hU duties for the remainder of the 
winter. Mr. Veale Is getting well 
along in years, but he stuck at the 
task of patrollng the water power pipe 
line between Eagle Mills and Mar­
quette until he was seized with a 
severe cold. It was necessary for him 
to come home to recuperate, and once 
here be decided to remain for the win­
ter, particularly as be has assurance 
that be can resume bis position at any 
time he feels able to do so.

The third number In the Chautau­
qua course was scheduled for last 
evening.

The use of horse power aod scraper 
to remove snow from the sidetracks 
and other portions of railroad yards 
has been extended to Miohigamme. 
In by-gone days tbe section crews 
used to shovel the surplus soow onto 
fiat oars, which were then switched to 
some point where the snow could be 
disposed of. A more economical 
method bas been practiced at tbe 
larger stations for several winters, a 
local team being hired to draw a 
scraper which clears off tbe soow very 
effectively, the accumulation being 
carried to any convenient point beyond 
the right-of-way. This method is be­
ing employed this winter in tbe Micb­
igamme yard for the first time.

Its accuracy cannot be vouched for 
but that is an unessential detail for 
so good a story ns this: Some wag 
called the attention of a South Shore 
employe, whose particular duty is the 
“wiping” of locomotives, to the 
Hoover slogan: “Save the waste and 
win the war.” The man took tbe 
advice seriously ami put bis conser­
vation into practice by reducing the 
wiping be was expected to do. Be cut 
down on tbe cotton “waste” which tbe 
railroad supplies for wiping purposes, 
but he soon came in for a “jacking 
up” because of uncleanly engines and 
be has bad to go back to his original 
program.

Word which comes from Tennessee 
Indicates that Dr. J. C. Thomas, who 
went there on a hunting expedition, is 
having “tbe time of his life.” Tbe 
doctor bad planned a visit to relatives 
in Ohio, but decided to try out coon 
hunting and the like in the state far­
ther south, so be took along bis fam­
ous pointers, Not having personal 
acquaintance with anyone in the re­
gion, tbe doctor picked out a likely 
looking point oo the map and wrote 
to the postmaster for information as 
to accommodations. Uncle Sam’s 
representative proved to be an 
accommodating chap and as a 
result of the correspondence the doctor 
and bis dogs were soon on the way, 
A subsequent locident concerns a 
plantation who bad for jears strictly 
forbidden any hunting on his prem­
ises, but mutual membership Id a 
fraternal order proved magical 
io giving Dr. Thomas tbe freedom 
of the vast estate, and those who know 
what an enthusiastic hunter tbe doctor 
is will readily surmise that be Is In­
deed “having tbe time of bis life,” 
Tbe doctor’s highly trained poioiers 
are said to have created a sensation 
in that region aod be is reported to 
have been offered fabulous prices for 
them. Mrs. Thomas, to whom the 
dogs were far from beiog an unalloyed 
joy, is said to have promptly counseled 
the doctor to snap up tbe offer, but 
Micbigamme people do not think it 
likely that the doctor will return with­
out his favorite dogs.

Postoffice Did Weil

Figures are not available, but there 
is Uttle doubt that tbe holiday malls 
were the largest in the history of the 
Negaunee postoffice, letters and par­
cels destined to the cantonments and 
fleets constituting no small part of 
increased traffic. Tbe public has tbe 
thanks of tbe local postal employes 
for co-operation In tbe mall-early 
propaganda, and it was through this 
co-operation that Postmaster Trudelj 
and bis force were able to maintain a 
dally record of oo “left-overs.” Tbe 
bulk of the outgoing mall poured into 
tbe office during tbe afternoons, but 
so well bad tbe arrangements been 
perfected that no piece of mall matter 
deposited as late as(6 p. m. failed to 
get started oo tbe southbound North- 
Western train. Local deliveries were 
equally expeditious and all matter 
received up to noon of Christmas day 
was placed in tbe bands of the ad­
dressees, with tbe exception of a'few 
pieces necessarily beld because of 
incomplete addresses. This enviable 
record could not have been achieved 
without the whole-hearted co-opera­
tion of tbe clerks and carriers, and 
to them Postmaster Trudell cheerfully 
accords the credit.

