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The Coming Food Show Basketball To-Night

Judicious selection, rather than 
restriction, of diet; this is the message 
which Negaunee’s first Food Show 
will eodeavor to convey to the homes 
of the people next week. That most 
of us would be better oft if we ate less 
there can be no doubt, but the govern* 
mem has oot found it necessary to 
make this direct request of us yet. It 
does ask that so far as possible we 
make use of food supplies grown 
measurably close to home markets, 
thus doing our modest share toward 
relieving freight congestion; also that 
we avoid using certain foods whose 
nature particularly adapts them for 
shipment to our troops abroad and to 
our sorely-pressed allies. There Is no 
real privation involved in this; with 
both abundance and variety still at 
our command there is no excuse for 
our not Immediately removing from 
our menus the comparatively few 
items which the government needs 
for shipment abroad.

Friday and Saturday of next week 
are tbe dates for the local Food Show 
which will be held in tbe high school 
building. Besides tbe exhibits, the 
addresses and other features directly 
pertaining to tbe Food Show, there 
will be interesting musical and liter* 
ary programs in which patriotism will 
be emphasised, for they constitute in 
part the city schools’ observance of 
Washington’s birthday. There will 
be no admission fee, and especial 
effort will be made to secure tbe 
presence of at least ooe member of 
every family in the city.

Tbe exhibits of foods prepared in 
accordance with tbe government’s 
food-saving suggestions promise to be 
a  revelation, both In number and 
character, for while much has been 
written along these lines an opportu­
nity such as this to actually see the 
prepared foods and get first-hand In­
formation concerning them should oot 
be neglected. Double-tier tables, 
affording nearly a hundred feet of 
linear display space will be provided 
in the high school corridors, and up- 
oo these will be grouped tbe exhibits, 
classified by departments. The house­
wives who have been asked to contrib­
ute exhibits have been Invited to give 
tbe recipe for each, and through tbe 
kindness of tbe commercial department 
of the sohool these recipes will be 
duplicated In numbers ample to accom­
modate all who wish copies. Tbe 
County Borne Economics Bureau 
will also contribute numerous recipes 
and suggestions, and for the especial 
convenience of those who may wish to 
take notes, desk room with a plentiful 
eupply of peooils and paper will be 
provided.

Tbe first session of tbe Food Show 
will be at 1:30 o’clock on Friday after­
noon, February 22nd. Miss Keating, 
u i  tbe Home Economics Bureau, will 
conduct a practical demonstration of 
cooking in wbtoh various points bear­
ing oo food conservation will be em­
phasized. There will also be an ad­
dress by Mr. Weston, leader of Upper 
Peninsula county farm agents. Tbe 
entertainment features will be supplied 
by the local schools, and will ioclude 
numbers by tbe high school glee olubs 
and orchestra, a patriotic play by 
boys from tbe seyeoth and eighth 
grades, and musical selections by MIsb 
Ostrom’s fourth grade department in 
tbe Case street school.

Some of tbe literary numbers will 
be duplicated Friday evening, but tbe 
musical program will vary, one fea­
ture being chorus work by 126 pupils 
from tbe' sixth grade of the Case street 
buildlDg. There will be no cooking 
demonstration at tbe evening session, 
but there will be an address by Dr. 
Mumford, a member of tbe Michigan 
Agricultural College faculty and state 
leader for county agents.

A military drill presented on tbe 
high school auditorium stage will be 
a conspicuous feature of Saturday 
afternoon's program. Other numbers 
will be a playlet, “Hoovertowo,” in­
cluding living pictures; music by Miss 
McAuliffe's fifth grade department in 
the Park street sohool; a recitation, 
“ Hoover’s Going to Get You," by 
pupils lo Miss Katherine McDonald's 
•econd grade department in tbe Jack- 
eon sohool; and a song, “Is There 
Any Country Better Than the, 
U. S A.?" Miss Justin, bead of the 
Home Eoonomlos Bureau, will con­
duct tbe cooking demonstration at this 
cession, and Mr. Weston’s subject 
will be “Potatoes.” The musical 
programs will be under tbe direction 
of Mrs. Uosa F. Marden. supervisor 
of music, aod Miss Irene Manning 
will be in ebarge of tbe literary 
exercises.

Besides tbe programs as outlined 
for Friday and Saturday afternoons, 
people in attendance will have oppor­
tunity to see tbe oookiog classes of the 
Negaunee schools’ domestic science 
department at work, for practical 
class room demonstrations will be giv­
en lo this department at thecooclusloo 
of tbe programs in the assembly roam. 
There will also be samples of tbeglrls' 
cookery on exhibition, and an especial 
invitation is extended for tbe ladies 
to visit the domestic science depart­
ment.

There will be no admission fee for 
any of tbe sessions, but in order to 
keep the attendance measurably divid­
ed, aod also to insure accommodations 
for those who are really interested,ad­
mission will be by ticket ooly. An 
ample supply of tickets will be gtveo 
to each teacher in tbe schools, and 
through tbe children of each room will 
be extended an iovitation for parents 
and elder members of each household 
to atteod the Food Show. Tickets will 
then be supplied by tbe teachers asthe 
pupils make application for them on 
behalf of relatives. People who may 
fail to receive ao invitation through 
this medium may procure tickets by 
•comrounicutlug with Superintended 
i)rr Schurtz or auy school teacher.

