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Negaunee Raises Quota

Except for picking up the loose ends 
the canvass for Negaunee's share of 
the Marquette County War Fund has 
been completed, and while the tabula* 
tion of subscriptions has not been 
completed there seems little doubt 
that the city has fully met, If not ex* 
needed, Its quota.

The pledges actually In hand total 
something like $30,000, and the pros* 
pect that some of the other mining com* 
panies may follow The Cleveland* 
Cliffs Iron Company’s plan of dupli­
cating, dollar for dollar, their em* 
ployes' subscriptions makes It quite 
•sfe to assume that the pledget to date 
represent at least $36,000 a year. As 
there are still quite a number of pros* 
pectlve subscribers to be solicited, 
and it 1b rather too early for a report 
regarding contributions from people 
who are In a position financially to 
make generous donations to the fund, 
the managers of the local campaign 
would not be surprised to see Negau 
oee’s annual pledges come very close 
to the $40,000 mark.

It will be practically Impossible to 
get a definite line on Negaunee’s War 
Fund subscriptions until after the 
mid-April payday at the mines. Ne- 
gaunee miners came to the front nobly, 
every em p\oye  signing up promptly 
and willing for u contribution of a 
quarter-day’s pay each month, while 
a considerable number raised tbelr 
subscriptions somewhat in order to 
make the amouots ’’even mooey.” 
The amounts earned by ibe mine em 
ployes vary, and until the clerical 
forces In the mine offices have gone 
through the payrolls and deduotod 
■the pledged amouots It naturally will be 
impossible to state gross amount wblob 
4ome Into the War Fund from this 
source. The mine officials have been 
Able to fix the approximate total, 
however, and it Is embraoed In the 
figures given above.

The number of Individual pledge 
cards will be about 2000, and when It 
is recalled that some 2800 signatures 
were secured in the last Red Cross 
drive it might be surmised that the 
present campaign bad fallen short of 
expectations. There is this Impor 
taot difference: Wherefamlllesoould 
Afford It, they split tbeircoatrlbutlODi 
•o that each member of the family 
could have an Individual Red Croes 
membership. It is Impracticable for 
ibe average family to thus divide Its 
War Fund subscription, and white the 
amount contributed might not be re­
duced, a single name would appear on 
ibe list where last time there might 
have been from two to a balf-doseo or 
more names.

The first estimates of Marquette 
County's War Fund plaoed the pro* 
bable sum at $200,000. In apportion- 
log previous quotas It was assumed 
that Negaunee hid one-sixth of the 
county's population. Figured upon 
lAls percentage, Negaunee's quota 
would be somewhat over $83,000' 
More recently, however, it was stated 
that Marquette County was expected 
to raise $260,000, In which case Negau; 
nee’s quota would rise to a little over 
$40,000. If the first reckoning Is to 
stand, Negaunee has materially ex­
ceeded the city's quota; if the increas­
ed apportionment should be required, 
it would seem assured that Negaunee 
can meet, If not exceed, the revised 
quota.

Not a ttlnfyle "turn down” because 
of lack of sympathy for the patriotic 
cause appears oo the local commit­
tees’ records. There are some In­
stances where the pledged amounts 
-seem too low In proportion to the 
signer’s resources, and in these oases 
one of the general oommltteee will 
wait upoo the subscriber and endeavor 
to Induce him to Increase bis sub­
scription to an extent that will make 
it relatively equal to the sacrifice that 
is being cheerfully made by people of 
lesser means.

The eortiog of the subscription 
oardsand the tabulation of pledged 
amouots Is quite a task In Itself, but 
H. W. Trembalh. the local chairman, 
has the work well advanotd and Is in 
hopes that be can turn over the list In 
ample time eo^het William H. Mit­
chell, the oounty manager, will not be 
delayed In collecting the first Install- 
msnts, which becoos due April 15th,

Health Specialist Coming Liberty Loan Next

Red Cross work In the maktng of 
surgical dressings and hospital gar 
moots was speeded up to an enoour 
aging degree by the Negauoee branch 
of the Marquette chapter during the 
month of March, but there is still 
room for morevolunteersand the need 
of tbel( handiwork grows greater 
every week.

