Gardeners who would improve the 
character of their garden soils will 
find it to their adyentugo to use lime 
in the opinion of Dr, M, M. McC'ool 
of thu department of soils of the Mich­
igan Agricultural college. "Most 
garden soils Jack lime,” declares Doc­
tor McC'ool, "ami where this Is found 
to be so, crops will respond to itsuse. 
Lime may be applied In several forms. 
If hydrated lime 4s used, 10 pounds 
per square rod should suffice for ubout 
throe years. Jt should be scattered 
over the surface of tbe soli and work­
ed In by means of a spade or hue at 
least one week before seeding of the 
vegetables, if tineiy ground lime­
stone or powdered mar) is used, 30 
poundi per squsre rod should be suffl 
clent,while of course If limestone 1* ap­
plied (K> lbs. will be necessary. Lime­
stone and marl do not Injure young 
plans aod limy he applied at the time 
of seeding, but hydrated lime, as 
pointed out above. eh«uM he spaded 
iu  at least one weuk before seeding.”

Tbe sea­
son for large mouth black bass 
throughout tbe state is from June 16 
to the lust day of February, Inclusive, 
and for small mouth block buss from 
July 1 to the last day of February. 
Wall-eyed pike may be lawfully taken 
from Muy 1 to the last day of Febru­
ary. The limitation for trout Is 36 in 
oue day and 60 in possession at one 
time, with a minimum length of 7 
Inches. On bass and pike tho limita­
tion is 10 in one duy or 10 In posses­
sion at one lime, with a minimum 
length of 10 inches. From oounuctiog 
wuters of the Great Lakes any number 
of pike may be taken.

Upper Feolnsula anglers object to 
the discrimination regarding trout 
aud salmon. * While there is no par­
ticular advantage in postponing the 
opuniog for 16 days, they cod tend that 
the season for tbe Upper Peninsula 
should be extended to September 16 Jo 
order to give tho people here a season 
of the same length us In Lower Michi­
gan. The best fly flsbtog in this part 
of tho country is during the latter 
part of August and tbe first two weeks 
of September, when tbe natural 
winged lusects disappear.

Joseph Havelock Wilson, president 

of the British Seamen's union, and one 
of the most powerful labor leaders of 
Europe, declares that 90 per cent of 
British labor indorses Samuel (Jum­
pers’ statement thut the Huns must bo 
driven back from Belgium, Serbia and 
other occupied territory.

"What Mr. Gompor* told Germany in 
tho name of American labor—thut nei­
ther peace nor nn interimtlonul con 
feronee Is possible now—fills the bill 
absolutely,” Mr. Wilson says.

“The invasion of Russia ought to be 
a lesson to the most stupid labor lead­
ers regarding whut Is to he expected 
from labor peace negotiations with Ger­
man labor. They are not in fuvor of 
peace, and the overtures arc inspired 
hy the government. The socialists 
there are paid by the government and 
Ihey have unlimited means by which 
they are able to approach labor leaders 
of neutral countries und bring to bear 

pressure on tho British labor leaders. Without the whole-hearted co-operation 
of German labor, the war would hnv© been over long ago. Wage earners 
there have been for the war from the beginning.

"There is no drawing of the line between tbe German government and 
tho German people, and until the people control the government of Ger- 
raauy w« are for a boycott. Until they acknowledge tho wrong they have 
done, the labor party of Britain Is determined to continue tho war."

HANDLES SOLDIERS’ INSURANCE
The success of Wlllnrd D. Straight, 

who after having made his mark la the 
world of finance lias now enlisted In 
the service of Unde Sam and Is a mu- 
Jor in the United States Reserve corps 
and In charge of soldiers' war Insur­
ance, might he attributed to tho train­
ing he had as the sou of two noted 
professors, his mother and father hav­
ing been the first American Instructors 
In the Imperial college ut Tokyo.

In addition to his natural abilities 
he has love of adventure.

