To Stop Coal Profiteering

“ This seems to be an opportune 
time for Detroit coal dealers to  work 
the public by making statements that 
they cannot furnish anthracite coal 
because I will not allow sufficient pro­
fit,” said W. K. Prudden, stato ad* 
ministrator. “These coal dealers are 
filling the public with pure ‘bunk’ and 
the bad thing about it is that they 
seem to be getting away with It.” 
Prudden points out that Detroit and 
every other city will get Us allotment 
of anthracite coal even if every dealer 
goes out of business. He points out 
tha t the anthracite coal committee 
working In conjunction with the Unit­
ed States federal fuel administrator, 
will make anallottmentfor every state 
of anthracite coal based on the 
amount furnished such states for the 
period April, 191b, to April, 1917.

Sham Battle

The High School Cadets staged a 
sham buttle on the crest of Teal Lake 
bluff last evening that was lively 
enough to satisfy the most adventur­
ous spirits among the participants and 
was witnessed by many spectators. 
Lieut. Carl Sanders had a platoon of 
fifty, impersonating I. W. W’s., with 
with which to assault tbo bluff, where 
Liout, Clurence Goodman and a pla­
toon had taken lotreoched position 
for defending the city. The “ battle” 
lasted two and a half hours and gave 
opportunity for puttlog Into practice 
a lot of the militarytacticrupon which 
the boys have been drilled by Cupt. 
H. A. Smith, director of physical edu­
cation in the public schools.

The defending force, under Lieut. 
Goodman, were the yiotors with a net 
score of 55 points. The attacking 
party, under Lieut. Sanders, made 
their advance from three points of the 
compass and gained temporary ad­
vantage thereby, but tbe stubborn re­
sistance soon beguQ to tell and tbe ul- 
tackers were finally put to rout.

Tbe defenders captured 40 men, giv­
ing them 150 points, and 17 guns, rep­
resenting 80 points; totul 285. The 
attacking force captured 25 men and 0 
guns, to which was added 25 points for 
capture of the flag, making a total of 
180 poiots.

The event had been planned for 
practice work rather than for specta­
tors, the latter did noi get as much 
out of the battle us they would hud it 
been planned along different lines, 
but iu view of the interest shown lust 
night it is probable that Director 
Smith will arrange another event in 
the neur future ami see that the public 
is provided with something a little 
more spectacular. Some of the luds 
pin u little more ginger into thoir 
encounter* thau the programme called 
for, but all were game uud took their 
bumps in good part.

Aside from tbe relative smallness 
of the contingent, there were other 
circumstances which did not make It 
practicable to give this week’s quota 
for the selective army as much In the 
way of a send-off us hud been bestowed 
upon their predecessors, but never­
theless the recruits had assurance of 
the good will of iheir townsmen. No- 
gaunre contributed but five to the 
Contingent which departed last Mon* 
duy. There were to nave been eight* 
but Henry Hill wa* gruutedexemptlou, 
and MuR Tlkkanen and Kidrado Mur- 
ao failed to appear. 'J’hosu who com- 
prL'ti the co n tin en t were: Elmer 
Neely, Roch J. Gervul*, John Piggot, 
John I1' Kalkkaueh and Dominic ('or- 
ollu. Automobiles were provided for 
the journey to district draft head­
quarters at Marquette uud In theufler- 
noon the men hoarded tbo traiu  for 
Columbus Harracks. Ohio.

Thu contingent which left last Mon­
day was unsupplied with comfort kits 
in coueequence of an order which 
reached the Marquette chapter from 
division headquarters, stating that 
Red Cros» chapters were no longer 
permitted to use uuy of their fumla for 
the purchase of comfort kits. Much 
as the Negaunee b rand 'o f the Mar- 
oueue chapter regrets the decision, 
“ orders is orders.”

Hereulter tho acts of knitted gar­
ments prepared by lied Cross workers 
will uot be given to druft contingents 
upon their departure for camp. While 
this plan had some advantages, par­
ticular)' as being one of the outward 
evidences of a friendly Interest on the 
purt of tne community toward those 
who wore responding to the draft cull, 
it did not promise to prove practicable 
now that the contingents arc larger 
and are departing ofleuer. The com­
pleted sets will be retained here and 
will he dispatched to the young men 
at the camps when word has hero re­
ceived that they have passed tbo final 
examination* and ure fu..y enrooed 
iu Uucle Sam's aervlce.

Consolidate R. R. Stations

A yellow coach and & chocolate 
coach which rolled into the local ra il­
road yards from the south uod east 
last Tuesday were not the bearers of 
“glad tidings of groat j>y” for the 
railroad fraternity of Negaunee and 
vicinity. One was a North-Western 
private car containing officials of that 
road, tbe other was the official car of 
the South Shore road; and after the 
cars had been switched end to end on 
a sidetrack near the union station 
there begun a joint conference which 
had for its ultimate purpose conserva­
tion In railroad operation in this sec­
tion to a degree which will accord 
with the general plans of the Federal 
Railroad Director. In addition to 
ibe North-Western and*3outh Shore 
officials, there was present H. 
K. Harris, general manager of the 
Lake Superior & Isbpeming and the 
Munising, Marquette «Sc South-Eastern 
railways.

