0. W. Holmberg Dead

O. W.JHolmberg, tbe Negaunee mall 
carrier whose critical llloess was men­
tioned last week, died Saturday noon 
a t the family borne In the Buffalo loca­
tion. He was stricken with pneumonia 
about three weeks ago, and bis con 
ditlon became so serious that little 
hope oould be held out for bis re* 
covery.

Oscar William Holmberg was boro 
In Minnesota February 6th, 1889, his 
parents being Mr. and Mrs. Eric 
Holmberg. The family removed to 
Negaunee some years la ter and the 
young man attended the Negauoee 
public schools. After some months 
of service io the office of the Laod 
Department of The Cleveland*CHffs 
Iron Company he was appointed a 
member of the carrier force of the 
Negaunee postoftlce and bad served 
continuously ever slnoe, being detail­
ed on route No. 2 the greater part of 
time. He was one of the most efficient 
as well as most popular members of 
tbe local force, and the announcement 
of his death brought a  sense of per- 
soool loss to every home along bis 
route.

Mr. Holmberg Is survived by his 
mother, Mrs. Anna Holmberg, two 
brothers—Charles Holmberg, of Min­
neapolis, and Gum Holmberg, Camp 
Custer, Mich.—and one sister, Mrs, 
Eger, Marquette. Charles Holmberg, 
together with his wife, hud come here 
a* hood us the Illness of Mr.iHolm- 
b«.rg’* brother had becomo serious, 
and Mrs. Eger bad also been here 
much of tbe time. Tbe brother who 
li in military service a t Camp Custer 
wa* unable to come, It being under­
stood unofficially tha t his regiment 
was under orders to move at almost a 
moment's notice, precluding all possi­
bility of a leave of absence. An 
uncle, Km 11 Holmberg of Winlhrop, 
together with his family, were among 
the relatives who were present ill tho 
funeral.

Recessed had been a member of the 
Negaunee Musonlc lodge and chapter 
fur a number of years, and the funeral 
was held under the auspices of the 
lodge Wednesday afternoon, the re­
mains having been taken to the lodge 
rooms that morning. A choir sang 
several musical selections and the 
religious and rltuulistlo services were 
conducted by Itev. K. L. Huwson, 
pHitor of Mitchell M. E. Church, and 
John J. Hauserman, worshipful mas­
ter, of Negaunee lodge, No. 202, F. A 
A. M. The local lodge of tbe Scandi­
navian Aid A  Fellowship Society, of 
wnlch Mr Holmberg hud long been a 
member, was represented uttbo funer­
al. and a very large number of friends 
had assembled to pay the last tribute 
of respect. The floral tributes wore 
particularly numerous and beautiful. 
Automobiles were used to convey tbe 
funeral party, lodge brethren and 
friends to the cemetery, where the re­
mains were laid to rest with the Im­
pressive burial service of the Masonic 
fraternity.

There were few young men In Ne- 
gaunee who had a wider acquaintance 
than did “ Hilly" Holmberg,as he was 
more generally known. Besides hla 
dally malvltle* he had given much 
attention to music, belog a violinist 
of ability, and for u number of years 
he had headed an orchestra whose 
services were much In demand, His 
ever cheerful manner had endeared 
him to all with whom he came In 
contact, and It will he a long time 
before his place in tin community 
life is filled.

Plan Big Send-Off

A farewell upon a scale befltttngihe 
size of tbe contingent will beprovided 
for the fifty-three Negaunee young men 
who are to  depart Saturday evening 
for Camp Wheeler, Ga., there to be­
gin their active training for tbe selec­
tive army. The time from mid-after- 
noon until tbe departure of the special 
train over the North-Western line at 
6:4ft p.m. will be given ov^r to tbe 
pleasureable task of assurlog the 
selected men that Negauneo fully ap" 
predates their response to tbe call for 
patrlotio service.

The men were baoquetted last even­
ing In the Owls’ lodge rooms in tbe 
Kirkwood block, tbe supper being fol. 
lowed by a patriotic daoce In honor 
of tbeselected men. To-morrow morn­
ing automobiles will be provided to 
take the selected mea to M arquette to 
report a t  draft headquarters. Tbe 
party will leave Negaunee at 10 a.m. 
and will return as soon as the formal* 
itles a t the county seat are over.

