In 
their sermons last Sunday pastors of 
the city churches urged attendance, 
and committees have made the rounds 
of tho wards to make certuin that the 
Invitation had been carried to every 
home in the city.

Mrs. Ethel McNeal Dead

W ord has just reached here of the 
death of Mrs. Ethel Heed McNeal, 
who was known to many local people 
by reason of her having been a teacher 
in the Xegauneo high school, and 
who passed away in Cleveland,iOhlo, 
a month or two ago. Her maiden 
name was Ethel V. Heed and after a 
course in the University of Michigan 
she taught at Bessemer, Micb., for 
three years, then returning to the 
university, where she received an 
A.U. degree in 1008. She came to 
Negaunee in the autumn of the same 
year and become instructor in English 
in the high school, remaining about 
tb rte  year*. Following her m arriage 
to Dr. Harry McNeal the couple made 
thetr home in Louisiana, but early 
this spring Mrs. McNeal catue north 
and eotered a hospital in Cleveland, 
where she passed away a few days 
after the birth of a child. Deceased 
was buried in Ann Arbor, and the 
child has been adopted by one of Mrs. 
McXeal's brothers.

Registration of Women

As still another step toward “ win­
ning the war,”  Negaunee women are 
to have a  registration for patriotic 
service. This does not imply tha t 
they have been lacking in previous 
service in practicing household econo­
mies, giving time to knitting, to Red 
Cross work and to other forms of 
war-time endeavor; but us the nation's 
need* grow,so must the sphere o f  eery- 
ice be widened and the individual re- 
spouse bo proportionately locreused.

Jt is becoming vitally necessary that 
the national authorities have a record 
of every adult woman’s capabilities 
for patriotic service, her educational 
qualifications: her experience in busi­
ness or professional work, in trades or 
in domestic service: and the extent o f 
her homo ties, it  does not mean that 
women are to be summarily culled 
from their homes, but it does mean 
that the time has come when it must 
be Known whom of their number have 
special qualifications for cerium tusks 
and whom would be free to assume 
these duties should the exigencies of 
tho nation require.

The work of registration in ibis 
state is being conducted by the 
W oman's Committee of the Mlchlgun 
Division of the Council of National 
Defense, and for tho reglstrutiou task 
In Negaunee the following organisa­
tion was efiVcled a t a meeting held 
lust Monday; Mrs. J . M. Derains, 
chairman; Mrs. 0 .  It. Jacksou, first 
vice-chairman: Mrs. .1. E, O ’Dunog- 
hue, second vice-chairman; Miss Eliz­
abeth Sporloy, soep'-tury-treasurer; 
Mrs. W. F. il. Juuzen, director or 
registration The next step will be 
the appointment of a  chairman and 
from fifteen to twenty registrars for 
each ward. The officers and others 
directly Jnipivslrd in the organization 
la.*l< are to meet in the council cham­
ber of the city hall Saturday after- 
noon at 2 o'clock, when further pre­
liminaries will receive attention. I lls  
unlikely that the actual work of regis­
tration will he undertaken for a  week 
or two, which will give ample time 
fur procuring the registration blanks 
and Instructing the registrars.

The Negaunee women who are In­
terested in the work went to Ishpem- 
ing last Sunday afternoon to hour an 
address by Mrs. Frederick B. Perkins, 
of Ann Arbor, state director of 
woman's registration. who presented 
much valuable information regarding 
tho scope i f f the work and the greut 
benefits that would accrue to the i»a 
tiou.

G ris T M ill Needed

F. D. Roberts, who has given spe­
cial attention to agriculture and has 
operated a  threshing machine in Mar­
quette county for the past twenty 
years, was asked recently how much 
wheal this county produced annually. 
Hi* answer wa* I.7U0 bushels, and by 
reason of the service which bis ma­
chine renders to farmers his estimate 
may be accepted as authoritative. Mr. 
Roberts udds that very little of this 
wheat was ground into Hour, the rea ­
son being that there is no grist mill 
near enough to make its use practica­
ble by farmers in this vicinity, and 
the greater part of the product was 
uted for chicken feed.

