From time to time rumors have been 
circulated about certain soldiers being 
killed or wounded. Pay no attention 
to them. Everybody should be very 
cureful not to peddle anything that 
they have no means of knowing is the 
truth.

Dedicated Service Flag

The Service Flag which has been 
provided for the Swedish Lutheran 
Church waH dedicated last Sunday 
evening, together with a new Ameri­
can tlag, and the exercises were a t­
tended by as many people as the church 
could comfortably accommodate, ail 
joining In the patriotic tribute to the 
young men who have gone forth to 
battle for a righteous cause.

The exercises were mainly in Eng­
lish, though the sermon by ltev. C. E. 
Lundgren, pastor of the Marquette 
church, and the formality of dedica­
tion by Student It. Olson, were in 
Swedish. The names of the young 
men who appear on the church's Hon­
or Holt, as well as the fifteen who are 
designated by stars on the Service 
Flag, were read by Robert Kronberg.

Dr. C. J. Larson, who has been com­
missioned a captain and will shortly 
enter the medical branch of army serv­
ice, gave a most interesting sketch of 
the history of the Service Flag, and 
referred briefly to the rules pertaining 
to the display of the American flag 
and the care which should be given 
the emblem.

Idlers and Loafers

Idlers and loafers, and other uon- 
essential citizens in the city of Mar­
quette are to be kept strictly on the 
move hereafter as the result of an or­
dinance passed by he city commis­
sioners. The ordinance provides that 
any persons between the ages of 18 and 
(10, who are habitually or frequently 
Idling away their time while on any 
public street or park, or in any build­
ing, are to go to work or pay a fine of 
not less than $23 nor more than $100, 
or be imprisonedln tbe city jail for 
a term of not to exceed ninety days.

John T. Downing, a pioneer furnace 
founder in the Lake Superior district 
and a long-time resident of Negaunee 
who has latterly made his home in 
Marquette, lost his way on tho out­
skirts of tbe latter city Tuesday after­
noon and nearly perished from the 
exposure he experienced between that 
time and Wednesday morning, when 
he was found in a swamp. Mr. Down­
ing, who is 88 years of age, has been 
living with his daughter, Mrs. Thomas 
Hooper, in Marquette and it was bis 
custom to carry a dinner pail to tbe 
Lake Shore engine works for a mem­
ber of the Hooper household who is 
employed there. On his return jour­
ney last Tuesday he must huvu taken 
a little side trip Into tho woods, lost 
his bearings and wound up in a dense 
swamp. There he was found, lying 
prone In a stupor, by a member of the 
lighthouse crew who was searching the 
swamp. Though he had HufTered se­
verely from the exposure, it is not be­
lieved that there will be any perma­
nent ill effects.

Seek Healy Heir

Mr. Pomeroy, of tho law firm of 
Pomeroy & Martin, Chicago, spent a 
day in Negaunee during tho past week, 
endeavoring to get some information 
regarding John Healy, a younger 
brother of William P. Healy. The 
latter was one of tho Upper Peninsu­
la 's most widely-known attorneys 
during pioneer days und he died last 
April in Chicago, where ho had spent 
the last quarter of a century of his 
life. Deceased first began the practice 
of his profession in Negaunee in the 
late 110'h or uarly 70’s, was village 
president for one or more terms and 
had also served as village and city 
attorney. Toward the close of tho 
70’s he removed to Marquette and for 
u number of years was counsel for the 
M., II. & O. railroad as well us for 
some of the leading mining and com­
mercial interests of the county, lie 
left a considerable estate, and one of 
ihe bequests was a provisional one of 
$15,000 to his brother, John, of whom 
the family hud not heard for many 
years.

William P. Healy was a native of 
Detroit, and so lur a» Is recalled, his 
brother John never resided In the 
Upper Peninsula. As tho story runs 
the latter was an udvonturous spirit, 
arid left Detroit in bin youth. He 
fulled to keep In communication with 
his fumily and nothing concerning 
him or Ills whereabouts had been 
heard fur many long years prior lo 
William P. liouly’s death. In be­
queathing lift estate, William l'. 
Ifeul.v set indde the above mentioned 
hiitit for the absentee brother, with in­
structions that uttorneys malo- every 
effort to locale the heir. If at the end 
of two .years John Healy bus not been 
found, the money reverts to the estate.

