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FALSE ALARM OF PEACE

n e g a u n e e  sh a r e d  in  n a tio n ­
w id e  HOAX

Mines Suspended Work, 8tores Closed 
and All Joined In Premature 

Celebration

NVgaunco nnswcred a “false 
alarm” of peace yesterday, and ehe 
did the Job Just as enthusiastically 
as she bade the various contingents 
of boys farewell when they set out 
on their patriotic mission' and just 
as thoroughly as she put over Liber­
ty Loans, filled knitting quotas or 
did other forms of war work, in fact 
the nation a t large had “nothing 
on" Negaunee when it came to cele­
brating the report that an armlstace 
between the warring powers had 
been signed; but alas! the peace ru­
mor was running ahead of schedule, 
and we have settled back to the 
daily grind, prepared to do an even 
better Job of hurrahing when the 
proper time comes—as come It must.

The report of a suspension of hos­
tilities appears to have been due to 
an unfounded report sent out by the 
United Press. Us circulation in 
Marquette a few moments before 
noon was quickly followed by trans­
mission to Negaunee and other up- 
road" points, with the result that 
every mine whistle, the municipal 
power plant siren, and the fire hall, 
church and school bells quickly 
Joined in a merry din that brought 
everybody out into the streets. The 
telephone girls were besieged with 
inquiries as to the cause of the Jubi­
lation, and their answer of “the war 
is over” was all the warrant asked 
by householders and merchants to 
swing the national emblem to the 
breeze.

One after another of the banks 
stores and other business houses 
began to close,the following notice, 
penned In T. C. Yates' well-known 
“list” and pasted to the front door 
ofvthe F irst National Bank, well 
Illustrating the prevailing spirit: 
“Evevrybody celebrating! Come to­
morrow." The report quickly spread 
to the mines and the superintendents 
anticipated the wishes of the men 
by promptly declaring, “the rest of 
the day is yours, hoys,” whereupon 
the street throngs were soon aug­
mented by hundreds of miners, 
many of whom dhl not wait to 
change from “digging clothes.” 
Some fellow with a knack for fig­
ures has estimated tha t this cele­
bration which went off at half-cock 
cost the Clevcland-Cliffs Iron Com­
pany alone a t least $20,000.

The noon-day meal was forgotten 
by most of the people as they 
moved about about from one point 
to another on the streets, fearful 
that they might miss something. 
When the schools reassembled af­
te r the noon recess, a  half-holiday 
was proclaimed, and teachers and 
children, most of them bearing 
flags, added their quota to the 
happy street throngs, while the 
older boys quickly donned Boy 
Scout suits, callthumpian regalia or 
any other old thing that looked as 
though it might serve a holiday pur­
pose.

Automobiles flag-bedecked and 
with horns a-tootln scurried about 
town, and the sole ambition of the 
motorists seemed to be to exceed 
some patriotic competitor In the 
number of flag-waving children who 
could be crowded into his vehicle. 
The fire department’s power truck, 
manned by firemen bearing national 
cmb|4»m», made a speedy and noisy 
circuit of the town. The city’s live 
ton truck, the fuel companies* 
power vehicles and the store de­
livery motors und wagons were 
similarly requisitioned und M en 
to the “gunwales," The Constab­
ulary ciune swinging down Iron 
street and hove up to the (Ire hall, 
borrowed a municipal flag for their 
standard hearer, und reported reudy 
for the parade which It was unoffi­
cially announced would be held 
cnHy In the afternoon. The hand 
hoys had gotten Into their uniforms 
hy this time ami were ready for ac­
tion.

It was about this lime that reports 
hog'Mi to permeate through the crowd 
that the proposed celebration was at 
least premature. The more enytlous 
opes began telephonng to Marquette 
nnd hy 2 o’clock had word that the 
state department declined to “stand 
for the report that nn armistice had 
been declared or thut peace was In 
sight. The whistle and bell chorus 
eased off to an Occasional toot or 
clang, the street crowds began to 
filter aw-'V. and before long Negau- 
n<.« was buck to normal, except that 
business in general had suspended,

nnd the people proceeded to spend 
the remainder of fbe impromptu hol­
iday quietly.

This morning's advices indicate 
that while German envoys are un­
doubtedly ready to enter or have 
entered the French lines with an 
armistace proposal, there was no 
evidence that thg proposal was of a 
nature that the allies could consent 
to accept. While pence is perhaps 
nearer than it was a few days ago, 
there Is no official Information to 
Indicate that it is here “all ready 
yet.”

Negaunee wishes, of course, that 
Its Joyous peace celebration could 
have “stuck,” but the experience has 
been by no means been lost. The 
public will not be so hasty to accept 
pence rumors, and they have had 
time for reflection that even when 
peace comes it will be merely the 
beginning of a victorious end. It 
will be a considerable time, even 
under the most favorable circum­
stances, before our boys can hope to 
eoine home, and there will necessar­
ily be more bond sates, more sugar 
and other food restrictions, and the 
like, long after the actual cessation 
of hostilities. But Negaunee nmy be 
depended upon to face these problems 
ns patriotically as she has met all 
the other demands upon her, and 
Germany need not interpret yester­
day’s premature Jubilation as mean­
ing thut America is overly anxious 
for peace. It must be the right kind 
of peace.

In "Circus" Artillery

Sergt. Gerald J. Flynn, of this city, 
in writing to his uncle, T. L. Dee of 
Chicago, under d&te of October 8tb, | 
stated that he had been at the front 
for a month and was still there. Be­
ing “Circus Artillery,” as he terms! 
It, his regiment has been In two differ* 
ent sectors, starting barrage for the 
two big drives, with which he said I 
United Stales readers would doubtless 
bo familiar before his letter reached 
the States. The division was still 
pressing forward at the time he wrote, 
and his regiment had; suffered but 
•lightly In casualties.

