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ADDITIONAL FLU CASES

LOCAL SITUATION NOT SO FAVOR­
ABLE PAST FEW DAYS

Carelessness in Reporting Cases and 

in Observance of Quarantine 
Bearing Fru it

The present week promise* to brine 
a marked dccreoso In the number of 
patients In the city Isolation hospital, 
as nine of the twclvo patients are 
practically ready for discharge, but 
the situation In tho city at large has 
not been nearly so favorable during 
the week and the authorities are 
more than ever convinced that the 
hesitancy on the part of many fam­
ilies to report suspicious “colds” and 
similar ailments, together with lax- 
noss in observance of quarantine 
regulations, arc bringing their inevit­
able toll in new cases. Until people 
become duly impressed with the ne­
cessity of co-operation, and do their 
part individually, naught else can be 
expected.

Some twenty-flve cases have been 
reported during the past three days, 
but practically all of these were la 
homes already affected, so that the 
number of homes under quarantine 
has not been materially increased. 
In most Instances the patients were 
assured of proper care in the homes 
anti there was therefore no need for 
their removal to the isolation hospi­
tal, which accounts for the lessened 
number of cases at that institution. 
Those who have thus far been eared 
for ut the hospital are well pleased 
will) the accommodations afforded 
and with the care they were given, 
and each succeeding day finds things 
running more Rmoothly at the hospi­
tal. Preparations for Its opening had 
to he made hurriedly and it naturally 
was Impossible to have everything 
complete during the first week or 
two, but everything is now in excel­
lent running order.

!)r. C. J. Larson, the municipal 
health officer, has prepared a special 
notice regarding Influenza, which he 
has caused to be printed in Italian, 
Swedish and Finnish ns well asjn 
KivgHsh, and copies have been dis­
tributed to every home in the city. 
The older school children were In­
trusted with the duty of seeing that 
one of the circulars reaches every 
home, and they readily volunteered 
for the task. The text of the health 
officer’* message will he found in 
another column. Unless develop­
ments should make it advisable there 
will be no change for the coming 
week In the general restrictive rules.

Marquette’s new coses have been 
running to fifteen or more a day, and 
the ban has been again applied there, 
though in modified form. Public as­
semblies will be permitted provided 
those In attendance wear musks. The 
dosing of the grndc schools is con­
templated but the high school and the 
Normal are to remain open. Ishpem- 
1ng is almost free from the disease 
at present ami hopes to keep so by 
discouraging visitors. Attendance ut 
public dances, for Instance, is to he 
limited to Ishpemlng people.

YE ICE MAN'S W INTER WOES

Teal Lake Backward About Congeal­
ing This Seaton

The retirement of Richard Nappes 
last season left Robert Thompson 
with a monopoly of the local lee bus­
iness, hut the latter finds that even 
this desirable condition is not alto­
gether ono of unalloyed bliss. Janu­
ary and February are onllimrllly the 
ice man’s harvest season in tills sec­
tion, and while Mr. Thompson is fully 
equipped fur the task he lias en­
countered u lack of raw material, for 
Teal Lake 1ms persistently declined 
to do much of nuythiug In the con­
gealing line.

There are certain lines of business 
which require ice I lie year ’round, 
and Mr. Thompson's stock being prac­
tically exhausted bo went out to the 
lake last Tuesday to see what lie 
could do about a supply for immedi­
ate needs, Proceeding to u point 
where there is a water depth of 20 
feet, he cut through only to find six 
Inches of snow and barely three in­
dies of clear Ice. Tin* latter was 
better than nothing, so Mr. Thompson 
cut enough slabs to carry him 
through tlie week, hut It is difficult 
to handle and far from satisfactory 
in other respects.

Still there’s no reason to get 
nlnnurd about lee for next summer, 
for the law of averages will apply 
and Te.’il Lake may he depended upon 
to do Its full duty before the winter 
Is over, even If Its present backward­
ness is disconcerting to tW ice man.

Another indication of the mildness 
of the present winter is found in the 
beavers’ activity. Usually they are 
snug in I Itch* winter quarters at this 
tme, hut woodsmen report that the 
failure of the waterways to seal up 
lias drawn nut the rodent quiiduprds 
and they are us “heavers.’’

