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TANK TO COME SUNDAY A QUIET ELECTION

A GENUINE “TREAT 'EM ROUGH”: 
MACHINE COMING I

Women’s Participation Brings Total 
up to 2000

Local Liberty Loan Committee Plans 
a Military Parade for Next 

8unday Afternoon

v The Negaunee Victory I/>an com­
mittee has a treat In store for the 
people of Negaunee—an opportunity 
to Inspect one of the whippet warj 
tanks which wrought Buch terrible! 
execution upon the Hun hordes and

Monday’s election was one of the. 
quietest recorded* but* the vote was 
the largest ever cast, this being due 
in large part to the fact that Negau­
nee women were permitted to exercise 
the right of suffrage for the first time 
at a general election. The official re­
turns show 2022 ballots cast, though 
the highest for any Individual candi­
date was the mark of 1647 set by 

I Mayor Robbins. The biggest vote
which unquestionably played no | previously cast was in 1916,- when
small part in hastening the end of 
the world war. The tank will be on 
exhibition in the city hall square 
throughtout the day, except for the 
time it is taking part in the military 
parade which has been planned for 
Sunday afternoon.

The tank will be pn exhibition in 
Marquette to-morrow, and it is sched­
uled to arrive at 7:35 o’clock Sunday 
morning. Ab quickly as it can be un­
loaded it will trundle its way to the 
city hall square, where It will remain 
on exhibition throughout the day, ex­
cept during the hours of its partici­
pation in a military parade. The 
machine is piloted by two tank corps 
men who have been in active service 
overseas. It still carries the ma­
chine guns with which it was armed.

While not one of the largest used 
in the war, this whippet tank is one 
of the real things, and only a few 
short months ago it was actively en­
gaged in combat overseas. It still 
bears the camouflage coat which was 
a factor in its operations against the 
enemy. The machine Is sixteen feet 
long and weighs about seven tons. 
It is capable of lumbering along at 
the rate of about twelve miles an 
hour and it is not nearly so fastidious 
as an automoble about Its pathway. 
Even the sorriest looking bit of cor­
duroy would have no terrors for it. 
Obstacles that it can’t brush aside, 
it simply surmounts, and they do say 
that It would climb a tree If it  could 
find one thick enough to afford it 
a  toehold.

Sunday afternoon there will be’ a 
military parade, with the tank as the 
special attraction. The procession 
will be strictly a military one, and 
every returned soldier and sailor Is 
asked to appear In uniform and do his 
bit in escorting the tank on its  tour 
of the city. The people are expected 
to do their part by turning out on the 
various thoroughfares and manifest­
ing their loyal support of the pa­
triotism for which the tank stands. 
The ladies of the Red Cross have 
been asked to join in the parade.

The parade will start at 2:30 p. m. 
and will be headed by a band. The 
route will be from the city square 
west on Jackson street to C yr, to 
Iron, to Pioneer avenue, to Main 
street, to Healy avenue, to Case 
street and thence back to the city 
hall. At the conclusion of the parade 
there will be a few patriotic speeches 
in the interest of the approaching 
Victory Loan campaign and doubtless 
a little music as well. Citizens are 
asked to turn out in force and hear 
the patriotic message these speakers 
will bear. *

The tank will be taken to Isiipem- 
ing Monday morning and that evening 
the people of the sister city are to 
have patriotic doings. The tank will 
then proceed to other points on Its 
triumphal tour of the Upper Penln- 
sulu.

1515 men participated in deciding the 
memorable contest between Messrs. 
Heggatgon and Anthony, the former 
winning by 21. Messrs. Robbins and 
Anthony had It out the following 
year, but the contest was less spirit­
ed, there being but 1418 votes cast 
and Mayor Robbins majority being 
368. Last year, when Mayor Robbins 
had no opposition, only 619 persons 
took the trouble to vote.

Comparison with the vote of 1916 
indicates that the full voting strength 
of the women was by no meanB 
brought out in the recent election, 
notwithstanding that the liquor 
amendment was a subject In which 
they might be expected to be vitally 
interested. There has been consider­
able depletion In the ranks of the 
male voters since the record of 1615 
votes cast in 1916, particularly by 
reason of the large number still ab­
sent in army service and other war­
time tasks, still with this allowance 
it would appear that there are a con­
siderable number of women who 
failed to exercise the citizenship 
privileges recently conferred upon 
them.

