The Cadillac basketball team came, 
saw, utul conquered.

The post-champlonshlp game which 
wan played at the high school gym- 
nosium last Saturday evening waa a 
clean, snappy contest and there is no 
need for apologies as to the outcome— 
the better team won—though U Is 
due the locals to state that the down- 
state team largely outweighs the Ne­
gaunee quint, and there is a corres­
ponding difference In height, the 
handicap under which the Negau- 
nces were placed in this particular 
regard being most consplclous In 
reaches for the ball, when the down- 
state bunch seemed like giants tow­
ering over dwarfs.

The closeness of the contest, even 
under numerous unequal conditions, 
Is Indicated by the score—26 to 20 
and as for being a thoroughly inter­
esting athletic exhibition, the 800 
people who practically Ailed the gym­
nasium last Saturday evening are 
unanimous on that point. Notwith­
standing the exceptional attendance, 
the arrangements for handling the 
spectators had been so well planned

Capt. “Red 
Karrer proceeded to demonstrate Ne­
gaunee's possibilities, even under 
heavy odds, by scoring the first field 
basket after but a minute of play, but 
Cadillac came back strong and It was 
but another -minute before the score 
was tied. A little later King broke 
the tie, but the visitors evened up, 
and with a little to spare, the score 
being 6 to 4 In Cadillac's favor for 
the remainder of the first half up to 
the lost half minute of play, when 
Doty squared honors again.

It was midst almost breathless si­
lence on the part of the spectators 
that the tied contest was resumed in 
tho second half, but voices were 
sodn found during the processes by 
which the score was raised to 10— 
still even. Victory seemed almost 
within Negaunee's grasp several times 
when King had long-shot chances at 
a basket, but though skill • was not 
lacking the ball persisted In just 
missing the basket. Meantime Cadil­
lac had been edging up, point by 
point, until the score stood at 16 to 
10. Then Negaunee was able to come 
back, but Cadillac speedily countered 
and at the end of fourteen minutes of 
ploy In the second half the record 
stood 20 to 14 In the lower state 
five's favor. Then Doty's chance came 
and he was not slow to dvall himself 
of It, Farrer following with another 
2-polnt addition. Then Cadillac scor­
er! another basket and It looked as 
though Negaunee's lust chance had 
faded, but hope was revived when 
Cmllllnc missed a free throw und 
scored on the shot from field,und with 
five minutes loft to play Neguunoe 
was again able to bring the score to 
a tic. It was a whirlwind finish, 
with every prospect that the tie

APRIL HEALTH BULLETIN

Several Subjects of Timely Interest 
Are Presented

The Negaunee Health Department 
Bulletin makes Its appearance this 
month slightly enlarged In size and 
with Improved typography . It con­
tains a number of articles which eve­
ry cittzcn nmy read with both Inter­
est and profit, and If there are any 
citizens, more especially heads of 
households, who are not |lready on 
the Bulletin's mailing list, they tan 
readily procure copies by communi­
cating with the health officer.

Special attention Is given to the 
subject of “N urses,it being stated 
that it took the influenza epidemic to 
demonstrate how far the nation Is 
behind in the matter of securing 
good nursing for the average sick 
person. It is recommended that girls 
be given elementary courses In home 
nursing, in connection with their 
other high school work.

“Influenza, like tho poor," it is re­
marked, "seems to be always with 
us." The disease Itself remains a 
riddle, the public knowing nearly as 
much about It as the doctors have 
been able to discover, but that It Is 
Intensely contagious has been dem­
onstrated beyond question, and the 
public should cheerfully follow such 
preventive measures as the physi­
cians deem necessary to meet existing 
conditions. As stated elsewhere, Ne­
gaunee Is free from the disease Just 
at present, but with so much of it In 
neighboring places we cannot hope to 
escape entirely, and whether or not 
It shall become epidemic locally is 
wholly dependent upon the people 
themselves.

The house fly, alios the "typhoid” 
fly, gets his Just deserts in an article 
dealing with the dangers which lurk 
In the trail of this numerously footed 
Insect. Concerted effort will greatly 
reduce the number of flies In any 
community, with corresponding bene­
fit to the public health.

Some helpful hints are given re­
garding "Clean Up" time, with em­
phasis laid on observance of the 
"alley” ordinance.

/ INTMENTS HUNG UP

Clean Swetf. of Police Foreshadowed 
by Council's Delay

The Common Council met In annua! 
session yesterday afternoon for the 
purpose of filling appointive office*, 
but so far ns actual uppointmonl* 
were concerned the session was de­
void of results.

As has been the practice In latter 
years, the Council caucused” Wed­
nesday evening for tho purpose of get­
ting a line on aldermanlc sentiment 
and smoothing out such Individual 
differences as were smoothable, in or­
der that the public session the follow­
ing day might be harmonious. This 
executive session continued until It 
p. m. Wednesday, nnd while the hulk 
of the appointments were agreed upon 
without especial difficulty, there were 
others upon which It wo* impossible 
to reach a decision. Because of the 
Inability to agree nn the list, it wa* 
decided to hold up the entire hatch; 
consequently when the Council for­
mally convened (n annual session 
Thursday evening, indefinite adjourn­
ment was taken, subject to the call 
of the mayor.

