CORNERSTONE WAS FOUND

Was In Customary Part of Foundation 
of St. Paul’s Church

The cornerstone of St. Paul's Cath­
olic Church has been found, but its 
contents proved conlderablc of a dis­
appointment to the pastor, Rev. J oh- 

eph F. Dlttman, and the members of 
the church board, for there won* no 
documents such os it was hoped the 
cornerstone might yloitL Tho stone 
itself had been cracked by tho alter­
nate action of Intense heat and cold 
water, and the water had penetrated 
into the tin box which had reposed 
within the cornerstone. If documents 
such as would prqve of historical value 
to the congregation were placed with­
in the stone at the time it was laid, 
there was no trace of them in the 
water-soaked box which Rov. Father 
Dlttman opened.

It was generally supposed that the 
cornerstone was the ono which boro 
the inscription "1868" and formed a 
portion of the foundation at the front 
of the church. This stone was re­
moved from the crumbled foundation 
ruins nnd laid aside, but when the 
church officials found time to give 
subsequent attention to this stone, it 
had disappeared.

The first clue as to the location of 
the real cornerstone come from Thco- 
phllo Roy. one of Negaunoo's pioneer 
residents. He was not only present 
at the laying of the cornerstone, hut 
his wife, now deceased, was u sister 
of the late Father Bourlott, one of tho 
early pastors of the local church: 
hence Mr. Roy was more familiar 
with the church’s early history than 
any other surviving pioneer. It was 
some days before Mr. Roy heard of tho 
disappearance of the suppose J corner­
stone, hut he then set Ills memory at 
work and finally reported that he was 
convinced that the cornorstono was 
not the one which bore the Inscrip­
tion "1868," but was ono which had 
reposed in tho southeast corner of tho 
foundation.

Search was made at the point Indi­
cated, and sure enough the actual 
cornerstone wns uncovered. From 
the moment of discovery there wns 
little  doubt of tlie stone’s Identity, 
for there was still imbedded in it an 
anchored iron ring, which had been 
used In the process of lowering the 
stone at the time of its formal lay­
ing. The stouo was badly cracked 
and there was little  difficulty In pry­
ing It apart and getting at the tin box 
which provod to he within. This box, 
which was 14 Inches long and about 
4x4 inches in its other dimensions, 
was In hod condition when It was re­
moved from tho stone and It also 
proved to ho noarly half full of water.

As previously stated, tho contents 
wore a disappointment. There was 
absoutely no trace of any historical 
documents having ever be«n within 
it: neither was there any evidence of 
the considerable sum In coins which 
It was popularly supposed Had been 
deposited at tho time the stone whs 
laid. No gold plecos whatover worn 
found in the box, and the most con­
spicuous among the less than a hand­
ful of coins was a Canadian shilling, 
u couple of dimes and a few pennies. 
Notwithstanding the evidence of the 
tin box’s fiery ordeal, and the water 
which subsequently accumulated in 
R, It seems Impossible that If any 
papers or other vuluuhle documents 
had been Included In the contents of 
the tin box, nil should have been 
destroyed without leaving u trace; 
hence the church people lire reluct­
antly forced to the conclusion Unit 
tin* stories which had been handed 
down about the contents of the cor­
nerstone were mainly legendary. 
Even so, they were glad that tin1 
mystery which surrounded the where 
almuts of the stone for u week or two 
has been cleared up.

SOME NEW CASES OF INFLUENZA

AfUr a Respite, Disease Is Oelnlng 
Again

After having been practically free 
from Influenza for several weeks, the 
record has gone up to a half dozen or 
more cases. For a considerable peri­
od the dully avenge remained alone, 
although there were oceasional days 
when he slate was entirely ?levr. 
There is little doubt thut nearly all 
of the cases which have appeared 
during he pnst week were contracted 
outside of tho city. While the situa­
tion Is not exactly alarming In fact, 
Is Just what we would have to expect

It nevertheless calls for a renewal 
of Individual and community precau­
tions If the disease Is to he confined 
to Its present relatively narrow limits 
and It Is finite possible that the 
health officer will put ul least some 
of the rent riel ive orders In force 
again within a few days,

Edgar A. Millar, former principal 
of tho Negaunee high school, who sub­
sequently Joined tho faculty of the 
Cleveland Technical High School, and 
from there entered the army service, 
is s till In France, with small pros­
pects of getting home at an oarly 
date, for as he explained In a recent 
letter to a Negaunee friend, "the oc­
cupation I had followed In civil life 
has caught up with me in the army," 
with tho result that he has beep de­
tailed as an Instructor in chemistry 
in the A .E F . University In France.

