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SCHOOL DAYS ARE O’ER

C O M M EN C EM EN T E X E R C IS E S  LAST  
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Thirty-seven students received di­
plomas last evening attesting to their 
having creditably completed the 
course of study prescribed by the 
Negaunee high school. It was the 
twenty-sixth annual commencement 

\  in the history of the school and the 
* auditorium was filled with people to 

hear the papers presented by five of 
the students upon reconstruction and 
other problems growing out of the 
world war and to listen to .the ex­
cellent music provided by high school 
organizations, assisted by Miss Merva 
Bennett, one of the school's graduates 
In one of the preceding classes. The 
award of the diplomas was made by 
Principal C. C. Strickland. The 
class roll was published In a previous 
Issue, and synopses of the students' 
essays will be found elsewhere In 
this issue.

The Baccalaureate Sermon 
There was also a large attendance 

at the baccalaureate services held 
last Sunday evening, when Rev. E. L. 
Bennett, a Methodist clergyman from 
Sault Ste. Marie, delivered an able 
Bermon. He took for his text the 
familiar passage in the Gospel of St. 
Luke, “Thou shalt love the Lord thy 
God with nil thy heart, * * * and 
with all thy mind,” applying the lat­
ter phrase particularly to the gradu­
ates. It was proper that they should 

\ take the noblest aspect of their 
| mental powers, remembering that 

these faculties could easily be prosti­
tuted if not held to a true course. 
On the other hand, there was practi­
cally no limit to the profitable use 
one might make of his mental powers, 
especially if accompanied by continu­
ed development, and the speaker em­
phasized the benefits of a collego 
course, though making It clear that 
success could be attained without 
this additional educational training. 
Rev. Mr. Bennett referred at some 
length to the sound bosls upon which 
our public school system rests, and 
spoke particularly of the bar to re­
ligious Instruction In these schools. 
Incorporated originally as an experi­
ment, no doubt, the growth of years 
had amply demonstrated the wisdom 
of maintaining an administrative pol­
icy which insured to all the fullest 
advantages of education, yet without 
danger of interference with their re­
ligious views.

Though In details of entertainment

“Made in Germany" are unpopular 
words to-day, but still we must have 
that label on our educational system, 
for It is said that America has bor­
rowed much from that country. But 
the tables have turned and it la to 
America that the staggering countries 
of Europe are looking for sugges­
tions in the reconstruction of educa­
tion.

The American system provides at 
least & good starting point in the 
right direction in the steps of democ­
racy. War taught us to effect a com­
bination of scientific and cultural ed­
ucation. In a democratic age, the 
German schooling of a few at the ex­
pense of the many has resulted in a 
foreign suspicion and aloofness to­
ward anything Teutonic. In Germany 
It Is arousing class against mass, 
capital against labor, ruled against 
rulers and Illiterates against' liter­
ates. Only, then, when training and 
schooling are a common privilege of 
all Is the state of civic development 
possible which permits society to be­
come co-operative. The so-called so­
cialism of Germany Is a mold into 
which the people fit because they are 
directed what to think and be.

American schools have proved nat­
ural drill grounds for civil virtue and 
service, teaching everything good for 
the welfare of all. So the children, 
the future statesmen, leaders and cit­
izens of the reorganizing countries of 
Europe must be inspired by a feeling 
that through education foMhe benefit 
of everyone the best may be accom­
plished. To again set the nations of 
Europe on the path toward prosperity, 
education must be restored and em­
phasized.

A fair and equal chance for all, 
freedom of speech and thought, com­
mon educational privileges—these are 
the Ideals of American education. 
There must he no fear of a dominat­
ing force behind.

For a long time America has been 
In the Orient. The acquisition of the 
Hawaiian islands maiked the begin­
ning and with the Philippines came 
our still greater interest In the Far 
Bast, giving us the key to both Pa­
cific and the Orient.

Before the war the Eastern coun­
tries received most of their supplies 
from Germany and England. Here Is 
an opportunity for America. Our Eu­
ropean competitors are virtually out 
of the field, especially In such things 
as highly specialized machinery. If 
she ever means to cover that field she 
roust start at once.

In order to broaden our field for 
trade with the Orient, we should es­
tablish universities there In order 
that our future customers may be­
come better acquainted with the 
American ways of transacting busi­
ness. China has a large school In 
Japan for the benefit of those Japan­
ese who will be the future mere? nts 
of the Orient. If America has done 
anything of this kind for her cus­
tomers of the Far East she has not 
advertised It much.

The first battle that America will 
be called upon to fight for this trade 
supremacy will be fought right here 
at home In the United States. It Is 
against the nation-wide Indifference 
to almost all foreign events. Before 
a nation can really become a world 
merchant, its young men must first 
dream of the world's market places. 
Then will America step Into her place 
os the world's leading commercial 
nation.

The Western Hemisphere is the land 
of opportunity, and one of the fore­
most countries on this side of the 
globe that is rich in opportunities Is 
Canada. It Is well clearly to recog­
nize the fact that Canada is fitted 
both by resources and by the charac­
ter of Its Inhabitants to be the one 
serious rival of the United States In 
the Western Hemisphere.

Among our outlying possessions 
the territory of Alaska Is great in 
mining and agriculture, yet because 
of Inadequate railway service and 
high freight rates the territory re­
mains largely unexplored.

