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SCHOOL ELECTION HELD

BOARD REORGANIZES FOR A NEW 
FISCAL YEAR

—Now School to b* Built 
at Rolling Mill

Lack of opposition had the custo- 
mair effect upon the annual election 
of School District No. 1 held last 
Monday, less than thirty votes beta* 
cast. All of these went to Robert G. 
Jackson, whose thirty-three years of 
continuous service as a trustee was 
thus unanimously endorsed.

On the special ballot, relating to the 
reclassification of the district, which 
was submitted to the voters at the 
annual election, a corresponding num­
ber of votes were cast, all of which 
read "No." When the matter of lo­
cal ratification or rejection of cer­
tain provisions of Act No. 166 passed 
at the legislative session of 1917 was 
first brought to the attention of the 
Negaunee board it appeared that the 
vote upon it would be merely a for­
mality—that only cities having up­
ward of 12,000 would be affected and 
that regardless of ratification or re­
jection of the amendment, Negaunee 
would remain in "fourth class." Sub­
sequent investigation, however, dis­
closed that local adoption of the 
amendmeent would Involve several 
changes which were not only un­
necessary but were actually undesir­
able from a local view point. The 
fact that the Negaunee board would 
be increased from five to six mem­
bers may perhaps be considered im­
material—Negaunee's quintette of 
trustees seem to be able to handle 
the affairs of the district very satis­
factorily, and with very rare excep­
tions harmoniously; and a sixth mem­
ber would nelthor help nor hinder.

In the manner of conducting a 
school election, however, the change 
would mean much to Negaunee. For 
Instance, a special form of ballot 
would be required and It would be 
necessary to maintain voting booths 
in each of the five wards of the city, 
and each manned by an "election 
board" of three members, the same 
as Is provided for a general election. 
Also, the polls would have to be open 
from 9 a. m. to 8 p. m. It Is true 
that on rare occasions a particularly 
stiff contest over a trusteeship brings 
out a large vote, In which case the 
fifteen members of the various pre­
cincts might find enough to do in the 
course of the whole day to form some 
sort of an excuse for drawing their 
pay. But this year's vote of 28 Is a 
fair average, and using It for an il­
lustration it will be seen that had 
the precinct method been used last 
Monday there would have been an av­
erage of slightly less than six votes 
cast In each precinct—three salaried 
employes to receive, record and cer­
tify six votes In each ward. With the 
district as now constituted, the an­
nual election costs the district noth­
ing, with the exception of a dollar or 
two for the official notices which the 
law requires, for the candidates bear. 
Individually the expense of the print­
ed ballots and the trustees receive no 
compensation for sitting as an elec­
tion board. With these facts In mind, 
It Is small wonder that when voters 
approached hoard mombers last Mon­
day for advice regarding the pro­
posed amendment, they received re­
plies which lire no doubt responsible 
for the 26 "Noes" which appear on the 
record.

Aside from this little variation, the 
quiet routine of the annual schoot 
alectir o was not disturbed. The vote 
was dUy canvassed, a motion to vote 
the sum of 160,000 for school pur­
poses during the coming year was 
unanimously adopted, as was Thomas 
M. Wells' motion that a vote of 
thanks he tendered the Ip>ard for its 
efficient services during the past 
year—and Negaunee's annual school 
election and mooting was at an end.

The Board of Eklueatlon met Tues­
day evening and organized for the 
coming year's work by electing the 
following officers; President, John W. 
Elliott; secretary, Robert G. Jackson; 
treasurer, George R, Jackson. Mr. 
Elliott succeeds himself as president, 
and Cyrllle Houle having nuked to be 
relieved of the treasurer-shlp obliga­
tion for the reason that the consoli­
dation of express companies hud add­
ed to his duties as local agent and 
left him practically no spnrc time, 
the custodian Job was "wished onto" 
Geo|go R. Jackson, the Junior mem­
ber of the board, who didn't happen 
to be present to defend himself. 
Robert G. Jackson was quite willing 
that someone elso should have a go 
at the secretary’s Job this year, but 
none of the other members manifest­
ed any aspirations toward the honor 
—and work—so the recent incumbent

continues In office. The trustees have 
decided to continue the custom of 
holding regular meetings on the first 
Friday of each month.

