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MOVIES IN THE SCHOOL

PUPIL8 GAIN A “CLOSE-UP" ON 
THEIR  STUDIES

How Stereograph and Stereoptlcon 
Stimulate Interest and Im­

press Lsssons

Though the first stereoptlcon ap* 
and has been In use long enough to 
and has hen In use long enough to 
have had Its benefits fully demon­
strated, Its scope of usefulness In the 
Negaunee public schools will be great­
ly broadened this year. These pic­
tures partake somewhat of the char­
acteristics of the “movies" and It 
might be suspected that the pupils 
would extract the pleasure and dis­
card os "husks" the real lesson which 
it Is sought to convey through the 
medium of tpe pictures, but a single 
visit to a school room when this edu­
cational adjunct Is In use would be 
sufficient to convince the most skep­
tical that the method has real prac­
tical value.

The educational sharps have it 
figured out that Inasmuch as 90 per 
cent of the impressions which gain 
access to the human mind come 
through the eye, anything that can 
be done to increase acquisition of 
knowledge via the optical route is a 
clear gain; and whether or not this 
particular theory is entirely correct, 
it has been made clear in the local 
Bchools that the pictures arc of un­
questionable value to the teacher in 
making a lesson more clear and to 
the pupil in enabling him to more 
quickly grasp the Idea. Thus far the 
pictures are merely supplementary to 
the daily lessons, but perhaps the day 
will come, ere the millenium, when 
all educational operations will be 
“screened."

This utilization of pictures, other 
than those contained in text books, 
as study aids has been “coming along" 
for several yearB. The first step was 
the production of “stereograph” pic­
tures which could be viewed through 
on enlarging stereoscope of the hand 
type such as many families possessed 
before motion pictures began to claim 
their attention. While these answer­
ed for individual pupil use, there was 
need of some means whereby the 
presentation could be made before an 
entire class, and a modernized type 
of “magic lantern," or stereoptlcon, 
projecting its pictures upon a cloth 
screen at one end of the class room, 
now enables this to he done. The 
making of both stereoscope and 
stereoptlcon pictures which are 
“keyed up" with standard text books 
has become an Industry In Itself, and 
the number of Individual pictures as 
well as the range of subjects covered 
is increasing by leaps and bounds.

The genera] plan is to let the pu­
pils have access to the stereoscopic 
views os an aid to the preparation of 
their lessons; then the stereoptlcon Is 
brought Into play at suitable Intervals 
for a class review of the ground that 
has been covered. An idea of the 
practical use which may ho made of 
the pictures Is afforded by the follow­
ing list of views uvulluhle for supple­
mentary use with a single page In a 
geography text hook, the general sub­
ject being “Alaska"; Physical Fea­
tures- -(u) Southern Alaska Is moun­
tainous; (l>) Along the Yukon Is a 
rolling plain. Mining—1The chief
produet Is gold. Fisheries and Trade 
—Drying fish on the Yukon. Trans­
portation—(a) Packing over Chllkoot 
Pass; (h) Dog (cam. Several pictures 
cover various phases of these sub­
divided KUhJeUH.

Judicious questioning by the teach­
er us the picture is shown serves to 
impress the essentia! features of the 
lesson, and the wide range of answers 
which follow her question, "what else 
may we learn from this picture?" Is 
truly surprising. The angles which a 
youthful mind will take under such 
circumstances pass all imagination, 
and while some of the observations 
may seem Irrevalent and others may 
even verge toward the ludicrous, the 
vast majority of responses show a truly 
ninhlllmis Interest on the part of the 
pupil, ami u tactful teacher Is usual­
ly able to score a tolling point even 
upon what seemed at first to he mere­
ly a humorous answer.

The modern stereoptlcon permits 
the projection of opaque pictures as 
well as the transparent slides which 
have been specially prepared for ma­
chine use, with the result that if the 
teacher finds a picture In a library 
book or magazine, or comes into pos­
session of a photograph which wilt 
serve to Illustrate the point she 
wishes to make, she Is enabled to luy

any or all before her whole class dur- 
the period that the stereoptlcon is 
assigned to her room. How such ap­
paratus would lend itself to supple­
mentary Insructlon In geography, his­
tory, zoology, botany and many simi­
lar studies can be readily understood, 
but It would not be so clear to the lay 
mind how it could be used as an ad­
junct to the study of Latin, yet It has 
Its uses here os well as elsewhere; 
In fact, with a reasonably complete 
outfit of slides there Is almost no 
limit to the use which a resourceful 
teacher can make of the apparatus.

