A GOOD TIME AND $500

NET PROCEEDS OF HOME-COMING 
CELEBRATION

Committee Votes to Tender This Sur­
plus to Community Memorial 

Building Project

How does $500 strike you as a 
starter toward a community building 
or other form of memorial to Negau- 
nee Soldiers and Sailors?

That amount (or a sum so close 
that It La quite permissible to speak 
of it In round numbers) reposes In 
the coffers of the Negaunee State 
Bank, ready to be turned over as soon 
as an actual stnrt may be made upon 
Some form of permanent memorial In 
recognition of the patriotic spirit 
which sent a half thousand gallant 
Negaunee youths forth to do battle In 
one form or another in preservation 
of the world’s honor.

It Is the proceeds of the Home- 
Coming celebration which Negaunee 
arranged for her service men last 
month, and the executive committee 
knows of no better purpose for it to 
serve than to go Into such a memorial. 
The latter project seems to be the 
one most likely of early realization, 
and in the desire to see the funds set 
to work in behalf of the community 
at the earliest possible date the com­
mittee’s decision to tender this sur­
plus to the memorial project was 
unanimous. In the event, however, 
that the memorial project should not 
take form, the money will continue 
to be held in trust until a time does 
come when it may be employed for 
some laudable public purpose.

Contrary to the experience of most 
public celebration committees, who 
usually have no scrape around to 
make up a deficit, satisfactory dis­
position of a sizeable surplus consti­
tuted this committee’s perplexities. 
The large balance retained by the 
Marquette County War Relief Associ­
ation and its availability for continu­
ed support of the Red Cross or em­
ployment in any nutlonul emergency 
made it inadvisable to hold onto the 
local fund for any such purpose, and 
after canvassing the situation thor­
oughly the committee was convinced 
that the memorial project, by all 
odds, constituted the logical disposi­
tion of the fund. The decision was 
reached at a meeting held In the di­
rectors’ room of the Negaunee State 
Bank yesterday afternoon, at which 
time there was a Anal checking up of 
the financial affairs of the Home- 
Coming celebration. Chairman John 
El Nelson presided aod Secretary 
Philip Levine and Treasurer Thomas 
Pascoe submitted reports covering all 
details of receipts and expenditures, 
showing that the former exceeded the 
latter by 9488.87. The audit made It 
clear that everythng was in ship­
shape, and vouchers and cancelled 
checks were produced for all expendi­
tures. These vouchors will be retain­
ed by the officials and will be avail­
able for the inspection of anyone in­
terested.

In making any comparison of the 

receipts and expenses at the boxing 
show, dance and baseball games, it 
should be recalled that all service 
men were provided with complimen­
tary tickets, and the receipts there­
fore show the liberality with which 
the people contributed toward the suc­
cess of these particular features. 
None were designed to be money­
making. but It was a source of great 
gratification to the committee to 
have them do so much toward "pay­
ing their own way."

An analysis of the receipts brings 
etrpaclal credit to the mine employes 
of Negaunee, for it was their ready 
response In the canvass for the sale 
of co-operators' buttons that provided 
the greater part of "the sinews of 
war." The Negaunee mine topped the

ench. The Athens piled up 79, the 
Rolling Mill, only recently reopened 
and working a comparatively small 
force, responded with 50 and the Re­
public Iron & Steel Company’s force, 
greatly reduced by suspension of 
mining operations, added 20. The 
response at practically every mine 
was "100 per cent.” The next largest 
source of revenue aside from the 
mines was the canvass made by Miss 
Myrtelle Jackson and her aides, who 
turned In $73. Messrs. Rough andSpor- 
ley gathered In $22 and Messrs. Bell- 
strom and Wasmuth rounded up $33 
between them, the most of which was 
donated by city employes.

To begin at the beginning, the con­
tributors are privileged to take no 
small measure of credit unto them­
selves for the liberality with which 
they provided funds to do the service 
men honor, but even this creditable 
sum might not have proved sufficient 
were it not for careful planning and 
the practice of economy wherever 
possible. Yet It was all done without 
stinting. Time after time has word 
come from all parts of the Upper 
Peninsula that nowhere else In this 
section were such complete arrange­
ments made for the entertainment of 
home boys—and if any further evi­
dence were required it could be ob­
tained from the boys themselves. The 
committees did not hesitate to spend 
Jf there was promise of value receiv­
ed for the guests of the three days' 
celebration, yet so Judiciously were 
the expenditures made that It was 
possible to have almost $500 in hand 
after the Inst hill had been paid. 
This surely is a most creditable 
stewardship, and on behalf of all Ne- 
gaunec the Iron Herald says: "Gen­
tlemen, we thank you."

