Largest In the History of the Negau- 
nee Office )|

Despite the era of high prices, 
transportation restrlctons imposed for 
& time by the coal strike, and various 
o ther conditions which m ight be ex­
pected to curb parcel poet traffic dur­
ing the holiday season, th e  Negaunee 
poKtofflce reports the largest volume 
of business in  IU history* th e  quanti­
ty being largely in excess of th a t of 
last year. And the efficient manner 
in  which Jt has been handled has 
been generally and favorably com­
mented upon; in fact it helps us for­
get for a brief spell the tria ls and 
tribulations in general to which the 
body politic is subjected by a Demo­
cratic administration.

Postmaster Peter Trudell, Jr., made 
his plans early, and carefully, with 
the result tha t prompt dispatch was 
given both incoming and outgoing 
parcels throughout the rush period 
preceding the great holiday, while 
Christmas day itself found not a 
single deliverable parcel left in the 
office by mid-afternoon—only belated 
consignments that came in toward 
evening being left over until to-day. 
All this was accomplished by the 
regular force, supplemented by but 
one additional clerk, and the use of a 
horse and sleigh part of the time for 
delivery of bulkier parcel post pack­
ages. It Is true the postmaster him­
self put in some ex tra  licks, but he 
does this just by way of playing 
Santa Claus and for the practice it 
gives him in the sorting and routing 
of mnJL It has been a busy time for 
all of the postal employes, but they 
have the consciousness of a duty well 
performed, and Negaunee extends to 
them Its collective thanks for the 
prompt and courteous service.

The work was systematized so that 
very seldom was It necessary for peo­
ple to stand In line in the postoffice 
lobby more than u few moments to gut 
their parcels rated, und expeditious 
system likewise prevailed after the 
stamps had been affixed. Postmaster 
Trudell converted his private office 
into u “terminal" sorting and dis­
patching station nnd all parcels were 
grouped by states or important dis­
tribution centers, a “clean-up" being 
made prior to the departure of all 
through trains. This saved a  heap of 
work cn the mail tra ins, whore mo­
ments ore even more precious, and 
any seeming delay a  parcel may have 
sustained while waiting the  time 
there wan a sackful for an Important 
destination center was more than 
compensated by the  dispatch I t re ­
ceived once it was actually started 
on Us journey. For Instance, Instead 
of parcels for Montana, Wyoming, 
Washington and neighboring states 
being dumped promiscuously lata a 
“northwest" sack, before the  day was 
over there  would be certain to be 
enough to fill one o r more sacks for 
each of these states. Incidentally, 
tee arrangement also perm itted great­
er care in packing th e  socks—heavy 
articles wore placed a t the bottom 
and ail were carefully stowed away 
so that the sharp com er of one hud 
no chance to dig Into the tender side 
of another. Once the sack was illlod, 
lagged and taken to the train , there 
would bo no necessity of opening it 
until it got to its destination- It went 
through as fast os the trains could 
lake It and without any sorting on 
route. An idea of the quantity of 
th is grouped parcel post mutter may 
c gained from the statement that one 
late ufternooii a few days before 
Christmas there were seven sucks 
ready for direct dispatch to the Me- 
•saba range and live others ready for 
Detroit.
and five others ready for Detroit.

With the  certainty that the North- 
Western train, which brings the hulk 
of the Incoming mail, would be late 
on Christmas day, the carriers were 
instructed not to report yesterday un­
til shortly before the train  would ac­
tually arrive. Once th is mail was re­
ceived in the office they fell to and 
made one dolivery that cared for 
practically e v e ry th in  in tho mall 
line then in sighL They were per­
mitted a respite for Christmas dinner, 
und in tho afternoon made still an­
other ctean-up delivery which was 
sorely all that an exacting public 
•could expect of mere humans.

The earlier disruption of railroad 
service, and the ' possibilities of a 
partial repetition, doubtless hod some­
thing to do with people giving better 
heed to the “mall early" injunction, 
and also to the "pack carefully and 
address legibly" slogan. There is 
still much to be desired along these 
lines, but the local postal employes 
report a distinct gain (n observance 
sm compared with preceding years 
and it is one of the factors which mi- 
4ibled them to give such good service.

