In ye olden 
time, a committee* would have boon 
perfectly safe In counting upon an 
abundance of snow ns well ns a re­
quisite degree? of frigidity, but A. D, 
1921 proved to be "different,'' with 
the result that the ski portion of the 
Winter Sports program had to be 
called off, the ground In the vicinity 
of the bWde's terminus being as bare 
as It "usually is the first week or two 
In April, and the temperature having 
risen during the preceding day or 
tw*o to a point that precluded lasting 
qualtlies In any Icy coatlng that 
might have been applied to Uk slide. 

Success In Spite of Handicap 
Tuesday morning brought a change.

It being, colder and possessing some 
bllzzardly elements, but the change 
came altogether too late to benefit 
what was to have been the stellar 
attraction of the Washington’s birth­
day program. While rather disagree­
able, it was neither cold nor stormy 
enough to materially interfere with 
the attendance, and with the excep­
tion of the ski Jumping, tho^Wlnter 
Sports under the auspices of the Ne- 
paunee Community Council were suc­
cessfully conducted, though both the 
abating event* and the hockey would 
have been still better had the atmos­
pheric conditions been improved.

First on the revised program came 
the skating events at the municipal 
rink at 9:30 a. m. Though the Ice 
lias only fair, the competition was 
keen and afforded much Interest to 
the spectators.

The prophecy conies from the long 

oppressed third volume of Prince 
lismarck's metnoris. which have Just 
een made public in Germany, despite 
he opposition of the kaiser and id* 
rlends. Bismarck wrote the story of 
la life In three volumes, entitled, 
Thoughts and Reflections,” the first 
wo volumes being the story of hi* 
Ise to power and the third the story 
f the Iron Cham .-nv.r's dismissal by 
V’HIInm II, a hoy monarch, whom he 
htirncterizes na "dreamy and vain.”
The flrst two volumes were pub- 

[shed, hut the third vohumv*»ilthough
ii print, was never released to the 
•crmuii people because the men who 
urroumled the kaiser feared u. scan- 
nl would result. It has ut hist np- 
ten red, afte r a legal buttle for Its sup- 
iresslon, und a summary and extracts j 
,f the honk have been printed In the ' 
W ls e h e  Tost. Articles summarizing 
he \olm nc also have appeared In the 
ingllsh press.
Called William H Vein and Weak.

Blsumrek, in his analysis u i William 
I. depicts him as having Frederick 
's craving for show; Frederick Wil­
iam IPs love for “tall soldier fel- 
»ws;” Frederick the G reat's thirst for 
:lor,v: Frederick William IV’h dreaml­
ess and weakness, and Frederick I l l ’s 
■unity and sensitiveness.

“Only from one of his ancestor* did 
ie Inherit nothing—from his grand- 
nthor, William T,” any* ihe Iron 
’hnncellor, who served hoth montirchs.

Such uncomplimentary sketches, to­
o ther with personal letters from the

He spoke of Bis- 
nnrek's “nmgnlfleent work." of his 
nve of the fatherland and hi* building 
ip of the empire, and uttered the 
tope t in t  Blsinnrek would continue to 
;uurd and protect his country.

Haro Worship Short-Lived.
This attitude of hero worship on the 

mrt of the prince did not lust long, 
lowever.

A clergyman mimed 
iloi'ker had made himself conspicuous 
is mi anil Semitic, mid Bismarck mid 
Vlllhim quarreled over him.

Even Iti Ihe year before WII- 
turn 1 died the priu a* drew up a proe- 
mnntiou laying down the altitude 
vlih'li he Intended to pursue once he 
iccume kaiser. It said (hut In1 should 
lollhernte with Ills own “colleagues," 
he higher German rulers mid princes, 
icfore he gave them their orders, ami 
hat these 'Tollcngucs” must not he 
illowed to grow too overhearing. As 
ircsldcnt of the German hand the 
miser was only the brut among cr|tials.

Burn Document, Say# Dumarck.
Before doing *o, however, he sent

"May I respectfully nsk your royal 
highness to throw the d raft you have 
so kindly sent me Into the Are with­
out de lay ?’ was Bismarck’s answer.

When the prince came Into author­
ity Bismarck was retained ns Imperial 
• hnncellor, but now found th a t he had 
a group of opponents to deal with in 
the new government. The grand duke 
of Baden, Walderseo and B otticher all 
conspired against him both a t  court 
and in parliament. Bismarck In the 
memoirs scores these men and the new 
circle of frlcmls that the kaiser had 
gathered about him. He Rpeuks, for 
example, of Ileyden, "of whom poli­
ticians say that he Is a painter, and 
painters any that he Is a politician." 
Botticher, who owed his place to Bis­
marck, won great Influence over the 
kaiser nt Bismarck’s ex|>ense, and the 
young monarch gave less heed to the 
oldet m an’s counsel. The time was 
slowly approaching for the “dropping 
of the pilot” who had stood so long at 
the helm of Prussia and the empire.

