And What Was the Game Warden Doing?
S V ’ltAMKNTO. PAL.—,!. 15. Ilogg 

has been telling In Popular Me­
chanics Magazine about something new 
hereahouls—catching wild waterfowl 
alive by seining them out of the sky 
with nets carried through space hy an 
airplane above the rice fields of the 
Sacramento valley In California. They 
needed live wild ducks, geese and 
brant for decoys, so they rigged up an 
airplane with two halibut trammel 
nets.

With a crew of three men, the plane 
was down from San Pracisco to Wil­
lows, where the wild fowl are so nu­
merous (lull they are a plague. Two 
large sl^el hoops were made and fitted 
between the wings of the airplane, and 
from these hoops two nets were 
strung. These nets are funnel-shaped, 
and in the small end of ouch a cir­
cular piece of canvas was placed.

When the airplane gets up in the 
air, the rush of air through the nets 
and against the piece of canvas at the 
small end holds them straight out their 
full length. The airplane wus fitted 
with n heavy propeller strong enough 
not to break when flying through a 
flock of fowl.

In three daya of flying more than WX)

>y -

ducks and geese were caught in this 
manner. From this number the sports­
men selected fiO of the kind they 
wanted—mallards, pintulls, teal, and 
Canada geese. Only the young birds 
were retained, and the remainder were 
liberated.

The ducks cannot outfly, but can 
easily outmuneuver, an airplane. In 
consequence, catching a desired bird 
In the nets culled for acrobatic flying 
tlmt has seldom been seen since the 
armistice was signed. It was nothing 
uncommon for the blrdtueu to dash 
Into a flock of retreating wild fowl, 
and then do a barrel roll In an effort 
to scoop a few more birds into the 
nets.

Anyway, President Wilson 
fioinlmyted him for a place on the Fed­
eral Trade commission, with a salary 
of 110.000. Senatorial courtesy made a 
quick job of Ids confirmation. He re­
signed from the senara without uniting 
for March 4. He Is a lawyer of Boise 
and whs ap|wdnted senator hy Gov­
ernor Alexander iu 10j 8 to fill the 
vacancy caused by the death of Sen­
ator James II. Brady. Frank IL Good­
ing, elected In November to succeed 
Nugent, was appointed senator by Gov­
ernor Davis upon Nugent's resignation.

W. B. Wilson on Radical Aliens

The policy of the department of 
labor us to the arret* and deportutlon 
of radical aliens, concerning which It 
h i i  had clashes with the department 
of justice, Is announced by Secretary 

'Wilson, In a statement summarized us 
follows:

“No person shall he arrested ex­
cept upon sworn affidavit based upon 
Information uml belief.

“No persou, when arrested, shall 
t>e held incommunlcudo.

“Every person arrested shall he en­
titled to counsel Immediately upon be­
ing tuken Into custody. They shall 
he roiifrontiHt with the evidence and 
shall be permitted to furnish testi­
mony and be heard In their own be­
half.

"Excessive ball shall not be re­
quired.

“These safeguards of American lib­
erty having been provided. If It Is then 
shown hy the evidence that any alien 

Is depni’iahk* under the so-culled umirchlHtic luws, we will deport him with 
us little aompuuctlon as we would attack un Invuding enemy. We will not 
deport anyone simply because lie has lu*en accused or because he Is Nuspected 
of being a 'red.' We have no authority to do so under the luw."

SEASONABLE GOOD THINGS.

While crnnherrlcs are In the market 
those who ure fond of them may put 

them up In vari­
ous ways to use 
when t h e y  ore 
out of s e a s o n .  
The fo llo w in g  
will l>e worth try­
ing:

Spiced G r a n , 
berries. —.Take 

two quarts of cranberries, two-thirds 
of a pint of vinegar, two-thirds of a 
cupful of water, two tnhlespoonftils of 
clnnumon^im* tnhlespoonful of cloves, 
both ground; also one tuUtespoonful 
of allspice and six cupfuls of sugar. 
Cook together for 45 minutes and put 
Jip In glasses as for jelly.

Cocoa Doughnuts.—Beat two eggs un­
til light, add two-thirds of a  cupful of 
fngar and beat again. Then add two 
taklespoonfuls of melted butter and 
one cupful of milk. Sift together 
three cupfuls of flour, three teaspoon- 
fuls of baking powder and two table- 
spoonfuls of cocoa, one-fourth of a tee- 
spoonful of salt and one teaspoonful 
of cinnamon. Mix ull together, adding 
flmtr to roll. Cut In strips and twist 
slightly. Fry In hot fat, drain and 
when cold roll In powdered sugar. 

