TowM»p/‘ople,s opportunity to share 
In the Joys of a winner came Monday 
evening. The students had been 
given permission to hove a bonfire, 
followed by a I ft tie Jubilation In the 
assembly room, and representative 
citizens took advantage of the latter 
opportunity to tell the boys "what 
they thought of them."

Hugs, but Guarded, Blaze
The students' spare moments on 

Monday were put into collection of 
packing cases from the stores and 
other light wood that would feed a 
bonfire, and their industry yielded a 
pile that was a dozen feet In diam­
eter and perhaps ten. feet high. This 
pile was formed In Pioneer avenue, 
near the north end of the manual 
training budding, and In granting the 
boys permission for the bonfire, the 
city officials had stipulated that It 
must he under the supervision of the 
fire department.

The Negaunee City Bond had gen­
erously donated its services for the 
evening, and at 7:30 p, m. marched to 
the school, its martial strains help­
ing to attract attendance for the Joy­
ous occasion. A few moments later 
Chief Julius Johnson and a squad of 
firemen arrived on the scene with the 
hose sleigh and took station near the 
hydrant at the corner of Case street 
and Pioneer avenue. A match was 
touched to the pile and in a moment 
or two the flames were roaring sky­
ward and Illuminating that port of 
the city. The size and density of the 
pile mav he Judged by the fact that It 
took fifteen or twenty minutes for 
the fire to burn Itself out, and It fully, 
served its purpose of giving vent to 
the students* joyousness. No harm 
was done and the firemen's services 
were confined to dousing the remain­
ing embers with chemicals.

Soma Pointed Tableaux 
All of the students and most of the 

spectators then repaired to the high 
school auditorium, .where a "two to a 
seat" rule was necessary to accommo­
date the crowd, and even so, many 
had to Ltand.

Though 
quite impromptu, these tableaux ar­
ranged by the upper classmen were 
decidedly pointed Illustrations of 
some of the more amusing Incidents 
of the tournament.

JAIL EtCAPE FRUSTRATED

tavan Inmataa of Branoh Priaon at 
Marquatta Tunnal Undar Calls

An Attempted Jail escape, In which 
seven inmates of the branch prison 
at Marquette figures, wus prevented 
by the warden Saturday night when 
he noted tho absence of three pris­
oners from a ceil block. Investigor 
tion disclosed a tunnel had been cut 
from a celt extending to other cells. 
The trench was eight feet deep. The 
men had tunnoled to the cell base 
wall wh?n discovered. Several of 
the men were found in the excava­
tion. More than two truck loads of 
sand hud bH*n tuken from the tunnel 
and secreted In two of the cells.

Plow. Just what constituted the 
partnership arrangement is not clear, 
but it Is understood to have been 
Muttilu's money that financed the en­
terprise, anti belief that Tunhefmaa 
was getting "tin* long end” despite 
his Iwser Investment nf money and 
effort is thought to have brought 
about n quarrel in the shop Tuesday 
evening which‘amounted to a forcible 
dissolution of partnership. "Moon­
shine” also, no doubt, hud a part in 
the final tragedy.

The men quarreled in the shop 
Tuesday evening over their affairs, 
and despite the fact that Tuohelmaa 
was a light weight, he was able to 
blacken the 200-pound Mattlla's ey^s 
to an extent that necessitates! a visit 
by the victim to Dr. Robbins' hospi­
tal. Mattila evidently brooded over 
the encounter and made no secret of 
his quest for vengence when he set 
out Wednesday morning. Witnesses 
claim that Mattlla had the appear­
ance of having been drinking, when 
he entered Telkkar’s billiard hall 
about 10:30 a. m. and discovered Tuo- 
heJnina toward the rear of the room. 
Seizing n billiard cue from tho rack, 
Mattlla, endeavored to hit Tuohelmaa, 
but the latter was too nimble and for 
a few moments kept out of harm's 
way by circling the table.

Mattlla was closing In upon Tuo­
helmaa, however, when the latter 
drew a 32 caliber revolver and fired 
one shot, which enters) Muttilu’s 
head near the right eye. The victim 
sank to the floor unconscious, John 
Tcikkar, who was in churgu of the 
place, ran out on the street and see­
ing Murrhiil Wasmuth down at the 
First National Rank comer summon­
ed him. The officer found Tuohcimnu 
just inside the doorwuy at Teikkar's 
and without difficulty Induced the 
man to tmrrender the weupon, which 
he was still holding, Wasmuth Imme­
diately taking the prisoner to the 
city lock up.

