Engaged in Grocery Business Over 

T h irty  Years

John Erickson, who had success* 
fully conducted a grocery business In 
NegAunee for upward of thirty yearn, 
died Monday afternoon at the family 
home in Case street. Mr. Erickson, 
who wan 72 years of tice , had not 
been In very good health for some 
time, but his final illness was of 
comparatively short duration. Parar 
lysis and apoplexy of the brain were 
the causes of his demise.

Mr. Erickson was bom October 5, 
in Vermland, Sweden. At the age of 
30 he was married to Miss Sophia 
Peterson and a year later they came 
to the United States, locating first In 
the Lower Peninsula at Chase, near 
Cadillac, Mich. In 1882 they came 
to Marquette county, spending a 
couple of years in Negaunee prior to 
taking up a homestead near Ontona* 
gon. In 1889 they returned to Ne­
gaunee, where Mr. Erickson, In com­
pany with a brother-in-law, Nels 
Peterson, engaged In the grocery 
business. The firm name was Peter­
son & Erickson and they occupied 
the old "Red Front" store in West 
Iron street. About four years later 
Mr. Erickson purchased his partner's 
interest and continued the business 
at that stand for six or seven years, 
tlten purchasing a lot In Case street, 
where he erected the business build­
ing that he has since occupied, the 
family having apartments on the 
second floor.

Besides the widow five chil­
dren an t four grandchildren survive. 
The children are Mrs. T. A. Thoren, 
Misses Ester and Hilma Erickson and 
Messrs. Albert and Rudolph Erick­
son. Miss Esther Erickson and Ru­
dolph have assisted their father in 
conducting the business in latter 
years, and Miss Hilma Erickson is a 
teacher of music. Albert Erickson 
has been located in Kenosha, Wis„ 
for the post few years, and serious 
illness prevented his attending the 
funeral. Deceased has n sister re­
siding in Sweden.

Mr. Erickson was a man who had 
high ideals, nnd he consistently 
lived up to them. He was conserva­
tive In both business and private 
life, hut his support could always he 
relied upon for anything calculated 
to advance the interests of the com­
munity. He had been a faithful 
member of the Swedish Lutheran 
Church for a great many years and 
had been treasurer of the congrega­
tion for nearly two decades, and un­
doubtedly would have continued in 
that post Indefinitely but for consid­
erations of ill health which prompted 
him to relinquish It comparatively re­
cently.

The funeral services were con­
ducted at the home at 2:30 o'clock 
yesterday afternoon. The Rev. Mr. 
Hultmau, of Ishpeming, officiated 
and the remains were borne to 
their last resting place In the Ne- 
gaunoc cemetery by Messrs Charles 
S. Thoren. John Olson, Henry Hend­
rickson, A. O. SJoholm, Axel Larson 
and Dr. C. J. Larson.

Some Radical Changes Have Been 

M a d e -O n e  Buck Law

Some radical changes have been 
made in the present game laws. The 
three greatest changes are the enact­
ment of a one-buck law, the passage 
of a law placing a bag limit on rab­
bits and forbidding the sale of rab­
bits, and the opening of the season 
on partridge or ruffled grouse from 
October 15 to November 20, which 
'.Include* a 10 day open season on 
these 7nme birds during the open 
season for deer.

The open season for nM game 
birds and game for the ensuing two 
years will he as follows: Wood­
chuck, unlawful to kill: ducks geese, 
brant, September 16 to December 31; 
coots and gulllnules, September 16 'to 
December 16; black breasted and 
golden plover and yellow legs, Sep­
tember l to December 16; rails, Sep­
tember 1 to November 30; Wilson1 or 
jack snipe, September 16 to Decem­
ber 31. Fox squirrels, October 15 to 
October 31; rabbits, October 15 to De­
cember 31: ruffled grouse, commonly 

called partridge, * October 15 to No­
vember 20: deer) November 10 to No­
vember 30.