Filling inQuestionaires

Negaunee attorneys, &b well as a 
dozen or so volunteer assistants, have 
been working overtime on the task of 
aiding Negaunee registrants under tbe 
selective draft law to fill in tbe Ques­
tionnaires. This service is being 
performed by the attorneys without 
charge and the assistance Is proving 
most helpful, for in filling out his 
Questionnaire nearly every one of the 
registrants bumps Into ooo or more 
questions concerning which ho feels 
need of expert Interpretation. Tbe 
attorneys are familiar with tbe rulings 
made thus far,by tbe provost marshal 
and tbeir assistance 1b materially ex­
pediting tbe work.

Tbe Questionnaires are belngm&iled 
by the draft board to ao average of 
30 to 40 Negaunee registrants each 
day, and while tbe registrants were 
a little slow in responding at first, 
they are com log io more rapidly now 
and there Is little doubt that all will 
have beoo taken care of within the 
allotted time.

Tbe attorneys and tbeir clerical 
assistants are at tbe city hall from 7 
to 9 o'clock each week-day evening, 
the recorder’s and treasurer’s offices 
having been turned over to them. 
Negaunee had in tbe neighborhood of 
1000 registrants all told, but enlist­
ments, discharges and other causes 
have materially reduced this number, 
and there will 1m about 050 Question­
naires returned from Negaunee.

The task has taken a great deal of 
tbeiaHoroeys’ time buttbey have given 
tbe service willingly and Judge Flan- 
niganhas assured them that ho will 
“go easy” on them if they should fail 
to have some of tbeir cases fully pre­
pared for tbe next term of court.

Mm interior, Kays with reference to 
Ihn negotiations between the United 
Slates iiixl Denmark over the food 
supply I fail It has not been easy for 
1>M‘ Danish people to realize Just why 
• he eiiiranee of (lie l,'rilled Slates into 
the war should have hud such fuleful 
conNi’qucnce* to Denmark'* economic 
exlHlcnee. *i do lint believe,'* says 
he, “that It Ih realized In the United 
States to what degree the cessation 
of supplies from America threatens 
Denmark wit la ruin. We require, to 
feed the population and for the pro­
duction of pork und butler, of which 
the greater part alwuys, even during 
the wur, has gone to England, twice 
aa much grain and fodder stuff os wo 
ourselves raise. Now all the supplies 
tire brought from the United States, 
and for which the farmers ure wait­
ing so longingly. The extraordinary 
drouth of tills summer has resulted iu 
a failure of u great purl of the har­
vest, und die farmers, therefore, dur­
ing the coming yeur have far less than 
Imif the usuul amount of fodder stuff 
with which to curry ou production of 
pork. If, however, the {’lilted States 
and England continue the blockude 
policy so far un foodstuffs are con- 
•eoruod, which to us does not seem 
b> udvunce their own Interests or 
injure their opponents ns much as 
they threaten our interests still we 
hope we may receive other supplies 
of which we ure greatly In ueod. Den­
mark’s people are looking forward to 
the future with concern and ulsu with 
hope. And their thoughts iu these 
gloomy days often go out over (he At­
lantic to the day when President Wil­
son shall si retell out his hand (osvurd 
peace mid to secure the high and noble 
alms of peace which the world has 
heard him fnrnitilute. The Danish peo­
ple's blessings will go with him."

The German ‘dlsre- 
gardlessness' has oilier alius and other 
methods, which are often such as 10 

awake our Imllgnutloii, but our diffi­
culties and dangers come from the 
other side. America has decided oil a 
pulley which, according to President 
Wilson's nearest adviser is commer­
cial politics, Administrator of Food 
Supplies II. (’. Hoover, would simply 
place the neutrals face to face with 
the alternatives either of starving or 
Joining tin* allies." After going Into 
statistics, tho editorial declares Amer­
ica's greatest embargo measures are 
motivated by "Miscalled slutlstlcH cull- 
rcruliig Hie neutrals' trade connections 
wllli Germany, which, so fur us Swe­
den Is concerned, were so fantastleally 
Irresponsible Unit they met unanimous 
denial."

(In* limitations of our Iron and ndneral 
exports, the question remains In prin­
ciple Hu* same. Hneli demands ure at- 
lucks on the right to dispose of and to 
emit rot one's own products. Thanks 
to such lights, we Imve up to Mow 
been in a position to maintain our 
commercial neutrality. As far as 
known, Sweden Inis never given up Its 
right to export Its own producis lo
whomsoever It wished."

They were never 
beard of again at Muprlui Island.

On September 5 a French trading 
schooner from Papeete, the Entree, 
put In at the Island.