Two interesting basketball games 
are booked for tbe Negaunee High 
School gymnasium to-night—all for 
one price of admission 25 and 15 cents. 
The Negaunee high school girls, 
champions of 1917, will play the 
L’Anse girls and Negaunee high 
school and St. John’s Guild second 
teams will compete. Both games will 
certainly be Interesting.

There you will see what 
tbe farmer has for labor. Seventy 
per cent of It is those whistlers, wbltlere 
and spitteri. Some of them are fine 
looking boys, oombiog their hair 
straight back over tbelr fort-hood, aod 
Mr. Farmer must pay them ail alike 
or tbe I. W. W. will tell him where to 
bead in.

Lent Begin Wednesday

Lent, tbe great penitential festival 
of the Christian world, began unusu­
ally early this year, on Asb Wednes­
day, Feb. 18, and the spiritual activi­
ties for the season were opened in tbe 
churches on that day. Important 
ebangos In the code of canon law io 
reference to fastlog aod abstinence 
were read io St. Paul’s church last 
Sunday.

Ooe of the most Important changes 
is tbe removal of tbe prohibition 
against “ mlxlog” that Is, It is no 
longer prohibited to eat fish aod meal 
at the same meat during Leot. An­
other change in tbe regulations is the 
cessation of tbe Lenten fast aod absti­
nence at nooo, on Saturday of boly 
week. There is also a change in the 
weekly meatless day or days of Absti­
nence during Lent. Saturday being 
substituted for Wednesday. Meat is 
not allowed on the Fridays aod Sat­
urdays of Lent except after noon on 
Holy Saturday, but it will be allowed 
oo Wednesdays of Leot, except Asb 
Wednesday and Ember days through­
out tbe year. Tbo lag of abstinence 
binds all who have completed the sev­
enth year of age. Tbe law of fasting 
embraces all who have completed their 
twenty-first year, until the beginning 
of tbelr sixtieth year. Men serviog 
in tbe army and navy are allowed to 
eat meat oo all days of the year, ex­
cept Ash Wednesday, Christmas Eve, 
Good Friday and tbe forenoon of Holy 
Saturday.

Worst of Season

Negaunee apparently is in for the 
worst railroad tie-up of the present 
season, and it may prove lo be the 
most complete foi many years.

A snow plow 
crew came to the train's rescue this 
morning and managed to haul It back 
to Marquette about 9 a.m. Register
of Doeds Charles S.Thoreo was among 
the passengers aboard. It was hoped 
to have the line cleared so that No. 3, 
due from Marquette at 7 o’clock this 
morning, might be able to reach here 
somewhat before nooo.

Writer-—Something Rotten 
in Germany.

London.—-How America's entry lrto 
th*» war ha« hurt Germany 1* the sub- 
}‘-"t of an Interesting article in the 
Birmingham Lost by Edgar Wallace,
: uDmr and rn.lltary corre*j*>ndenL It 
is now a ca-e In which "thy dog has 
begun to bite the pig." he says.

"It J« ti« well." Mr. Wallace writes, 
“to separate the causes of the present 
German offensives from the circum­
stances which have made them pos­
sible. We know that the stagnation 
of the Itus«!an front allows the Ger­
mans to employ In the west troops 
which, were the Itu«sion army un ac­
tive factor In the war, could not have 
been employed; we know that the Ital­
ian has lost nearly 300.000 men In the 
course of the fighting of the last 
month: but neither of these facts ex­
plains the German offensive plan. For 
example, the push against the Isonzo 
was obviously uninfluenced by Italian 
losses—because they hod not occurred. 
The pu«h against Italy w hs  and Is part 
of the great scheme which would cer­
tainly have been carried out even if 
Russia had remained loyal to the alli­
ance.

"Reaaon Is 'America
"The reason Is summed up In the 

word 'America.' I do not particularly , 
refer to the forces which America will 
put Into the field. The Germun gen­
eral «tjiff, I am certain, has no par­
ticular fear that sufficient American 
troops will be put Into the field next 
year to secure a decision against Ger­
many. I doubt very much whether the 
German Is worrying at all about what 
will happen in the field in the summer 
of 1018. Rut he is tremendously eon- 
corned over what will happen in Ger­
many between May and August of that 
year unless he can break the fighting 
spirit of the entente during the forth­
coming months of the winter.

"It Is no secret that Germany hud 
been drawing large supplies of food 
and necessary raw material from 
America, via neutral countries. Amer­
ica supplied these articles In tin* way 
of business. Just as she supplied Brit- 
aln with material In the way of busi­
ness, and strictly in the way of busi­
ness tin* neutral countries had Ic-en 
passing on their Imports to Germany.

"And so this Jolly war might have 
gone on whilst Germany’s credit 
abroad held—only Amerlcu came in. 
Sh<* declared war, she ealled million* 
of iiii'ii, she reorganized her Industrie* 
to meet the demands of war—and then 
she sat down to take a good look at the 
neutrals. And they seemed unueces- 
surlly hlonled. They did their best to 
engage her sympathy. And they had 
little bread and potato riots Just to 
show there was no deception.

"Rut America understood. She said 
very simply, 'Feed yourselves, yon big 
stiffs!’ flf the picturesque vulgarity ho 
allowed).

"In the old nursery rhyme, when tho 
stick began to heat the dog, the dog 
began to hlte the pig. If the neutral 
has no food to spare and cannot buy 
any In America, the German cannot buy 
food from the neutral. In fact, the dog 
has begun to hlte the pig. The neu* 
truls have no right to complain.

Something Rotten In Germany.