There were 22,410 pieces of surgical 
dressings completed by the Negaunee 
workers during March, which oot only 
completed Negaunee's quota but more 
than doublod the February, output o 
10,746 pieces, end was more than five 
times the amount produoed lo Janu 
ary, whloh was 4160 pieces. The at 
teodance lo this division, based upoo 
the oumber aotweriog roll call at tbe 
various meetings, was as follows 
January, 506; February, 619; March 
1138-total for tbe three months, 2558

Ths hospital garmeots division also 
set anew record by turning out 636 
completed garments durlog Marob, as 
compared with 342 lo February aod 
251 In January. Theoumber of hours 
spent In this work durlog tbe past 
three months was as follows: Janu­
ary, 132; February, 260; March, 286- 
total, 687,

Tbe knitters also caught tbe faster 
pace, aodVhiie the oumber who called 
for yarn In March was loss than In 
either of the preoedlog months, arti­
cles completed with the yarn previous­
ly secured came In at a gratifying 
rate during March. Tbe number of 
finished sweaters was practically 
doubled as compared with the Febru­
ary record. The number of persons 
who oaUed for yarn durlog tbe three 
months was as follows, and tbe com 
pleted artloles turned lo durlog March 
is Included In the summery below: 
January, 162: February, 178; Marob, 
118—total, 468.

Iflorot Chiefs and Warriors.

T
IIOHH wild num of tho ruouo- 
1 ulda of tho island of Luzon, 
iho hardy, brown-sklnncd Igo- 
rots, have gone to the cave* und 

lihling jilneoH whore lhi>y hurled their 
trensure In the long ago before Dewey 
broke the Hhnekles of Spanish rule und 
hove unenrllii’il su rks of Spanish und 
Mexican coins and carried them over 
mnuutuln trulls to Gov. Hlhirlo Logan 
an their Liberty loan contribution.

“Blouse wend Ibis offering for the 
us«» j,f (he Greut Apo fi'Toss the sou," 
was their simple request. I t  umountK 
to  about $8,801.

As un example of how this primitive 
people answered th e  call of the Great 
Apo for help when the lust Liberty 
loan drive was made hy Governor Lo­
gan. It Is told th a t throe Denguet Ig* 
on u s came In from un out-of-the-wiiy 
corner of the mountains one duy, cur­
rying sucks of old Spanish treasure, 
amounting to m ore than $1,447.50. 
Commenting on th is humble offering, 
the Manila Bulletin says:

“Tim 1,500 pesos, while not In thein- 
wolvcs a greut umount when tho Phil­
ippine total subscriptions of over 

500,000 is taken Into consideration, 
a re  regarded by the  authorities of tho 
mountain province a s  tho most signifi­
can t contribution to the entire Lll>> 
efty  loan campaign in Uie islands, com­
ing as they do from un sborlglnul peo­
ple who never before trusted  uny 
savings bank hut mother earth , hut 
have been led In 18 years to  eonfide In 
the integrity of tin* “Great Apo across 
the seas*' to such an extent that they 
uncnrlh their treasure and lug it  over 
the mountains thu t It may he Rent 
to him to uld in prosecuting the war 
against Germany.

“Tlds was not ait of the Igorot sub­
scription hy any menus, according to 
the reports which have Just reached 
this city from the mountain eupltnl, 
these stating Unit the 4,1)00 pesos sub­
scribed hy the Igorots of Henguet prov­
ince formed a part of the 41,000 pe­
sos ($42,040) subscription given hy 
the civilian residents of Baguio arid 
Do* immediate vicinity. Tin* greatest 
surprise of ull was the eugerneNM of 
the Igorot* throughout the suhprov- 
luce and Governor Logan may well 
he proud of Ills work. In the few 
days he had at Ids disposal he reach­
ed even the most distant towns in the 
mountains anti aroused Die Igorots to 
llielr great demonstration of patriot­
ism “

W ant to Go to  the Front.
Not only did the Igorots give their 

liviisure, but they offered their serv- 
lees to Governor General Harrison, and 
are anxious to go to France to help 
(lie Great Apo to win the war for free­
dom. Judge .lames Uomh of the coin- 
idnl administration, who recently made 
•in extended tour of Luxnn, said that 
every mountain station where he stop­
ped was filled with natives who nuked 
for a chance to enlist. Kach na­
tive eti me lu with his discharge 
paper', showing the length and 
ipmUty of service he had ren­
dered to the government of the Phil­
ippines. Then, saying that he hud 
hoard the United Stale* was at war 
with Germany, he would urge Ids claim 
to Pear arm s under tin* American Hag. 
Judge H orn would advise the sturdy 
volunteer to rejoin the constnhnlary, 
1u which many vacancies exist, hut 
(his would not satisfy the igorot. Ouo 
and nil wanted Jo fight.