Mr. Straight comes from old American fighting stock, his forbears 
on both sides having fought in the colonial wars and In the Revolution and 
War of 1812. Hia maternal grandfather, Col. Willard Dlckerman (for whom 
he U named), raised two regiments In the Civil war (a Illinois. He v-ba 
killed by a sharpshooter near Dallas, Ga., In Sherman’s march to the sea.

ents during the world war a full chap­
ter should be devoted to Consuelo, 
duchess of Marlborough. From the 
gloomy days of Liege.and Mons down 
to the present she has worked Inde- 
fatlgably. Through her own effort, 
coupled with Iter generosity, she has 
made the children’s jewel fund In aid 
of the movement to establish a greater 
number of muteralty and Infants’ wel­
fare centers, om* of the most success­
ful appeals tuude during tho war.

More than $23,000 in jewels and 
money was raised In two months. 
Nothing hits been too umbltious for her 
to undertake. Nothing has iluunted 
hep lu her determination to put through 
everything she has iullluted. Social 
functions and personal diversions buve

one of which the womanhood of Kngluml und the women of her nutlvo land 
may well he proud. All hough she Iuih been a resident of England for tnuny 
yeurs, tho duchess still Is American In spirit, and, ll muy truthfully be said, 
In hearing as well. Despite the fact thut her life has been closely Interwoveu 
with the royalty of Great Britain und other funds, her thoughts arc constantly 
hack In America, when* during her girlhood she wus a favorite of all clusses.

FINANCING IS NOT DIFFICULT

0«u. Ferdinand Koch, who has been 
put In supreme comuinnd of the unities 
of Great Britain, Franca mid the Unit­
ed Klatas on tho west front, la of 
Dum)Us origin, and Is fumed us u 
strategist.

Koch began hy mustering the strat­
egy of the war of 1870 In Us mlnuteal 
details. Knowing the mentality of the 
Germans, he counted upon their repeat­
ing hi future conflicts tho muneuvers 
thut had succeeded. He ulso expected 
them to make some of tho old mis­
takes.

In his teachings at the Huperlor 
wur school and In.hls writings ho held 
slwuys to the Idcu of an Inevitable ag­
gression hy Germany, sprung with 
lightning-like rapidity uftur loug pre­
meditation und mofft minute prepara­
tion—-the swift thunderbolt of th« 
opening to develop into a struggle of 
colossal proportion*. To purry the 
blow, Koch said repeatedly, Franco 
must have a stuff working In tbe same uirection, practicing the sume doc­

Plooos of Furniture.

Rest rooms have been established In 
more than 200 counties In the United 
States to meet the needs of country 
women In town on business. They pro­
vide a place where tbe farm woman 
has n right, without asking any fuvors, 
to the use of facilities for rest and re­
freshment. They have been established 
by woman's rural organizations In co­
operation with other local organiza­
tions. with individuals, and with vil­
lage, town or couuty authorities, by 
business corporations operating pri­
vate markets, and by individual mer­
chants. Whore fnrm women's organi­
zations have been Interested in estab­
lishing rest rooms, local furm women’s 
dubs have been uble to arouse the nec­
essary community Interest in the need 
for rest rooms to insure their finunclul 
support This has been done through 
co-operating with other local furm 
women's clubs, with orgunlzutlons of 
women In town, with civic leugucs, und 
wltti chambers of commerce, und with 
county ugents.

Room In Oklahoma.
In co-opprutlug with other clubs In 

establishing a rest room auy local farm 
women's dub muy take the Initiative. 
A rest room was established In un Okla­
homa town through the co-operation of 
four women’s rural club*. A committee 
from the dub Interviewed the business 
men of (he city, hut met with little en­
couragement. They were told that rest 
rooms hud been tried and were a fail­
ure, ilmt some of the stores had rest 
rooms already, hut (hut they were not 
used by the country people. After 
three weeks of effort u member of Ilia 
committee learned of u vneunt room lu 
the courthouse thut could Im used for 
a rest room If permission were obtained 
from the couuty commissioners. Mem­
bers of Mm committee and their friends 
called upon each of Mie commissioners 
to request the use of Mm room and to 
ask his udvice us to how to proeeed. 
As ii result the matter w us brought 
formally before the eointnlNNloners ut 
Mielr next meeting and the room placed 
at tbe dlsposul of the members of 
(hose orgiinixiiftons.