While tbe high officials made no 
statement prior to their departure 
later In tbe day, and the local rail­
road representatives are in tbe dark 
as to the “findings” of the joint com­
mission, it is nevertheless koown that 
the visit betokens a consolidation of 
local agencies throughout the Upper 
Peninsula, and to some extent a con­
solidation of tbe clerical and yard 
forces. It is a radical step in railroad 
operation in this seetion, but no more 
radical than some other phases of 
government control that have already 
become effective in other parts of the 
country.

For oue thing, there Is confirmation 
of the report printed in these columns 
some months ago that except lo tbe 
very large railroad centers there will 
he but one railroad agent for each 
city and town, this one official acting 
as the joint representative of all the 
railroads entering that city. In some 
instances there are already joint agen­
cies, but where the stations are not 
under one roof tbe new joint agent 
will divide his time&mongthestations, 
attending to the correspondence and 
having general supervision over all of 
the work. To what extent the clerical 
and yard forces may be affected re­
mains to be seen, for this is a phase 
of tbe problem that will have to be 
worked out us the plan progresses, 
but it may be set down as certain that 
wherever there is opportunity to con­
solidate the work it will be done, for 
it is not merely a matter of financial 
economy but involves tbe conserva­
tion of man power as well, inasmuch 
as tbe operation of tbe selective draft 
is making itself keenly felt upon tbe 
railroad forces of tbe country.

Iu Negaunee. tbe first effect of tbe 
new order Id railroad administration 
will be the elimination of two rail­
road agents. The North-Western. 
South Shore and Lake Superior & I eh- 
pemiug roads each have an agent; as 
sooo as the new order becomes effec­
tive there will be but one agent for all 
three roads. Who will stay and who 
will go in Negaunee and elsewhere are 
matters that will have to be deter­
mined within tbe next few weeks. 
Seniority in service naturally will be 
tbe basic test, and If each city or town 
could be considered separately, tbe 
task would resolve itself into a com­
paratively simple nmlter. But the 
situation precludes such disposition, 
uud in consequence the solution 
of the problem is likely to 
prove largely a case of “give and 
-take,”  one roud yielding a point us 
regards this station but gaining a 
point when another stution is under 
consideration. For example, the 
averugo length of service of North- 
Western agents is doubtless greater 
than that of South Shore agents, 
while the L. S. & I. averuge would 
necessarily be less than that of tbe 
South Shore. Inasmuch as tbeSouth 
Snore for instance, could hardly be 
expected lo sacrifice all of Its agents, 
the result Is likely to be that each of 
these roads will take “ turn and turn 
about” in disposing of the various 
stations, a man’s ability aud experi­
ence, as well as the nature of the 
work to be done by a joint agent 
under the new admiulstrution, beiug 
taken into consideration, und prefer­
ence being given wherever possible to 
those who have been longest In service. 
Thu older men who may he displaced 
at one point uaturully will be assured 
of places at other stations, the scheme 
workiug its way downward to the 
ullmlnutinu of tne younger and less 
experienced employes,

There Is no doubt that the day Is 
close at hand for still greater 
conservation in railroad station work 
and particularly In the handliug of 
railroad yards, uud it is along these 
Hues Dial goveriuent control of the 
rullroHd lines Is likely to be most 
noticeable iu the Upper Peulusulu. it 
not infrequently happens that lu towns 
which might be described as bulug of 
“ medium size,” each railroad main­
tains u switching crew, though the 
work is uot heuvy enough to keep all 
of tne crews fully occupied. With 
separutu statlou control 11 would have 
been manifestly Impossible to have 
one of these switching crews serve ail 
of the stations, but It Is equally true 
thut with joint agency control there is 
uo reusou why it cannot he accom­
plished. This is merely a local appli­
cation of the general policy of unifi­
cation of railroad service, the nation­
al trend of this policy having already 
been uoted In tiie more general ex­
change of equipment in other sections 
of the country. Freight cars have 
long been used Interchangeably by 
the railroads, but henceforth it may 
be expected that not ouly will locomo­
tives and other forms of equipment be 
put to use at whatever poiulthey may 
oo needed uud without regard to the 
road luitiais they bear, but thut the 
same policy will be upplied so fur us 
may b»* practicable to tbe services of 
♦ tc(/i/>L-s iu tbe operating forces of 

I Uucle Sams railroads.

The Next Draft

Negaunee will supply 35 of the 120 
young men who are to report for mill 
tary service on tbe next call, this be­
ing the largest single draft from this 
district since the beginning of the 
war. To produce the First district’s 
quota tbe bourd had to Include all 
Clues 1 ellgibles ns far as No. 1850. 
After the departure of this contingent, 
which is scheduled to leave for Camp 
Wheeler, ,Mucon, Ga., shortly after 
May 25th, there will bu lefL but 000 
registrants of all classes in the First 
district of Marquette county.