At 3:30o’olock Saturday afternoon it 
Is planned to have the biggest patrl. 
olio parado Negaunee has yet seen. 
The selected men will have the place 
of honor In tbe column, which will be 
made up of the Michigan Constabu­
lary, Negaunee Fire Department, Boy 
Scouts, High School Cadets, baods 
and o ther organizations, with citizens, 
bearing flags bringing up In the rear. 
Chief of Police John A. Wasmuth has 
been named as marshal of the parade 
and will have ample assistance in 
keeping the monster procession In 
marching order. The parade will 
form on Merry street, just off Iron, 
and a t 3:30 o’clock tbe procession will 
get under way, proceeding down Iron 
street, to Pioneer, Main, Mitchell and 
on Case street as far as Pioneer ave­
nue, from which point the line will 
swing over to  Iron street again, con 
tlnulng west to Tobin street, to Jack- 
son and thence east to tbe city ball 
square where the prooesslon will dis­
band. Along tbe routeto betraversed 
tbe school children will be lined up a t 
the curbs and they will wave tbeir 
Aegs and cheer the marchers on with 
patriotic eooge.

Business men and residents along 
the line oftnareh are asked to decor­
ate tbe buildings with Hags and bunt­
ing and It is hoped tha t special effort 
will be made to putNegaunee Into gala 
attire. Bo far as tbe participation of 
organizations is concerned, the success 
of the parade Is assured, but to prop­
erly round It out tbe committee wishes 
to see the biggest turn-out of citizens 
tha t has yet responded to  parade call. 
Every one of these volunteer marchers 
Is asked to carry an American flag, 
but lack of a  convenient national 
emblem will he no excuse for non-at- 
teodaoce.

Tbe d raft list of the present contin­
gent contains fifty-two names, but a 
few who registered here but have slnoe 
moved to other points have received 
permission to join tbe contingent eo 
route. The destination of the selective 
recruits is Camp Wheeler, Ga., and 
they will travel on a special tralo 
which will run as tbe second section 
nf North-Western passooger train No. 
102. Tbe latter is due to leave at 0:40 
p. m. and It is expected tha t the speci­
al will pull out about five minutes 
litter.

Mr. Mo- 
Cube's death was virtually instan 
taueous, while M in Dalton lived for 
more thao an hour but never recovered 
consciousness Bulb were highly re­
garded. Mr, McCabe bad been prin­
cipal of the North Lake school for the 
punt three yeura and was highly 
spoken of.

He had hi* trunk packed to leuve 
North Luxe for his home the evening 
of tbe tragedy.

Death of A. Grabowsky

Abraham Grabowsky, a pioneer 
Michigan business man and one of the 
oldest members of the Masonic fra ­
ternity In the United States, passed 
away in Negaunee last Monday morn­
ing, (n tbe 84th year of bis age. Mr. 
Grabowsky had been retired from 
active busines* pursuits for nearly 
two decades und he had made his 
home with Mr. und Mrs. Philip 
Levine In this city for the past four­
teen years, Mrs. ta v lae  being his 
grand-daughter. The remains were 
taken to  Bay City, Mich., where he 
bad resided prio r to coming to Ne­
gaunee, and they were interred In tho 
family lot yesterday afternoon with 
Masonic honors.

Mr. Grabowsky wus born in Ger­
many December 14th, 1834, and he did 
not wait until the events of the past 
few years to register a  personal pro­
test against Prussian militarism, for 
at tbe early  age of 14 he sought the 
comparative political freedom of Eng­
land. After Bpending a few years In 
London, be availed himself of the still 
greater liberties afforded by tbe 
United States and took up residence 
in New York soon after he a tta in ­
ed bis majority. Not long afterward 
he removed to the Lower Peninsula of 
Mlcbigao and subsequently located in 
Bay City. He was successfully en­
gaged In business In that city for be­
tween th irty  aod forty years, aod took 
an active part In politics as well, hav 
log had an im portant place In tho 
councils of bis party throughout his 
residence In tha t section of the state, 
likewise having had an important 
part in the general upbuildlog of Bay 
City.

Not long after the death of bis wife 
in 1900 Mr. Grabowsky came to Mar­
quette, whore his daughter, Mrs. 
Louis Grabower, resides, and a few 
years la ter be came to Negaunee to 
make bis home with Mrs. Philip 
Levine, who bad long been a favorite 
graod-daugbter. He found much con­
tentment In his residence In Negaunee, 
not alone in the comforts which tho 
home afforded but also In the oppor­
tunity to occupy his time In the store 
of Levine Brothers. He took the care 
of certain sections of the stock upon 
himself, and was as faithful io attend­
ance and took as keen an Interest In 
the success of the business, through* 
out all the years in which he was in 
health, as though his livelihood were 
dependent upon bis services. He was 
especially fond of little children and 
waa "g ran d p a"  to  all of the little folk 
In tbe homo neighborhood as well as 
to those who were of kin. As be ad­
vanced In years It was less easy for 
him to make new friends among 
adults, but he was a familiar figure as 
be made his way to and from down­
town, aod there are many Negaunee 
people who will long have a place in 
their memory for this kindly old 
gentleman.