Particularly at this lime, when there 
Is such urgent need for conservation 
of wheat products, Mr. Roberts re­
gards the luck of a grist mill as most 
unfortunate, and he suggests that if 
some of the live business men would 
take hold of such a project they would 
bo doing an immense service for the 
district. During u visit to Burk River 
lust autumn, Mr. Roberts was assured 
by the proprietor of the grist mill ut 
that point that Marquette county pro ­
duced tife very best wheat In the world. 
Marquette county did not suiter from 
any potato shortage this spring, for 
the simple reason that un ample sup­
ply bad been raised righ t a t  home. 
In Mr. Roberts' opinlou the lack of a 
mil) Is the only thing that stands In 
the wu.v of the county assuring itself 
a plentiful supply of Hour.

Tbo present appeal to save wheat ilout’ 
comes in tbe form of a request and 
not a prohibition, but the appeal it-elf 
should be sufficiently forceful to in­
duce every patriotic household not to 
use wheat Ilnur for the next sixty days. 
The need for wheat Hour to be *ent 
across the ocean to all of th«» nrmh** 
fighting our cuu*e Is opeciully urgent 
right now; and every family must sac­
rifice far more than they liaye done 
heretofore, for the benefit u( our boys 
in the trenches.

The food administrators find that 
some merchants are selling more sugar 
than they should, and the practice 
must eea.-e or the dealers will find 
tbeir sugar supply entirely cut otT. 
Ail bakers are to stop the use of sugar 
for frosting* of any kind.

The use of potatoes is particularly 
urged, aud this mean* “ old'! potatoes, 
for the use of new potatoes is not sanc­
tioned until after July 4th.

Try especially to save on  the wheal 
Hour. No one ha* a patriotic right to 
ask fo r  more than a 24) pound suck 
of Hour, with which an rqual amount 
o f  substitutes must be purchased.

They 
were alined at an American battery.

•■It's nothing," said the captain, a 
slaluart, handsome tuan, who only a 
fee years ago was a renowned football 
plaver In a Michigan university.

Vlsw of ths Port of Vladivostok.

P
URT.IO attention ha* been 
drawn to Vladivostok, UtiKNln'a 
great Pacific ocean port, by 
the possibility that .lapnn 

might Intervene to save the immense 
Htore* sent there by the allies to help 
Ihe Russian* In their Hght against 
Nornmny. Vladivostok or "Queen of 
the IOast," as tho name signifies, Is 
l lie eastern terminus of the great 
Trans-Siberian railway, Marlon H. 
Dampmnn writes in the Pittsburgh 
Gazette-Time*. The corresponding 
western garrison city la colled Vlndl- 
kaukas or “Queen of Ihe <’»iuca*UK." 
Al /me end of tho long main avenue 
of Vladivostok stands an imposing 
statue of Admiral Nevelskol, who laid 
Hu* foundation of HushIh'h occupancy 
of Pacific ports; oti the statue nre In­
scribed The famous word* of Czar 
.Nicholas I, "Where the Russian Hag 
has been hoisted It must never lie 
lowered." At (he other end of the 
avenue, where the railroad erosse* the 
boulevard toward Kurope, is h posl 
on which i* engraved In gigantic let­
ters the simple statement: “Vladivos­
tok to St. Petersburg, 0,022 Versts."

The mean annual temperature of 
Vladivostok 1* about 40 degree* Fah­
renheit, although it lie* In the same 
latitude as Marseilles, France, and 
Buffalo, N. V. It* hay I* Ice hound 
from the middle of Pcreinhcr to the 
beginning of March; hut sou communi­
cation 1* rendered po**lhlc by Ice 
breaker*. Its elevation above (he sea 
j* considerable and there are no har­
rier* to the north to protect It from 
the piercing wind*; while the Japan­
ese archipelago interpose* so a* to 
prevent uny advantage being derived 
from the warm waters of the Black 
current, the Outf stream of the Pa­
cific.