During his stay iu Negaunee Mr. 
Pomeroy consulted with K. C. Anthony 
und the few others of the little band 
of pioneer citizens who are still with 
tin, Imt they wero not able to give the 
inquirer unv material assistance, for 
a* previously slated, It Is not believed 
that John Healy ever made hi?-home 
in this section.

Among William P. Healy’s bequests 
were seven of STnoti each to certain 
Chicago charitable Institutions. Still 
auother wus that of $15,(MX) to Fred 
Jacobson, a nephew, whose youth was 
apent in Negaunee and who is now en­
gaged In fanning in K*''naan. Fred 
Jacobson is a non of tho late Mr. und 
Mr-. Julius Jacobson, and the latter 
was a sister of VY.Ilium P. Healy.
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Double Drowning

Neis Johnson and his 11-year-old 
daughter, Lorena, former residents of 
Negaunee who had made their homo 
in Gwiun for the past ten or eleven 
years, wero drowned iu the east brunch 
of the Escamiba river, about four 
miles northeast of Gwlnn, last Mon­
day afternoon. The bodies were re­
covered Inter In the day and wero 
brought lo Negaunee Wednesday, be­
ing taken to the home of Mr. aud 
Mrs. Peter Rasmussen, East Maiu 
street, whence the funeral wus held 
yesterday afternoon.

In the party which left Gwlnn Mon­
day morning for a day’s outing at 
Winter’s homestead were Nels John­
son und his daughter, and their broth­
er and uncle, Andrew P. Johnson, of 
Negaunee, who was spending a few 
days with his Gwlnn relatives. While 
sealed on a reck overlooking a deep 
pool in the river, Lorena slipped into 
the water. Her father, who was close 
at hand, rushed to her aid, but like­
wise slipped from the rack. Andrew 
P, Johimon was some little distance 
down stream, hut heard the cries for 
a-sisluuce and hustened to the scene. 
He leajwd Into the river lint was un­
able lo gut to the victims la-fore they 
went down for the last time. Owing 
lo the depth and the current, it was 
with dilllculty llml Andrew P. Johnson 
regained the bank himself, am) he 
hustened to Gwlnn, where he secured 
the assistance of Deputy Sheri If .Johu 
lA-hmun and a number of citizens. 
The first efforts to locale the bodies 
wetv unavailing, liut after a boat and 
grappling hooks had been secured the 
two bodies wore quickly recovered.

Nels Johnson ami family have made 
their home in Gwinn ever sine- tho 
town was founded, arid Mr. Johnson 
had been janitor of the Gwinn school 
practically the whole of that time, lie 
is survived by a widow and several 
children. Two sons, Charles and 
Ralph, have been with the army in 
France, but word was received recent­
ly that one hud btep placed on the In­
valid list for return to this country. 
Andrew P. Johnson, who is janitor at 
the Park street school in in isrlty , 
suffered considerably from his exer­
tions, as well as from tin* *h< ck of tho 
double fatality.

Tho Yumurl river—a..d i: *1 be

noted that Cuba boasts of two Yumurl 
rivers, the other one being found near 
Matanzas in the center of the island— 
has a width of about two hundred 
yards a t the mouth with, in all seasons 
excepting the rainy season, a depth of 
not over three feet This lack of depth 
Is due to sand bunks which form in the 
mouth of the river, thanks to the heavy 
swell which deposits large quantities 
of corailne sand. Some short distance 
from the mouth enu be found a large 
ferry which carries the traveler and 
his horse to the other shore. There be* 
ing no carriage roads between Baracoa 
and Maisl, there is of course no neces­
sity for n bridge or for a ferry large 
enougii to transport vehicles.

To all who have traveled in the 
West Indies, the mouth of the Yumurl 
river must forever linger in their 
memory as perhaps the most pictur­
esque spot visited. With towering 
banks on either side, the Yumurl 
wends Its peaceful course toward the 
sea, protected as it were by the deep 
canyon It has cut for Itself during un­
told centuries. The very walls of this 
canyon are covered with verdure, with 
here and there a snow-white spot of 
limestone to show the underlying 
foundation and to relieve tho green 
monotony.

On the Plateau.
The ferry once crossed, tho path as­

cends the tableland in a dizzy zigzag 
which a t times puts a great fear Into 
the traveler’s heart, especially so If 
Uls horse should liuppen to he stumble- 
footed. The tableland is fully '.V00 feet 
above the level of the sea and stretches 
from the hanks of the Yumurt east to 
the shores of Cape Maisl. Perhaps 
the first thing that will strike the new­
comer Is the cool nights on tills pla­
teau. When Barucou and the rest of 
the Cuban republic are smothering un­
der the lieut of a tropical sun, this 
tableland is Invariably cool, and the 
nights are such that a blanket not only 
is a comfort but an actual necessity. 
The cold winds coming from the At­
lantic through the Windward passage 
between Culm and Hayti are responsi­
ble for this phenomenon and are also 
responsible for the destructive storms 
which occasionally visit this region.