Like the rest of the boys he is ac* 
cumulating souvenirs, and in his col­
lection are two whlct)he prizes highly. 
One is a rosary which he found in the 
hand of a young Bocbe lying dead on 
the field, while the other is an Iron 
Cross badge given to Sergt. Flynn by 
a Bocbe whom he and a companion 
found in a shell hole, Sergt. Flynn 
and the corporal who wus with him se­
cured medical aid for their “ find'* and 
turned him over as & prisoner, a 
status with which he seemed to be en­
tirely satisfied.

It was while walking along a well- 
shelled area, and additional shells 
still screeching overhead, they no* 
ticed somebody waving at them from 
a shell hole. As they advanced nearer 
they could bear his calls of vVKamer* 
ad ." His hands were up while he was 
calling, but one of them dropped.as 
the Americans came closer, and sus­
pecting treachery the Sammies 
promptly covered him with their 
pistols, whereupon bis hand assumed 
a midair position iostanter. On 
reaching the hole they found that he 
was wounded in the )eg. He was a 
young fellow and brightened up quite 
a little after he had received medical 
aid. In explaining the incident, Sergt. 
Flyon says the Americans have 
learned to take no chances with a 
“Karr.erad” call, for too many line 
young fellows have paid the penalty 
for being lured into a humane act.

At the time of writing Sergt. Flynn 
wus quartered in a German dugout, 
one of several that remained intact 
after the Americans had shelled a 
whole hillside of them. The dugout 
is made of cement, holding several 
bunks, tables, chairs and a stove—in 
fact, quite homelike. They had moved 
in only the day before, and Just us 
they were congratulating themselves 
upon their good fortune they received 
orders to move on. For some little 
time prior to this Sorgt. Flynn had 
been sleeping on a shelf in a former 
German storeroom. About the only 
objection which could be raised 
agalDBt the quarters be bad occupied 
in the average dugout was the rats 
whichjpersisted in sharing the soldi­
ers' quarters. In these cases It was 
far from pleasant, for the soldiers’ 
bunked right on the floor, and as soon 
as a fellow would get started toward 
dreamland the rats would begin their 
nightly race over the floor. One 
nigbt the rodeots ctywed up Sergt. 
Flynn’s haversack In their efforts to 
get at the bit of hardtack It contained.

The Iron Herald regrets to state 
that Negauoee Is soon to lose one of 
inestim able families, Mr. and Mrs. 
Bedford having decided to remove to 
Isbpemiog next week. These people 
have lived In Negaunee for the pust 
sixteen years and have a Dost of warm 
friends. They have not grown tired 
of the city by any. meaos, but the 
move is necessitated by Mr. Bedford 
having been transferred to the South 
Shore freight and passenger station 
in thut'city, which makes j-esldoncu 
there advisable in order to do justice 
to the responsible position. Mr. Bed­
ford has disposed of his residence In 
Keek street to John B. Ferenchio, of 
Gold street.

STILL FREE FROM "FLU"

BUT HEALTH OFFICER WARNS 
AGAINST OVER-CONFIDENCE

Await Arrival of Vaccine for Third 
Shot-Som a Relaxation of 

Quarantine in Sight

Negaunee is still free from influen­
za, but wuh additional ca*e» report' d 
at both Ishpeming and Marquette, 
not to mention those at more distant 
point*, the local authorities still feet 
apprehensive lest a case develop here 
as a result of intercourse with these 
neighboring places, and they agaiu 
ask peoplo not to relax their vigi­
lance. During the past week Jtboru 
were a few calls for investigations of 
cases that uppoared suspicious, but ia 
no Instance did the ailment prove to 
be influenza.

The improved situation in the stave 
as a whole warrants the expectation 
that Gov. Sleeper will shortly make 
an official announcement regarding 
the more favorable conditions and he 
perhups will suggest the gradual lift­
ing of quarantine In sections where 
this course would appear to be war­
ranted. But there is every reason to 
believe that he will leave the actual 
decision in such matters to the local 
health authorities, who will be govern­
ed by the conditions existing in their 
territory.

Dr. W. A. Mudge, the local health 
j  officer, is anxious to relieve the peo­
ple as quickly as possible from the 
relatively mild restriction* which 
have been imposed here, but “safely 
lirst” has paid such good dividends 
to Negaunee that there is no danger 
of the doctor being unduly hasty in 
the matter. As a matter of fact the 
lifting of the quarantine here and 
elsewhere will doubtless be gradual, 
the ban being raised first on those 
activities which appear least danger­
ous, and so continuing until condi­
tions are back to normal. Another 
consideration that is likely to delay 
quarantine lifting for Negaunee is the 
desire for uniformity of regulations 
in the three cities, and pending de­
cision in the matter Dr. Mudge asks 
the people to continue theli*<co-oper&- 
tiun und not to grow restive under 
the mild restrictions which appear 
necessary. Negaunee has indeed 
been fortunate thus far, but continued 
security still depends upon unrelaxed 
vlgilence.

It is proving to be difficult to get 
influenza vaccine in the quantity de­
sired; consequently Negaunee people 
have not received their third and final 
“shot.”  In nil about 300 people were 
vaccinated at the Negaunee Hospital 
and Dr. Robbins’ Hospital, and a 
considerable number of those in ihe 
; first series have undergone their sec­
ond vaccination. It will require a 
considerable quantity to complete the 
second series and get started on the 
third, and while the authorities have 
no idea just bow soon )t will arrive 
they are in hopes that the delay will 
be but a few days.

Relatives Victims of Huns

Mrs. James K.a WllUam* of tbU 
city has received the sorrowful news 
that her niece and three of the latter's 
children, who were en route from 
Kogland to Africa, were lost at sea 
when the ship upon which theyiwere 
making the journey was torpedoed by 
a Herman submarine. Mrs. lihodda 
and childreo were on their way to 
join Mr. Khodda. who is working in 
Africa. This is not the first bereave­
ment the war ha* brought to Mrs. 
Williams, for four m'phowsjhuve laid 
down their lives on the battlefield* of 
Flanders und France, and a number 
of cousins uod second cousins have 
been numbered among ibo victims. 
On<* of her relatives in Foglund •••□t 
Mr*. Wll||*tu» a xouvenir from a Hun 
/.uppeliti which had been brought 
down in the English town.