Enclosed with a recent letter which 
Fred Harris, a Negaunee boy who is 
a member of tho Headquarters Com­
pany of the 338th Infantry, sent from 
Fiance to his parents, Mr. and Mrs, 
Richard Hurris, in Negaunee, was a 
hit of linen which had onco formed 
the wings of a German plane. The 
hostile airship had been brought down 
by the Yankee gunners, and Privato 
Harris thought hLs people would be 
interested in having a souvenir. The 
scrap of cloth bore the inscription, 
“Vllly-Le-Rae," France, and was dat­
ed December 5th. Relaxation of cen­
sorship requirements permitted him 
to use the name of the town where 
his rclgment was quartered, as well 
as to teli of some of the recreations 
in which the “doughboys” indulge. 
On this latter score he says:

Well, I must tell you where I am 
writing this letter. The lost one was 
written in a boxcar; and this one is 
written in the home of a French lady. 
The people over here sure have some 
dandy feather beds, so a friend and 
myself wauted to try one. We have 
had such a long stretch of sleeping 
on straw ticks that we decided we 
would like to find out what a nice 
sqft bed felt like. Oh. boy! All it 
costs us Is one franc, which is 20 
cents in Amcrlcnn money, and that’s 
not had so far as expense goes, but 
it wont do for us to get used to 
those fancy beds, for W'c still have a 
long stretch before us during which 
we will have to be content with our 
old straw ticks.

I thought we would have been out 
of this town before this, hut the latest 
we have heard Is that we are to 
leave abont the 15th of thU month, 
hut of course there is a new rumor 
each day and we cannot say for sure 
when we are likely to leave for home. 
However, it looks as. though we 
would he out of France by tho end of 
the month.

I bought Rome Christmas cards yes­
terday and hope they will reach you 
by Christmas, but the one Mr Ethel, 
which is hand-painted, will do for 
New' Year’s as well, for the French 
reading on it means “New Year's.” I 
will try to get something for each of 
you before I leave France, but this 
town has little to offer along that 
line. Some of the boys received their 
Christmas packuges to-day, and I 
hope mine may be on the way, hut If 
you failed to receive that offldul slip 
I sent home you won’t he able to send 
any. However, I won’t cry or got 
mud If mine shouldn’t come; I can 
have it when I get home, surely. Now' 
don’t worry thinking that I won’t 
have a good time Christmas and New 
Year’s, because if we urc still here 
there will he plenty doing in the way 
of observance, and if we should lie at 
sea I can play w ith the fishes. 
Hu! Ha!

Besides his parents the youitg man 
Is survived by two brother* and two 
sisters—Earl Wasmuth, who Is with 
the Motor Field Hospital Corps In 
France; Rodney A. Wasmuth, em­
ployed in the Mlehlgnn Inspection 
Bureau: Miss Dorothy Wasmuth, n 
toucher In the Park street school:

PRAISE FOR T H E RED CROSS

John Bath, Jr., Home from Overseas. 
Pays Tribute

John Bath, Jr., a Negaunee young 
man who recently returned after 
serving In Franco with tho American 
Expeditionary Forces, has addressed 
an appreciative letter to Mrs. A. F. 
Maitland, ns a representative of the 
local branch of tho Red Cross. Doubt­
less all of the hoys feel as Mr. Bath 
does about what the Red Cross has 
done for them, hut not all take the 
trouble to make formal acknowledg­
ment, and the Red Cross officials 
therefore are glad to have this assur­
ance that their efforts has been truly 
helpful.

One of the evidences of the Red 
Cross’ solicitude for the comfort ami 
welfare of the returning soldiers is 
found in the card which Is provided 
for each solder ns he lands in this 
country, and upon which he is asked 
to supply the requested information, 
handing tho card to a Red Cross 
representative when he arrives at 
his home town. Mr. Bath’s card 
reads as follows:

Name, John Bath, Jr.; date of dis­
charge, Jan. 2, 1919; regiment, 74th; 
company, Battery A; rank, private; 
branch of service, C. A. C.; home ad­
dress, 119 Brown avenue, Negaunee, 
Mich. ,

In connection with Mr. Bath’s let­
ter it may he admitted that he wears 
a gold star upon his sleeve in token 
of the supreme sacrifice which one 
of his brothers, William Bath, made 
during the European conflict, and 
that he has another brother. Joseph 
Bath, still in service abroad with the 
army of occupation. Mr. Bath's note 
of appreciation was as follows:

To the Red Cross Society;—
Just a few words that you may 

know how your work is appreciated 
by the hoys in uniform throughout 
the country; for instance what they 
are doing for the boys traveling to 
the camps, and for those homeward 
bound from camps. Between New 
York and Camp Custer, on our way 
home, we were met at several sta­
tions, the ladies remaining up until 
all hours of the night In order that 
men in uniform on any of the trains 
might be served with hot coffee, 
sandwiches, chocolate, candy, cigars, 
cigarettes, fruits, etc. Oh, hut how 
It is appreciated by the hoys, to he 
greeted always with a kind word and 
a cheery smile, and their “God bless 
you, boys!”

And whllo we wore in France we 
could have all we wanted In the line 
of knitted goods—sweaters and socks 
—all we could possibly use. I myself 
hud two or three, und had I wished 
could have had more. Wherever we 
went we could not fail to feel and 
know' of the great work the Red 
Cross was doing.

Coming hack on our ship there 
were about 900 to 1000 casuals, hoys 
who hud been wounded and had paid 
some awful prices for the cause of 
truth and right. Oh, it was heart­
breaking to see some of those poor 
fellows, some with arms gone, legs 
gone, eyes gone, or otherwise terribly 
wounded. But w'hul grand stories 
they had to tell of the kindness of 
the Red Cross! Anything they naked 
for wns theirs; they need hut usk 
and the rest was done hy the ever 
faithful Red Cross workers. One 
fellow told me that at the hospital 
to which he had been sent, a tag wns 
tied each day to every patient's cot. 
Whatever they needed or desired was 
to he written on this tag; ns this tag 
was taken up it was replaced with 
another; and in the morning tile pa­
tient would ivake up to find that 
whatever he had requested tile pre­
ceding day was awaiting him.

Oh, it surely is u great work. 
Wherever the hoys are In tin* camps 
or across the sea the Red Cross Is 
(here to greet und help them. All 
tills noble work Is greatly appreciat­
ed hy tin- hoys, nnd nothing can he 
said too highly of Hie society that 
Ims thus helped and cheered the 
thousands of <oldlors and sailors, 
when so many miles from home, sin­

C IT Y  FRAMES PROTEST

AGAINST PROPOSED INCREASE IM 

TELEPHONE RATES

City Attorney T. A. Thoren, With F, 
A. Belt as Counsel. Will Attend 

Lansing Hearing

Tho city of Xegaunee will d<> itrt 
share toward keeping telephone r e n t ­

al rates down to what appears to ha 
n reasonable minimum nnd to prevent 
certain restrictions in service which 
are contemplated by the telephone 
company. At a special meeting of 
the Common Council held last even* 
ng City Attorney T. A. Thoren was 
delegated to attend the hearing of 
tho telephone company’s application 
before the railroad commission at 
Lansing on Tuesday next, and At­
torney Frank A. Boll was appointed 
counsel to assist in the presentation 
of the city’s case.

After ns thorough inquiry ns possi­
ble, the city authorities are con­
vinced that the proposed Increases in 
rentals are unreasonable and they 
are likewise of the opinion that Mar­
quette county should not he deprived 
of the Interurbnn privileges which it 
h.is hitherto enjoyed. The Negau­
nee counsel will he well fortified 
with statistics nnd will he able to 
Join with the other communities in 
the county in making a strong pre­
sentation of their cause . They 
doubtless will not neglect to call tho 
attention of tho railroad commission 
to the fact that Ncgnunee is asked to 
pay the increased charges, hut must 
he content with antiquated equipment 
ami must suffer limitation of service 
range in the bnrgnn.

Reports from other sections of tho 
state indicate a growing movement 
to have areas of non-toll service defi­
nitely fixed, ami there appears to ho 
much support of the opinion common­
ly held in this section, that a county 
should constitute the unit of froo 
service—any calls within the comity 
not requiring extra fees, while all 
calls beyond the county line should 
he on u toll basis. It is fully recog­
nized that telephone operating costs 
have not escaped the general upward 
trend, nnd all are willing that there 
should he some scaling up of rates, 
hut there Is determined opposition to 
the screws being applied with tho 
contemplated pressure, and the inasK 
formation which Michigan municipal­
ities are planning will he of a nature 
calculated to Induce the railroad com­
mission to he fully mindful of tho 
rights of those “who pay the freight** 
before they authorize any general ad­
vance in rates,

City Attorney Thoren expects to 
leave here Sunday, as there are somo 
other city matters pending In Lan­
sing to which he would like to give 
attention on Monday. Attorney Bell 
will leave here either Sunday or Mon­
day. Tuesday, the 2tst lust, is the 
date set for the henring.