Negaunee gave a plurality of 286 
against the proposed “beer and light 
wines” amendment. Marquette gave 
a plurality -of 836 against and Iah- 
peming 1037. Sentiment throughout 
the townships was about in the same 
proportion. Definite figures for the 
state have not been compiled, but the 
plurality against the amendment is 
apparently above 120,000. The good 
roads amendment ’’won In a  w alk”

One ward In Negaunee, the Third, 
gave a  majority! in favor of the li­
quor amendment, the others being 
“dry” by considerable margins. The 
vote by wards was as follows:

Postmaster Trudell Has Plan Under 
Consideration

Postmaster Peter Trudell, Jr., Ik de­
sirous o/ closing the generul delivery 
windows ut 7:30 p. in. instead of at 8 
p, m. as at present. The proponed 
change would be for the summer 
months only, und it is for the benefit 
of the poHtoffice clerks.

The business transacted during (he 
half hour preceding 8 p. in. amounts 
to practically nothing, and no fur u* 
till* purtlcuiur service in concerned 
the postmaster would fee! warranted 
in authorizing the change without 
further preliminaries. The change 
would, however, carry with it the 
closing at 7:30 p. tn. of the outgoing 
m&li now received up to 8 p. m., and 
it Is upon this point thut the post­
master would like to be ussured thut 
the change will entail no hardship to 
business interests.

If there are uny patrons whose In­
terests would be affected by the ear­
lier closing of the outgoing night 
malls, they ore asked to communicate 
with the postmaster either personally 
or by letter. Postmaster Trudell Is 
not unmindful thut the primary pur­
pose of the postoffice is the fullest de­
gree of public service consistent with 
the Postal Regulation*, and if it ap­
pears that the volume und nature of 
the business to he transacted during 
the latter hours would be seriously 
effected the proposed change will not 
he made; otherwise It Is Intended to 
muke It effective May 1st. and as 
previously stated It would cover only 
the summer months.

The Cadillac high school basketball 
team accepted the Invitation of the 
Negaunee team for a post-tournament 
game and are now on their way to 
fulfill the obligation, the game being 
scheduled for Saturday evening at the 
high school gymnasium.

It was the Cadillac team 
which carried off state honors in 
Class B, the division to which Ne­
gaunee would have been normally as­
signed, and in general ranking the 
teams would be considered quite well 
matched. At any rate a most inter­
esting contest U assured for to-mor­
row evening.

The arrangements for the game 
are entirely in the hands of the local 
school officials, but the la tter have 
the cordial co-operation of a business 
men’s committee. Special arrange­
ments will be made for the crowd 
which will undoubtedly wish to wit­
ness the contest, and so carefully 
have the plans been laid that it 
seems safe to say that at least 1200 
persons can be afforded unobstructed 
view of the playing area. It will 
not he possible to provide seating ac­
commodations for all, but the great­
est possible number of chairs and 
benches will be installed and special 
effort will be exerted to make attend­
ance comfortable for the ladles.

The admission will be 50 cents, and 
while a considerable number of tick­
ets have been sold in advance, it will 
nevertheless be necessary for people 
to turn out in goodly numbers to­
morrow evening if the Negaunee team 
is to he enabled to break even on the 
proposition, for as may be readily im­
agined, the expenses run high. The 
"big” game will begin at 9 p. m., this 
hour having been set for the accom­
modation of the many business men 
and store employes who will wish to 
witness the game. Preceding this 
contest there will be a gome between 
the Marquette and Negaunee high 
school girls* teams. The Negaunee 
girls have a habit of winning and 
expect to sustain the record before 
the huge crowds which will assemble 
Saturday evening The referees of the 
games will be Messrs. McCItntock 
and Gant, of Marquette.