While the members of the Council 
have apparently agreed not to glvo 
out any information regarding their 
deliberations in executive session, 
there Is good reason to believe that 
tho police appointments contributed 
the sticking point and there are those 
who predict that a complete sweep of 
the force will be the outcome. For 
one thing. It la apparent that the 
Council Is determined to have rigid 
enforcement of the liquor laws and 
that any police appointments which 
are made will be with the distinct 
understanding that efficiency will be 
the test by which retention In office 
may be assured.

IN RE INFLUENZA 4

Precautions Needful to Keep 
Free from this Disease

City

In the current number of the Health 
Department Bulletin, Dr. C. J. Lar­
son, the municipal health officer, 
makes clear Negaunee's position re­
garding Influenza "bans," and partic­
ularly wKb regard to amusements, in 
the following paragraphs:

At the date of this writing Negau- 
nee is free from Influenza; unless 
here are cases In concealment. This 
(s a happy state of affaire. But some 
of the neighboring towns are not so 
fortunate. * A great deal of Influenza 
exists there. It verifies the state­
ment that you never know when you 
are done with It. Second, third, 
fourth, and even fifth epidemics will 
occur In the same community. It Is 
disheartening to have one wave after 
another come over you.

Now, while we hope that our neigh­
bor’s troubles will soon he over, we 
ulso roullzo tho danger that Is so 
nour, and mustitake all possible steps 
to protect ourselves. Bans are un­
popular, und there have been fewer In 
this town than In some other pluces. 
We ulin to Interfere as little as possi­
ble with the operation'of the "essen­
tial industries" and go after amuse­
ments first'of all. Who does not llk< 
to dunce; hut where dunces muy he a 
source of danger, tho/ should he tin 
first to "go." Now with dunces In 
terdlcted In the neighboring towns, it 
is natural that tliego pleasure seekers 
will come In droves to dunces in Ne­
gaunee, and almost certainly convey 
contagion. Ho for this reason ns well 
as for others, there will he no dances 
permitted for a certain period. An­
nouncement will he made of the re 
tnoval of the bun.

Not all cases of Influenza are alike, 
nor ure all epidemics. There seems 
to l)e no escape from the conclusion 
that there are different strut;)* of the 
Influenza germ, and thus there are 
different types of the disease. All 
are had. All predispose to pneumon­
ia: All are contagious. Keep away 
from any place or any person oven 

i suspected of huving Influenza. You 
j cun't ufford to take risks.
| If Dr. Lnrson were desirous of s«>-

Another project which tho associa­
tion has decided upon Is the burning 
of cut-ovtr lands, for the double pur­
pose of reducing fire hazard to 
nelghhorltng timbered tract* and ns 
an aid to getting the land Itself In 
shape for cultivation. In an address, 
Thomas B. Wyman, of the Northern 
Forest Protective Association, em­
phasized tho necessity of having 
this work properly supervised.

The commission Is composed of Sen* 
ntor Hollis of New Hampshire, Homer 
H. Johnson of Cleveland. O.; Hen. 
Chnrlen (J. Hawes, and Judge Kdwln 
B. Parker of Houston, Tex. Judge 
Parker has not arrived here yet.

Europe Needs Equipment.
"We will get the best prices we pos* 

slbly enn for all materials,” said Sen­
ator Hollis to ihu Associated Press. 
“There Is much equipment of the 
United States army which Kurope 
needs and which we shall be glad if 
they buy. Our mflrond equipment, In 
rails, locomotives and curs, Is im­
mense. France. Belgium. Roumnnln 
and oilier belligerents and some neu­
trals arc In the market for this ninto- 
rial.

"Itelglum already hns asked for 
large numbers of our uniforms nnd 
automobiles, of which there arc thou* 
sands still to be disposed of In tbe 
most satisfactory way to give the 
United Slates the benefit of a good 
transaction. There are many difficult 
problems, such as ImiKisls, but these 
are matters for France.

“Some of our hospital material 
also will be wanted by tin* French. 
Hospital trains and hospital equip-; ft 
merit can be used anywhere. Of course! h 
hospitals which arc fastened to the 
ground can hardly he taken away, and 
we will have to dispose of these to 
the best advantage.

“Warehouses, docks nnd tldngs gen­
erally stationary und permanent will 
Jl>e subject to the best arrangement 
thut can be made.

“France and the other allies will 
need horses, and our horses will he 
sold for the moat we can get. We 
will sell only those commodities 
which our army does not need.

“We are unable to make an exact 
compilation now of what can be dis­
posed of, for that Is dependent upon 
the size of our new standing army of 
occupation. We ore going ahead with 
the organization nnd discussion of the 
preliminaries and so are familiarizing 
ourselves with the problem. We will 
visit the hases and get a grasp of the 
matter.