After attending an officers' train­
ing school, following his enlistment 
at the time of the United States' en­
try into the world war, Mr. Miller 
was commissioned a lieutenant and 
was stationed at Camp Grant, 111., for 
a considerable period. His infantry 
regiment was in the 86th Division 
when ft was finally sent across the 
ocean and it had a more or less ac­
tive part in all that followed.

Along In October the 86th was 
used for replacements, and after some 
four weeks in a line school *jUeut. 
Miller Joined the 35th Division Just 
before the armistice was signed. He 
remained with this command until 
February, and when orders came for 
this division to turn homeward the 
former Negaunee man hod no expec­
tation of being left behind. It was 
about this time, however, that tho 
checking up Uncle Sam’s elaborate 
statistical Information concerning the 
individuals In "this man’s army" dis­
closed that Lieut. Miller was pos­
sessed of educational experience that 
would make him an asset in the 
American army’s plans for education­
al work In France—so thorc he Is, 
with little prospect for early release.

Lieut. Miller stated that there 
were now about 6000 students doing 
college work in the A. El F. Univer­
sity in France, and a building that 
was formerly a base hospital has 
been converted Into a university. The 
need for instructors Is great, and 
once established this branch of 
the service, officers have found it 
next to impossible to rejoin their 
original divisions. The A. B. F. Uni­
versity will no doubt be kept open as 
long as there are onough students In 
the Expeditionary Forces to make it 
an object, nnd while L lim t Miller 
did not disclose any of the Army of 
Occupation plans nor even venture a 
conjecture os to the duration of the 
the latter task, ho mado It evident 
that he was not cherishing any hopes 
of an ekrly reloase.

TREATY FRAMING 
IS SLOW PROCESS

Negotiations of Modern Cove­
nants That Ended Wars Have 

Often Taken Months.

INTRIGUE COMMON FEATURE
Great Issues Involved in the Settle*

ments of the Last Three Centuries 
—Keenest Minds of Church 

Seek Advantage.

Now York.—Tin* making of treaties 
Ins nlwuys been n tlmc-consumlng 
process since tlie days when the 
feudal Ion] or monarch could say to 
his beaten foe. accept tlioso terms or 
die. Tlien the limits of personal force 
nnd ambition were the only curb on 
the victor's demands, with the sons 
oi daughters or other relatives to be 
pawns In the game, execution or mar­
riage sealing the hateful Imrj'jifn.

Hut with the development of states 
Into something more than the Individ­
ual property of kln^s ami emperors, 
nnd the broadening of International 
relations, tin1 resulting clashes of 
nrms, often lasting for years, were 
rnrel.v brought to n close except after 
negotiations that lasteil for weeks or 
months. Over tin* documents that set­
tled the religious, politlenl, or terri­
torial questions ut Issue, the keenest 
minds of eliurch nnd slate fought for 
advantage. Intrigues and secret denis 
were a normal incident of the battle 
of wils, when more than two countries 
wore Involved in tin* dilllculty.

Many of the pence treaties of the 
last three centuries are the lulidnmrks 
of their period, ending or beginning 
an era in which the future develop­
ment of peoples or nations was defin­
itely determined.

Peace of Westphalia.
Such a history-making event was 

file Pence of Woslphnlln (1048). which 
ended the Thirty Years' war—the Inst 
of the great eonlllets between Cathol­
icism and Protestantism. Beginning 
ns n strife between Herman states, di­
vided on religious Hues, It tlnally In­
volved France, Spnln, Sweden, Por­
tugal, the Netherlands, Switzerland, 
nnd ninny Itnllnn states.

In 1041 preliminaries of peace were 
agreed upon at Hamburg by the al­
ready wearied eontestants, but It was 
three years before *i congress to set* 
IK. terms was opened und four years 
after that when first treaties were 
sinned at Osnnbruck ami Munster, 
towns of WcMtphnlln. A general und 
complete peace was finally signed at 
Munster on October 24, 1048.