The natural resources of the Unit­
ed States match the spirit of Its peo­
ple, who are active and adventurous 
by right of inheritance, and as the 
future of our commercial prosperity 
manifestly depends on the export of 
manufactured goods, It Is necessary 
now more than ever before for the 
republics of the Western Hemisphere 
to he knit together by commercial 
and financial ties. Our opportunities 
are dependent upon the efficiency of 
our business structure and an appre­
ciation of the value of permanent 
commerce with our neighbors.

ar. Our entry Into the great Euro­
lean struggle, however, was a turning 
►oUit for the American nation. We 
rllllngly contributed the dollars that 
vere needed across the sea in the 
rar against militarism, despotism 
ind world power coveted by a nation.

One of the factors we must con- 
ider In relation to an attempt to 
tart a foreign commerce Is the capo- 
dty of the world’s shipping, but our 
narlne Is second only to England*. 
)urs Is the duty to supply food to the

That commerce Is necessary U ex­
pressed by this fundamental fact: 
The lands are many, but the sea is 
one. Mountains, deserts and even 
continents separate, but the sea 
unites. It Is this fact which alone 
renders possible world commerce and 
makes necessary a merchant marine.

Front the day when the Greeks, 
fighting their way back from Baby­
lon, glimpsed tho sea from the mount, 
the greater part of the commerce of 
all nations has been carried in ships. 
We have constructed great ship­
yards, trained an army of shipbuild­
ers and built the nucleus of a mer­
chant marine, This was a war 
measure, If withdrawn, the Indus­
try will collapse, for It Is an Infant 
Industry a.id not yet able to stand 
alone, The question what to do with 
It Is of vital Importance to com­
merce and Industry.

The young men of America do not 
go to sea in pout— times for the rea­
son that they get better Jobs on 
shore. This Is a disadvantage which 
can only be overcome by governmein 
aid, for which throe forms have been 
proposed; First, a government subsidy; 
second, through remission of taxes 
upon vessel property and Its earnings; 
third, to continue the Investment of 
public money In the construction and 
ownership of vessel property.

The adoption of a sound policy 
means much to the Industry of the 
United States and Involves the ex 
penditure of so vast a sum of money, 
that It Is better to take time for de­
liberation and to be safe rather than 
sorry, but It Is the hope of all those 
deeply Interested In the rebirth of an 
American merchant marine that pro­
gress can be made as quickly as 
consistent with safety.

New Fire Lim its  P re s c rib e d -C h im ­
neys Come In for Special 

Coneldaratlon

Tho ordlnnnce "relative to fire 
limits and tho construction of build­
ings therein," which was published 
In connection with the Common 
Council proceedings last week, con­
tains provisions of which every proj>- 
erty owner, and especially contrac­
tors and builders, should have thor­
ough understanding, Tor while the 
city authorities may have been rath­
er tardy in taking the action, now 
that a revised building code has 
finally been adopted It U the inten­
tion to enforce It to the letter. Com­
plete and careful reading of the new 
ordinance, which became effective 
yesterday, la tho proper safeguard 
for every citizen, but the summary 
here given of some of the more Im­
portant requirements may be found 
helpful.

In the first place, the area of the 
fire limits has been materially re­
duced thereby exempting some resi­
dence districts which were previous­
ly Included through the assumption 
that these residence areas would 
eventually be absorbed by the busi­
ness district. Insofar as possible, 
the new ordinance is restricted to 
sections now occupied or likely to ho 
occupied within a few* years by busi­
ness buddings.

The most Important provision, per­
haps, of the new ordinance is that 
relating to the character of construc­
tion permitted within the firo limits, 
The old ordinance permitted the erec­
tion of "brick veneer” buildings, 
which are now forbidden. The old 
ordinance never permitted tho erec­
tion of “Iron clad” buildings within 
the fire limits, notwithstanding that 
several structures wore reared, and 
possibly with the thought In the own­
ers' mlndR that they were complying 
with all requirements by way of 
making their buddings “fire proof.” 
Every budding henceforth erected 
within the fire limits, except certain 
temporury structures and certain 
forms and dimensions of sheds, must 
have walls at least twelve inches In 
thickness and be of Incombustible 
material.

One of the greatest fire hazards 
that has hitherto existed was that of 
chimneys, and the new ordinance Is 
very specific on this point. No ma­
sonry chimney shall be less thou 
eight Inches In thickness, except 
when It carries an interior lining of 
well burned chimney tile, continuous 
In construction and set in Portland 
cement. Chimneys must extend 
down to the ground or to solid foun­
dation supports, and must never rest 
upon any bracket or wooden support, 
nor must woodwork come within four 
Inches of their sides, height of pro­
jection above tho roof also being 
prescribed. No smoke pipes or stacks 
may extend through the sides orlops 
of buildings except when protected 
by brickwork or very large Iron 
thimbles. Fire places come In fur 
deservedly careful regulation.

The regulations regarding roofs 
are very specific and are calculated 
to remove In large part at least the 
hazard which has existed from tills 
cause. Electrical Installations are 
carefully prescribed, and It may be 
added that care will be taken to see 
that those and all other provisions of 
the new ordinance are enforced.

While some of the changes are de­
cidedly radical when compared with 
the old ordinance, all have the sanc­
tion of the nutionul fire Insurance 
underwriters' code, and their ciirefu* 
observance will earn a reward in the 
form of reduced Insurance premiums. 
In many Instances tho reduction 
which will be gained in insurance 
rate will pay for the dlfforence in the 
character and cost of construction 
within a few years, not to mention 
the additional security which lorn 
been gained. For Instance a change 
In the character of the roofing upon 
not a few Negaunee business struc­
tures would effect a saving of 8 cents 
per hundred In Insurance rate from 
the moment that the new roof wus 
completed. Hhlnglo roofs will not, of 
course, be permitted within the fire 
limits, but even In residence districts 
shingle roofs carry n heavy Insurance 
penalty and some owners could reap 
as much as lf> per cent reduction In 
Insurance if they would ehoose Incom­
bustible material when they have oc­
casion to replace a roof. As a mutter 
of fact, approved Incombustible roof­
ing Is now chaepor than shingles in 
first eost.