The board decided to build a two- 
room school at the Rolling Mill loca­
tion to care for the increased attend­
ance in that vicinity, the present one- 
room structure not being of a form 
that would make the addition of an­
other room practicable. By putting 
the new building tolerably close to 
the lot Une, there will be about 12 
feet of space between the old and 
new buildings, which will be ample 
for light and ventilation, and the old 
building will be permitted to remain 
for the present. Though it might 
prove necessary to press it into ser­
vice at some later date, this is a 
rather remote contingency, and while 
we have no authority for the state­
ment, perhaps after the new school 
Is ready for use the board might lend 
a willing ear toward consideration of 
any advantaglous bid for the old one. 
The new school, whose estimated cost 
Is $2600, will be of the "standard” 
type approved by the state authorities 
for rural schools and will be quite 
similar to one recently erected in 
Rlchmopd township*, out from Palmer. 
The president, secretary and treas­
urer were appointed a building com­
mittee to look after the -details of 
letting contracts and supervising con­
struction.

It took Edgar and Harold Williams 
Just two days more than a month to 
motor from Portland Ore., to Negaunee 
for a visit with their parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. John S. Williams, Cyr street, 
Edgar Williams' wife constituted the 
third member of the party, sho being 
a western young lady who is making 
her first visit to the Lake Superior 
region. They were favored with ex­
cellent weather practically all the 
way and their “If'l old Ford” brought 
them through without any mishap, 
engine and tire troubles having been 
no more serious than are frequently 
encountered on a short run. No ef­
fort was made to establish a record 
on the trip, inasmuch os the party 
Indulged In sightseeing os opportuni­
ty afforded and Inclination prompted. 
The route lay for the most part over 
the Yellowstone and Clover-Land 
trails, and from Portland to Negaunee 
the speedometer totalled 2878 miles, 
they having completed the run yes­
terday afternoon.

There were two additional mem­
bers of the party os it left Portland 
on June 16th, these latter being des­
tined to Iowa, and the passengers' 
weight together with their luggage 
and general equipment gave their 
"mule," as they had facetiously 
dubbed the Ford, a ton and a half 
load which they feared might make 
the mule balk—but it didn't. Friends 
in another car were companions on 
the Journey as far as Iowa. Leaving 
Portland they headed for Spokane 
and thence east, being almost dis­
couraged In the earlier Rtages of thn 
Journey by the poor roads and hot 
weather. Up into the Coeurd' Alene 
mountain district they found mighty 
stiff grades but far better roads. They 
w,ere surprised at the manner In 
which the rarlfled atmosphere of the 
higher altitudes increased the ma­
chine's consumption of gasoline. Once 
they struck the YellovfStOftO trail 
they had easy going so far as high­
ways were concerned and the route 
is so plainly marked that one could 
not possibly go astray, A side trip 
through Yellowstone park war one of 
the pleasures of the Journey.

Their trip through Montana was 
without Incident and they cut across 
North and South Dakota Into Minne­
sota. In Montana they found tho ex­
cessive heat and lack of moisture had 
woii-nfgh burned up the crops. In 
the states to tho eastward the crops 
)md grown better but were affected by 
black lust to an extent that will 
make un 80 per cent yield the most 
that can possibly ho expected. They 
spent four days In und about Minne­
apolis and found tills metropolis 
booming. The next stage of their 
toward Ashland, at Grand View hitt- 
iifg tile Cinver-Lajid trail. This they 
found a most excellent highway, they 
having encountered none better in all 
their truvuls, and they have hut one 
complaint to register. The route is 
not as plainly marked as it should 
he—though this complaint, by the 
way, does not apply to Marquette 
county, which has done Its duty well 
In this regard. Down through the 
Gogehie range they came through 
Iron River and thence into Marquette 
county via Republic.

Anti-American Propaganda Published 
in German Newspapers Purports 

to Give Feelings of Germans 
In Occupied Area.

Coblenz,—Considerable antl-Anicrl* 
enn propaganda is being published in 
German newspapers by German news­
paper men who have visited the Khlue 
zone occupied hy the American nrmy. 
Home of their writings set forth what 
purports to be their own opinions of 
the feelings of the Germans In the oc­
cupied territory.

The writings of one German In a 
Eeipsle newspaper huve afforded 
amusement to the American Intelli­
gence officers, though he wrote with 
the evident Intention to put Americans 
In a had light before the German civil­
ians.

"On account of the sundry annoying 
acts of the authorities,” he writes, 
“the population is not at all satisfied 
with the American occupation and Is 
lotnl In Its abuse of these molestations, 
though, to be sure, this Is all kept 
within closed walls.