The Negaunee schools have now 
about 600 stereoptlcon slides, cover­
ing quite a comprehensive field, and 
use of the machine is at present lim­
ited to the high school building, 
though It is not Improbable that the 
comparatively small amount of elec­
tric wiring which Is necessary to 
permit the machine being used In the 
Case street building (which has only 
gas illumination) will be provided at 
no distant day. The slides are all in­
dexed and stored In filing cabinets, 
and while they run in series the plan 
Is flexible and additions can be made 
at any time and to any section. It Is 
one of the modern ideas In education 
and has apparently come to stay.

district's industrial and commercial 
resources. Fitting response was made 
by G. A. Blesch, president of the Me­
nominee bank. T. C. Yates, cashier 
of the First Nation&L Bonk of Negau­
nee, was honored by unanimous elec­
tion as chairman of Group 1, Michi­
gan Bankers' Association, for the en­
suing year, and W. W. Gasser, cash­
ier of the Gladstone State SavIngB 
Bonk, was re-elected secretory-treas­
urer. Following the business session 
he party had luncheon at the Brel- 
tung Hotel.

Before the bankers departed they 
unanimously adopted resolutions ex­
pressing appreciation of w hat the Ne- 
gaunce hankers, Mayor Robbins and 
the city officials hod done to make 
their visit to the city profitable and 
enjoyable; endorsed the program of 
the Upper Peninsula Development 
Bureau in its efforts to promote cattle 
and sheep raising in this section; and 
commended the appointment of R. A.

Negaunee Is to have ample oppor­
tunity to share hi the work that will 
attach to the efforts to secure ,u»d 
preserve* authentic records of oarly- 
day happening' In the Upper Penin­
sula, and if this work Is properly 
done the community will reap a ladl­
ing reward in the form of adequate 
recognition of Negaunee'* historical 
prominence as being he scene of the 
first discovery of Iron ore In the Up­
per Peninsula, as well ns hy reason 
of the city’s progressive attitude 
toward all subsequent happenings 
that have contributed toward the de­
velopment anil upbuilding of tliIr 
veritable empire lying north of the,, 
straits.

The public is reasonably familiar 
with the details of the organization 
of the Marquette County Historical 
Society, os part of the state-wide 
plan to promote preservation of his­
torical data by county units prepara­
tory to its Inclusion in a complete 
history of the commonwealth as a 
whole; and now the time is at hand 
for more active local participation in 
the great task. By way of laying the 
project before the people, arrange­
ments have been made for a general 
public meeting to be held In the high 
school assembly room next Friday 
evening, September 19th. The chief 
feature of the program will he an ad­
dress hy Rev. Charles J. Johnson, of 
Marquette, on “The Beginning of 
Things In the Upper Peninsula." 
Though a newcomer to the Northland 
in comparison with the diminishing 
hand of real pioneers. Rev, Mr. John­
son has been deeply Interested in all 
that pertalmT'to the Peninsula’s early 
history and by reason of his research 
has acquired a fund of Information 
that largely exceeds that possessed 
hy the average pioneer, notwithstand­
ing that the latter hod the advantage 
of being a participant In the bygone 
ovents. The subject matter should 
In itself he sufficient to arouse the 
interest of every adult Inhabitant of 
the city, as well os of all high school 
students, and he may ho depended 
upon to treat the subject adequately 
and In- a pleasing manner. Incident­
ally, It may he remarked that the pa­
per which the Rev. Mr. Johnson has 
prepared is based very largely upon 
data secured by original research and 
consequently will be new to tho ma­
jority of people.

No particular plans have been pre­
pared for the organization of a local 
historical society, and the details can 
easily he cared for by the represen­
tative assemblage which it Is hoped 
will he present u week from to-night. 
There will ho no admission fee and 
everyone is invited to ho present.

Elsewhere In tin* prison 50 members 
of a holshevlst pinit stampeded to telt 
the police whnl they knew concerning 
the  fate of men alleged to have been 
lured lo “murder Island” by Pnginar, 
who Is sold to  be I he llnncee of the 
Cossack colonel.

Reveal Workings of Gang.
About these two, the police say, have 

revolved the innehlnatlons of bolshe- 
vist mid royalist Hussion plotters en­
gaged In a duel of wits and duplicity. 
Ifndjotliiclie Is said to stand revealed 
us the louder of a Russian apache 
gang whoso sympathies and services 
swung back nod forth to the side with 
the most money.

The colonel established himself here 
us tin! agent of Nikolai Lcninc. Soon, 
however, he appears to have “sold 
out” the cause of bolshevism In favor 
of the royalists. Next they were de­
serted for neutral forces. Hut there­
af te r  his allillnlions became too mixed 
nnd conlllcting for understanding and 
tin* police are seeking simply to know 
th a t  murder mid robbery were the 
crimes hi which he collnhoruicd with 
[the girl,
! Arriving hero fast November, the 
ICossack established n holshevlst 
jUgency wllh u corps of agents,charged 
jhy the Moscow government wit)) the 
;!ask of destroying the eounter-rovolu- 
[tioiinry staff by murder or kidnaping 
•If less strenuous means failed.