COAT TH IEF DIDN’T GET FAR

Sheriff and Marshal Catch "Coon” at 
Escanaba

William Gentry, ex-dining car 
waiter, ex-lumberjack and ex-proba­
tioner of the circuit court of Mar­
quette county, who during a brief stay 
In Negaunee replenished his wardrobe 
at the oxpense of a local tailor, 
wasn’t half os cute as he thought he 
was. He managed to put sixty-three 
miles between himself and the scene 
of his crime, but that wasn’t far 
enough to prevent Sheriff William 
Newcombo and Marshal John A. Was- 
muth from catching up with him.

As recounted last week, this gentle­
man of color made his first mis-step 
when he boarded a freight train, clad 
In a fur coat manifestly beyond his 
stAtlon In life and patently never de­
signed for hls slight figure. In Esen- 
naba, however, ho was able to find a 
man who was willing to part with $10 
for a coat clearly worth a hundred 
times that sum, and "no questions 
asked." Having fared so well, Gentry 
concluded to stay In the Sand Point 
city for a while—until he had an 
answer from the booking agency 
which was arranging his vaudeville 
tour, he naively explained. And to 
fill in the time he consented to act as 
a waiter at the new Delta hotel.

The marshal had got track of the 
man down at Maple Ridge and tho 
sheriff was in possession of some in­
formation from Escanaba, so they de­
cided to pool their issues and Friday 
morning found them closing In on the 
trail at Escanaba. By n little ma­
neuvering they had Gentry brought 
before them in a manner that must 
have at least partly allayed hls sus­
picions. He expressed profound re­
gret at lack of acquaintance with 
eiflier of the plain clothes visitors 
and had quite a plausible tale as to 
hls own identity and movements. 
"Btg Bill" Newcombo shattered the 
fellow’s nerve somewhat by pumping 
a couple of questions that practically 
precluded evasive answers, and 
"Jack” Wasmuth completed the oper­
ation by flipping open the inside 
pocket of the coat the suspect was 
wearing and calling his attention to 
the "N. B. Petersen, Tailor," label 
together with the name of the Negnu- 
nee man for whom the suit had been 
constructed. The Jig was up and as 
soon as he could regain his wonted 
color Gentry was willing to give an 
unabridged account of his exploits. 
He told them when and where he 
had disposed of the fur coat, the pur­
chaser was induced to part with it 
without further ceremony, and a few 
hours later found the officers, their 
captive and the booty back in Negau- 
neo.

Gentry was taken to Marquette Sat­
urday morning and Introduced to hls 
benefactor, Judge Flannigan, who hail 
granted probation to tho man when 
he was arraigned for theft a few 
months ago, despite the implied if not 
literal protests of other officers of the 
law who were convinced that iron 
bars were the proper habitat for fel­
lows of Gentry's Ilk, He received no 
special consideration this time, how­
ever, for before the day was over 
Judge Flannigan had handed him a 
mcul ticket at Warden Russel I's hos­
telry. "good from two to live years."

Though satisfied from the start 
that they had honked a pretty hig fish 
neither Hlieriff Newcombe nor Mar­
shal Wasmuth were prepared for the 
revelations which have come regard­
ing their captive’s identity. For one 
tiling it has developed that lie had 
never been christened as Gentry, hut. 
had acquired the name as lie had 
sundry valuables from II. B. Gentry, 
tlie "dog and pony circus man." The 
man, it appears, was cook for a time 
on Gentry's private ear, and Die 
cook's disappearance wus simultane­
ously with a particularly valuable 
wutch, some cash and nearly $50,000 
in stock certificates. Most of the lat­
ter have since boon recovered, and in 
a confession math* since he has been 
in prison, Albert Weeks, which is the 
nuifie the authorities now give him, 
said Gentry's wutch had been "hock­
ed” in a Toledo pawnshop. Tho au­
thorities wouldn’t he surprised to get 
still further information as to the 
man’s previous exploits.