JOHN P. OUTHWAITE IS DEAD

Veteran Resident and Hotel Keeper 
of Upper Peninsula

John P. Outhwaito, an Ishpcming 
pioneer and long proprietor of the 
Nelson House in tha t city, died Hun- 
<lay morning at tho Ishpemlng hospi­
tal. He had been stricken with pneu­
monia early in the preceding week 
and had been removed to the hospital 
a couple of days before the end came.

Deceased was a native of Cleveland 
and in 1866 located In Ishpemlng os 
a youth of 22. He took charge of an 
exploring gang for the Cleveland Iron 
Company and la ter became bookkeeper 
for the company. Toward the  close of 
the 70’s he became associated with 
B. W. Wright In tho m ercantile firm 
of W right & Outhwaite. The latter 
sold his interest to Mr. W right a 
am ple of yeurs la ter and himself en­
gaged In the livery business. Still 
la te r he became a dealer in meats. 
When the Nelson House was built, 
following the  destruction of the Bar- 
num House by fire some forty years 
ago, Mr. Outhwaite became proprietor 
and subsequently purchased the prop­
erty, which he still1 owns. As land­
lord for a quarter of a century o r more 
thore were few persons in the Upper 
Peninsula who gained a wider ac­
quaintance, and in business nnd social 
ways he was almost as well known 
hi Negaunee os he was In his home 
town. He was a man of numerous ec­
centricities In speech find hearing, 
and with Ills tail, particularly erect 
but rather spare form, and the Inevit­
able goatee, resembled the popular 
conception of u Southern plantation 
owner. This comparison was further 
emphasized by his love for horses, 
and ft was seldom that lie ever bud to 
take ibe dust from any other driver. 
I|i< always hud an active purl In every­
thing that went on in Ishpemlng, was 
mayor for five or six terms, und a 
hundsome silver trumpet testified to 
bis tong servcle in the Ishpemlng fire 
department, of which he was chief 
for many years. One of the fire en­
gines that Ishpemlng bad in service 
prior to the Installation of a water­
works system was named for Mr. 
Outhwaito, the other for his father- 
in-law, Robert Nelxon, "tho fa ther of 
Ishpemlng,"

Deceased was married on October 
Ith, 1870, to Miss Mary Nelson, and 
the widow and three children survive, 
the la tte r being John N. Outhwaite, 
Mrs. LaKuc Leonard, who reside* in 
Virginia, and Miss Mary Outhwaite. 
Tho funeral was hold from tho homo 
Wednesday afternoon.

Mr. Outhwaito was a member of N«- 
gaunoo chapter. Royal Arch Masons. 
For many years there was no chapter 
in Ishpemlng, and having acquired 
membership here, Mr. Outhwaite wus 
among the few Ishpemlng men who 
did not transfer when a chapter wus 
flnully instituted in their own city.

MERRY CHRISTMAS AT LEVINE’S

Clerks Get About $800 In Profit- 
Sharing Dividend Checks

“Merry Chrstmas" this year meant 
more than merely a seasonable for­
mality to the clerks In the employ of 
Levine Brothers, for “Jus’ ’fore 
Christmas" they received their first 
dividend checks in the profit-sharing 
plnn which the firm put into effect 
last May. In order that the proceeds 
might be available for Christmas use, 
the accounts were brought up to De­
cember 1st and settlement made on 
that basis, leaving the present 
month’s sales to be included in the 
1920 account. The largest check re­
ceived by any employe was $110 and 
the aggregate of the checks was 
close to $800.

Thu plan Is one which Is becoming 
quite widespread among mercantile 
concerns In metropolitan cities but is 
still n novelty In most communities 
the size of Negaunee. So well satis­
fied were both employers and em­
ployes with the  experiment made by 
the local firm for the past year tha t 
it will bn continued indefinitely. 
Briefly stated, the plan provides a 
bonus for those clerks whose sales 
exceed a prescribed minimum. In or­
der tha t this minimum may apply 
equitably, it is based upon the clerk'fl 
salary. If his or her aggregate sales 
exceed a cctain number of times the 
amount of th is  salary, the clerk re­
ceives a  percentage upon all sales in 
excess of the  minimum.