Many o f the kaiser’s policies a t this 
period show a creditable am ount of 
enlightenment, although Bismarck did 
not believe them practicable. William 
II at this time expressed sym pathy for 
the working classes and dreamed of 
better labor laws and class reconcilia­
tion. Blsumrek, on the other hand, 
thought that the workers ought to he 
kept down. The kaiser had his own 
way and better labor laws were 
pushed, despite Bismarck’s opposition. 
S ik Ii defeats weakened Hie rhnnrcl- 
lor’s power ami he even wondctvd 
whether he ought to semi in ills res­
ignation.

Bismarck Considers Resigning.
Thus the storm gathered In January 

and February, lSUO, and was marked 
hy a scene in the Imperial palace at 
Berlin. Tempers Imd risen tin both 
sides over the m atter in dispute, ami 
at Inst the chancellor put the direct 
question :

"it appears, then, that I tun In your 
m ajesty's way?"

"The kaiser,” 'a d d s  Blsumrek. “said 
nothing ami therefore assented.”

After this Bismarck again consid­
ered offering .his resignation, hut he 
did not do so. In fact, he hccnuic ob­
stinate and ultimately decided to make 
It ns dltlleult as possible for the kaiser 
to dismiss him. Meanwhile, however, 
the kniNcr wa* growing stronger In the 
government. The minister* In the 
cabinet turm*f]| against Bismarck ami 
he felt hi* grip weakening. Once he 
asked for an explanation of why the 
m inisters favored the kaiser against 
him. and one replied confidentially: 
“We nuist do something to pleiise 
him” (meaning the kaiser). Bismarck 
answered Ironically that he was glad 
to see ihe monarchy so firmly estah 
Halted—file monarchy that wns *<> 
shaken when he became chancellor.

Chancellor Dtfiee Kaiaor.
M utters came to n crisis toward the 

end of Mnreh. Blsumrek had received 
Wlmllliorst. the leader of the (Ytitct 
party, al his home, and Ho* kaiser re 
•etiled this act. Blsumrek claimed the 
right to receive distinguished poll 
Helium whenever ami wherever la* 
pleased. The kaiser nskcil r

“Even If I, your sovereign, forbid I 
you to?" j

“Ye*. even then," Blsmarek Jill 
swered. j

William'* Vanity Wounded.
The chancellor derived great pleas­

ure from m e Incident, but William 
was very hurt and angry, both a t  the 
czar and at Bismarck, because of the 
situation In which tie had found him­
self placed and the wound to hi* van­
ity. Shortly afte r this, while his rage 
wns still hot, he heard of some 111- 
founded report by an obscure German 
(onsul In Russia which told of nn al­
leged mobilization of the Russian 
army. Blsumrek had not thought It 
wnrth calling to the kaiser’s attention, 
a* there were slight grounds for he­
l p i n g  the report. But the kulser be­
lieved every word of It, and wrote a 
discourteous notv to the chancellor 
asking why such Important Informa­
tion had been withheld from hltn. He 
declared that the empire was th rea t­
ened and that counter measures must 
he taken at once against the th rea t­
ened Russian menace.

Bismarck’s policy had been trad i­
tionally pro-Russian for 30 years, und 
he knew that there wn* no ground for 
alarm. Action on the part of the Ger­
man empire would have caused un­
necessary complication* and might 
have ended In real trouble, Bismarck 
won Ills point, hut at the cost of g reat­
ly Htrained relations with the throne. 
This quarrel soon’ merged Into an­
other, for Blsmarek. who felt that he 
was being Mlpphinied hy others In the 
cotifldenci* nf tin* kaiser, suddenly In­
sisted on a constitutional clause, 40 
yeurs old, which forbade the ministers 
to converse otlichilly with the sov­
ereign except through the medium of 
the premier. BDmnrck was hoth 
Prussian premier and Imperial chan- 
eellorfc mid was determined to let no 
one hut himself exercise a direct per­
sonal influence on the monarch. Tin* 
kaiser, who liked to talk personally 
with Ids minister* ami who favored i\ 
direct government policy, demanded 
the abolition of Ha* clause. Bismarck 
refused, hut offered to resign.