Potato Cakes.—Add one beaten egg 
to two cupfuls of mn*hcd potatoes, 
two tahlcspoonfuls of milk, salt and 
white pepper to taste. Mix well and 
form into ten .hails, using flour to 
handle them. Pin around each a thin 
strip of bacon, using a toothpick to 
hold the bacon In place. Sot in a hot 
oven or under a gas flume and cook 
the hncon until crisp. Serve at once/ 

Leftover Lamb With Savory Sauce. 
—Put six fuhlespoonfuls of currant 
Jelly, four tnhlespo.mful* of butter, 
one-half tuhlospnonful of lemon Juice, 
with salt and tabasco sauce to taste 
into a saucepan or shallow dish. Lay 
In the slices of lamb and heat until 
well heated through. Serve, with the 
sauce poured around the lamb.

Potato end Celery Croquettes.— 
Take foty cupfuls of mashed potatoes, 
season to taste; add two well-beaten 
eggs, then stir in two-thirds of a cup­
ful of finely cut celery, three table- 
spoonfuls of minced onion; mix well, 
dip In egg. roll In crumbs utid fry In 
deep, hot fui. This amount will make 
about fifteen croquettes.

Apple Pudding.—Slice apples to 
partly fill n deep pie plate; cover with 
u rich biscuit dough which may be 
either rolled out. or dropped from the 
spoon. Buko until well done, turn, 
butter well, ndd sugar ami nutmeg, 
and serve hot.

Bean Pet Hash.
—Grin 1 the rem­
nants of the soup 
incut or roust 
rather coarse. Cut 

three medium-sized potatoes In small 
cubes, sculd three onions and chop 
fine. Add the vegetables to the bean 
pot. sal(, |H*pper, gravy and the meat. 
Add one plat of hot stork or holllug 
wuter; cover and hake one and oue- 
half hours. If bouillon cubes are used 
to prepare n broth, lessen the salt, as 
ustiHlIy one small cube will salt a 
pint of liquid.

Vegetable and Broth Soup.—Take 
the broth from a well-r<*okcd tongue; 
add to the broth one xll<'i*d union, two 
sliced potatoes, one each of sliced 
currot and turnip. Kru«on with suit, 
pep|M*r. kitchen bouquet and h few 
spisaifuls af strained tomato. t'jmk 
slowly for an hour, add a ieaspoonful 
of walnut catsup and serve piping 
hot. Ntraln If desired, bat ser/lng 
the soup with the vet:rLdtU*M is far 
more economical.

Apple Salad.- ('hop firm apples, us­
ing three or four, depending on the 
number to be served. Add a small 
bunch of rrlrry  and n tnhlespoonful 
of onion scraped from the cut side of 
a mild onion, a handful of dates fine­
ly minced nnd mix with a good boiled 
dressing thinned with cream. Nerve 
In the curled leaf of head lettuce.

Eggleaa Nugget Cake.—Orcam one- 
hnlf cupful of shortening with two cup­
fuls of light brown sugar. Sift togeth­
er two cupfuls of pastry flour, one-half 
teaspoonfnl each of sodn and salt, one 
tenspoonfu! of baking powder; ndd ona 
cupful of raisins, the same iff nuts; 
mix all together and ndd at the last 
two sqtintofl of chocolate melted over 
hot water. Bake for *1*7 minute*.

Mapla 8suc* tor Pudding, Cskes or 
Waffle*.—nm k three-fourths of a cup­
ful of maple sirup and one teaspoon- 
fui of blitter till It spins a 1 bread} 
pour on two egg w’hites well hen ten 
When cool add half n cupful oi 
'•renin whipped until stiff.

Perpetrated in Chientao Dis­

trict of China.

M f VILUGES DESTROYED
Chirp# Deliberate Intention of Wiping

Out Ail Young Christians—Not 
Punished for Religion, Say

Japs, but for 8anditry and 
Rebellion.