Meantime Drs. Robbins utjd Burke 
had been summoned, and though 
their judgment was thot the wound 
was fatal, they had the mmi removed 
to the hospitul. He did not regain 
consciousness prior to passing away 
practically on the stroke of imsmi. A 
postmortem was held later In the day, 
and the bullet removed from the vic­
tim’s brain. A Jury, composed of W. 
H. Jones, Jufet Rytkonen, Thomas 
Poscoe, Frank DuKhuno, Nels B. 
Petersen and John Helchel, was lm- 
pnnmded upon order of Coroner Prin. 
and on Inquest will be held Haturduy 
In Justice Jones' court romn. Prose­
cuting Attorney M. J, Kennedy will be 
present and it Is probable that he 
will arrange for the prisoner’s pre­
liminary examination at the same 
time.

IN BEHALF OF DISABLED MEN
Bentley Poet at Cincinnati Regarded 

ae Model for Systematic 
Program for Work.

Hubert K. Heutley Host of the Amer­
ican Legion at Cincinnati, O., has at­
tracted national uttenthm because of 
its activities In behulf of sick and dis­
abled veterans of the World war. Its 
systematic program for work Is regard­
ed by Legion oiheluls as u model to 
posts.

The work has been assigned to four 
committees; for hospiuillzutlon ami 
compensation, hospltul entertainment, 
sick members and employment.

The hospitalization and compensa­
tion committee takes care of nil cases 
in which ex-service men seek to obtain 
their rights from the government. Its 
duties ure to direct the applicant to 
the proper federal authorities und to 
follow up the case. The Ited Cross has 
aided the post committee hy stutbmlng 
u worker at the club rooms at ull times 
to handle emergency cases.

Visits to each Cincinnati hospltul 
where veterans are lodged are nindc 
at least twice a month by the hospital 
entertainment committee, which notes 
the general condition of the hospitals 
and provides entertainments for the 
.patients.

The sick committee visits nil ex-serv­
ice men In their homes iih soon tin the 
cases arc brought to the uttentlon of 
the post members.

A free employment bureau for all 
veterans is operated at post headquar­
ters hy the employment committee.

The Women's Auxiliary of the post 
has assumed a large share of the work. 
This organization has u general chair­
man of hospital work with a sub-chulr- 
nmn for each hospital.

At the General hospital a complete 
dinner is set once a month. Cigarettes, 
candy, fruit and cakes are provided 
weekly at all hospitals, ns are maga­
zines und books. At Kockhlll the men 
were supplied with piano and vlctrolu, 
a motion picture projector, knitting 
machines, pajnmus, sweaters, cups, 
seeks and other comforts. The Auxil­
iary women huve made sheets, pillows 
and bed sacks for the patients. Each 
man Is Interviewed at each visit and 
personal favors ure executed whenever 
possible.

For the benefit of those men who are 
vocationally handicapped the Auxiliary 
conducts n shop In the post club rooms 
where disabled men ure employed In 
the manufacture of wicker, bead nnd 
mat work. The articles ure marketed 
by the women and the proceeds are 
turned over to the veterans.

All caskets of ex-service men pirns- 
log through Cincinnati lmvej>een deco­
rated by the Legion women. Futullles 
of Cincinnati men who died in the serv­
ice are visited und sympathy extended.

Tourist Visit

Picturesque Portuguese Capital 
Contains Much of Interest 

to Sightseer.

CITY OF QUEER CONTRASTS
Modern Town Is Crowded With Ani­

mated Groups While Old City le a 
Quiet Retreat—Garden of Eu­

rope Bet Beeide the 8ea.

London.—If, some evening, writes a 
correspondent of the Times from Us* 
bou, you should leave Madrid—that 
luxurious but metonclioly city, perched 
high above a wintry landscbpe of 
which the hard, bleak outlines are 
softened by a mint—and If you should 
take the little short-winded trutn that 
Jolts cheerfully, If puntlngly, all the 
way to Lisbon three times a week, 
you will wake up Die next morning in 
an euchnnted lund.

You will see u clear, pale blue sky 
and a fresh, Joyous morning light 
touching forests of cork trees with sil­
ver; flocks of red brown gouts frisk­
ing In and out among Die bright red of 
the stripped tree trunks; a torrent 
gleaming among white rocks; gully 
puluted houses covered with flowering 
rose hrlurs and surrounded by clumps 
of slcuded palms, ami brilliant green 
orange trees laden with silver gilt fruit 
thut twinkle like sturs. Thus, with all 
the peuceful splendor of u Virginia 
landscape, there pusses before your 
eyes forinosa Lusitania, "Jurdln da 
Kuropa n belrn mar pbiutado,” ns Die 
Portuguese poet Ulbelro culled It— 
garden of Europe set beside the sea.