The -Why’’ of T ue t

Tbe following, from tbe current 
number of tbe Michigan State Troop­
er le worthy of the consideration of 
everyone who is loollned to growl 
about tbe else of ble annual tax bill:

In tbe complicated meobaolim of 
our modern civilisation, webavecomo 
to somewhat lose sight of what the 
taxes we pey really amount to. This 
le because we pay taxes In money now 
iustead of lo labor or in produce as 
was the custom In olden times.

When King Solomon set out to build 
a temple, be ordered levies made of 
tbe men of ble kingdom and each uiao 
drafted served a certain time in tbe act­
ual workof building. Tbat was direct 
taxation in Rs most direct form. 
Nowadays when we approve a new

fiubllc building, we do not make a 
evy such as tbe King of Israel did 

but we aooompllsb tbe same end In a 
different way by taking to money from 
eacb tax paver a sum wblcb accouots 
for a certain porportion of bis time.

Likewise, In tbe last century it was 
not uncommon for tbs freeholders to 
asMmbis to build a  highway, each 
bringing his wagon, bis horses and 
his tools. Now ws levy a highway tux 
and eacb one pays io money tbe equiv­
alent of n certain amount of work.

Virtually, eacb of us gives a definite 
proportion of his time to working for 
the community, the county, the atuie 
aod the nation. JJutwebeveorgaolzed 
our civilisation so that this payment 
is made In money wbiob represent* tbe 
time.

When taxes ere high. It means that 
we have agreed, through our represen­
tatives io government, to eet aside a 
greater proportion of our time to our 
joint olvlo purposes. Sometimes, by 
bond tssuess, we spread tbat expendi­
ture of time and labor over a period 
of years and apportion a part of it to 
tbs nsxt generation.
' We oao always reduce our taxes by 

limiting tbe proportion of eur time,— 
or tbe mooey equivalent of our time,— 
wblcb we eball give to tbe common 
service. But, In order to set such a 
limit, we muet diminish our demands 
for beoslits from govsrnueotai acii v ity, 
Everything wblcb we ask that our 
government give to ue in service,— 
whether It be in better highways, 
education, protection for life and pro­
perty, relief work for the unfortunate, 
courts of justice, draioage, or whatever 
else we secure through joint govern­
mental means,—we must pay for by 
giving up the money equivalent of such 
a proportional part of our time *nd

Taxes are high because we u»k a 
great deal from our government— 
which means all of us joined together 
for community purposes-and they can 
only bo lower when we uro willing to 
gel ulong with lens.

“Spring (lies, those tbat hibernate 
and come out early are the ones to get 
after from tbe atari,” It continues, In 
urging action on the part of house­
wives especially to rid tbe homes of 
early callers.

being spread and tbe only safe way to 
check It Is to kill them right from tbe 
start.

The death rate lest year was low lo 
this city and all people are asked to 
co-operate lo keeping it down tbie 
year.

"Dead ysar" is the byword of local 
physicians In commenting on tbe 
number of cases of disease either 
light or serious nature to which they 
have been summoned.

Patronizing Home Industries

It seems to the Iron Herald that it 
would be a benefit to the community 
at large if tbe policy of patronising 
borne industries were more generally 
adhered to. Making allowance for all 
reasonable exceptions to tbe rule, It 
does not appear tbat home Industries 
as a class receive tbe patronage and 
encouragement to wblcb they are en­
titled. Men invest tbelr capital, 
brains and time in establishing cer­
tain Hoes of business "Which will not 
only return themselves a ptyflt, but 
will be a benefit to tbe entire com­
munity, and these very enterprises 
falter aod fail simply on account of 
lack of patronage. We all reoog- 
cue the fact that tbe more home In­
dustries a town bas tbe better. Home 
industries are an asset, and a pro­
gressive community Is constantly 
seeking new ones, but these home In­
dustries and looal enterprises can not 
succeed unless they have yhe hearty 
support of the public. If a town has 
a bakery and sends out of town for 
its bread, if a town baa an Ice cream 
factory and ships in Ite Ice cream, if 
a town has a flour mill and buys its 
flour from neighboring towns, tf a 
town has any other kind of Indus­
try and does not patronize It, bow 
can it expect that such au Industry Is 
golog to grow and expand? Obvious- 
y, It l* Impossible and In the Grippi­
ng of the one enterprise all others 

suffer. Tbe community is an organ- 
im and, if one local industry falls by 

reason of lack of support, every other 
nduetry will inevitably sustain a 
oss.