"So many millions of tons of food- 
stuffs which came to Germany once In 
lIn* dear dead days are not mmlng any 
more. Site Is that much shorter of 
food. We do mil know for certain Dio 
eondlllons of Germany's food reserves. 
That there Is something rotten thorn 
we know from the curious attitude of 
Bulgaria.

"Rut If the German, with alt the sup­
plies lie was securing from the neutral, 
was short hi the spring of 1017, what 
will he his position In the spring of 
MUH, when the new American embargo 
becomes fully operative? We think It 
will he fairly had. The German crop* 
were poor- as were all the world's.

"Nobody bn! a perfectly Insane per­
son or a statistician—who will believe
anything—Imagines that I he world 
shortage of food does not affect Ger­
many. It does nlfeet her very serious­
ly. It will a fleet her worse this ycur 
i Turn it did last.

"Food Is going fn decide this war. 
The fact that 1 lie German censor has 
closed down all reference to food dif­
ficulties and coal shortages |H slgnlfl- 
cant. The things (hat Germans do not 
talk about are the things that matter.
If we lire witnessing Die beginning of 
a series of offensives In the west and 
the opening of n new caui|mlgn. Dint 
campaign, ns I have said before, Is a 
hunger offensive, and Die plan dates 
from that day when Atnerlcn decided 
that it was a good Idea to ration tho 
neutrals, blit they would have to find 
the rations themselves.

"If my theory Is sound and watl 
founded we should look to the collapse ' 
of the war In .tune or .Inly. I do not 
say If the German does not break us 
It) Die field between now and August. ! 
He won't break us In the field ur starve j 
u« In our humou." »

chine Are Loosened — Spend 

Holiday in Air.

Washington.—Word pictures of the 
work of the members of the Lafayette 
Squadron and other American aviators 
in Franco are given in letters which 
Dr. Churlcs D. Wulcott, secretary of 
the Smithsonian institution, ha* re­
ceived from his son, E. S. Walcott, 
whose airplane fell "somewhere be­
hind the German line*” ulong the west­
ern front. The allusions to the work 
of the Amerlcun aviators contained in 
these letters are all the more Interest­
ing a t this time In view of the fnct 
that the men about whom Wulcott 
wrote have Just been commissioned In 
the American air service on the rec­
ommendation of General Pershing.

Doctor Walcott lias received a dis­
patch from Paris informing him that 
his son fell within the enemy lines 
December 12 while fighting three sin­
gle-seaters, after having demolished an 
enemy two-seater, and that hi* fate Is 
uncertain. Inquiries are being made 
to ascertain, If possible, from Germany 
whether young Walcott wus seriously 
injured or not.

In a letter dated November 13, In re­
sponse to an inquiry about Campbell, 
au aviator from Chicago, wlm wus re­
ported loBt, young Walcott wrote as 
follows:

“Campbell was in the Lnfayette Es- 
cadrllle, and they are a member of the 
same group as Squadron 84, so I huve 
asked them about him. He was on u 
patrol with another chap; they attack­
ed some Bodies, and when it wns over 
the other chap wus ulone. Campbell 
was brought down In German territory 
and so reported missing. I helluva tin* 
chap he wa* with has neon and talked 
to Campbell's futhur or soino clow rel­
ative since.

“Another chap named Butkely wns 
brought down In sirnllur circumstances 
about the 1st of September. Tim day* 
ago word was received from the Amer­
ican embassy that he had communl- 
epted with tU*m, a prlsouer In Ger­
many.

“There are many similar case* 
where men brought down with crippled 
machines, nr wounded, escaped de­
struction by a miracle, The only sure 
thing Is when a machine goes down 1n 
flames or is seen to lose a wing or two.

“For instance, (hero are two officers 
in the group who are In the best of 
health and dally working. Several 
months ago they were on patrol to­
gether and collided In the air. One 
machine cut the fall rigging rompiete- 
ly off the other plane, and then they 
separated, one plane without r tall 
and tlie other machine with various 
purls of n tall mixed among the cables 
and stru ts of one side of bis machine. 
They both landed in France, one on Ids 
wheels, followed hy a enpotnge, or 
somersault turnover, the other quite 
completely tipKplo down. Then a term 
In the hospital, and back they ure 
again.

“Kenneth Mnrr, an American and » 
friend of Pete's, had the commands of 
both his controls cut In u combat, the 
rudder and elevator, leaving him noth' 
Ing hut the aileron, the Intend balance 
control, and tin* motor. He landed with 
only it skinned nose for casualties, and 
got a decoration for it.

Dives Vertically 10,060 Feet.
“Another chap, in an uttack on cap­

tive Imlloons, dived for something like 
10,0(H) feet vertically and with full mo­
tor on, thereby gaining eomddcrulde 
speed, us you can Imagine, lie rume 
right on top of the Imlloon, shot mid. 
to keep from htttlng It, yanked a* 
roughly a* he could, flattening out hi* 
dive in the merest fraction of n see- 
end. Imagine tlie strain on the ma­
chine { When he got home nil the 
wires |md several Inches sag In them; 
the iio'till connection* of tin* cables in- 
'<• the strut* aud wood of the wings 
•ml hit Into ilie wood enough to give 
•te sag.

“ Mni,•blues kjv b u ilt to stand Im ­

mense pressure on the under side of 
their wings. In some acrobatic man­
euvers I wns trylog the other day I 
made mistakes and caused the machine 
to stall and then fail in such a way 
that tlie full weight wns supported by 
the upper surfnet—by the wires which 
in most mnehines are supposed merely 
to support the weight of the wings 
when the machine is on the ground.