When one stupa to consider the bar­
baric life that the Igoro' still lives, 
this offer of treasure and sen  Ire to 
Uncle Sam Is all the mere remarkable. 
For the Igorot Is si lit very much him­
self nod Is totally different from nil 
Ids o ther Philippine brothers. Amer­
icans are establishing schools, and 
education Is making some progress, 
But the Igorots have no laws, and each 
community Is ruled by a council of old 
men, they live In the northwestern 
section of the Island of Luzon, and 
num ber about lHr.,000, Theirs Is a 
mountainous country, six days* march 
inland from the m,n**«*M elvtllr.ed town. 
They are a mixture of savage, burbu- 
rhin nod civilized peopV.

' Worship One God.
They have one god, Lamawlg. and 

ihelr religious system N n sort of wor­
ship of the splrl-s of the departed, 
whom they believe to Inhabit the earth 
Just ns before they dl"d. except that 
they are Invisible to  mortal eyes, The 
igorots are moral and upright, from 
.ihelr standpoint, and their code of

conduct, although simple, is strict. 
They worship in their hmncR, und In 
the fields, but have oo priests.

They have no written language and 
no literature of uny sort. But they 
have a number of curious folk tules. 
One la somewhat akin to the Adam 
and Kve Htory. Lumuwig, out o f love 
for I i I h people, sent un old couple to 
earth  with a new food for the Igorot 
tribes. The ohl couple on u certain 
day were to  expluln It* use to  tho 
mortals, hut th e  la tter became curious 
and could not wait until the appoint­
ed time. Two of the Igorots stole the 
hag in which the new food was hid­
den. This so ungcrcd Lumuwig that 
he *uid the Igorots thereafter would 
have to till the ground and gain their 
food hy the sweat of their brows. The 
new food was rice. It today is the 
great Htuple of tile people. IUce 
mid sweet potatoes ore the only things 
they raise.

Another legend.tells of the origin of 
head hunting. In wurfnrc the Igorot 
always brings homo the heads of his 
victims. One day the Moon, which is 
a woiuun, was heating out hruss. The 
young child o f the Suu stood near hy, 
watching. IB s scrutiny uugered the 
Moon, and she threw a stick a t  him, 
causing decupitutlon. The Sun then 
appeared and put h is child's head back 
oa his trunk, declurlng th a t because 
of the Moon’s  wunton ac t m ortals 
would henceforth cut pff each other's 
beads when in  wrath.

Know How to  Irrigate.
Although primitive In the ir planting 

and harvesting the Igorots mustered 
all the details of Irrigation. This is 
the source o f their prosperity. They 
have terraced ull the mountainsides 
und raise two crops of rice u year.

Wtille the Igorots us a race a re  
small, they are  exceptionally well de­
veloped. They are great mountuin 
climbers. Dress reform does not both­
er them. A thin hrecchdoth and a 
happy smile make e*v their costume, 
wlileii they weur the year round. They 
are tnueh like the aboriginal Indian of 
America in many customs, one in par­
ticular being that the  women do all 
the work, while the men sit around in 
Indolent euse, smoking green tolmcco 
In ill-smelling pipes. The women and 
children Htnoke. too.

Superstition enters Into their cures 
for sickness. When a part of the body 
is injured they tattoo little slu rs ull 
over the spot, believing tha t hy tills 
means they will drive out the Utile 
•levils that have taken up the ir abode 
there. Being exposed to the sun and 

I w eather a t all Hines they are constant- 
i ly shedding their sklu. When death 
j  occurs In n family die natives lake 
i chicken meat ami o ther foods uud u 
great feust Is held, followed hy u wild 
dunoe similar to the dances of the 
American Indians The body Is then 
hurtl'd, and the pcrwomil belongings of 
tile dead person are handed among the 
relatives and the visitors depart. Tor 
ornamentation the women gather little  
berries, which they string and which 
are then plaited lu the strands of their 
black hulr.

They relish dog meut, and a fte r they 
huve fattened a dag on rlec they huve 
a barbecue and a olid  dunce, heating 
doleful music from the copper and 
brass and wooden tomtoms.

Rut with nit their quaint and sav­
age cuatoms the Igorots are patriotic 
to the Amerhvin ting now, amt want to 
go to the trenches for the Urcut Apo.

Tbe loan will be three billion dol­
lars ($3,000,000,000 ), tbe Government 
reserving tbe right to allot bonds up 
to tbe full amountofaoyoversubscrip- 
tion.