The furnishings of a well-equipped 
rest room should be simple, comfort- 
uble und durable. As un example of 
rest moms furnished by n group of 
country vs#aeu's clubs whose members 
perarmeliy donate pieces of furniture 
or secure them us gifts from vurlous 
Interested merchants, one may he cited 
whh'b Is provided with rocking chairs, 
straight chairs, a table with reading 
material, olt-cloth covered lunch tobies, 
i  couch, a crib, and a ammo. Free 
telephone service und electric lights 
ire furnished. Clean sheets and pil­
low cases may ba secured from tbe ma­

tron in charge. A gas burner U pro­
vided for heating water or milk. Tbe 
room Is heated by a coal stove.

Financing Rest Room.
In finnnclng a rest room two items of 

expense are to be considered—initial 
cost of furnishing and the annual cost 
of maintenance. A rest room may be 
financed wholly or partly by the wom­
en's organizations until arrangements 
are made to meet the expenses through 
public appropriations. I t may bo 
financed through town or county ap­
propriations or by private individuals, 
or by any of these In combination. 
Usually the permanently established 
rest room is located at ,th* town hall 
or coonty courthouse since appropria­
tions can b t made annually for tbe 
maintenance of such rooms from pub­
lic funds. When financed by private 
Individuals tbe money Is either a be­
quest or gift, or the money spent for 
the rest room Is considered by the mer­
chants as bringing returns In Increased 
trade. In such cases there Is no ex­
pense to the women making use of tho 
room and the value of the co-operation 
of women's organizations lies In their 
making known the location of the 
room and thus insuring a more general 
use of It.

SPECIALIST* HELP TO 
ESTABLISH RE8T ROOMS.

Representatives of tho United 
Btutes department of agriculture 
uro glud to give assistance to or­
ganizations of women desiring to 
establish rest rooms. Specialists 
of the bureau of markets are 
particularly Interested in pro­
viding such quarters for women 
In marketing centers. A recent 
publication of the bureau of 
murkets, "Rest Rooms for Wom­
en In Marketing Ceutera” dis­
cusses the plan and gives spe­
cific udvice on the various de­
tails. Frequently the county 
home demonstration agent or 
county agent may bo nbie to aid 
In the enterprise,

How Colorado Women
Financed a Reit Room

Private aullcItutloD und a county ap­
propriation enabled Mir establishment 
of n rest room for cnuntiy women ut 
Grand Junction, Colorado. The fur­
nishing* of the room und Mm matron'* 
salary wore provided by art organiza­
tion composed of a number of rural 
women's clubs. One hundred and fifty 
dollars was appropriated from comity 
funds and a like amount from town 
funds to pay the rust of the rent and 
boat of a convenient room, ns no quar­
ters were available In any of the pub­
lic building*. For furnishing the room 
cent rlliut Ions were solicited from mem­
bers of tho organization and from th« 
rrmrchnntH tn town. To pay tho ma­
tron's salary of $25 ii month pledge 
cards were Issued, onrU c«JJIng tor ths 
payment of 0 cents n month. In two 
years the demands for other activities 
in connection with the rest room de­
veloped and the monthly expcndltura 
Incroused from ISO to $100 a month. 
This additional amount was provided 
from profits from a restaurant estab­
lished in connection with the rest room 
and hy subletting apace for a woman'* 
exchange. The total receipts from ail 
sources averaged $160 a month, whl<* 
amount la expended In carrying oa tbe 
various activities undertake

enness before the Negaunee justice 
courts since the advent of prohibition, 
but two of these cases were "bold 
overs,” tho alleged offenses having 
been committed prior to May 1st, so 
that the net score of violations stands 
at two. The first arrest ut Ishpeming 
wus that of a man who purchased some 
liquor April 20th, next to the last day 
of the "wet” regime, but did not touch 
it until last Monday, when his jug 
was so conspicuous that the police 
took him in low. Tne justice who Im­
posed a fine upon the offender "heap* 
ed coals of fire” upon the unfortunate 
by ordering the officer to pour the re­
maining liquor into the court room 
wash basin.