Mr. Ai’iicoil found ui*hi arrival In 
England that the Hussurthud uln-udy 
been dispatchud to France, hut he was 
assigned to the Royul Engineers uud 
entered upon u period of training ul 
the famous Aldershot camp. After 
subsequently reaching France he was 
rsiiHilgncd lo his old commuuU, uud 
the letters received by him Indicated 
that he never would be warranted in 
registering a complaint about Inac­
tion. for tbe Hussars were always Ir. 
the thick of the fray. He suffered 
minor casualties from time to time, 
but it was not until he was “ gtt*sed” 
a* well as wounded that he owned 
himself down uud out. He wus sect 
back1 to England to recuperate and It 
was a considerable time before he was 
able to rejoin the troop* In France.

lu due course he was again wound­
ed. and while advice* concerning his 
condition huve not been very explicit, 
the fact thut he hu* been pensioned 
and is to return lo his home in this 
city indicates that the injuries he has 
received are such as to permanently 
bar him from the lighting gum*'. Mr. 
Arsuott’s wife remulued in Negaunee 
during her husband's army ser\lce 
in Europe, und his soo, William 
Elmer Arscott, was a mendwr of thu 
Nfguunee high school grudualing 
class of 1917. It i* needless to say 
that Mr. Ar«colt will be assured of a 
cordial welcome from his host of 
frkhd* iu Negaunee, aud hi* n.irn< 
tloo of experiences will undoubtedly 
spur American* to “do their hit.’’
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SHERLEY FOR BUDGET SYSTEM
Is there need now, as In the days 

of pence, for u reform budgetary sys­
tem of national finance for the United 
Staten government? Representative 
Swugur Sherley of Kentucky suys yes. 
lie Is the chairman of the house com­
mittee on appropriations, one of the 
big tlimnce experts of congress, and he 
has been n budget advocate during the 
greater part of the 10 years ho has 
been a member of the national legisla­
ture.

"I nm not blind to the fact," he 
said the other day in the course of an 
Interview, "that there must be and 
should be a wide distinction between 
the spending policy of the nation in 
time of pence und Its policy In time of 
war. Under normal conditions we 
should consider every expenditure with 
reference to whether It Is worth the 
burden It puts upon the people. In 
time of war there is ouly one side to 
that vital question. In time of war we, 

as the representatives of the people, must spend to the last of all that the 
people have, if necessary, to save the people themselves.

“But, granting all thut, there Is as much" need now as there ever wag for 
a reform In our system of appropriating the money of the people for expend­
iture by the executive officers of the government. There is more need now for 
such reform because of the very magnitude of the war finances. And the 
principles of the budget system apply as well to the allotment of the huge 
sums of today us they do to the smaller sums of the normal period."

DIRECTOR OF PROPAGANDA
An American propaganda cam- 

pnign of world-wide extent, having for 
Its purpose (lie spreading among the 
neutrals of the truth about America’s 
role in the war, the informing of the 
people of Germany of what the Unit­
ed States Is lighting for, and lastly, 
and most important, bolstering up the 
morale of our ullles by a tlioruugb 
knowledge of what this nation Is doing 
and plans to do to help them, bus been 
undertaken by Arthur Woods, police 
commissioner of New York under the 
administration of Muyor John i'urroy 
Mitdiel. The propugunda is to coun­
teract th« sinister effects of German 
lies and machinations all over the 
world, and Mr. Woods will act in har­
mony with thu committee on public In­
formation, of which George ('reel is 
chulrman.

In directing American propaganda 
outside the United States Mr. Woods 
will have the opportunity of Infusing 
.the American spirit Into pluces where it is needed. To the French uud the 
Italian people will be told the true story of what America Is doing and will 
do, and what are her purposes, and in this way Ills task will be to counteract 
the influences of the Gorman propaganda. England, as a whole, hus been felt 
to be somewhat more conversant with America's role than the other allies, a 
fact which muy he attributed to the common language of the two people.

RECTOR DEEP IN WAR WORK
Dr. William T. Manning, rector of 

Trinity parish In New York, said to be 
the largest nnd wealthiest parish In 
the world, who aligned himself with 
the forces opposed to the appearance 
in New York of Dr. Karl Muck, direc­
tor of the Boston Symphony orchestra, 
has been an active figure In patriotic 
movements since the beginning of the 
war. He was one of the strongest 
supporters of the allied cause, it Is 
said, between the outhreuk of the war 
uud America's entry into It, aud was 
particularly prominent In the move­
ment of protest against the Belgium 
deportations In the winter of 1910. 
lie wus an udvoente of conscription 
long before thHt measure was udopted.

SPRING GREENS—GOOD TO EAT. GOOD FOR BODY

It Takes Half a Bushel of 8plnach to Make a Pint of Food, but That Pint 
Haa Valuable Iron and Mlnoral Salta Which Human Bodies Need.

GREENS GOOD TO 
MAKE RED BLOOD

Housewife Should Not Overlook 
Dandelion. Lamb’s-Quarter 

or Wild Mustard.

IRON NEEDED FOR THE BODY

Leaves of Various Vegetables Furnish
Another Useful 8ubstance Not Yet 

Named—Cream of Dandelion 
Soup Recipe.

It Is springtime! Don't neglect to 
give your family some good old-fash­
ioned greens. If you live In a large 
city, you may have to depend upon the 
greens which some country woman 
brings to market or upon Rplnach or 
kale, which can usually be bought even 
In winter. If you live In the country, 
perhaps your Instinct has already told 
you that the tender green leaves of 
the dundellon. lamb's-qunrter, wild 
mustard, or whatever variety of greens 
your locality affords are waiting for 
someone to gather them for food. 
People from primitive times to this 
have manifested a craving for green 
food as winter passes and springtime 
approaches. Probably this craving 
arises from a real need of our bodies 
for the materials which such foods 
furnish.