It was after be had located in Lon­
don tha t Mr. Grabowsky returned to 
Germany and was married, the couple 
taklog up residence In this country u 
few years later. Their happy home 
life was terminated by tbe death of 
Mrs. Grabowsky eighteen years ago, 
ami the daughter, Mrs, Louis G ra­
bower, of Marquette, Is the only mem­
ber of the family surviving. Two 
brothers of deceased roslde to Detroit 
aod there are five grandchildren and 
two great-grandchildren,

Mr. OrabowRky had been a member 
of the Masonic fraternity for upward 
of sixty years, having joined during 
Ills residence in Now York, und In hi* 
eurller yeuri he was particularly ac­
tive In lodge work. He was wont to 
contruNt the couvenleuoes of modern 
lodge hulls with the conditions under 
which the craft labored during his 
earlier residence In Lower Michigan, 
whore the members often met and e a r1 
rlcd on their ritualistic work In u 
sheltered and carefully guarded por­
tion of some furmer's field. Though 
he had not directly affiliated with the 
Negaunee body, having retained 
membership in the Bay City lodge, he 
nevertheless was an ever welcome vis­
ito r among the local fraternity and he 
was accorded In full measurethehonor 
his loog membership merited.

For a man of advanced years, Mr. 
Grabowsky had enjoyed exceptional 
health up to ubout a year and a half 
ago, when he found it necessary to 
submit to an operation. His recovery 
at this time was complete, and his 
final Illness, which dated back to last 
February, wus due to  other ailments 
iocideul to advanced age. From that 
time forward he had been unable to 
leave the house, and though he had 
unremitting care and all posslhleoom- 
fort, the confinement was a decided 
hardship for one who hud ever been 
so active.

Negaunee lodge, No. 202, F. A A. 
M., escorted the m nains to the train 
last Wednesday afternoon, and the 
Masonic burial service was used at 
Bay City the following day, Io accord­
ance with Mr. Grabowsky's frequent­
ly expressed desire. Many beautiful 
floral tributes, both here and In Bay 
City, bore testimony to the esteem in 
which deceased bad been held.

PERMANENT FARM 
LABOR PROBLEM

‘ Question Which Should Be Given 
Serious Consideration by 

Farmer.

ONE SOLUTION I s  OFFERED
Good Homes, Fair Wage* and Soma

Privileges Will A ttract Desirable 
Men Who Understand Farm 

Work.

(Prepared by the United fltuUa Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

Washington.—The supply of perman­
ent farm labor—note the word perman­
en t-w ill not be assured In many sec­
tions of the country, und on some 
farms, at lenst, In every section of the 
country, miles* more attractive living 
condition* nre offered the families a l 
hired hands on furms. ,

War conditions cause a form labor 
problem that can be solved only by 
emergency method*. Throughout the 
nntion communities will solve tb d r  
wur problems of farm labor shortage 
by utilizing as temporary farm help 
town volunteer* and high school boys— 
by diverting to agricultural activity 
man power that would not and could 
nut he »o used except lu a real emer­
gency. But the town men of farm ex­
perience who go to the fields this spring 
and summer and full will be actuated 
solely by patriotism rather than the 
financial return of the undertaking. 
They are going hack to town ns *oon 
ns their war work on farms is finished. 
And, while their services are vastly 
valuable from a war standpoint, they 
ore not helping at nil to solve the prob­
lem of permanent farm help. But the 
man who expects to work on a farm 
steadily, year In and year out, Is pro­
foundly Interested In the question of 
housing, living condition* and net re­
muneration for farm work hs compared 
with town work.

Provide Good Homes.

The attitude of thousands of married 
men who are skilled form workers, 
who have left the country to find town 
employment, but who will return to 
farm work permanently provided farm 
living condition* are comparable In or­
dinary comfort* to those In town. Is 
expressed In this letter recently pub­
lished In a Texas paper:

"I am sending In my view of the 
farm labor problem. ! have been try­
ing to get a )ob on the farm the last 
month; still trying to do so. I can find 
plenty of Jobs for a single man . . . 
but the farmers so far as I have found 
have no tenant house*, or If they have 
one It would not make a good stable. 
Most of the farmer* that I have found 
will not permit a farm hand to raise a 
garden or chicken* or hog* or own a 
cow or horse, and the prevalent pay 
Is Insufficient to support a family un­
der such conditions. 1 believe If the 
farmer* would build comfortable 
houses und either pay better wages or 
give more privileges. It would he the 
city man calling for help Instead of the 
farmer*.”