Splendidly situated ut tlm head of 
a peninsula about twelve mile* long, 
separating two deep buys, whoso 
shores, however,are completely sterile, 
Vladivostok fnce* the western and 
more Important of the two bays In u 
harbor called the Golden Horn, The 
shallowest part of the harbor I* 12 
fathom* In depth and i* no extensive 
that (10 steamers of 6,000 ton* each 
could ride there, leaving broad chan­
nel* for nmncuvorlnK for a navy. 
There ure do artific ia l breakwater*, 
u* nature provided such in u massive 
island directly athwart tho entrance to 
the bay which net* us u fo rtran  not 
only toward the ungry sea hut toward 
Invudlng fleet*, on  Mils Island the 
Miinchusiu silks or spotted doer ure 
preserved. The Vladivostok harbor 1* 
considered vastly superior to thut of 
Port Arthur, which Is IWO miles far­
ther soulh, except In climatic condi­
tion*.

Mors Msn Than Womsn,

Tho town wa* founded In INtJO und 
has a shifting population, vuriognly es­
timated from 7.1,000 to 120,000, which 
includes many soldiers, (Chinese, Jap ­
anese und Kortun*. The houses are 
stone and several stories In height, 
presenting quite nn ImpoHlng appear- 
Hiice in comparison with the small 
wooden-housed towns of Interior HI- 
bcrls. It* street* nre lively hut vast­
ly different from Vnncouver, Tacoma 
nnd Heuftlo, on the American Hide of 
the Pacific. Plglulled (IIiIiicno In blue, 
Koreans In white uml Japanese In 
varicolored costume* are mixed with 
Mobliei'M. sailors ami Kuropcun* In 
civilian garb. There are many more 
men limn women; for most nf Hu* In- 
Imhllnut* are there to miiimnh fortune* 
and expect to return to tlndr home* 
Mid families when they have done no. 
Living, loo, costs very high, which I* 
another reason for not making it a 
permanent abode.

Heel) from tile sea the town rise* in 
forraeos, Tim houses glitter In Hm 
sun und give mi invitation to land.

No risk of seizure be­
ing foreseen, great speculative possi- 
bdfffes being open fo traders, ant! (lie 
port offering the best mean* of send­
ing provision* and muni lions to Run- 
sin, enmhlned to produce nn extraor­
dinary state of affair* In that far- 
uwuy chy. There I* n perfeel glut of 
eonl, kerosene, eotton, flour and muni­
tions of all kind* waiting for further 
transportation and w*ith no protection.

Kumpenn express train* could trav­
erse the long distance between Petro- 
grad and Vladivostok In lens lh*n n 
week; hut It I* not possible to run 
train* over, the Siberian railway at 
such high speed*, a* the road is con- 
strucicfl lightly, so the Journey re­
quires nine days, and previous to the 
war wa* donn twice weekly by express 
trains. The fare wn* more than $27.1, 
Ihe dlfllfiiltlep varying from sheets 
nnd soap to pistols amt mosquito veils.

The plan to construct this great 
Russian railway was started a* early 
as 1871, hut it. wn* not begun until 
1801. The Vladivostok station was 
opened hy the recent rznr In 1807. It 
Is an excellent building, hut Im* been 
used so much for the coming nnd go­
ing of troop* that it* dirt and dilapida­
tion make the weary traveler feel n* 
though he lmd stepped Into an aban­
doned emigration camp. Very light 
mils are used on the track* of tho 
Trans-HIberltm road, hut Russian en­
gineer* believe In very heavy ties; 
timber may he had for the asking, so 
half deeply embedded In ballHHt, to 
give the tracks the si l ength American* 
provide with heavier rail*.

It Is a Free Port.

POTATO DISHES.

We tire aski'd to tam m se the use 
of potatoes hceuuse of u good supply 

lit present lu muny sec­
tions. This will save 
grain and as potatoes 
are rteh In starch 
nmy help in the saving 
of broud.

Panned Potatoes—<*ut
cold bniM  potatoes in 
quarter inch . slices, 
dredge lightly with flour 
and fry In a little hot 
fat. When light hrown, 

heap on the side of the (mu, let stand 
a few minutes, then turn oat us an 
omelet. Sprinkle with Milt utid
serve ut once.

Potato pnneukes are a great dell* 
ettey and may he used occasionally
for ft sapper dish although rather 
hearty for the young people,

Muxhed potatoes with a little cod­
fish may be made Lulu cukes and 
browned uu both hides.