The entire tableland consists of a 
corailne limestone formation covered 
with the typical red clay resulting 
from the decomposing rock. The land, 
while of course very rocky, is ideally 
suited for tho cultivation of bananas 
and coffee, and the agriculture of these 
parts consists almost solely of these 
two commodities. A limited number of 
horses and cattle are also raised 
throughout this region and the horses 
rank among the liest that cun be found 
in Cuba. At certain times of the year 
the roads and woods are fairly covered 
with the ripe guava fruit, so much so, 
In fact, that the odor of the decompos­
ing fruit becomes offensive. Alligator 
pears also cease to be a luxury In n 
land where every tenth tree in the 
woods bears this fruit and where one 
has to be careful, when the pears are 
In season, not to Klip on the ripe pears 
which are scattered underfoot.

Erom Salmon Grande to the cast, 
the tableland of Maisl is known as I,a 
Grim Tierra de Maya (the great bind 
of Maya), thus named after the Mnyn 
river whieh finds Its source here. It Is 
here that extensive plantations are 
found, where coffee and Imnauas are 
raised, ami it Is here (hut in aboriginal 
times the Indians mast have hud their 
favorable abode.

The Inhabitants of the Grim Tlerin 
de Muyu live In n maimer which can 
only lie compared to (lull of tin' patri­
archs of old. Each tlmn (farm) Is seif* 
supporting, and It Is but seldom that 
the proprietor seeks the busier mart** 
of Baraeoa. Where u lavish nature 
provides palms, which supply not only 
wood for the house but also roof cov­
ering, food and clothing, and calabash 
trees, whbh go far toward filling a 
want for kitchen utensils; whew 
guinea grass grows like weeds and fur­
nishes a never-falling supply of fodder 
for cattle and horses; where fruits are 
found in wild lavtshuess and the small- 
oar cultivated patch will sustain a 
large family and where, lastly, u half 
acre of coffee bushes will keep a 
Cuban supplied with enough pocket 
money to have funds to lose on th"1 
outcoMm of a cock tight—the favorite 
outdoor sport of Cuba In general and 
of this region In particular—it Is n» 
wonder that the InUnhltaQ' of the 
dmn Tierra tie Maya do-s not wan­
der far from his native heath.

(c) Heat to keep the water boiling.
(d) Tight-sealing jars and rubber 

rings (or cans and a soldering outfit).
(e) A yard or so of cheesecloth.

found in every kitchen.

Even sugar Is not essential. Fruits 
and berries can be canned in plain hot 
water, fruit juice or fruit sirups made 
from concentrated fruit Juice.

The Hot-Water Bath.
With a hot-water bath outfit the 

home canner can boll (process) the 
filled Jars or cans so that when finally 
sealed the contents are reasonably cer­
tain to keep.

A false bottom for the processing 
vessel is practically on essential. Its 
purpose is to allow free circulation of 
the boiling water around and under the 
jars and also to prevent the jars from 
resting on the metal bottom right next 
f , the flame. Such u false bottom cun 
readily be made out of pieces of lath 
or wood or by bending a piece of stiff 
wire netting. Still more convenient 
will be a wire basket with small legs

and cause the canned goods to spoil.
The Jars must he absolutely air­

tight—hermetically sealed. The slight­
est leak anywhere in a jar or can at 
the rubber ring or through a crack 
mems (hat the air, carrying with it 
genus, may enter and the product will 
not keep. Bear In mind that the hot 
product in the Jars will shrink u little 
when it begins to cool. This shrink­

seal Is not perfect and there Is the 
slightest opening. Molds, yeasts, and 
bacteria are likely to be carried In by 
the air and the very things the con- 
server tried to kill by heat and keep 
out by sealing are present In the Jars 
and all effort and labor Is lost

Examine Jars or cans carefully. 
Throw aside bent lids, even if the low­
er Up Is dented only slightly. Discard 
jars with faulty screw threads or un­
evenness where the rubber must fit 
Take no chanceB with leaks. Every 
leaky container must be reprocessed 
and sealed absolutely tight before It 
can be expected to keep.

and fitted with handles on either end 
which stick up above tin* hot water. 
This basket mukes an excellent false 
bottom and at the same time enables 
the housewife without trouble to lift 
several Jars in or out of tho lad-water 
bath at one time.