Professor Miller hud been designated 
by the hoard as Its chief instructor In 
marine engineering, and classes were 
started nt other technical < Jleges, in­
cluding Tulune university at New Or­
leans, Armour Institute at Chlcngo, 
the Case School of Applied Scleuce, 
Cleveland, University of Pennsylvania, 
Philadelphia, Johns Hopkins university, 
Baltimore, and Washington university, 
Seattle.

When the war began the board pro­
ceeded on tin1 theory that there was 
plenty of niaterliil in the cniiniry for 
tin adequate supply of marine engin­
eers, Ii estimated that then1 were sev­
eral thousand men in the engine rooms 
and liivrooms of existing merchant 
ships—oilers, water tenders mid lire- 
men -who could be made into engin­
eers by a tittle encouragement and in­
struction. It estimated also that there 
were many hundreds of marine en­
gineers following other pursuits ashore 
when the war begun, who could he in­
terested by the government In u propo­
sition to return to the sen.

Finally it estimated that there were 
thousands of stationary engineer#, Io- 
eomotlve drivers and machinists who 
had worked on marine engine construc­
tion or repairs ashore who could he 
quickly trained to become marine en­
gineers.

The course of Instruction Is based 
on the premise that the man taught 
is already a thorough mechanic*, In* 
stnu'tioii Is given him in the things he 
would Hurl hard to pick up by rule of 
thumb experience.

Some of the schools hold day ses­
sions only, others have evening class­
es in order that the students may fol­
low their usual occupations by day. 

Subjects for Intensive Study.
In a day school, as at the Massachu­

setts “Tech," the forenoons are usuul* 
!.v devoted to lectures and the after­
noons to laboratory and demonstration 
work.

The men ore tested first In simple 
mathematics and given a text book to 
aid them. They are then Instructed in 
such subjects nn the action of salt wa­
ter under heat, chemical teats of wa­
ter, the character and use of fusible 
plugs for hollers, capacity of coal hunk­
ers, the character and combustion of 
coul used on ships, the relation of coal 
consumption to speed, the charucter of 
propellers, the element of "slip,” 
pumps, valves, gauges and indicator 
cards.

For demonstrating work the class of 
sixty or seventy members Is divided 
Into sniall groups, each under an In­
structor, who conducts tin* tests. These 
for the lii'st week Include engine do-

tails, slide-valve setting, gauge testing, 
indicator card taking and finally indi­
cator card reading, which Involves 
familiarity with a special Instrument, 
the planimeter.

During the week every man In the 
class has his special practice in these 
matters. In the second week the sub­
jects are measurement of horsepower, 
lining up of engines, piston valve set­
ting and the condenser and air pump.

The third week the laboratory sub­
jects are the saltnometer, duplex pump, 
water column and safety valve, while 
In the last week there are exercises 
with Injectors, turbine-driven pumps, 
stud un afternoon spent in a large sta­
tionary power house.

Special Courses for Special Work.
This is the course nt Massachusetts 

"Tech." It may vary at other schools, 
hut the underlying principles of In­
struction are the same. In the school 
nt Philadelphia, the largest in attend­
ance, now holding Its sessions In the 
Bourse building with a class well over 
a hundred, special attention is given 
to refrigerating machinery.

It Is part of tin* plan of the bnnrd to 
train men la a knowledge of every 
kind of special equipment carried In 
the mechanical outllt of a modern ship.

Turbine ships, for example, must 
have specially trained engineers. The 
latest development In these wonder 
machines for driving ships arc In the 
geared turbine, a complicated and high­
ly delicate piece of mechanism.

To provide a proper proportion of 
turbine engineers to meet coming de­
mands the shipping board has sent 
picked men to the works where most 
of its turbines are npule, with Instruc­
tions that the men "grow up with their 
engines.” An engineer so instructed Is 
supposed to watch his engine grow 
from the castings to its final assem­
bling in the shop, and then follow It 
aboard ship, superintend Its erection 
there and run it when finally the ship 
Is ready for service.

The same idea of special instruction 
is applied lu the cuse of wutortube 
boilers, the engineers who are to han­
dle them being given a special course 
In the works where the hollers ure 
made.

One of the most recent developments 
in the driving machinery of ships be­
ing the so-called Diesel type of crude- 
oil engine, tho»shlpping board Is now 
plunning to Instruct Diesel englueera 
In addition to those trained to handle 
the ordinary types of engine.

In order to reach the men It wishes 
for training, the shipping board re­
cruiting service employs officials in 
various parts of the country known ns 
"section chiefs," who supply informa­
tion to a constantly growing uumber 
of applicants. Much of this Is contained 
In a pamphlet entitled "How to Be­
come un Officer In the Merchant Mu­
rine.” Natlonul heudquurters of (he 
recruiting service is at the custom 
house, Boston.

A
 GREAT school of Islands, 

nosing their way northerly In 
single file, strives ever to gain 
heudway against the tides of 

the Indian ocenn and the steady blast 
of the monsoon, and thus to puss Bor­
neo and reuch sunctuary in the Bay of 
Bengal. The lender Is Sumatra—enor­
mous, sinister and unsophisticated, all 
hut rubbing coasts with the great fin­
ger of the Malay peninsula—that slen­
der, seu-iupped mountain range that 
has never lost hope of becoming still 
another island. Close behind the lead­
er swim Java, Ball, Lombok, Sumbuwa, 
Flores und n host of lesser fry—names 
redolent with spices nnd reminiscent 
of pirates nnd early explorers.