In urging the larger municipulith* 
throughout the state to have their 
cty attorneys attend the conference 
at Lansing which has for Us nil Innate 
purpose a state association of city 
attorneys, Marvin J. Srhnborg. city 
attorney of Kalamazoo, who has tak­
en the Initiative in the matter, stat­
ed that no more auspicious time 
could he found, for a considerable 
number of attorneys would undoubt­
edly be in Lansing on tlx- 21--I lust, 
which is the date set for lie- tele­
phone petition hearing, mid It Is

Girls as W ell as Boys Are Members of the Rabbit Clubs.

RABBIT MEAT IS 
MOST DELICIOUS

Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs Being 
Formed in Various Parts of 

United States.

IS CHEAPER THAN CHICKEN
Great Many Hotels Now Regularly

Serve Hare Prepared in Some Par­
ticular Way—Pelts Are Used 

to Make Felt Hats,

Fifteen hundred boy and girl club 
members are raising rabbits in Taco­
ma, Wash., and more are constantly 
Joining In this enterprise to produce 
cheap and delicious meat. All over 
the country the boys’ and girls' clubs, 
formed under the supervision of the 
department of agriculture In connec­
tion with the stnte agricultural col­
leges, for the purpose of growing rab­
bits, are on the increase in size, num­
ber and popularity.

When tho fact begun to be realized 
that the namher of domesticated ani­
mals ordinarily used for food was not 
equal to the demand, various other 
sources which might be used to help 
supplement the regular supply were In­
vestigated. One of the most promis­
ing discovered lay In Increasing the 
number of rabbits and encouraging 
their use for food. This was in lino 
with the findings in other countries on 
the same question. It is stated that 
30 per cent of the meat1 used in Ger- 
mnny last year was rabbit.

Delicately Flavored Meat.
Those who know good food long ago 

realized that not even chicken could 
excel a young hare In delicacy of fiber 
and flavor, and to increase their use 
should not prove a difficult matter. 
Nearly all the best hotels now regu­
larly serve rabbit prepared In some 
speelal way their chef has devised.

The rabbit associations in California 
and Nebraska are making speelal of­
fers to boy and girl club members 
which will enable a youngster to start 
n warren ut a moderate cost with 
good iilock.

In Utah the rabbit industry among 
the hoy mid girl club tnctnhcrs is In­
creasing in Importance, with ninny 
youngsters going into it tills season 
and finding it profitable.

Demonstrations are given in the 
bo>V mid girls* clubs as to the best 
way (o kill, dross and market rabbits. 
The young people are also taught how 
to ran the meat and tan the skins for 
home use. Tin* popular use o f rabbit 
skins by furrier* of ltd* country Is evi­
denced by the import lists of last year, 
which show skins were
shipped here from foreign eoimtrle* Jn 
the 12 months preceding. These pelts 
nre also used by hatters to make hot­
ter grades of felt hats.

Kabblts don't ermv o r lay eggs, hut 
they are right there with the cheapest 
meal that can he produced.

Dried apricots, peaches or plums, 
whim fully soaked, nre delicious in u 
salad.

If stuffed with cottage cheese they 
make a dish fit to be served on any 
occuslon.

Canned pineapple combined with 
cottage cheese, dates stoned and filled 
with the cheese, n slice of apple with 
n small ball of cheese on the center, 
bananas and chopped nuts are salad 
combinations which are popular and 
the material for them Is available all 
the year in most localities.

Some Ways of Saving Fuel.
More bent will bo obtained from less 

coal If all heat-absorbing surfaces nre 
kept free from soot and dust. Hot-air 
pipes carry more heat if dean.

Circulating air is more easily heated 
than still ulr filled with Impurities. 
To get the maximum of heat from 
coal, the air In the house should be 
changed once an hour.