It was impossible to perfect plans 
for the entertainment of the Cadillac 
team until the time of their arrival 
and length of stay were known, but 
nothing will be lacking along this 
line and there is little doubt that the 
lower state people will carry back 
pleasant memories of Neguunee’s hos­
pitality. If the weatiier man will 
come out of the sulks and l>e decent, 
there will be automobile trips to 
point* of interest, and if this should 
not be possible it is sufe to hazard 
the guess thut other means of making 
the visitors' stay cujoyuble will he 
found.

It has been supposed that she died several years ago. It Is now stated 
that she Is alive In Purls.

Tho purchasing power U, 
fhercfotv, only about 01 per cent of 
what II was four yours ago. Many of 
tlm better lonelier* are leaving the 
schools. Students now entering the 
normal school* are not of un good 
quulliy. Enrollment, is also smaller,

“The only remedy Is larger pay 
for teacher*. If school boards, legis­
lators, and county and city councils 
would Immediately announce the pol­
icy of doubling the average salary of 
teachers within the next live years and 
of lidding mil loss than 50 per cent 
more within the ten years following the expiration of ibis period, pd (hut at 
tile end of 15 years tho average salary of public school-teacher* would be not 
less than *1,500—about onu and a half times larger than they receive at 
present—-and then take slops lor carrying out this policy, much good would 
by accomplished at once,

No tcavher who W tit should be asked to work for lees than *1,000 a your. 
It Is not for the sake of the touchers (hut this policy Is advocated. It la for 
tile nuke of the schools.”

Gov. Sproul Aids In Welding Foreign- 
born into Citizenry

The endorsement given by Hon. 
William C. Sproul, a former.Negaunee 
resident and now governor of Penn­
sylvania, to a plan for more complete 
Americanization of foreign-born citi­
zens hns attracted nation-wide atten­
tion to a proposal for community ser­
vice whose fundamental principle 
bids fair to be employed ere long in 
every section of the country where 
there are considerable numbers of 
people whose original allegiance was 
to foreign lands. The idea, it ap­
pears, had Its origin in the minds 
of two Chester (Pa.) young ladies, 
and It was at u brilliant spectacle in 
which the cosmopolitan anceatr# of 
Chester people was portrayed that 
the governor spoke with patriotic fer­
vor upon the subject of “home lengucs 
of nations" designed to weld the for­
eign-horn into an American citizenry 
whose loyalty could be depended upon 
under any and all conditions.

It was peculiarly fitting that It 
should have been at Chester that this 
pioneer effort in Americanization by 
community service should have had 
its beginning, for it was at Chester 
that George Washington was notified 
that he had been elected first Presi­
dent of the United States. It was a 
wonderful demonstration In which 
Italians, Greeks, Frenchmen, Rus­
sians, Poles, Belgians, all in native 
national costumes participated, and 
the forceful and eloquent address 
which the governor delivered was in­
terpreted Into the tongues of the var­
ious nationalities represented. Gov. 
Sproul spoke, in part, as follows:

Across the ocean a Union of Na­
tions is forming. There may be much 
discussion as to the exact plan and 
the technical terms of this union, but 
there will surely be organized a new 
International force for the preserva­
tion of peace and for the advance­
ment of mankind. If such a league 
is to be lasting there must be friend­
liness and understanding among the 
peoples. War has prepared the way; 
It has made a score of nations broth­
ers in work and in sacrifice for civil­
ization’s ideals. This new found 
brotherhod among nations it Is now 
our duty to encourage and to foster. 
For thls^mrpose our “Community Ser­
vice for Chester and Vicinity” pre­
sents here to-day "Chester's League 
of Nations," an international assem­
bly, as It were, united in purpose and 
in hopes, in this official reception of 
our foreign-born people by their older 
fellow citizens. We welcome the 
newcomer if he comes in good spirit 
and to become one with us. We have 
built up here a mighty nation, strong 
and generous and free. We want you 
to become a part of this government 
and to Join with us In working out 
the destinies of this beneficent Re­
public. America desires not only to 
teach you our language and our cus­
toms ami our standards, but our 
ideals .of government and freedom. 
We ask your patriotic devotion to the 
Republic, to Pennsylvania and to the 
community, which shelters and cher­
ishes us all und which are ours und 
yours to love, to support and to 
defend.