“Our pun>°*e l* drive the best 
bargain and conserve the values for 
American materials on this side. If 
we see that the material can he 
shipped home to greater -advantage 
limn sold here, we will keep It. It 
Is n business proposition for our gov­
ernment.”

HOOVER FACES TASK OF FEEDING
STARVING NATIONS OF EUROPE

#•

Backed hy $100,000,000 Voted by Congress He Is Directing 
America's Part in the Work— Trusted Aids Make Personal 

Inspections of Food Situation in Poland, Serbia 
and Austria— Difficult Problems to Soive.

-Baris.—Backed by $100,000,000 voted 
hy congress, Herbert Hoover Is here 
Erecting America’s big part lu feed­
ing the famine-threatened buttons of 
Europe.

But It Is not the policy of Mr. Hoov­
er’s commission to give food uwuy to 
the peoples now so sorely pressed with 
reconstruction problems. They must 
pay—at once, whenever possible.
When they cannot pay, they are to be 
given credit, with security that will 
insure America against total loss.

Any other policy would mean the 
pauperization of Europe, and Hoover 
lms no Intention whatever of conduct­
ing a commission tlmt would quickly 
put the millions of Homnania, I’olaud, 
and Serbia, to say nothing of the en­
emy nations, into a mighty bread line.

With this fundamental policy as the 
basis of conducting a gigantic relief 
Commission, Mr. Hoover first of all 
Heeded money and authority to start 
the machinery. He hud come to Eu­
rope with $5,000,000 apportioned from 
President Wilson’s contingent funds to 
finance such immediate relief work afl 
was found, upon Investigation, to be 
absolutely necessary for the salvation 
of Europe’s new democracies, the 
Czcchn-Slovuks, the Poles and Serbs, 
and also the Koumuninns.

Congress Votes $100,000,000.
When Hoover had hud a chance to 

look around, he discovered that $5,- 
000,000 was Just about enough to 
finance food shipments for one of these 
notions. He did* not single out one na­
tion, however, but ordered cargoes ag­
gregating $15,000,000 rushed from the 
United States at once.

He trusted the American people to 
provide the capital needed. And when 
he got the first news of the final pas­
sage of the $100,000,000 appropriation 
in congress, an expression of relief 
came into his face that had not been 
there for weeks.

With a small staff, Mr. Hoover has 
headquarters In the Hotel de Crlllon, 
In Paris, which has been turned Into 
a combination office building and hotel 
for members of the American commis­
sion to negotiate peace.

Some of Mr. Hoover’s most trusted 
aides are making perftraal Inspections 
of the food situation In Poland, Serbia, 
and Austria.

Dr. Alonzo Taylor's report from Vi­
enna Is very Interesting. He found 
the output of coal and agricultural 
products Id Austria-Hungary seriously 
reduced during 1917 as the result of 
the war, and still further lowered dur 
Ing 1918.

Austria-Hungary Badly Crippled.
As a result of the war and the allied 

food blockade, the stocks of commodi-

ties cf nil kinds, especially textiles, 
have been dangerously depleted and 
on account of the short production of 
coal the railways of the Austro-Hun- 
garlnn states are badly crippled. Hav­
ing efficient railway transportation Is 
nn Important factor In moving foods 
where they are most urgently needed. 
Anything for the Czechs must pnss 
through what is left of Austrin proper.

Austria-Hungary has been divided 
Into five separate political areas. Tay­
lor believes that this action has for 
the time being greatly reduced the re­
sources of all this territory. Each 
state sets up barriers against the oth­
ers. He found the food distribution j 
and supply which formerly was a mat- ! 
ter of exchange among the separate j 
states almost at a standstill. One sec- ; 
tlon will have coal, another some su­
gar, another some grain, but each un­
able to “carry on" becuuse of lack of ; 
wlmt the others have. In such a sit- j 
nation, one state, inefficient, nnd with 
its financial system paralyzed, will 
have plenty of coal, but no food, while 
another having some food cannot dis­
tribute it because Its railways have 
no coal.

All of which causes such general un­
employment as to approach the dan­
ger point.

In thp essentially Austrian lands, 
there Is a condition of apathy. No one 
seems to have hope. The people wait 
and In Vienna make on attempt at 
gaiety. Of ludustry there Is none. In 
Jugo-Slavla and In Ozecho-Slovakla 
there Is nn entirely different psychol­
ogy. These liberated people have faith 
In the future nnd are reaching out 
nnd struggling to build up prosperous 
nations, while the Germnn-Austrlnn 
peoples drift along In an apathetic 
state, and the Hungarians live In a 
daze of proud resignation. Galicia 
and eastern Hungary, that have been 
taken over by Itoumnnia, have become 
voiceless.

Doctor Taylor found the food short­
age most Berious In German Austria, 
where the people are on a very low 
dally ration with extremely short sup­
plies In stock, or In sight.