At Alx-ln-CImpellc, on May 2, 1008, 
was signed the first treaty, known by 
the name of that town. This was the 
climax of the struggle between France 
find Spain for tho possession of the 
Spanish Netherlands. On the denth 
of Philip IV of Spain, Louis XIV 
claimed a large part of the Nether­
lands in the nume of his wife, n 
daughter of Philip. The Dutch, 
nlarmed hy the French pretensions, 
which wen* hacked hy aggressive 
military action, summoned Knglnnd 
and Sweden to her aid and halted the 
French advance. Under Ute treaty 
Louis kept portions of Flanders which 
his forces had overrun.

The Peace of Hyxwlck, which was 
elgned at tin* I>uteh village on the 
outskirts of The Hague In l()t!7, end­
ed a struggle of nine years between 
Prance nnd the Grand Alliance, n term 
whieli ultimately Included Fngbind, 
Holland, Savoy, the Holy Roman em­
pire, Uraiidenburg, Sweden, Spain, 
Saxony nnd the I'ulatlnute. A con* 
gross of envoys held sessions during 
it nst of the Mimtncr of K107 nnd final­
ly signed n treaty of pence on Sep­
tember 20. Tills virtually restored all 
territorial mailers lo the status rpio 
ante, but the chief result was lo check 
the ambitious of Louis, under whose 
rule Prance hud become the first power 
on Hie eonilucnl, supplanting Spain.

Utreeht’e Epoch-Making Agreement.
The Peace n| Pireclit was the ucxl 

great agreement between the quarrel- 
hoine powers of Europe. It was. In 
tael, A series of agreements between

‘be years 1718 nnd 1715 that brought 
to a close the? war of the Spanish suc­
cession (known In American history 
In Its later aspect ns Queen Anne's 
war). To prevent the union of Spain 
and France under Bourbon rule, Wil­
liam III of Knglnnd formed another 
grand alliance, which Included Aus­
tria' and several German states, in­
cluding PrusMn. An armistice wits 
concluded between Frnncc und Kng- 
land in 1712, hut It wits not unit! April 
18. 1718, that pence was signed at 
Utrecht betw<*en France on the one 
side nnd Fnghind on the other. Spain 
settled with her enemies In the next 
two years.

A second treaty of Alxln-riinpelle, 
signed October 18, 17*18. marked tho 
conclusion of the war of tlx* Austrian 
succession, notable for tin* long und 
successful effort of Marla Theresa to 
keep her throne against a host of 
claimants.

First of the treaties that vitally nf- 
feeted the future of North America 
was that of Purls, which ended tho 
Seven Years’ war, Beginning with a 
struggle between Prussia and Austria, 
the war spread to the German states, 
Russia, France, Sweden, Knglnnd nnd 
Portugal. Preliminaries of peace 
were signed on November 8. 1702, hut 
the definitive treaty was not consum­
mated nil Fclruary 10. 1708. In the 
settlement, which was of u far-reach­
ing character. France lost Canada und 
much of her India possessions to Kng­
lnnd. The hitter also established her 
supremacy on the seas.

dust 20 years biter It was England's 
fate lo sign a treaty acknowledging the 
Independence of her former American 
•.-(doilies, nnd simultaneously to make 
pence with France nnd Spam. The 
negotiations which ended the Ameri­
can Revolution were under way for 
months. Franklin, day, and John 
Adams, ns Amerleu's plenipotentiaries, 
signed tin* preliminaries of peace on 
August 80, 1782, but It was more than 
a year later (September 3, 1788) Unit 
the definite treaty was formally agreed 
to at Versailles.

Treaty of Ghent.
At Amiens, on March 27, 1802, Eng­

land signed a treaty with Spain, 
France, and the Butnvian republic, 
(Netherlands), wherein the first Na­
poleonic successes were recognized 
and accepted. Pence preliminaries 
had been arranged at London nearly 
six months before.

The Treaty of Glnnt, which closed 
the second war of Ihe United States 
with England, required more than 
four months for negotiations.