As previously slated, It Is to the 
Interest of everyone directly or Indi­
rectly Interested In property owner­
ship or In building pursuits to thor­
oughly post themselves upon the new 
ordinance, Broadly speakLng. It is 
based upon the experience of larger 
cities, yet (ran* has been taken to 
modify the restrictions to a degree 
compatible with tin* lesser general 
fire hazard In a smaller community, 
At any rate, ft now --tend* or. tlm lo­
cal statute hooks, and it was put 
ther** to be carefully observed and 
rigidly enforced.

T IENTSIN, railed the panorama 
city of China, cann* into pub­
lic nt>tlce again recently be- 
cuiJKp of disorder* Jn which 

Americium mid Japanese were involv­
ed. To walk about Tientsin Is to trav­
el, says a bulletin of the National 
Geographic society. An afternoou’s 
stroll from the native to the British, 
French, Itulian, Russian and other for­
eign quarters glvca the sensation of a 
magic tour through I'ekJng, Lontl&o, 
Ihitis, Home and Retrograd. And the 
windmills uiuong the wait mounds just 
outside the city odd u touch of Holland.

This panorama city hus hud u tem­
pestuous history. There u group of 
American und other foreign residents— 
Herbert C. Hoover among them—de­
fended themselves tor a month against 
the fanatic boxers In IfiOO.

Since then the native city has been 
known ns Clieng-ll, or “Town Without 
Walls,” because the unclout barriers 
were demolished during the siege. Of 
the 000 doughty foreigners more than 
fifty were killed und many others 
wounded before military aid came.

Tientsin was the scene of another 
famous siege, tbut of the Taiping reb­
els In 18511. Followers of Hung Sin 
Tsuan, who hud professed Christianity 
and set himself up in Nanking us the 
“Heavenly King," marched lowurd 
1'eklug. But the Wuterloo of tiie “long­
haired rebels" no called because they 
would not plait their queues and thus 
signify loyalty to the Munchus, came 
tit Tientsin.

“Chinese'* Gordon's Victory,
The success of the campaign against 

the revolutionists was due principally 
to the gullaut “Chinese” Gordon, Gen. 
Charles George Gordon, und his “ever 
victorious unny.” But the fact would 
not be suspected from rending the im­
perial edict issued by the former con­
cubine who hud elevated herself to 
Empress Dowager. The edict set forth 
thut “this glorious victory Is entirely 
due to the bountiful protection of heav­
en, to the ever-present help of our an­
cestors und to the foresight of the em­
press regent.” A tribute is pul<3 to the 
Chinese generals, “who have been

combed by the wind nnd bnthed In the 
rain," und one of them was awarded 
the decoration of the double-eyed pea­
cock's feather.

Commanding the native force at Tlem 
tHn was Sengko-lln-sln, a Mongol gen­
eral, who later distinguished himself 
less creditably. In 1800 be sought to 
defend Tientsin against a foreign ex­
pedition by erecting an immense mud 
rampant outside the city. Tientsin 
was captured and held for two years 
by (he British und French and tho 

( crude defense is known in the foreign 
quarters as “Seng-ko-lln-siii’s folly.”

The region about Tientsin was 
known ns Chi-chon, under the Hsla dyn­
asty, whose rulers, 4.000 years ago, 
already had court astronomers who 
could predict eclJps***. Later Jt was 
rated Ya*chou, in the Chou dynasty, 
marked by the western wars waged by 
Mu-Wang against the “Dog Barbari­
ans,” thought to be ancestors of tho 
Huns. Tientsin dates back at least 
to the fourteenth century.

Immense 8alt Industry.
The salt industry in the neighbor­

hood of Tientsin Ik prodigious. Wind­
mills are used to pump salt water into 
Hie Helds ulong the Hallo river, where 
the wldely-known Chang-lu salt Is 
made. Before the war nearly 110.000 
tons were produced annually. But 
Tientsin is important commercially la 
ninny respects. It Is a rice market, 
and Siberia's tea formerly was shipped 
through here. Exports were us varied 
us the needs of the dozen or so nations 
which had separate settlements along 
five tulles of the river front, and Its 
imports were as diverse as the eom- 
modUlles those tuitions hud to ex­
change.

The Peiho nnd Ilunho rivers con­
verge at Tieutsln. From the latter to 
the Yunglsze-Klung extends the Grand 
canal, tlmt remarkable specimen 6f 
ancient engineering, mentioned by Con­
fucius, which originally wus more than 
1,000 miles long.

Tientsin hus morp people than Bos­
ton. It Is the principal city of Chih­
li. und Is 80 miles southeast of Peking 
by roll.

A year ago the free nations 
of the earth were looking to America 
os the hope of democracy and civili­
zation. America has not disappointed 
them. 8he has been true to her 
trust; and to-day, thank God, our 
brave soldiers and sailors and mar­
ines are coming back to us after 
gloriously upholding the honor of 
the flag on land and sea.

“It's only an old bit of bunting,
It's only a colored rag,
But thousands have died for 

Us honor
And shed their best blood for 

the flag."
Let Flag Day then remind us of 

the meaning and significance of the 
flag of our country; and I suggest 
that on that day we inaugurate the 
general custom of uncovering for the 
colors.