London.—There are plans afoot 
which will cut down the time now 
necessarily spent In traveling from 
New York to Paris. Of course, event­
ually we are to skhn through the air 
In a day or so. Hut for the average 
American that experience may he a 
little remote. In tin* meantime, ac­
cording to the Madrid correspondent 
of the London Times, certain rail­
way projecth In Spain are (ending to 
expedite the progress of the voyuger. 
It may at first thought seem curious 
that one’s transatlantic passage 
should be affected by such means. Hut 
the correspondent shows us why:

Rail Projects in Spain.
"CouMlderalile interest Is being muni- 

tested In Hpain In two great railway 
projects. The first, already voted ns a 
hill fly the Spanish senate, Is for a 
direct Mm* from Pax, In southern 
France, to Algcdras, near Gibraltar. 
Tills line Is u project ,»f Hu* English 
and French governments, and w|ll 
form a link In the great railway from 
London to lhf Gape, the completion 
of which is now only a matter of lime. 
This lint* across Spain will la* of the 
International and not of the Spanish 
gauge; it will he worked hy electric 
traction, and will take tin* shortest 
possible route.

"Mnny schemes have been prepared, 
hut. although tin* tlmil decision ims not 
yet boon made on many points of de­
tail, the broad principles have been 
agreed upon. The northern seel Ion of 
lh<* line, from Pax to Madrid, to avoid 
unnecessary competition with tin* 
Norte railway from lrun. will not 
touch tin* points of Junction from 
wliteli ihat Itm* draws Its chief goods 
tnillle. but ^will pass direct through 
Pamplona uiul Sorlae. The southern 
sect’on, In ttu* plan which seems most 
likely to he approved, will for Himilai' 
ruinous take n straight (Minx* through 
a practically uninhabited part of the 
country.

"It Is proposed to make only on.*

stop between Madrid and Algeciras, at 
Cuenca, where—-as the line will he, at 
flrRt at nay rate, a single one—the 
ti'alns from the north and south will 
cross. The northern Journey will he 
made In six to seven hours, us ugalnst 
the present thirteen fiyn^Irun  ^to

"The other line Is designed to run 
from Vigo to the French frontier, prob­
ably at Hendaye, and is part of a great 
American project for developing the 
port of Vigo hy the building of dock*, 
warehouses, and all the equipment of a 
great commercial harbor. Hy this 
scheme the Journey from New York to 
I’arls can he shortened hy twenty-four 
hours and Its Importance can he meas­
ured hy the fact that its realization 
will give America a commercial en­
trance to Europe.

"The vast contracts connected with 
these schemes are already the subject 
of rival studies and Investigations, and 
English firms purposing to take a part 
should lose no time In getting Into 
touch with the conditions on the spot.”

Geneva and the New Bridge.

LL rood* henceforth lead to 
Geneva.

The Homo of the Caesars 
and of tkc Popes, wlilcli held 

pre-eminence in this respect for many 
ages, now yields to Geneva, which, 
since John Cnlyln’s time, has been call­
ed “the Protestant Rome.” writes Irv­
in* R. Bacon In the Detroit Free Press.

Geneva is to be file capital of the 
league of nations, which Is hut neither 
way of saying the capita) of the world. 
Thus the peace conference at Paris 
hus decided.

In the middle of the nineteenth cen­
tury, when, under the quasl-dlctntor- 
ship of Jomes Fnzy, the radicals of 
the Swiss canton Geneva spent money 
with almost reckless extravagance to 
develop and modei ze the city, de la 
Rive, n conservative, exclaimed:

“They want to make Geneva the 
smallest of the great cities; oh, thut 
they would only allow her to remain 
the greatest of the small cities!”

And now, seventy years after he 
expressed this wish, it Is about to he 
realized; for from now on It Is there 
that the parliament of nations will hold 
Its sessions and the roads from all 
ends of earth will focus there.

The census of 1911 gave Geneva in 
the neighborhood of 150.000 Inhabi­
tants, divided almost evenly between 
Protestants and Catholics. In point of 
languages the French preponderated 
nenrly seven to one as compared with 
German.