Claim American Involved.
On Hadjetlaelie's staff are said to 

have In en Reginald Lehr, an American, 
two Russian dying olNcers, (.’h i;  and 
Ivor Saltsevsky, their wives, Profes­
sor Littlngcr, a Gcnuaii musical tutor 
whose mjjslanl companion " 'as a 
handsome widow; Colonel I’oijlova, 
formerly of the Russian army, nnd 
*10 other men and women.

'I'lii* colonel soon met the Russian 
Genera! Re Gysscr, who lived here 
In exile with Ills two sons, George 
and Louis, ami the schoolgirl, Pugnmr. 
It was but n few days milII the gen­
eral mid Ids children wore enmeshed 
In the Cossack’s schemes.

I*’,ven now It Is not d ea r  to the In­
vestigators whether General Re Gys- 
ser and Ids children wen* in the pay of 
the holslievlsts. They purported to 
he staunch counter-revolutionists, nnd 
when they Jollied forees with llndjet- 
laehe be was temporarily on the side 
of fie* royalists—a violent detrncinr 
of Lenlm* nml the Mnseow government 
that had him sent Imre with unlimited 
money.

Led Two Murder Leagues.
The colonel established u newspaper, 

the Echo of Russia, the better to 
carry out his pretense to royalist sen­
timents, but (he police have now 
learned that all the while he was in 
constant touch with Lenina, reporting 
frequently tin* progress of the counter­
revolutionary plots.

At one period, tin* police said, Had- 
Jethiche was the lender of two opposing 
murder leagues-- the anti-revolution- 
Jsfs »mJ the ivds—each faction bent 
ot. the extinction of the other. As n 
side line he Ik Mild to have dabbled 
In robbery, and that Is when* Rngjimr 
appeared as the lure.

Among (lie anUbolKhe\lHts was (ho

Journalh'f Ardasheh', who bad arrived 
shortly before IIndjethtehe, backed by 
twenty million ruble.-, to conduct a 
propaganda bureau. It was Ardn- 
shefTs surrender to the white lights 
that caused him to forget his mission, 
lie had the money and believed him­
self beyond tin? hand of ihe Moscow 
government.

Iludjetlnehe really had been named 
to  succeed ArdashetT, and. arriving 
here, found the latter turning to profit­
able account what lie knew about the 
bolshevistic secrets by selling Informa­
tion to the antis.

Doorman I t  Among MUslng.
One Knlve, nil ex-wrestler, doorintm 

at the holshevlst legation, was another 
whom the colonel quickly marked for 
the government's revenge. For Knlve 
had turned Informer to tin* Swedish 
government, with the result Ilmt the 
legation was expelled from the coun­
try. .lust before this occurred, how­
ever, tlu* legation was looted of a tre­
mendous sum In rubles nnd Kulve 
disappeared.

Ihidjetlaehe notified Moscow of Ar- 
dashclTs change in alleglanee nnd the 
word came back to "extinguish” him, 
according to the police.

Then the colonel called on Dngninr. 
She had loved the "king of the ladles," 
ns Ardnsheff styled himself, nnd was 
furious when he deserted her. llndjet- 
hiehe played upon her fury. l ie  also 
enlisted the aid of the monarchists 
bemuse ArdnsheJT hud once been open­
ly bolshevistic.

Girl Begins Her Plotting.
Rngimtr resumed her calls on Ardu- 

sheff. Frequently nt night her limou­
sine was seen to draw up under the 
trees b» front of his villa, until one 
night when he came out with her and 
they went riding together. l ie  was 
never seen nllve again.

Last week a Russian living on the 
Island of Rollstnnns, where llndjet- 
Incite had his villa, Informed the police 
of mysterious nocturnal happenings. 
There was a raid and fid persons, In­
cluding 1 hr- Cossack and his young 
sweetheart, were lodged In Jail as n 
result of Ihe haul of evidence.

Lehrs denied knowledge of any 
wrongdoings, hut others confessed that 
ArilnshelT, after being lured to llndjet* 
laclie’s home, was hound and gagged 
for twenty-six hours, tortured and 
taunted and accused of treason to bol­
shevism. Meanwhile his home was be­
ing looted. Then ArdaslielT's bonds 
were cut and lie was "tried by a court- 
martial” on n treusihi charge. Twenty 
men composed the eotirt and their ver­
dict was guilty.

Taken Before "Court-Martial.”