The rest of the food 
must In the long run come from ex­
change for English products which 
other countries desire.

Tbe report tbat Mr. Doan contem­
plates giving up the posimastersbip 
at Witch Lake bas ied to a revival of 
talk of rural free delivery for tbe 
district to tbe southward. One report 
is tbat if tbe Witcb Lake office should 
be closed it will result in tbe re-estab­
lishment of oue at Witoeck. While 
this would not meet tbe needs of 
tbe Witch Lake people as well as one 
of tbelr own, or rural delivery, it 
would be far better than having to 
come to Republic for tbelr mail. Tbe 
trouble Is tbat there is "nothing in 
It” for the postmaster to these rural 
communities. Tbe renumeratlou is 
entirely inadequate to to tbe amount 
of work the postmaster must pul into 
tbe job and the amount of "red tape” 
increases year by year, it simmers 
down to a postmaster being willing to 
go to a lot of trouble in order to af 
ford an accommodation to bis neigh 
bors, wbo by tbe way are frequently 
unappreciative and wbo add to bis 
burdeo by insisting upon unreasons 
ble accommodations. Hence unless 
some new martyr can be found at 
Witbeck, the people to tbe southward 
stand a good cbaoce of having to 
come to Republic for their mail.

Tbe local firemen got out all tbelr 
hose a few eveoings ago and gave it a 
thorough test to make sura tbat ev­
erything was in shape for winter. 
Tbelr new motor truck will be kept 
Id service just as long as tbe weather 
will permit and when tbe roads reach 
a stage which renders use ol a truck 
impracticable, arrangements will be 
made to insure one or more teams 
being promptly on band whenever an 
alarm is sounded. There Is considera­
ble speculation as to bow long the 
motor truck can be kept lo service. 
There is no question as to its ability 
to make its way through considerable 
quumiiie* of snow, but ibere inserts* 
rlly comes a time In tbit pun of tbe 
country when a motor is rendered 
useless for genera) service. Jf it were 
possible for them to keep to tbu bard- 
packed roadway they could muaim 
m service perhaps all winter, but of 
course it wpuld be manifestly Impossi­
ble for them lo always stick lo the 
middle of ibo mud, bence tbe Repub­
lic ilrcuien are not deceiving them­
selves on tbe possibilities of their now 
apparatus aud wilt bo prepared to 
fall back on the services of the olo 
reliable horses. Even if it should 
have lo bo out of commission fur as 
much as two or three months each 
year, there is no doubt tbat tbe motor 
iruok is going to prove a good invest­
ment for Republic township.

Tbe trattlo in boughs and greens is 
well under way and it will be only a 
fsw weeks before tbat in Christmas 
trees will be in full swing, Tbe de­
mand for boughs steadily increases, 
nurseries constituting tbe biggest 
group of purchasers, while oemeterles 
probably come nest. The nursery men 
use the boughs to protect miniature 
trees and other plants from Jack 
Frost, while tbe cemeteries use them 
to protect plants and shrubbery oo 
the graves, and frequently for lining 
the grave to relieve the soubreness 
of the gaping excavation while ao lo- 
termeot is being made. Both nursery 
and cemetery men find the houghs 
far superior to straw or simitar cover­

ing for tbe reason that there is no 
undesirable aftergrowth. Straw in­
variably carries a considerable quan­
tity of weed seeds, which cause trouble 
for a month or more in tbe fpirug. 
Similarly, spruce boughs &r>- pre­
ferred rather than balsam, for the 
reason that the balsam has a bad 
habit of sbeddtDg its needles, aud tbe 
latter are bothersome to get rid of in 
tbe spring. And it must be highland 
spruce at that. The balsam, however. 
Is preferable for Christmas tree use 
it being a brighter aud altogether 
more attractive greeu. The farmers 
in this vicinity liodi tbe selling of 
boughs and trees quite a renumerative 
form of winter employment, though it 
does not bring nearly the returns tbat 
It used to. Competition bas cut down 
the price until there is little if any­
thing more than day’s wages in the 
trade; and there wouid hardly be tbat 
but for tbe assistance they have from 
their children io binding up the 
bundles.