In practical operation, the plan 
naturally acts as a stimulus toward 
increased interest on the pail of tho 
employe nnd for the employer is re­
flected not only In increased sales hut 
in better service to customers. Human 
nature doesn’t change much after all, 
and no m atter how earnestly a man 
or woman may strive to serve mi 
employer, even better results are In­
evitable If the  employe has a direct 
financial Interest in the achievement. 
Greater care of and attention to 
stock; Increased courtesy to patrons 
and a sincere desire to have them 
fully satisfied; n generally favorable 
impression tha t prompts ti»e customer 
“to come again" these tire sonic of 
the direct results which it has been 
found are product'll upon a sates force 
by profit-sharing plans. After the 
trial of approximately half a  year, 
both Levine Brothers and th e ir  em­
ployes are well satisfied to continue 
the  plan indefinitely. Basing the 
forecast upon the showing made dur­
ing the la tte r  half of 1919, the com­
ing year will find some of the clerks 
in the Levine Brothers' store pulling 
down a bonus of upward of $200— 
rather a tidy addition to one’s annual 
salary.

The cotton warehouse nnd the tfrnln 
elevator are the latest developments 
In port improvements. The former is 
the largest handling plant for an agri­
cultural product in the world, Is the 
most efficiently equipped structure of 
Its kind in existence, and Is n profit- 
earning Institution while serving the 
public most economically. The stor­
age facilities offered the cotton grower 
by the warehouse, coupled with the 
low Insurance rate, make it possible 
for him to hold his cotton until such 
time ns he may see fit to market It, 
while at (lie same time enjoying the 
use of bankable warehouse receipts 
that are hacked by the resources of 
the state of Louisiana and are nego­
tiable in financial circles the world 
over.

The port of New Orleans is one of 
the safest hurhors In the world, and 
provides practically unlimited anchor- 
age space. Vessels are usually 
anchored In the lower part of the port, 
the depth of water being CO to 80 feet 
at low stage. From the city of New 
Orleuns to the pusses opening Into 
the gulf there is a depth of water 
from CO to 00 feet. In the South 
pass there Is a 30-font channel at 
mean tide, and nt extreme high tide 
a depth of :il%  feet. The govern­
ment is at present at work creating 
and maintaining a 35-foot channel.

The New Orleans inner harbor, or 
Industrial canal, now in the process 
of construction, fs one of the world’s 
greut engineering feats. It connects 
Lake I’onehnrtrain with the city’s 
river harbor, nnd the gulf. The route 
from New Orleans to the sou through 
the Industrial canal nnd Lake Potiehnr- 
trnln will he approximately half the 
dlstnnee via the Mississippi. The 
canal will furnish Ideal sites for in­
dustrial plants. The Inner harbor ex­
tending from the Mississippi to Luke 
Uonelmrtraln, six miles In length, will 
lie entirely wltldn the city limits, and 
will he served through its length by 
the Public licit railroad. The canal 
Is being built by the dock board and 
will cost at lowest estimate $12,000,- 
000. Tin* Industrial canal will make 
New Orleans the port of deposit and 
the Industrial port of the South.

New Orleans Is peculiarly situated 
to carry on a trade with tin* countries 
of Latin America. A glance at the 
map will sulllce to show that this large 
city of tin* United States is but n few 
hundred miles from the countries of 
Central America and the northern re­
public* of Smith America. With Culm 
and the West Indies also New Or­
leans 1 inh the advantage of location 
over oilier North American ports. Via 
New Orleans Is tlu* natural trade 
route between Hie Mississippi valley 
and Central and South America.

Palm and Pine Flourleh Together.
The elhinile of n city often serves 

to give nn idea of It that other char­
acteristics do not. The palm tree and 
the pine grow side by side In New Or­
leans. It is not too tropical, because 
that would kill the pine; It Is not too 
cold, because tlu* pulm* could not en­
dure. The average temperature fur 
the Inst -17 years has been (15 degrees. 
1 hiring the last -13 years there have 
been only 211 days when the thermom­
eter dropped to 32 degrees or lower. 
About once <wery ten years there Is « 
gentle snowfall. Although New Or­
leans Is situated In the southern­
most part of (lie Untied States, it is u 
cooler eity than many In the northern 
part. During the last 13 years there 
wen* only seven days when the tem­
perature went to 100 degrees or higher.

Health conditions of New Orleans 
are rcllected In llic remarkably low 
death rale. Kven Including the ne­
groes, who comprise a large percent­
age of Hit- population, the total rule 
Is only 17.51 for each 1,000 population. 
New Orleans compares very well In 
this respect with the other cities.