The offer was a mere gesture. Bis­
marck had tendered his resignation 
many times before when he wished to 
gain a point, and had always won. At 
one time the kaiser hud returned a 
w ritten offer with the word “Never” 
scribbled across It. But now lie sent 
the chief of the civil cabinet to call 
for the offer of resignation a t Bis­
m arck's house. The chancellor refused 
tc be hurried. Carefully and slowly 
lie began the wording of the resigna­
tion. An afternoon and evening passed, 
and the next morning tin* kaiser lost 
patience and sent an adjutunt with 
the message:

“His majesty will wait until two 
o'clock for the document.”

Blsmnrck told the adjutant that he 
was “ready to sign his own reslgna- 
Hon at any moment,” hut that he 
needed time to write out his offer tf 
the tone was to heflt the dignity of his 
office. But the kaiser did not waiver 
In 111* decision. Bistnarck wn* dis­
missed. In nn effort to conciliate him 
William conferred upon the outgoing 
chuttccllor the title of duke, hut the 
honor* was not accepted.

General Cuprlvl was at once named 
as his succckmo* nml as kooii as his 
resignation hud been received Bis­
marck was limrlm, mil of the chan 
cellor’s palace with unseemly haste. 
He says that while Ills servants wen* 
still packing up his possessions the 
lackeys of hi* successor "occupied tin* 
slulrs, doors nml passages of Hie pal 
nee," nud part of the palace wn* nl 
ready token possession of by General 
C nprlu  before Blsumrek left.

In the third volume Blsumrek, huv 
lug brought the story of his own po- 
lltlcnl career to nn end. adds n nu.lt- 
clous chapter of criticism of the 
kaiser. 11k* also a tta c k s  Cuprlvl for 
exchanging Zanzibar for Heligoland 
und for not removing the treaty  with 
Russia. Ib* closes with the prophecy 
of ruin ami catastrophe for the na­
tions of Europe.

HAVE YOU A FIRELESS COOKER?

Any housekeeper In country or city 
cannot afford to he without a cooker.

The p a l e n t  e d 
o n e s tn a <1 c t o 
hold the heat for 
roasting ami bak­
ing are of course 
the best, but one 
may make one 
from a box, a 
candy pall or an 

old trunk. The outside cover should 
be tight and the packing m aterial, any 
pncknhle nonconducting m aterial, like 
pnimr, excelsior, cork, sawdust or even 
hay. In these davs of economy a hale 
of hay was placed In the woodshed of 
one country wotunn, she cur out a 
plan* for a good-sized utensil with a 
tight nM»*r, made a cushion of hay and 
used that home-made cooker all the 
season, then the cow ate It. Surely 
this Is a good type of economy.

If n box or pall Is to he used, pack 
the lining firmly around the utensil to 
he used. One which Is tapering to­
ward the bottom removes better from 
the well. Make a collar of cardboard 
to flt the top and leave space to slip 
the pail in and out easily. For a 
cushion use any of the above material. 
If Ihe well o r pocket to hold the pall 
Is lined with asbestos paper It ulll 
save heat.

Cereal rooked In n ftreless If one has 
soapstones to  put lute tin* cooker or 
If not set tnt*) a dish containing ’ oil­
ing water, will he conked much better, 
tastes better ami Is tmieb more whole­
some than the twenty mlnuies to a 
half hour usually given such dist.es on 
the stove. .Get the cereal cooking at 
night and when boiling tint pat into 
the cooker. In the morning Just re­
heating all that is needed to serve 
a hot well-cooked food. The sonfe 
stone dish which may he used hi the 
fireproof cookers• Increases the heat 
ns It can he heated hotter than the 
boiling point and when shut up In the 
cooker retains heat six to eight Imurs. 
Let It get very hot but not red. for 
fear of cracking. Place one at He* 
bottom and one on top of a dish of 
n.’ent ami one may'bnke any roast to a 
turn. Breads, pies, pudding* und 
cakes may la* baked equally well.

Special Committees Are Formed to
Collect and Disseminate Informa­

tion-Hundred* of Big Plante 
Fostering Research Work.

New York.—A merlon Is entering nn 
nn <*r» of industrial research In whloh 
corporations. large and small, are 
linked with government agencies, en­
gineering organizations ami universi­
ties, in a systematic effort to salvage 
(he knowledge gained in war and to 
awaken the nation's latent Industrial 
nml economic power. Hundreds of 
plants tire fostering these researches, 
for which h permanent national sys­
tem Is being worked out hy Engineer­
ing Foundation, an instrum entality of 
Ihe United Engineering society to ad­
vance the rapidly developing science 
of engineering.

It Is only recently, however, that 
research has become a really national 
undertaking.