Tokyo.—IX'tulU of alleged umxsu* 
ctch of Koreune by Jupunese troops, 
the burning of Korean village* and the 
destruction of native crops ure given 
In statements received from Cnnudiun 
missionaries In the Chlentuo district 
of L'IjJjm, .supplementing previous re* 
porta on this subject heretofore re* 
reived.

One of flte missionaries, Dr. 8. U. 
Martin of Newfoundland, physician, at* 
Urhed to the Canadian Presbyterian 
mission ut Yongjung, who visited the 
village of Noruhuwle on October 31, 
two days after the Japanese weut 
through that district, states*:

“The facts recorded below apply to 
(be whole district of Knudo or Chlen- 
tan, In the southern part of the prov­
inces of Klrfn, Chfnu. .fapnn, under the 
strongest protest front China, hus sent 
over 15.000 men Into this part of China 
with the seeming Intention of wiping 
oaf of existence. If po«db!e. the whole 
Christian community, especially all 
young men.

Chargaa Wholesala Murdsr.
"Village after vliluge Is daily being 

methodically burned and the young 
men' shot, so that at present we huve 
u ring of villages surrounding (Ids city 
(hat have suffered'from tire or whole* 
•ale murder or both. The fucts below 
are absolutely accurate:

“At daybreak n complete cordon of 
Japanese Infantry surrounded the main 
Christian village of Norulmwte and, 
starting from the top of the vulley, set 
fire to the Immense stacks of un- 
IhresheD millet, barley and straw and 
then ordered the occupants of the 
houses outside. In each case as the 
father or sou stqiped forth he was 
shot on sight, and as he fell on his 
face, perhaps only half dead, great 
ptlea of tmriilng straw were thrown on

“I was shown the blood marks on 
the ground caused by the buyouet 
thrusts Indicted on the men as they 
strove to rise from the Humes, In spite 
of the fact that they hud been shot 
three times at close range. The hod* 
les were soon charred beyond recog- - 
•nltlon. The mothers, wives and even 
llie children were forced spectators 
of fids treatment of ail the grown 
mules of the village. Houses were 
fired and soon the whole coimlry was 
full of smoke, which was plainly visi­
ble from Ibis town. The Japanese 
soldiers then spread out and burned 
the houses 'If Christian believers III 
other villages nil the way down the 
valley to the main road. Then they 
returned home to celebrate the cm- 
jK*ror‘s birthday.

Photographs of Murders.
“A* no approached the nearby, vil­

lages we found only women and chil­
dren and sonm wht.o-lmhvd men. The 
women with young baldes yii their 
h..cks were walking up and down 
walling. I photographed ri/lns of 111 
buildings, among which were old men 
(caring their hair and crying, while 
■mothers and daughters v\Tre recover­
ing bodies or unhurned treasure* from 
the burning ruins. So many women 
were crying and I was so angry ut 
what I had seen that I could not hold 
my camera steady enough to take u 
time exposure,

“We have tinmen and accurate re­
ports of 111! villages where murder and 
fire have been used. One village has 
had as many as 145 inhabitant* killed. 
Houses have been burned with wom­
en and children tn them. At Koiitin- 
fimg If were stood lip in front of a 
Jnrge grave, then shot and their hod-

las destroyed with burning wood and 
oil. This Is typical.”

ltev. W. 11. t'oote, (Jumnliun Pres­
byterian missionary at Youngjung, 
names several villages In which tin* 
homes, schools or churche* of Chris­
tian natives were burned and says 
that In one of them *J5 people were 
shot and the bodies burned. Those 
cases, he declares, are "absolutely 
authentic,” the premises having been 
Inspected by four missionaries and u 
customs otliclnl.

Eighty Shot at Un Tong Ja.
Quoting Koreans as his authority, 

he says that £4 persons were shot 
and seven burned to death in their 
own houses ut Cheng San; that 80 
were shot at Un Tong J j , und thut 
these were all Christian villages.

"The soldiers und coininumiing of* 
fleer who go to these places,” ussert- 
ed Mr. Foote, “as a general thing 
huve no conversation whutever with 
the (ample, hut do their diabolical 
denis and puss on. Kue Sel Tong Is 
tlx* only place where any reason was 
given to the ]>eople for tlie action.

“A Korean accompanied the soldiers 
and told the people that the officer 
said he had evidence that the owner 
of the house had collected money for 
Korean patriotic purposes. If only 
the offenders suffered, even the Kore­
ans would not seriously object; but 
It Is because Hie perfectly Innocent 
und helpless are done to deuth with* 
out even an opportunity to say a 
word In their owu behalf that the In* 
Justlee and luirdsnlp uppeur.”