At every little station, iis you draw 
near tho capital, the first-class coaches 
—there are no thirds—are Invaded by 
peasants wearing short Jackets and 
woolen caps that hang down onto 
their shoulders, and women with ivory 
fuecii framed in bright colored hand­
kerchiefs, all carrying baskets of fruit, 
cheese or cnekllug fowls, and girt 
round with strings of partridges or 
woodcock. They swarm into Dm cor­
ridors and onto Die foothourds with 
a friendly lack of ceremony; questions 
are linked and Jokes exchanged In the 
soft, somewhat heavy Portuguese Inn- 
gtiuge, which bus lost the rough quali­
ties of Hputilsh, and loud, unrestrulned 
laughter Alls the ntr. It is u pic­
turesque, Intimate sort of scene, which 
has Dm advantage of lusting too short 
a time to pall,

Lltbon Worth Delay.
If you are on your wuy to the Portu­

guese Riviera, Lisbon Is well worth a 
few days' delay. Except thut Dm beds 
are a trifle hard ami thut tlm heating, 
owing to tlm coul shortage, leaves 
something to tie desired—hut this dues 
pot matter much, for Dm sun shines 
neurly every duy—there are some 
quite good hotels, They are well run, 
and even the visitor who is merely 
passing through Is treated as a friend.

First, there Is Dm modern town, 
which lies In the pluln at Dm foot of 
the seven hills. It begins on Dm edge 
of the country with tin* superb Avenue 
do la Llberdad, with Its eight rows of 
plum* trees urn) palms. Tills thorough­
fare extends majestically for half a 
mile, Imlween villus urn! flint} new 
houses, right Into Die heart of the city, 
the Korlo, a wide square overlooked by 
the hill upon which the rusty red cita­
del stands.

A dense crowd, differing from north­
ern crowds In Dial It Is composed al­
most entirely of mol), passes up and 
down the foul pa lbs and on Die streets; 
there a-e few carriages or motorcars, 
lint plci ly of iniiiM'iii'M, which arc more 
iitmici'o is and hctlcr run Ifuui In any 
other European capital. Men form 
groups In the streets and carry on live­
ly discussions—politics mainly. A

striking feature of the crowd is the 
bright animation which shows In the 
brown faces and the natural eloquence 
of the gestures. All around are hordes 
of noisy street urchins selling newspa­
pers und national lottery tickets—mis­
chievous looking boys with black gimlet 
eyes and merry und impudent laugh­
ter.
t Women With Fish and Fruit
* Women come up from the harbor car- 
rylng, balanced upon their funny little 
black hats—rather like battered “top­
pers"—large round baskets filled with 
fish or golden fruit; oranges, pome­
granates and mandarins. Their heads 
are bound In bright colored handker­
chiefs, and us they push through the 
masculine crowd they look like flowers 
bursting Into bloom In a mown Held.

Lisbon has man}* other pictures to 
offer. There are the old pnrts of the 
city, which are reached by picturesque 
flights of steps littered with brown- 
faced children at play and baskets of 
cukes and flowers tended by women 
from distant lands. Here you will And 
narrow crowded streets not unlike cer­
tain streets Jn Naples, lined with tall 
houses strung with garlunds of gnyly 
colored washing.

And there are deserted squares 
where, through the half open gateways 
of the houses, you may catch glimpses 
of mysterious gardens that turn your 
thoughts to the Arohlun Nights. Fur­
ther still you come upon some old Por­
tuguese pulnces, with outlandish red 
fronts and big thickly barred windows, 
which look as though they could tell 
many a strange story of love and 
death

On ihe'very top of the hills lie Lis- 
lion’s flue parks. Sno Pedro d'Alnut- 
tarn and the BotnnJru) Onrrien*. with 
their avenues of enormous palms and 
their woods where northern oaks and 
huge troplcul cactuses grow side by 
shl»*. There are wonderfully bright 
emerald luwns und pink amende* of 
hnugnlnvllcu mirrored In motionless 
pools of water, and high warm ter­
races looking out over vast stretches 
of reddish roofs descending In tiers 
down to the sea.