Now Is the Time

Even If grim winter with Its cold 
north wind, has just departed from us, 
and our cltitena are beginning to think 
about cutting out tbelr numerous 
daily tripe to tbe furnace, aod of 
actually snubbing the coal bln alto- 
gather, and betides all this are com­

They can 
be done with muob lees trouble and 
expense now than if left to go until fall, 
aod It means a wonderful saving of 
fuel next fell aod winter. These re­
pair* will take up but a email amount 
of time, but you must heat up all tbe 
time wbeo winter comes, so if you are 
losing beat, through not making these 
repairs, you are losing it every hour 
of tbe twenty-four.

Without witblng to bo a prophet of 
gloom, it can be said -bat next winter 
le already on tbe way. A report on 
this subject of repairs, just to band 
from tbe United States agricultural 
department at Washington, D. C., 
says tbat a tightening of tbe doors 
and windows and attending to such re­
pairs around a bouse means a saving 
of fifteen to twenty per cent tn tbe ra­
diation rebulred to beat tbe building. 
Tbls is such n very considerable sav­
ing tbat It le our only excuse for talk­
ing about auch ao uninteresting sub­
ject as cold weather, tightening up 
tbe windows, doore aod euch like 
thioga, at tbls season of tbe year, 
when tbe sun is shining nod everyone 
Is thinking about planting tbe garden. 
And don’t forget tbe garden. This le 
another year, when every one wbo 
can possibly do so should plant a gar­
den, and plant potatoes, lots of them.

Negaunee forty Years 3 go
ITEM8 REPRODUCED FROM

The Negaunee Iron Herald.!
Vol. VIII. Negaunee (L. •.), Mich. May 12, 1881. No. 29. j

Prof. Varnum B Cochran, for the 
past four or five years superintendent 
of tbe Neganoee schools, baa been ap­
pointed by Gov. Jerome to the posi­
tion of state superintendent of public 
instruction, vice Cornelius A. Gower, 
who reslgoed to accept the superto- 
teudeooy of the State Reform School 
at Lansing. While tbe people of this 
olty are gratified at tbe distinguished 
promotion of a fellow citiaeo, there is 
nevertheless a feeling that we are 
suffering ao irreparable lost lo bis 
being called from tbe direct manage­
ment of our local educational system, 
which has become thoroughly effi­
cient and tbe real pride of every dll* 
sen of tbe place. j

Mr. Cochran was boro Dec 6, 1845, 
at Argentine, Genesee County, this 
state, prepared for college at the Fen 
too aod Ann Arbor bigb schools and 
entered tbe University of Michigan 
in tbe fall of 1806, prior to wblcb, 
however, he bad taught two or three 
terms Id district schools. He wes 
county superintendent cf schools of 
Marquette county in 1870-1, and for 
four years superintendent of the city 
schools at Marquette. For k time be 
was engaged in the drug business, 
but iooo tiring of this, again gave 
bis attention to educational matters, 
identifying bimssif with institute 
work in tbe Upper Peninsula, in 
which bis abilities as an educator 
were prominently brought before tho 
people, tbe methods advanced by blm 
being complimented In circles of 
learning as alike practical and valu­
able. As superintendent of schools in 
this city be bas been able to barmo- 
oise all conflicting Interests with a 
clear comprehension essential to rapid 
and substantial progress in the school 
room, and which we may say bas beeo 
here attained in a very remarkable 
degree. In bis new and larger duties 
he will be attended with the stocere 
wishes of all for a pleasant aod suc­
cessful future.