“Yes, the Spnd is n well-built ma­
chine, the nearest thing to perfection 
In point of strength, speed, and climb­
ing power I've seen yet. Of course, It’s 
heavy, and that's why they put 150-280 
horse power In them. The other school, 
that of a fight machine with a light 
motor, depending for Its success on 
lack of weight ra ther than excess of 
pmver, may supplant the heavier ma­
chine In time; X can’t tell.

“Yesterday there was a review here 
in honor of Guynemer, and decorations 
for the pilots of the group who had 
won them. Three Americans received 
the Croix de Guerre—members of the 
Lafayette Escadrllle. Lufbery, the 
American ace, carried the American 
flag presented to The escadrllle by Mrs. 
McAdoo and the employees of the 
treasury department, besides the two 
aviation emblems of Frunce. He was 
called to receive his decoration for 
having in tlie course of one duy held 
seven comlmts, descended (six) one 
German plane in flumes, und forced five 
others to luml behind their lines, 
(which means that he is officially cred­
ited with one—his thirteenth—und that 
the other five, though probably brought 
down, do not count for him because 
there were not the necessary witnesses 
required by the French regulation.)

“Aviators ure not very mllltury. The 
cMof of one of the escudrlUes wns com­
missioned to command tlie mechanics, 
who are plain soldiers with rifles and 
steel helmets, for the occuslon. lie  Is 
u bit of n clown ntid amused the entire 
gathering, kidding with the officers. 
The pilots of each of the five esen- 
(lrllles were In more or less formation, 
most of them with hand* in their pock­
ets, for it wus chilly, and presenting a 
mixture of uniforms unparalleled in 
Its heterogeneity. Every brunch of the 
service represented endless personal 
Ideas In dress.

8pent Their Holiday in the Air.
“Because of the occasion, repose had 

been granted to the entire group for 
the afternoon, uuother group Hiking 
over our patrols. So that after tin* 
review every one hud the afternoon to

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waste—a sunny day, which is quite 
unusual this -month. VVlthJn a half 
hour every machine that was In work­
ing order was in the air, forming into 
groups and then off for the lines, Just 
looking for trouble—voluntary patrol, 
they call Jt. Which opened iny eyes a 
hit as to the spirit In the French avia­
tion service after three years of war.”

In another letter, written December 
1, young Walcott soys:

"I tried to give you some Idea of the 
strength of a Spud In u letter a while 
ago. At home people speak of a factor 
of safety, meaning the number of times 
stronger the machine is than is neces­
sary for plain flying. The Spud is made 
so that a mnn can’t 'bust' It. no nintter 
what he does In the ulr—dive ns far 
and ns fast us he cun and stop as bru­
tally as he cnn. It stands the racket. 
Of course, motors do stop, and If It 
happens over n mountain range—well, 
that’s Just hard luck.

“Have had a few patrols since lust 
I wrote. One nt a hlg height—4,000 to 
4,500 meters, considerably above the 
clouds, which utmost shut out the 
ground below; a wonderfully beuutlful 
sight, but beastly cold—and n couple 
when the clouds were low and solid. 
The pntrol stays nt just the height of 
the clouds, hiding In them, slipping ont 
again to look r.round. If it stays be­
low the enemy antiaircraft guns pep­
per it whenever near the lines, and at 
n low altitude that Is rather awkward, 
so the patrol shows itself ns little as 
possible.

"It's  lots of sport to try to keep with 
the patrol; be behind the chief of pa­
trol, see him disappear, aud then hump 
Into n fog hank, a low-hnngliig cloud, 
and not see a darn thing. Then dive 
down out of the /cloud, wondering 
whether the other guy Is right unde* 
nenth or not; dart out of the cloud and 
see him. maybe 000 yards nwny, going 
nt right angles. Then back up and 
turn around fast and give her the gear 
—full speed to catch lip—and so on. 
See a Boclie regulating artillery fire, 
start to maneuver Into range, and. 
zip; he's out of sight in the clouds, 
and the* next you see he Is heating It 
far back of tits Unas. Not very dan­
gerous this weather, but lots ef fun."

In ft letter from the front, dated 
November 30, the following passages 
occur:

Yesterday was Thanksgiving day. 
and, praises be! the Lufuyctto bunch 
Invited me and my partner to dinner, 
or ra ther to the feast. They have the 
most remarkable chef. Roup and fish 
prepared tin* way for a most remark­
ably big bird railed the turkey, barri­
caded by chcNlnutH. And then a plum 
pudding—a regular American one—nnd 
ns good as I ever tasted. I sat at the 
(aide with Captain Tlienault, Lieuten­
ants Thaw und Lufbery, and some 
Frenchmen.

“Ajj early patrol this morning, de­
spite low clouds. Lots of fun It was, 

' ducking la and out of tin* clouds, keep- 
' Ing from bitting oilier machines in the 
clouds ami from losing the patrol. Haw 
a few Brahes, but all they laid to do 
was to slip up out of sight when the 
patrol approached. Every now and 
lhen their antiaircraft guns would 
blaze away a hit. hut there was lots of 
room for them to miss and for u* to 
leave the place they were shooting 
at."