Nioth Federal Reserve district to 
subsccibe a minimum of $105,000,000. 
But A. R. Rogers, district director 
bas apportioned the loan by slates so

They will be 
dated and will bear Interest from May 
0, 1018. and will mature September J5, 
1028. The interest dales will bo Sept 
15 and March 15, the first coupon bear- 
log interest for 120 days.

The bonds are not convertible and 
are not subject to call (or redemption 
before matured. The fact that tbe 
Government has made these ten year 
bonds is taken by omoy as an indica­
tion that the officials at Washington 
are not looking for tbo war to last 
many years.

The bonds carry the sume exemption 
fro m  taxation as tboae io tbe second 
Liberty loan. Third Liberty Loan 
bonds which have been owned by a 
persoo for six months prior to the 
date of his death will be accepted ut 
par and accrued interest in payment 
of federal inheritance taxes. ’ Tbe 
campaign ojamed throughout the na­
tion April 6. and closes May 4. but 
this Is not adhered to lo the Moth 
district. Io ibis district no selliugof 
bonds is supposed to be permuted 
prior lo April 15. Tbe actual selling 
campaign opens at dawnnext Monday 
and by midnight Wednesday the orga­
nization executives expect that the 
Ninth district will have subscribed its 
full f 125,000,000 allotment.

The Government bas provided that 
the bonus muv be paid for in the fol­
lowing installments: 5 per cent on 
application. 20 per cent oo May 28. 
35 per cent on July 18, and 40 per cent 
oo August 16. Fuyment in full tuay 
be made with theappllcatlonor before 
May 4, but bund* will not he delivered 
before May 0, on any subscription for 
an amount exceeding $lo,Ooo.

Stand by tbe president, federal, state 
and local rulings. Strife, even In tbe 
smallest community, aids tbe enemy 
and dissension should be avoided. 
Michigan, like many otber states io 
the union, has adopted tbe initiative 
aod every attempt to Introduce class, 
religious, or factional legislation 
should be discouraged. Exlstlog con­
ditions are better than any radical 
change at ibis ci itlusl period in our 
history. Aoy attempt at innovations 
will bring disastrous results. The 
German propaganda is already mak* 
log itself manlfet in tbis state but it 
will not be successful if tbe people 
realize Its Import. This is no year for 
constitutional amendments which dis­
criminate against aoy class of citizen­
ship.—Soo Time*.

They had *>n 
hoard almut Germans who were
Jaken from the ships ami Interned nt 
Kills island. There were other Ger­
man ships at Itostoa. Porto Kleo, Pan­
ama. u Idle over ;7) Germans were 
l:ioti^rlif across the Pacific to New 
York from (he Imrlmr of Klaouehoti, 
captured hy tho Japanese. Since the 
i.mbrcnk of tin* war. too, German and 
Austrian subjects, from hankers to 
stevedores, have boon arrested as alien 
enemies and placed in temporary de­
tention at various places throughout 
the Pnitcd Stales awaiting find I action 
hy the government.

We were new In war methods—un­
prepared for prisoners of wnr. And 
whatever the trealuienl of Germany to 
American prisoners, the United States 
determined flint German prisoners 
held here should he treated on Hie 
i.sMimpihni of the president that this 
was n war not against (lie German 
people hut mild list the rulers of Prmt- 
Ga.

Moreover. the «gveut mn.iority of 
these prisoners were here on a peace-

And the Germans have been per­
mitted to find amusements for them* 
sidves. They have developed a life 
of their own. They developed It nud 
perfected it until uJmt n few mouths 
ago was merely mi Internment camp 
has now heroine n ren ter of every 
kind of activity. On the river hanks 
n German village was laid out. It is 
suggestive of o ld  Heidelberg, the 
crooked streets of Ntirnberg. o r some 
little village In the Klack mountains. 
One almost forgets that one is In tho 
mountains of North Carolina ns he 
walks along the narrow, crooked 
streets of this Gorman village, flunked 
<m either able hy artistic  playhouses 
hullt by the men themselves. The 
houses are not for living in. nlthnugh 
ingenious stoves have been built to 
keep them warm from sto w s picked 
up along the riverside. And the 
houses themselves are made from 
scraps of lumber, from broken 
branches of trees, from little pieces of 
wood. They are shingled with tin cans 
and are pupered within and tinted ut 
very little expense.