Prosecuting Attorney Kennedy Is 
endeavoring to make It clear that the 
laws are to be enforced vigorously, 
and that offenders need not look for 
clemeocy from himself nor from the 
justices of the peace. Ooe clause of 
the law which had not attracted much 
attention prior to May 1st is that 
which compels a man arrested for 
drunkenness to disclose when and 
where he accumulated his jag, unless 
lie should be willing to stand the 
whole brunt of punishment and go to 
jail for a nil! longer period rather 
than squeal on his " benefactor.*’ No 
fines will be Imposed under such con­
ditions—It will he a straight jail sent­
ence; and under these circumstances 
it is believed that there will be few 
cases io which the officers are not en­
abled to locate the source of supply.

P o o l R o o m  R e g u la tio n s

With the passing of the saloons has 
come the popular demand in many 
Michigan cities and towns thutmore 
stringent regulations he provided for 
pool rooms, refreshment parlors and 
similar public places. .So fur as tho 
pool rooms were concerned, Negaunee 
was forehanded, having passed an or­
dinance toward the close of Inst year;

This ordi­
nance demands iliut pool rooms bo 
closed from 11 p in. tod a.m. ou week- 
daysttnd throughnutSunduys. Games 
of chance are forbidden and school 
students under the age of 21 years, or 
other minors under the age of 17, are 
uot perm 1 tied to be In pool rooms.

AMERICAN FACES DEATH TO GET 
OPPORTUNITY AS MANUFACTURER

Story of Meteoric Rise of Man From Poverty to Leading Builder of 
Airplanes in England— Without a Penny, He Joins British 

Army and Deliberately Breaks Rules to Employ 
Talents in More Effective Service.

London.—With all of Us cases 
*f meteoric rises from poverty 
and humbleness to wealth and suc­
cess, the United States furnishes 
nothing more striking than that 
of J. A. Whitehead, president of 
the Whitehead Aircraft company of 
England, but It should be stated that 
Mr. Whitehead, though a Britisher 
now, 1ms American citizenship papers 
and got bis business training in San 
Francisco.

Unknown two years ago, Mr. White­
head now la one of tho moat promi­
nent men In Great Britain, and In Its 
Industrial life is cusily one of the most 
shining figures. He started his career 
two and a half yeurs ago with no 
asset lu the world except credit with 
a small hotelkeeper In a London sub­
urb. Now ho owns the biggest air­
plane factory In Great Britain and has 
under his ownership 450 acres of fac­
tory buildings and airdromes. His first 
pay roll wus $35 a week, with borrow­
ed money. His pay roll now is $00,- 
000 a week. He recently obtained per­
mission from the treasury department 
of England to increase his capitaliza­
tion by $5,000,000, and so complete was 
the confidence of English Investors in 
bis ability to "mako good" that tho 
nmount was subscribed before the 
bonds were Issued.

Airplane Yet in infancy.
Mr. Whitehead Is a far seeing man. 

He says the airplane business, despite 
its nmglcnl development during WAr 
time, is Just in Its infancy; thut when 
tho war Is over there will be flying 
michlne services for mail und pas­
sengers und expresses all over the 
world, and that where thousands of 
machines tire required now tens of 
thousands will bo needed after tho 
war. lie predicts that the airplane In­
dustry will see the stum* wonderful 
transformation tlmt the automobile In­
dustry experienced some twenty years 
buck.

Furthermore, Mr. Whltohend says 
that tho day the war Ik over ho will 
start machines on a flight to Now 
York, and ho has no doubt tlmt within 
a short lime lie will have established, 
in cooperation with others, a rcgulur 
mull service between the metropolis of 
Europe and the metropolis of the 
western hemisphere.

It Is, of course, not posslhlo to go 
Into details lu describing (he alrptnuu 
A'orks which Mr. Whitehead hat built. 
\> is one of- the wonder spots of Eng­
land, find the thousands of employees 
whom I saw at their work ono day 
(IiIh week are turning out these "eyes 
of the army" at a rate which may well 
cause alarm to the Huas, who perhaps 
a t  soon us anyone else realized that 
tho great war would be won In the air. 
Mr. Whitehead believes (hot the war 
will be won In the air. and ho tuys 
there Is no question tlmt the English 
manufacturer, supplemented by his 
American Industrial captain, will pro­
vide the machines which wiJJ give the 
allies an overwhelming superiority.

At a recent luncheon given at Mr. 
Whitehead's home, Huerlcuch house, 
on the Thames, he told prlvutely the 
story of his marvelous career. This Is 
it:

Sentenced to Bo 8hot.
At the outbreak of the war Mr. 