Iron Is Essential.
What Is the particular use of suci. 

foods to our bodies? All green leave* 
contain in combination with the greet, 
coloring matter more or less iron. If 
we are to have rich, red blood we 
must furnish this Iron to our bodies. 
Dandelion greens are one of the very 
good sources of Iron, containin', more 
thnn many other sorts of groer. leaves. 
If we serve greens with hurd-bolled 
egg for gurnlsh, we have a dish very 
rich in iron, for the egg yolk con­
tributes its share.

Besides the Iron und other mlnerul 
salts, the leaf vegetables cornu In a 
very Important substance which the 
body must have for normal growth and 
development, This substance, recently 
discovered and for which a name has 
not yet been given, Is also found In 
butterfut and some other animal futs, 
but net In every food.

Greens have a place of real worth 
In the diet and should be used In every 
household not ouly in springtime but 
late Into the summer and, when pro­
curable, In the winter also. The 
tender beet tops, celery tops, radish 
tops, onion tops, und turnip lops 
should not be discarded, but served as 
greens. A little space In the garden 
devoted to spinach, New Zealand spin­
ach, or French chant will supply the 
family with summer greens and also 
should afford some material for can­
ning for use during the winter months.

Lettuce leaves, which ure some­
times cooked for greens, nnd spinach, 
both being mild flavored and contain­
ing much water, require no water for 
cooking In uddition to that which clings 
to the leaves from washing. Other 
slronger-fluvored greens are usually 
rooked In ,n smull amount of water. 
Greens should be cooked until tender, 
but not overcooked. A tiny bit of 
baking soda added to the WHter they 
■re  rooked In will help the greens lo 
retain their color,

In ihe country where meat Is cured 
at home, It used to be the custom to 
keep the Jowl of Ihe bog for the espe­
cial purpose of cooking It with green** 
in the spring. If the Jowl Is not at hand.
a small pie...... if salt pork or the rind
from smoked bacon gives rlrhness and 
flnvor when cooked with greens.

Children should he encouraged to 
eat greens, as they esperlnlly need the 
Iron in,.! the growth promoting Mih- 
stance which green* furnish. Some­
times they nbjeet to the slightly hitler 
t:i*to wlileli some greens have, tod if 
mad*' Into milk soups, the flavor U 
diluted llmt It Is nut noticeable.

Such soups make a desirable lunch 
or supper dish for the entire family. 

Cream of Dandelion Soup.

1 quart milk (skim or 2 tablegpoonfule fat
whole). l teaapoonful salt

2 tablespoonfuls flour
I cupful dandelion leaves that have been 

thoroughly cooked.

Stir flour Into melted fat and mix 
with cold milk. Put the thoroughly 
cooked dandelion leaves through a 
sieve or chop them fine nnd add to the 
milk. Stir until thickened.

Rice a La South Carolina.
No food, regardless of its merits, will 

appeal to the consumer unless it can 
be made Into an attractive dish. In 
this country rice usually comes to the 
table as an uninviting, glutinous mass, 
except in certain sections of the South­
ern states, where It Is served with each 
grain distinct and separate, making a 
very tempting und appetizing dish. A 
platter heaped with loose, flaky ker­
nels of rice Is not only pleasing to the 
eye, but satisfying to the apetite. It 
is very probable that the attractive ap­
pearance of this dish on the South 
Carolina table has had much to do 
with the popularity and usefulness of 
rice In thut Rtate.

In seeking information on the art of 
cooking rice, no mistake pi made In re­
ferring to South Carolina, where the 
true value of this cereal lias been ap­
preciated for over two centuries. A 
Carolina housewife would advise the 
using of one pint of rice, after thor­
ough washing, which she considers im­
portant, "to a quart and a pint of wa­
ter," and a teaspoonful of common 
salt. "This Is to be boiled over a quick 
fire for ten minutes, stirring occasion­
ally. Then pour off all or nearly all 
thu water; cover the vessel and put 
over a very slow fire, and allow it to 
steam for 15 minutes nt least, stirring 
occasionally. The rice will be soft or 
grainy, according to the quantity of 
water left on It when put to steum, and 
the length of time allowed In the 
stenmlng. The larger the quantity of 
water and the shorter the steaming, 
the softer will be the rice."

Of course, other methods are used in 
holling rice or at least modifications of 
the recipe given, but It must be re­
membered that the results should not 
he a glutinous mass and that success 
depends upon the proper amount of 
wuter used and the length of time In 
steumlng.

Protect Food In Lunches.
The precautions which must be 

taken to keep lunches clean and safe 
differ with circumstances. In dusty 
seasons they should be wrapped par­
ticularly well. In hot weather the uae 
of soft, moist foods in which molds 
and bacteria are most likely to grow 
rapidly should be avoided. Although 
chopped meat moistened with a dress­
ing of some kind makes a good sand­
wich filling, such foods ure less desir­
able In hot weather thsu slices of meat, 
peunut butter, or other foods less lia­
ble to spoil.