There nre many evidence* of an In­
creasing desire on the part of men with 
rnmllies, now living lu towns and cit­
ies hut with experience as skilled farm 
workers, to go hack to the country. 
They left the farm because they be­
lieved they could make more money, gat 
more satisfaction out of life, give more 
pleasure* and opportunities to their 
families In town. Many have been dis­
appointed. They are willing to return 
to the farm at a smaller cash wage 
than they receive In fawn, If they hav* 
a fairly good house and are allowed to 
have a garden and raise a few pigs 
nnd perhaps have the u*e of a cow.

Labor Probtam Remains.

fiirii! help; »ot only emergency help 
to produce mid harvest wur crops, hut 
a man or men to live on your farm and 
work the year round. Are your tenant 
houses Hie kind of (dace* a man would 
like for hi* family to call hums? Are 
they the kind you would like to live 
In?

"Oh!" you *ny. “The other man I* 
looking for a Job and I urn not. > own 
i lie furur, he wants to work i»  tha 
farm. Do you expect the hired hand 
to have as good a house as tha owner? 
If he doesn't like Ibis house he run 
leuve I t !"

Well, the trouble la Hint la Just what 
he will do- mnl you will continue to 
have u farm labor problem on your 
hands. Of eoursa no one expacta tha 
hired hum! to have as good a house u* 
Hie funner: But )m* does want a cottk 
fortahlo place for his family to l!v# In, 
und fullure to find Hint on the farms Is 
ono of the reason* for the Hteadlly de>

It muy not please the farmer to face 
the fac t; nevertheless the truth Is that 
Hie skilled farm bund Is lu a position 
to he quite as independent about the 
proposition us th« farmer himself. 
W hen  the farmer says "Take tills house 
or leuve tt," the really llrat-elusH man 
knows he cun get a good job else­
where ami he leaves!

Viewing 
this superb sheet of water, with the 
nearby eminence* verdure-clad or col­
ored by pn*t volcanic eruptions, with 
drifting cloud* casting their fleeting 
shadow* upon It* Kiirface, one lias a 
feeling that he to far from the haunt* 
of man, until perchance hls eye tight* 
upon a launch far below, sending It* 
ripples over the expanse of waters.

More Railroad Rumors

Besides the prospective consolida­
tion of forces a t stations and in rail­
road yards, as outlined in these col­
umns last week, it is unofficially an­
nounced that there is to be consider­
able curtailment of passenger train 
service throughout tbe Upper Penin­
sula. T hat there was to he elimina­
tion of ail forms of duplication of 
service, now th a t tbe roads were under/ 
federal direction, was well under­
stood, but it  had scarcely been ex­
pected that tbe federal officials would 
‘wield the ax” to the extent that is 
now indicated.

One of the changes immediately In 
prospect is tbe discontinuance of 
“ through” passenger service to tbe 
Copper Country. For several years 
the North-W estern and St. Paul lines 
have ruo solid trains through from 
Chicago and Milwaukee to the Copper 
Country, using tbe South Shore tracks 
for the continuation of the journey 
beyond Negaunee and Champion, res* 
pectively. This through service is to 
end on or about June 1st, after which 
date passengers, baggage, mall and 
express will be transferred to andfrom 
South Shore local trains a t tbe two 
junction points named, as was done in 
“ ye olden days” before the inaugur­
ation of through service. The only 
exception apparently will be that one 
sleeping car will be carried through 
to  the Copper Country. W hile tbe 
change will be less convenient for tbe 
traveling public, it will involve no 
undue hardships and it will materially 
reduce railroad operationcosts, wbicb 
of course Is the end sought by tbe 
federal authorities.

To take the place of the service 
h itherto  afforded by the  “ through” 
tra ins, the South Shore will undoubt­
edly be obliged to provide purely 
local service, but these tra ins will be 
fewer in number as well as lighter to 
handle, and tbe schedule will be 
designed to conserve motive power, 
equipment and train crews. No 
details of tbe plan have reached tbe 
local railroad representatives, but 
apparently the matter is shaping itself 
so tha t South Shore passenger trains 
3 and 4 will continue to  run between 
M arquette and Calumet, but will use 
Suuth Shore equipment exclusively 
Instead of taking the North-W estern 
coaches through. It is assumed that 
the time of tbe St. Paul train from Chi­
cago will be advanced so tha t No. 3 
can connect a t Champion with the St. 
Paul. Southboundconoections would 
be similarly made each evening, and 
the plan would mean the entire elimi­
nation of South Shore tralQB 103 and 
104, which now take tbe St. Paul 
coaches to and from the Copper 
Country.