Scalloped Potatoes.—WiikIi and pare 
the potatoes, cut in Mice* and let them 
stand a hulf hour In cold wnter. 
Drain, then put u layer of the pota­
toes In a buttered baking dish, sprin­
kle with salt and pepper, dredge with 
Hour and dot with hits of oleo or 
any butter substitute, adding a little 
grated cheese or a few siloed Imrd- 
eooked eggs to make u more nour­
ishing dish. Repeat until the dish Ih 
full, then cover with hot milk and 
bake In u moderate oven one and a 
fourth hours.

Potato Salad.—Ml* eold boiled pota­
to, a little chopped onion, a cucum­
ber and a little .■.■Sfv or some chopped 
green pepper; one or nil of these will 
make a good salmi, Garnish with 
hard-cooked egg ami make a boiled 
dressing, using the vinegar lefl from 
any sweet plekied cnruiiibew. The 
splee ami flavor make a dressing es­
pecially good. For variety, eold beets, 
chopped parsley, cooked m rrots or 
fresh carrot lltteiy ground, or In fact 
any wgotuhlo. may ho added to the 
potato without hurting Its pnhttahlJ- 
Ify.

J/Oj'iover pefts and beans with a 
slice of tomato for a garnish may he 
used la combination with potato. A 
hut potato salad Is especially well 
(iked. Here one may use any fat, 
olive or corn oil and hear the spiced 
vinegar to pour over the potatoes.

As u tuition we eat iunl waste SO per 
cent more protein limn we require to 
maintain health. We id no eat and 
wiiNtc .40 per cent more fill than la 
jteceasary.

GOOD EAT8 TO SAVE MEATS.

The variety of beaus which are now 
grown, each having a ilavor of Its 

own, making a va­
riety, so tlmt “to 
not know beans” 
thes^ days is a 
well deserved op­
probrium. The soy 
beau U rich in fat 
ami much richer In 
protein than other 
henna. They have 

been milk and butter to the Oriental 
people and we ure Just beginning to 
know their value. There aru also the 
lima, JHdney and navy beans, as well 
hh a dozen varieties of various colors 
and names that we may grow la our 
gurdons this summer.

Block Soy Bean Soup.—Take u cup­
ful i'f cooked hiack soy beaus, four 
cupful* of water, one-half an onion, a 
stalk of celery, a teuspooiiful of suit, 
n huK-tcnxpoonfiil of pepper, ouc-ctglith 
of a teaspoimful of mustard and a m- 
blospooriful of fat. Cook (he onion in 
tbs f a t ; add the bean*, water and *c». 
so/dngx. Simmer one hour. Serve hot. 
Hoy hentiN are often hard to cook ten­
der. They should he well snaked and 
cooked lu the same water, as much of 
(he nutriment of any vegetable Is wast­
ed by throwing away (be water In 
which II was cooked.

Lima Bean* an Casssrole,—Nuuk one 
cupful of limn beans, enok until soft, 
lio n drain. Drown one onion, minced 
In a quarter of a pound of salt pork 
Cut in cubes, Add the beans and two- 
thirds of a cupful of the bean liquor, 
place In a greased baking dl«b and 
hale  until brown.

Bean Roast,—Take a cupful of 
Mewed bean* and a cupful of peanuts, 
pul them through a meat chopper, add 
a half-cupful of bread crumbs, a lea* 
spoonful of salt, a dash of pepper and 
a half-cupful of m ilk; shape into a loaf 
and bake ,'MJ mlnuics, Serve hot with 
\oiimlo sauce.

Peanut Buttsr Soup,—Take a enprul 
of p'oinm bmter, three eupfuls of milk, 
two tenspoonfulx of salt, a dash of 
pepoer. a inWespnonful of Hour mixed 
wl’li the pciinni butler; cook all to­
gether ami whip well with an egg beat­
er. <Vlcry water or minced onion may 
be added for flavor.