With such equipment, a dean, airy 
kitchen nud utensils, or u tire and dean 
tables in a dimly dean place out of 
doors, the housewife will need only to 
follow directions carefully, work quick­
ly, nud be ever watchful of sanitary 
conditions, to can ami preserve garden 
products successfully. When Hie re­
quired temperature to sterilize (Imll, 
steam) various products is reached, 
they must be held for the length of 
time stated In processing (heating) 
timetables, and the Jars must he seat­
ed air-tight immediately ufter the pro­
cessing.

Some steps in tho procedure may 
seem unnecessary to the amateur, hut 
the operations blanching, boiling or 
steaming of jnrs. attention to rubber 
rings, and final sealing have an impor­
tant funi’ih.n In aiding to kill molds, 
yeasts, ami bacteria and in preventing 
their re-entry Into the food.

Since all successful cunning Is de­
pendent upon sterilization by means of 
hear. It Is most important to apply suf­
ficient heat to make the products ster­
ile. I>o not lot filled jars cool before 
they are sealed. Seal them tight while 
they are still hot from the hath. The 
hotter the product when sealed the 
loss chumv that molds and bacteria 
from the air will enter the Jar, live,

Pressuro cookers, which are light to 
handle und which may be obtained up­
on the market in various sizes, are es­
pecially well adapted to home canning, 
and to tho quick and effectual prepar­
ation of such foods as cereals, beans, 
meats, etc., which ordlaurlly require 
long cooking. They may be used to 
advantage three times a day, tho year 
round, uud the investment of the small 
amount of money required to purchase 
one nf these Is real kitchen economy 
as regurds time, fuel, und work.

COMMUNITY WAR KITCHENS SPREAD

A  N ew  Food Condensation Center W ith  an Audience; Note tho P a rt U nder
the Table.

COMMUNITY WAR 
KITCHENS LIKED

Spring Up Around Country Like 
Mushrooms to Meet Sud­

den Need for Food.

(ID IN CONSERVATION PUNS
Women Meet In Groups to Can and' Dry

and Learn Best Methods of Saving 
—Home Demonstration Agents 

Supervise. *

War emergency kitchens of all sorts 
and descriptions have sprung up over 
the country like mushrooms to meet 
the sudden need for community food 
centers. They are places whore 
definite information and instruction 
may be given to help wonieu in their 
conservation problems, uud where can­
ning, drying and war Cooking may be 
demonstrated and put Into practice.

The canning kitchen Is the most com­
mon of the new community enter­
prises. Within u year it has passed 
tlie experimental stage and lias become 
an established institution. Reports 
from 51 kitchens in widely scattered 
sections of the United States record 
tlie saving of 205.527 quarts of fruits 
and vegetables in 1017.

The kitchens have been organized 
und financed in various ways. Expen­
ses have been taken core of by school 
bourds, boards of trade, business men's 
associations, local committees of the 
council of national defense, lonns from 
hunks or from Individuals, gifts from 
Individuals and membership foes. 
Some of the kitchens ure mainly edu­
cational, and to them the woman 
brings her own materials to run or dry 
under supervision. A few take cure 
of surplus or donated produets only. 
Another type combines both phases of 
the work, canning donated surplus as 
'veil as giving instruction und helping 
individuals. The most complete type, 
however, Is the all-thc-yeur kitchen— 
a real community center—which com­
bines with the other feutures the sale 
of cooked foods and an exchange for 
the sale of home-made products.

Work in Grange Kitchen.
A Orange kitchen housed one can­

ning center In u small New* York vil­
lage Inst summer. The equipment, 
which cost less than $100, Included a 
drier, a sterilizer, an oil stove, a tin 
charcoal sieve and rapping and tip­
ping irons. Tlie whole community co­
operated in umking the center a suc­
cess—a local firm allowed wholesale 
prices on tin runs, grocers donated sur­
plus perishable products uud the vil­
lage children gathered much of the pro- 
dure. During the rush season, pens 
and beans were sent to elderly women 
who could not leuve inane. They pre­
pared the vegetables for canning and 
were glint to he able to give their serv­
ices in this way.