From the deck of the steamer every 
island seems to be still In almost prim­
itive glory, with only a scattering of 
hamlets und native huts to breuk the 
feather. forest of fronds, writes Wil­
liam Heehe in Asia. But as entrance 
by train Into a beautiful city shows it 
as if made up of rallwny yards, coal 
dumps, tenements and posters of 
chewing gum und Turkish Baths, so 
the ship's passenger Is sometimes de­
ceived. Borneo and Sumatra are sin­
cere, und their great primeval forests, 
their orang-utans and elephants are as 
the Imagination picture* them. But 
Dutch builders have eclipsed the wil­
derness of Java and have transformed 
It Into an Indian Isle of superficial 
beauty, overrun by , a host of cringing 
natives, with stupidity nnd fecundity 
ns outstanding attributes. The thrifty 
Dutch who have wrought this change 
have lost the gentle, kindly nature of 
their forebears and with the Rarong 
garb of the natives have acquired a 
heuvy dullness and a cupidity which is 
manifested In suspicion of all stran­
gers nnd an Inhospitable attitude for­
eign to uuy but Teutonic coluulsts. 

Exaggerations In Ways of Life. 
But I was still ignoruut of all this 

ns I sat on the deck of tlie steamer of 
tin; “Konlnkluke Taketvaart Maat- 
schappljl"—the latter being inserted 
at (ids point ns local eoloy, aud be­
cause I atu writlug uud not speaking 
this paragraph. Among ail nation* 
one Is not surprised at unexpected ex­

aggerations In habits and ways of life, 
as my first tropical Dutch dinner wit­
nessed. "Ulz tavel" was announced—an 
achievement which would strain the 
capacity of a brigade supply depot on 
the battle front, whose technique re­
calls the Japanese tea ceremony, and 
whose ultimate results equul u West 
Indian pepper pot In diversity and un 
old-fuslitoued wedding bouquet In riot 
of color. Upon a large plute you pile 
/lei*—h verltah1*! Fuji Yuniu of the 
white grains—uud then you carry the 
simile further u#'<J curve out n mighty 
cruter. If it ia 4 formal und complete 
rly. tavel, twice hi waiters should line 
up, each preseehng a small dish—tiny 
red fish, sliced vausage, beets, beans, 
sprouted seeds In fuet, u melaugn of 
fish, llesh, fow' and vegetables, until 
Fuji's crater Is bverfiowiug, und lava- 
like streams of beet blood und gravy 
wind slowly down 1th slopes. Then this 
<>(IIMc kaleidoscope Is mixed and 
kneaded uud euteu. If the diner Is 
iioii-llollnialalM, be excuses himself 
from dessert,

"Outfit for Gentlemen."
Later, in the reading room, I opened 

u book of hints for the traveler to 
Java, ami on page eight perused a long 
nnd elaborate list entitled "Minimum 
Outfit for Genllemen." It rends like 
a resume of all Mu* clothes I bud ever 
owned since 1 put on long trousers, 
After the two dozen suits of pajamas 
and the dozed Hamad trousers, and the 
black coat, waistcoat and fancy trou­
sers, it ended: "Also u waterproof 
coat, cape aud bat. a sun-lielmet, a 
cap for use on board, a straw hat for 
ashore, a soft felt hat, aud a tall silk 
or opera bat. Gloves should he kept 
In a dry bottle with chloride o( lime."

My dyzed mltid refused to register 
further. I thought sadly of tny modest 
outfit, of my few pajamas wrapped 
ahoiii bottles of formaline aud alcohol, 
nnd 1 wondered if anywhere In Hie 
heart of Hie Javanese Jungles 1 eotild 
purchase IS stills of pajamas, the lack 
of which Invalidated any claims 1 
might put forth as to the status ofgen­
tleman. And whut about the ruldier 
ami straw and fult and silk coverin'/

for my head? In despair I'dosed the 
Dutch guide book, seized the pith hel­
met which alone stood between me and 
social disqualification nnd went on 
deck. As a Dutch gourmand I had 
failed; my wardrobe wns a parody on 
what Java demanded of its visitor. I 
longed to be buck again in the simple 
life of Borneo, or the normal existence 
of British India.

With official letters from the Hol­
land government in addition to my reg­
ular credentials, the stupid customs 
men of Tnndjong-Trlok refused admis­
sion to guns and all Instruments the 
use of which was strunge to them. This 
I accepted with regret but equanimity, 
but only ray complete loss of temper 
und my clear Intention to start some­
thing at once, persuuded them to re­
turn to me my personal letters and 
passports.

All Scrubbed and Labeled.
After a few uneventful days In Bata­

via we went up to Its mountain suburb, 
Bultenzorg, and here was Dutch ex­
aggeration at Its best—the great botan­
ical gardens which far excel Kew, Per- 
edlnlya und Hope, and admit only those 
of Georgetown a poor second. Yet 
one tired after a while of the perfectly 
cered-for lawns and walks, the labeled 
palms and tagged orchids. The houses 
and streets were scrubbed too clean, 
and behind the Venetian blinds one de­
tected Inharmony and discontent. But 
distance and the setting sun made the 
outlook from our hotel veranda per­
fect and altogether lovely. A muss of 
green rolled steeply down 200 feet to 
the Tydane, hurrying swiftly along, 
with Bcures of men, women and chil­
dren tumbling about in it. For half a 
mile the valley stretched out before 
us, a dense carpet of verdure—feuth* 
cry pulms or dose-leaved taller trees, 
here aud there broken by the red-tiled, 
white-trimmed little roofs of the wat­
tled huts. The deciduous trees stood 
motionless, but every breath of all 
lluttered the niyrlud streumered pulm 
fronds Into u blur.