Moist nir heated to 06 degrees Fahr­
enheit is as comfortable as dry air 
heated to 70 or 75 degrees, according to 
specialists of the department of ag­
riculture. The moisture can be sup­
plied by evaporation of water at the 
point at which the heut enters the 
room, in the case of the furnace. A 
pan of water on the radiator or stove 
will answer the same purpose.

If a continual fire In the range is 
not absolutely necessary a combina­
tion of wood and coal Is economical. 
Use wood for the preparation of break­
fast and supper, and coal for the mid­
day dinner nnd principal baking.

The fireplace Is a luxury In winter 
but an economy in spring and fall. 
Coal should not be burned in the fire­
place. It enn be kept supplied In the 
rural home by pruning* from trees and 
shrubs, bits of waBte wood nnd broken 
boxes. The fireplace insures ventila­
tion nnd affords a means of burning 
rubbish.

Make Delicious 8andwiches.
Nut bread, a favorite with both 

young and old, is especially good to 
have on hand to make sandwiches for 
the children’s school lunch. The re­
cipe below, recommended tiy the de­
portment of agriculture, ronwervo* 
both sugar nnd wheat Hour, but with 
wheat flour at present on Hie approved 
list it may he used if desired in piuco 
of tin* corn flour called for in tho 
recipe.

Have Potted Meat Ready.
The mi<l of n boiled ham or corned 

beef sorted, bone and gristle removed, 
fut nnd meat chopped fine, limy yield 
more than could be used advantage- 
oiisly at a single meal. Heat It, with 
little water, in Its own fat and pack 
soildiy in Jelly tumblers or Hinall jars. 
There should he a quarter Inch of 
fat on top to harden and form a seal 
from tho ulr. With u tin cover on 
top. meat thus prepured will keep sev­
eral weeks.

Seasoning may be added us for any 
pulled meat. Meat thus prepared, bojji 
fnt and lean, is ready to he used with 
from two to four times its hulk of 
potatoes or other vegetables for hushes, 
or for sandwiches, etc.

The Jittie child was right, hut the 
trouble is, most of us do not listen.

Ask your question In song, mother, 
and soon you will he nnsweicd by a 

: cheerful singing reply.
“IJuby, where are you?" sung on 

a simple ascending scale will soon 
bring u musical reply from a hidden 
child of “1 uni hiding here.”

Flay softly, sing gently and listen.
Teach to Follow Tune.

During the duy take some familiar 
tune and swing the rhythiu with the 
arms. Let the chlldrcu step it, find- 
lug out where the slow and quick steps 
come. Afterward, have them draw 
Uni** on the blackboard to show this
duration, thus: ............................
Let (licin find in which direction the 
tune goes, up or down, nnd make plc- 
tun's «>f it eltlier denoting the direc­
tion with u sweep of the hands or 
drawing « sweeping line on the black­
board.

Staging, swinging, stepping and mak­
ing pitch and duration pictures, the 
children live in music as fish in wuter 
or birds lu the air.

If there are quarrels and tears, play 
something pretty nnd think the word 
Harmony. See how this calms the at­
mosphere. The mother 1 speak or 
controlled her children almost entire­
ly through the power of constructive 
thought and music. Tlu'y easily yield­
ed to the word Peace sung gently 
over and over.

Mothers, if they only knew It, have 
the making of a new world of love in 
their keeping, and music I* » torch to 
light them on the way.

To a mother who does not know 
any music, I say. if you can, get some 
one to come for an hour every day 
to sing with your children at twilight. 
See to it that the words of the songs 
nre constructive and beautiful and 
learn to sing a little yourself. Every 
one can sing a little.

Join the community chorus nnd if 
there isn’t one, start one.

ARE MUCH LIKE THE TANKS
Had No Elaborate Trench System*,

Just Watched Huns Dig and Then 
Went and Took Them—Never 

Lost Yard of Ground.

London.—"Km* <wh absolute cn-nml- 
iy tin? Australian unny has sustained 
In its lighting in France It has taken 
three (iVrinmi prisoners.’'