John 
Roach Sproul, in the war, and the 
young mun tfus the guest of hftnor at 
a civic meeting and luncheon of the 
Century Club of Chester some days 
preceding the "League of Nations" 
meeting. It was Just one year ago 
that day that the young Swarthmore 
College athlete landed In France and 
Ills personal experiences would have 
formed a most thrilling narrative, 
but he chose* to put Ills personal ex­
periences aside and he related only 
xvluit his eyes bed witnessed.

The government has issued notice 
that all soldiers and sailors holding 
insurance certificates Issued by tbe 
war risk bureau during the war have 
flve years from the official declaration 
of peace in whloh to convert their one 
year renewable term contracts Into 
any one of tbe six following life in­
surance policy forms:

Ordinary life, twenty payment life, 
thirty payment life, twenty year en* 
dowment, thirty year endowment and 
endowment maturing at tbe age of 
02. This conversion may be effected 
in whole or in part without medical 
examination.

The Insurance under any of tbe 
above policy forms will be carried by 
the government at rates considerably 
lower than any of those of the regular 
life Insurance companies gruntiog 
similar benefits. Premium rates will 
be based upon the American experl 
ence table, used by all uold-Uno” life 
insurance companies, with Interest at 
3 1-2 per cent, figured upotf a monthly 
basis. As tbe expenses of admiols 
tration are paid by the government 
and notebargedagaiosttbe Insurance, 
th j rates granted tho insured are net 
rates.

All policies will contain a waiver of 
premium and total disability clause, 
making the proceeds payable at any 
time the insured becomes totally and 
permanently disabled, regardless of 
a go, in monthly installments of $4.76 
per $1,000 of Insurance covering the 
entire period of total Uisablity for 
the life of insured. No policy issued 
by any life losuranoe company con­
tains a similar clause without regard 
to ago.

The annual rute at tbe age of 24 for 
ordinary life, per $1,000, will be916.24; 
for twenty paymeot life, $22.60; for 
twenty y#ar endowment, $39.34, and 
for thirty year endowment $24.09.

Dividends will be paid annually and 
may be taken in cash, deducted from 
the premium or left with the govern­
ment to accumulate at compound in* 
terest. All paidup and extended In­
surance values are participating and 
•uob values are Issued in exchange 
for the full reserve value without 
surrender charge.

If the premium Is paid, annually, 
semi-annually or quarterly, and death 
occurs, tbe discontinued value of pre­
miums except for tbe current uiooih 
will be returned. All these privileges 
are granted not only to those bolding 
torts polioles uoder the war risk act 
but to all enlisted soldiers and sailors 
in tbe future within 120 days of their 
enlistment or commission.

In addition, the proceeds of all pol­
icies are con-taxable. All policies are 
lncontestible from date of Issue, non- 
assignable and free from olalrns of 
creditor! aod free from restrictions as 
to naval seryice.

After tbe first year, loane and cash 
values are provided for the full 31-2 
per cent reserve values. Loans may 
be made up to 94 per cent of the cash 
values and participating paidup or 
extended insurance 1* guaranteed on 
all converted policies. In the event 
of death, policies uro paid lo 240 
monthly installment*, while paidup 
policies are payable at death in one 
lump sum and endowment policies arc 
payable at maturity in the same man- 
ner. One month's grace is allowed 
In tho paymedt of premiums while 
liberal reinstatement provisions are 
contained lu tbo new policies.

According to recent issue of the 
Michigan Manufacturing and Finan­
cial Record, the Michigan State Tele- 
phone Company has declined to agree 
to a merger of exchanges in Grand 
Rapids and other western Michigan 
cities, according to information re­
ceived by City Attorney Taggart. The 
city commission, consequently, has 
determined, in accordance with rec* 
ommendations of its telephone com­
mittee. to oppose any proposal for an 
increase in rates.

.Tax It Now In Effect

Whether Nogaunee people from 
now on, buy jewelry of bran, silver* 
gold or platinum or whether the jew­
elry Is only Imitations of real metals 
or stones, they roust pay a tux of f» 
per cent to tho govornmeut on tho 
amount of the purchase price.

This tux, which went iulo effect )a»l 
week, states that a tax of > per cent 
must bo paid on all jewelry whether 
it be real or imitation. Tbe jewelers 
will be obliged to make a report of 
their sales at tbe eod of eaob month 
and remit the government 6 per cent 
of tbeir sales covered by tho juwelry 
clause of the revenue act.