In Czecho-Slovakln there was suffi­
cient food to carry the nation through 
the worst of the winter, but a short­
age before the new harvest was Inevi­
table.

Austria-Hungary—with fatalistic at­
titude—seemed unable to start recon­
struction; not knowing and scarcely 
caring what became of them. Polit­
ical bitterness and financial paralysis 
completed the picture.

Out of this chaos, as director gener­
al of the supreme council of supply 
and relief. Hoover must find some 
method for distributing American food­
stuffs.

Feed Him Before He Faints.
For the new nations, the Czecho­

slovaks and the Poles and Jugo-Slavs, 
that have no money, the scheme for 
selling American foods on credit Is 
simpler.

Should any emergency arise in these 
countries demanding the prompt dis­
tribution of food, It will be distributed 
on the principle cf “feed him before 
he faints.”

The communities or nations must 
pay. Where they have no money—and 
the new democracies have little or no 
money worth anything outside their 
own borders—the food commission will 
take.over some commodity produced lu 
t̂he nation.

Some time must elupse before the 
Americans can trude with Austria even 
on the basis of getting money or its 
equivalent for every pound of Amerl- 
cun-bought food thut is distributed, be­
cuuse Austria was one of the nations 
against which America declared war. 
Until the blockade Is lifted American 
Intercuts cun not trade with the Aus­
trians—unless perchance the situation 
develops to a point where red tape 
must be cut to stive the lives tlmt oth­
erwise would he lost on account of the 
Inrouds of famine.

While the peuce conference was 
building up u tnuehlne to settle prob­
lems urising from u wnr-tnm Europe,

Poland, one of the now democracies, 
was suffering from lack of foods that 
could only be supplied from America.

Saved From Starvation.
Hoover sent Dr. Vernon Kellogg to 

investigate the situation. Kellogg re­
ported “Poland must have Immediate 
assistance from the outside world 
(which meant America) If the poorer 
inhabitants of the large cities nnd the 
unemployed workmen nnd children Id 
the industrial centers were saved from 
starvation."

Under normal conditions, Toland Is 
self-supporting, as regards food, but 
four and a half years of war had 
brought the nation to desperate straits.

German looters stripped all machines 
of copper and belting. Scores of ma­
chines were wantonly destroyed. Tons 
of stuff were carried uwuy by the Ger­
mans.

In nil Poland, with Its 4.000,000 peo­
ple, the danger of starvation was a 
daily menace from December, when 
the peace conference started, until 
food from America arrived.

Take Security.
It Is with such nations as Poland 

that Hoover has to deal. There was 
only one way to obtain some kind of 
compensation for American foods dis­
tributed. Thif “one way" entailed con­
siderable risk when one thought In 
terms of millions of dollars. But mil­
lions—In the old war game were mere 
pawns In the gigantic enterprise of 
war. And In the first reconstruction 
days they had to be viewed from the 
same standpoint The one Just meth­
od, according to the Hoover policy, 
was to take some kind of security from 
the nations benefited by American sup­
plies. Each nation had a different se­
curity, Rouraanla had oil fields which 
formed a basts of credit, if the world 
(America) sent food In time. Tbe 
world needed oil, and Roumania need­
ed food.

In Wursaw there was another kind 
of security; the woolen mills, which In 
peace times were among the finest In 
the world. Factories could not re­
open, however, .until the employees 
were fed. The population was weak­
ened from hunger. “Feed the people; 
they In turn will feed the securities,” 
was the Hoover policy. The first need 
has been met by a gift ship from Amer­
ica, but it Is only a drop in the bucket.

New Power Plant

About tbe first of March, the big 
Cleveland-ClifTs Iron company hydro* 
electric plant on Dead river began 
generating electricity. Tbe plant has 
a capacity of 8,000 horsepower, and 
is tbe second largest hydro-electric 
unit in the upper peninsula, being ex* 
celled only by the plant of the Penin* 
sular Power Company at Twin Falls. 
Its power will bo used to operate 
tbe company's mines and shops in 
Marquette county, and it will effect a 
great saving in coal consumption an* 
Dually. With this additional power 
the company will be able to* electrify 
practically ull its plants. The com* 
paoy already has four hydro-electric 
plants in operation, one at tbe hoist 
on Dead river, one on the Carp, near 
the Marquette prison, one just below 
AuTrain falls, on the AuTruin river, 
Alger county, and one at the Repub­
lic mine, tbe larer being acotopuru* 
tively small affair.

Gave a ,lWetM Majority

Menominee county gave tbe wine 
and beer amendment a majority of 137, 
according to tho official reports. The 
total wet vote in tbe county was 2,775, 
and the vote against the amendment 
2,638. The city of Menominee gave a 
majority of 595 for the amendment 
Menominee is the only county la the 
Upper Peninsula to give the wine and 
beer amendment a majority,

New Liquor Law Facts

Mere possession of liquor in Michi­
gan now is a felony under the latest 
prohibition law, which state authori* 
ties characterize as the most drastic 
ever enacted by any state.