Another Treaty of Paris had only a 
few months before (May 80, 1814), 
been signed by France with all the 
allies, who hud been fighting Bona­
parte. By It all the territorial advan­
tages won by Napoleon, were given 
back. At the sumc time provision 
was made for the calling ut Vienna of 
a conference to settle the general af­
fairs of Europe, disorganized nnd dis­
tracted by the long yours of war.

The congress of Ylenna thus sum­
moned, was the most remarkable as­
semblage of Its kind the world had 
ever seen. All of Europe, except Tur­
key, was represented hy delegates, the 
number of those who assisted nt tho 
gathering being over live hundred.

Opening on September 80, 1814, It 
lasted until .7tine 0. 1815, or more than 
eight months. Crowned heads, In­
cluding throe emperors, were in at­
tendance ill various times. An ex­

traordinary round of festivities wns
provided, nnd nmfd It all the master 
dtploniots of the epoch (Talleyrand. 
Metternlch nnd Cnstlereagh) ployed 
their games of Intrigue. The unprec­
edented decisions of this congress 
dominated the course of European 
statesmen for 40 years.

The Crimean war (1854-G) was con­
cluded by another Treaty of Paris, 
which admitted the Porte to the Eu­
ropean concert nnd guaranteed the In­
tegrity of the Ottoman empire. Tho 
document was signed March 30, 1850, 
after nearly live weeks of negotia­
tions.

The Settlement of 1871.
The Fnitico-PruKslan war wns 

brought to an end when preliminaries 
of a peace treaty wen* agreed to nl 
Thiers on February 25, 1871. Thq 
formal treaty was taken up hy n con* 
ference nt Brussels oil March 
Signature of the compact was ueentn* 
pllshed ut Frankfort on May 10. tho 
negotiations thus lasting six weeks.

After Russia’s overwhelming sue* 
cess in.her war against Turkey In 
1S77-8, she enforced severe terms hy 
the Treaty of San Stefnuo (March 8, 
7878). Thereupon a congress of tho 
powers wns called at Berlin to settle 
questions Involved In whut Austria 
nnd Great Britain regarded us the un* 
due aggrandizement of tin* Petrogrnd 
government. This gathering, which 
Included among its delegates Kails* 
bury, Bcueonslleld, Bismarck, and 
And’rnssy, met on June 18, nnd dosed 
Its labors Just one month later. The 
treaty which was signed stripped 
Russia of a large share of the fruits 
of her victory.

Settlement of the Kpnulsh-Amerlcnn 
•vnr in 1808 required negotiations Hint 
lasted two months and nine days, 
The first session of tin* envoys took 
place In Paris on October 1. In Into 
November I here seemed to be dnnget 
of n breaking off of the parley, but 
the difficulty was smoothed out and 
tin* treaty was signed on December 10.

It took 27 days for the Russian nnd 
Japanese delegates to reach an agree* 
meat at Portsmouth. N. H.. In 1800, 
thus ending their comparatively brief 
bm sanguinary war. They held their 
first meeting on August 0. and peace 
was signed on September 5.

First Hague Conference.
It was In this same year that tho 

first pence conference was held ut 
The Hague. At the Instance of the 
cznr of Russia 21 European countries 
und the United States, Mexico. Chinn, 
Japan, Persia nnd Slum sent repre­
sentatives to confer with regard to 
concerted action to maintain general 
peace. The first meeting of tills con­
clave, which was bailed nt the time 
as n highly promising effort for the 
banishment of wur. was held on May 
18, 1809. Conclusions were reached 
and a final net signed on July 29, the 
conference having thus lusted two 
months nnd eleven days.

Even more Impressive In the char­
acter of tho personnel nnd the seri­
ousness of the deliberations was the 
second Hague conference, held in 1007 
at the cull of President Roosevelt. 
Forty-six nations sent diplomats, In­
ternational experts, nnd political lead­
ers to this gathering, nnd the conclu­
sions, uccepted or rejected by the 
various powers In the discussion of 
tho broad runge of proposals, ulmlng 
for pence or nt least a mitigation of 
war's evils, have an almost cynical In­
terest In the light o f the great war. 
The conference was in session for four 
months and three duys, opening on 
June 15 and adopting a statement of 
principle* on October 18.