Both the expected and the unex­
pected has happened In the telephone 
situation. Expected, because an 
eventual increase in rates had been 
generally regarded as Inevitable; un­
expected, as to its source, for the 
present decree comes straight from 
Washington and in effect disposes of 
the application pending before the 
stute railroad and telephone commis­
sion. The rates prescribed by tbe 
postofflee department, which still re­
tains control of telephone systems 
under war emergency rulirgg, are 
higher than those which the tele­
phone company asked the state offi­
cials to countenance.

For the most part, the rental In­
creases take the form of a straight 
50 cents per month increase. The 
feature which will cause the greatest 
hardship will be the Imposition of 
toll charges to all points within the 
county, for though this locality was 
on exception In this respect, the peo­
ple had free service so long that they 
had come to look upon it as a hered­
itary right. Every call from Negau­
nee to Ishpeming will be subject to 
a 5 cent toll charge; to Marquette, 10 
cents; and greater distances In pro­
portion.

Soon To Be Licensed

Governor Sleeper has signed tbe 
James bill, requiring every person in 
Michigan who drives an automobile, 
or other motor vehicle, to obtain 
from the secretary of state a license 
to do so. The bill requires that every 
person deeirlog to drive a motor ve­
hicle must submit to an examination 
before tbe chief of police, the sheriff 
or one of his deputies. Tbe examina­
tion will cover the capabilities ot tbe 
driver as well as other matters.

Tbe lioense will list, among other 
things, the name, age, place of res­
idence, postoffioe address, a distin­
guishing number by tbe state depart­
ment and a brief description of tbe 
Uoenses for tbe purpose of Identifica­
tion. and such other things as may 
be required by tbe secretary of state. 
Tbe lioense will have to be counter­
signed by tbe licensee and carried at 
all times when be is operating a mo­
tor vehicle. Tbe fee will be fifty oents.

Tbe law provides that the lioense 
of any person may be suspended for 
thirty days or revoked by tbe secre­
tary of state for cause such as driving 
log a car while under tbe Influence of 
liquor or drugs; causlog damage to 
property or personal injury by reck­
lessness and falling to stop and give 
name aod address in case of accident. 
Another part of tbe law provides that 
no license shall be issued to persons 
uoder sixteen years of age. Noo-ree- 
idents of Michigan who have compiled 
with ell requirements of tbe state 
from whlob they come are not affected 
by the bill.

"Would It not be better for ail con­
cerned if you were more liberal-mind­
ed and would tbink more of furthering 
your town merchant, who tries to help 
you, than send your mooey out of 
town to people who only care for your 
money and who are interested in you 
only to tbe extent of tbe profit they 
gain by your patronage?

"If this city’s merchants bad to de­
pend upon a certain class of her popu­
lation, who are looked upon as her 
model citizens, most of them would 
move away. Then who would help 
these people who earn a living here, 
but when they want to buy something 
they don’t even give the borne mer­
chant an opportunity to furnish it?

"I think a patriotic feeling ought to 
prompt everyone of our people to 
do all tbeir trading in tbe city they 
call home. We know they can do as 
well or better. Think this over dear 
readers and see if you don’t tbink ibis 
would be just."

Advertising for the People
Homeseekers should look to tbe 

Upper Peninsula of Michigan, says 
an advertisement folder of tbe Rail­
road Administration, calling attention 
not only to the possibilities of Michi­
gan but aB well to the potential use­
fulness of Government management 
of great public utilities, says tbe De­
troit News. In times past tbe issuance 
of highly colored pamphlets describ­
ing the scenic wonders and the indue* 
trial advantages of various districts 
was tbe work of large and expensive 
departments of most railroads. Some 
of tbe statements made by these ad­
vertisers undoubtedly were true, but 
tbe main eud sought waB the persua­
sion of the public to buy railroad 
tickets.

But H is quite conceivable that 
Governmental departments might so 
correlate tbeir work as to give tbe 
greatest service to tbe people. The 
Department of tbe Interior has general 
oversight of unoccupied laods and 
tbe Agricultural Department is inter­
ested In promoting the tilling of land. 
Why should not these two Depart­
ment* cooperate with tbe Railroad 
Administration in giving the people 
Information where real opportunities 
are available?

In tbe case of tbe Railroad Adminis­
tration's announcement concerning 
Michigan, there is evidence that the 
Government is moving out along these 
lines. Tbe Upper Peninsula of Michi­
gan does offer great inducements to 
home seekers a t this time. There are 
thousands of acres of land formerly 
covered with bard wood timber which 
in fertility is equal to any in tbe 
Lower Peniosula, and there are thou­
sands of acres of other land of high 
value for grazing, though not so val­
uable for agrioulture. Under Gov­
ernmental direction tbe best type of 
settlers should be directed to these 
lands, so informed in advance of tbe 
difficulties and the requirements as to 

! Insure tbe fewest possible failures. A 
United States Railroad Administra­
tion doing this io cooperation with 
other departments of Government is 
placlog tbe emphasis upon its true 
function. It is of much less importance 
to swell* tbe traffic of the railroads 
than to carry tbe people where they 
oan find tbeir beet opportunities sod 
do tbe most to build up tbe country.

This ought to be one of tbe striking 
differences between tbe advertising of 
the railroads now aod that of the rail­
roads uoder private management.