On Beautiful Lake Leman.
The etty Is the southwestemmost 

point of Switzerland. It Is on the pic­
turesque Lake Leman (called also Luke 
Geneva), and Is divided into halves, 
the old and the new towns, by the 
River Rhone. The number seven fig­
ures geographically in Geneva as it 
does in Rome. The latter city has 
seven hills; Geneva’ seven bridges.

Geneva, however. Is of but recent 
date compared with Rome. It was lit­
tle more than a village of the Allo- 
broges, a Gallic tribe, when Rome was 
mistress of the world. Julius Caesar 
took his stand there when he heard 
that the Helvetians (the Swiss of to­
day) had decided to emigrate from 
their own country, which they had 
come to consider as too cramping for 
their national growth.

“They shall not pass,” was Caesar's 
watchword. And two-thirds of the 
Helvetian people perished In a futile 
attempt to force their passage through 
the Roman provinces. It was the be­
ginning of the Gallic wor, which lasted 
nine years and became the fulcrum by 
which Caesar raised himself to the po­
sition of dictator of virtually the whole 
civilized world.

Blrthplaoe of Rousseau.
Few cities have produced so many 

tltustrinus sons or been the arena for 
the activity of so many great men as 
Geneva. Jean Jacques Rousseau who 
born there. And It Is no small coin­
cidence that the city of his hlrtli should 
have been chosen as the capital of n 
league of nations of a democratized 
world. For to no other one man does 
(famoerooy owe « greater debt than to 
Rousseau. Ills pen was the flail 
which first set thrones B-totterlng. 
Klngernft began to decay beneath the 
corroding ussnults of reason which he 
leveled at the “divine rights” upon 
which royal prerogatives were bnsod.

Lord Byron’s noble tribute to both 
Geneva und Jlousseau constitutes al­
most the entire theme of the third 
canto of Ids magnificent “Chllrte 
Harold.”

The same great poet has also cele­
brated the misfortunes of another Gen­
evan In the well-known poem of “The 
Prisoner of Chlllon."

Chilian Is a castle on top of a crag 
which rises perpendicularly nenrly 1,- 
000 feet above Lake Leman. ITere, 
early In the fifteenth century. Francois 
do Bonnlvard, prior of St. Victor, wus 
Imprisoned.

Where Calvin Ruted.
Id 1532 William Fnvell, a Protes­

tant preacher from Duuphlne, who had 
Just won Vuud, o Swiss canton, to 
Protestantism, made his appearance at 
Geneva. Ills success was so consider­
able that he established his home there 
and, In the following your, Geneva eu- 
tered Into closer religious relations 
with the HwInn city of Berne, which 
hud embraced Protestuntlsm. Fribourg, 
which remained loyul to its old faith, 
withdrew from the alliance with

Geneva. On August 10, 1535, Genova 
formally adopted Protestanlsm.

A year Inter, John Calvin, a refugee 
front France, stopped at Geneva, in­
tending to remain there only one night. 
Fnvel Induced him to protract his visit 
In 1538 the opposition succeeded In 
having Favcl and Calvin expelled; but, 
although Favcl never returned, Calvin 
wont hack !n 1541, and gained such an 
ascendancy that he wus soon enabled 
to set up a theocratic form of govern­
ment. with himself at the head. He 
was, at that time, in his thirty-second 
year.

The site of Calvin’s house, at Ge­
neva, Is at No. 13 Grand Rue. That of 
Rousseau, which still stands, is at 
No. 40, the same street.

After the French revolution the city 
was the capital of a French depart­
ment. hut In 1814 it became the twenty- 
second canton of the Swiss confedera­
tion. Since that time the history of 
Geneva, as regards Its foreign policy, 
has been Identical with that of the 
confederation.

PROTECT THE MIAMI VALLEY
Work of Protecting immense Reser­

voirs One of the Greatest Projects 
of the Kind.