A
LEPPO, the rap ture  of which 

by General Altenhy on Octo­
ber 2(1,1018, was the culmina­
tion of the conquest of Syria, 

Is, like Damascus and Knnleh, one of 
the ancient cities of the world. It 
may, Indeed, ho older than either; cer­
tainly It appears In history as curly 
as 1 atnascus and before Knnleh. I t  
wan one of the Syrian towns captured 
hy the Egyptian conqueror. Thnthmos 
TIT, nhout 1480 U. 0., and thereafter Is 
of frequent occurrence In the agitated 
annuls of those early times, says a 
writer In the Sphere. Under Homan 
rule It enjoyed a Jong period of pros­
perity. Its ancient Syrian name of 
Tlalhan, or Khalbnn, was corrupted 
hy Hie Greeks Into Chalybnn. hut It was 
also known as  Horen. When, af te r  
seven centuries of Unman rule. It fell 
Into the hands of the Arabs, Jf was 
called hy ihcin Ilnleh, u nearer approx­
imation to Its ancient name than the 
Greek (Tnilyhon. The Venetian and 
other Italian visitors, of whom there 
were many In the middle ages, blun­
dered Ilnleh Into Aleppo— that Is, they 
dropped the aspirate, ns Latins so 
often do. sounded the final “h” as a 
“p," and ndded In the arbitrary fashion 
of Homans, Greeks and Italians their 
termination “o."

The secret of Aleppo’s  long prosper­
ity, which endured even under Turkish 
rule, Is Its splendid commercial posi­
tion nt the Junction of at least four 
great trade routes. Tills yu s  perhaps 
largely due to the destruction of-Pal­
myra (TmfrnorJ f»y Arrreffrm. offer 
which the hulk of the trade Which hud 
passed through the city of Solomon and 
Zenohla now diverted Itself hy a 
more northerly route through Al­
eppo. Hy caravan It traded with 
Persia am! India through Mesopota­
mia, with Egypt by way of Damascus, 
with Asia Minor and Constantinople hy 
the ancient route through Taurus. 
In Itonmno-PorNlnn times the caravans 
passed by Cteslphon,but af te r  the Sara­
cen conquest was the half-way station 
on the way to Persia.

Byzantine Versue Hamadanite.

Dudng the middle ages Aleppo’s ex­
istence wns a life of stormy tmigulH- 
eenco. During the earlier wars of the 
Saracens with the eastern Homan em­
pire It was more than once taken nnd 
retaken. In (he tenth century It be­
came the seat of a brilliant local dy­
nasty from Haiuadun In Persia. The 
most noted ruler of this family was 
Se.vf-ed-DIn, whom the Dyzuntlne his­
torians call “Kliubdnnns," I. o., the 
Ihimndanlte. Soyf-ed-DIn kept great 
stutc at Aleppo, mid probably the chief 
portions of the present forilllealfonN of 
tlm citadel were built hy him, though 
It Is quite possible that they are older, 
l ie  was a patron of art and literature 
and also a mighty warrior, who led 
many expeditions against the eastern 
Homan empire wlrh nltcrmdo success 
mid defeat.

After much success lie smliilned a 
terrible defeat In IKM in the Taurus 
passes, ami himself escaped only by a 
lurnluieek scramble up a precipice, 
Next year bis fate was upon him, for 
the great Dyznntlne marshal, Nice, 
phoros Phokas, soon to be emperor-re- 
geid, marched against Aleppo with all 
the available forces of the East, Heyf. 
ed'DIa made desperate efforts* lie lev­
ied all the citizens of Aleppo and In- 
trenched himself to guard the ap­
proaches to Ills capital, Mhlle In Mos 
opotnmhi a holy war was proclaimed, 
and (he troops of Mosul, Kdcssa, Mai- 
din and many other places marched to 
the relief of Alepfw/, Could all lbe*e 
forces untie ihc llyzuntlne general 
tuns! have been defeated, but lie was 
ho promfit (hid he reached Ids goal be­
fore the Mesopotamians could arrive. 
Hy one of Ihose masterly lurnlng move* 
ttwutM w h ich  lu  those days o n ly  Hy- 
'/antlnc generals and Hyzntbinc troops 
could achieve, Phokas Hanked Keyf-ed- 
Din md of Ids Intrenelmients and 
forced him to tight In the open before 
the city gules. He was utterly defeat­
ed, and us Ids beaten troops poured 
hack Into Aleppo sedition broke old. 
The citizen laid the blame of
the rout upon the Arab and Turkish 
mercenaries; (hey turned their swords 
against one another, nnd amid this In­
ternecine strife the IlyjcnnfJue culms- 
slers aloniicd the walls and came pour­
ing lido (lie Htreels, sweeping the last 
at my of "Klmlnlanos” before them In 
rout nnd ruin. Ear three days the vic­
torious army wrought Its will on un­
happy Aleppo, while upon the sack and 
destruction the fallen emir ntid a rein- 
nnrif of Ids army looked down from Mm 
walls of the Impregnable citadel, per­
haps Mmse self-same piles of tawny mu* 
eenry which crown tho fortress bill to

this tiny. When the Mesopotamians 
arrived they found that  Plmkas and Ills 
army had quietly retired with their 
prisoners mid plunder, leaving ruin 
and destitution behind.