Tbe Finnish women of tbe village 
have been busy for some weeks col­
lecting clothing to be shipped to desti­
tute Finnish people in Asia Minor. 
They have made a house to house 
canvass and apparently received 
generous donations. It must be pretty 
expensive relief, even if the articles 
themselves are dooated, for it is said 
tbat tbe freight rate is 25 cents a 
pound.

American—-whose memory is to be 
honored, and thus it is that all Ne- 
gaunec will join in doing their mod­
est share toward perpetuating the 
memory and patriotic influence of one 
of the greatest of the nation's great 
men.

A notable Instance of this efface- 
merit of factional or party lines in 
the people's tribute to Roosevelt is 
found in our neighboring city, where 
George A. Newett, editor of Ishpem- 
ing Iron Ore, is chairman of the com­
mittee that is to raise that city's 
share of the national fund. It is only 
a few years ago that Mr. Roosevelt 
ecured a Judgment against the edi­
tor o f Iro n  Ore In a suit for damages, 
alleging libel. An award in the nom­
inal sum of six cents was given to 
Mr. Roosevelt when Editor Newett 
admitted that the information upon 
which his editorial was based was 
unreliable. It was not to be expected 
that the Incident would serve to con­
vert Mr. Newett to the Roosevelt 
creed, but it did not prevent the men 
from being on very friendly terms for 
the remainder of the Colonel's life, 
and Mr. Newett is glad to“do his bit" 
by way of recognition of the princi­
ples of citizenship and patriotism 
which the great American possessed.

.Tim Crow curs or other legislation dis­
criminating against, negroes on rail­
roads or steamships within the United 
Ntates was urged by Representative 
Madden of Chicago (portrait herewith) 
before the house committee on Inter­
state nnd foreign commerce the other 
day. Mr. Madden advocated the in­
clusion of the provisions of « bill in- 
Introduced by him In general railroad 
legislation. A delegation from  the 
Colored American council, which spon­
sors the bill, nns present.

Representative Sanders of Louisi­
ana was the most outspoken In oppo­
sition to the bill among members of 
the committee. “We contend that the 
negro prefers separate accommoda­
tions,” sold Mr. Sanders.

was not true that a grout majority of the negroes now live In the South.

“Yes,” replied Mr. Madden, “but I don't see what that has to do with this 
bill. We think they should be treated In the South the same as In the North.”

COMMUNITY REST HOUSE SERVES COUNTRY 
WOMEN AND CHILDREN ON SHOPPING TRIP

Interior of Community Rest House.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

A few energetic women decided last 
summer that Roswell, N. Mox., needed 
a central meeting place and a room 
where women und children might rest. 
A large number of country women 
made Roswell their shopping center, 
and there was no place where they 
might brush off tin* dust and straight­
en their hats when they arrived In 
town, nor rest when they wearied of 
snapping. IIow to meet such u need 
became the concern of the home-dem­
onstration agent of the United State* 
department of agriculture and the 
State Agriculture college.

Heard) located n six-room cottage 
almost opposite a leading hotel. The 
building was In wretched condition but 
the locution was good. The rent wan 
.$25 a month and there were no fur­
nishings.

Expenses Contributed.
The woman’s club of the town gave 

$85 for Initial expenses nnd its mem­
bers also donated much of the furni­

ture. Tin* city council voted $12.50 
for upkeep and n canvuss of business 
men resulted in a large number agree­
ing to pay $1 u month toward the cure 
of the place. The owner of the house, 
us bis gift, had the rooms papered, 
painted, and cleaned. New gifts of 
furnishings are still arriving. Tin* 
stove, donated for the office, had been 
used in the city Jail. Curtain* of cre­
tonne and scrim, with plenty of cush­
ions. add a homelike appearance.

Duties of Matron.
Tin* matron, with her mother, uses 

the rear room for housekeeping und a 
portion of a large room, known a* the 
children’* play room, i* curtained off 
for their bed. One of the duties of the 
matron Is to care for all children 
whose parents desire to leave them 
there while shopping. The building U 
used as a meeting place, rest room, 
and lunch room by a number of clubs, 
rural people, nnd working girls. A 
committee of nine, known ns the com­
munity house board of control, meet* 
monthly and transact* business.