Hut not all of New Orleans Is cen­
tered around Its water front. There 
are beautiful residence sections nnd 
humorous lakes and parks. Localise 
of its wbb- streets, extensive lawns 
and numcnuis open squares. New Or 
leans Is called lUo CUy of MugulQcom 
Dietuucci.

SUBSTITUTE FOR ROYAL ARMS
Placing of Cap and Belle on English 

Paper Was the Origin of the 
Word "Foolecap."

Several explanations have been giv­
en of the meaning of tlu; word "fools­
cap" n* applied to a certain class of 
paper. One of the explanations is that 
when Charles I of England found Itis 
revenue short, he granted certain priv­
ileges. amounting to monopolies, and 
among these was the manufacture of 
paper, the exclusive right to which 
was sold to certain parties, who grew 
rich nnd enriched the government at 
the expense of those who were obliged 
to use the paper. At tills lime all 
English paper bore, in watermarks, 
the royal arms. The parliament under 
Cromwell made a Jest of this law, ami 
among other Indignities to the mem­
ory of Charles it was ordered (hat 
the royal arms be removed from tho 
paper amJ tlie fool's cap and hell* bo 
substituted. These were In their turn 
removed when the Rump parliament 
was dismissed, but paper for the size 
of die parliament's Journal still bear* 
the name of "foolscap."

Michigamme
Nels Majbnnnu, one of the earliest 

Finnish men to settle la this section, 
a pioneer business man of Isbpeming 
and one of the firmest believers In tbe 
agricu ltural possibilities of the Upper 
Peninsula, died last Tuesday In this 
village, where be bad made his home 
for the past year or more. He bad 
resided In Mtcbigamme a t other 
periods, Including one time when he 
was engaged in the mercantile busi­
ness >b tbe Jakobsoo building, but in 
more recent years be bad been located 
a t Herman, in fact having been one of 
the founders of that neighboring com­
munity. It was falling health that 
prompted Mr. Majbannu to close out 
bis more active business interests at 
that polot and return to Michlgamme 
a number of months ago. Though 
considerably enfeebled, he had been 
about as usual during recent weeks 
and the end came quite suddenly.

Deceased was born in Finland about 
76 years ago and came to this section 
in the early HOY Hu located in Ub* 
peming and from a modest beginning 
built up one of the largest mercantile 
businesses in that city. In common 
with other merchants he hud bis peri­
ods of prosperity and hardship, and 
after closing out his Ishpeming Inter­
ests he located in Micbig&mme nearly 
u quarter of a century ago. The mer­
cantile business which he established 
here finally passed into tbe bandsof 
his son, F. VV. Majbannu, and the 
father devoted his attention to logging 
and fanning enterprises, in the courec 
of whicti be founded the Finnish colo- 
uy ui Herman and maintained his 
own home there f o r  many years; He 
was ooe of the organizers ot the 
Finnish Mutual Fire msuruucn Com­
pany.

Mr. Majbannu had doue for the ad­
vancement, oi i ts  countrymen's in ter­
ests, and-it is in this respect that his 
memory will live longest. He was 
instrumental iu making it possible 
for many uf them to come to  this 
country aud he never failed to exert 
fatherly inllueuco over them uutil they 
were iully eslubli&bed in tneir new 
couotry. He also took an active part 
in politics und had participated in 
many a hard fought campaign. Ever 
u large hearted man, his purse was 
always open lo tbe oeedv, and partic­
ularly In bis own more prosperous 
years ibis budget alone would annual* 
]y repreaeo a small fortune. He uad 
countless friends among all classes 
throughout tbe Upper Peninsula and 
tbero will be wldespreao regret a t  nls 
death, even tbuughhis life work might 
be considered finished. Funeral ser­
vices will be conducted to-day und 
will undoubtedly be largely attended,

HONEY CAN BE SUBSTITUTED FOR SUGAR'
IN' EQUAL MEASURE IN HOME COOKING

Honey Is an Ideal Sweetening for Many Dishes.

(Prepare d by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

In the days before trade with the 
Tropics Introduced cane sugar Into the 
temperate regions, honey was by fur 
the most common sweet substance 
available for human food. In many 
localities it still is plentiful and cheap 
enough to allow of Its liberal use in 
cooking, and better practices in bee 
keeping are increasing the supply. As 
honey retain? enough of the perfume 
of the llowiTH from which It comes 
to Impart a distinct Havor to the dlah 
It forms a part of, it is much prized 
by good cooks.