Activity In Industrial research must 
he co-ordinated and expanded, suld 
Kohert M. Ha) month professor of mill- 
fug in the schools of mines, engineer­
ing and chemistry of Columbia. The 
university, said Professor Kay’ iond, Is 
now conducting industrial research 
which will he of great value to the 
tuition. Prof. Arthur M. Greene of 
lton^schicr Polytechnic Institute. Troy, 
N. Y., chairman of tin* research com* 
liiltlc** of the American Society of Me­
chanical Engineers, took the same 
view.

For Specific Research.
Tills committee. Prof'«**;.ir Greene 

explained, is accomplishing its work 
by organizing special committees for 
specific research and hy collecting and 
publishing research Information. The 
American Society of Mechanical En­
gineers is one of the four founder so­
cieties for which the United Engineer­
ing society holds certain endowments. 
Engineering Foundation, devoted to re- 
st*/.7eh. under the headship of D iaries 
F. Hand of this city, past president 
of the American Institute of Mining 
and Metallurgical Engineers, Is a de­
partment of United Engineering soci­
ety. the other organizations which It 
comprises being the American Society 
of Civil Engineers, the American In­
stitute of Mining and Metallurgical En­
gineers and (he American Institu te of 
Electrical Engineers.

“The life of every American eltl- 
ten and the destiny of the republic 
will be vitally affected hy the work 
tn Industrial roseareh now going on." 
said Professor Itaymoml, who is a 
member of the Engineering Founda­
tion honrd, representing, with Prof. 
Joseph W. Uiehards of Lehigh md- 
versify, iho American Instlm ie of 
Mining and Metallurgical Engineers.

“Uosenrehes already conducted at 
Columbia and on which w*ork Is now 
progressing." Professor Raymond add­
ed, ‘'enabled Prof. William Campbell, 
professor of metalhiry la the schools 
of mines, engineering and chemls- 
Istry. to ascertain within a few hours 
Just what was tin* inechmiienl defect 
in the shafts of the German ships 
which were overhauled in New York 
harbor. As a result of the experi­
ments lie Is making In testing (he con­
struction of tnelnls, Professor Camp­
bell can Immediately tell, for exam­
ple, In what process the defect la a 
piece of steel arose, and can Inform 
the m anufacturer tiow to correct the 
fault.

“Columbia has recently equipped 
an ore-dressing laboratory, in which 
Prof. A rthur T. Taggart Is conduct­
ing eX|H‘riments in the filtration of 
ores. The laboratory Is so equipped 
that both large and small quantities 
or ore ran Is* studied. Another Co­
lumbia professor, Edward F. Kern, as­
sistant professor of metallurgy, Is con­
ducting experiments in the treatm ent 
of ores. Industrial renscarch Is also 
being carried on In severul other Im­
portant fields at Columbia, notable ex­
amples of this Isdng the work of 
Michael E. Pttplti, professor of etcc- 
iro-mecliiiidcs at Columbia, and Wnl- 
lor I. Nllchter, professor of electrical 
engineering.

"The assertion by government ex­
ports that this nation's supply of crude 
■oil cannot last for more Ilian 20 
years makes increasingly Important 
experiments conducted at Columbia 
a numltor of years ago to determine 
'be.am ount of gasoline which can he 
drawn from crude oil and the by­
products of the oil. Research work 
of enormous value to the nation 
should be done Immediately to a?cer- 
tnin if a larger peri outage of (tie crude 
oil could not be used for gasoline. It 
would be possible to continue this

New York.—“As we advance Into 
the new year it becomes constantly 
more apparent that no problem is in 
more urgent need of nn early and wise 
solution than that which is involved 
In ihe nation's housing situation." says 
S. \ \ \  Straus.

“From the most reliable statistics ob­
tainable at Ibis time the actual nmonm 
of building accommodations through 
out the country are considerably less 
Mmn they were a year ago. While the 
figures indicate an Increased * o-t of 
new building contract* awarded dur­
ing the year 11)20 of about '■ per cent, 
as compared with 11)10, tills was more 
than discounted hy the added cost of
building construction and the lo-- of 
available space through tires mid de­
terioration. In brief, the country is 
going bn'rkwnrd in Its housing equip­
ment.

“Overcrowding In the large cities 
has reached such a serious state that 
health authorities a re  sounding an 
alarm. These unwholesome conditions 
also develop social unrest and lawless­
ness, and It Is apparent that every 
possible agency should lend itself to 
the work of helping in the practical 
solution of Mils grave problem. 

Building Projects Held Back.

Is affected less than any 
other commodity. People can quickly 
adjust themselves to c''onotnics fn 
clothing, food anti other requirements 
of their dully lives, while business con­
cerns can reduce quickly operating 
costs hy putting into effect general 
economies. Hut in neither Instance 
Is It generally possible or advisable 
to curtail expenditures for housing 
space.

No Benefit In Delay.
"Some of the abnormal prices and