Describing the action of the Japan­
ese soldiers at Kan Chang, Rev. Mr. 
Foote said ttint the young men of that 
village were “herded In front of a 
Korean house und, without even a 
form of exumlnutioii, shot down, ‘J5 In 
all. Then the bodies were heaped to­
gether In two plies and covered with 
wood and burned. When the fuel was 
being pluced on thepi some of the 
wounded still were able to rise, hut 
were bayoneted to the ground and met 
fhelr fate In the flames.

.Were Hard-Working People.
“I know these people well," Mr. 

Foote continued. “They live In un 
out-oMhe nay glen. The laud was 
not fertile and firewood was scarce. 
They were u quiet, hurd-workltig (am­
ple, who struggled hard to make u liv­
ing. Their church and school, tfielr 
Bible and hymn book*, their Kunduy

worship, and, above all, their Savior, 
were their Joy. They were not pa­
triotic soldiers, ami disapproved of 
the church taking part In politics.”

Miss Emma M. I’alethorpe of On­
tario. a member of the Canadian Pres- 
byterlnn mission ut Yongjung, tells 
in her statement of the execution of 
five men from the village of Suehllgo, 
who, she says, were led by the Jap­
anese soldiers fo tlie top of a hill 
about three miles from Yongjung and 
there . ut to death.

“In the top of the hill," she de­
clares, "there is quite u large hollow 
not visible from the road or village. 
The victims \vet-e made to sit at the 
bottom of this, where they were 
slashed at with swords. It is reported 
by an eye-witness that two swords 
were broken ami then the uwful work 
was finished with bayonets. Then the 
loose earth was pushed down from the 
sides of the hollow to cover the mu- 
tlluied bodies."

In answering Inquiries nt the Jap­
anese war office, Lieutenant Colonel 
Hats told a press correspondent 
thut the number of Jupanese troops 
employed In the Chlentn affair was 
5,000, not 15,000. • Villages hud been 
burned, he said, hut only In cases 
where tlie majority of the inhabitants 
were known to be In leugue with the 
outlaws.

Referring to the charge that an or­
ganized attempt wa* made "to wipe 
out the whole Christian community,” 
Colonel Until said that it was possthtg 
that h m a jo r ity  o f  those who had been 
executed were Christians, but they 
were not punished for their religion 
but for hundltry und rebellion. No 
charge was made against the mission­
aries.

Colonel da ta , while admitting that 
harsh measures had been udopted. said 
had conditions had existed In tlmt dls* 
trlet for a long time owing to the 
unchecked activities of Chinese him* 
illts. Korean outlaws and Russian Hoi- 
shevlkl. He said he was confident 
tlmt the Japanese soldiers hud not 
been guilty of the hurharlty with 
which they had been charged.

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CAPT ALFRED PIPER DEAD

Formerly in Charge of Operations at 
Rolling Mill Mine

Cnpi. Alfred I’lper, who \v»* In 
charge cf underground operations at 
th«* Uniting Mill mine for the* Clem­
ent Quint. interests for some time 
prior to e few months ago, died ear- 
l.v yesterday morning at Morgan 
Heights sanitarium.

general.)

A
ADIPHTHERIA A DOUBLE-EDGE SWORD

There is a threat deal of diphtheria 
throughout the state and all over the 
country also. Negaunee has had a good­
ly number of cases. When any contagion 
is so widespread as this malady is at 
present, there are two objects to be 
sought—to control it in the locality, and 
to take measures against importing 
trouble.

Diphtheria is dangerous. And it is a 
double-edged sword, because it kills in 
two distinct ways. Its poison is fatal if 
enough is produced, and it also chokes 
victims to death by forming "mem­
brane" in the voice box and windpipe. 
The membrane referred to is a thin skin 
of a dirty yellow-gray color which 
forms over the surface infected, be that 
the tonsils, the back wall of the throat, 
down in the voice box, or in the air 
passages further down, or even in the 
nose.