Rut Die best part of nil, perhaps. Is 
the port, one of the oldest in Die 
world. As your gluuce sweeps over 
the Innumerable docks and Die miles 
of quays you receive the Impression of

revealsT ubTrculosis cure
Treatment Heala and Immunizes Pa­

tient, French Doctor Reports 
to Academy.

Paris.—Professor D’Arsonval, mem­
ber of the Institute of the Academy of 
Medicine, has presented a report to 
Du* French Academy of Sciences on 
the curative treatment of tuberculosis 
hy a new method discovered by the 
Swiss bucterlologist, Henry Spuhllu- 
ger.

The treatment tukes the form of In­
jections of antitoxins und ferments, 
which are modified according to the 
condition of the patient. It ulms first 
at eradicating the acute symptoms, 
then Immunizing the patient, complet­
ing the cure and preventing a relapse.

SERVE SOME SOUP.

Even spoonfuls of leftovers of vest*- 
aides, steak bones, hrnfli from corned 

b e e f  or  f r om 
tongue, a cupful 
of gravy or less, 
c e I e r y I o n vcm, 
parsley — these 
hist may be dried 
and kept ill bot­
tles—in fact any­
th  1 tt g I h a t Is 

•nod, no matter how small the quan­
tity. may he utilized in a soup. The 
trimmings sent from roasts, tin1 hones 
)f fowls ns well as the feet may he 
•iwed. The* soup course planned and 
prepared from such combinations as 
above mentioned may he served at a 
very low cost. An oeeusiotml day of 
2ivum soup may be served to add va­
riety.

Clam Chowder.—Pour two cupfuls 
of water over one quart of solid clams; 
rinse mid remove bits of shell, if pres­
ent. Struln the water and clam juice 
through a doulile cheese cloth. Re­
move the hard portion from euch dam 
and chop flue. Cut one slice of salt 
pork into small cubes and cook until 
well browned with cne onion sliced 
thin; when the onion is yellowed, add 
the water and clam Juice and simmer 
ten minutes. Purboil one pint of 
sliced potatoes, drain, rinse In cold 
water and drain again; pour the wa­
ter from Die onions and pork over Die 
potatoes; add more water, If neces­
sary; also the chipped clams, and let 
cook until the potatoes are tender' add 
Die soft part of Die clams and cook 
three minutes. Make a sauce of one* 
third of a cupful of butter, one-third 
of a cupful of Hour, one tonspnonfut 
of salt, one-half tcuspnonful of pep­
per. three cupfuls of milk; cook until 
smooDi and thick, then add one cupful 
of hot cream; combine the two mix­
tures and serve at once.

Cream of Salsify Soup.—Scrub six 
good roots of salsify, cut off tops and 
let stand in cold water until ready to 
cook. Cook In boiling water until ten­
der, press through a tine sieve. Put 
tho pulp with a sliced onion and two 
sprigs of parsley into n double boiler. 
Add a pint of milk and let stand on 
the fire until needed. Melt one-third 
of a cupful of sweet fat, add one-half 
cupful of flour and cook until smooth. 
Add one reaspoonful of snlt. one-half 
tenspnonful of paprika and one quart 
of bubbling hot milk. Then add the 
salsify and milk and press all through 
n flue sieve. Reheat and add two well- 
beaten eggs mixed with a cupful of 
cream. Serve hot. The yolks may he 
cooked In the soup and the whites 
beaten stiff and placed on top of the 
hot soup ns a garnish.

soiled dressing long 
enough to penetrate thd 
vegetables before it Is tfl 
be served,

P o t a t o  Salad. — Cut
cold boiled potatoes Into halMnch 
cubes to make a ‘quart. Chop fine in 
u womh'ti bowl one small, peeled onion, 
one Inblespoonful of pleaHlt, one (u< 
blesjKKUifiil of capers, six brunches ol 
parsley, ejglit olives and half of a 
green sweet pepjH*r. Add six tnble* 
spoonfuls of olive oil, Diree tablespoon* 
fills of vinegar, one leaspooitful ol 
salt; mix well and pour over the po­
tato; let stand In u cool place for 
two or Dirco bourn la»fore serving. 
When ready to serve sprinkle with 
minced parsley and serve garnished 
wllli heart ienves of lettuce with rad­
ishes cut to resemble tulips.