Income Tax

The income tax man is coding and 
will be at tbe Mayor’s office, in City 
building, February 22nd to tbe 28tb, 
inclusive. Tbe new revenue act ex* 
tends the iocome tax to include all 
married persons having a net income 
of 12000 or more and all uo*married 
persons having a net income of T1000 
or more for tbe year lf>17. They are 
required to report ibeir income on a 
form prescribed for that purpose to 
the postmaster or to Emanuel J. Doyle, 
Collector, Grand Rapids, Michigan, 
on or before March 1st, 1D16.

Net iocome is tbe amount left after 
subtracting expense* (but not family 
expenses, money used to pay off prln- 
cipal of a mortgage, new machinery 
buildiogs or improvements) from tbe 
gross income. If tbe remainder Is 
tlOOQ or 12000 then tbe person has to 
make a return of income and pay tax. 
If he does not report he becomes 
liable to penalties of from 120 to 91000 
fine or imprisonment. It is tbe tax 
payer's duty under tbe law to go to 
tbe government and not tbe govern* 
mem’s business to go to him. You 
are supposed to report your income 
before March 1st, 191*5. Anyone in 
doub! should cal) on tbe Income tax 
man. He will mike no charge for bis 
fcervicet and will freely give all assist* 
ance within bis power. Get busy now 
and see if you come under tbe income 
tax law.

Uolest delays because of lack of 
materials should become more seri*

Heatless Monday Continued

In order to make a close icvesEga’ 
tion of the desirability of discontinu­
ing tbe Mood ay closing order. United 
States Fuel Administrator Garfied 
summoned into council last week a 
comber of tbe State fuel administra­
tors operating in States where the 
coal shortage has beeo felt most keen­
ly. As a result of tbe conference, into 
which was drawn, later, representa­
tives of tbe Director General of Rail­
ways, Administrator Garfield has an­
nounced that there will be no imme­
diate withdrawal of his Mooday cios* 
tog order. Tbe statement of rolled  
Slates Fuel Administrator Garfield to 
that effect is as follows:

Tbe testimoey of tbe State fuel 
administrators was substantially 
uoaoicouf that, io view of tbe contin­
ued severity of weather conditions 
and tbe acute shortage of coal, partic­
ularly for domestic use, throughout 
tbe eotire northeastern section of the 
couotry. it would be uoisfe as yet to 
suspend either the Monday closing 
order or tbe embargo.

Tbe United States Fuel Adminis­
trator. in tbe light of his testimony 
and of Information submitted to him 
by the State fuel administrators, has 
decided to continue the Monday clos­
ing order until such time as tbe change 
io weather and tbe resu)ting)improved 
transportation conditions warrant Its 
suspension. A close watch will be 
kept upon conditions, acd further 
consideration wllTbe given to the sub­
ject as soon as there is reasonable 
assurance of relief. So long as pres­
ent weather conditions continue, how­
ever. the possibility of human suffer­
ing is too imminent to permit any 
relaxation in tbe present efforts to 
conserve and increase tbe existiog 
supply of coal. It is hoped that with 
tbe shutdown on Mooday, February 
II. aod tbe closing lo many States on 
the day following, Lincoln’s birth­
day. it will be possible thenceforth to 
rely upoo embargoes aod tbe prefer­
ence in movemeot of food and fuel 
ordered by tbe Director General of 
Railroads.

Later—A bulletin issued at 3 p. m, 
Wednesday says: "All Monday clos­
ing orders were this afternoon sus­
pended by Dr. Harry Garfield, chief 
of tbe fuel administration.”

by the United Stutes an a na­
val base, a writer lu the Chi­

cago Examiner says:
“These Islands He In the Atlantic 

oeeun, 80(1 uilles oft the coast of Portu­
gal. Situated well to the south of the 
main transatlantic ship routes to Eng­
land and France, they afford au ad­
mirable rendezvous for our patrolling 
fleets and u convenient port for as­
sembling military stores and troops. 
♦Such u base for ships to* prevent the 
wholesale destruction of navigation 
aud for the protection of neutrul us 
well os ullled shipping should be us 
welcome to Portugal as to the other 
ullled countries.

“Powerful wireless stations on the 
Islands keep In touch with shipping 
on the Atlantic and, located as they 
are so close to the trade routes be­
tween this country and gout hern Eu­
rope, it is quite prohuble that the is­
lands have been rendered safe from U- 
boat attacks and (hut our ullles are 

- using them ns u base of operations.
/  “O Ohservndor, Lisbon, 1ms con­
stantly advocated the creation of nn- 
vnl police und protecting stations In 
the Atlantic, Pacific and Iudlun 
oceans. In urging this course of ac­
tion, in a recent Issue, It stutes: 'None 
would be more Important In point of 
geographical posltlou und nuturul re­
sources than u naval repairing, fur- 
ulshlng und protecting stutlou In the 
Atores or Western Islunds und, If nec­
essary, for a relay point for American 
iitrces crossing the Atluntic. Some 
understanding ulreudy ought to have 
been hud betweeu Portugal, Englund 
und America.’

Harbor Facilities Not Very Good. 
“The Azores occupy an area of 922 

square miles. The urchipelugo com­
prises nine islunds, of which the chief 
ure St. Mlchuel, lu the Southeastern 
group; Tercleru, Gruclosu, Sulnt 
George, Fayul and Pico, In the Central 
group. In 1911 the population of the 
islands was 242,(113, urninly of Portu­
guese origin.

"The islunds at present do not af­
ford the best of harbor facilities. 
Those, however, that may be avail­
able have potential possibilities that 
should not greatly tux the ingenuity 
of our engineers.