At the head of the roadway Is a 
m hilatnre Gothic church. Its lines are 
good; It has pews within It, n pulpit, 
and nil the accessories of a church. 
Hut Ir Is merely a play church. Flow­
ers of all kinds are planted, und In n 
short time the German village w as n 
(lower garden. And when this work 
was completed the men who had con* 
structed these buildings organized 
classes for study. One of these bouses 
Is an urMst's studio; two or three are 
cablnetmaklng shops. Rome old men 
are weaving. They are plying all the 
trades that they learned In their Idle 
hours on shipboard. Wonderful mo­
saic work mode out of cigar boxes Is 
turned out, ns are little ships complete 
In every detail.

Y. M. C. A. Take* Hold.
The Young Men's Ghrislian associa­

tion followed the Germans to  Hot 
SprlngN, as It has followed our sol­
diers to their cnutonuuMits, and it enme 
with plans for service, with money 
enough to buy lumber, but no money 
for labor, ntrd the representative of the 
Young Men’s Ghrlstlnn association 
called a number of the German sea ­
men together in their camp aad asked 
them If they would he willing to build 
a Young Men’s Ghrlstlnn association 
building If supplied with material and 
tools. Imuiedlalely the men organized 
a const ruction squad. They gave tlielr 
labor gratuitously. They eroeled a big 
building, probably I’OO by IfiO foot, nr- 
tislieiilly designed. us n elubreom and 
M'boolhoiiHe, and Immediately all the 
classes were filled. Four hundred men 
were immediately enrolled. The G er­
mans produced their own teuehers. 
Glasses were established In elementary 
and advanced Rngllsh. O ther elnsses 
were formed in French and la Span­
ish. Shorthand, geography, chemistry, 
murine engineering, and navigation 
are taught. All duy and all evening 
these classes are a t work studying 
various subjects.

Similar classes were organized in 
the officers’ detention ramp.

The Young Men's Ghristluu aKsoeia- 
tlon has also stationed secretaries and 
Inaugurated work nt Fort Oglethorpe 
nnd Fort McPherson. On., and at F ort 
Douglas. Utah. They ho«w co-oper­
ated heartily w ith the government 
nnd huve rendered most valuable serv ­
ice along the lines of work usually c a r ­
ried mi hy the association—religious, 
educational, ulhletlr, music, nud g a r­
dening.

U fe  Is Irksome in any enmp. The 
men gel what the doctors call the 
"barbed-wire sickness." It affect* 
men’s minds to he kept In an Inelnsure 
with nothing to do. That Is the most 
serious complaint.

Torneu, Kusxiu.—The Tornon river 
in frozen over again and buxincies la 
good lu Hinugglera' haven. From far 
up In the Arctic tundra of Lapland 
down to ioe-tllled Torneu bay, 30 
iuik*H goulli of the circle, sledges 
drawn by reindeer, dogs and ponies 
are crunching acros.: the river by 
night, laden to the runners with teu, 
coffee, rubber and stiifur, all hound for 
Sweden, where they are worth almost 
their weight In gold.

Their sources are Russia and Flu-

Tho *#cond la a machine 
for boring big guu* of any *iae or 
length, uud the th ird  Is a planer of 
record-breaking *ixe. Thu planer I* 
built of concrete und Iron uud Is tJie 
fir*t metal-working machine th a t bus 
over been built of that combination. 
It 1* tho biggest muchlno of It* kind In 
the world.

Tlieso muchlno* are so unusual In 
construction, nnd cun be built with 
such Mpccd thut the methods of maim- 
factum  have attracted  wide attention 
among experts.

Saves Two Years' Delay.
Machinery used for war purpo*e* 

formerly was mudc so slowly that it 
would he Impossible to supply with It 
the present demand for quick con­
struction. An attem pt to build the 
big planer of Iron, according to regu­
lation metlmdN, would have meant a 
delay of at least two years.

The machine for boring guns Is Ho 
feet long and weighs do ton*. But It 
can he placed in the tnammodi planer, 
which lias a lieil INI feat long and 
weighs much more thnu 2,600,001) 
pounds.

The Inventor of the machine* I*

Luclen I. Yeomans, a nephow of Grover 
rievclund. He I* the only machinist 
the family ha* produced since the 
days when one of bln ancestors made 
muskets for the Revolutionary army.

Four of the big planes are being 
built and one 1* almost finished, al­
though the drawing* for It wore not 
ruudy until Christmas day. Instead 
of roqulrlug two year* for tho work, 
the first machine will bo working w ith­
in two month* from (he time It* foun­
dations wore dug.

Can Handle Big Cannon.

They make the Amerlcun fi nnd 8-

The shop lu which these machine* 
tire being made was built in day* 
and great speed 1ms murked overy step 
in tho work. Tie1 machines weigh ten 
tons cuch and are sold a t  98,000.