Whitehead, then on the sunny side of 
forty, was In Huu Francisco Just get­
ting ou his feet after a rather adven­
turous experience which had taken him 
to alt pans of tbo world and fn a way 
gave him the reputution, as he now 
humorously says, of •  “black sheep."

The turning point in his career had 
come at Monte Carlo some years be­
fore. He received flnunclnl nld which 
enabled him to shift his course in life 
and take a turu for the better.

As soon as war was declared, al­
though lie hod become an American 
citizen, he enlisted in n British regi­
ment and curoe to England. He was 
at the battle of Antwerp, and there, af­
ter watching the work of enemy air­
planes, reached the conclusion that air­
planes would decide the war sooner 
or later.

To get out of the army was not au 
easy task. He did it by Insubordina­
tion, and when sentenced to be shot 
produced his American citizenship pa­
pers and said that he didn't think the 
authorities would kill him. They 
didn’t. They paid very little attention 
to his claim that he had committed a 
breach of discipline for tho solo pur­
pose of employing his talents in a more 
effective way to the service of his 
country. He was sent back home with 
a black mnrk against him, filled with 
chagrin, but glowing with confidence 
tlmt he could manufacture airplanes 
on a big scale and bo a factor in the 
determination of tho world struggle.

He had not a cent. He had no 
friends who could help. His parents, 
quite naturnlly, turned n deaf car to 
his overtures for nld. Ills first step 
was to go to the war offleo and, as he 
lnughlngly says, with true American 
optimism, ask for an order to build air- 
pluues. When asked if he had n fac­
tory lio replied that ho had. Then he 
went out to look for one, so that the 
government authorities could verify 
his statement.

Amsterdam.—At Zoebriigge, the Ger­
man naval and aerial base on the Bel­
gian coast, the Germans have adopted 
a new method of catching hostile air­
men. Toward evening, the frontier cor­
respondent of the Telegrauf reports, 
the Germans send up 12 captive bal­
loons without crews and attached to 
electrified steel cables.

The electric barrier Is said to con­
stitute a menaco to all ulnuen coming 
Into contact with It.

The Germans, It la added, have also 
manufactured a new and Improved 
type of airplane. It Is fitted with 
three propellers, one being so arranged 
that it enn keep the airplane station­
ary above a certain point for n few 
minutes, thus permitting the bomb- 
thrower to aim with greater accuracy.

SOMETHING DIFFERENT.

A delicious unhid dressing for fruit 
Is Hindu by using two tablespoonfnls 

of honey, three table- 
spoonfulM of olive oil, a 
lahlcspnnnful of lemon 
juice and a dash of salt. 
Use when well blended. 
This Is especially good 
on pineapple.

Beef Heart Chop 
Suey.—Hull a heart und 
chop In small pieces, re­

moving alt the tougher |»ortlons. 
Take two minced onions, one pint 
of tomatoes, two tablespoonfuls of 
chopped snet, and a qunrter of a pack­
age of macaroni rooked. Mix till to­
gether and put into a baking dish ; add 
a cupful of the macaroni water and 
bake an hour.

A little lemon Jelly left from a dessert 
heaped on a lettuce leaf, garnished 
with finely shredded red nr green pep­
per with mayonnaise or French dress­
ing makes a most delectable salad.

Hamburg Steak With Spaghetti.—
Cook spaghetti In boiling water until 
tender; salt lightly und add hamhurg 
sicnk which has been well seasoned 
with onions; season with salt und pep­
per, and pour over enough of tomato 
to moisten well, (-over anil hake on* 
hour.

A delirious roast which resembles
venison umy be prepared with a leg of 
mutton. Remove nil the skin and fat 
from the meat, then lard the leg with 
strips of salt pork, using the larding 
needle. l*ut the incut Into a kettle 
with a pint of water, a cupful of mild 
vinegar and u few peppercorns, one- 
fourth of a lemon, two onions, a bay 
leaf and a carrot. Let the meat sonk 
In litis three days, turning It twice 
dally. Drain, put the meat into a 
roasting pun with the vegetables and a 
cupful of the sauce; let it cook an hour 
and a half, basting frequently and add­
ing more of the sauce as needed. 
Nerve tin* sauee with flour added for 
thickening, adding sour cream; strain 
und serve In a sauee boat.