Ahrulmm, w ho was born in Russia, 
and has.wasted most of his twenty- 
nine years In North America, was ar­
raigned for refusing to appear for ex­
amination under the federal draft act. 
In his blotted questionnaire he made 
it dear Hint his only dependents are 
birds and squirrels of Central park, 

and, although there are a lot of them, this excuse was deemed less than ample. 
He explained that he fed the birds and squirrels and outlined what the menu 
wus und how often the bird and squirrel food was served, whereupon detectives 
with rubber heels begun tiptoeing toward the Adler furnished room ut 303 West 
Seventy-eighth street.

Upon arriving there they found Mr. Adler with one hand within his lapel 
and with one knee slightly extended, defying the world. He stuted that he 
would not move ouje elbow, ear or eyelash, and that no power on earth could 
move him. The reason for this was tliut he had been ordained by heuven as a 
minister of God; thut he was a "god in heart,” and that, by the merest good 
fortune, he was a "star In heaven." This being explained, Mr. Adler was 
removed, feet up, to the federal court uud urrulgned before Judge Julius M. 
Mayer.

Government alienists tapped Mr. Adler’s bead ond found that far from 
being empty it was full of nonsense and that lie wus one of the sanest bird and 
squirrel chefs ever annoyed by the thought of armed conflict. When arraigned 
he explained that the sight of anyone being Jabbed, punched or booted makes 
him weaker than usual and that he would go to wur if the government would 
guarantee him an enemy who would not get too flip on slight acquaintance.

So the detectives picked him up by the feet uguin and took him over to the 
Essex county Jail, where, ns luck would have It, he will be the only “star of 
heaven" on the premises.

BAYONETS THREE HUNS, BRAINS 
FOURTH, SAVES DAY FOR BRITISH

A LUCKY TROOPER

“Bob” Hanna of Vancouver Wins Victoria Cross for Bravery in 
Action—One of the Most Thrilling Narratives of the War, 

if Not of All Time—Blows Up Hun Machine Gun 
and Fights Single Handed in Trench.

No. 76.361. C. S. M Robert Hanna, 
Canadian Infantry. For ronsplfuous 
bravery in a ttack  when hie company met 
with moat severe enemy reeletance and 
all the company offli-era became rasual- 
flea. A etrnnir point, heavily protected by 
wire and held by machine nun, had beaten 
Off three aanaulte of the company, with 
heavy caeualtlea. This w arran t officer, 
under heavy machine Run and rifle fire, 
coolly collected a party  of men, and, lead* 
tng them  agnlnat th e  strong point, rushed 
through the wlro and personally hayo* 
netted th ree of the enemy and brained 
the fourth , capturing tin* poalllon and al­
ie n in g  the machine gun.

Thla moat rourngeoua action dlaplayad 
courage and personal bravery of the high­
est order a t this moat critical moment of 
the a ttack , was responsible for the cap ­
tu re of a  most Im portant point, and but 
for hla daring action and determined 
handling of a  desperate situation the a t ­
tack would not have aucceeded. C. fl. 
M.‘s outstanding gallantry , personal cour­
age and determ ined leading of hie com­
pany la deserving of the highest poeslble 
rew ard.—From the British Official Oa- 
fette.

Fought Huns Single Handed.
And no Sergeant Major (Now Lieu­

tenant) "Hob” Hanna, of Vancouver, 
B. C., received the Victory cross. The 
reprint from the Offlclnl Gazette reads 
almost like a hundred other thumb­
nail sketches of the bravery of the 
boys In the trenches, but the last few 
lines give It more or less distinction. 
To JInnnn It merely was a day’s work. 
To the men of the twenty-ninth Van­
couver battalion the Victory cross, 
which Is securely pinned to Hanna's 
waistcoat, Is emblematic of one of the 
thrilling personal narratives of the en­
tire war, If not. In fact, of all time. 
Stories of gallantry and self-sacrifice 
will he told while the world endures, 
but It will remain for a new race to 
roll up a single record to overshadow 
that of Hanna, who dropped In a 
trench nil ulone und single handed 
fought the cream of the Prussian 
guards—the men who never were de­
feated till then nnd who went down 
one after another before this medium- 
sized young lumberman from the for­
ests of British Columbia. One moment 
Hanna's life wasn't worth a penny. A 
few minutes Inter he had saved a bat­
talion, and n little while later he was 
transformed on the held from a ser­
geant major to a lieutenant.

The government has had Hanna sit 
for his portrait for the National Gal­
lery.

Over the Top Twenty-two Tlmee.
It all huppened at the buttle of Vlmy 

Ridge. This particular Incident took 
place at Hill 70. Hanna had been In 
many of the worst battles of the war. 
Before the valiant Canadians settled 
down to their part of this slaughter of 
Vlmy Itidge Iluuna had been "over the 
top" twenty-two times; had been at 
grips with the Germans on numberless 
occasions, and, although stumbling 
amid death and bursting shells for 
days at a time, had escaped Injury.

vimy was a bloody spot. The Cana­
dians were there as they were at the 
Sorame. Yores, Lens and Pusschen- 
daele. Near Hill 70 was u stub of a 
trench which the Canadians had come 
to realize was the worst spot they had 
to face. It was only a link and hardly 
could he seen, but It was known to 
be a nasty point, und the twenty-ninth 
battalion was told to take It. For two 
hours, waiting for dawn, the battalion 
crawled out on Its belly in No Man’s 
Lsud, wultlng to rush over aud sur­
prise the Huns, whom* trench wus 000 
yards away, ITuknowii to the Cana­
dians the !!uuh were cruwllng out from 
their dugout to iultlate the sume move­
ment against the Canudluns. At the 
same moment two barrages started— 
cue from the Gemmas aud one from 
the Cnnadluns guns. The two lines of 
crouching meu urose and plunged

toward each other. The bayonet clash 
wns brief. The ground quickly was 
strewn with dead and the Germans 
backed up to the stub of u trench 
which was, to the soldiers, like the 
root of Hn aching tooth. Wire en­
tanglement* stayed the pursuit of the 
< 'niiadfnns, who, however, hewed their 
wuy through.