Of more direct import to the eastern 
end of tbe county is tbecanceUationof 
passenger tra ins 110 and 111. These 
tra ins, composed of North-Western 
engine, coaches and crew, run between 
Ishpeming and Marquette over the 
South Shore tracks, taking down tbe 
North-W estern’s “ Marquette”  sleeper 
and on tbe return trip makingcoonec- 
tion with tbe North-W estern's “ day” 
train  for Chicago. W bat provision 
will be made for early morning jour­
neys to tbe county seat remains to be 
seen, but a likely guess is that tbe 
time of train No. 10, now running be­
tween Michigamme and Marquette 
and carrying tbe St. Paul sleeper loto 
tbe la tte r city, will be advanced so 
tha t people from as far west as Miob- 
igamme can get to the county seat be­
fore the business day begins. Unless 
the time of the St. Paul train  from 
tbe south should be very materially 
advanced, the arrangement outlined 
would involve the loss of easibound 
connectiond a t Champion, but this 
appears to be unavoidable If the need­
ful transportation facilities to tbe 
county seat are  to be provided.

That there will be do through sleep­
e r  from Chicago and Milwaukee over 
the St. Paul line to Marquette is re­
garded as a certainty,and it is deemed 
unlikely that tbe present St. Paul 
sleeper will be carried through to tbe 
Copper Country, as passengers will 
doubtless be asked to transfer a t 
Champion to the North-Western sleep­
er which the South Shore will take 
from NegauDee to Calumet. It is 
probable tha t tbe St. Paul “day” rifa 
will terminate at Champion' as was 
done in former years, instead of run­
ning through to Marquette, though in 
th is event some rearrangement of tbe 
South Shore schedule would be neces­
sary in order to provide servicewbich 
these trains now afford.

It is expected that freight and pas­
senger tariff increases will go into 
effect to-morrow. The general ad­
vance in pusoenger rates is one cent a 
mile, making the tariff 3 cents instead 
t>f 2, but as the South Shore’s rate in 
Michigan has been 3 cents there will 
be no advance Id local tariffs. Tbe 
North-W eslern and other lines which 
were on a 2 cent basis will add a pen­
ny a mile. This 3 cent rate applies 
upon travel In day coaches, an extra 
half-eent railroad  fare being exacted 
from those who ride in sleeping or 
parlor cars, in addition to the in­
creased tariffs for the special accom­
modations Added to tbe passenger 
fare and sleeper or parlor car charges 
is the government’s war tax of 8 per 
cent on railroad  tickets and 10 per 
cent on sleeping and parlor car tickets.

If war has darkened the world with 

bate, It has also opened windows In 
flic minds of millions of people whose 
outlook was once narrow, but whose 
Imaginings now go on wings out over 
the nations of the earth. And this Is 
especially true among the people of 
the United States.

In New York the other day I visited 
« crowded little room upstairs a t 250 
Fifth avenue. The room was filled 
with mall packages and with boxes 
large and small of the trinkets and 
-treasures sent here from homes all 
•over the U. S. A., to be sold In order 
<o help the lads who are going to fly 
"‘over there” In France.

From the window looking down 1 
•could see long lines of Bliops where in 
the  old days "before the war” poured 
endless crowds of shoppers. 1 pic* 
lured Fifth avenue back through the 
years, and ! thought of countless 
shopping streets In cities and towns 
ell over the land where In generations 
igonc by people have bought Christmas 
presents, wedding rings nad blrthdny 
gifts. 1 thought of the numberless 
keepsakes that have been stored up In 
American homes and tha t have grown 
•dear and Intimate. Now, from these 
{ionics in New England and In New 
York and Chicago, In Denver, Seattle 
and San Francisco, uiul Galveston, 
Memphis ami New Orleans these same 
small household treasures have come 
hy thousand;* every week to this room.

And the busy women of the commit­
tee sort them out, and some are sold 
nnd the rest arc melted up and sold, 
and with ihe proceeds clothes nnd 
other comforts are bought for the men 
of (ho air service. Uncle Ham sup* 
plies uniforms to the men, but not to 
flic officers. Whou a boy gctR bis com­
mission he must at once set about get­
ting clothes, and for those who can­
not raise the prlco the aviation com­
mittee steps In. And also for those 
privates who are being rushed off to 
France ouch week, and who lack many 
extra tilings that will make life less 
arduous, the committee again nets as 
a  kind of a foster mother.