\n likely to contend that In communi­
ties the bizo of NVgaunee an occasion­
al patriotic testimonial is out well 
worth while, not alone for the assur­
ance it gives the departing conting­
ent* of townsmen's appreciation of 
their loyalty, but for tho stimulus 
given those, who must of necessity re- 
muln at dome, to buckle into the more 
prosaic hot very needful tasks wnich 
full to th'-ir lot.

Tnc biggest and best parade Ncgnu- 
nco has vet pinged for army recruits 
came at the end of a busy day for the 
selective^ scheduled for departure, 
.vtiimlny morning the young men 
were lukim to  district draft headquar­
ter* at Marquette, decorated uuioiro- 
lilies being provided for the journey 
and the Negauncu S ta r Hand accom­
panying the party.

“ 18(51,” “ 1898”  and “ 1918,” marked 
a division of the parade in which in­
terest naturally centered. Following 
the “ 1801” banner were four veterans 
of the Civil W ar—Messrs. Deter Tru- 
deli, Sr., who acted as color-bearer; 
E. C. Anthony, Jam es MacNell and 
Thomas Bashaw. Supporting tbo 
“ 1808” banner were live Spanish- 
American W ar veterans—Joseph N. 
Ikkeia. Dr. B. J. Miller, John Hag­
gerty, Chester Hettison and Albert 
Yorkey, Tbo “ 1918” banner was 
borne by the men wbo were respond­
ing to the Selective Army call.

Tbe Negaunee branch of tho Red 
Cross had a place of honor in tho 
parade, and any misgivings tbe ladies 
may have had as to tbe propriety of 
their acceptance of tbe invitation to 
march in work-room regal la must have 
been- dispelled by tbe ovation they 
received.

title chosen by Wtu. L. Contiur, super­
intendent of the Republic Schools, for 
the descriptlvo report which he pre- 
►enteri last Wednesday evening mcou 
nection with the aotiuui exhibit of 
►ehool work. Many putrons of the 
school hud accepted the teachers ana 
pupils* iuvittttioo to be preauul, and 
they were well repaid by their inspec­
tion of the samples of penmanship, 
drawing, geography, domestic uud 
manual arts, also finding especial in ­
terest as well as pride in the superin­
tendent’s report on measurement of 
progress of classes in reading, arith ­
metic, grammar and spelling, all illus­
trated with lantern slides.

Mr. Connor explained that hud a 
superintendent or teacher been asked 
some ten or fifteen years ago to 
render such an account of trust be 
could not have done so, for the simple 
reason that no standards of value and 
no intelligent records of the experience 
of other teachers or superintendents 
were to be had. To-day, however, 
definite standards of achievement are 
available for many of the older sub­
jects and some of the newer ones; and 
these standards had been applied io 
the work of the Republic schools during 
the past couple of years. The methods 
of determining standards was very 
fully explained, and by way of illus­
tration it was shown that in accuracy 
in four fundamental operations the 
Republic Schools were below average 
in January , 1917. Ooe year later they 
were somewhat above average; the 
growth in accuracy being particularly 
illustrated by a detailed record of the 
work of the seventh grade. Some 
gam was also shown in accuracy in 
reasoning in arithmetic during the 
period from Novembor, 191(5, to No­
vember, 1917. Spelling classes have 
gained until almost all work is now 
done a t standard.

Negau The Agent has helped In siandard 
nee, Michigan, Izlng the various grains suitable toxmr

County’s climatic conditions. Much 
more wheat will be grown this year 
than ever before, liuve helped sell 
several hundred bushels of seed pota­
toes out of the County. A carload of 
Fordson tractors was ordered through 
the Stale War Breparedaess Board aud 
some lime has been given to their dis­
tribution and in assisting in getting 
them started. Spent two days with 
an expert from tho Fordson factory.

During the lust ten days we have 
succeeded in placing five pure bred 
t>ulls. One is expected to arrive to­
day ut NVinthrop from Dr. Snyder, 
Bresident Emeritus of M. A. 0. who 
has a  famous herd. We have also as­
sisted in selling one hull to parties, hi 
Delta County from a section In our 
County where his services had been 
used two years.

Hchool Commissioner Anderson. Miss 
Routing and Mr. F. F. Musselman, our 
County Club Leader have been busy 
organizing the boys und girls into 
garden and potuto dubs. We will huve 
at least 25 clubs when the organiza­
tions are completed.