City community canneries have ban­
died large quantities of products from 
markets nad school gardens. In Salt 
Luke City the cannery was placed in 
the market house. Tills made It possi­
ble for women to buy their fruit and 
vegetables iu the market and cun 
them at the center while still perfectly 
fresh.

A municipal kitchen was established 
in New Orleans, La., last August, 
whore groups of housekeepers, baker*, 
hotel men and grocerymeti made ex­
periments in substitute breads and dis­
cussed methods of food conservation. 
From this idea war kitchens have been 
equipped in 7S of the southern cities, 
and Yeomen of small towns and county 
scuts rendipg °f the work being carried 
ou in these centers are equipping kitch­
ens in court houses, school houses uud 
v irions public buildings. In Arkansas 
and Mississippi home-demons! rutioQ 
kitcheus are at work iu more than half 
Uie counties la each state.

While drying wns something of aa 
experiment last year, several commu­
nity drying plants were established und 
this summer finds this branch enlurged. 
Many of the canning kitchens which 
had no drying facilities before have 
installed driers, and It Is expected that 
the returns in dried products will show 
a large increase over those of last sum­
mer.

Home-demonstration ngents and 
leaders in boys’ und girls' club work 
of tin* United States department of 
agriculture and the state agricultural 
colleges have been active In the work 
of these kitchens, In many cases super­
vising the enterprises and taking 
charge of the demonstrations.

Appeal to Foreign-Born. '
Severn! kitchens for cooked food 

were startl'd in cities Inst winter by 
urban home-demonstration agents. 
Most of them are located In tlie poorer 
sections, where they reach a largo num­
ber of foreign-born people. Soup ami 
simple-cooked foods are supplied at a 
nominal charge, to be eaten in tho 
kitchen or carried home. Recipes of 
the dishes are distributed at the same 
time. Agents find this an unusually 
effective way of demonstrating to for­
eign-born residents. Milk stations are 
run in connection with Home of (ho 
kitchens, and bottled milk Is sold at 
cost.

With a more complete mobilization 
of women for food production and food 
preservation the demands for commu­
nity kitchens have Increased propor­
tionately und new centers are being 
established continually, many under 
tlm expert direction of home-demon­
stration agents. In addition to tho 
actual saving of food, the kitchens 
keep the conservation movement con­
stantly before tin* public In a con­
structive way und relievo pressure of 
home work at a busy season. They 
provide trained supervision in the pur­
chasing und preparation of food and 
demonstrate tin* newest methods and 
tho advantages of efficient equipment. 
And best of all, they promote socia­
bility, democracy and good fellowship 
and add new impetus to the co-opera­
tive life of the community.

ONE COMMUNITY CANNERY • '  
SAVES 47,000 QUARTS.

After ail home containers hud 
been filled and tons of fresh 
foods hud been trucked away to 
near-by towns, the community 
cannery in Gooding county, 
Malm, saved 47,000 quarts of 
fruits and vegetables last sum­
mer. Only that part of the prod­
ucts which would have been 
wasted was taken to the can­
nery. This consisted of lfi.non 
quarts of Liberia pearlies. 10,000 
quarts of tomatoes, 0.000 quarts 
of apples, 5,000 quarts of corn, 
2,000 quarts of string beans, 1,- 
0O0 quarts of talde beets, 1,000 

quarts of plums, 1,000 quarts of 
uprleots, 500 quarts of peas, 100 
quarts of cherries, 100 quarts of 
pumpkins. Five thousand quarts 
of fresh beef, mutton, pork atid 
chicken were also canned.

Apple Butter With Grape Juice.
If u grape llavor is desired in apple 

butter it may be obtained by (lie use 
of grape juice. To each gallon of peel­
ed and sliced apples, cooked into suueo 
und strained, one pim of grape juice, 
one cupful of brown sugar, und one- 
quurter of a tenspooufu! of salt should 
be nddml. These should cook slowly 
und be stirred often for two hours or 
until of tlie desired thickness, thou stir 
in one leaspnonful of cinnamon and 
pack hot in hot containers and sterilize 
as directed for other apple halter.

Using Preserved Eggs.
Fresh, clean eggs, properly pr<»- 

serveii, can be used satisfactorily for 
nil purposes In cooking, and for tho 
table. When an egg preserved In wa­
ter glass is to be boiled, u small Koto 
should be mndo in the shell with a 
Pin at the large cud before placiug It 
iu the water.

Fresh Beef Travels 

on a Rapid Schedule

Fresh beef for domestic mar­
kets goes from stockyards to 
retail stores within a period of 
about two weeks Although 
chilled, this meat is not frozen; 
hence it cannot be stored for a 
rise in price.