Dominating the whole background 
und rising slowly und gracefully from 
the valley was Mount Salak, Its sum­
mit Jugged uud broken, but dourly 
rcveullug tlio contour of the mighty 
cruter. Only In early morning was It 
quite free of cloud. Soon wisps of 
mist would begin to weave about the 
summit, skeins of trunslucent blue 
tangling the outjuttlng crags, later to 
be dissipated, or to Increase In stmlu, 
become dpuque and close slleutly down 
over the great mountain. With slight 
variations this description will apply 
to the great proportion of Juvu, the 
humun element being usually more 
emphasized, with Its exterior of pic- 
turcKqueuess, but with ideals which 
begin and end with guilders and off­
spring.

One tiling impressed me In Bulten­
zorg; the marvelous balanced polo 
method of transportation, everything 
from Imbles to dried fish being swung 
on two baskets or platforms attached 
!o u pihmt pole resting on the shoul­
ders or buck of the neck. Fp the path 
to our veranda pattered peripatetic de­
partment stores, the greut twin piles of 
garish notions, mostly "made In Ger­
many," coming to rest ns the floor- 
walker and owner squatted between 
them. Far more attractive wen* the 
dual plies of bright colored fruit, pupil- 
Jus, rumliutaiis, salaks, the add hillin' 
hi, uud llnully the durian and mango- 
steen ns example* of opposite ends of 
the gustatory gamut. The potrenlngo 
demanded by the money lender* tnado 
of their halaneed pole n veriest paro­
dy of the scales of Justice. One of tlio 
Inst glimpses of Hultenzorgls streets 
showed an ambulatory restaurant, with 
u red-hot stove In one swing nflfi in 
the oilier u pile of dishes nnd viands.

In 
Hie campaign to promote domestic dis­
unity the pro-German rumor-monger 
has been even busier. He is working 
here exactly ns he worked in Italy, 
upon religious prejudices. Ife has 
spread the report that the Masonic 
orders have protested to the govern­
ment against the Knights of Columbus 
being permitted to build recreation 
huts In the camps. No such protest 
was ever made. He 1ms circulated 
stories that Catholic nuns were refused 
permission to do lted Cross work un­
less they wore Red Cross uniforms, 
nnd Hint Catholic soldiers—and Jewish 
soldiers—were being discriminated 
against by Red Cross officials. All 
such stories nre outright Inventions. 
At the Rnme time he pnsses around 
every kind of rumor of Catholic dis­
loyalty, such ns the famous one that 
President Wilson's secretary, a Cath­
olic, bad been executed for treason. 
He hns filled the malls with printed 
copies of an alleged “Moody oath of 
the Ivnlght* of Columbus," giving it 
on the pretended authority of the Con­
gressional Record. It was printed In 
the Record because It was read Into a 
debate before the house of repre­
sentatives on an election protest, In 
order that It might be denounced as * 
forgery and a libel upon a Catholic 
candidate, A pro-German agent has 
been caught distributing copies of this 
“bloody oath” In New Jersey and sent 
to prison for It.

How the Kaiser Poses.
In Spain and the Catholic countries 

of South Amerlen the kaiser poses as 
"the champion of Catholic Bavaria and 
Catholic Austria against Protestant 
England, infidel France, and social­
istic Italy, the enemy of the Vatican." 
He does not preserve that pose In 
Catholic Belgium or Catholic Poland. 
And in America the kalserlte uses 
this very claim of the kaiser to urouse 
enmity against the Catholics, Just ns 
In Italy the German agent used It In 
an unsuccessful attempt to Reduce the 
Italian Catholics, nnd now In Aricr- 
Icu accuses the Italian Catholics of 
having succumbed to the Reduction. 
As u matter of fact, the Catholic chap­
lains in the Itii 1 hui army were among 
the first to discover this propaganda 
among the soldiers, reported It to tlie 
vdllcers, and combated it diligently.

Various person* nnd publications 
'b it  made a living out of sectarian 
..’ulmosltles before the war nre uncon­
sciously doing the work of the enemy 
by assisting Hie spread of untl-Calh* 
oJlc and nntl-Protestnnt slanders. 
They can on\v be stopped by nn appeal I 
to public reprobation. They are rep- ; 
reseating tl ? trouble In Ireland as 
purely a religious trouble, and the 
opposition to conscription In Quebec 
hr the same sort of thing. Even Hud- 
yard Kipling recently fell Into the 
trap and denounced the pope nnd the 
kaiser nnd the neutrals in one 
brenth. Such denunciations overlook 
the fact that Cardinal Merrier, Hie 
Catholic prelate of Belgium, has been 
the most effective popular opponent of 
the kaiser that Europe lias produced. 
This is a wnr of tuitions, not of creeds, 
t’russln is ns Protestant n milieu ns 
England Is, nnd Belgium and Poland 
us Catholic ns Austria. Anyone who 
raises the religious question In Amer­
ica today In iic'lag a* a German 
agent, whether he knows it or not, iin 
truly iin if he were blowing up miiul- 
fion plants. All loyal citizens slmuld 
discourage him.

Aggravating Our Race Problems.
Anmiu^Hie negroes the German prop­

agandist first hogiio work In the South 
nnd failed, lie ha* been more suc­
cessful In Hie middle West, where the 
presence of a large loyal German popu­
lation gives him he*ter co\"i\ He Is 
promising the negrn‘»s 1 hut i.he l(iib<r 
will give ihem social equality with the 
whites, An agent, recently captured In 
New York, was offering tin* negroes 
n "Black republic" under German 
protection, nml lie was denounced to 
the nutliorltles liy (he negroes them­
selves. Another vas spreading reports 
of discriminations against negro sob 
dlcrs In the camps, reporting that the 
negroes were being trained as "shock 
troop*" to be sacrificed in the front 
lilies, nnd even circulating a story that 
the German military nulhnrlHc* had 
ordered all negro prisoner* killed. 
Thus far this sort of German effort to 
nggra"ntc n race problem has becican 
absurd fn'lure. Its only danger Is that 
it tn.iy lead to charges of dMovulty 
ngalii.«t our colored riilzi-n* nnd a ,-n«- 
plelnn of theta which Is not Justified. 
To allow the German Jatrlgoe to 
nvoiiKO a prejudice agahist tin- negro 
would aid the wm’Iii.v as much ns If he 
«ucrcc'*rd In organizing Hie negro In

d’do nlty. Discourage such n preju­
dice wherever you find It. Mr. Citizen. 
It I- being promoted by the kaiseritc.