That wjjs Mil* Matomoiit nmdo ro* 
Cfitlly by MuJ. Hen. <’lmrhs Hosontlml, 
ooinnimHlcr of tin* Second AustrallHit 
division. He was a hrlgjidler general 
In eojiitnuml of the AustrnHuu forces 
which relieved Henernl Hitrey’s nomle- 
script f»»rces hetore Audens uud stop­
ped the Herman drive. Henernl Itoserp 
thnl related some fuels, hitherto un­
published, how the Australians out- 
wltled mid outfought the Hermans be­
fore Amiens, stcmlll.v drove the enemy 
back, winning jumplng-olf ground for 
the Hellish offensive effort which 
opened August H.

"I had been in u hospital three days, 
having been gassed, when l was or­
dered to take cliarge of the Australian 
brigade sent down from the north to 
the Amiens sector.’’ Oeiurul Kosen- 
tliul said. “Henenvl Daley’s forces 
were about worn out. The Hermans 
wort? preparing a new blow against 
them. They could not have held. When 
the blow fell and the Hermans found 
they were up against fresh Australian 
forces they ceased the attack. They 
never gained a yard of ground in sub­
sequent attacks.

Took German Trcnchet.
"It was open lighting. There were 

no elaborate trench systems, although 
the men dug In. J had my men dig 
only one trench—a front line trench. 
We did not hulhl rearward defenses. 
My men knew they had tin* one Hue 
and would bold It. not weakening 
their staying powers by mdl'/.uUon 
there was some trench iti tin* rear to 
go hack to. We walehed the Hermans 
building their trenches, ami when they 
got the first line completed we went 
out and look it from (hem. That was 
belter Hum digging them ourselves.

“As a couseqnciicc. the Hermans 
never knew when* their front line 
was. The artillery forces of the en­
emy would not shell it, for they did 
not know whether we held It or their 
own men held It. It was the safest 
place on the bntlletteld,

“Sometimes we’d lake the Hermans’ 
front trench in daytime, sometimes at 
night. We harassed the enemy eon- 
tliivmusly. It was midsummer and the 
crops were waist high, our men would 
go through thorn on (heir hellles. For 
Imdanee. one morning at ten o’clock 
12f> of our tuen wiggled up to within 
a few yards of the Herman front 
trench where machine gunners were 
lolling ahotil. thinking of most any­
thing besides an attack at that hour. 
We took -IS prisoner*, killed fKl Her­
mans and Ihe rest lied. From July l, 
the day we relieved Henernl t'urcy’s 
force, which was made up of JVJ dif­
ferent units, until August S. when the 
HrllJxh drive was launched, we ad­
vanced our front he.'ore Amiens l<> a 
depth of li.fiOO yards. Just two Aus­
tralian brigades did lids. We broke up 
two Herman divisions In that time. We 
had simply stolen his troops. Natural­
ly the lioche month' steadily went 
down ns ntir's went up. And when 
ihe Ifrltlsh drive was hnihelted the 
way had been prepared hy our troops.

Never Gove Ground.
“As an example of the way warfare 

has changed, two AuMrnlluti regiments, 
with l,fKin Im yutieth each, were given

the ditlimlt lu-k of taking M"iit St. ( 
(pu-ntln. an action which under prevl-; 
oils shindnrd* would hau* required at , 
least two divisions. Our n,«si attacked, j 
took this heavily forittiod post, ad- j 
vaneed d,.VH> yards, rapturing Id.”* gu n s1 
and 1,‘JOO prisoners. And our until j 
easualtles were mi.” 1

The Australians take deep Interest | 
in tIH r warfare, m*l only brejm-c they, 
are well paid (p r iu ih s  receive .sl.*»0 
a day and suhal'erii s*>). well clothed 1 
and fed, hut aKo hcrniiM* etery ollirer;

Practically imt a yard of ground has 
been lost to the Hermans hy the Aus­
tralians since they landed In France 
in 101(5.

!t,l.ri0 Australian "uldlers have been 
captured hy tie* Hermans. Nearly flfl 
times that many Hermans have been 
taken hy tin* Australians, who now 
number KiK.P’Jd ns a lighting estuhlish- 
ment In France. Casmtliles, including 
thousands who have been wounded two 
or three limes nnd returned to the 
front number -11,M). Australia Is
paying every penny of war expenditure 
Incurred hy Its troops.

Henernl Uosenthul said Australians 
were more like Americans in habit of 
thought, lighting nnd general altitude 
toward life than any other unit In 
France.