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SEEIN G  ROME  
FROM DIRIGIBLE

Correspondent Gives Interesting 
Description of Trip Over 

Eternal City.

WONDERFUL SCENE UNFOLDS
Plan to Make Aerial Tours of City an 

Attractive Feature for Visitors 
When Normal Conditions Re­

turn—Trip Is Marvelous 
Experience.

Rome.—When you make that long 
promised Kiimp^un trip to sou thu 
great haltJetleldN of France moJ Italy 
mid got to Knmc you will undoubtedly 
have the opportunity of Inspecting thu 
Kteniul City from the deck of a diri­
gible.

By the time Kurope has set its house 
In order mid has recovered sufllelently 
from war to make i mrlsts comfortahlu 
Home will be featuring an aerial tour 
of the cil.v which no one will care to 
miss, even though the eost of the trip 
may he something like S-0.

Instead of Itnnherlng through the 
*treels in tin’old-time nibherneek wag­
ons, or in a taxi, you will be able to 
lounge coinfcrtably lu well padded 
♦<eiils of an airship and see at fairly 
close range the layout of Koine with 
Its atones of ancient nnd modem archi­
tecture and at the same time feel per- 
fecily safe, because a dirigible move* 
along witli even less vibration than a 
rultmnn sleeper or American parlor 
car. •

I have just landed from such an In­
spection of Koine, Kxeept for a few 
moments' uneasiness white the dirlgi- 
ble was leaving the ground the trip 
was a marvelous experience and al­
most absolutely free from any anxious 
moments, even though tin* big ship 
sailed along 2.000 feet In the air at 
times. Jt was a war craft, built for 
scout duty, ami capable of enrrylr„ BO 
persons und was nothing like the com­
fortable passenger airships that ure 
now being planned und which will soon 
be in actual operation not only In 
Home but In other European capitals 
us well.

The big factories and the men who 
designed these ships are nmv turning 
UieJr thoughts to Die possibilities ot 
passengei' traffic and they know that 
Americans are going to be some ot 
their best customers during the days 
of enormous tourist tralllc that are to 
come. lu Italy, as well us France nnd 
England, it Is i-ikon for granted that 
the day of nlr truvel Is here.

No Chance for Civilians Now.
Just now, of course, civilians llml it 

Impossible to lly over Home, or even 
visit Rome for thut mutter, unless
they have xpeeiul busluesN there. All 
transportation facilities are being used 
to demobilize sections of the armies 
and there Is geuerul rouged Ion of rail­
ways and hotels. But this reconstruc­
tion period is not expctccd to lust 

* many mouths.
As guests of the Ituilau government 

and armed with a special permit to lly, 
our party of American newspaper men, 
eight lu nuinncr, were taken up at mid- 
afternoon for a one-hoar flight In 
which our ship did a llguro-clght 
course over Home, ll.ving directly above 
the urngnillcenl structure of St. Peter's, 
the Qulrlnnl palace, the Coliseum and 
Hie newer monumental edifice In white 
marble and gold that bus been erected 
to commemorate the creation of new 
Italy, the vast edlliee of simple and 
severe architecture of the monument 
to- Vidor Immanuel II.

In automobiles we were rushed out 
of Koine through the ancient city 
walls, some of which were hullt during 
the days of the old Koumu republic, 
across the gunlenlikc campngim of 
green Helds alul Uncles nf sheep to an 
Immense ulnlrnmc in the prairie land. 
Tiie whole of the Interior was mic 
vast room In which dove dirigibles 
were moored nifc from rain and storm.

By means of » portable staircase on 
wheels we climbed Into the swinging 
basket of the dirigible and took places 
where we could Hud them around thu 
three gasoline englner, 111-cylinder 
Flats, each attached to a separate pro­
peller.

Carries Crew of Seven.
Leather coats lined wifli sheepskin 

Wore distributed, although the weather 
on the ground was springlike. Seven 
Italian army men comisised the crew 
of the ship. The ofllcers used megu* 
phones at times to shout orders to the 
crew und to communicate with the 
small army of soldiers that held thu 
guide ropes on the ground.