The statute, intended to remedy de­
fects in former prohibition laws, pro­
hibits sale, shipment, delivery, or 
possession of any intoxicating liquor, 
and fixes the penalty at six months 
to two years Imprisonment with u 
maximum Hoe of $1,000. The law 
does uot apply to druggists and 
otnurs specifically exempted.

The law supersedes measures pass­
ed after Michigan went into the 
“dry'’ column in 1917 and goes on 
the statute books just eleven months 
after prohibition became effective-. In 
a contest resulting from confiscation 
by state authorities of a quanity of 
liquor, the Micbiguu supreme court 
declared invalid >he search and seiz­
ure section of the Damon law. Then 
followed at near Hood of liquor into 
Michigan from 8djoining “wet” terri­
tory.

Stale authorities were powerless to 
stop the wholesale importations un- 
lens the liquor was in plain view as 
It crossed the border. Finally, by in­
voking federal aid under the Webb- 
Kenyon law, forbidding Importation 
of liquor into “dry” territory, and 
nslng the Injunction to prevent rail­
roads transporting liquor into the 
state the Hood was checked.

Under the new luw all property 
rights In liquor or in containers used 
in its connection and vehicles used 
to handle it, arc abolished. Search 
of persou, containers, vehicles, or 
buildings except private residences, 
may he made on suspicion and wfth- 
out warrant, ,A man’s home, how­
ever, is inviolate and may not be 
searched without warrant, which 
must bo supported by sworn evidence. 
Vehicles and containers used in 
transporting liquor may * be confis­
cated.

The law defines as intoxicating li­
quor any liquid which the dealer must 
pay u federal liquor dealer's tux to 
sell. Under this bead toilet, medicl- 
clnal and antiseptic preparations, fla­
voring extrauts and patent and pro­
prietary medicines may not he manu­
factured, sold or possessed within tbe 
state, if coming under the head uf 
articles requiring such tax.

Dhysiciaus may, under strict regu­
lations of the new law, precribe II* 
quor not to exceed eight ounces and 
clergymen may secure it for sacra­
mental pitrpofci's through application 
to the food and drug department for 
permits.

Rates To Be Reduced

Big slashes in passenger rates to 
encourage snmmer travel to all tbe 
nation's breathtog spotB, will go Into 
effect June 1, It was announced by tbe 
railroad administration. The reduc­
tions are expected to be a virtual re­
turn to tbe summer privileges of pre­
war days. Tbe railroads have been 
asked to spend one million dollars in 
advertising tbe new rates. A nation­
wide newspaper and magazine cam­
paign will be made to encourage peo­
ple to travel.

Parcels for Oversets

Tbe Negaunee postmaster has been 
advised that parcels not exceeding 
seven pounds In weight, containing 
mailable articles, including books, 
may be accepted for mailing to sol­
diers and others, including civilians, 
connected with the American Expedi­
tionary Forces In Europe. Tbe re­
quests of addressee or approval of 
commanding officers, which were for­
merly required, are no looger neces­
sary for mailing. However, parcels 
must go In “open mail,” it not being 
possible to send such packages insur 
ed, registered nor c. o. d.

Previous to tbe new orders no pack­
age could be accepted for mailing to 
Expeditionary Forces addressed over­
seas unless tbe package was accom­
panied by written request of the sol­
dier, together with tbe approval of 
bis commander.

Removing Fences

Somebody has noticed, and reported 
the discovery, that gates are becom­
ing more and more rare in tbe United 
States, and that American children o! 
today are poorer than their parents 
because they have no gates to swing 
on. The change has been gradual, but 
it is easily observable that in tbe de­
velopment of suburban and country 
neighborhoods tbe use of fencoR to 
separate one yard from another is 
Bteadily diminishing. Granting that 
it used to be fun to awing on the 
gate, it might fairly be argued that 
tbe discontinuance of fences Is a 
pleasant symbol of friendly neighbor­
hood relations, and that the league of 
nations is, after all, simply & move­
ment of obviate tbe suspicious neces­
sity of each nation surroundiog Itself 
with a fence.—Christian Science Mon­
itor.

Living Long and Well

Most people desire long life. The 
man with reasonable religious faith 
in his heart' is more likely to take 
proper care of bis body. He has few­
er worries. Though “not slothful in' 
business/’ be is not consumed by his 
anxiety about results, when be has 
done bis best. If his religion is real 
he bas a cheerful disposition and ad­
versity does not make him utterly de­
pressed. Holding oneself in check, 
keeping rein on one’s impulses, tends 
to strength of body as well as strength 
of mind. Senecas saying that “He Is 
most powerful who hus himself in his 
power,” applies to the body as well as 
the mind. Some persons say; “I am so 
impulsive that tbe first tiling I know 
I (ly Into a passion,” seeming to take 
a strange kind of pride in tbeir weak­
ness.