The present assemblage In Paris Is 
in effi*et a Hague conference und n 
treaty-making body rolled Into one. 
Twenty-six countries are formally rep­
resented In tin* plenary gatherings.

Which Get American Money.

Coblenz.—Coblenz la beginning to 
look ns Aqiericun ns Milwaukee, and 
with etn h additional day of occupation 
the old burg seems to acquire more 
Amcrieun touches—particularly since 
2,000 doughboys am blowing lu dally 
on leave, to say nothing of Ihe perma­
nent American garrison of approxi­
mately 13,000, and the benucoup ofll- 
oern In transit to and from France or 
Just, dropping In from the provinces, 
the bridgehead und the Hinterland— 
for n taste of metropolitan high life.

Coblenz, with u native population of 
05,000, has a permanent und floating 
American population of Qt least 20,000; 
mid ns the American soldier Is very 
much In evidence, out to see und do 
everything he can and some things he 
can't, the unreasonable plctorlul Im­
pression Is uneMcupable that we own 
the town. Which we do.

The Teuton, with on Ineradicable 
elementary business shrewdness, Is 
making the best of the business o* 
occupation by catering to the big pur­
chasing power of the American sol­
dier In every conceivable Ingenious 
way, and you note evidences on every 
hand that the commercially live Ger­
man In Coblenz is getting his full 
nhnre of the new prosperity springing 
from American dollars, or their equiv­
alent In frunes and puper marks.

"Faehlonabla Shines."
A local Teuton genius, for Instance, 

discovered for the first time that 
doughboys would part with money for 
huvlng their shoes shined, und now at 
least a dozen shoe-shlnlng omporla 
have hlORsomed out lu Coblenz and 
are prospering mightily. The curious 
fact Is that until the coming of the 
Amerlknuors bootblacks were un­
known In Gerinuny, ItkeMlm* public 
Imothlncklng stands on street corners 
nnd slioe-shlulng establishments gen­
erally.

Amerleiin prosperity, too, eame to n 
Gorman family which set up a huge 
“ utnbndlu" lu the market place of Co­
blenz, and under this shelter proceed­
ed to operate one of those "photos on 
buttons" cameras while you wait. A 
good-milured crowd of doughboys Is al­
ways Imaging around this open air e*.

tabllshmcnt In fair weather .vultlug 
their turn to get their photos on but­
tons or postcards at live marks pet- 
dozen. (lemma photographers gen­
erally are prospering, und tanking a 
determined bid for the doughboy busi­
ness.

As another commercial novelty In 
Coblenz yon note that several vacant 
stores have been turned into shooting 
galleries and are druwing a respecta­
ble doughboy patronage. One such 
shooting gallery on the Rhine Strus.se 
advertises in the window a "Prize 
Shooting." The prize competition 
costs the doughhoy 20 cents a shot; 
there are numbered prizes and you get 
whatever number corresponds to your 
score when you quit. If you score 35 
bits you can select any prize in the es­
tablishment. I f  you are out merely for 
target practice, with no ambition to 
win a prize, you cun bluze uwny for 10 
pfennig* a shot—or, say, a shade more 
than one cent.

More elaborate Is a nowlja opened 
Genunn shooting gallery in the Lehr 
Strumw*. Here you And automatons 
and elaborate picture targets that are 
set in motion wheu you hit the hull's- 
oyeA Also, ft)era*ore nlckef-ln-the-slot 
picture machines nnd muslcul traps 
for small coins. This establishment, 
particularly at night, Is crowded with 
doughboys; few mule natives stray In. 
German women found it an attractive 
resort for a while, hut now n sigu lu 
the window warns them that "Women 
without mule companions are not al­
lowed within.”

Many shops have appealing English 
signs In their windows. Some of them 
confidently assert that "English 
Spoken” is within. German vendors 
of picture post curds and souvenirs 
continue to do a particularly thriving 
business. A shop In the "C'oblenzur 
Hof,” fronting the Hhiue, for instance, 
advertises “Twenty Views ol' the Rhine 
Here for Sale, 3 Marks."