AN ORDINANCE RELATIVE TO FIRE 
LIMITS, AND THE CONSTRUCTION 

OF BUILDINGS THEREIN.
I t is hereby ordained by tbe Common Coun­

cil of tbe CLy of Negauuee;
Sec 1 FIRE LIMITS. The following shall 

be and are hereby declared to be tbe Are limits: 
Beginning at the Intersection of the Center line 
of tbe alley between Peck and Case Street", 
running thence westerly along the center of said 
alley to its intersection with the ceuier line of 
Tobin street, thence southerly on the center 
line of Tobin street to the center of Jackson 
Street; thence west on tbe center line of Jack- 
street to the center of Cyr Street; thence 
southerly on the center of Cyr street and 
the center of Cyr street produced to tbe 
south line of the right of way of the 
Duluth South Shore and Atlantic Railway 

Company, tbeoco easterly along said south tloe 
ot said right of way to its intersection with the 
center o! east line of Pioneer Avenue, thence 
northerly along the center of Pioneer Avenue to 
the place of beginning.

Bee. 2. PERMIT REQUIRED. No wall, struc­
ture. building or part thereof, shall hereafter be 
built, enlarged, or altered, uutlla plauotthe 
proposed work, together with a statement of 
the materials to be used, shall have been filed 
with the City Recorder and submitted to tbe 
Common Council and Fire Wardens for approv­
al, who shall, if in accordance with the provi­
sion* herein contained, Inntruct the City Re­
corder to issue a permit (or the proposed con- ;

Sec 3. INCOMBUSTIBLE WALLS. COR- 
NICKK AND HOOKS REQUIRED WITHIN 
F1KK LIMITS Every building hereafter erect­
ed or enlarged within tbe fire limits shall be 
enclosed on all sides wltb walls constructed 
wholly of stone, well burned brick, terra cotta, 
concrete or other equivalent Incombustible 
materials; and shall have the roof, also the 
roof top, and sides of all roof structures, In­
cluding dormer windows, covered with Incom­
bustible material. Ail cornices shall be of Incom- 
biMtible material.'

Sec 4. PERMISSIBLE WOODEN STRUC­
TURES WITHIN FIRE LIMITS. No frame or 
wooden structure shall hereafter be built wltb- 
m the tire limits as given herein, or within the 
fire limits hereafter established, except tbe fol­
lowing, and all roofs placed upon such buildings 
or structures shall have an incombustible cov­
ering:-

(a) Temporary one-story frame buildings for 
use of builders.

(b) One-story sheds not over 12 feet In height, 
open on the long side, with sides covered with 
incombustible material, and with an area not 
exceeding 30b square feet. A wooden fence shall 
hot be used to form the back or side of such 
sheds,

(cy Wooden fences not over 10 feet high.
No frame building shall be moved from with­

out to within the fire limits. w 
Sec.S. REPAIRING FRAME BUILDINGS 

WITHIN FIRE LIMITS. Any existing frame, 
frame Iron dad, or brick veneered building 
within the fire limits, which may hereafter be 
damaged by fire, decay or otherwise t«» an 
amouut greater than one-half its present value, 
exclusive of the foundation, shall not be repair­
ed or rebuilt, but shall be removed. No such 
building shall be repaired in such a manner as 
to be In any portion thereof higher or to occupy 
any greater space than before the injury there­
to. The extent of damage that maybe done to 
any building shall be determined by tbe fire
wardens of tbe city. ..........

8ee. 0. BUILDINGS HAVING PROHIBIT- 
ED OCCUPANCIES WITHIN FIRE LIMITS. 
No bullding.exeepUnu those occupied at the time 
of tbe adoption ot inis ordinance, shall here 
ait*T be used for a public garage, coffee roaster, 
bakery or dry cleaning establishment, witbin 
file fire limits, unless It be of the construction 
described in Section 3 of this ordinance.

Sec. 7. WALLS. All exterior, or division 
walls ol buildings hereafter erected shall be of 
sufficient thkkoess to support the load to be 
carried; but In no case shall a brick, stone, con­
crete, or hollow block wait be less than 12 
Inches thick.

See. 8. ELECTRICAL INSTALLATIONS. 
All electrical Installations shall he in accord­
ance with the National Electrical Code, and 
Do installation of electrical equipment shall be 
made, except in conformity thereto.

Sec. 9. CHIMNEYS AND FIRE PLACES. 
Except as berelo provided all cbtmueys in every 
building hereatter erected, and all chimneys 
hereafter altered or rebuilt, shall be construct­
ed oi brick, stone or reinforced concrete. No 
masonry chimney shall have wails less than 8 
inches thick,unless it be lined on the Inside with 
well burned terra cotta or fire clay chimney tile 
set in Portland cement mortar, in which case 
the wail shall not be lessthau 4 inches thick. 
The lining shall be continuous from the bottom 
of the Hue to its extreme height.

Ail chimneys shall project at least 3 feet 
above the point of contact with a fiat roof, or 2 
feet above tbe ridge of a pitched roof,

Portland cement mortar only shall be used In 
the construction of chimneys.

No chimney in any building shall have wood­
en supports of any kind. Supports shall be in­
combustible. and shall rest upon the ground or 
the foundation.

All chimneys which are dangerous from any 
cause shall be renaired aud made safe, or taken 
dowo.

The fireback of every fireplace hereafter erect­
ed shall be not lets than 8 inches in thickness of 
solid brickwork, nor leas than 12 inches of 
stone lined with firebrick. W ben a grate is set 
in a  fireplace alining of firebrick at least two 
Inches in thickness shall be added to the fire 
back; or a lining of soapstone, tile or cast Iron 
may be used, Is solidly backed with brick or 
concrete.

Tbe header beam, carrying tbe tail beams of 
a floor, and supporting tbe trimmer arch in 
front of a fireplace, shall not be less than 20
lnchei from the chimney breast.

All flue boles when not In use shall be closed

RELIGIOUS PACIFIST GREATEST 
INDIVIDUAL FIGHTER OF WAR

Corporal York, “Battling for the Lord ” Slew 24 Germans in Machine 
Gun Nest, and With Five Assistants Captured 132 of the 

Enemy, Including Four Officers — Was Willing 
to Drill, but Not Kill.