Were it not for the fact that the 
United States has been engaged In 
the greatest of world wars, the build­
ing of the five dry reservoirs ns part 
of a flood-prevention plan In the Mi­
ami valley would arrest the attention 
of the nation, says Howard Egbert !n 
Popular Mechanics Magazine. Further 
thnn that. International construction 
experts would be watching the work 
with considerable Interest, because the 
project Is by far the greatest of Its 
kind ever attempted In this country. 
The plan, of course, Is to insure per­
manent protection to the more than 
700,000 inhabitants living In the Miami 
conservancy district, a reglpn follow­
ing closely the Miami river, an Im­
portant but not navigable waterway 
which threads Its way through south­
ern Ohio counties. The cost Is esti­
mated at $20,000,000. More thnn 2,000 
men are required to complete the con­
struction work, and three years as a 
minimum Is the length of time esti­
mated as necessary to-curry out the 
designs of the district. Five huge re­
tention basins, or dry reservoirs, are 
being constructed, all of them now well 
under way. To construct any one of 
these dams means the->dlgg!ng. trans­
porting. depositing and compacting of 
from 850,000 to 4,000.000 cubic yards 
i/f earth. For the Miami river chan­
nel the estimate la 4,000,000 cubic 
yards. Pain, nnd river together will 
mean the extfnvatlnn nnd transporta­
tion in all of some 13,000,000 cubic 
yards of enrth.

The flond-ennservnncy project con­
sists of the dry-reservoir system, 
which, once constructed, will occupy 
five different tracts of land In the dis­
trict. At unusual period* of high wa­
ter It Is designed to permit all mer- 
flow water to run into these basins. 
They will be so stoutly, constructed 
that they cannot break under pressure 
of millions of gallons of water. The 
river clmnneCthus relieved of rhe ad­
ditional burden of high water, will not 
he threatened, and the customary dan­
ger of hanks breaking or overfb/wlng 
Is entirely eliminated.

Best Way to Stain Floor.
To stain your floor a dark walnut 

have the floor perfectly clean, then 
take a pound of burnt umber ground 
In oil; paint stores sell this prepara­
tion. Next take boiled linseed oil nnd 
mix enough of the umber with It to 
color the oil, hut not thicken it. Try 
on a Rinnll piece cf hoard and add um­
ber until yon hnve the required shade. 
Itub this into the floor until the stain 
censes to come off and the wood Is of 
a rich walnut brown. Some of the 
color may dry out, In which ease an­
other coat should be applied.

The Catholic Church in the neigh- 

boriog village of Cbampioo was de­
stroyed by fire during the severe 
rain aod electrical storm which swept 
over this region last Wednesday 
night. Lightning struck the steeple 
aod almost within a moment the eo- 
tire structure was ablaze. Ever since 
the cessation of mining operations a 
number of years ago the village has 
been without fire protection other 
than a bucket brigade. It was appa*

Rev. A. Hasenberg, who 
ministers to the Micbigamme congre­
gation as well ascuriog for the Cbam­
pioo parish, was out of town and a

saviog the parsonage. The church 
building was of frame and stood oo 
an elevation a little more than half 
way between the downtown and mine 
locations. The church's elevation, 
supplemented by tbe height of the 
steeple, made tbe latter a conspicuous 
target for tbe llgbtoiog bolt. Tbe 
toss is well-olgb complete, but figures 
are unavailable at tbe present writing. 
A temporary place of worship will be 
provided, but it is Impossible to say 
what may be dooe toward replacing 
tbe church bulldLng.

MOOSE ORDER S GREAT GROWTH

Membership of 534.000 and Total As­
sets of Nearly $11,000,000

The one feature of the proceedings 
that brought the greatest satisfaction 
to the delegates who attended the re­
cent convention of the Loyal Order 
of Moose was the evidence of the 
continued growth of the organization. 
William H. Jones,, district deputy su­
preme dictator, and Joseph Holman, 
past dictator of Negaunee lodge, were 
the members from this city w ho went 
to Mooseheart, 111., to attend the con­
vention, and by the reports which 
they heard read It appeared that 
1918-j) had been the banner year in 
th$ history of the order.

Eleven million dollars constitute 
tbe combined material assets of the 
Moose organization, of which the 
largest item is In stocks, bonds and 
property holdings aggregating $7,- 
200,000. The Mooseheart property Is 
valued at $1,800,000, and Grand Lodge 
property exclusive of Mooseheart to­
tals $400,000. At the date of report 
there was in the treasuries of the 
1629 local lodges an aggregate net 
cash balance of $1̂ 00,000, the re- 
mainltyg amount necessary to bring 
the grand total up to nearly $11,000,- 
000 being in the supreme lodge treas­
ury. The order having been in ex­
istence thirteen years, of which only 
nine may be considered active years, 
the property accumulation has there­
fore been at the rate of practically 
a million dollars a year. A high 
water mark has also been achieved 
in the matter of membership, 534,000 
being the present numerical strength 
as compared with 507,000 the previ­
ous year.