Aleppo in tho Middle Agc3.

Aleppo’s brief political greatness 
thus fell beneath the hammer stroke of 
Nicephoros Phokas, hut Its conunerehil 
eminence did not leave it. Eor two 
centuries It led n precarious political 
existence—usually in vassalage to the 
dominant great power. It was part of 
the empire of the mighty Saladlu, and 
probably the work of his mtsons Is to 
he seen today In Ihe citadel walls. 
After Saladln nnd Ids house had passed 
away Aleppo fell to tho Mameluke sul­
tans of Egypt. Thither In 1402 came 
the terrible Timur (Tamerlane) on Ids 
way to overthrow Mu* army of Kgj’pt 
nt Damascus.

Timur left terrible traces of Ills pres­
ence on Aleppo, hut ihe city, thanks to 
Its splendid situation, recovered, and 
for the next century nr more, Indeed, 
was at the height of Its prosperity. 
It was Injured hy the discovery of the 
passage round the Gape of Good Hope, 
hut remained great nnd wealthy until 
1*22, when It was smitten hy an earth­
quake mid almost completely de­
stroyed, with a loss of life calculated 
at lite lowest a t 20,000 persons. Dur­
ing the thirteenth, fourteenth and fif­
teenth centuries It was foremost among 
the trading cities of the world, nnd Us 
renown spread far  and wide.

It was from Aleppo that the first pio­
neers of England’s Indian trade and 
empire started on their long Journey 
to the courts of the nioghul emperors. 
Doubtless It was from some of them, 
or reports of their Journeys which must 
have been current In Elizabethan 
London, that Shakespeare and Marlowe 
learned of the oriental city. At ull 
evMijts, references to Aleppo are to ho 
found In the plays of both—less In 
Shakespeare than In Marlowe, whose 
bent was clearly In tho direction of ori­
ental glamor.

Modern Aleppo st ill suffers from tho 
destruction wrought hy the catastrophe 
of IS22, hut there Is no doubt, that the 
resen relies of skilled archeologists 
would moot with rich reward In a city 
which has existed continuously for 
•l.(MH) years, which has seen the char­
ioteers of Egypt and of Khnttl, the 
phalanx of Alexander nnd the legions 
of Home, no less than the mailed horse­
men of Ityzmillum and the savage 
riders of Timur and Kclhn Ihe Grim. 
The citadel walls still stand Intact mid 
Imposing; the walls of the Inner city 
are mainly In ruins. In the western 
mmpnrl there survives—In Ihe form 
of an Inscription—evidence of the pres­
ence of the IMItllc conquerora, who 
wrcHted North Syria from the weak 
hands of the heretic Pharaoh Akeim- 
ten, The flat roofs of the houses are 
iifbn laid mil ns gardens, and soiuh 
Mini west of the city extend wide 
plmilallons and orchards. Water Is 
supplied hy means of an micletil 
mjueduci, ji relic of Ihe Homan rule, 
wlil< ti, In Syria, as  In Gaul mid Mrlt* 
nlw, has left IndesmjelJble evidence of 
Us pasMlou lor works of practical util­
ity, There Is much local Indus)ry, mid 
os a principal stnllon on the Trims* 
Syrian railway close in (In* Ihigdad 
line, Aleppo still occupies 11 position 
of ;*reai Importance, I’nder civilized 
rule it has every opportunity of reeov* 
'•ring Its former prosperity.

"FAMILY HOTEL” CAUGHT ON
Ridiculed When First Established In

RAPS AT ‘COFFIN NAILS'

Supt. Denison Calls Attention 
S tringent C igarette Laws

to

Believing tha t th e re  ha* been an 
InoreuHe in th e  consumption of cigar­
ette* among the youth of Ncgnunee, 
B. D. Denison, superin tendent o) 
*ehool*, took occasion shortly a fte r 
the  reopening of the school* to direct 
the  attenion of high school Htudcnt* 
and pupil* In the h igher grade* to 
the  law* which prohibit e lgare tte  
smoking publicly by youth* under 21 
years of M » \  and which provide se­
v en ’ penalties for those who sell or 
give cigarette* to minor*. While the 
practice ennnut he con*ldcn-d wide­
spread among the school youth of Nf- 
gaimee, it come* ami goes in ‘'wave*” 
mid Just now mein* to have taken an 
upward trend which w nm m t* th e  *u- 
porlhtcudent'* word of caution.