USED AS MEAT SUBSTITUTES
On Account of Protein Eggs Aro Valu­

able Food— Easy to Digest by 
Children and Invalids.

Every egg contains about six or 
seven grams of protein of the same 
value a* that of meat. For tills rea­
son eggs are widely used ns meat sub­
stitutes. Children und Invalid* often 
find them easier to digest than meat, 
ns they lack the fibrous conaectlve tis­
sues (hut meat contains. Because they 
supply iron und phosphorim as well ns 
protein the yolks of eggs should be 
included In the dully diet of every 
child uffer the end of the first year. 
The yolks also supply growth-promot­
ing fat-soluble food which adds to 
ihelr value.

VERY visitor to the field of 
Waterloo know* Die Lion 
Mound, but not one in a thou­
sand Is acquainted with Its true 

history, nnd the great majority of Brit­
ish tourists at least regard it as Dm* 
British Linn. In 1821), shortly after 
It* ercejbtn, a French visitor named 
Saintim* described it as "the Beigic 
Lion looking towards and apparently 
threatening France." That description 
seems not to have been forgotten, and 
probably lies at Dm* root of tin* sug­
gestion Just made in Brussels to turn 
the lion round so tlmt the threat—It 
needs u very lively InmgJnaiion to >•»•** 
any at all—In the pose may he divert­
ed from France in Die direction of 
Holland, writes Demetrius <\ Boulger 
in Die rtraphie.

What was the origin of the mound 
and the linn? In Die first place, the 
animal represented is neither a Brit­
ish nor a l ’elgie emblem; it Js the 
Dutch lion, und somewhere in a corner. 
If it has not been obliterated, will be 
found. I ittmgine, the motto of Nassau- 
Orange, "Je MiUntiendruJ.” Whatever 
Is done with it, then, the susceptibil­
ities of neither Belgians nor British 
are Involved. The British government 
have certainly no inherited claim to a 
voice in whatever solution may Ik* 
adopted. It is not their concern.

How the Mound Was Built, 
in 182b William I or (he Netherlands, 

the great-grandfather of the present 
(Juecn Wllhelmiiiu and one of Die most 
obstinate personages to lie found in tin* 
whole range of history, conceived Unit 
the field of Waterloo required a 
memorial to establish the heroism of 
his eldest son, who had received a 
wound on the occasion. The king was 

' uctuated entirely by dynastic eonsid- 
1 orations, unless in* ulso wished to pro­
vide Die foundries of Cockerlll, In 
which he was the largest shareholder, 
with u profitable commission. At ail 
events it Is quite clour that Die Bel­
gian people took no interest or part in 
(he matter, which was decided by a 
vote of the status-general at The 
Hague. The vote being passed, Dio 
government* of Britain and l'russlu 
were then Invited to make u contribu­
tion to the memorial. They compiled 
to a certain limited extent, the British 
consenting, for their purt, to the re­
moval of certain French cunnon In 
Wellington's Belgian fortresses In or­
der to provide Die material for the 
proposed lion.

By that time Wlllium hud decided nn 
the form of the memorial. It was to 
be the erection of un enormous mound 
some 200 feet above the crest of Mont 
.St. Jean, ut Die spot where ids son, 
the prince of Orange, hud hci-n wound­
ed, the mound to lie crowned by ihe 
Lion of the Netherlands. The clay for 
the mound was brought from Die sleep 
sides of the fumous "sunken road," 
which disappeared in the proresJ, by 
women of the district, who were paid 
at Dm* rate of half a franc a basket, und 
the site marked by Welllngioii's tree 
was Included within the radius of the 
elevation—so tbut when Dm* duke ra­
vished ihe scene Jn 1821) with his 
duiigiiter-in-law, Ludy Douro. he made 
Die expressive comment, "My battle­
field has been spoilt."

Legend of the Lion'* Tali.
The memorial, completed In 1828, 

hud been Jn existence two years when 
Dm* Belgian revolution broke out in 
August, 1810. A year Jaler a French 
urmy advanced to Louvain to repel a 
Dutch invasion, Jt nassabl that sumo 
of Dm* French corps in that advance 
crossed Dm* field and took offense, not 
at tlu* mound or Dm* lion, but at Die 
shape o f Us lull, which, erect In the 
air, seemed to express defiance: The 
story went on to say tlmt in their 
wrath they broke off Die tall, nnd Dial 
the complaisant Belgian* supplied Die 
lion wIDi a new one, no longer erect, 
hot made gracefully dependent.