Cakes mude with honey keep soft 
for months, as does honey Icing. Hon­
ey Js slightly add  and better results 
are obtained by using baking soda 
rather than baking powder In recipes 
which contain It. It may be wibstl- 
tuted for sugar In uny favorite recipe, 
replacing cup for cup. As a cup of 
honey contains, besides the equivalent 
of a gupful of sugar, one-fourth cupful 
of w'nter, use that much less liquid 
than is culled for in the original 
recipe.

Some excellent honey recipes tested 
by the home economics kitchen of the 
United States department of agricul­
ture follow:

Honey Icing.
1 cup granulated sugar. 14 cup honey.
*4 cup w ater- 1 eg g  whit**.

Boll together the sugar und the wa­
ter for a few moments and then add 
the honey, taking precautions to pre­
vent the mixture from boiling over, as 
It Is likely to do. Cook until drop? of 
Ihe sirup keep their form when poured 
Into cold water, or to about 250 de­
grees F. Beat the white of the egg 
until stilT, und when the sirup has 
cooled sllg Jt)y pour over the egg, heat­
ing the mixture continuously until it 
will hold Us shape. This frosting is 
suitable for use between layers of 
cake, hut Is rather too soft for the 
top. It remains In good condition and 
soft enough to he ?preud for many 
weeks und, therefore, can he made in 
lurge quantities for use us needed. 
After eight months, $ueh Icing has 
been found to be In 'good condition 
and soft enough to cut.

Sauce for Ice Cream.
2 tablespoons butter *4 cup honey  
2 teaspoons cornstarch.

(look together the cornstarch und 
butter thoroughly, being careful not 
to brown them. Add the honey and 
cook the mixture until It becomes hard 
when dropped Into cold water und un­
til all taste of raw* cornstarch hus been 
removed.

Butter Honey Cake.
JV4 cups honey. % t«*nspoon salt.

POINTS TO REMEMBER 
WHEN PLANNING MEAL

Do Not Follow Heavy Meal With 
Heavy Dessert

Sharp Contrasts In Texturs Ars Very
Desirable In Many Instance*— 

Prepare Same Food Materials 
In Various Ways.

(Prepared by the United Btates Depart- 
niL-ut of Axrh'ulture.)

Do not have too much heavy food 
at one meal. A In-avy meal should 
not he followed by a heavy dessert, 
hut rather by u light une und vice 
versa.

Do not repeat the same Ituvor In the 
same meal. Example: If you have to­
mato soup, do not have tomatoes serv­
ed in any other way for that meal.

Courses, or at least dishes served 
at the same meal, should contrast with 
one another; a bland one, then u more 
highly flavored one; a hot one, then 
a cold one; a liquid one, then a solid 
one. For example; u hot main course 
should he followed hy a fresh, crisp 
salad or a cold dessert; u highly Ha­
vered soup or bouillon might he fol­
lowed by a ereamed dish of some kind, 
or a bland meat, such as veul with 
peas.

Many limes sharp contrasts In tex­
ture are very deslruhle—Ire cream und 
cake, tea nnd wafers, cheese ami 
cruckers, cranberry or acid fruit with 
fowl, apples with pork, apples with 
beef, peas or mint with lumb, goose­
berries with fowl.

Do not repeat too often the sume 
food prepared in ihe same way. For 
Instance, do fiot Imvc mushed potatoes 
every duy I’repure then) Iu some other 
wuy the second day, and so on.

Boll tlx* sugar, water and honey to­
gether until the sirup makes a thread 
when dropped from a spoon, or until 
drops of it hold their shape when 
poured Into cold water. Beut the egg* 
to a si‘.A* froth, pour tho elrup over 
them, put the dish holding the mixture 
In a place where It will keep warm 
hut not cook rapidly, beut until it 
will hold Its shape.

2 t’blcsp’s vinegar 1 teasp . salt.

Pour It Into the 
double holler ami cook until it thick­
ens, or mix all the Ingredients but the 
cream and cook in a double holler un­
til the mlxfnre thickens. As the dress­
ing is needed combine th is mixture 
with whipped creum. This dressing is 
particularly suitable for fru it suluds.

lemon pie Alllngs which contain lemon 
oil, rind, and juice, and either yolks 
or whole eggs.