The germ of diphtheria does not enter 
the blood like most other organisms. 
Its poison is formed at the spot apdthen 
is absorbed. It usually attacks nerves, 
and the muscles controlled by the af­
fected nerve show signs of paralysis. 
The palate muscles are most often af­
fected, and is the cause of a peculiar 
condition. When the ex-diphtheria pa­
tient goes to swallow liquids he has to 
hold his nose, else the liquid will be 
squirted out of the nostrils because the 
"valve" action of the back part of the 
palate is gone. The nerves to tlve heart 
are next in order of frequency affected, 
and ay cause sudden death. These se­
quela* are rarely seen nowadays but 
were commom in the pre-antitoxin days.

There are hundreds of thousands of 
persons alive and well today who would* 
he in the ground were it not for the 
discoveries that led up to antitoxin. A

When injected into a patient 
the Masonic rite* will he performed,^ neutralizes the poison, and also helps 
m the grave. I to kill the germs. The latter is done

largely by relieving the defensive pow­
ers of the work of neutralizing toxins, 
so that the ordinary germ-killing forces 
of the body can go after the bacilli.

Perversity is often the name of human 
nature. We all know that there is much 
opposition to the use of antitoxin. Why 
such a state of affairs was created is be­
yond human ken. Twenty and twenty- 
five years ago, when the treatment was 
new, and before it was brought down to 
the point of perfection now attained, 
there were instances where some serious 
results followed. But the number of 
lives lost did not exceed a dozen or so, 
and the troubles that followed *(in the 
non-fatal cases were not serious nor 
fasting, At present the serum is so con­
centrated that there is little of the other 
elements of the blood of the horse in it, 
and in the rare cases where there are 
untoward results, nothing worse than a 
rash and a fever ensues for a period of 
not more than a few days.

It may be needless to state that there 
is diphtheria in town; and the whole 
state is full of it, as well as the whole 
country, thougli it seems that Michigan 
has more than most other states.

The present epidemic is not severe in 
the usual sense of that word. Most of 
the cases are mild, though the "mild­
ness" is usually due to the fact that the 
cases are detected early and are proper­
ly treated. Those who went through 
diphtheria epidemics twenty-five or 
fifty years ago need not be told what a 
destroyer it is. Sometimes a half of the 
cases ended in death, and those who re­
covered usually had serious aftereffects.

Diphtheria may kill by suffocation, 
the membrane formed being located in 
the narrow slit in the voice box, or it 
may kill by the powerful toxins paral­
ysing the nerves to the heart and other 
muscular organs.

An enormous advance has been made 
in the last twenty-five or thirtj years 
in the treatment of infectious diseases, 
an advance that-has been made possible 
by the discoveries in bacteriology, and 
the studies in immunity. Typhoid has 
been conquered by eliminating the cause 
from water am! by vaccirating. Tuber­
culosis has gotten some revere wallops, 
and could be and should be done away 
with. The discovery that malaria and 
yellow fever are carried by mosquitoes 
paved the way for their downfall. And 
diphtheria has lost its terrors. But its 
fangs have not been completely extract­
ed. Why? Because some insist upon 
permitting it to keep some of its fangs.

An interesting fact has lately come to 
light. It has been found that about half 
of the human race is immune to diph­
theria, absolutely so. Were this not the 
ease the human race would probably

have become extfnct long before this 
time. And whether or not one is im­
mune can be quite readily determined 
by a simple test. If immune, that per­
son need never fear; he will never get 
the disease, and need not be given pro­
tecting doses after or during exposure. 
Then it has been found that a certain 
mixture of bacterial products will con­
fer apparently life-long protection. In 
the past thirteen years this has been 
tried out and it was found that those 
immunized thirteen years ago were as 
immune as those'immunized thirteen 
weeks ago. It might be well to state 
here that the protection acquired by 
having had the disease itself is usually 
not over nine months or a year, and may 
be only a few weeks. The immunity 
from injecting small amounts of anti­
toxin is usually not of more than a 
couple of weeks* duration, but it gets 
on the job almost immediately, while 
the mixture above referred to does not 
becoiae effective until some weeks later. 
There has been some difference of opin­
ion among doctors as to the reliability 
of the Shick test, but it seems that it 
has gained rapidly in fawr the last year 
or so. This test is, as said, to le&m if 
the person is susceptible to diphtheria. 
If he is not, that settles the question so 
far as he is concerned. He can forget 
all about diphtheria. JJut trfose shown 
to be non-immune should take the im­
munizing mixture which will render 
them safe for a great many years, if not 
for a lifetime. It is strongly believed 
that could, or would, everybody be thus 
immunized, diphtheria would cease to 
exist.