Frlkidiltir Danlah. — Take one- 
eighth of a pound of suet, three, 
fourths of a pound of round steak, 
one small oplon; put tbrougb a meat 
chopped twice, udd salt and peppei 
to taste. Mix one Diblespoonfiil o| 
flour with a cupful of rkli milk ami 
mix all together. Huvc a Imt skillet 
well greased. Dip u spoon Into hut 
fat and shape Die meat Into ohlonu 
cakes; fry n nice brown and Nerve 
with vegetables.

Pork Cake.—Take mu* cupful each 
of chopped fat salt pork und bolllnu 
water. Cook together for three lioiirt 
on Die hack of Die stove two ciipruh 
of chopped Ifoine-drled apples, i.nd out 
cupful of molasses wHh one leaspoon- 
fill of cinnamon, one-half t •iispootifu1 
each of cloves mid nutmeg. Add flout 
to make of Die desired thickness; mix 
all together with one teaspoonfnl ol 
soda and two tenspoonfuls of cream ol 
tartar. Add otie-linlf eupful of raison* 
at the last. Bake In a loaf for at least 
one hour In a moderate oven. Till* 
cake will keep, improving In flavoi 
when a month old.

behalf of Marquette, came In for 
some well merited jibes.

But the really large earthquake# are 
in the portions of the earth such as 
Japan, the East Indies, Alaska and the 
Pacific occult lloor, where the moun­
tains ure new geologically and where 
the rocks are moving. Yolcunlc regions 
lire often Identical with earthquake 
regions, but great earthquakes show 
no Immediate coniteetlsu with voles-
IIOCS.

Road Builders to Ask Aid of Congress

C ONGRESS will be urged, uccorrllng 
to the program formuluted by tbe 

American Itoad Builders' association 
at its nation-wide good roads congress 
und national good roads show, held in 
Chicago lust month, to extend for five 
years the federal road building pro­
gram, which, by law, terminates with 
the close of the government's present 
fiscal year. Congress will be urged to 
provide funds ut the rate of at least 
$100.000,(XXI for each of the five years 
beginning July 1, 1fi21.

Tbe association, which includes in 
its membership highway official* of 
the Uuited States and (.'anuda, to­
gether with highway engineers nnd 
contractors and manufacturers of road 
building machinery, will ask Presi­
dent Hurding to recommend to con­
gress a broad program of federal aid 
in highway construction.

The appropriations for highway 
work already made by states arid mu-, 
nicipalltles,. totaling more than $1,000,- 
000,000, according to the most reliable 
reports, presage, It is believed, ttn- 
precedented roadhulldlng in 1021. Tin- 
sum of $271.000,OfX) voted In bond Is­
sues or appropriated by eight states 
recently udded to bond Issues passed 
by eight other states since 1018, makes

P ItOGHKKK lias been mude In the

The 
commission <x>nslst« of the seereturlcs 
of war, interior und agriculture, two 
members of the senate and two of the 
bouse. It is authorized to purchase 
lands that may be acquired under the 
Week's act, ulthough Its choice is re­
stricted to such lands, determined hy 
tbe geological survey, as will be In­
fluential in promoting (lie nnvlgnldllty 
of streams by protecting tliejr In-ad- 
waters, Tills Inis practically limited 
purchases to rough lands in mountain­
ous areas.

The commission so far 1ms confined 
its work chiefly lo ihc eastern stales, 
following the Appalachian mountains 
from New Hampshire and Vermont

down Into Gcorgiu and the Carolines 
Tiie commission has purchased, or la 
ubout to acquire. 1,7181,788 acres of 
spruce and hardwood forest Id the 
eastern states out of u total of more 
Ilian fiO.oiMMMM) acres of tills class of 
timber land upon which vurloija Indus 
tries Imve been dependent for tlielr 
source «f supply. The hill creating 
ihe commission appropriated $10,(XX). 
tMK) for the work, covering a period 
of several years.

Twenty-one purchase areas have 
been located so fur under direction of 
(lie commission in the hardwood and 
spruce regions of the Appalachian and 
White mountains, having a total area 
of 7.(XX),(MX) acre* and including some 
Inferior farming lund. Previous to the 
establishment of tln-se eastern dis­
tric ts  Hie entire national forest sys­
tem, with tlit* exception of small and 
relatively unimportant ureas in Mh-hl 
gan and Florida, had been located 
west of the MissItKippi river. The to 
tab however, contains only about one 
fifth of I Ik* timber supply of the conn 
try, The laud has been purchased u 
an average price of $f».2| an acre. The 
government has adopted a conser\a 
live program In cutting (lie timber 
less being hold thun the estimated an 
nuul replacement.