“One of the best harbors is a t An- 
grn, on the Island of Tercleru. How­
ever, the islunds afford other advan­
tages 11mt would make them an excel­
lent base. The climate is mild und 
snow seldom seen. The temperature 
is never higher limn 8(J degrees, An- 
gra is 'th e  only elly on Tercleru, and 
bus 12,(KM) population. It affords many 
diversions and its inhabitants of every 
class arc nolubly deferential und hos- 
pliable. Here there ure three social 
clubs, an athletic club und u luwn ten­
nis association.

“The deepest, and some claim the 
safest, anchorage is ut Vollas, be­
tweeu PI so and SI. George. It Is 
known as St. George's channel. The 
natives of St. George are rhlolly occu­
pied in raising cattle and muuufuetur* 
Ing cheese lor export.

Pico and Fayal.
“On Pico, across tin* channel, is the 

symmetrical, cone-shaped peak, rising 
to a height of 7,Mir. fool above sea 
level. The climate here Is unrivaled. 
It is said to be one of the healthiest 
spots In the world, absolutely free 
from marshes or stagnant water.

“Fayul Is perhaps best known to 
American lourists. H en1 the Ilrst 
Azorean and fourth consulate of the 
United Slates was established in 
1S0U. Here the Ilrst American resi­
dence was built by John 11. Dabney, 
the ilrst consul. The harbor at Jlorla, 
Fayal, is the moat spacious In tile 
Azores. By ltnproting the breakwater 
here an excellent port would he af­
forded to vessels of our Heel. At 
Korta ure anchored eleven submarine 
cables with a Joint eetilral station for 
the English, Amerleuu aud other com­
panies.

“As a relay point for troops the 
Azores would meet almost every re­
quirement. The climate Is equublc; 
access easy, abundant streams for 
water supply; fertile soli and within 
two days' sailing of the continent.

“Tlmt tile Azoreans would give our 
troops and ships a cordial welome Is 
unquestioned, friendly relations be­
tween Uie Fulled States ami the 
Azore.uis date hack to the War of 1M2 
when the Armstrong was beached on 
the Maud.

“Inning the Civil war the Tusmiorn 
und Kearsarge were H'atloued tlitre,

and when the latter wefit forth for the 
nuvnl duel that resulted In the sinking 
of the Alubatna, the Confederate pri­
vateer, a t Cherbourg, more than 100 
Azoreans were members of the crews 
of the two Union ships. Today there 
are many pensioners on the Islands, 
veterans who served under Shermau. 
Grant, Sheridan ant) Howard.

Beautiful Sea and Sky Effects.
S. G. W. Benjamin suys: “No part of 

the Atlantic is more prolific In the 
wonders of the sea than the Azores. 
The inexhuustible diversity of the 
cloud scenery of those islunds I have 
never seen upprouched except at Ma­
deira, combining the effects of seu and 
land clouds.

“At seu the Impression of distance Is 
conveyed as never on land, because 
no hills nor mountains intervene to 
Interrupt the view of the most dis­
tant cloud strntu, and no clouds are 
so full of suggestive form, of repre­
sentations of dreuinlund us those far- 
off, low-lying, vupory forms, couchunt 
along the dim oiling, picturing phan­
tom towers aud orientut domes clus­
tered on the edges of precipices 
Hanked by Ice-clad peaks und over­
hung by groves of pulms. Off Pico, 
one evening, 1 saw In the sky horse­
men chasing a stug und, us they faded 
awuy, a trlumphul march of knights 
In gilded armor moved slowly and mu- 
Jestically westward. No effort of 
fuucy wus required to distinguish all 
these groups with perfect distinctness.

“One of the finest effects a t sea is 
mlruge, which Is confined to no one 
part of the oeeun, although the condi­
tions tbut produce It do not always 
seem thoroughly explained by saying 
that it Is due to refraction. To see 
the shore raised above the water und 
hovering mysteriously In the air, re­
flected in unother seu of Its own, is a 
sight thut the most threadbare famlll- 
urlly cun never rnuke less wonderful."

GREAT EAGLE OF STONEWORK
Quartz Roek Bird, Work of Indiana, 

Measures 120 Feet From Tip to 
Tip of Wings.

Conflicting stories ure told concern­
ing a large stonework eugle which is 
situated on the broad top of a stony 
rain-gullied hill in middle Georgia. 
The one point that seems to be cer­
tain. observes u writer, is that the In­
dians loft the eagle as a legacy to 
the state. A hundred years from now 
it will probably be found lying on its 
hack, with outspread wings and toll, 
even as it lies today. For it Is made 
of quartz roek so cunningly placed 
that It would require a pick In a 
strong man's hands to displace any 
one of them. The rooks lup and over­
lap in such a manner as to represent 
feuthers. No cement holds them in 
position, and the slones vary in size, 
weighing from half a pound to three 
of four pounds. The Image rests on a 
very firm foundation, for the stone­
work extends severul feet Into the 
ground.

Once, perhaps twice, treasure-seek­
ing vandals dug into the breast of 
the eagle; hut the work must have 
proved too laborious, for the diggers 
gave up before they had reached the 
bottom layer of overlapping stones.

Bough but fairly nm iro te measure­
ments of the bird show the length 
of the engle from the middle of the 
bill to the head to he 102 feet, and 
from Up to tip of outspread wings 
120 foot. The length of tho beak is 
10 feet, und the height of the body 
ut the center of the breast Is 10 feet. 
Tho eugle lies with Us heud to tile 
west.