A Different Potato Salad.—Roll the 
potatoes In water which has been sav­
ed from corned beef or tongue; add a 
clove of garlic with a little chopped 
onion to the salad and make the dress­
ing of sweet pickled vinegar left over 
from pickles.

An Ice, ice cream, or aherbert or a 
mousse or frappe noed not be either 

expensive of time or ma­
terial. An easy-running 
freezer, a henvy block set 
with an old b ro o m  
handle for pounding the 
Ico and a good gunny 
sack to hold it while 
pounding will mako the 
the freezing light work. 
Use one measure of 
coarse salt to three of 

ice when freezing cream In the 
freezer. For pucklng either to ripen 
or for molding, one part, of Halt to 
four of ice is sufficient.

Velvet 8Herbet.—Take the juice of 
three lemons, two cupfuls of sugar nnd 
a quart of rich milk, mix well, and pat 
Into the freezer to freeze. The milk 
will curdle but as It freezes It will 
be ns smooth as velvet.

A pint of cretim, a cupful of grape 
Juice, a tahlospoonful of lemon Juice, 
and sugar to taste makes another de­
lirious cream. Roach pulp may he 
used Jn place of the grape Juice; with 
peach use almond flavoring.'

Banana Sherbet.—Roil a pint each 
of sugar and water together ten min­
utes, When cool add the beaten whites 
of two eggs und the pulp of six ha- 
minus put through u sieve, with a half- 
cupful of lemon Juice. Freeze ue 
nvuul.

Chocolate loe Cream.—Mako a simp 
of two cupfuls of sugar and a half a 
cuke of molted chocolate and u pack­
age of gelatin softened In water. Cool 
snd stir In a gallon of thin cream;fla­
vor wllli vanilla and freeze. This 
reefpo may be quartered for an ordi­
nary nmount.

Spanish Sponge.—To a pint of of- 
tinge Juice nnd one of water add a half 
hex of gelatin which has hern soft­
ened in a tittle water. Sweeten to 
taste and add the grated rind of ono 
orange, heel the whites of three eggs, 
add the orange Juice gradually and 
heal live minutes. Thoroughly chill 
a mold, line with motions of orange 
ami pour in the sponge mixture. Serve 
with n lemon custard made with ths 
yolks of the eggs.

Q. Adams reported 
that bis investigation revealed nothing 
which would indicate any understand­
ing as to the amount of compensation 
Dr. Desjardins should receive: In the 
absence of a contract price, it was the 
Council's province to determine what 
the professional services might rea­
sonably be worth. That the doctor 
should receive compensation there 
was no doubt, but the city attorney 
did not feel justified in recommending 
what this amount should be. Aider- 
men Merry, McComber and AtklnsoD 
were appointed a committee to confer 
with Dr. Desjardins regarding a satis­
factory settlement.

The appointive offices were filled at 
this same meeting. John Jeffery was 
named murshal, the final ballot giving 
him ft votes to 3 for Timothy Donohue 
Ed Sweaney had received some of the 
votes on informal ballots. Gersbom 
Jones was elected city attorney, 0 . D. 
Jones having been the only other can­
didate. John Carty was appointed 
uighiwatcninan. though some of the 
aldermeu had made a special plea In 
behalf of Daniel Laughlln. The latter 
subsequently received a unanimous 
vote for appointment us fire wardep. 
JoBcpb W inter was reappointed chief 
engineer for the fire department.

Salaries of officers for the eoRulng 
year were fixed as follows: Murshal. 
$000 per annum; night watchmoo, $40 
per month from May 1st to October 
1st: engineer of lire department, $05 
per month: city attorney, $100 per an­
num; assessor. $300 per annum.

Alderman Kale offered a resolution 
tendering to the Ikon Herald the 
contract for the city printing ut the 
same amount as for the preceding fis­
cal year; viz, $200. Mr. Griffey, who 
was present, staled that he had lost on 
this contract last year, but as the 
Gotumou Council were ho intent on 
economy and retrenchment, be would 
agree, with a view to aiding them In 
their praiseworthy scheme, to again 
fulfill the contract ut the old figure, 
which was unanimously accepted.