H# Blows Up Machins Gun.
Six hundred nnd fifty men went 

"over the top" with Hanna. Perhaps 
two-thirds of this number went on to­
ward the trench, hut this remnant was 
declmuted by a machine gun which 
the Huns had set up on the parapet. 
The crew of this gun played It on the 
Canadians like a hose und all the of­
ficers were killed or Injured. Hanna 
plugged on In the face of the dreadful 
fire. He had o Mills bomb and this 
he burled at the machine gun and 
smashed It, killing or Injuring the 
men who were feeding In the bullets.

It had done Its deadly work. Hanna 
was standing alone. All about him 
were lying his comrades, either dead 
or badly wounded. Part of the bat­
talion had spread and, he assumed, 
would come around buck of the trench 
and enter It from the other end. He 
jumped Into the trench and in a sec­
ond saw a row of stalwart Prussians 
coming single file—this was neces­
sary because of the narrowness of the 
excavation—toward him. They rushed 
him. As the first one was about five 
yards away he pulled the trigger on the 
only cartridge he had in hls rifle. The 
cartridge was well aimed and No. 1 of 
(he Fifty-fifth Prusslun guards was out 
of the war forever.

The second one charged over his 
fallen comrade, but met the bayonet 
held In the viselike grip of the young 
lumberman from Vancouver. A third 
Prussian—also of the Ffty-flfth— 
dropped down In the trench as If he 
had' collapsed, but as this was no time 
for taking chances Hanna, now realiz­
ing that he was alone In u nest of the 
enemy, used hls bayonet with effective 
results. A fourth Prusslun appeared 
almost from nowhere. He had the 
stock of hls rifle In both hunds on a lev­
el with hls shoulder and was prepar­
ing to drive the other end home In the 
form of the Canadian. Rut Hunna was 
too quick for him. There was a mo­
mentary grinding of teeth, a clash and 
the fourth Prussian measured bis 
length on the earthen floor.

Blows Up Two Dugouts.
Hanna then tells of what hap­

pened during the next few minutes.
"I then discovered that I was alone 

In the trench and I was wondering 
where the other men were. I moved 
along, and at the entrance to a dug- 
out, which was, of course, dark, I 
heard the buzzing of voices. I, of 
course, knew that I was In a dangerous 
position. I had no bombs. I had used 
my last one on the gun. I looked 
around und discovered a German bomb. 
About that time I beard the Prussians 
coming out of the entrance to the dug- 
out and I waited till they were about 
on top of me when I let the bomb fly. 
It went off right In their faces. It was 
quiet then.

"I moved on a few feet further and 
•aw another dugout entrance. It was 
the other end of a U. There 1 heard 
more voices. It didn't look very prom­
ising for me. I hunted around quickly 
and found two more German bombs. 
I threw the two Into the dugout, hold- 
lug them Just long enough so they ex­
ploded u second after they left my 
iiund. There wus no more noise io this 
dugout."

There 
were no officers anywhere about. Some 
soldiers of another battalion appeared 
presently, and he took command of 
them and led a charge through the en­
tire trench, "cleaning It up," as the 
saying goes.

He 8avee Two Battalions.
The whole maneuver was quickly 

understood. A battalion which had 
been despatched to Join the Twenty- 
ninth had gone by tbe trench. Some 
of the Twenty-ninth also had gone by. 
Hanna alone had stopped at the ob* 
Jectlve. Those who had not gone too 
far had not been able to get far 
enough. The Prussians had figured on 
tbe Canadians passing the trench. 
Their program undoubtedly had been 
to rise from their dugouts und with 
the machine gun. which they did not 
expect to lose, wipe out the men of tbe 
two buttullons. It all might easily 
enough have been done but for the 
pluck and the qulckuess of Hanna.

It wus some time later when the 
young tnun from British Colutnhlu was 
called to hrlguda quarters. The com- 
inander had learned all about hls dur­
ing exploit. The young sergeant ma­
jor, who twice before this hud been 
recommended for honorable locution, 
wus promoted to the runk of lieuten­
ant und now he Is hack in Frunce 
waiting for another opportunity to add 
to the gtory of Cuuudu, und, us he 
proudly sttys. to do what an Irishman 
should.

GERMAN PRISON CRIMES RECITED
Former Royal Dublin Fusilier Tells 

of Tortures Undergone 
by Captives.

NURSE SPITS IN COFFEE

Torments Wounded Officer Begging for 
Drink—Travel Five Days Without 

Food or Drink—Fiendish 
Forms of Cruelty.