Equipm ent fo r an Officer.
Here is the average equipment the 

committee supplies to on officer:
1 set of underwear.
1 leather helmet.
1 pair aviator’s gloves,
1 leather flying coat
1 trench coat
1 pair leather breeches.
1 pair aviator’s boots.
1 pair woolen socks.
1 pair aviator’s goggles.
1 woolen set, sweater, helmet, socks, 

wristlets and gloves.
Tlio committee has made a splendid 

s ta r t  Formed only a few months ago 
ns u part of ihe National Special Aid 
society, It has already collected and 
sold $32,000 worth of trinkets nnd has 
spent that amount on clothes. It is 
hard to keep up with the growing de­
mands, for the word has gone out 
among the flyers, and they keep com­
ing to this room. Hut us ihe demand 
is Increasing. so Is the supply, for the 
committee has sent Us nppeut out all 
over the country:

"Send Jewelry, silverware, gold, 
and odd bit*—nothing Is too small; 
nothing too largo. From our store of 
trinkets and treasures let us give help 
to the wings of the United States. 
Gold and (silver, solid or ptute, donated 
to the committee are melted In the 
United States assay oflteo and the 
proceeds used to help (he aviators. 
Send old or new Jewelry, watches, 
chains, table and toilet ware, vases, 
candlesticks, souvenir spoons, coins, 
cigarette cases, umbrella tops, eyeglass 
mountings, thimbles, dentul gold and 
idutlmmt. Any broken h lu  can be 
melted. Articles In perfect condition 
will ho placed on snle. What will you 
give? He patriotic. Open your heart 
and your treusure box.”

Long ago the treasures began to ar­
rive. From New England and ail 
(Imrngli the Fast down to the old 
plantations; from New Orleans and 
Denver, from mining camps In the 
mountains and from lonely prairie 
farms, from Arizona randies, from 

'booming OUlnhomn towns nm) frpm 
forest hamlets In (he Northwest the 

•trinkets have come pouring in. And 
Rome (uko the mind far buck Into 
years when ihe nation was ihinUing 
r»f far different things.

A set of fine old sliver spoons from 

the family of Daniel lloone; u gold 
medal prize won hy G. U. for elocu­
tion In B-----  college In |8f)l; gold
wedding rings of every conceivable 
kind und size; rings with intimate 
words Itiflldf; rings with clasped 
hands; huge seal and signet rings; old- 
fsHldonod linked bracelets; brooches; 
/joggles; gramlfuiher’s glasses; and 
«-Uvcr pinto* from coffins (removed at 
ihe lime of the funeral and set up over 
the parlor mutitcl); pins of nil kinds; 

*fold pen* IN: yld earrings of Jet and

silver and gold, sad all kinds of pro­
clou* siones; queer -Id pins, whole 
boxes of thorn ; t  ne, -luce of rupees 
from India; treasures Lorn China and 
Japan.

Jolting these down at haphazard 
from the open box in front of I 
looked up und noticed a je^flre 'w ho 
come* In every day to I<)O0}ovt  lhe 
watches here. There were aLoe soap 
boxes full of (hem—from n " o u s  tiny 
gold affairs to large solid old time­
pieces of steel—a regular "pocketful** 
of n watch. "Some of then)," he said 
to me, “must have been made Just after 
the flood.” He pried Into their works 
and grew absorbed. He Is not tha 
only purchaser. Dashing young movie 
actresses come here to rummage 
among the old bracelets and earrings 
to supplement their costumes for 
scenes of American days gone by.

To go on with my Inventory: Here 
was a set of Urge gold studs with a 
dog embossed on each, and next I took 
out a garnet ring and then a delicate 
fan of lace, point applique. From the 
wall near by hung a silver guitar. 
Underneath was a set of silver egg 
stands from an old lady in the West, 
who wrote that she hud bought them 
In China.

Some of these rarer articles are 
sold to Now York merchants. Hut 
with the great mass of trinkets there 
la no time for that, for things come In 
by the hundreds a day. Over In a 
corner was another box of coffin plates, 
one dating back to 1804, wheu wc had 
another war on our hands with a 
somewhat similar aim In vcw. From 
a hex nearby I took out scores of 
slender, delicate gold chains and lock­
ets of gold and enamel. On the table 
was a small box full of tiny gold 
fillings, taken from teeth all over the 
land. In a corner stood a whole bar­
rel of clocks. I looked into a box of 
gold spectacles, many of them with 
gold chains. And here was a silver 
thimble, worn thin, which came from 
an elderly lady out la North Dakota. 
She had put this tiay note inside:

"I have used this thimble all my 
life, and I never thought anything 
would Induce me to part with it.”

Two Tiny Gold Wedding Rings.
Around the room were pitchers and 

trays of brass and pewter nnd copper 
plate. There were heaps of sliver 
knives, forks and spoons and a tabic 
of chinnwure. There " e re  three more 
boxed of thimbles. And carefully 
wrapped In paper uTre two tluy gold 
wedding rings sent in by a midget 
couple on n vaudeville circuit some­
where out West. An old gentleman 
sent in a heavy watch chain.