The Agent has shown several farm­
ers how to prune their orchards, has 
distributed three dozen peach trees 
of the Marquette variety to various 
persons In different sections to see 
if we cun get It to grow nnd be us pro­
ductive as the original tree.

At the present time we are assist­
ing In dosing up some Handicraft 
Clubs ami in organizing garden and 
potato dubs so as to have the or­
ganizations completed before plunting 
season begins.

ALSACE-LORRAINE
LOOTED BY HUNS

Spoliation of Two Provinces by 
Beast of Berlin's Barbarians 

Continues.

ART TREASURES TAKEN AWAY
Object* of Prfcelet* Historic and Ar-

tittle Worth Carried Off to 8upply 
the Demand of the New

Rich.

With tin* French Annie*.--Ger- 
hmn.v'* latest spoliation of Alsace-Lor­
raine consists of the currying away 
from (lit* hit tor of all the ol<l antiqui­
ties it ml objects of art In which tlie 
two provinces for centuries have been 
unusually rich.

The exodus of all these objects, 
many of priceless historic ami artistic 
worth, across (he borders of the two 
provinces nmJ over Into the bJg Oer- 
man cities would appear to consti­
tute Gorman's limit effort to squeeze 
nut of Alsace and Lorraine iht* last 
IhJng o f value while she .still has It 
within her power to do so.

I Miring the seventeenth eentury AT- 
►nee mill l.orralno hecnine very much 
n com or for various fines o f  a rt and 
* specially for the making of the vari­
ous styles of furniture which hnvo 
since won for themselves fixed places 
In the history and development of 
nrtislle furnishings. Because Alsace 
and Lorraine were the centers of the 
various tmiles, art crafts and manu­
facturers that were employed Iri the 
prodtietlon of these historic styles of 
furniture, thousands of the best 
pieces remained in the two provinces 
where they heeatne heirlooms In the 
native families.

Treasures Forced on Market
It is largely tills class of arl ob­

ject* that (he G'ertaanH are now 
searching out and carrying ofT to Mer­
lin. Munich nml other Gorman cen­
ter*. Owing to tin- fact (hut the Ger- 
maii authorities lire now forcing the 
liquidation mid sale of all homes and 
oilier properties owned by French 
citizens and often of Alsatians guilty 
••til.v of French sympathies, thousands 
of these old pieces of furniture arc 
being thrown onto tIn* market in a 
tnanner that enables the German anti­
quarians (o buy them at nominal fig­
ures. in other instances, the anti­
quarians search mil ftinillles that have 
been Impoverished by the war and 
force them to part far a little ready 
money with objects of the greatest 
nrtislle value.

This exploitation of the two prov­
inces by German antiquity dealers ap­
pears to have reached such a propor­
tion (hat even the Gorman press, 
notably (he Kleine Press of Frankfort 
have printed articles pointing out the 
iniquitous pructlcc. The llagennuer 
Zoltung also details the scandal In the 
following manner:

“'riie lovers of the art objects and 
antiquities of Alsace are becoming 
alarmed over the fate of all the beau­
tiful and preclouk art treasures that 
are now' actually leaving (he country. 
From nil parts of the (ierintm empire 
nntlqunrlnna are now arriving and 
gaining possession of hidden treas­
ures from the very bottom of the two 
frontier provlnecs for the purpose of 
reselling them at fabulous prices to 
their clients at Ilerlln, Munich and 
elsewhere.

"The hour is propitious for such 
purchase's. Numerous auction sales 
nml foreclosures offer favorable occa­
sions for tin* lieqiilslllnn of objects of 
real style. Many stnnl] middle-class 
families of the villages have need of 
money, and without ton much Insist­
ence will give up a bureau of the 
Louis XVI style which has come down 
to them from a ginudmothcr and 
with what Ihey receive they can pro­
cure mlier articles more Imlispens* 
abb*.