A steer is dressed usually 
within twenty-four hours after 
purchase by the packer. The 
beef is held in a cooler at the 
packing house, at a temperature 
a little above freezing, for about 
three days.

It is then loaded into a refrig­
erator car where a similar tem­
perature is maintained, and is 
in transit to market on an aver­
age of about six days.

Upon arrival at the branch 
distributing house, it is unloaded 
into a “cooler”, and placed on 
sale.

Swift & Company requires all 
beef to be sold during the week 
of arrival, and the average of 
sales is within five days.

Any delay along the above 
journey means deterioration in 
the meat and loss to the packer.

Army Makes Record Meat Purchase.
Chicago.—The hwgCKt single order 

for bacon mid enum-d meats In the 
history of the world—Dfl.nfiO,000
pounds of bacon and 134,000,000 pounds 
of canned meat—has Just been placed 
by the QunrtermnsttM*’H Department, 
U. S. A., for the American Army over­
seas.

Louis F. Swift, In commenting on 
this today, snld the order will take 
the bacon from approximately 1,000,-
000 hogs, and if other work were 
dropped to produce It, would he equiv­
alent to the total bacon production of 
the five largest Chicago packers for 
nearly live weeks. However, six months 
will elapse before delivery Is to be com­
pleted. Mr. Swift said:

“At the current prices on the day, 
IttRt week, when the purchase was 
made, the packers would pay the live 
stock producers about $80,000,000 for 
*he necessary hogs and over $f>0.000,000 
for about 000,000 cnltle required. The 
cattle will cost us twice r.s much, and 
the hogs two and one-half times us 
much as in the pre-war period.

The whole order will he made up be­
fore the first of the year, despite the 
fact that, even before this purchase, 
one-fourth of the packers’ facilities 
have been devoted to filling military 
demands. In order to get out the 
canned goods the pnekers will find it 
necessary to employ night and day 
shifts of dinners. Notwithstanding 
the fact that the products are being 
rushed forward thus hurriedly, not a 
single complaint has been received on 
meats delivered to the armies abroad.

The five packers are nmv killing 
about .’IdO.lKMI hogs weekly to keep 
abreast of martial and domestic needs.”

REPUBLIC
Republic people, nod particularly 

those who have been couceroed in 
loirtMug enterprise* at uue lime or 
another, will wutch with iDt**rt*rt h 
rafting proposition which Andrew 
Berkman, of Iron Mountain, has 
under way on cue ul the rivers to the 
southwest ot Here. Lumbermen have 
always hud much difficulty in floating 
hardwood limber Uuvvu me streams. 
The natural weight ol a hardwood 
log, together with the water taken up 
if the log is immersed fur any lengthy 
periud, will send a piece of suen 
limber to the bottom not so quickly 
hut just as surely as a stone would go 
down—as many a lumberman can 
sadly testify. Hardwood operations 
were carried on extensively some 
years ago in the district referred to, 
and in consequence the lake and river 
in that vicinity are said to be "alive'* 
with sunken logs. Berkman *a particu­
lar task is to suuke out the logs and 
get them in shape for a journey 
down the river. After tney have dried 
to a cerlaio extent, it has been found 
mat taking the bark from two "sides*' 
of a log will add materially to its 
buoyancy as well a* otherwise facili­
tate its passage down the stream. 
Even under such conditions, a single 
day's immersion steins to be ubout all 
thul a hardwood log will stand, and 
according to the story as it reaches 
Republic, It Is Mr. Berkmao’s plan to 
send down stream only such quanti­
ties as can be rafted in a single day's 
run at "flood tide’* as far as the 
"hoist* * at Kelso, a point beyond 
Chancing whore the St. Paul railroad 
crosses the river. Thcre-the logs will 
be loaded on cars and sent to the mills 
at Menominee and other points by 
rail. All of the old dams on the river 
had been washed out in years gone 
by, but Mr. Bcrkui&n is putting in a 
new one at an advantageous point for 
the work he has in band. Mr. Berk- 
man is widely known as a successful 
logger and he does most of the work 
tor the Sawyer A; Goodman people. 
It i» expected that when the piun gels 
into full swing, ten to twelve cars a 
day can be loaned at Kelso.