The Truth About Price Fixing,
It is not true that there has been an 

attempt "to regulate the prices of 
farm products.” There hns been no 
attempt to regulate the price of any 
farm product but wheat. The allied 
governments in Europe hod set up sin­
gle agencies to buy food supplies in 
America. Their purchases of Ameri­
can wheat were sufficient to control 
the price. They could drain America 
of its wheat aod leave our poorer 
classes to starve. In order that rich 
and poor might be treated alike, (t 
wns necessary to establish a govern­
ment control of price nnd distribution. 
And the price of $2.20 a bushel for 
No. 1 northern wheat based on Ghl- 
engo was agreed upon by un Independ­
ent commission, appointed by Presi­
dent Wilson, upon which commission 
the farming community whh represent­
ed by Rlx member* out of eleven.

In some instances the food admin­
istration has Intervened, at the re­
quest of the producers, to obtain n set­
tlement In a local dispute about the 
price of milk. In the case of pork 
products the fond administration, on 
the recommendation of the producers, 
undertook to use the purchases of the 
allied governments for the purpose of 
maintaining a minimum price for live 
liogs in Chicago, l ’eyoml ttiis invited 
assistance In the case of milk and 
pork, nnd the regulation of the price 
of wheat, the food administration has 
not Interfered with the prlec of farm 
products, except In ho far ns the Con­
trol of sugar prices 1ms uffeeted the 
price of sugar beets.

The Truth About Profiteering.’
Those measures of food control have 

been directed more ngninst the middle­
man than the producer. While fixing 
for the farmer nn arbitrated price for 
his wheat, they have established a 
system of licensing, by which millers, 
bakers, grocers and wholesale and re­
tail dealers have been prevented from 
profiteering on the farmer's dollar. 
The fuel administration hns fixed the 
l»rlce of coal, because the miner would 
not work for reasonable wages as long 
as the mine owner wns making un un­
reasonable guln. Profiteering In army 
and nnvy contracts und in shipbuild­
ing hns been stopped by the power ob­
tained from  cangvoss to fir the price 
ut cost plus a reasonable profit; and 
the Increase In cost has gone to the 
workman, not to his employer. All 
profiteering has not yet been ended. 
The wny to end It has not been found 
in any country. But the tux on ex­
cess profits and on swollen Incomes 
confiscates the Illicit harvest and pours 
It Into the country's war chest. The 
grievances that remain are not class 
grievances. They are chiefly the In­
evitable common hardships due to a 
wnr that hns drawn millions of pro­
ductive workers Into tho world’s 
armies and Increased the cost of the 
necessaries of life by decreasing tho 
available supply. In that hardship 
the i’urruer* shurc, a* we ull share.

Kalserites on Both Sides.
Along with this cnmpnlgn to set the 

farmer against the government’s wnr 
measures there has been proceeding a 
twin cnmpnlgn to arouse feeling 
against him by accusing hi* western 
farmer*’ leagues of disloyalty. That 
Is equally a work in aid of the enemy. 
The western fanners have contributed 
their quota* to enlistment* nml to tho 
drafts as loyalty as any citizen*. 
They have subscribed to Hie Liberty 
loan* nml contributed to (he war re­
lief work with unfailing patriotism. 
They have had their quarrel* with I ho 
men whom they suspected of exploit­
ing them, just us labor 1m* had It* 
quarrels with II* employers. But It I* 
an economic quarrel, nml a* long a* 
ft Is conducted without Interfering 
witli tlie nation's war work tin1 ehurgo 
of disloyally I* Itself traitorous. In 
all these dispute* It I* certain Hint 
enemy agent* wilt he found on both 
side*. They ut once preach vlolenoo 
among the I. \\\ \V7s. and lend mob* 

i to attack workmen accused of being 
1. W. W.'s. They play the same game 
In every quarrel with which they can 
hopo to divide the country. Beware, 
Mr. ( Itlzen, of any attempt to make 
you believe that uny elas* of Ameri­
can citizens, ns a du*H, urc disloyal.

enza, and whether o r  not It pbhjl bo 
Iho last U largely dependent upon 
the townspeople then>uives. Other 
cities and towns have found quaran- 
line and general protective measures 
a good investment. Some uf these 
places got started right at the outset; 
others were tardy in Imposing re 
strictions, but found that.uven belated 
precautions paid. Ur. Loveluud, the 
local health officer, seems disposed to 
pursue the safer course, and although 
some of his orders might appear to be 
not really necessary a t this time, he 
should nevertheless have the united 
support of tho townspeople in en­
deavoring to restrict tho disease to 
the single euso which hat, appeared. 
Of course, unless u stone-wall quaran­
tine were maintained around the 
entire town, it would be Impossible to 
entirely prevent the "importation” of 
oue or more additional ca-es. but it is 
possible by quarantine and other 
proper restrictive measures to pre­
vent a purely local spread of the dis­
ease, and this apparently is what Dr. 
Loveland is bending his efforts upon. 
While the general public does not ful­
ly realize it, a  mild case of contagion 
is just as effective an agent for 
spreading the dicea»e as is a severe 
case; as a matter of fact it is more 
hazardous for the simple reason that 
the danger is less apparent and peo­
ple do not feel under tbe necessity of 
being careful. But the danger is 
there just tbe same, whether the case 
be mild or severe, and whether the 
disease be influenza or whether it be 
diphtheria, smallpox or any other con­
tagious disease. This fact has been 
amply established in the medical world, 
and Republic peoplu should be glad 
to put up with a few Inconveniences 
in order to safeguard the health of 
the comiQDnity as a whole. Tbe “one- 
at-a-tirao” rulo at the postullice, the 
nan on Republic's time-honored 
crowds at the depot, the foregoing of 
church services and public gather­
ings. will all be small sacrifices if in­
fluenza can be prevented from guiulng 
a local foothold. Join the health offi­
cer in playing "safety first,’1 aud do 
it as patlutically as you did your bit 
in bringing the war to a glorious end.