AGREED ON CAMBRIA SEWER

State Sanitary Engineer Confers with 

Local Officials

0. E. Eckert, Michigan sanitary en­
gineer paid a visit to the city last 
Tuesday and that evening had a con­
ference with the mayor, city engineer, 
city attorney, sewer committee of the 
Common Council, and the Board o/ 
Public Works, with the result that 
the state nnd municipal authorities 
are in fujl accord on all essential de­
tails involved in providing sewerage 
faciltles for the Cambria mine loca­
tion. Only minor details remain to 
be determined, nnd it is assured that 
the work will bo begun Just as early 
next spring as weather will permit.

The size of the pipe and the pre­
cise route to be followed are among 
the matters awaiting decision, but 
It Is probable that 1-inch tile pipe 
will be used and that the sewer will 
parallel the south shore of Teal Lake 
from the Cambria location to a point 
where connection may be made with 
the Teal Lake avenue sewer. Fur­
ther tests of ground will be required 
to determine the route which will af­
ford the "easiest digging,’’ hut all of 
these matters will have received at­
tention before it is possible to begin 
active work, and once inaugurated 
the task will be pushed to completion

As was stated when the subject 
first came up for discussion, opinions 
differ as to how much of the Cambria 
loction sewerage finds It way into 
Teal Lake, for it is believed that the 
ledge which follows the south shore 
would effectually prevent any sewer­
age which had once entered the 
ground from ever finding Hr way in­
to the lake, but there is no doubt' 
that a certain percentage was carried 
Into the lake by surface water, and 
in order to make assurance doubly 
sure the local authorities have not 
been averse to pursuing any Im­
provement plan which might help to 
safeguard the city’s domestic water 
supply. The expense will necessarily 
be great, the initial estimates having 
run between $15,000 and $20,000, but 
if it fully accomplishes its purpose 
it will have been money well spent.

There is Influenza all around us.
If anyone in your household nets sick, do as follows nt once:

Put the sick one in bed.
Keep all children at home, from school, and from work.
Call the doctor. If it is not Influenza you will be let go.
If it is Influenza, you will be quarantined.

When you are quarantined you must not permit any member 
of the family to go out among people, nor permit any person to 
enter your house. You must not sell nor deliver milk. When 
it is safe to let you out, the house will be fumigated and the 
quarantine taken off.

Wheh you think someone in your house has a contagious 
disease, don’t  send out any of the well ones to stay at some other 
(place until you have permission to do so, and their clothes have 
been fumigated. ’

If you disobey these rules, you do a great wrong to other 
people by exposing them to the infection, and you also violate the 
law and render yourself liable to prosecution—you will be lined, or 
both fined and committed to jail.

In ninny instances persons have allowed some member of the 
family to lie ill fur several days before calling a doctor. During 
this time the children have gone to school; parents, or others in 
the family, have gone to work; and thus they have exposed hun­
dreds of persons, and caused many new eases of the disease.

Many cases of Influenza are very mild anti it may seem to be 
only a cold. Hut have all cases pf even slight illness investi­
gated at once.

Upon his 
arrival in Virginia he married Jane 
Poythress. Their daughter Jam* be­
came the wife of ltohert Holing, the first of Ids name in America am) the 
grent-great-great-great grandfather of Mrs. Wilson.

A contemporary portrait of Pocahontas shows her dressed ns an EngIKh 
princess of the period. Site wears a rufT and cap and carries a fan of ostrich 
feathers, as does, her descendant today, Mrs. Wilson having revived this 
fashion in Washington society whon she entered the White House. There 
are those who profess to see in Mrs. Wilson a striking resemblance to 
Pocahontas. ,

HOMES FOR RETURNED SOLDIERS |
Secretary of the Interior Franklin 

K. Lane's great project for the recla­
mation of some 300,000,000 acres of 
arid, swamp anti rut-nver lands with 
the view of furnishing work and homes 
to returned soldiers was particularly 
called to the attention of congress by 
President Wilson In his message. The 
work will he under charge of the recla­
mation service, which is one of the 
bureaus of the interior department.

This plan contemplates nothing 
like charity to the soldier. The basic 
Idea is just the opposite. Instead of 
destroying our enemies he Is to de* 
velop our resources. He Is to do the 
work of reclamation. He Is to make 
his own home. He Is to he eared for 
and financed while doing this. He is 
to pay for the land under cosy condi­
tions.