The flmil sand bags were thrown 
from a pile on deck and the ship start­
ed uscending without a tremor. Un­
less one looked at the ground the 
sensation of moving wus not notice­
able.

I watched for « few moments the 
munuer in which a gas engine man 
tuned up one of the three motors 
aboard, and was startled a few seconds 
Inter to liud that we hud moved sky­
ward about 300 foot.

The hundred odd helpers on the 
ground hud already been dwarfed Into 
mere pygmies. The Koumu cnmimgnn 
with the mountains in the distance, 
was unfolding Into a vast panorama. 
We continued to ascend to more than
1.000 feet, moving all the time with 
Increased speed towf.rj Mu* city of 
Home, ten miles away.

Panorama of Rome,
At a speed of -10 to ."0 miles an ht.ue 

we sped over farmhouses and ruins 
of ilu» AppJnn way toward the elt.v. 
Within live minutes the miJcs of arched 
stone aqueducts that stretch from 
Kotac to the mountains had been 
passed ami we were in the outskirts 
of ihe town with the ltlver Tiber Just 
ahead threading the solidly packed 
rows of houses like a dull blue ribbon.

They tell you in K<>me that the most 
satisfactory view of the wrecked Coli­
seum, where the Caesars used to mur­
der Christians by the hundred und 
where the gladitoriul combats of tin* 
old days were held, may be hud by
moonlight.

However, a much better Idea of the 
Coliseum nnd Its size can he obtuined 
by viewing It from the air. From
1.000 to 1.500 feet above earth you cun 
get a better estimate of Its size, and us 
you flout by you have to scrutinize 
closely to notice the dunmge time hus 
brought to walls und arena.

Near the Coliseum the other ruins 
are' less distinguishable. They are too 
xinull to stand out In the punornmn. 
The palace of Augustus is a mere pile 
of bricks. The world-famous I’ulutlne 
hill near by Is to all appearances an 
Irregulur strip of brick-strewn mead- 
owlond and loses ull of the grandeur 
that the fanciful tourist, on foot among 
the ruins, Is aide to reconstruct from 
his Imagination.

On the other linad, tb# Quirlnnt pal­
ace, the Home residence of the king of 
Italy In peace times, Is notably unin­
spiring when vlewml from the street. 
But seen from the nlr, the magnificence 
of the Ouirlnal Is Impressive.

Wonderful Scene Unroll*.
To all appearances wo were barely- 

moving. Whole sections of landscape 
presented themselves smoothly and 
seemingly slowly. We had ample time 
to Inspect with considerable care the 
larger points of Interest from our van­
tage point in the steady basket, and it 
was only after landing that we learned 
our speed had averaged 40 miles an 
hour. The distance above the ground 
was responsible for the delusion of 
slow spo<*d.

The glories of 81. Peter's, viewed 
from the air, are no small part of the 
joy of (lying over Koine. It Is only from 
a high elevation that one Is uble to ap­
preciate the perfect symmetry of de­
sign that represents the best genius of 
architectural thought In Home through 
four centuries under the patronage of 
over a score of popes.

Naturally enough (lie finer embellish­
ments of St. Peter’s are more or less 
Invisible from the air. The famous 
Egyptian obelisk, brought to Home by 
one of the old emperors, who utilized 
800 men and 140 horse’s to perform 
part of the work and siient a small for­
tune In gold or. the enterprise, Is a dot 
In the landscape. The statues are 
mere blurs, the fountains are simply 
brighter spots In the landscape.

Trip Quickly Made.
One of tlie disappointing features of 

a first illghr over Kome Is the quick­
ness with which the trip is accom­
plished. Yftu have no sooner gotten 
Into the spirit of viewing things from 
aloft until your machine scoots out­
side the city over tin* green fields again 
and you have groups of country peo­
ple below gazing skyward for the ever 
interesting sight of an airship.

Once headed toward the airdrome, 
you will probably worry a bit about 
iiow efficiently the crew Is going to 
manage the docent and lauding. \oit 
commence to realize what an unwieldy 
thing an airship Is. how sensitive It Is 
to the air currents, how much It weighs, 
mid, above all other things, how far 
away the ground appears. You con­
sider. after a bit of 1 bought, that after 
all It was an idiotic Idea to fly while 
the airship business Is In u stute of 
comparative Infancy.