War's Horror Stories

Auto Tax Is Boosted

Representing one phase of Michi­
gan’s effort to modernize her system 
of highways, as the result of the out­
come of tbe road bonding Issue In the 
recent elections, local dealers are no 
tided that the auto license tax this 
year will carry a slight subcharge, 
fixed at ten cents per 100 pounds of 
weight for passenger curs and from 
fifteen to thirty-five cents a hundred­
weight for trucks.

committee estimates und will Increase 
the total rovenue to botween $3,500,000 
and $4,000,000, one-half of which will 
go to tbo counties to be re-dlstributed
in the form of up-keep funds.

Superintendent Knapp, of Highland 
Park, is chairman, will undoubtedly 
recommend to tbe next Legislature 
some plan whereby the excessive tax 
rate which falls upon smaller com- 
muntles may be reduced, the deficien­
cy being made up from state luoda.

Exchange ol opinion soon 
made it clear that while readjust­
ments were inevitable, many school 
officials had jumped to the other ex­
treme in their Assumption that "tbe 
sky is the l|mlt" for teachers’salaries, 
an assumption which not only ignores 
tbe rlghtB of tbe taxpayers but is 
calculated to work barm to the boys 
and girls of tbe public schools. Tbe 
discussion simmered down to a reali­
zation that good teachers should be 
paid for what they are doing. Tbe 
real lest of a teacher’s worth is her 
ability to build character and to stim­
ulate the reasoning powers of the 
young people in her charge. Those 
svho can do this with the greatest ra­
pidity combined with permanency are 
deserving of due financial recogni­
tion. It was also made clear to those 
who had tbe benefit of the discussions 
that fully 10 per cent of the teachers 
are not earning any more than they 
are getting ana that tho one obstacle 
to tbe superior teacher getting her 
desserts in tbe matter of salary is her 
"weak sister." This point is likely 
to be kept In mind by most school 
boards in dealing with tbe readjust­
ments of salaries which aro necessary 
to meet conditions imposed by the 
world war, and the "salary bugaboo," 
as such, is doomed to fall with an 
awful crash. There was a particularly 
largo attendance of superintendents of 
schools, both large and small, as well 
as a generous percentage of members 
of school boards throughout the state. 
Win. L. Connor, superintendent of 
the Republic schools, had a place on 
the program, his' part being to sketch 
the evolution in methods of instruc­
tion employed In tbe Republic 
sohools.

A. R. Rogere, Chairman ot the War 
Loan Organization, unhesitatingly 
made this promise to Carter Olass, 
Secretary of tbe Treasury, when he 
visited District Headquarters recently.

“We know the temper, the patrio­
tism and the record ot the people of 
the Northwest too well to have any 
fear of their response to the loan of 
thanksgiving,” was tbe secretary’s re­
sponse.

"Therefore, it Is up to us to con­
tinue to lend the United States 'over 
the top,’” said Theodore Wold, Gov­
ernor of the Ninth District Federal 
Reserve Bank. • “Because of put per­
formances the whole country 1s ex­
pecting great things of us in the teat 
ot peace time patriotism; and, Judg­
ing from tbe ambition, enthusiasm and 
optimism already in evldenoe among 
our workers, wo will not fall.”

Speakers Get Busy.
"We’re off to a flying start,” said 

Joseph Chapman, district director of 
speakers. “Our campaign of platform 
education and instruction opened 
March 24. Every county Is or will 
shortly be organized with a speakers’ 
chairman. From now until the big 
buying day, April 21, there shouldn’t 
be a meeting, large or small, In the 
whole district without a Victory Loan 
speaker oq the program. Anyone 
who finds his county unorganized 
should take It up at once with his 
county chairman or with us. It Is 
up to every man,< woman and child 
to get busy and keep busy until the 
job is finished.”

T h e O pening Gun.

America’s duty to her soldiers who 
suffered and bled and died for liberty 
on tbe fields of France was empha­
sised In a stirring speech by Carter 
Glass, Secretary of the Treasury, In 
the Minneapolis Auditorium the night 
of March 20.

In his talk be pointed out the need 
of raising money the government must 
bave “to finish the job” that the wear­
ers of the khaki started so well on 
tbe other side, of the Atlantic.

Tho speech was the opening gun in 
the Victory Loan campaign that opens 
April 21 and was followed closely by 
s capacity bouse, made up of county 
chairmen from the Ninth Dlstrlot.aod 
delegates to tbe Better Business con­
vention. He spoke In part as follows:

“When 1 am told ot the difficulties 
which will beset the Victory Loan I 
refuse to lose faith (n the enduring 
patriotism of the American people; I 
decline to believe that the fathers and 
mothers who gave four million sons 
to die, If need be, that liberty might 
survive, will now haggle over the ma­
terial cost of saving the very soul of 
civilization from the perdition of Prus. 
alto tyranny.