British Join Prow of One and Stern

Washington.—A novel example of 
naval salvage is now on duty with 
the British fleet in H. M. S. Zulilan, 
i.ti almost modern destroyer, which In 
structure ns well as lit name Is the 
successor of two destroyers damaged 
during Ihe war.

When H. M. 8. Nubian was run 
lown and almost cut in half, U was 
learned at tin* navy department, the 
after portion of the ship, less than 
two-thirds of the original vessel, was 
brought tnto port, and the work of re­
building undertaken. Before great 
progress hail been made, however, the 
destroyer Zulu, a sister ship, was sim­
ilarly run down, and more than a third 
of her stern sheared away.

British engineers were prompt to 
see the opportunity, and within a 
short tlmc*the stern of the Nubian 
had been combined with the undam­
aged how of thu Zulu hih! the com­
plete destroyer launched and commis­
sioned us the Zuhhm.

GE0PH0NES TO SAVE MINERS

War Instrument Will Fix the Location 
of Men Entombed by Ex­

plosions.

Washington.—'The geophone, Invent­
ed during the war to determine the 
exact locution of sounds above nnd 
oenealh the surface of the earth, soon 
will he used extensively In mining op­
erations In this country, the bureau of 
mines announced.

The Instrument proved of gr'at 
value to the allies before the cessa­
tion of hostilities In determining the 
location of hostile batteries and lu de­
tecting the approach of the enemy. 
Digging of trenches or tunnels in ths

earth nfso could be located with great 
accuracy. •

Almost equally valuable uses will 
he found for the gc-iphoue In mining 
operations, the bureau slated, either 
for sounding purposes or In determin­
ing the location of turn blocked from 
escape h.v cave-ins or explosions.

Many llv*s are lost each year In 
mines through Inability of searching 
parlies to locale men thus held prison­
er, nnd In such caaes, the bureau 
states, (he Instrument could he used 
tc great advantage.

SEND LETTERS VIA AIR ROUTE

Chlcago-Cleveland Aero Service Now 
Available

Negaunee is not as yet on the gov­
ernment’s aeroplane mail route, but 
Postmaster Peter Trudell, Jr., an­
nounces arrangements whereby pa­
trons of the Negaunee office may avail 
themselves of the air service that 
has been inaugurated between Chica­
go and Cleveland. I f  you have a let­
ter destined for the Eastern States 
and for which you wish to insure ex­
tra dispatch, the "bird men" will do 
tlie trick for you if you are willing 
to pay the extra postage, which is 
double the regular letter rate.

This air service between Chicaga 
and Cleveland Is in operation each 
weekday, and "air mall" letters de­
posited in the Negaunee postoffice 
prior to 5:45 p. m. on any day except 
Saturday will be dispatched on the 
Ishpeming & Chicago Railway Post- 
office train 102, leaving Negaunee at 
6:25 p, m. Upon arrival In Chicago 
early the following morning, the let­
ter w ill be promptly transferred to 
the aeroplane pouch and whisked 
away to Cleveland. Letters for Cleve­
land delivery will go immediately in­
to local delivery channels, with the 
result that the missive is 4n the 
hands of the Cleveland addressee that 
afternoon instead of the following 
morning. Letters destined farther 
east are transferred to fast mails and 
whirled away to Buffalo, New York or 
other points, with corresponding gains 
in local delivery

I f  you wish to make a “sure Job" 
of quick delivery, add a special de­
livery stamp to the aero postage and 
immediate attention at destination 
w ill he insured. The air service does 
not extend to parcel post, but sealed 
parcels may be sent at aero letter 
postage rate, providing the package 
docs not exceed 30 inches in length 
and girth combined.

Clinics, dispensaries, hospitals, or­
phanages, schools and churches will 
he established in many parts of 
Europe. This work, while Inaugurated 
as a war emergency, Is of a permanent 
nature und will be carried on after 
tbe immediate relief Is accomplished.

Hut of Havasupai Chief.

T
HE recent discovery by scien­
tists of ti lost tribe of Ameri­
can Indians—the Huvusiipnl— 
wtillgd up in obscurity in n 

deep canyon of western Arizona re­
veals a situation so astonishing that 
It would seem incredible If the story 
cnine from a source less reliable than 
the American Museum of Natural His­
tory, writes .1. A. Jirusheurs In the 
New York Sun.