Nashville, Tcnn.— lb* begun Ids mil­
itary hh n religious conscien­
tious objector. Hi* wh* convinced of 
the need for killing Germans by argu­
ments drawn from the Bible. And ho 
nrfed on fhls conviction by killing 24 
Germans In u machine gun nest, with 
his rllh\ uimI rupturing, with live as­
sistants, 1.TJ of the enemy. Including 
four officers.

Tlilfl nehievemont of Corporal York, 
which hns icon called by General Pop 
piling the greatest single exploit of 
the war. has become famous, hut the 
man himself remains unknown. Anti 
surely such a man deserves to he ex­
plained. You want to know what sort 
of a chap he Ik, and what environment 
fostered such a combination of moral 
courage and physical skill.

The answer to these questions In 
found here In the section that pro­
duced Corporal York. It may he stated 
In ii sentence by saying that York be­
longs to llie vanishing race of old 
American*. Men who were just like 
ldm In their faith In God. their courage 
and their straight shooting won the 
Revolution and several subsequent 
wars.

Of Pure American Breed.
Such racu have become source In 

America now. New breeds have come 
In ami the old breed has been changed 
by changing conditions. Rut there Is 
one section of America in which the 
old American race still breeds true to 
type, and more than that still lives 
almost as It lived when the Boones- 
horo men threw flown their axes, took 
their rifles and went out to extermi­
nate General Ferguson's command at 
King's mountain.

The sect I on referred to Is the south­
ern Allegheny mountain region. The 
place where Corporal York was bom 
and lived all his life until he was called 
to war, Is a typical bit of It. Ills 
home post olllrc Is I’nll Mall, Fentress 
county, Tennessee, about 100 miles 
east of this city. There is nothing at 
Pall Mall except the post office, and 
the three forks of the Wolf river, 
which come together there. On oil 
sides are the wooded ridges of the Al­
legheny mountains. Until two years 
ago ft was flfi irdlcs to the nearest rail­
road. Many men who went to war 
from Hits section snw a railroad train 
for the llrst time when they answered 
the c«U to arms. To nil Jnfentn nnd 
purposes they stepped out of the eight­
eenth century nnd Into the twentieth. 
That Is wlrnt Corporal York did.

Region Where Clemens Was Born.
All the people In this region are of 

Scotch, English, Welsh and Irish stock. 
Their ancestors came down through 
the mountains from Virginia and North 
Carolina la colonial days, urn! the 
lands have been held by the same fam­
ilies ever since. One of these families 
Ik the Clemens family, which produced 
Mark Twain. lie was born at James­
town, the county sent of Fentress coun­
ty. His father owned large areas of 
bind near there, which lie sold and 
traded about In such a way as to Im­
mortalize his name, for they are still 
trying to straighten out flu* titles to 
the Ch-mctiK lauds, and the old man's 
dealings promise to furnish occupation 
for many more generations of law­
yers.

York is the “third from the lop." 
ns they say down here, in a family of 
nine ehildivn, anil Is tuviny-scvcn 
years old. Ills father having died, 
and Ids two older brothers married, he 
became the Jjoud of tin- family and 
took care of Ids mother and the fam­
ily homestead, lie Iinec described him­
self as being “a kind of a mmumer's 
boy."

lb* Is not, lioweior. gl\« a to describ­
ing hhiiM-lf at length, la this country 
where jK'opic never talk much unless 
they are running fur o ff ic e , tin- Yorks 
had a reputation for sibtu-e. His fa­
ther Is said often to have goto* through 
a whole day In the company of it friend

without saying a word. And he didn't 
mean to be unsociable, either. Cor­
poral York took after him.

The York estate comprises 40 ncreR 
of land, of which part Is rich bottom 
land, hut most Is hill country. The 
house has one room on the ground 
floor, which Is dining room, sitting 
room and nil, while the loft Is every­
body’s bedroom. The kitchen Is a 
lean-to, built against the house. The 
farm crops are corn and hay and the 
live stock consists of a pair of mules, 
a cow, Rome hogs and chickens. All 
about tbc place Is tall virgin timber.

Lived Life of a Pioneer.
So Corporal York, before he went to 

war, lived In the one-room house In 
a clearing, which was the usual home 
of the American pioneer, and the life 
be lived was just such a life as hls 
forefathers had lived for generations. 
When not engaged In tilling hls 40- 
nero farm he commonly went hunting. 
All of the men thereabouts go hunt­
ing and are good shots, but York 
was especially efficient with the rifle. 
The standard nnd favorite game of 
llu* seellon Is the squirrel. Every man 
has n squirrel dog, and a good one Is 
worth $,'IT> or $40. The dog trees the 
squirrel, nnd the hunter shoots It— 
always through the head, so as not to 
mangle the meat. If you want to know 
how Corporal York learned to shoot, 
try to knock a squirrel out of a tall 
hickory tree with a rifle, shooting al­
ways for the head. They also hunt 
foxes here, running them with dogs 
and bringing down the swift quarry 
from a "stand.” On autumn nights 
coon hunting is In order. The coon 
Is chased up a free by ihe dogs.

In the old days the tree was then 
always chopped down, so that the dogs 
and the coon could fight It out, no mat­
ter who owned the tree or how vulu- 
aide It was. Recently, owing to the 
high price of lumber, a sentiment 
against cutting down a $10 tree to get 
u $1 coon hns developed, tmd this Is 
regarded with contempt by the old- 
timers as a sign of the degenerate mod­
em mercenary spirit.