No little satisfaction was also found 
I*; the fact that members' participa­
tor! in World War made the use of 
the word “Loyal” In the order's title1 
amply warranted. Fifty-two thous- 
nd strong did the Moose march under 
the banners of the various allies, 
though this record is tinged with 
sadness by the recollection that 1500 
of these devoted brothers made the 
supreme sacrifice. A picture of the 
proposed Moose monument in France 
in honor of fallen brethren was ex­
hibited at the convention. It ap- 
appears that the Moose will be the 
first organization to erect such a 
memorial shiift in France.

In a business way, the raising of 
the Initiation fee was one of the 
most important proceedings. The fee 
was doubled, being raised from $5 to 
$10, though in exceptional cases the 
supreme council has authority to 
sanction a lesser fee, with $6 as the 
minimum. The final ballot showed 
only 7 votes against the increased 
fee and the vote was thereupon made 
unanimous.

An interesting ceremony witnessed 
by the delegates was the graduating 
exercises of the first class to com­
plete a course In the Mooseheart high 
school, there being five graduates.

The biennial constitutional conven­
tion of 1921 will be held in Toledo, 
Ohio.

nation. We passed abandoned air­
planes, army trucks, camions and guns 
of every description.

We passed numerous German pris­
on camps. Klght hundred thousand 
prisoners are being utilized wherever 
possible In repulMng the buildings, 
roadways and tin* part of the dam­
age they have done.

The Debris of War.
Nearing Verdun we came upon 

many storehouses filled with nnmiti- 
nit Ion—shells, hand grenades, and 
olh<T war material—that has never 
been removed from the container*. 
What to do with Iho tons and tons 
of this ammunition Is one of the af­
ter-war problems.

Miles und miles of narrow-gauge 
railroad Hoes were constructed over 
which the ammunition and supplies 
were sent to the front These rail­
road tracks, for many miles, are still 
tiiullsturhcd.

Not a single entire house remains 
standing In Verdun, at one time the 
home of UTi.000 civilians. Where once 
(here were homes Is now only ii moun­
tain of stones, brick, rubbish and gap­
ing walls. The fort is Intact—at no 
|N>lnt did the German guns iieuotrnte 
tiie walls. We walked through four 
miles of tunnels under the forts. In 
which the Inhabitants lived with the 
soldiers during u part of the time 
the city was under fire.

CAKE MAKING.

JuHt n word to those who arc yet In­
experienced lu the art of cake nqiking.

First of all, have all the 
materials to be used 
reudy nt hand before be­
ginning, or In the midst 
you will find some im­
portant Ingredient miss­
ing which will need ; n 
change of plans.

Most cooks have some 
standard recipe which they will vary 
with flavoring, spfco or fruit, or bake 
In different shaped tins with different 
(firings or froitings, which will give n 
large VarieTy’, V* ,

The (line was when much creaming 
of . butter and stirring of sugar and 
butter was thought the only way to 
make a butter cake, but these busy 
days nre teaching us ninny ways of 
simplifying our work, and cake mak­
ing must keep pace. Tho shortening, 
If softened—not melted—will inlx 
with the sugar and It takes but a short 
time to  cream I t ; add u little hot water 
or milk If hurried foe time and then 
give the mixture n good beating, add­
ing the eggs beaten and give unotlii-r 
good beating, A fair .cake, good 
onough for every-day use. Is one using 
three tnlriespoonfuls of butter or hut*, 
ter substitute, one cupful of sugnr, 
half n cupful of milk, two eggs, two 
tcuspoonfuls of baking powder and r. 
cupful and three-quarters - of sifted 
(lour. Add flavoring and bake In u hot 
oven. A circle of woH-grensod pup«*r 
placed In the layer tins, oh well as 
deeper tins, will help ;» remove the* 
cake without breaking.

A cuke that Ik baked with ns little 
Hour us will hold It tip makes n much 
more tender and delicate one. The 
liking is a most important factor In 
good cake making. Have the oven 
very hot for layer cake nhd Uiko 
from 10 to 12 minutes. For n Ionf 
cuke which needs -10 minutes to bnkc, 
divide the time ’nto quarters. The first 
ten minutes see that the cnl:« m^lr.s 
to rise, the second ten mhiutes It 
finishes rising and begins to brown, 
the third ten minutes it finishes brown­
ing mid begins to shrink frnii the pan, 
then Hie taut ten or quarter It finishes 
baking.