"Leaving out of account,*1 said Su­
perintendent llenihon In addressing 
the students, " all conslderation* of 
health  and nn-atul growth, though it 
I* agreed by • Xpert* that c igarette  
Hooking i* harmful in both of these 
particu lars, the law i* plain, easily 
understood, and might to he enforced." 
lie  directed npecial attention to the 
fact that the punishm ent is much 
more severe for furnishing ciAarettcs 
to minors than it is for th e ir Improp­
e r  use, and with regard to the la tte r  
said: " it is to he hoped, In the inter- 
ent of tIn- public schools, (hut Ho hoy 
who i« enrolled a* a pupil will In­
dulge in (hls pernicious habit, o r  if 
lie does, tha t he will conilno him self 
stric tly  to (he lim itations Imposed by 
(He law."

The sta tu tes, Section 1 of Act 111, 
Public Acts of JIM5, to which Super­
intendent referred, a re  a* follow*:

Section J, Any person w ithin thi* 
sta te  who sells, give* to, or in any 
way furulnhcK tuiy cigarettes In any 
form to any person under twenty-one 
year* of age shall he punished by fine 
not lo exceed fifty dollars or im pris­
onment In the county Jail for not to 
exceed th irty  day* for each offen*e.

Section 2. Any person under 
twenty-one years of age who shall 
smoke or use clgaretes in ntiy form, 
on any public highway, street, alley, 
park or other land* used for public 
purposes, or in any public place n0

MUST T IE  UP YOUR DOG

Home Made Ice Box

Want to know the recipe for a 
homemade ice box where you enn 
keep the babies' milk cool during the 
hot weather. Here is n method for 
constructing one which Is suggested 
by tbe United States public beahb 
service:

"Get a wooden box at a grocery 
store, sucb as u soap box, 16 inches 
In depth. Buy a covered earthenware 
crock, tall enough to hold a quart 
bottle of milk. Also get a piece of 
oilcloth or linoleum about a foot wide 
and three feet long. Sow the ends 
together to make cylinder which will 
fit loosely around the crock. Place 
the crock inside the oilcloth uylinder, 
and stand them In tbo center of the 
box. Now pack* sawdust or exoelslor 
beneath and all about them to keep 
tbe heat from getting (n. Complete 
tbe refrigerator ny nailing a Sunday 
newspaper or two other newspapers 
to the wooden cover of the box. It Is 
now ready for use.

"In the morning as soon as you re­
ceive the milk, place It In a crook; 
crack 6 cents' worth of ice and place 
ll about the milk bottle. Place the 
cover on tbo crock and the lid on the 
wooden box, No matter bow but tbe 
day bas been, you will find some uo- 
melted ice in the crook the next morn* 
log. Remove the’orock every morn- 
log to pour off tbe melted Ice/'

on tin cans; they yield a rich palata­
ble milk and, argues one advocate,

to a fresh supply of milk at all fuses.” 
Indeed says tbe Detroit News, al­
though tbe results of Investigation 
are not yet clearly established, it is 
believed that goats would even submit 
to being taken on trains aod excur 
slon boats.

New State Law Forbids Fam ily  Pets 

from  Running W ild

On and after January 10th, 1920, the 
dogs of Michigan are to be under the 
direct control and supervision of the 
state, and, according to the dog law of 
1919, as It is officially known, pnssed 
by the recent legislature, d<̂?« and 
their owners may well pay particular 
attention to its provisions.

It provides, among other things, for 
instance, that all dogs more than 
three months old must be licensed, 
must wear a collar and tag at nil 
times, except when hunting under 
proper upervlsion, etc., and that It 
shall be unlawful “for any owner to 
allow Any dog to stray beyond Its 
premises unless under reasonable con­
trol of some person, or when engaged 
(n lawful hunting, accompanied by 
his owner or custodian.”

No more strays or curs, evidently, 
are going to be tolerated. The doom 
of tho homeless dog is sealed, nnd 
likewise the dog with a home who Is 
careless about rcmninlng on the prem­
ises is going to feel the heavy hand 
of he law nnd authority, backed by 
the power and prestige of the com­
monwealth of Michigan.

At night lime, between sunset nnd 
sunrise, the law says, it shall be the 
duty of the owner or custodian actu­
ally to confine the dog upon the prem­
ises, He must be locked up or tied 
up. This section is aimed particular­
ly at canine rural residents whose 
night prowling proclivities have been 
known to be seriously detrimental to 
sheep. And tho law is one that Is 
particularly needed in the Upper Pen- 
nsula, with the sheep Industry grow­
ing by leaps and bounds.