I went to considerable pain* In r.tbl 
to show Dial Dd* legend could have no 
real hind*, because Die eouletnponi.'y 
drawings In Dm* Brussels Museum of 
Prints showed Dm* lion being hoisted 
into Its position with De* tail in pro­
viso! y Dm* same form us It wear* to­
day. There Is no evld< nee of any 
change having been made at that Dim* 
or any other.

In December, 1812, tin* French army 
rendered a second signal service to Du* 
Belgian people by tie* .siege and cap­
ture of tie* Antwerp citadel, and mice 
more a French regiment traversed the 
seem* without doing iaiy damage. A 
proposal was then made In D m- Belgian 
chamber by ji patriotic lender, M. Ben- 
ilelden, to Die effort tlmt Dio na­
tional gratitude should ho evinced by 
Do- removal of Dm* Non monument al­
together. II«* called It. and Justly, as 
tins been shown, "the hate Ail emblem 
of the despotism and violence which 
made us subject for 15 years to tie* 
humiliating yoke which we cast off In

September. isio.” 1 could not ask for 
a mure authoritative corroboration of 
my view that tin* l.ion Mound is n 
monument to Dutch megalomania with­
out any reference to Britons m- Bel­
gians whatever. Certainly Die Bel­
gians would never have thought of 
eroding such n memorial to themselvo*, 
and as to this country. It is not its 
way.

It is quite clear, then, that the mere 
reversal of tin* lion's position affords 
no adequate solution to the problem of 
satisfying those French sentiments 
whleli M. Sidnlltie expressed DO years 
ago. and which I do md doubt arc still 
entertained. Once the matter Is taken 
into consideration, then* can lx* no dis­
pute that Die position and Dm* pose of 
Dm* lion are offensive and provoeatlvo 
to the French people, who, on three 
historic occasion* In less than n cen­
tury. have contributed of their best 
and bravest to the saving of Belgian
Independence.

WORKS OF ART PRESERVED
Art World Interested in Uncovering of 

Old Paintings In the Mosque of 
Saint Sophia.

An Important result tlmt may bo 
looked for whenever Foiisfnnfinoplo 
and the mosque of St. Sophia pass 
from under the contfol of Du* Turks 
Is Die verification of a belief, not gen­
erally known, Dint Die Interior walls 
of the building still bold in practically 
perfect condition Die ornamentation 
with which tin* Byzantine artists deco­
rated them, says a wrller In Christ Inn 
Science Monitor. The sti,.t‘*ni,*nt is 
made with convincing detail by Die 
Itnliun architect. Fossutl. who was em­
ployed by Sultan Ahihi-nl-MeJId to put 
the mosque In complete repair. To do 
this work Fossjitl removed the mat­
ting tlmt lined the wails and took 
down Ihe huge disks, covered wllJi 
Arabic Inscriptions, that here and thorn 
ornamented Diem; and behind these 
coverings he found the work of the an­
cient Byzantines. Haghi Saphht, taken 
by the Turks in 1451, was converted 
to their own uses by the addition of 
minarets and by covering the walls, 
the religion of its new possessors for­
bidding them to make or destroy any 
picture or statue of man. Fossa!I, with 
the ancient glories of the Christian edi­
fice temporarily uncovered, made tho 
notes for his hook, and painted colored 
facsimiles of some of the mosaics; thou 
he sealed them from view by replac­
ing tin* coverings.

Negaunee forty Years Hgo.
IT E M S  R E R R O D U O E O  F R O M

The Negaunee Iron Herald.
Vol. VI. Negaunee (L.8.), Mich. October 23, 1879. No. 52.