Summarizing* Ordinary a n t i t o x i n  
cures diphtheria, and small doses of it 
given to exposed persons protects them 
for two or three weeks, the time that 
the ordinary case is dangerous toothers. 
Performing this Shick test tells wheth­
er or not one is immune. If not natur­
ally immune, then taking the new mix­
ture will render one immune, probably 
for life.

Antitoxin is expensive when consid­
ering the bulk of medicine you thus get 
for your money. Some will say it is 
cheaper than funerals, which is true, 
but we do not like to make such com­
parisons. It costs health hoards about 
one-fourth of what the retail price used 
to be. And in this way the burden of 
expense is spread over the whole body 
of taxpayers, and not loaded onto the 
unfortunate ones who are sick.

The disease being contagious, quaran­
tines are needed. Where some members 
of the family carr find lodging places 
outside the family they may he cleaned 
up and released. Mild coses are just as 
liable to spread it as severe ones—more

so, because one mildly sick cannot be 
confined to bed or to a bedroom. They 
are dangerous to others for days aftet 
they are apparently well, because they 
have the germs in their throats and 
noses and so may pass the disease on to 
others. So it is as unreasonable as it is 
dangerous to insist on getting out of 
quarantine just as soon as the patient 
is "lots better".

The devil-inspired notion that anti­
toxin is dangerous stuff and should not 
be given still stalks the face of the 
eafrth. It is bad enough when some one 
forbids its use in his own case or in his 
family, but when that deluded person 
influences others, and induces them to 
refuse its use in cases of diphtheria, 

.then he is as dangerous a citizen as the 
chronic gun carrier with a load of moon­
shine aboard; even more so.

It has not been unusual for a doctor 
to patiently explain and "argufy" for a 
half hour at a time that antitoxin is not 
dangerous, and should be given. Such 
men are getting tired of this procedure 
and in the present state of human know­
ledge consider that the people as a 
whole ought to know the truth by this 
time, and when they come upon a case 
of diphtheria they put it up to the ones 
concerned, — "to take, or not to take" 
antitoxin. The responsibility rests up­
on the parents, or upon the patient; it 
is for them to choose, and take the con­
sequences.

If anyone will take the trouble to run 
down the stories of the danger of the 
serum, they will find that the slender 
thread of truth leads them to about the 
same thing as the rainbow — nothing­
ness. "They say," is usually the begin­
ning, "they" proving to be nobody. The 
writer knows of three deaths in this 
town ascribed to antitoxin. Not one of 
the three had a drop of it. And 95 per 
cent of deaths from diphtheria occur in 
cases where no serum was given.

Another incongruity in this matter is 
that the small "minority" who continue 
to oppose the use of antitoxin have the 
gall to stack up their ignorance against 
the accomplishments and dicta of the 
best trained body of scientists in the 
world- the scientifically educated med­
ical men of this day.

We may add here just what there is 
to fear in the use of the serum. This 
rare event is, at that, insignificant; and 
it does not occur in anyone who has 
never before had serum. In a person 
who has previously had antitoxin, there 
may arise some symptoms that we as­
cribe to its use. A rash, coming on sud­
denly, and itching like fury, perhaps a 
little fever.. A day or so is usually its 
duration. Or m very rare cases there 
may come on suddenly signs of shock- 
one may faint. It can all he avoided by 
the administration of one to five drops 
at first, and if the patient isof that kind 
there will he certain signs inside of a 
few hours that the physician can recog­
nise, and if no such signs appear, then 
it is perfectly safe to give a full dose. 
So, there- as a woman says when she 
has you backed off the board.

WHERE DO SEALS 
GO IN WINTER?

nncient Mystery Remains Un­
solved to This Day, Says 

a Writer.

HERDS ARE NOW SMALLER
Formerly the Annual Kill Was 100,000,

but the Law Now Bars Wholesale 
Slaughter—.Killing Dons

many un owner of n hamlMime sealskin 
rout intiMW Idly over Its history before 
reaching her und the phasea of Its pro­
duction. Hut very few are aware of u 
real mystery attached to the garment 
which Is so important to the smart 
woman's wardrobe—for there Is indeed 
a mystery surrounding the senl and In 
all the years these animals huve been 
put to commercial use and huve been 
under such clow observation no one 
bus ever been aide to discover where 
they go In whiter. No one yet has 
been able to make a record of their ' 
.hiding /dace, accord ing  to (Jus Logic, j 
which gives something of the history 
of the seal.