Tradition does not give any satis­
factory explanation of the age or the 
mounitig of the great stone mound. It 
mav have had religious slgnifiomiec 
to the ltod men who built it, and it 
may be the burial place of some great 
chief. It Is a most mysterious uud 
interesting prehistoric monument.

One of the most Important features of 
the food couservutlon movement lu 
Germany since the outhieuk of the 
wur, u writer states, has been the prac­
tice Of dehydrutiug fruits und vegeta­
bles and Germany's efficiency In con­
nection with the conservation of that 
country’s limited food resources is 
strikingly demonstrated by the fad 
tlmt, ufter more than three years' iso­
lation from the world markets upon 
which she formerly depended thut na­
tion still munuges to feed its inhab­
itants.

In June, 1914, there were 480 dehy­
drating plants In Germany, 1 rt-ntlng 
annually about a quarter of n mllllot- 
pounds of potatoes uiouc. In a food 
conservation campaign organized ut 
the time of Germany's first declara­
tion of war 2ifi new dehydration 
plants wen* added, 190 of which were 
aided hy government funds.

THINGS THAT HELP.

When washing erope waists they will 
keep their freshness if dipped in a 

rinse water of very thin 
starch and dried over a 
coat hanger.

One woman who has 
much flat Ironing to do 
economizes her strength 
by using a large kitchen 
table, spreading towels 
bed linen and such Hat 

pieces which may be Ironed while the
more particular ironing is being done. 
The ironing sheet should of course be 
pineal over these pieces, then with a 
little extra folding and a press or two 
they are ready for clothes bars. When 
traveling, small boxes or pieces of 
pastehourd will keep waists nnd small 
urtlcles from getting rumpled. These 
muy be labeled, saving the opening of 
wrong boxes.

To removed hot-water marks from a 
japanned tray, try rubbing with n lit­
tle sweet oil. After the marks have all 
disappeared, polish the tray with a 
little dry flour and a soft duster.

Equal parts of ammonia und turpen­
tine will take paint out of clothing 
even If well dried. Saturate the spot 
two or three times and then wurb in 
soapsuds.

Window shades that have become 
cracked inuy lie repainted with an oil 
paint, using care to keep them flat. 
Dry thoroughly and turn to give the 
other side of the shade n coot. Win­
dow shades are going up in price as 
the other household urtlcles. so If we 
can renew them by such treatment It 
will he an economy.

When cleaning mophoards. protect 
the walls from careless spotting with a 
large piece of pasteboard, held against 
the wall during the process of clean­
ing. In these days of sugar conserva­
tion, the children will he made happy 
with animal crackers, dipped In vari­
ous colored frostlngs, or n fondant 
may he used. A cheap and effective 
mixture for chapped bunds Is a thick 
puste made of lard aud flour well 
mixed and rubbed into the bunds ut 
night. It will he well to wear gloves 
to protect the bedding from the fat.

Never throw water on burning oil. 
It only scatters it. Smolder It with 
anything nearest ut hand, sunil, earth, 
nr even with flour.

A brush ami a can of paint nnd var­
nish will do wonders in u home, to 
uiuke things look hotter und give them 
u new lease of life.

To u rich white sauce 
add one or two hard cooked eggs sliced 
and carefully stirred in Just before 
pouring the suuce over the cooked 
fish.

To save butter for cake making, 
seasoning of vegetables nnd for vari­
ous uses where hultcr seems Indlspen- 
slide try this combination: One pound 
each of lard and suet melted, (he suet 
of course tried out and mixed with 
the lurd. then add a pound of butter, 
.nix well and use as butter. The but­
ter flavors the mixture so well, that 
more lurd and suet may he used with 
u pound of butter, with good results.

Ham Mousse.--l'u t sufficient cold 
broiled ham through the food chopper. 
Stir Into two cupfuls of the ham u 
tnhlespoonful of gelatine dissolved lu 
a little water then add a half cupful 
of hulling water. Reason with pepper 
and mustard then add half a euttful 
of heavy cream whipped stiff. Turn 
Into molds and set In tlm Ice chest to 
harden. Serve with a mayonnaise 
dressing and with hot boiled cabbage 
and boiled rice.

Transparent Pudding.—Cook u cup­
ful of pearl tnploea lu stiflleicnt water 
1 o cover and until It Is transparent. 
Rilr In a quarter of a cupful of sugar, 
the grated rind und Juice of n lemon, 
when the sugar Is dissolved turn Into 
a glass serving dish. When cold serve 
with powdered sugar and cream.

A good mixture of fats for use In 
pluce of butter except for the tuble 
Is a pound of suet, a pound of lard and 
a pound of Imtter. Try out the suet, 
strain It and stir In the lard and but­
ter. The butter will flavor the three 
pounds of fat sufficiently to make It 
nearly ns good ns butter.

Cranberry Pudding.—Sift together 
two cupfuls of flour, a plm-Ji of Halt, 
nnd three teaspoonfuls of baking pow­
der. Add sidfideiit milk to make a 
butter pudding, stir In a cupful of 
sweetened nnd , strained cranberry 
telly and steam for an hour and a half.

Must Govern Business in Future '

America is face to face with the necessity of revo­
lutionizing her uttilude toward business The events of 
our first war year have demonstrated that we are as 
unprepared for peace as we were unprepared for war.

And unless we loam the lesson that this year’s 
events ought to have taught us. industrially and 'eco­
nomically, the TTnited States is wi for a very severe trial 
not only during hut after the close of the war.