Chicago.—A lull, blue-eyed, fair- 
haired Irish hoy receutly arrived here 
after speudiug two years In German 
prison cutups und suffering from hor­
rors such as few men survive. M. J. 
Premlergast is late of the Royul Dub­
lin Fusiliers, lie  was with the Fourth 
division of the "contemptible little 
army" that fought at Mous. He took 
part In rear-guard actions after the 
retreat begun, battling with what 
seemed to be Innumerable hosts of the 
enemy until on August 27. 1914, he fell 
wounded In the beud, somewhere near 
Etreux.

He was picked up by the enemy and 
piled Into a cattle car along with 
scores of other wounded prisoners. For 
five days he traveled north and east 
on the way to Germany, without food 
or water, without any attention by doc­
tor or Red Cross nurse.

Nurse Torments Offieer.
In hls cor was an officer of the War­

lief. A lied Crons nurse brought a 
cup of coffee, held It in front of hls 
eyes, spat In it aud threw it in hls 
face.

"It was the usual thing whenever 
they offered us anything to drink for 
those German nurses to • spit In It 
first" Prendergast declares.

The prisoners were detrained at 
Senne Lager bei Paderborn, one of the 
first prison camps opened by tbe en­
emy.

"For 17 days," says the Irish boy, 
"we lay on the bare earth uucured for. 
There was no shelter above us and 
not even a pallet of straw beneath us. 
There were barracks and stables near­
by that might have been used, but we 
were not allowed to enter them. Most 
of us were too weak from our wounds 
and virtual starvation to be able to 
move. At lust they put up u marquis, 
a mere canvas roof, without sides, and 
we were permitted to lie uuder I t  
Tbe first medical attention I got was 
when some French and Russian doc­
tors—prisoners—urrlved at the camp. 
They dressed my head us best they 
could, but they had no banduges, ex­
cept what they could muke from my 
dirty old army shirt.

"I wum four months ut Seune Lager, 
and in ull that time was not given 
eveu the chunce to buthe.

“It wns here they had a peculiar 
form of torture. Two big poles were 
erected In the center of the camp. 
The officers would pick out a couple 
of men—for no apparent cause beyond 
the fact that they were hated British­
ers—and have them tied tightly to the 
poles, with ropes around their arms 
and their feet about an Inch front the 
ground. Then they would set a bowl 
of Hhndow soup—our only food—In 
front of them, and leave them there 
for 48 hours. Three times I wns given 
this torture. Of course one's head fell 
forward while In this position, and one 
was compelled to look at the how! of 
aoup that could not be reached, while 
hunger added to the pain of the tight 
ropes and the terrible weurlness of 
suspension.

"Another favorite entertainment for 
the .officers was to compel us to run for 
hours with our hare feet in wooden 
sabots that chafed with every step. 
We would run until we dropped from 
sheer exhaustion.

"From Senne Lager I went to Lira- 
berg.

"At Llmberg we were Inoculated 
with some virus, which we were told 
was to make us Immune from typhus. 
The strange thing is that soon after 
75 per cent of the comp came down 
with what they called 'bronchitis.' It 
developed Into tuberculosis. It is to 
this fact I owe my freedom. They 
thought I was dying from consumption, 
and they sent me to Switzerland to be 
exchanged. I guess they would be dis­
appointed If they could see me now."

Memphis, Tenn.—Horace M. Emery, 
a Memphis hoy. has been decorated by 
King George of England for distin­
guished war service.

T
he recently created republic 
of Finland, where bloody, civil 
warfare has raged, lies In the 
sume latitude os Greenland 

end Alaska. It Is not small la size, 
for Finland Is about as large as the 
whole of France. The Finlanders 
themselves speak of their land as 
Suomen-man, or Houml. It Is a region 
of lakes and granite rocks, much of It 
desolate und water-logged, where 
winter reigns supreme for from seven 
to nine months In the year. At least 
one-ninth of the surface Is covered 
with lake* nnd the greater part of the 
rest i* forest. Less than one acre In 
thirty I* arable, but n frunewhat larger 
amount Is suited for grazing.

We think of Greenland us a frozen 
und demdute land, fit only for the 
abode of the hurdy Eskimos writes 
Nevln O. Winter In the Christian Her­
ald. And yet In Finland, In a severe 
northern climate, hus grown up a 
hardy and virile race. Perhaps it was 
because only the sturdiest could sur­
vive under sueh conditions, for Isola­
tion bred self-reliance and indus­
try was necessary to existence. At 
any rate the fact remains that 
the Finns huve developed a civi­
lization that Is unique and of 
Interest. It is not surprising, to 
one familiar with the Finns nnd 
their history, to know that a republic 
has been produlmed. No people are 
more truly democratic. Under the 
autocratic rule of the czars, Finland 
maintained her democratic institu­
tions, and It was the only part of Rus­
sia where the traveler was free to 
move about without huvlng a demand 
made almost dally for hi* passport. 
The Russian calendar, which Is thir­
teen days behind our own, was ig­
nored. und In every woy the public and 
social customs differed from those of 
the Itussluus.

The Kinds huve always objected to 
being classed as Russians. Of Mon­
golian descent, they were among the 
earliest of  the Oriental races to crons 
the Ural* and descend upon the fertile 
plulnn of Russia. They were gradu­
ally driven to the Inhospitable North 
by successive waves of Immigration. 
They are first cousins to the Mugyars 
of Hungary und dlstuut cousins of the 
Turk, Like the Celt* of Ireland, the 
Finns were never ablp to establish an 
Independent stute capable of resisting 
the externa) pressure of Teuton, Bluv 
and Turk. In the 'tw elfth  century 
they were brought under the sway of 
the roving Viking*, who organized u 
crusade to convert the heutheu Finns. 