"I am so old now,” he wrote, “that 
I guess that I cun take a chance on not 
losing my watch in the years that are 
left.”

Here Is another letter that cam* 
with a box of Jewelry:

"I am sending you today, under 
separate cover, my treasures ond 
trinkets. For many yeura I was an 
actress, and this collection represents 
the gifts of my professional friends, 
who, I know, would bo delighted If 
they could only know the final use 
these were put to. May they help to 
build an airship that will shine bright­
er than all the footlights combined 
that 1 have ever faced. Wishing you 
glorious success. We will win!”

And here Is another le tte r:
"Please accept these little trifles, 

which have been the source of much 
pleasure to me In past years. Most 
of them have little romances attached 
to their being given; several of their 
givers have been called home, and as 
I look at the little trifling things I am 
able to send you I feel proud Indeed 
to think I may do even this bit to help 
the wings of the United States.”

From long stooping over the boxes I 
kept looking up from time to time as 
the aviation boys came In to apply for 
equipment. Now there came three 
husky Inds who were hoping to sail 
Ihut week, and they seemed crazy to 
get off. One had come from Illinois, 
one from Arizona, and the other one 
from Vermont. I let my mind travel 
to their home towns and to the towns 
nnd villages nnd teeming cities all 
over the hind, where the vision of the 
people bun been blasted open us In a 
storm—to widen out und embrace the 
whole world.

On tho wall I saw n poster with 
nlrplnnes like a flock of goose In black 
silhouette against n yellow sky. and 1 
thought of the hopes and imaginings 
that would follow these Inds from all 
over this land—from the people who 
have sent these (hlngB. Their minds 
will never be tl>e same, for they have 
gllmpBed a wide, wldo world which is 
now swiftly clumping.

Oefinite Schedule W ill Be G reat Help 
In Avoiding W aste— Meals Sug­

It will pay you, Mrs. Housekeeper, 
to sit down for an hour each week 
nnd spend the lime In planning your 
week’s menus In advance. Especially 
at this time when all ore striving to 
conserve food, you will find a definite 
schedule a  great help la  avoiding 
waste.

Here are some menus for a week 
from a woman who believes in a work­
ing schedule for her household. The 
meals are carefully planned to meet, 
first of all, the food administration’s 
requirements, using substitutes for 
wheat, meat, fat, and sugar, and they 
show also bow a little careful plan­
ning can save the time and labor of 
the busy housewife. Features of the 
menus are the breadless meals and 
"quick breads” (muffins, etc.) made 
from other grains to save wheat, and 
tbe use of meat substitutes and savory 
dishes which call for Uttle m eat

Tho meals suggested are all simple 
and are planned to meet the needs of 
a family of four, consisting of two 
adults and two children. None of the 
inw us are inflexible but could easily 
be varied to meet changing conditions. 
You can use these as guides In plan* 
nlng your family meals.

The recipes for most of tho dishes 
given In the accompanying rncuus are 
published In the United Stutes Food 
Leaflets of the United Htntcs depart­
ment of agriculture and the food ad­

ministration. This woman works her 
schedule to save time, fuel, and labor. 
On Saturday she baked her oatmeal 
bread to last for Sunday, Monday and 
Tuesday. The rolls for Sunday were 
therefore ready to  be reheated Sunday 
morning. The hen for the chicken 
loaf was cooked In the flrcless cooker 
Saturday In one cooking compartment 
while n quantity of apricots was cook­
ing In the other compartment. Tho 
codfish balls were made Saturday 
night, thus utilizing some mashed po­
tatoes left from dinner.

Twice the quantity of hominy grits 
required were cooked In the double 
holler for Monday breakfast and util­
ized with the apricots left from Sun­
day to make the apricot-hominy scal­
lop. In the same way enough apples 
were baked for two meals. Corn sirup 
was used to sweeten the baked apples 
and stewed fruit In place of sugar.

Tho stock from boiling the chicken 
served as the basis for chicken soup 
Tuesday, and the small quantities of 
left-over vegetables used for the vege­
table salad Friday.

Instead of stopping each day to ans­
wer the question, "What shall I cook 
today?” answer It at one time for the 
whole week. Try the plan and see 
how much easier your work becomes.

M atrons fo r  R est Rooms.

In rest rooms employing matrons 
mnuy activities can be carried on 
which otherwise would not be possible. 
The matron not only sees tha t the 
rose room Is kept in a clean, sanitary 
condition at all times, but *he may 
provide for a sleeping child or a sys­
tem for providing hot lunches a t noon 
for women and children. She may 
care for packages which otherwise 
might have to be carried from place 
to place. In some rest rooms the 
matron takes charge of tbe woman’s 
exchange, which usually Is supervised 
by a committee from the women's 
clubs.