"In the seventeenth century the art 
crafts were very nourishing In Al­
sace, The house furnishing which one 
encountered even In the smallest, 
most faraway villages were elegant

and solid. The styles which hear the 
names of the kings of France, and 
which. In the villages, were of fine 
and delicate workmanship, acquired 
In the country districts a churncter 
entirely original, rustic. It Is these 
that the antiquarians are now* after.

“Ah a consequence while attending 
auction sales they find time also to 
seek out the little Atsullan homes and 
find little difficulty by paying the 
country people In actual currency in 
nc(|tijrlng the old family docks, of 
which the majority no longer run, and 
the dm irs with their magnificent 
hacks worn by age.

"The demand for objects of this 
sort has increased Immensely during 
the year tliut has Just finished. The 
real buyers of them are to he found 
In the large cities. For the most part 
they are the ‘new rich' who have 
made their fortunes from the war and 
who from one day to the other find 
themselves transported from the coun­
ter to the top of German society and 
seek by all means to surround them­
selves with objects of ancient art.”

CLOSE LARGE STORE 
TO FIGHT FOR COUNTRY

Chlcngo. — When the lights 
were put out the other night In 
the four-story department store 
of Moeller Brothers, here, the 
curtain went down on the first 
urt of a stirring drama of pa­
triotism.

The Moeller brothers, John P. 
and Karl C. hnve offered up the 
mllliou-dollar business as a sac­
rifice on the a lta r of loyalty to 
the nation In which their father 
and grandfather, both German- 
horn, made their fortunes. Stock 
and buildings have been sold * 
and (he brothers now are await­
ing dally the call to report for 
service In Unde Sam’s army.

For 40 years the Moellers, 
grainlfuthcr. father ami sons, 
have been building up the busi­
ness, until hist year Its transac­
tions totaled more than $1,000,- 
000. Three and a half years ago 
the fattier died and the sons 
took up the business, which at 
the time of its liquidation had 
over ISO employees.

GUNFIRE IS MADE
SURE BY PHOTOS

Transferred to Maps They Bring 
French Artillery to High 

Efficiency.

PROCESS IS NEW INVENTION

Every Enemy Object Accurately Re­
corded After Airmen's Scoutinfl of 

Flights—Maps Brought to 
Date Dally.

French Front.— Accuracy and effi­
ciency have been made possible for the 
French artillery by ihe Invenllon of 
an instrument that enables Trench 
nmpmakei'K to locate almost exactly 
an object wilhlu the enemy lines which 
has been photographed from nn air­
plane. In transferring to « »‘«1» Hie 
photographed object, sudi as an enemy 
battery or munition dump, the margin 
of error Is limited to less thuii five 
yn rds.

This permits the French artillery to 
pour its shells with almost certain aim 
onto German gun emplacements, 
trench positions, cross-roads, canton­
ments, railroad Hues, aviation camps 
and other enemy organizations. It Is 
unnecessary for the gunuer to huve 
even u distant view of the object he is 
firing at.

Invention Make* Transfer Ea»y.
To take u photograph of the enemy 

lines from a French alrplune is an 
easy matter, but to transfer the ob­
jects photographed to their exact lo­
cation on a map was for a time ex- 
treindy dlillcult. This was due to the 
varying freights and angles from which 
the airplane observers made their 
photographs. By the Invention of one 
of the officers attaehed to the geo­
graphical section, this difficulty has 
been almost eliminated.

Not only Ihe aerial observation serv­
ice but other methods of spotting Ger­
man positions—more especially can­
non nml machine-gun emplacements— 
ure Utilized IIS aids to the work of the 
military map-maker. The Hushes of 
guns as ihey are fired from the <*Vr- 
mini side form one valuable ndjunet 
to his work, bill the most important of 
all Is the calculation of the speed of 
the sound of the firing charge of (he 
German shells. This has been brought 
lo u basis of such perfection that the 
guns .an  now be located with almost 
absolute accuracy. In fact, In recent 
operation* It 1ms proved (hut the sys­
tem of observation by sound lias given 
successful results in over HO per cent
of Instances.

In every army tliere Is a britudi of 
the geographical section and each Is

furnished with a complete lithographic 
and zfnogrnphlc prluflng plant and 
skilled workers, photographers mid 
niathenmtiduns. In a very few hours 
after the receipt of the day’s opera­
tions from all the various sources, 
dozens of copies of Die corrected maps 
are ready for Issue to all the staffs 
of corps, divisions and brigades com­
prised within the army concerned.