“You’re not a Yankee, arc you?" he 
asked, ami his eyes were moist. The 
correspondent assured him to the con­
trary. instantly he brightened, and 
throwing his arm over the correspond­
ent's shoulder exclaimed:

“I’m mighty glad of that. I'm gind 
you are a Yankee, too,"

Then Ik* told the story of Ids part In 
Hu* battle and here is tin* way tt ran: 

“We nil were very anxious to do 
veil and we were ready to light to a 
finish. We knew there was trouble 
for ns over there hi No Man's Landt 
None of our hoys cared for that, but 
the day b *l'ore the attack all tin* men 
of my company got together and 
shook hands and said good-by, for.

SiQnal to Advance.
“I had worked very hard to learn 

to he a good soldier, for i wanted to 
be a credit to th * folks hack home. 1 
guess l must have learned some things, 
for my commander gave me 21 of our 
chaps to lead over the top as corporal. 
And my men fought well."

He paused, his face glowing with 
pride, urn! then continued :

“At midnight. Wednesday we went 
forward ami laid mil in tin* open wait­
ing lor tin* signal to advance.

“Then we went on ami had about 

reached our objective when something 
hit me In the leg and I went down. I 
tried to get up but my leg wouldn't let 
me ami \ was di/.zy. While I was on 
my knee 1 saw two Bodies charging at 
me with fixed bayonets. I hmi Hi"
butt of m.v rifle resting on He* ground,

Ttm primary election will beheld 
next Tuesday and we shall be greatly 
surprised if tbe Upper Peninsula does 
not Pile up a floe majority for Truman 
H. Newberry as the Republican candi­
date for United States Senator. While 
not so widely known personally' in 
this section, his qualifications a re a  
matter of common knowledge. Of his 
sturdy Americanism there can be no 
doubt: his business experience has 
been of a nature which peculiarly fits 
him for service as one of Michigan’s 
representatives in the upper hall of 
Congress; and bis active participation 
in war work is giving him an insight 
into nationui and international alTairs 
that will be especially valuable to him 
in his work as senator.

Interests inimical to the candidacy 
of Mr. Newberry are making a great 
to-do over the alleged excessive use of 
money in his campaign. In the first 
place, it is most probable that the 
amount involved has been grossly ex­
aggerated; secondly, it is quite clear 
that tho Newberry campaign is being 
financed to a very considerable exteot 
if not almost wholly by friends rather 
than by the candidate himself—friends 
of many years’standing who have taken 
upon tnemselves the task of present­
ing to the electorate the candidacy of 
a man whom they know is in every 
way qualified for tho high office for 
which his name has been proposed, 
and who is deprived of personal par­
ticipation in the Senatorial campaign 
by reason of the undivided attention 
this former Secretary of tbe Navy is 
now giving to his duties as command- 
er in the Third Naval District. Hut 
whether such money is coming from 
thu candidate's friends or from Mr. 
Newberry himself is beside the point; 
the essential consideration is that 
there is uo indication of its being 
used Iq other than legitimate chan­
nels, and observance of this moral 
obligation is all that the law or public 
sentiment calls for.

Tbe Newberry committee are making 
use of considerable advertising space 
in tho newspapers, chiefly uo doubt 
because they recognize its value and 
therefore are willing to back cthelr 
faith in its efficacy. This advertising 
matter is simply a straight-forward 
prer-emutiop of the qualifications of 
Mr. Newberry as a candidate and 
contains no disparagement of the other 
aspirants. Tbe men at the helm of 
Mr. Newberry’s candidacy are busi­
ness men and they are going about 
their task in a business-like way.

Cbase S. Osborn’s supporters are 
using some publicity methods- not to 
so great an extent as the Newberry 
committee, it is true—but it can be 
said of Mr. Osborn and his associates 
that they are cheerfully paying for 
the space they use. if certain of tbe 
campaign managers luck the where­
withal to mutch the Newberry people 
coluuiu for column, this is simply 
their misfortune and cannot be prop­
erly laid up against those managers 
who have the means und also the 
brains to make advertising yield them 
good dividends.