"Don’t lick your postage stamps 
and don't lick the flap of your en­
velope you are about to seal.”

If you don't want to discontinue this 
pernicious habit fur the sake of gene­
ral hygienic conditions."  the state­
ment continues, "then do it lo help 
check (the Spunishinllueoza. There 
are many people in a time like this, 
when they are scared stiff because of 
an epidemic such as is ravaging tbe 
country now, who are willing to break 
old established habits when they are 
told that thereby they can help check 
the disease, who iu ordinary times 
would never consent to give the mat­
ter a thought. Tnerefore if such peo­
ple want to do it as their bit in tbe 
influenza fight, well and good. But 
intelligent people know that the prac­
tice should be abandoned because of 
general hygienic considerations. The 
practice of licking slumps and enve­
lope flap* has become so general that 
practically everybody is doing it. It 
is essentially a dirty habit lo pluce 
ihe sticky side of a stamp which may 
the moment before have been touched 
by dirty fingers. When no sponges 
are at hand, the person ahould rulber 
place the tip of his finger in his 
mouth and then apply the moisture to 
the stamp. This also ffs unsanitary, 
but It is better than licking tho 
stamp.’’

Play an Important Part Right Now 
When Americana Are Endeavoring 

to Use Various Meat Substi­
tute*-—8ome Recipe*.

Pickles have their own peculiar 
place In the menu, although they pos­
sess little food value. They stimulate 
the appetite and especially now, when 
Americans ore endeavoring to use and 
like the various meat substitute dishes 
In place of the steaks and ro&stB of 
other days, play &n important part in 
making the me&l an appetizing one.

The following recipes are offered for 
the benefit of those who have an abun­
dance of green tomatoes from garden 
or market In the late fall when they 
must be saved from destruction by 
frost. In oil cases an effort has been 
made to use corn sirups Instead of 
sugar as far as possible in pickles The 
darker and Icrs expensive, sirups may 
be liked equully well.

Green Tomato Pickles.
1 peck green toma- Vi pound sirup

toe* 2 tablespoonful*
2 pound* onion* turmeric
14 to H pint salt 1 tablespoonful
3 quart* vinegar ground cinnamon
1 pound sugar, or 1 tablespoonful
V4 pound sugar and ground allspice
2 tablespoonful* 1 tablespoonful

curry powder mustard
Chop and slice the tomatoes and 

onion* and sprinkle with the salt and 
let them stand overnight. In the morn­
ing drain off the liquid and put the 
tomatoes ond onions in a preserving 
kettle with a quart of the vinegar and 
a quart of water. Let the mixture boll 
for five minutes and then drain. To 
the drained tomatoes and onion add 
the spices, sugar and two quarts of 
vlnegur and then boll for 15 minutes 
counting from the time they begin to 
bubble. Put in Jars which have been 
thoroughly scalded In hot water and 
seal.

One peck of tomatoes should make 
between three and four quarts of plck- 
’•«*. If smaller amounts ure desired, use

Cut tomatoes Into small pieces, grind 
finely tho orange peel, add one quart 
of water and cook until tomatoes are 
tender. Add pulp of two oranges, and 
finely shredded peel of one-fourth or­
ange, and other Ingredients. Cook for 
about one hour. If desired, spices may 
be varied—turmeric, curry powder and 
cardamom may be omitted and one-half 
teaspoonful ginger used Instead, or a 
little grated horse-radish nmv be substl- 
tltuted. (Yield of recipe, 8\4 glasses, 
holding one-third pint each.)

Note—It Is desirable to make tomato 
Jelly und this relish on the same day, 
as tiie pulp left from the Jelly may be 
used In the relish Instead of buying 
additional tomutoos and orange peel. 
Particularly Is this the case If the bag 
is not squeezed much In draining off the 
Juice for Jelly-making; the pulp which 
remains should not be wasted

Food Value of Nut*.
In connection with the campaign for 

gathering nut shells for gns masks, it 
should be borne In mind that nuts are, 
among the richest and most wholesome 
of our foods. Wherever possible th* 
kernels of the native nuts should be 
udded to the home supply of foods.

The hard f.hells, not the husks, of 
block walnuts, butternuts, hickory 
nuts, Persian (English) wulnuts, Jap­
anese walnuts and the seeds of such 
fruits ns peaches, plums, prunes, apri­
cots and olives are exceedingly useful 
in the making of carbon for gas musks. 
The shells of pecans und almonds cun- 
not he used.

Seven pounds of hard nut shells, or 
two hundred peach pits, will mnke 
enough curhnu for one gas mask. 
Thousand* of tons of coconut shells 
and shells of eohune nuts from tropical 
America, and curlouds of fruit pita 
from the Pacific coast are being used. 
Still the supply is not sulllclent.

Nuts which cannot readily be 
cracked, those whleh have become stale 
with age, or those which have failed 

Mo develop plump kernels should bo 
turned over to the Hod Cross. Black 
walnuts and butternut* which are not 
to be cracked may be sent In without 
removing the outer husk. Arrange­
ments for gathering and shipping nuts, 
nut shells and fruit pits can be mude 
through the’ local Bed Cross.

In denning windows, first removo 
dirt with hot, soapy u-iter, then wipe 
the pane* with a paraffin cloth and 
polish with a piece of paper.