This project combats two ten­
dencies of the times which are harm­
ful to the general welfare of the tin- 

tion. One is the drift to farm tenancy; experience shows that best results 
demand that the fanner should own the home and farm lands. Another is 
the trend of population from the country to the city.

N THE path of Hie victorious’ 
British expedition in Palestine «s 
it moved northward lay the moun­
tain ranges of the Lebanon, and I 

Aleppo, the taking of which city gave | 
complete control of the Syrian end of 
tho Bagdad railway and pf the Im­
portant port of Alexandr'-da, Hie best 
harbor in the country. From Damas­
cus the railway to the north traverses 
the Beka’a, a long. l\y& 0  valley be­
tween Hie Lebanon and Anti-Lebanon 
ranges. In tlie middle of this valley! 
on tlie slope of Hu* latter range is I 
situated the ancient town of Baalbek 
celebrated for Us wonderful ruins. !

Baalbek is a small and prosperous 
town, u large part of the population 
being Christian, says Country Life, 
and It Is tlie seat of the government 
of a province of the same name and 
a military center. Yu’kubl, an Arab 
writer of the ninth century, speaks of * 
Baalbek as one of tho finest towns of- 
Syria, and other writers niuke allusion! 
to this beautiful spot and its wonder­
ful ruins. It is spoken of by the geog­
rapher, Nur Kaddusl, us the coolest 
place In Syria, (

As the name Bnulbek, which is j 
Semitic fu origin, implies, it was con­
nected from early times with the wor­
ship of the sun, probably meaning the 
city of Baal in the Beka’a, by which 
the plain is known. The Phoenicians 
here erected a great temple to Haul 
constructed with colossal stones afterj 
their manner. Tills was afterwards \ 
utilized nnd reconstructed In the Grae- 
co-Honmn period, when the name Baal­
bek took the Greek form of Heliopolis.

Romans Reused the Stones.
The Roman builders would appear 

to have largely reused the stones of 
the earlier Phoenician work. The tem­
ple of the Sun Itself had ol columns, 
17 each on tin* north and smith sid-'». 
ami ten each on Hie east ami w» -t 
sides. On the south side six of the * 
great columns stlil remain standing. 
They are 7n feet In height, including 
base and capital, white Ha* eniubiu- 
ture above adds another U feel; the 
shafts consist of lima* blocks only, 
joined with iron lies, (heir diameter 
Is 7 feet 3 Inches at Hie base and 0 
feet fi Inches at the top. To the 
south Is Hie temple of Jupiter. This 
Is 327 feet by 117 feet, and on a low­
er level. It also faced east, nmi had 
n henuiiful portico and stone stair­
case, nothing of which remains. The 
peristyle laid 42 columns, 13 ou the 
east and west sides, and eight ou the 
north and south. These were (in feet 
in height, the shafts being <5 feet 0 
Inches at the Imxc, ami fi feet 8 Inches 
at (he top. The entablature was 12 
feet high. Hie distance between the 
columns and the celln Is R) f«*et, the 
ceiling being formed by greut slabs 
of shine connecting them, and beau­
tifully decorated.

Indeed, many 
portions of tbe Upper Feninsula ex­
cel liio lands in the lower part of the 
state for thu purposes of w-heat grow­
ing. and it is even asRi-rtcd thut there 
are s*-ctb>oa of it tlmt »ro equal to the 
fiir f oued wheat growing countv of 
Nort’icru Minnesota Marquette coun­
ty aioue Iscapublu of producing suf­
ficient wheat to sustain u population 

times greater than at present, 
while in all rooicrops she could fur­
nish many thousand dollars'worth for 
export. Hundreds of Immigrants are 
annually coming Into this section. 
Reeking homes iu localities where 
they will be able to earn a compe­
tence and eventually gain mu inde­
pendence. The Ikon HEU.M*DhuH fre­
quently urged the large lauded cor­
porations to ifike the initiative iu the 
matter, believing tlmt by proper ex­
ertion our large area of vacaul lands 
would soon be occupied by a teeming 
and Industrious population. The 
friends of the peninsula now propose 
lo see what can be done along this 
Hdc, working through the Legisla­
ture.