About that time the uirdroine, with 
Its Immense roof and sides of corru­
gated Iron, is 111 sight. The pilots cir­
cle the airdrome and do u sort of 
figure six In the air. On the ground 
nearly a battalion of uien ure rushing 
along to the spot the pilot has picked 
for the landings Sure enough, Just us 
you fearei) they are dropping the huge 
machine Just like un elevutor. The 
ground suddenly looks very close. 
About that time you get your firit 
slight jar; It Is the crew dumping sev­
eral barrels of water ballast to lighten 
the machine and stop the car. The 
Jerk is less than the usual elevutor 
inukes when stopping for u floor. Had 
you not been watching closely you 
would not have noticed It.

according to the month, imnu-ly, 111 
cents for .lunuary or 23 cents for De­
cember.

War Savings societies, or associa­
tions as the British term them, are 
very numerous in the British Isles. 
Mach person ntlillated with the assocl- 
ntlou nmirlhutcs either a fixed sum or 
any umoiint he mu at regulur Inter- 
vnls, say, each week. Whenever the 
secretary finds I.V. (hi. or more In the 
treasury lm immediately purchases one 
or more War Savings certificates for 
bis society, so that the certificates be­
gin to draw Interesi, An soon as a 
number of persons have completed 
their payments it Is customary to draw 
bus for the advantage of the earliest 
dated certificates In the association 
treasury. Tims, tin- lucky person may 
obtain a • erllllmle ' which lias been 
accimtuhilliig Interest for weeks pos­
sibly, while the Ian stamp drawn will, 
of course, be only a few days old.

Exempt From Taxation.
Both British Savings certificates and 

American War Savings stamp-* are ex­
empt from taxation, and for this and 
other retiM'iiN there is a limitation to

WORK IN CENSUS

Wonderful Devices to Tabulate 
and Record Figures on Pop­

ulation and Industry.

QUIZ BEGINS IN APRIL, 1920

Government Already Has Begun the 
Job of Assembling Its Plans and 

Forces—One Machine Handles
150,000 Cards in Eight 

Houre.

Washington.—With hostilities at an 
Hid, the government Is now laying the 
basis for one of the greatest of Its 
peuce-time tasks—the decennial Inven­
tory of the United States, Its people, 
lunds, industry uud live slock thut is 
called the census. Secretary of Com­
merce Hedfleld the other day signed 
the order that transferred one of the 
lurgest of the temporary wur build- 
lugs put up In Washington, thut for­
merly bousing the army's department 
of ueronautics, to Director of the Cen­
sus Rogers and Ills staff.

Actually, the government began the 
job some time ugo, assembling its 
plans und forces. By law, the begin­
ning of the census period of 1920 Is 
July 1, 1919, though It will not be un­
til u yeur from April thut the enumer­
ators will be set at work.

There will he twenty-nine questions 
in the 1920 census, according to the 
present design of Director Rogers' 
dummy curds, which now ure being 
given the exhaustive study of stutlstl- 
cuns. Tlie more complex question- 
nulres that go to industrial establish­
ments, schools, farms und every other 
permanent Institution of the country 
ate likewise In the development stuge, 
undergoing critical examination In the 
light of experience the government bus 
gained In conducting thirteen inven­
tories of the kind.

Will Be Machine Operation.
Chiefly the bureau Is engaged Ju pre­

paring for tin* classification und tubu- 
lutlou of the vast quantity of material 
which will be assembled. The 1920

I census tribulation will he for the first 
time almost completely p machine op* 

j oration, conducted by means id devices 
' useful only to the census bureau of the 
United States which have been Invent­
ed and are now being built h.v men in 
Its employ. Electric machines will 
first transfer the written Information 
eonilng In on the enumerators' sheets 
to curds, not hy writing, hut by punch­
ing bob1* nt proper points. Then the 
punched cards will he handed In their 
millions to another battery of ma­
chines, the tabulators, an amazing 
product of human ingenuity. K. M. 
Boltcaux, who devised them, has been 
with the census bureau for eighteen 
years and Is now superintending the 
construction of twenty-five machines, 
the operation of which he will direet.