“But 1 am told that we must ap­
proach the problem of future loans In 
a distinctly cold-blooded mood. Soma 
men. tell me It will be Impossible again 
to appeal to tbe patriotism of the 
American people. Frankly, gentlcmon, 
I should despair of my country If these 
things were exactly true. I should 
doubt our ability to cope with tho 
problems of peace If so quickly we 
should forget the obligations of war. 
I wonder If those who talk In this 
fashion speak considerately? They 
tell about tbe “sacrifices'' tbe Ameri­
can people have made, and In their 
voices there is a metallic tone and in 
tbelr mien unconscious austerity.

“Wbat Is meant hy the sacrifices of 
war for America? Where are our 
devastated fields and ruined cities? 
Where our cathedrals destroyed and 
homes profaned? Where our defiled 
women and starved children and 
wrecked men? Where on this wide 
continent does hunger stalk abroad or 
pestilential disease claim Its thousands 
of victims? Is It, then, a serious sac 
rlflce to invest one's money In the 
Interest-bearing obligations of one's 
government In order to make ever­
lastingly secure the nation's freedom 
as well as tbe nation’s property?

"Our allies fought for us nearly 
three years before we begun to fight 
with them. For nearly that period of 
tluu* the United States profited tre­
mendously, In a commercial and in- 
dUHtrial sense, by tbe European war. 
Immense fortunes were made; pros­
perity pervaded our land. France and 
Britain lost millions of men killed and 
millions of others wounded. Less than 
sixty thousand American heroes sleep 
beneath the sod of France. Those men 
made the supreme sacrifice. Should 
we dishonor their memories or dimin­
ish the glory of tbelr service by paus­
ing In the cheerful performance of an 
Imperative duty?

“When men undertake to compute 
tbe sacrifices of a war for freedom in 
terms of commerce I would like them 
to got a vision of some things I saw 
not long ago on the far-flung battle 
fronts of Ypres, whlob will live in 
song and story, through time and eter­
nity, as the most memorable of which 
history will ever jta* account.

Great 
God! what a moment was that for 
civilization. And how beyond the
imagination of man to picture human 
endurance and courage so everlast­
ingly sublime.

“Is there no obligation upon us to 
recompense vicarious suffering like 
that? Do we quite fully appreciate tho 
sacrifices made by these boys for us 
when we talk about discharging our 
debt on a commercial basis, In a cold­
blooded way? 1 want to be sensible 
In dealing with the Victory Loan; my 
own life has been too hard and too 
real to even suggest an excess of emo­
tion. But, as the question looks to 
me, we should not approach It In 
cold blood. We have a right to In­
voke the patriotism of the people, and 
today It takes a higher type of pa­
triotism to serve tbe nation than was 
required In the delirium of war. Upon 
this I shall confidently relv; and I 
here predict that tbe response will 1n 
no measure disappoint tbe expecta­
tion of those who set a high estimate 
upon tbe spirit of the American na­
tion. •

boys In France and Germany who must 
be maintained In comfort and brought 
home In safety and provided with em­
ployment on tbelr return.

Street of the Damascus Gate.

JERUSALEM is full of strange 
and Interesting nooks and cor­
ners that are almost unknown 
to the outside world ond that 

most of tho tourists never see. In New 
Age Ph. J. Baltlensperger writes enter­
tainingly of some of them.

The Church of tho Holy Sepulcher 
and its surrounding honeycomb of 
cloisters may be said approximately to 
have separated the Christian and the 
Moslem quarters of the city. Two gates, 
closed at night, shut off the church 
from the town—one below Christian 
street, beside the Jami'el Omari, and 
the other, a small one, leading to the 
Maurlstan. The Jami’el Omari is the 
real Mosque of Omar. It was built In 
A. D. 637 to commemorate the first 
pruyer said by the Caliph Omar ibn el- 
Khuttab after his entry into the con­
quered city. The small gate opposite 
across the court leads straight into the 
Moslem quarter. No Jew is ever al­
lowed to pass in front of the church or 
through either of the two gates. Once 
or twice an inquisitive son of Judah 
has tried the experiment, but he has 
not lived to toll the tale of his ad* 
venture, so roughly was he handled 
by the mob,

Outside the small gate, in the Mos­
lem quarter, are shops for the sale of 
glass beads and bracelets, kept by 
men of Hebron, and soon you come 
Into the street of shoemakers. The 
trade was established here in old days, 
when the abattoir was in the Mauri- 
stan, among the ruins of the ancient 
hospital of the Knights of St. John. 
Tile Maurlstan was given by Sultan 
Abdul Aziz as a present to Frederick 
William, crown prince of PrusHtu, when 
he visited Jerusalem in 1869. The Oer- 
inan Church of the Redeemer (Rrloser* 
klrche) wns built here after the war of 
1870. The slaughter house bad previ­
ously been removed to waste land Just 
Inside the walls up by the Zion gate. 
The hides of beasts were thrown upon 
the road, and people walked on them 
till they were tanned enough for shoe- 
making. European boots and shoes 
were then unknown to the majority. 
The Moslem and Christian men wore 
soft red shoes of sheepskin; tho wom­
en yellow slippers of the same. The 
mission schools and convents had cob­
blers of their own, who had been 
taught the ways of Europe In such mat­
ters.

Hound the corner to the left, below 
the Abysslnlun convent, were the 
sweets shops. Great was our delight 
when at the New Year every boy In 
the school received n cake enriched 
with clurlilod butter and sweetened 
with honey and sugar. But Ilulnweh, 
sweetstuff made of sesame meal and 
honey, was our perennial Joy.

Butchers, Spicers and Dyers.
All along behind the Maurlstan run 

three streets purullel to one unother, 
appropriated by the butchers, the 
splcers and tho dyers, respectively. In 
the butchers' street, the dealers, all 
Moslems, sold nothtug but mutton and 
gout's flesh. As the streets are arched 
over, semidarkness reigned, unri often 
we huve tumbled over fat and lazy ( 
dogs which were attached to almost 
every meat simp. These dogs nm only ’ 
kept good wulch ut night, hut also kept ‘ 
the greasy street In a tolofuhlo condi­
tion by licking up the blood and eating 
Denes. Hut for the presence of tho 
splcers' street ut hand the shoemakers' 
street, with Its old skins* the butchers' 
street, with all irs offal, and Hu* dyers' 
street, with blue colored stuffs hang­
ing from the roof, would have made 
the whole region smell as foul as the 
town slaughter yurd. On i* or twice 
u week wo wen* sent to fetch meat 
needed for the kitchen on our donkey, 
The butchers' street, I forgot to say, 
hardly measured three yards across, but 
with the carcasses hanging out before 
the shops there was hardly room in the 
butchers' street for two to pus* abreast. 
The splcers* street resembled it la tbls

respect, and there the merchants hung 
such things as cords, nets and girdles 
out Into the street, a ad often sat lo 
front of their shops.

The Suk el Blznr (grain market) Is 
a broader street, and lighter, since It Is 
nnt vaulted in, but, as many more 
people congregated there, progress was 
as difficult as In the butchers' street. 
This was the busy part; In every other 
region of the Moslem quarter hardly 
a soul was to be seen at some hours of 
the day, except In H&rat Bab el’Amud 
(the street of the Damascus Gate), 
and Harat Bab Sltti Mirian (street of 
Our Lady Mary's Orte), where grocers 
did an active trade, the fellahio from 
the eastern country buying necessaries 
there Just before leaving the town. A 
conventional thin veil or net was 
dropped over the shop entrance, and 
projecting baskets of rice, nuts, lentils, 
etc., from 11 a. m. to 1. p. m., signify­
ing that the owner was away, pre­
sumably at prayers In the adjacent 
Haram. The protection was more real 
th&n any police measures could have 
secured.

In th e  Crowded Grain M ark et •
In the Suk el Blzar the throng wafl 

sometimes so great that it was impos­
sible to advance a step; especially was 
this the case when a long string of 
camels loaded with grain made its way 
to the whtat bazaar, the small square 
underneath a vault which gives the 
street its name. Wheat and barley, 
lentils and dhurra, or maize, are here 
poured on big heaps and sold to the 
public. The official appointed to meas­
ure out the grain In the Tabbeh (about 
eight rotls) or 8a' (half a Tabbeh) Is 
quite a serious nod Important person­
age. Filling bis measure, he will begin 
by announcing Allabu Ahad (Ood Is 
One), and continues saying this till 
the first tabbeh Is In the sack. "Two," 
"three,” he says at every measure, till 
he comes to seven, when he says saue- 
ba (pardon), instead of sabs (seven). 
The number seven, being that of tho 
princes of the J&nn (genii), must not 
be named while handling grain for fear 
the Jann should carry off the blessing. 
Tamanleh (eight), ya Rabb, el Amansb 
(Lord, give me honesty).

The crowd Is exasperating at times, 
though comical Incidents occur occa* 
slonally. As I slowly pushed my way 
forward one day, stopping to avoid 
huge socks, a European snob, anxious 
to escape b?lng crushed, stood In a 
comer, wearing a new straw hat. Hats 
are, as a rule, disliked by orisntals. The 
European, in derision, Is often called 
abu 'l'baranlt (father of hats). A 
durnoytnh (hat) attracts unpleant no­
tice in a crowd. A camel, waiting to 
puss, looked round casually, put out hli 
huge lips, seized the strange straw 
busket, and in one bite ate half the 
hot, to the distress of Mr. flnob and the 
delight of the by-nfunders.

Tito north mid northeast portion as 
far as the Temple Area was molt ex­
clusively Moslem. Like tho butchers 
und tho splcers, the gold and silver­
smiths, the blacksmiths and tho cop­
persmith* und other workers had their 
Kcpnrnte streets, the hist named near 
the dyers; but many begun to feel tho 
influence of n new period uud left 
their old quarters, bidding farewull to 
the undent orientul tradition.