Cloistered In a fertile valley, where 
sheer walls cut the great plateau to 
a depth of 3,000 feet, Leslie Spier, a 
member of the musemn'H staff, lias 
found n tribe of wild primitive In­
dians still living the lives of their an­
cestors and in almost total Ignorance 
of the forwaril march of civilization.

Here on the hanks of Cataract creek, 
which flows northward to cascade In­
to the torrents of the Grand Canyon, 
these aborigines and their forebears 
hnve lived for ten centuries with sel­
dom a glimpse of the territory lying 
beyond the canyon top. The chief of 
the tribe counts the visits of the white 
man on the Angers of one hand.

Anthropologists have poked Into the 
utmost corners of the earth, from pole 
to pole; have studied and classified the 
various tribes of Indians for years, 
while In some remarkable manner the 
Hnvasupni, living within our very bor­
ders, have escaped notice.

These Indians—there now are only 
175 In the tribe—constitute the only 
purely aboriginal and primitive com­
munity In tbe United Stntes today. 
They huve lived like hermits. The 
customs nnd machines, the social ad­
vances of the outside world have fail­
ed to penetrate the fastness of their 
realm.

Not Easy to Visit Them.
To rcnch their homo, a 50-mlle ride 

over n waterless tract is necessary. 
When the brink of the chasm is 
reuchoil the drop of 3,000 feet has to 
be made mostly on foot along a hardly 
perceptible trail. Only n small part 
of the hazardous twelve-mile descent 
can be made mounted. One must lit­
erally cling to the wulls of the canyon. 
Jn no place is the trail wider than 
three feet and Ihe animals rub their 
sides raw through scruplng along the 
side of the cunyon.

In one place the two walls rotne 
together und form n corner. Here It 
is necessary to make u 500-foot drop 
by zigzagging from wall to wall. This 
Is the most perilous section of the 
Journey for Ihe trull Is nothing more 
than n series of steps. The anlmuls 
must jump from one to the oilier. As 
the men on foot must walk in front 
(heir lives are constanlly endangered. 
Hhould n pack animal mU* Its fooling 
(he man in front would he knocked to 
oblivion.

Today (lie Hfivasupal subsist on n 
marvelously etillivaled iraei two and 
one-quarter tulles long and about one- 
qimrtcr of a mile wide, They depend 
chiefly on agriculture for their sup­
port, hut In former days they dcM-ond* 
ed far south down their valley Inquest 
of deer, antelope and bear. The nuupil 
are situated along the east side of the 
frock, which Irrigates the land so well 
that enough food Is harvested off this 
htuiill section of one and otie-hulf 
square miles to supply them from sen. 
son to season.

Some of Their Cuetome.
Mr. Spier classifies the tribe ns "in­

termediary,” since their culture em­
braces traits peculiar to the four ad­
jacent tribes of the southwcKi area. 
Mln general characteristics," lie said, 
"they lean more toward tin* I'm-bios of 
northern Mexico. The custom Hint pro. 
vails among the Pueblos—thut of the 
men am] women working together In 
the field—also exists among the Stipitl * 

"The men also make clothing oat of 
buckskin, a domestic trait character­
istic of tlie Pueldos. The Influence of 
Hie other adjacent tribes, while slight, 
•nay be seen In the const ruction of 
rnriotjK types of Inits and tepees. The 
llavnsupal build four different types. 
There is a log and mad hut common 
among tbe Navajos; the conical 
thatched tepee built to a great extent 
ntnong the Mobaves and the square 
•batched but of the Plateau Indiana.

Among Hie American Indians," he 
t mcloned. "the nomadic uud warlike

traits predominate, hut the nnvnsttpnl 
are unique-In lids respect. They are 
peaceably inclined nnd happy in ilia 
contemplation of their own works.

Expert Corn Growers.,
The llavasapui live in camps during 

Hie summer months along (he creek In 
the midst of their farms. They are 
expert In raising corn crops.

The deep canyon bed, Irrigated by 
tlie cataract, Is an oasis In the arid 
desert which surrounds the canyon. 
Corn, beans, squash ami fruit are 
raised In abundance nnd the poaches 
are especially delirious, according to 
Mr. Spier. Tlie nearby mountains 
abound In sheep, deer, antelope and 
wild turkeys, so there is no lack of 
fresh meat.

In winter the tribe takes to the 
ledges and caves on the mountuin side 
high above the danger levels.

INVITING DISHES.

The wliolcHoine parsnip, which Is not

Escallopcd Tomatoes With Cheese.—
Put a layer of weJI-hutlered crumbs in 
a baking dish, cover with seasoned 
tomato and sprinkle with grilled 
cheese; cover with crumbs and bnko 
until the buttered erumbs are browned.

Onions Stuffed With Nuts.—Doll 
enough onions to suit the appetite of 
the family, and when half done, 
drain and remove the centers, chop 
and mix Un* centers with nuts, salt, 
butler, crumbs and pepper, fill them, 
leaving a spoonful on lop. I’our uround 
the onions a little broth or 1 lilii cream, 
and bake until thoroughly cooked. 
Serve them us a garnish to ft platter 
of pork chops, or they may he se wed 
from the dish In which they were 
baked.

Boiled rice, served hot, covered with 
butter, sugar and dusted with cinna­
mon makes a nice supper dish, good 
for the sinnll folks.

Emergency Pudding.—Take two cup­
fuls of boiling wuter, stir In enough 
graham flour to make a mush; mid a 
Imlf-teuspoonful of salt and a half- 
cupful of sugar.

Mix well and fold In two stiffly 
beiilen whiles. Bake in a bulling dish 
until It puffs und is brown.

Armenian Potatoes.—Take one-
fourth of n cupful of vegetable oil. Add 
It |o one quart of dfeoif potatoes in a 
huking dish with one clove of garlic, 
one-fourth of a cupful of fresh tomato, 
one-half cupful of wuter, ono and one- 
half teuspooiiful* of salt, one bunch of 
parsley finely chopped. Bake in a alow 
oven forty minutes.

Potato Omelette.- Tukc oyc cupful 
of mashed potato, pepper to taste, one 
tetiMpoohful of salt.

try Short of Foodstuffs.

Agriculturists on Thi6 Side of the
Water Are Called on to Save the 
World From Starvation—West- 

ern Canada’s Great Op­
portunity.

Considerable diseuvion Is taking 
place (n the papers as to the amount 
of money that the Cnltwl States will 
have to pn.v for Its guarantee of the 
price of .wheat for Utp.i. The Indlca 
tlo.is at present are that the treasury 
will not be affected, instead of wheat 
going down the outlook now is tha t't 
will go considerably above the pres­
ent guarantee. It is not only the opin­
ion of a man of the experience of Mr.

say Russia. Bulgaria, Sorbin and Ron- 
mania, will for obvious reasons be un­
able to supply their own demands for 
the coming year. In addition to this. 
Mr. Hoover pel tils out that famine in 
India will call for a substantial pro­
portion of the Australian surplus, and 
that, 'moreover, a considerable part of 
the Australian supply, which for lack 
of shipping has been accumulating in 
that country, has spulled.

And the demand Is by no meuns 
only for wheat. Mr. Hoover esti­
mated that he would be able to fur­
nish Germany INO.OOO tons of grain 
during the month of April. But It Is 
asserted that Hie Gorman stocks of all 
kinds of grain and of potatoes and 
other vegetables will surely be exhaust­
ed before June.

Mr. Hoover bus also expressed the 
belief that It Is questionable whether

under the circumstances food enough 
can be supplied to tide Germany over 
until tho next harvest.

It is quite dear from all this that 
the world is going to depend more 
thun ever upon this continent to keep 
the wolf from the door until the war- 
devastated and anarchy-ridden coun­
tries in Europe can once again feed 
themselves. Already we read of the 
protests of British soldiers occupying 
Germany against allowing German 
women und children to perish of star­
vation a* ikey are beginning to do. If 
these conditions prevail In Germany 
wbnt must be Mie state of affairs else 
whore in Kuropc among nations which 
have fought with us during the lust 
four years?

To sum up. ft may be stated with 
confidence that the demand for every 
product of the farm will be unprece­
dented, anil that the agriculturist will 
receive the highest prices on record 
for all Hurt be bus to sell.