The law In this Kectlon Is whatever 
local custom approved, and It does not 
approve of restricting a mun's personal 
freedom. This Is a fact of prime 
importance to the understanding of 
Corporal York. Every roan here car­
ries a gun, and Ir prepared ns a mat­
ter of course, to shoot anyone who 
presumes to trespass on Ills prem­
ises.

Men Make Their Own Liquor.
Every man who wants to do so 

makes hls own whisky, keeps It In bis 
house ami drinks It when he pleuses. 
Stills are operated somewhat quietly, 
In deference to federal regulations, but 
the revenue officer does not Intrude 
much. It would be Impassible here 
to enforce the Mann net, the Harrison 
drug law, the prohibition law, or any 
other law which Involves opening bag­
gage and Invading premises. Those 
people stand by the Constitution as It 
Is written, not as It Is Interpreted. 
Their erred In brief Is 1 hat as long as 
a man does not inlcrfcn* with anyone 
else, no one has a right to Interfere 
w ith  hint. That w ik  the gist of Pat­
rick Henry's bill of rights.

Like most men who value their lib­
erty, these mountaineers have a strong 
m me of Jubilee. They believe !n Ihe 
proper use of Honor by responsible 
pi iwonr. When a couple of bootleggers
notie Into the neighborhood ntxl le gun 
selling whisky to hoys, a posse was 
organized tint! the boothmmTK disap­
point!. The law was not Invoked,

Shows Great Increase
In Use of Artillery

Washington.—American soldiers 
In the battle of St. Mihlel expended 
nearly 33 times as much artillery 
ammunition ns was expended by 
the Union urmy In the battle of 
Gettysburg.

This comparison nnd others are 
shown In a table of statistics pre­
pared by the war department to 
emphasize the great Increase In the 
use of artillery to precede Infantry 
action as one <rf the striking devel­
opments of the present war.

The high marks in the use of 
artillery in offensive battle wore 
reached at the Somme In 1916 and 
Messines ridge in 31)17, before the 
effective use of tanks was devel­
oped.

place that the theater, the movie, the 
parade and oilier similar stimulants of 
emotion take in cities.

York’s father was a Methodist, nnd 
he was brought up a Methodist, but 
he and his mother and sisters became 
converts to the Holiness church. The 
belief of this church seems to he that 
If n mortal neither does wrong nor 
thinks wrong, he Is already, In effect, 
an nngcl, nnd may taste on earth some­
thing of the bliss of heaven. At Its 
meetings there are brief readings from 
the Scripture, then periods of silent 
meditation, then shouting of grent Joy, 
ns the full glory of their triumph over 
sin nnd trouble burst upon the con­
gregation, all at once. These alternate 
periods of silent meditation and fren­
zied rejoicing often extend far Into the 
night, nnd throw the congregation Into 
a state of religious ecfttnny.

York took hls new faith seriously. I! 
satisfied some cravings of hls nature 
He still carried arms. He was still 
prepared to fight when need urose. 
But when he heard of the war nnd the 
draft law he realized that he faced a 
grent crisis. He believed In fighting 
for the right, but he did not see how, 
ns an angel on earth, he could kill a 
fellow who had never as an Individual 
done him any harm.

Wilting to Drill, Not Kill.
York and hls mother wont to 8. E. 

Frogge, n merchant and farmer liv­
ing near them, who wus their repre­
sentative In the state legislature, and 
begged that Frogge try to obtain an 
exemption for York. The young man 
sab] that he could never kill in war. 
Frogge, of course, could do nothing. A 
few days later York left for the first 
tfme In fils life the little clearing and 
the cabin and the wild woodlands 
which had theretofore been all the 
world to him. lie took bis convic­
tions against war with him unshaken. 
As soon as he reached camp he said 
that he was wining to drill, but not to 
tight, lie made hls position perfectly 
'iciir to <!n> captain of Ids company.

!.*i having ibis captain, York was for­
tunate. .f lie had berm imprisoned, 
hazed or mlsireaied, as other emischm- 
Motts ohjocjoiw wore, ho would almost 
certainly have rp'-ni tin- period of ihe 
war hi prison. Uut Mils captain was 
a man of Insight. Ho mmv Hurt York 
Imd In 1:1m Mu lurking of a fine so) 
tiler, and he also saw thnl York was a 
Coll-clefitlnliw objector by sincere re­
ligious convictions.

This captain was something nf a III- 
hie MUf|e||t 111 in-el f, He now nTrcdi 
oil himself on tin* Scriptures, culled 
York Jo him, and set out In convert 
him to war by the good honk. It Is 
said that the argument lasted far Into 
the night, that !t was audible at qnile 
a dl*lnncc, ami that Biblical quotations 
thumb red buck mid forth like hlg guns 
in a buttle. But when the pule dawn 
came, one mountain man was con­
vinced that Ids God cnintmimled him to 
go forth and slay Germans,

WHAT TO EAT.

There are any number of kinds and- 
flavors of gelatine desserts on the mar-, 

ket which, by the addi­
tion of boiling wuter, are 
ready, when cold, to.
serve with cream and 
sugar. These desserts
are good, easy to prepare, 
and eosy of digestion, 
qualifications wh i c h  
make them popular; hut 
one tires of things too 
easy and unvaried.

Here is a dessert, very dainty and 
rich, which will bo good to serve the 
"grown-ups" who have good digestion: 

Frangipan Pie,—Roll out very tldn 
a rbh pastry and cut It In rounds, 
indng » pie tin tor n marker. Bake 
tin oe of these cakes, and put them to­
gether with a filling of crushed straw­
berries and crearn, covering the fop 
with the berries and sweetened whip­
ped eroum. Cut In pfe-shuped pieces.

Gtewed Lettuce.—This is a dish not 
sufficiently used to become common, 
W hen one Is tired of serving the 
ficsh lettuce, steam It until tender, and 
huvc as a greens, with butter, salt, 
pepper and a dash of vinegar, If liked, 
f’ucumhers are good rooked. Peel 
ami conk until tender in boiling water 
or over steam, Mien serve with a drawn 
butter sauce. Onion Juice may be add­
ed for variety of flavor.

Canterbury Chicken.—Took together 
H;iee» nnd oue-hulf tablespoonfuls of 
butter with one tublespoonful of finely 
chopped onion (when the onion Is yel­
low, add one tublespoonful of corn- 
‘■'torch) and pour over one nnd one-half 
cupfuls of chicken stock. Bring to the 
boiling point and simmer for ton min­
utes. add one-tmlf tublespoonful of 
h moa juice, three-fourths of a ten- 
spoonful of salt, a few dashes of pap­
rika and one ami one-half cupfuls of 
chopped cooked chicken. Serve very 
hot. garnished with toast points nud 
parsley.

Fillet* of Beef With Banana*.—Cook
the fillets cut one and a quarter Inch 
thick, and arrange on a hot platter 
with the liquor from the pun poured 
over them. Took quartered banana* 
io ,i little butter until well cooked, 
then place these quarter* on the fillet* 
one. serve.

POPULAR D1$HE8.

The busy housewife with hut one 
pair of hands at her command must do 

away with frills in cook­
ery, no mutter how much 
she may enjoy them. A 
few mlnates spent In ar­
ranging and garnishing 
a dish, however. Is never 
wusted effort.

Carrot Pudding.—Take 
one cupful of grated car­
rot, one cupful of grated 

potato, one egg, one-half cupful of 
sugar, onc-half cupful of shortening 
one-holf cupful of ntlsins, one tea- 
spoonful of soda and one cupful of 
flour. Steam one hour.

Drop Doughnut*.—Take omMialf
cupful of sugar, onc-half cupful of 
ufllk, one ami onc-hulf cupf'ito of flour 
sifted with one terspoonful of linking 
powder, one egg, u lltllo salt, ginger 
and grated lemon r/n«|. Rent the egg 
white sllff, (Iimi mid Mie sugar grad­
ually, then add the beaten yolk, lemon 
rind, salt and ginger m,d milk with 
Ihe flour. I»r«ip from a teaspoon Into 
hot fat ami fry brown. Roll i„ pow. 
dored sugar.

Chocolate Cookleo.—Cream half a 
cupful of shortening wlih one cupful 
of sugar, one egg. Add one-half cup. 
ful of sour mill; with onc-hatf tea- 
spoonful of soda, two squares of choco­
late melted over hot wnler and one 
and otic-half cupfuls of flour. A half 
cupful of nuts muv he milled if de­
sired. Cover with a frosting, using one 
whole egg beaten, adding three cup­
fuls of eonfcriJonerx’ sugar and three 
tahlespoonfiils of cream. This frosting 
will keep for some time. I’ut on the 
cookie* when they nearly cold.

Sour Cream Pie,—Mix together one 
cupful of chopped raisins, one cupful 
of sugar, one cupful of sour cream and 
one egg well beaten, one-half a leu- 
spoonful each of cinnamon, nutmeg 
and salt, one-fourth of a tcaspoonful 
of cloves and a tcaspoonful of vinegar.

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The project of erecting a hotel com­
mensurate with the needs of Negau­
nee, at tbe present time occupies the 
attention of a considerable number 
of our more energetic business men, 
but bas not yet assumed such tangible 
shape as to warrant any definite as­
sertion as to its success; but we hope 
that before many days elapse we will 
be able to state that <,hls absolute ne­
cessity will be in a fair way of con­
summation.

“To a man up a tree,” as tbe phrase 
goes, it does seem that now is the 
time for our people to act promptly 
and liberally, and secure for tbe city 
that which will add to our business 
growth and prosperity. It may, per­
haps be offensive to some, but it Is 
nevertheless true that Negaunee le to­
day regarded by people as conversant 
with tbe affairs of the iron district as 
a city of secondary importance, as 
compared with Marquette aod Iehpe- 
ming, and that, too, in face of the fact 
that Negaunee occupies & position by 
which, with a little effort, she could 
command tbe bulk of tbe traveling 
trade to tbe region.

Both Marquette and Isbpemlng, 
profiting by tbe apathy of Negaunee, 
have provided commodious hotels, 
and by liberal advertising and scru­
pulous care for tbe wants of guests, 
have attracted annually large parties 
ot tourists, which we bave reason to 
believe was only limited by tbe warn 
of accomodations. Tbe summer travel 
to this section is steadily on tbe in 
orease; every town of any Importance 
has made or is making preparations 
to reoeive this boat, and each will be 
benefited just in proportion to the 
completeness of its efforts.

Now, so far as tbe eligibility of 
Negaunee for tbe location of a ‘hotel 
Is concerned, there Is no room for 
quibbling. Surrounded with plctur 
eique scenery, having witbio her bor 
dersoneoftbe most beautiful inland 
lakes in the Upper Peninsula, and be* 
log the junction of two rallroabs, It of 
fers attractions that cannot be ex 
celled, If, Indeed equalled by aoy 
inland place on tbe peninsula.

Take time 
by tbe forelook, and make of Negau­
nee what nature and circumstances 
Inteoded her to become—tbe business 
centre of tbe iron region of Lake Su­
perior. Without a hotel, Negaunee 
will never become prominent.