According to the law “the state 
Ivestock and sanitary commission 
shall have the general supervision 
over the licensing and regulation of 
dogs and the protection of livestock 
and poultry from dogs, und mny em­
ploy all proper means f^r the enforce­
ment of this act and nil police officers 
of the state, county, municipality or 
township shall he at Its disposal for 
that purpose.”

Fear Influenza Outbreak Do You Know This Man?
A minor epidemic of inlluenza is 

practically Inevitable throughout Am­
erica this fall, according to Dr. Itoyal 
S. Copeland, commissioner of health 
for New York City.

Influenza epidemics have always 
swept countries in pairs, according 
to Commissioner Copeland. The last 
one in America prior to last winter 
was in 1691, which was the minor 
appendage to the major epidemic of 
1890. Dr. Copeland looks for the 
epidemic this year to be much lighter 
than that of 1918, though mloor epi­
demics are often as bad as the major 
phase. This was true of 1891, ho says- 
But the fact that so many people were 
affected last year gives added im­
munity this year.

Passed Dog License

The legislature has passed a dog 
license law, effective July 1st, 1920, 
requiring a state and local tax of (3 
on male and 16 on female dogs. The 
new law reads In part as follows: 
Everv owner of a dog more than six 
months of age shall annually, before 
tbe 30th day of June, obtain a license 
therefor, and shall pay for such li­
cense 13 for each male dog and $6 for 
each female dog; sucb payments to be 
made to the town, village or city in 
which said dog is kept, and shall at 
tbe same time and in addition thereto, 
pay to said clerk for his services, the 
sum of 15 cents. Tbe application for 
such license shall be in such form as 
shall be prescribed by the department 
of agriculture, shall be In writing, 
and state name, sex, breed, age, color 
and marking of the dog for which tbe 
Uoonse is sought. Tbe license year 
shall commence on the first day of 
July and end on the 30th day or the 
following June. Tbe first license 
period shall begin July lit, 1920.

lining, Its hruss buttons, the rents ut 
the shoulders and the legend upon the 
description card pinned to It, which 
reads:

"This boy’s coat with other clothes 
was found after tho battle of Tupelo, 
Mississippi, July 14, 1804, by J. R. 
Wylie, Company D, Forty-fourth Iown 
volunteers. Present address 175 South 
FrankIJn street. Denver.”

An old man, gray haired and 
feeble, wus among a crowd of visitors 
the other day. lie was accompanied 

by his wife, hardly less grny, but with a firmer step. Suddenly the old man 
gripped the arm of his wife and exclaimed:

“That’s my coot 1 That’s the coat my mother made for me when I was a 
boy. And I’m going to take It back home with me.”

To Superintendent James Merrick and Curator J. C. Smiley he told the 
story of the battle and of how, a child then of only tea years, he had fled with 
his mother from the neighborhood while the battle wus on, returning later to 
find the house ransacked.

To get his request before the board of capltol managers the old man 
wrote out this:

"I find In the capltol basement, in case No. 3070, a coat of mine. This 
coat was made by my mother during the Civil war, she having spun all the 
cotton and wool, then weaving the same Into cloth and made the coat from 
homemade cloth. Part of the battle of Tupelo, Miss, was fought on ray 
mother's place. This coat and many other articles were missing after the bat­
tle. I would very much appreciate your returning this the first coat of my 
bubyhnod days back to me. I was raised in Tupelo, Miss. My present home 
Is in Elgin, Tex. Respectfully yours, J. W. THOMAS.”

Confederate Veteran Gets New Pair of Trousers
L OS ANGELES.—Ezra L. Bliss, seventy-five years old, who was a sergeant 

In the Fourth Missouri cavalry during the Civil war and was once a 
neighbor of Gen. “Stonewall” Jackson, the Confederate leader, declared In the 
Juvenile court that he had been as­
saulted. The weapon, It developed, 
was a roman candle In the hands of 
Willie Brown, seventeen years old, a 
colored high school boy.

Willie Brown went to court accom­
panied by his parents. The extremes 
met at either end of a long table pre­
sided over by Judge Reeve. Sergeant 
Bliss In full regimentals, looked every 
inch the old soldier. He hears u strik­
ing likeness to the pictures of Gen.
Robert E. Lee, with whom he said he
fought. When the court usked Sergeant Bliss what the trouble was, he 
replied:

"Well, sir, I was assaulted.
"Whnt was the weapon?”
"A roman candle in Downey about ten o’clock at night. This boy fired It 

at me and two of th" hulls struck my trousers when I was only six feet away. 
I have tl»e trousers here, sir, with the holts burned In them."

The court released Willie Brown into the custody of his parents.
“A very good way to straighten up Jliis ‘hunch' is,” he said, “to make a 

pool among them and pay Kcrgcunt Bliss for a new pair of trousers.”
Willie agreed to do this.
Sergeant Bliss said Ids trousers cost from $12 to $14. His uniform Is

Negaunee forty Years Hgo.
I T E M S  R E P R O D U C E D  F R O M

The Negaunee Iron Herald.
Vol. VI. Negaunee (L.S.), Mich. September 11, 1879. No. 46.

The consecration ceremonies which 
will occur at St. Paul’s church in this 
city next Sunday morning, when Rev. 
John Vertin will be consecrated and 
assume the Insignia and duties of 
Bishop of the Catholic Diocese of 
SaultSte. Marie and Marquette, will 
be the first of the kind ever performed 
in this part of the country (the conse­
cration of his predecessors, Bishops 
Baraga and Mrack, having taken 
place at Cincinnati, Ohio) and will 
without doubt be the most impressive 
and largely attended of any religious 
demononstratloD ever witnessed on 
the Upper Peoineula.

Advanced age and ill health im­
pelled Bishop Mrack to relinquish bis 
charge last fall, and the ecclesiastical 
body which convened in Milwaukee 
last winter recommended to his Holi­
ness at Rome the name of Rev. John 
B. Vertin, of Negaunee, as his suc­
cessor, which recommendation was in 
due course confirmed at Rome. The 
appointment was as unexpected as it 
was unsolicited, and Father Vertin 
was at first determined in his inten­
tion of declining the high honor, urg- 
log as a reason his youth and inex­
perience in the duties of so responsi­
ble a position; but the church people 
realized bis eminent fitness and by 
the time the documents arrived from 
Rome Father Vertin had acquiesced to 
the general demand and consented to 
undertake the duties.

Rev. John B. Vertin was born in 
the province of Caroiolia, Austria, in 
1844. He began bis classical studies 
before leaving the old country at the 
age of 18, coming to this country and 
entering St. Francis’ Seminary at 
Milwaukee. He finished his studies in 
1866 and was ordained in the same 
year by Bishop Baraga at Marquette, 
it being the first ordination ceremony 
ever performed in this county as well 
as being the last ceremony of the kiDd 
to be performed by that lamented pre­
late. Father Vertin's first charge was 
at St. Ignatius’ Church, Houghton, 
where he remained five years, being 
then transferred to Negaunee. Thus 
at the age of 35 years, with only 13 
years of actual church service he be­
comes the recepleot of one of the 
church’s highest compliments. In ap­
pearance Father Vertin is tall and 
commanding, lookB younger that hie 
age denotes, and has a kind, familiar 
maimer that at once convinces those 
whom he address that he is an indi­
vidual of superior intellect, and he 
never fails to win the love and esteem 
of those with whom be comes in con­
tact.

The consecration ceremonies, which 
are set for 10 A. M. next Sunday, will 
be conducted by theRt. Rev. Bishop 
Heiss, of LaCrosse, Wis., or in his ab­
sence by the Rt. Rev. Dr. Krautbauer, 
bishop of Green Bay, assisted by a 
number of noted men, including Rt. 
Rev. John Ireland, coadjutor bishop 
of St. Paul, and Ut. Rev. Bishop 
Mrack, resigned. The ceremonies will 
not be concluded until 1 or 2 P. M. and 
the music will be a special feature. 
Father Vertin extends a cordial invl- 
latipu to adherents of all denomina­
tions to attend this service.

John Barry, an officer of Stock- 
bridge, Wis., writes to Marshal 
Jeffery for information regarding the 
identity of a man supposed to have 
been murdered in that vicinity recent­
ly and who Is thought to have orig­
inally belonged in Negaunee. He ap* 
peared in Stockbridge last fa(l and 
represented that he was buying cattle 
for parties in or near Negaunee. He 
has disappeared and the authorities 
have suspiciou that be was murdered 
for his money and the body perhaps 
secreted in the woods. The officer who 
wrote to Marshal Jeffery stated that 
be had a probable clue to the guilty 
parties. He was about 35 years of 
age and the horse which ho rode is 
still at Stockbndge. *■

H. Brown, of Chicago, is president, 
and W. S. Bouoell, of Youngstown, 
Ohio, is secretary and treasurer, was 
organized three or four years ago 
and is possessed of the essential ele­
ments of strength.

We understand Henry Lee, our pop* 
ular city expressman, is having a 
commodious bus built, with which to 
carry passengers between trains and 
the oew hotel. He will also run a new 
express wagon in the same connec­
tion. Henry :« one of these reliable 
chaps that it Is always a pleasure to 
patronize.