The Supreme Court at Lacsing last 
week Anally disposed of the claims of 
Amos R. Harlow against the Lake 
Superior Iron Company which had 
been in the courts for five years and 
which involved Ishpeming property 
valued at some 8600,000. The decision 
was in favor of the defendant. The 
case dated bock to rival claims of pre­
emption of the land by Robert J. 
Gravaraet and Isaiah Briggs in 1850. 
A compromise permitted Briggs to 
complete pre-emption, Gravaraet be­
ing given a lease of an undivided half 
for ninety-olDe years. The latter 
transferred bis lease to the Mar­
quette Iron Company, in which Har­
low and W. A. Fisher were partners, 
and subsequently the interests were 
merged into the Cleveland Iron Min­
ing Company. Briggs later trans­
ferred bis interest to John Burt, ulti­
mately quit-claiming the whole of the 
land to Burt regardless of existing 
leases. Burt had possession of the 
laod itself and in 1853 executed a war­
ranty deed to the Lake Superior Iron 
Company, which has continued in 
possession. However, the Lake Su­
perior people paid tbe Cleveland Iron 
Company, (predecessor of tbe Cleve­
land Iron Mining Company) 830,000 
for its title acquired from Fisher and 
In 1863 purchased all the title that 
Gravaraet’s assignees claimed (Grav­
araet having died in I860). No claim 
was made by anyone until 1875, when 
Harlow commenced an action against 
tbe Lake Superior Iron Company, 
claiming that Fisher only owned one- 
balf of the lease, and that he trans­
ferred ODly that portion—tho remain­
ing balf still being owned by Mr. 
Harlow.

A most distressing accident occur­
red Friday evening at tbe tank bouse 
in the C. & N. W. yard. Dennis 
Smith, aged 8 years, with other boys 
bad been in the habit of getting on 
the step in tbe rear of the engine 
tender and riding into tbe roundhouse 
from tbe tank.

Dennis attempted to leave the step 
but stumbled and fell so that th© 
wheels passed over bis left leg below 
tbe koee, severing it so that it was 
held only by tbe ligaments. Dr. Mac- 
Kensie, assisted by Dr. Tracy, of 
Escanaba, performed an amputation 
about two inches below tbe koee, 
and the little fellow is getting along 
very nicely.

G. A. Moore, of Detroit, represent­
ing the Leoland Iron Company, was 
in town Tuesday for the purpose of 
purchasing a cargo of No. 1 bard 
ore, and was compelled to leave the 
county without being able to buy a 
pound, although willing to pay al­
most any price, *

Richard Jeffrey and John Stevens, 
miners in Pit No. 5 of the Jackson, 
had a miraculous escape from instant 
death Monday forenoon. They had 
fired a five-foot hole, which made a 
considerable report, though not so 
loud as usual and apporeotly doing 
no execution, not even blowing out 
the blastlog sand. Taking it for grant­
ed, however, that the three cartridges 
had been exploded, the men put in a 
drill to loosen the earth. No sooner 
had the drill been tapped than there 
was an explosion. Remarkable as It 
may seem, tbe only lojuries sustained 
by the men were scratches about the 
eyes caused by tbe flying sand—both 
were able to walk home and resumed 
work the next day. The sledge in tbe 
hands of the striker was blown to tbe 
roof of tbe mine, where it lodged in a 
crevice. Tons of ore were loosened 
by the blast and the men’s escape cer­
tainly was miraculous.

Patrick Meagher, an old and highly 
esteemed resident of the place, died 
at the residence of his son-in-law, 
Rowland Savage, Cyr street, Mon­
day morniDg. Mr. Meagher, who was 
perhaps the oldest man in Negaunee, 
was born in the town of Tethard, 
Tipperary county, Ireland, in the 
year 1782 aDd had therefore reached 
the age of 97. He crossed the ocean 
in 1824, settling first Id Canada, and 
coming to Negauneo in 1808. Mr. 
Meagher was an exemplary person all 
his long life, honored and respected 
by all, and a devout and consistent 
member of the Catholic Church. He 
raised a family of eight 'children, ail 
of whom survive to revere tbe memo­
ry of a kind, considerate futher.

L. Cohen, one of tbe heaviest losers 
bp the recent tire, has bad the Iron 
Cliffs bouse in Gold street refitted 
and refurnished and will open the 
same up under the name of tbe Gold 
Street Hotel.

A passenger from the south, obey­
ing tbe Injunction to "change cars 
for Marquette," hastily boarded the 
box car which was being used by 
Agent Newman for an office since tbe 
fire, and blandly inquired, "if he was 
on tbe right train for Marquette."