“In Alaska, the seals begin to appear 
on the islands of £t. Paul and St. 
George about the end of April or the 
first of May," rends the article, “und 
toward the hitter part of August or In 
the first weeks of September, they dlx- \ 
appear as strangely and mysteriously j 
as I hey i’ll me. Thin is one of Nature's , 
sirretn  which she lias kept most sue- j 
ce.sshilly hid from scientists as well 
as the prying eyes of the merely curi­
ous and Inriulsitlve.

Seals Desert Islands. *
“Even In the days, years ago. when 

the seals numbered live millions or 
more, apparently some slgi,..i unknown 
in mtm would he given und the next 
day Hu* fog-wreathed rocks would be 
bare, the seals having deserted the 
Islands. With their slipping off Into 
Bering Sea, all truce of them wa« lost 
until their return the following spring. 
Then sum** morning they would sud­
denly reappear, disporting themselves 
In the water or on the shore.

“W^en (he United States bought 
Alaska from Russia in 1607. outsiders 
without any rights or privileges were 
In the habit of going there to kill as 
umny seal# as possible. In order to 
prevent wlmt might prove the extinc­
tion of (lie willing industry t*»e United 
States government in 1870 stopped this

indiscriminate killing and leased the 
islands of ,st. Paul and St. George to 
the Alaska Commercial company, giv­
ing the company the right to kill 100,- 
000 seals a year for 20 years. The 
Islands were later loused by the gov­
ernment to another commercial com­
pany and tin* killing was cut eo that It 
could not exceed fln.UOO seals a year 
In 1 HIM this figure was still further re­
duced to L'.flno a year, and since that 
time it has Mil-led form 1-*.<nn> io Jl.ooo 
ai»nuall>. In 1M.I the I'nlie.i states 
an-umi-d entire control u t  the sealing 
Industry and it has conducted it Nince 
that time.

“In 1010 about no.tNBi seals were ta­
ken for eotmnereial use. There are now 
approximately 4in»,<hio seuls in Alaska 
and the government has taken utrlct 
measures to prevent this number from 
being depleted. No one not authorized 
by the government Is ullowed on the 
two itfiticlpiil seal islunds except at 
the time of the killing, when the Aleuts 
or natives are permitted to go there to 
attend to the uctual killing of the ani­
mals and the salting of their skins. 
The seals selected are driven slowly In­
shore for a mile or more, every care 
being tuken not to alarm the rest of 
the herd. The process is similar to 
that a t  ambushing u company o f  sol­
dier x. cutting them off completely* from 
the rest of the regiment and disposing 
of them before they are mlsaed from 
the lines.

Clubbed to Death.
“When the natives have arrived at 

the salting houses, near which they 
Imve driven the seals, they kill them 
by dubbing Ihetn on the Imad. After 
skinning them, the skins are heavily 
suited on the fle-h side and put in piles

of six, being arranged In three pairs, 
the fleshy side of etch feklu against 
die fleshy side of anottier skin. Later 
(hey are rolled in packages of four and 
put into ^asks, then shipped to Sun 
Francisco, whence they are reshlpped 
by rail ’o the Eastern fur centers.

“Seals weighing less than alx pounds 
ruuy not he killed, according to law. 
Experts say that the heat skins come 
from those tuanmials between the ages 
of two and four years. For the flrst 
time this year some of the o ld e r seal.* 
—those from six to eight years—are tn 
Im* killed as an experiment. The fur 
of these ‘Wigs,’ as the older ones me 
called, is coarser and not ns long and 
*ofi as that of the ‘pups' or young- 
Mers. It tnkes from two to four skins 
for a coat, depending upon its size and 
-lyle. Though it is not possible to <e* 
im eMict price on the value of a sea*- 
-kin, it is now about -ST'*. Innumerable 
Imitations of sealskins are ►old. the 
lu st known being ‘Hudson seal.’ which 
is dressed and dyed muskiut. Then 
i here are numbers of near-seal vurle- 
lies, which have such names us French, 
Siberian or Baltic seal, etc. All of the 
ncar-.-eui furs are simply dressed and 
dyed ruhhit."