The new principle of business that our unpro- 
paredness 1ms taught us is that co-operation and not 
competition is the life of trade. On our acceptance of 

that principle depends not only the industrial welfare of this country in 
the future, but the social status of our people us well.

When war was declared this country was saddled will) the incubus 
of the lack of vision of our so-called political leaders of the last twenty 
yenrs. Politicians had decreed that ruthless comjn*tition should rule 

industry.
We have had all the evils that flow from unrestricted com petition- 

costly trade wars between economic units that were fighting for the same 
market; adulteration of product and bad trade practices, rebating, secret 
agreements, price cutting, low wages, child labor and all their attendant 

evils.
Have we profited by our mistakes?
Have we awakened to the necessities of the future?
Are we ready to prepare with all possible speed for the new economic 

conditions that face us?
Are we ready to accept the new principle, viz., that co-operation is 

henceforth to be the life of trade and that ruthless competition is no longer 

the life of trade?
The problem, brought fully before us in the events of the past year, 

is the most important and also the most fascinating of any that this coun­
try has ever solved. It calls for the most supremely unselfish and patriotic 
effort that the people of our land are capable of giving.

History Proves That W ar W ill Bring 

Prosperity to United States

By RICHARD A. FOLEY

Any man who can read may learn fur himself that history proves 
every'war lias stimulated trade. God knows we would be willing to banish 
that stimulant along with the others by mi act of congress, but the fact 
Tcnmins that after the shock of 1861, the greatest years in business—the 
highest prices for stocks and bonds—came in 'Cl* and '66.

And in 1861 and 1865 business had big years. In 1861 New York’s 
hank clearings were $6,600,(100,000. In 1862 they were seven billions; 
1863, fifteen billions; 1864. twenty-four billions; .twenty-live billions in 
1865, and twenty-nine in 1867.

In 1861, the bad year of the Civil war—possibly corresponding to 
the period we are now' going through—there were S207.000.000 in fail­
ures in the Fnited States, and this had dropped to only $23,000,000 in 
*62, and to seven and eight millions in *63 and *64 respectively, while 
there was but little increase in the succeeding several years.

The reason for this, according to Senator Theodore Burton, was that 
“the great demand incident to the war. and the enormous employment 
of labor, plus the withdrawal of a large body of men ns soldiers, prevented 
the possibility of depression.” We are in a better position today than 
our country was during the Civil war. because, prior to our own entrance 
into the present war, Europe poured hundreds of millions into our busi­
ness treasuries, and wc became a creditor instead of a debtor nation. And 
now all the money that has been loaned the allies is being spent here in 
addition to billions for our own military purposes.

It makes r.o difierenee what fallacies of economy may be enumerated 
by men in high or low position, you cannot alfeet the unalterable laws of 
supply ami demand, and men in business may confidently count upon a 
growing demand for their products and upon growing prosperity. They 
should not be discouraged by small setbacks or bv reactions that will occur 
in a sensitive country during u time of war. We will soon get used to 
rumors, true and false, und our system nationally will become immune 

to the shocks.

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Alderman McComber, of tbe special 
committee appointed to determine who 
was liable to pay the damages caused 
to tbe city by the receot nttro glycer­
ine explosion, reported to the Common 
Council at its meeting on the 8th inst 
that tbe city attorney had not given 
the committee a report on the legal 
questions involved and that the com­
mittee would therefore have to ask 
for further time. Messrs. Winter & 
Bigge presented a petition for permis­
sion to build an ice bouse in connec­
tion with tbeir brewery In Iron street 
and tbe permission was given. Mayor 
Kirkwood, as health officer, reported 
on tbe small pox situation, stating 
that he bad hired two special watch­
men as day guards for premises where 
there was smallpox; the regular night- 
watchman attended to the duty at 
night. The Council decided that one 
day watchman would be sufficient. 
Tbe mayor also stated that repairs 
bad been made to the pest house and 
it wae now ready for occupancy. 
There was a discussion upon the mat­
ter of insurance on the city hall, li­
brary and engine bouse, tbe policies 
expiring on the 15th inst, and oq mo­
tion of Alderman Merry it was decid­
ed not,  to renew the Insurance. 
Among the bills allowed were tbe fol­
lowing: Donald McDonald, provisions 
and fuel for small pox patients aod 
people quarantined, $115.45; Samuel 
Carey, 28 days watching infected pre­
mises, $58; Frank Jentz, 21 days, $42; 
Antoine Lee, digging six graves for 
small pox victims, $20;Bloodlo Man­
ly, six coffins, $52; Dr. J. A. Desjar­
dins, Investigating small pox caseK, 
claimed $50, allowed $30; D. C. Me- 
Klanon, fitting up pest bouse, $80; 
William Blake, dlggioa well at pelt 
bouse, claimed $16.16, allowed $14.

Tbe Jaokson school resumed Its ses­
sions on Monday last and will be fol­
lowed by the Case street school oh 
Monday next should everything to 
the small pox situation continue In Its 
preseot condition. Tbe order of the 
School Board requiring all pupils to 
be vaccinated will be rapidly enforced 
as a measure of safety.

Mrs. Foley, mother of Jeremiah 
Foley, who was killed by the receot 
nitro-glycerlne explosion, arrived 
from the Red River couotry tbe past 
week. Mrs. Foley, we bear, contem­
plates bringing action against tbe 
Nltro Glycerine Company for damages.

Negaunee bae proved herself 
capable of preventing a scourge, 
which is due wholly to the promptand 
efficient sanitary measures adopted 
bv tbe council.