Annexed by Ruatla.
Since then the country 1ms been buf­

feted about between Sweden und Huw- 
mIm, Peter the Great conquered a purt 
of It, but the entire country wu* not 
annexed until one hundred und ten 
yenr* ago. Then It was really a union 
und not an unconditional surrender. 
The Czar took the title of Grand Duka 
of Finland, und u* such he continued to 
rule until the abdication of Nlcholu* II. 
The fundamental luw* of the country 
were ofilclully recognized und con­
firmed by each succeeding uutoernt, 
although In recent years there had 
been much encroachment on the rights 
of the lhdc|M'iident Finn* In the at­
tempt at Russification, For this reu- 
Mon there ha* been greut unrest for 
more than two decades.

Until 1WW Finland hud not been re­
quired to furnish soldiers for the Im­
perial Russian army. In that year the 
czar Informed the Diet (Congress) 
thut the military service must he made 
to conform to thut of Hte re*t of tin* 
empire. Finnish susceptibilities were 
uroused. us till* seemed hut the open­
ing wedge for the detraction of ull 
their liberties. The people entered up­
on a cuinpulgn of pusslve resistance. 
Every man. woman and child dressed 
Jn mourning on tin* Hunduy succeeding 
the manifesto. Hells were tolled In 
the churches, und places of umu*o- 
ment were closed. Muuy tliou*uuds 
emigrated to the United Ktutes.

Long Summer Day*.
During the long winters duyllght 

lust* only three or four hours. On 
the shortest duys It 1* even less. Then 
It Is Indeed, ns most people think, a 
land of snow and lee. For three 
month* It Is so hot that the wealthy 
residents seek summer re*orts for 
comfort. During that time it Is pruc. 
Merrily one long duy. Not u stur t* to 
*)e seen, and the appearance of time of 
tuturnu frost* bus arrived.

During my visit, the evening twi­
light had scarcely disappeared before 
the morning twilight chased the gloom 
of night away. One could read out 
of doors until after eleven o'clock. 
These long days, with scarcely any 
night, force vegetation to grow at a 
hothouse pace. Lund and water have 
no time to cool. Summer comes In 
this strange land with a sudden burst 
of flowers, sunlight and birds.

Finland Is a land of pine and fir- 
clad hill*, for only a comparatively 
small portion seems to be cleared. 
The most of the country Is fairly level, 
so that It has not the grandeur of the 
Scandinavian kingdom. In the clcured 
portions stand neat little wooden cot­
tages, which are usually kept freshly 
painted, rod being the favorite color. 
Surface drain ditches are made In the 
cultivated fields every few rods, and 
all Hcerng most enrefully tilled.

Helsingfors, the cnpltal of Finland, 
Is one of the Interesting towns of 
Europe. Water seems to surround It 
on every side. It dates back to 1550, 
when It was founded by the Swedish 
king Gustuvus Vasu, and the liberties 
of a town were Immediately conferred 
upon the little hamlet as a special fa­
vor. From ,tlie water side It Is pro­
tected by the great fortress of Svea- 
borg, which Is called the “Gibraltar of 
the Bultlc," and of which one occasion­
ally reads in the news dispatches. Ths 
highest point in Helsingfors is crown­
ed by a greot and imposing Lutheran 
church, and the majority of the Finns 
are adherents of this faith.

8eenes In Helsingfors.
Through the center of Helsingfors 

runs a great boulevurd, known as the 
Esplanade-Gutan, and this is the center 
of life In summer. The school* close 
for these month* and everybody en­
joys one long holiday so fur us pos­
sible. One day seems almost to melt 
Into another. The young women one 
sees In Hel*ingfors are of the blue­
eyed, flaxen-haired type, for the Swed­
ish type seems to prevail here. Young 
girls, almost to the end of their 'teens, 
wear their hair In two flaxen braids 
that hang down the back. They hurt 
the same social freedom a* their sis­
ters on this side of the Atlantic.

The market of Helsingfors Is an ex- 
eellent pluce to study the Finns nnd 
their charueteristlcs. From all over 
the surrounding country the peasuuts 
drive Into the towns with their pro­
duce, und sell it direct to the townfolk. 
A smull farmer may huve killed a 
sheep or pig, and rnuy be observed 
driving a keen burgalu for the he*t 
cuts. Another has a few tiny keg* of 
butter covered with a layer of gras * to 
keep It cool. Under old cotton umbrel­
las sit the market women with highly 
colored wutsts and bluck or white 
handkerchiefs tied over their heads. 
In u sniiill basin are the bouts of the 
fishermen Just In from their catch. 
The housewives or mulds puss from 
one stall or bout lo unothcr, Inspecting 
their wures. A little after noon the 
flNhermen und market merchants, whr 
have come by scu, set Null, the cotton 
umbrcllu* come down, the wagou* roll 
away, and the entire luurkel dl«up- 
pour* us by magic.

Communal Cooking (• Urgod.
How long shull we have to wult be