Egg yolks, which are rich In fa t and 
which are often left over from cake 
making, may be used to enrich soups 
or may be combined with milk to make 
custards which resemble cream In com­
position and can be used as cream, as 
on desserts.

SEASONABLE GOOD THINGS.

The fresh rhubarb is nn always wel­
come spring fruit which may be served 

In various ways. 
Rhubarb Sponge,—

Clean and cut In half­
inch pieces without peel­
ing young, tender rhu­
barb, tha t which has a 
pink or rose skin pre­
ferred. fitew until ten­
der, adding one-fourth 

cupful of boiling water to a pound of 
tho rhubarb; cook until tender. Soft­
en ono ounce of granulated gelatlo In 
a third of a cupful of cold water. 
Strain the cooked rhubarb, pressing 
out all tbe Juice and add enough boil­
ing water to make three cupfuls. Mix 
three-fourths of n cupful of sugar with 
a half a tonspnonful of ginger, stir In 
tho Juice nnd gelatin, when the gel­
atin I* dissolved add the grated rind 
nnd Juice of a lemon aud sot the mix­
ture to ehill. When It begins to thick­
en fold In the beaten whites of three 
eggs. Mold. Serve with sweetened 
whipped cream.

Head Cheese.—Boll three hocks of 
a pig until the meat falls from the 
hones, season as desired and drain and 
cool. Chop roarseiy, add a chopped 
onion, pepper, salt and nntmeg, with 
the liquor. In which the hocks were 
cooked. Mold and when cold serve 
(n slices.

Belgian Hash.—Soak a half cupful 
of prunes and a half ctipful of currants 
over night,add two finely chopped hocks 
of a p i g  cooked until the meat drops 
from the bones, add a half cupful of 
sugar, throe-fourths of a ctipful of vin­
egar nnd a fourth of a cupful of water, 
In which the fruit was soaked, half a 
gruted nutmeg, ond a dash of salt. Put 
Into the oven and cook slowly until 
all of thg moisture Is absorbed. More 
stfgar Is* liked by some, but for the un­
initiated this will be sufficient, ns sugar 
with meat Is an Innovation for the 
American palate.

Cheese Balls.—Season collage cheese 
with butler, red pepper ond suit, make 
Into small bulls, roll them In chopped 
nuts and set aside to become firm. 
Serve with crackers and a plain let­
tuce salad.

Nuts In cottage cheese with onion 
Juice and cream to soften, with pa­
prika and salt to season, mokes a  most 
dainty salad.

FOOD FOR THE FAMILY.

Slice a large onion Into ono teaspoon­
ful of butter and let It simmer. Add 

ooe cupful of cooked oat­
meal and cook until tho 
onion Is tender. Add a 
scant pint of milk, and 
salt and pepper to taBte. 
Strain, bring to the boil­
ing point and serve hot 
with crackers.

When making celery 
soup always use the leaves to stew 
with a few stalks, as there la much 
flavor in them. Dried and pulverized, 
they make excellent seasoning for 
soups or meats.

Creole Rice.—Chop one large onion 
and a small slice of ham, very fine, put 
Into a saucepan with one tuhlespoonful 
of butter nnd a cupful of cooked rice, 
n can of tomatoes, salt and pepper to 
taste. Mix well and put Into tr bub- 
tered baking dish to bake 15 minutes. 
Cover tbe top with buttered crumbs 
before putting Into the oven.

Raisin Pie de Luxe.—Stow together 
a cupful of raisins, u quarter of a cup­
ful of currants (dried), In a pint of 
apricot Juice. Add three tablespoon* 
fula of butter, two egg yolks, a table- 
spoonful of lemon Juice, and sugnr to 
ta ste ; cook until well blended. Put 
Into a shell previously baked and cover 
with the whites of two eggs beaten 
stiff with three tublespoonfuls of sugar.

A toblespoonful or two of oil pickles 
chopped tine and used as a sandwich 
filling will be found most appetizing.

Emergency 8oup.—Take a can of 
salmon, drain off tho oil and rub the 
fish through a sieve. Add 1V4 tea- 
spoonfuls of salt to a quart of milk, 
stir In the fish and four tablespoonfuls 
of flour tha t has been blended with 
two tublespoonfuls of oil from the can ; 
cook until smooth and serve with a 
dash of red pepper and a sprinkling of 
minced parsley on the top of each 
eup. Serve with toasted crackers.

Add a small green pepper finely 
chopped to any salad dressing; It Im­
proves the flavor.