Nothing Is omitted froyi the maps— 
every church, house, chimney, mill, 
bridge, road, railroad, group of trees 
Is marked, as well as every turn and 
twist of uu enemy trench or system of 
barbed wire entanglements; every 
stream, ditch, bridge, ford, every path 
used by supply parties, every point of 
resistance, organized shell crater, look­
out post Is shown on the maps. Maps 
on a very large scale are given when 
an attack Is about to be carried out. 
so (hat each officer and man partici­
pating may know exactly what Is In 
front of him and what he may expect 
to encounter during his advance.

“There Is In the blood 
of the Americun, Frenchman and Eng­
lishman a salt which Inclines our peo­
ple to individual liberty und to those 
democratic forms of government 
which alone permit of enough philoso­
phic humor und self-crltldsm to keep 
patriotism sober. The inspiration of 
an ideal thut fur transcends the Idea 
of glory to our individual countries 

has made this the most terrible of all wars yet waged. The Germans will lose 
chiefly through their disability to criticize themselves.

MARRIED INTO ROYALTY

With the announcement not long 
ago that Mrs. Wllllntn Bateman Leeds, 
of New York and Newport, had been 
married in Switzerland to Prince 
Christopher of Greece, the most ad­
vanced step was taken in the Ameri­
canization of European royalty. Her 
marriage into a royal family placed 
her in a  position never before occupied 
by un Americun woman. Her bus- 
hand, who Is thirty years old und 
eleven years h«*r Junior, Is a grandson 
of the late King (,'lirlstlun IX of Den­
mark, son of tho assassinated King 
George of Greeee, brother of the de­
posed King Constantine of that coun­
try, and uncle of the present King 
Alexander.

Born Miss Nancy Stewart, of Cleve­
land, Ohio, this American wonum thus 
enters the circle of the royal families 
of Prussia, Great Britain and Norway, 
and of the Romanoffs, who oticc ruled 
Russia. She becomes a cousin by mar­
riage of King George of Englund uud of Queen Victoria of Spain. She may 
mil the Queen Dowuger of England and the one-time Dowager Tsarltsa 
Russia aunts and the Emperor of Germany and the deposed Czar of Itu ss^  
cousins. She becomes connected also with another American, one of the few 
who have been married Into reigning royal families.

Aside from the actual persona) experience he obtained during the Kpunlsh 
war, he was tullllury uttncho with the Japnuese urmy during the wur In 1004.

N. Y u reported recently a t the British 
and Canadian recruiting mission lu 
New York while on his way bock to 
France. The corporal 1ms served Hour­
ly three years In the trenches with tho 
East Lancashire regiment und tho 
Royal Welsh Fusiliers, and fought at 
tho Marne, Neuve Clmpelle, Loos and 
the Homme. lie has been mixed up In 
four hund-to-hnml bayonet encounters 
with (lie enemy and got Ills mail eaeh 
time. In his first fight of this kind, 
however, at Mnmetz, his antagonist 
gave him a severe bayonet wound in 
(lie thigh before Nueemnblug to IrlHh 
valor.

The corporal was gussed at Loos, 
and h im buried by I bo explosion of a 
big shell which killed five men and 
wounded three others near him. In 
odriiUon' to his bayonet thrust, he was 
(truck by shrapnel and his chin still 
plainly shows the murk of the wound.
It may Interest 200,000 Britishers and Cauudlans who ure being urged to vol­
unteer la the United States—before they are drufted—to learn that Peter 
volunteered on August 8, 1014, und was so anxious to get to the front that bs 
paid his own fare to England. Furthermore, having already done quite u bit 
of “his bit," the corporal has gone buck to do u bit more.

So Skoy wus turned loose among a lot of 
chows and has grown up exactly like a dog. Not only 1ms he become a great 
pet, but he has copied all the 1'amlUur dog tricks. He demands as much pet­
ting and affection as any of the dogs on the place, and up to date there is not 
a single black mark against his character or conduct.