Aud while we are on the subject of 
advertising, we may remurk tout we 
consider it much more creditable for 
the Newberry campaigners to lay 
their messages before the people in 
tlte manner thul the law suucUuns— 
contracting lor the snuce they wish to 
use uud paying for It at the paperV 
regular rales, than to resort to tbe 
dubious schemes employed by some 
Olliers who were nursing seimtoriul 
ambitious earlier in the gurnu. 'The 
stutl's (light toward tbe waste banket 
was so swift that wo surely will be 
pardoned if we did not catch the name 
aright, hut our recollection is that it j 
was Fred M. Warner who sent ou a] 
few reams of “ press btulT” with a re-1 
quest Ihut It be published as a 
“ favor,” the accompanying letter 
uuively explaining that ho did not 
have any money to spare for publici­
ty but would bo duly grateful to any 
editor who might be willing to foot 
the bill for comporillou, paper und 
presswurk In thus furthering the 
Warner candidacy, it  may be that 
this “ I ’ll take the cream: you can 
have the skiiu-milk” sort of thing bus 
become second nature with the veteran 
down-stale cheese-maker; but as for 
ourselves wo certainly consider the 
struight-forward, business like course 
of the Newberry campaign managers 
to be far the more creditable, and we 
look to the electorate of the Upper 
I’enitisulu. and the Negaunee voters 
in particular, to ratify this view of 
the Senatorial primary next Tuesday.

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This (Wednesday) morning, just as 
we were putting the I r o n  H e r a l d  to 
press, our citizens were startled by a 
loud reverberation, which on investi­
gation proved to be the explosion of 
the Miners’ Powder Company a fac­
tory, located on Mud lake, atout one 
and a-balf miles southwest of this city 
At the time of the explosion four men 
were employed in tho factory, viz: 
Dayton Brown, single; Samuel Cooper, 
single; John Scanlon, married; and H. 
1C. Huber, single—all of whom were 
terribly mangled and instantly killed.

They were making nitro-glycerine, 
having left a t the time of quitting last 
night a quantity in tin caos variously 
estimated at from 300 to 500 pounds. 
In addition there were some 700 
pounds of the Vigorite in boxes, 
stored in tbe packing room, but 
though much of the latter was scat­
tered about tbe location, it is not 
thought that any of it exploded.

The buildings were mostly new and 
comprised a series of apartments ex­
tending from the shore of the lake to 
the east about 150 feet. Of these build­
ings not a whole board or timber re­
mains. The surface of the lake is 
thickly strewn with the debris. At 
tho time of our visit to the location— 
about one hour after tbe explosion— 
the bodies of Brown and Cooper had 
been found, and also portions of the 
bodies of Huber and Scanlon, and 
placed on a rudely constructed cata­
falque. Tbe burning rubbish which 
could be seen in all directions made 
the scene, if not one of absolute ter­
ror, one calculated to impress the 
most sympathetic with tbe pangs of 
deep sadness. At the exact spot of 
the explosion, a hole having a super­
ficial urea of some 15 feet in diameter 
and very nearly as many feet in the 
middle, was forced into tbe ground.

Huber and Scanlon were residents 
of Ishpeming und Cooper and Brown 
of this city. All were men of high 
standing in tbe circle of their acquaint­
ance.

A horse belonging to W. O. Tislow, 
of ishpeming. bad been hitched in a 
position facing the factory, and its 
bead was blown off, while the wagon 
was entirely demolished.

Three men working on the road di­
rectly across the lake were thrown to 
the ground, but escaped serious in­
juries.

The money loss to the Miners’ Pow­
der Company, uot counting interrup­
tion of business, will probably reach 
$7000, upon which there was of course 
no insurance.

A shaft is being sunk just west of 
the main opening at the Pioneer mice. 
It is the purpose to sink it to a depth 
of about 115 feet and then drift from 
the bottom. It is down about Go feet 
at present.

press. Uotil the morning of the lust 
meeting, thu JUON Herald had u 
proposition In the hands of the county 
clerk offering to publish the proceed 
ings free ofrlmrye, but were advised 
by supervisors to withdruw it und 
name some nomiuul sum, thus putting 
it in the shape of an express contract 
and cutting off the liability of such a 
palpable steal as was perpetrated last 
year, whereby tho county paid $300 
for publishing the proceedings. Uur 
bid was £75 for publishing the year’s 
proceedings, including ruporU of 
su(>erintendenls of poor; or, if prefer­
red, at the rule of 231 cent* per folio, 
same being one-third the lawful price 
of legal advertising. Tne Miniuy 
Jounml'n lender was to publish the 
proceedings and leave tbe matter of 
compensation to the board taking any­
thing or nothing, in the discretion of 
the board. This offer of free publica­
tion. however, was qualified by the 
proviso that no other paper in the 
county should be paid for publishing 
the proceedings. This isjnobld,und no 
legislative body would ever construe 
it as such. There were some motions 
and amended motions, and finally a 
motion to lay the whole matter on the 
table prevailed.