ST. LOUIS.—If Provost Marshal Crowder had visited the children’s court the 

other day when Dominick Galeno was called to the bar of Justice to R«^wer 
to a charge of masquerading In khaki the draft age might shortly be dropped 
to fifteen. Dominick is fifteen, and h!s 
age and his long legs, that lift him just 
0 feet 8 Inches above the ground, have 
got him into trouble.

Dominick lives at 467 Harman 
street with his parents and three small 
sisters. For a long time he has felt 
out of place everywhere. His legs 
were so elongated that he had to fold 
them over the top of the desk In 
school, where he was the butt of ridi­
cule by older and smaller boys. This 
goading became so pronounced that 
Dominick’s parents withdrew him from school two years ago and placed him 
in business.

When war came Dominick informed his parents he would enlist. They 
would not hear of It. So Inst July, after taking an active part in the celebra­
tion of the Fourth, Dominick enlisted in the state guard. He said he was eight­
een, and might safely have said twenty-eight.

For a while he only did duty at the armory, drilling and the routine work 
of the rookie. Toward the latter part of the month he was ordered to do guard 
duty upstate. He was given real cartridges. Two days passed watching for 
German agents; then he was called into the tent of his captain and Informed 
that he was discharged. ZIe went home to learn that his parents had had him 
removed from the sendee.

Then Dominick was arrested for parading in the uniform. Magistrate 
Reynolds heard the case and held the boy for trial a t special sessions. No 
proof of the boy's age was before the court. Later, at special sessions, his age 
was determined and the case was transferred to the children’s court

Justice Wilkin seemed inclined to deal severely with the boy. He said: 
'‘If 1 find that this boy deliberately paraded about in uniform I shall send 

him to the house of refuge. I am a stickler for respect for the uniform and 
this boy showed no respect when he refused to return the uniform to the state 
and continued to wear it without the right.”

Shepherd's Pie.— 
Take two cupfuls of 
fluked fish, place In 

a baking dish. Cover with a sauce 
made with one tablespoonful of fat 
and one of flour, a half teaspoonful 
of suit and n few dashes of pepper, 
with a cupful of beef soup broth. 
Cover the sauce with o mashed potato, 
brush with cream and bake brown In 
the oven.

Fish Turbot—Scald a cupful of 
cream. Rub together a tablespoonfui 
of butter nud two of flour; add the 
scnlded cream und stir until It thick­
ens. Add four tnblespoonfuls of bread­
crumbs, set over hot water and cook 
for five minutes. Take from the fire, 
add two cooked egg yolks, two cupfuls 
of fish, a tablespoonful of chopped 
parsley and salt and paprika to taste. 
Fill greased shells or souffle dishes, 
brush over the top with beuten egg and 
brmvn In the oven.

Delmonico Halibut—Beat the yolk 
of an egg into a half cupful of mashed 
potato. Melt two tablespoonfuls of 
butter, add a tablespoonfui of corn­
starch; stir until smooth and thick 
over the heat, after adding two cupfuls 
of rich milk; take from the fire, add 
another egg yolk, two cupfuls of cook­
ed fish and the seusoulng needed. Fill 
a greased baking dish with alternate 
layers of potato and fish. Cover the 
top with buttered crumbs, sprinkle 
with parmeson cheese und bake 20 
minutes In n hot oven.

Codfish Balls.—Wash and pick over 
one cupful of codfish, shredding it into 
small pieces. Add fish to two cupfuls 
of diced potatoes, uncooked. Cook 
until the potatoes are tender, drain, 
mash and heat with a fork until light. 
Add a tablespoonfui of butter, two 
tnblespoonfuls of cream, one beaten 
cug und salt and paprika to taste. 
Make Into balls, cover with egg uud 
crumbs and fry In hot fat.

I T E M S  R E P R O D U C E D  P R O M

The Negaunee Iron Herald.
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"Scooped’’ was the familiar and ex­
pressive ejaculation of tbe Democrats 
as the Election returns began to be 
received Tuesday evening. Notwith­
standing it was generally conceded 
some days previous that the Republi­
can ticket would be successful, at 
least to a great extent, the udberents 
of neither party were fully prepared 
for the grand result that has been 
achieved. Tbe returns are still scat­
tering, but the following statement of 
majorities Id the oounty are approxi­
mately correct: Republican state tick­
et, 900; J . A. Hubbell, congressman, 
i>00; S. M. Stephensoo. state senator, 
475; C. G. Griffey, state legislature, 
1st district; 260: B. O. Youug, legis­
lature, 2od district, 600; A. A. Ander­
son, sheriff, 950; William Rowland, 
clerk and register^ 1409; J. E. Ward, 
treasurer, 1250; J. Q. Adams, prose­
cuting attorney, 1125.

In Negaunee city the contest was 
chiefly on the shrivalty, the Democra­
tic nominee, Mr. Thomas McKenna, 
being one of our most popular citi­
zens and his fitness for the place be­
ing unquestioned, hut he was on teh 
wrong ticket. Unquestionably, bad 
tbe contest been other than a political 
one, Mr. McKenna would have re­
ceived tbe unanimous support of tbe 
city.

The Republicans have elected tbe 
entire ticket by majorities ranging 
from 600 to  1200. For Congress, Mr. 
Hubbell has a larger majority than 
a t either of his two previous contests, 
while the vote for state senator is a 
flattering compliment to Mr. Stephen­
son and will furnish much food for 
reflection by his political opponent, 
Peter W hite. The same is true in 
both representative districts, the first 
being carried by C. G. Griffey by a 
majority of 260, whereas a Republi­
can representative was elected two 
years ago by only 35 majority, the 
Democratic state ticket being given 
88 majority a t that time. In the Secood 
district Mr. Young scores a big Re­
publican gain.

The result as a whole is a grand 
triumph for the Republican party of 
tbe county, tbe more so from tbe 
fact that It was a purely political 
oontest, no side interests entering in­
to the campaign whatever.