These tabulators, working with 
smooth and silent perfection, take in 
400 cards a minute, count them, reject 
all that are imperfect or Improperly 
punched in any fashion nnd take off 
the totulR of punch marks, assembling 
the flnul result in printed figures on 
handy sheets. One of them the other 
duy in eight hours bundled 150,000 
curds.

Look Like Office Furniture.
The muchlneu resemble In outw'urd 

aspect n piece of office furniture. 
Curds go Into u metallic magazine ut 
their top, travel a few inches on tuelul 
guides, come out neatly stucked with 
the mistakes of the punching inuchincs 
—which have merely human operators 
—pointed out. The printed records of 
the eighteen or twenty totuls thut the 
punch murks lndicute come out from 
another slot, und tlie Instrument stands 
ready to repeat.

With* them* machines, there is n prac­
tical assurance thut the publications 
of the census, usuully coming out u 
long time after the enumeration, may 
be more quickly at hand to guide und 
demonstrate the progress of national 
civilization. They ure being produced 
lurgely by the work of youthful up- 
prentices from Washington schools 
which huve vocational courses.

Mrs. Bolger declared she 
had never heard of Spencer before, and 
did not know wlmt tlie letter was all 
about. Bulger became Infuriated ami 
declared he was going to kill Spencer.

cago Newspaper.

Rullt dose by the side of its tiny 
hay the little fishing town of Ralnt 
Ives buddies over the water, blend­
ing Into the rough gray Cornish land­
scape. The tiny cottages jumbled 
along the narrow', crooked street* are 
built of rough stone hewn from na­
tive rocks. The quaint old streets 
themselves are paved with huge ir­
regular dubs of the same stone.

In the tiny, crcscent-shupcd harbor 
the fishing boats rest at anchor dur­
ing the day, their tall bure masts, 
stripped of cauvus, reaching upward 
to the sky. Huge white gullB, Bulat 
Ives' own birds, hover und flutter 
umong the bouts and over the water, 
the murmur of their hundreds of 
wings like the voice of the sleepy old 
town.

By the side of their cottage doors' or 
down by tho piera the graff, brown 
fishermen sit and smoke, mending 
their nets and telling tales of the old 
days wheu the pirates of Halnt Ives 
Mere the terror of the seas; old yurns 
tlmt their grandfathers told them, the 
grandchildren will tell again. They 
themselves are bits of the scenery und 
q'lulnt Cornish utmosphere, gruff uud 
weather beaten, hut kindly and gener­
ous. At night their tiny boats put out 
to sea like u flock of birds, and the 
fisherman's working day begins.

The little town smells of the suit 
‘!Ht and of the fish drying in each 
spotless kitchen. Above each door 
hung wet oilskins and huge s <*h hoots

the fisherman uniform. The »<r, 
often heavy with mists und fog, is nev­
ertheless sweet uud clean.

Above tite old town built on orderly 
modern terraces, the new Kt. Ives 
porrheK in arrogant disdain of Its hum- 
1 !" sister at Its feet. But the little 
town Itself, supremely uneonsclotis of 
'lb<dii!n or interest, works on and gos- 
t ips us if bus done for centuries,—Nik- 
Nth, in Ghicugo Daily News.

Politically, the result of last Mon­
day’s election throughout tbe state 
was a grand triumph for the Repub­
lican party.

800 in Its favor, tbe state has gone 
Republican by at least 10,000 majority. 
Michigan sends greeting to tbe union, 
aod particularly to tbe olid South, 
and declares herself, now and next 
year, as she ever has been since 1864, 
steadfastly-loyal and Republican to 
tbe core.

For municipal officers, Negaunee’# 
contest was spirited. No p >lltical 
questions entered Into tbe figbt and 
tbe result was unexpected. Tbe nom- 
nees on tbe regular Citizen’s tloket, 
were alJ elected with tbe exception of 
Charles Bundberj, tbe candidate tor 
supervisor to tbe second ward. An 
exceedingly large vote was pulled, 
and tbe result was as follows:
