ORDER OF ELKS CONDUCTS PAT­
RIOTIC EXERCISES

Impressive Ritualistic Ceremonies 
at Local Lodge Hall Tues­

day Evening

Though the observance could hard­
ly be characterized ns general, Ne­
gaunee gave due heed to Flag Day 
last Tuesday, Old Glory floated from 
all public and many private build­
ings, and while the approach of 
commencement did not permit the 
school folk to mnke their program 
ax extensive os those which mark 
many of our national annivers&rary 
or other red-letter dates, the signifi­
cance of the emblem was neverthe­
less fully Impressed. *

The only formal public observance 
was that by Nwaunee lodge, B. P. 0. 
R. Observance of Flag Day is ob­
ligatory in this order, os part of its 
patriotic aims, but the Negaunee 
Elks entered into the spirit as well 
as the letter of the requirements, 
and Invited the public to share in 
the patriotic program presented at 
Elks’ hall lost Tuesday evening. 
Though the announcement was plain 
enough, people in general failed to 
comprehend that the exercises were 
not for the Elks alone, and while 
the attendance was creditable, there 
might well have been still larger 
public i(‘presentation.

The beautiful ritualistic ceremony 
of the Elks’ order for Flag Day. in­
cluding the emblematic floral Liber­
ty Bell, assembled from portions 
brought from the various official 
stations in the lodge, as part of the 
altar service, and concluding with 
the sounding of the mystic ’’eleven 
bells," was fully carried out and 
was most impressive. The national 
colors were much in evidence about 
the hall and each Elk wore a mini­
ature flag. The Introductory exer­
cises were conducted by Exalted 
Ruler H. W. Trembath, the "History 
of the Flag" was given by Brother 
Edward Laughlln, and the "Elks’ 
Tribute to the Flag" was by Brother 
T, W. Byrns. The patriotic address 
was by Brother T. A. Thoren, who 
spoke of the distinctively American 
ideals of the Elks, and who in the 
course of his reference to Flog Day 
mode a plea for even more general 
homage to the national emblem—not 
mere outward indication of rever­
ence, but from the innermost part 
of one’e heart. The speaker was 
convinced that thoughtlessness was 
the explanation for almost every in­
stance of lack of reverence to the 
flag, particularly in those cases 
where civilians failed to salute the 
colors when they were carried in a 
procession. Nevertheless the educa­
tional campaign should be carried 
on until there was no danger of any 
citizen forgetting his full duty.

Other numbers on the program 
w'ere: "Star Spangled Banner," or­
chestra; "Columbia, the Gem of the 
Ocean," Bro. Eugene Houle; "Auld 
Lang Byne," by the Lodge; baritone 
solo, "America, the Beautiful," Bro. 
J. H. Carroll; rocltatlonl "The Flog 
Goes By," Raymond Richards; "Am­
erica" by lodge and audience.

Prior to the hour for the exer­
cises. the Elks had an automobile 
parade, the cars being attractively 
decoratea with flags, and the Negau­
nee City Band accompanying the 
party.

Thayer, Kan., Is Out of the Jack-Oaks

TIIAYER, KAN.—The woman gov­
ernment ot this town, swept Into 

power nt the recent municipal elec­
tion, promises Thayer a “businesslike, 
forward-looking administration," but la 
not announcing any flamboyant prom­
ises of reform. The entire women’* 
ticket—mayor, police judge and five 
councllwomen—was elected by a four- 
to-one vote over the men's ticket. This 
Is the only town In the state which 
can boast b woman mayor.

“We have no campaign pledges to 
fulfill; we made no pledges, for we 
were drafted for the nominations," as­
serted Mrs. A. H. Forrest, the new 
mayor. “However, we intend to serve 
with oil our hearts and trust that 
we will produce results, rather than

promises. Tills town, like many small 
towns—our population was only 028 
in the hist census—was suffering from 
ennui. The women of the town through 
the women’s clubs have been trying to 
do things for the town, and have suc­
ceeded to some extent. However, I 
believe we will be In position to do 
much more now that we have an en­
tire corps of city officials In entire 
sympathy with these efforts.

“Neither myself nor any of my as­
sociates was consulted In regard to the 
nomination. It was conferred on us 
by those who stand for a progressive 
policy, and they manufactured the slo­
gan of the campaign: 'Get Thayer out 
of the Jack-oaks stage,' and 'Vote for 
the women; It means a clean town.'

"We shall try to give the dty a 
businesslike, forward-looking adminis­
tration. Just what our program wilt 
be I cannot say until we have met and 
formulated one."

Heretofore the "city fathers" have 
been for the most part aged men. The 
men's ticket In the recent campaign 
was dubbed “the j&ck-oaka ticket," due 
to the fact that all of the candidates 
were men past sixty-five years.

pital treatment to 10,000 wounded vet­
erans now In poorhouses, asylums, In­
sufficiently equipped hospitals or In 
no Institution at ati, aa well as pay­
ment for disability to thousands of 
veterans not Jn hospitals.

The report of the Dawes committee 
Is considered a* a great victory for 
the American Legion program for dis­
abled soldier relief. Its recommenda­
tions embody the principal features 
of the Legion plan.

They are:
1. Appointment of one official to 

have charge of all disabled soldiers' 
relief and benefits. There now sre 
three departments.

f1 Decentralization of administra­
tion, so officials with delegated author­
ity may act without red tape,

3. Appropriation of whatever addi­
tional money Is necessary for new 
hospitals.

HOW LEGION MEN GET LAND
Applicants for Homestead Entries 

Should First Make Personal In­
spection of District

Tn response to many Inquiries from 
ex-service men In the Middle West re­
garding government land grants, Irvin 
I. Femrlte, secretary of Argonne post 
of the American Legion In Des Moines, 
la., has made on Investigation of the 
situation.

“Persons desiring to make homestead 
entries," said Mr. Femrlte, "xliouid 
first fully Inform themselves as to the 
character and quality of lands they 
desire to enter and should in no cnxe 
apply to enter until they have ex­
amined each tegnl subdivision for 
which they make application. Satis- 
fnctory information concerning the 
lands may be obtained from a |*crsona1 
visit to the district In which one 
wishes to take out land.

“Euch applicant Is required to swear 
that he Is well acquainted with the 
character of the lund described In 
bis application and the only way that 
he can assure himself that prior 
settlers have no claim Is to make a 
personal Inspection of same.

“An ex-sorvice man is required to 
establish residence on the land In­
volved after his entry Is allowed, un­
less an extension of time Is granted 
on account of sickness, climatic 
reasons or similar excuses. Credit Is 
given for service In the Army, Navy 
or Marines, providing the applicant 
has had eighteen months of service. If 
such Is the case, the applicant Is re­
quired to live on the land only seven 
months. If he obtains so much credit 
for military service that there Is re­
quired only one year's residence, he 
must prove only such amount of 
cultivation as will prove his good faith 
as a homestead claimant. If his 
credit for service requires more than 
one year's residence, he must show 
cultivation to the extent of one-six­
teenth of the area of the land be­
ginning with the second your. Regard­
less of credit for service, all appli­
cants must prove that there Is a 
habitable house on the land.

“There Is only one i>ort!on of the 
country where land may be obtained 
without the requirement of a home­
stead. At Sentinel, Arlz., there are 
10,000 acres open, for which no home­
stead is required, but which necessi­
tates the payment of seventy-five 
dollars for three hundred nnd twenty 
acres nnd on expenditure of one 
dollar per acre for Improvement. This 
Is arid Innd which mny be used for 
cotton raising If Irrigated. When 
Irrigated, It sells for from two to 
three hundred dollars on ucre. It 
Is estimated that the cost of irriga­
tion on three hundred and twentyt 
acres is nbout 110,000.

“Approximately 132,000,000 acres of 
land ore open, including every state 
west of the Mississippi river except 
Jowu and Texas. The first thing to 
do Is to decide on the stute. Then, 
get the locution of the land offices In 
that state. All blank forms of affida­
vits and other paperx may be obtained 
for the district office In which the 
land lies.

“Taking out a homestead Is not a 
speculative proposition. If the appli­
cant can afford to extubllsh himself 
for the period required under the 
homesteud laws, taking advantage of 
the credit ullowed him for service In 
the World wur, he will be well repaid 
ufter a few years."

Elephants Once
Roamed,-T exas
— :  *---------------------------------------------

Gigantic Beast and May Have 
Lived 1.000,000 Years Ago. 

Says Biologist.

SKELETON IS  DISCOVERED
fact That Tuaka Art More Than 12

Feet Long, Indicate* the Great 
Size of the Pachyderm— 

Probably Killed by Tiger. .

San Leon, Terns.—Positive proot 
that elephants ol gigantic size, with 
bodies probably covered with long 
hair, ouce roamed the coastal plains 
of Texas bas been obtained by the 
unearthing here of the skeletons of 
one of these prehistoric animals. The 
period of its life dates back anywhere 
from 000,000 to 1,000,000 years, ac­
cording to H. C. Chandler, assistant 
professor of biology in Rice Institute 
of Houston, who assisted In removing 
the remains from the hard bed of 
sand and gravel.

It will take some time to recon­
struct the' bones and form the skele­
ton as It orlglually existed, and until 
this Is done measurements cannot be 
accurately taken. The fact, however, 
that the tusks are each more than 12 
feet long Indicates the great size of 
the pachyderm.

Scientist's Speculation.
The skeleton wus discovered by B. 

T. Uoy of Houston, who called Mr. 
Chandler to his assistance in unearth­
ing It. In speaking of the discovery 
Mr. Chandler said:

"Before Noah collected his animals 
In the ark and before Adam and Eve 
ate the disastrous apple In the Garden 
of Eden this beast, jierhaps attucked 
by a murderous saber toothed tiger, 
a huge beast which also roamed 
through North America at that time, 
laid his greut curcass down on the 
sands of the beuch and died. The 
seabirds of that ancient time, no 
doubt, dined sumptuously for many 
weeks on his great body, and what 
‘was left by them was picked by the 
microscopic animals of the bay.

"The waves of the ancient bay rip­
pled over the bones of the fallen mon­
arch, carrying sand and gruvel, until 
finally the entire skeleton was burled 
deep under a mass of debris.

"Centuries passed and the land 
slowly raised to Us present level, 
some ten feet above the water level. 
Year by year the waves lapped con­
tinuously agaiust the bank, eating It 
away, until finally a tooth waa 
brought to view, probably some S00,- 
000 years after It had been dropped 
from tbe jaws of the great beast.

A Hunting Ground.
“There ure muny who, while admit­

ting the evidence of their eyes that 
an elephunt did live and die on the 
shores of Texas, will question state­
ments of scleutUts os to the great ex­
panse of time since the anlnrni ex­
isted.

"No very accurate estimate can be 
made, It ts true, but that It exceeds 
000,000 years and may approach 1,- 
000,000 years there Is no doubt In the 
mind of any person who bus mude a 
study of the past life on the earth. 
Buck estlmutes are based on the time 
required to deposit sedimentary rock, 
to erode valleys and to wear away 
rocks. No one could Judge the ago 
of this particular specimen alone, but 
Us age is estimated on the known 
occurrence of the auiiuul In compuuy 
with other animals In rocks or depos­
its where the age enn be roughly es­
timated and Its absence tn deposits 
which are of more recent date.

"Hud there been game hunters In 
#tbe pleistocene period North Ameri­

ca, rather than Africa, must have been 
their favorite bunting grounds. Scien­
tists state that during that period 
over the smno plains which these ele­
phants roamed numerous other long 
extinct onlmnls, whose descendants 
now live in such distant places as In­
dia or Central Africa, were living In 
abundance.

"As the storms and waves grad­
ually eut away the gravelly bank of 
the Imy at Ban Leon the remains of 
camels, extinct horses ahd perhaps 
other prehistoric anlmalB will be 
brought to view, thus furnishing ma­
terial for another page In the account 
of that long distant period when cen­
turies and not years were used as the 
unit In the measurement of tline.N

Prehistoric Instruments Indicate 
That They Must Have 

Started Early.

KHEW NM6 OF STRIH6S
Instruments of Percussion and Wind

Instruments Composed Their 
Ochestrae—Belle Were of Copper 

With Pebble Clappers.

New York—That the Indians of pre­
historic Peru kuew the art—or should 
we say science?—of "Jazz" Is apparent 
from the decorations, representing 
orchestras and dancers, found on 
the ancient pottery and metal objects 
of the region. Further evidence is 
furnished by accounts of early 
writers, and, most convincing, by 
numbers of the musical Instruments 
themselves which have been recov­
ered from graves and ruins by 
archeologists. These Instruments In­
clude drums, bells, cymbals, rattles, 
pipes, flutes, whistles, trumpets and 
an unmistakable ancestor of the oboe. 
If the activities of an energetic Indian 
orchestra, equipped with some or all 
of these Instruments did not produce 
something akin to present-day Jazz, 
the writer Is guilty of an error In 
Judgment.

Undoubtedly, early plan sang and 
danced before ho produced Instru­
mental music. As tbe most Import­
ant element of the song and dunce 
Is rhythm, and as In singing and 
dancing a desire for some sound to 
cleurly Indicute the rhythm seems to 
be universal, primitive vocalists and 
terplschoreuns everywhere have found 
assistance In the snipping of Ungers, 
chipping of huuds, beating of hips 
and stumping of feet. Then, probubly, 
the drum wus devised—the first 
muslcul Instrument. The ullled Instru­
ments of percussiou, as cymbals, 
rattles and hells soon followed.

Wind Instruments.
Later came the wind Instrument!,

Claim Sleep Sickness 
Germ Has Been Isolated

Milwaukee.—What Is claimed 
by scientists to be the first com­
plete isolation of the germ of 
sleeping sickness was announced 
here by Dr. William Thnlhlmer 
of Milwaukee, who, In conjunc­
tion with a number of physi­
cians, conducted a clinic of a 
yeur's duration at the Columbia 
hospital.

The results of the clinic, it 
wns announced, showed that a 
minute organism wns responsi­
ble for the dread dlseuse. and 
that the physlclnns had been 
able to completely Isolate uud 
propagate the microbe.

It Is believed that a euro for 
the disease nmy result from the 
experiments, though this Is not 
yet claimed by the Milwuukee 
doctors.

The scientists are nt work 
now on tho preparation of •  
serum to combat the disease.

of pipes and horns. And finally, the 
mure complex stringed instrument 
was developed. The greatest single 
step forwurd In the history of In­
strumental music wus the mechanical 
production of u muslcul scule. This 
came with the pipes. In Peru, evi­
dence Is fouud of the first two types 
—instruments of percussiou aud wind 
Instruments—but so fur nolhlug Ims 
been fouud to ludlcute that the pre­
historic ludiuus of the region kuew 
how to make music from the vibra­
tions of strings.

In the American Museum of Nat­
ural History In New York City there 
is a large collection of prehistoric 
musical instruments of Peru. They 
huve been carefully studied by 
Charles W. Mead, Assistant Curator 
of the Department of Authropology, 
whose findings have been published 
In a short paper. According to Mead, 
no drums have been found In uudeut 
Peruvian graves. This may be for 
the reuson, ho believes, either thut 
tlie drums of the time, being made of 
perishuble muterlftl huve all disinte­
grated, or that because of some su- 
perstitlou It wus uot customury to 
bury drums w'ith the dead. Drums, 
however, were pictured by the native 
artists of the time and described by 
early writers, the evidence showing 
that they were Identical Jn kind with 
the drums used to-day In several puns 
of Peru, They were made of skin 
stretched over u hoop of wood or over 
one end of a short section of u tree 
trunk hollowed out to a tlilu cylinder. 
Smull drums seem to have been the 
rule. The drum heads were usually 
made of the skins of deer and other 
animals common to the enuutry.

Copper Bell,
The bells of the Peruviun "Jazz" 

orchestra were of cupper, with peb­
bles for eluppers. Thero were rut- 
ties, made of smull shells, nuts, seeds, 
4e., which were worn attached to the 
wrists, unkles uud other purts of the 
body In dancing. Gourds filled with 
pebbles were used os hand-rattle*. 
Shells were struck together like cym­
bals, The Museum collection ulso 
contains three small bronze discs, 
slightly concavo-convex, with per­
forated projections by which they 
were evidently suspended. When 
struck with any hard substance they 
give out u remurkftbljr dear und 
resonant souud.

Whereas uioong us tbe fad of the 
day Is the ukelele, the Peruvians of 
"TUB GOOD OLD DAYS" delighted 
lu performing ou the huuyru puhura, 
or pipes. The pipes were open ami 
dosed, and made of bone or ram1, 
and, In one known Instance, of stone.

Flutes of ciine, or bone uud of 
gourd were also popular. They were 
curved lu •  vurlety of fantastic 
shapes, A number of (he bone flute* 
which huve been found huve slop- j 
holes on the under side, apparently 
meant to he dosed by the thumb. 
They are very primitive Instruments, 
not producing u true or complete 
scale. Thut the Peruvians were abb* 
to realize their shortcomings to at 
least some extent appears In the fact 
that In some Instruments utlefupfs to 
correct the scale have been mude; llm 
vents have been plugged with hits 
of gourd and substituted by other 
holes. Moreover, It Is to be re­
membered thut tbe age and condition 
of the Instruments, especially those 
of caue, have doubtlessly affected (be 
tone quulltles.

Washington.—What docs the color, 
abunduuce and texture of your liuir 
reveal regarding your character and 
ability? r

The question is raised sharply by 
tho nows of a banquet which was held 
this year by uu unusual organization 
In the University of Nebrasku. It Is 
known as the Order of Golden Fleece 
and Us membership (s composed only 
of young women whose balr belongs 
to one of the many shades vulgarly 
described as red. According to au­
thoritative reports the members are 
classified on the club rolls under the 
following color heudlngs: Squash, car­
rot, pumpkin, orange, brick, scarlet, 
flamingo, maroon, copper, auburn, 
henna, mahogany, magenta, sorrel, 
strawberry, roan, russet, cerise, car­
nation, salmon, shrimp pink und pink. 
Lemon, ginger, insipid brown and 
chemicals of ull kinds are barred. 
Prizes are awurded at the annual 
events for the brightest flame of color, 
the greatest quuntlty of hair and that 
of the most beautiful shade,

One Mors Kind of Class Feeling.
This organization is Interesting and 

perlmps alurming to the general public 
as an example of one more kind of 
class feeling. It Is well known that 
class feeling mid Die tendency to or­
ganize on a class busts ure on the In­
crease. We now have associations not 
only of capital und luhor, but ulso 
mothers’ leagues, pureuts1 leagues, con­
sumers' leagues, writers’ leagues. 
There are leagues bused on every pos­
sible role which one,may play in life, 
whether in business, politics, society, 
marriage or sport; but heretofore, so 
far us we cun leuru by exhaustive re­
search, there Ims been no effort to or­
ganize on u busts of physicul charac­
teristics, If a few Jolly Put Men's clubs 
be excepted.

The tendency to organize on u basis 
of hair color, therefore, Is u thing of 
great and ulurmlng possibilities, espe­
cially If red-lieuded women take the 
lead in the matter. Imagine If you 
ran un insurrection of the Interna­
tional Order of Ked-Ilcuded Women.

And tills organization of red-headed 
women Into clubs will undoubtedly In­
tensify what you might cull the hulr 
cluNN-feelliig. The Order 6f the 
Golden Fleece will no doubt make u 
pretty thorough study of ull the (lulu 
beurlng on redheadedne**, und each 
person will come uway from Its gull* 
erlngs with a dearer notion of the spe­
cial destiny which her limning top has 
prescribed for Imr.

That Old Saying, V'Know.
There scorns long to have been u 

sort of general agreement flint red* 
heuded penftons have peculiar charac­
teristics. it Is generally believed, for 
example, Unit they have hot tempers 
and strong emotion* generally. Jn the 
last century a simile In common use 
wus “eusy ns making love to a red- 
heuded girl." Since the rise of 
the Nletzsche-Bhaw-Mencken school of 
philosophy, which holds that woman is 
a dangerous predutory animal, bent on 
hunting mun down and making a 
slave of him, this generally bus been 
revised to read “dutigerous us making 
love to a red-headed girl."

Whatever hast* this saying may have 
In the experience of mun, It is ample 
evidence of n general popular feeling 
thut reddicadcdnoNs Is a quality of the 
mind uud temperament us well as of 
the hair. For some reason, there is 
no similar populur Idea regarding 
other Imlr colors, but scientific re­
search shows that hair Is a great re- 
vealer of churuclcr lu uu indirect wuy.

That Is, It show* whnt race predom­
inates in the make-up of tho individ­
ual, and therefore what ruclul traits he 
may be expected to have.

Tills, It appears, Is loss true of the 
red headed than of either blondes or 
brunettes. Itcd-hcndcdncHg occurs In 
both blonde uud brunette races, as n 
sort of sport-color. !t does seem to 
he associated generally with certain 
emotional nnd nervous characteristics, 
hut these are pecullur to the reds of 
all races. That they ure by no means 
necessarily disadvantageous le shown 
by the greut number of successful red­
headed men und the well- known popu­
larity of red-headed women.

But black haJr or blonde hair Is dis­
tinctly Indicative of race, and It Is only 
by such physical characteristics that 
race may be detected these days. Ruce 
now conforms to nutioual boundaries 
very little. It would be easy to find 
an Irishman and a German who were 
of exactly the same racial type, and 
two Irishmen who were as different 
racially as an Itullan und a Swede.

Characteristic* of Race.
There are three principal races In 

Europe, according to the anthropolo­
gists—the Nordic, the Alpine and Die 
Mediterranean. The Nordics ure the 
tall blonde men with loug heuds nu- 
live to the north, as for exuuiple Die 
typical Prussian or Norwegian. The 
Alplues are a short, stocky race with 
brown hair nnd flut heads Inhabiting 
east central Europe, us for exumple a 
typical Swiss peasant. The Mediter­
raneans nre a short, dark, long-heuded 
race, Inhabiting the south of Europe, 
as for example, u typical Italian, iu 
addition to these there are many other 
races in smnller numbers, such us the 
Old Black Breed In Ireland und the an­
cient Iberian race In Hpuln, but these 
huve had relatively little Influence on 
thu muss of European und American 
population. The other three races are 
mixed badly ull through central nnd 
western Europe und In the United 
States.

Hair color Is significant ns showing 
whether Nordic or Mediterranean 
blood predominates lu Die individual. 
I t  does not revepl the presence of 
Alpine blood so readily for tho Alpine 
Htock usually show brown hair of an 
intermediate and Indeterminate shade. 
The shupe of the heud should be most 
valuable In detecting that particular 
strain.

The Nordic and the Mediterranean 
stocks have different qualities, accord­
ing to the anthropologists, The Nord­
ics are noted for their ratnlmtlvciiess. 
their organizing ability nnd their souse 
of order. The Mediterranean race on 
til* other hand Is rioted for its artistic 
nnd musical ability, und Its creative 
genius generally, while In war and gov­
ernment It Is not so conspicuously suc­
cessful. B Is tbe theory of some 
scientists that neurly all Dm great 
European government* were org.iiilzed 
by Nordics. They any that the orig­
inal itomuns were Nordics from the 
north, and that when this stock died 
out. due to mi unfavorable climate, the 
Homan government collapsed; This 
pretty theory Ims never been proved.

Subject Llttls Understood.
Jn fact, Die whole matter of rnro 

characteristic* Is little understood. 
Typically, a tull blonde man should 
he u good executive, u reliable, con­
scientious fellow, not apt to get ex­
cited or act suddenly on Impulse, but 
rnllier lacking In Imagination and en- 
Diuslnsin. These latter qualities should 
he found rather lu a brunette.

You can find much to contradict this 
notion, und you cun dismiss It with u 
shrug If you wish to. But you enn 
find ulso by common observation some 
facts to miffport It. For exuuiple, I* It 
without significance thut the engineer* 
of ocean-going boats—men on whom 
ninny live* depend—are almost al­
ways blond men—either Scotchmen or 
HnindlimvImiM. And how many such 
tall blond Kents and Kwede* will you 
find iu Kuril occupation* a* designing, 
Interior decorating, teaching and per­
forming music, which require* a sense

of form and color, a delicate ear for' 
sound.

It Is well to study hair color ns one 
more key to the mystery of personal­
ity, hut let ns hope that the tendency 
to draw hair-color lines will uot spread, 
and Uiat the Order of the Golden 
Fleece will reuiulu local.

A phenomenon of nature lo tbe East 
• koown ae the Great Btooe Face,

Michigan's death rate from all forms 
of tuberculosis was HO 4 per 100,000 
population fn 1020, or 0.3 per cent 
lower than the average annua) rata 
of 90.7 from 1906 to 1910, and below 
tbe 19J9 average of 109 per 100,000 for 
tbe 24 registration states for pul 
monary tuberculosis alone, according 
to rates compiled by the Michigan 
department of health.

The lowest tuberculosis death rate 
for tbe stale occurred io 1919, when 
on iotraceosual estimates tbe rata 
dropped lo 86.1 per 100,000 living. 
Tba 1918 rate of 114.6 per 100,000 was 
tha blgbast experienced during tbe 
oeotury, though tba only etatee bav 
log lowar ratal than Michigan in 1918 
wara Utah, Kaneae, Oregon, Wash 
lDgtoo, and Wisconsin.

lo commenting upoo tbe mortality 
from pulmonary tuberculosis, a re 
cant U. H. Public Health Service re 
portsayi: "Tbe bigb rata for 1918 
apparently waa due entirely to tbe 
two waves of epidemic ioflueoaa, and 
tba rata for 1920 was probably some­
what increased by tba 1920 epidemic 
lnfluaoxa wave. Presumably many 
tuberouloua persona were carried off 
by tbe influensa epidemic, aod a part 
o t  tbe low tuberculosis rate in 1919 
and 1920 reaeonably may be ascribed 
to tbe earlier removal of parsons wbo 
would have died In these two years 

"If there be an association between 
economic conditions eod tbe tubercu 
loels death rate, a possible explana­
tion is suggested io tbe fact tbat tm 
mediately preceding the rise in mor 
talliy during 1914 and 1916 lo tbe 
United States there wae a period o: 
serious unemployment sod that, in 
1917 to 1920, wages kept pace with 
living costs and the demeod for labor 
was extraordinarily great."

Since public health authorities rec 
ogoize a definite relation between 
prosperity and a low tuberculosis 
death rate, "bard timei” aod a high 
tuberculosis death rate, the question 
now arises: "How seriously will tbe 
industrial slump affect the tubercu­
losis death rsu V"

PROMOTE TRADE 
IN NEAR EAST

Alms of the American Chamber 
of Commerce for the Levant 

Are Set Forth.

10 OPEN IIP IMMENSE Flail
Constantinople Destined to Become 
the "Chicago of Europe,'* Says New
President of Orgenlaatlon—Oppor­

tunity for American Capital.

New York.—Constantinople Is des­
tined to become the "Chicago of 
Kurope," according to an Interview 
authorised by Hr. Luolen Irving 
Thomas, a director of the Standard 
Oil company of New York, which com­
pany bos extensive interests through­
out Asia and the Balkan states.

Hr. Thomas lately returned from 
a visit to  Europe. "I learned, while 
In London, that **1 had been elected 
president of the American chamber of 
commerce for the Levant," said Mr. 
Thomas. "I refer to the newly-organ­
ised American section of the chamber, 
now maintaining headquarters in New 
York. It will co-operate with the tong- 
established chamber of the same name 
which has Its seat In Constantinople.

"The organization of this chamber 
Is a timely movement to promote re­
ciprocal trade relations between Amer­
ica and that great area—extending 
from Egypt to Russia, and from Per­
sia to Italy—of which Constantinople 
Is the center.

Gateway to Vast Empires.
"Very few people appreciate that 

Europe and Asia meet at the feet of 
Constantinople," continued Mr. Thom­
as. "The chain of waters, the Dar­
danelles, the Sea of Marmora and the 
Bosphorus, mode available for free 
commerce, open the gutewuy to vast 
empires of populous and fertile terri­
tories beyond. When we realize that 
Russia, a country considerably more 
than twice ns large as the United 
States, has few seaports that arc not 
Ice-bound for the greater part of the 
year, except those sltuuted on the 
Black sea, we may Imagine whut 
enormous traffic will flow through Con­
stantinople when Russia, with a hun­
dred million of her people nearby, 
gets Into her commercial stride."

“T^en consider Roumania, now with 
twice her former area—a country of 
great natural resources, with a pres­
ent population of 1̂ ,000,000, Bulgaria 
too, noted for a sturdy and Industri­
ous population, hns her commercial 
outlet on the Bluck sen. And even 
on the farther side of the Black sen 
Is a group of states which eventually 
must occupy an Important place In 
over-seas trade.

"Jugo-SInvia, now vast In area by 
comparison with Old Serbia, with 
substantial naturat resources and a 
population of over 14.000,000 1ms, of 
course, one trade outlet via the Adri­
atic, and another via the Dunube to 
the Black sea. Without any doubt the 
Danube Is soon to pluy u much more 
Important part fn the trade of the 
Balkan states than It hns ever done 
In the past.

Has Natural Wealth.
"Both Jugo-Slavla and Grenter 

Greece will hold a more Important 
position than now In the Levuntine 
trade of the future. Egypt Is growing 
Into a land of commercial significance. 
While certain territories liuve been 
detached from Turkey since the war, 
there remains much fertile and valu­
able land. Turkey is rich In minerals 
of all kinds,

"Tim wur end Its aftermath upset 
exchange throughout the Neur Kust, 
and tills has made commercial trans­
actions dlfllcult for the present. But 
the natural wealth Is there; and s 
population for the most part industri­
ous. Trade must surety grow.

"A high oAlcinl of an international 
bank, one who Is recognized as having 
unuMinlly broad and accurate knowl­
edge of Ottoman financial maMers, 
■tuted to me at CwiNinntlnnple that 
In Turkey fully flft.UMMNMI In gold Is 
hoarded by the pimple In 'slocklng-leg 
bunks,' and not doposlied at all with 
the public bunker*, In this connec­
tion H should ho remembered that llio 
orientnI mind Is aceuNlomed to think, 
financially, In term* of ‘hard money,* 
end that prior to the K u rn p e jin  war 
only gold and silver wore In circula­
tion, to any extent, In Turkey. There 
Is evidence that grout prlvnte wealth 
exists (hern today, in gold, silver and 
Jewels, not to mention other valuable*, 
and this wealth will come Into the 
current market us trade returns to 
normal.

"The Levant offers n splendid op­
portunity for tlio Investment of Amer­
ican capital, In a wide range of en­
terprises. One of the great openings 
o f the present Is fo r  the construction 
of dwellings, warehouses, harbor Im­
provements, and so forth. Constanti­
nople alone has lost 211,000 to 110.000 
houses by Are since the war began, 
and affords a magnificent opportunity 
for housebuilding activity. I know 
for a fact that the Turkish authorities 
would welcome anyone coming there 
for the purpose and thut they would 
even he glad to offer concessions. The 
prevailing spirit is progressive. Mod­
ern Industrial equipment, too, Is now 
•ought where formerly It wus 
shunned. I recall that a long time 
•go.* orlor to the coming into power 
of the Young Turk party, a business 
cablegram was Intercepted by the 
Turkish authorities because It con­
tained un offer to import some elec­
tric dynamos cspuble of *1,000 revolu­

tions per minute.' The wily advleer 
of Abdul Hamid Is said to have thrown 
up his haods at the suggestion and 
remarked with some heat that Turkey 
'had enough revolutions on her hands 
at the moment without encouraging 
these new-fangled trouble-raisers.'

Opportunities Are Greet
"Constantinople now has an Inade­

quate system to provide substantial 
harbor craft for use In the waters 
around Constantinople. People living 
on the other side of the Bosphorus 
lack sufficient facilities for commuting 
to Constantinople.

"The development of roadways on 
the European side of the Bosphorus 
is another matter for business enter­
prise. If the Bosphorus is not the most 
beautiful body of water in the world,
I should like to know where It Is to 
be found. A proper driveway along 
the shores of the Bosphorus would 
rather tax the memory of a world-trav­
eler to recall anything more charm­
ing.

"bpportunitei for housebuilding and 
other forms of construction are open 
In the other cities of the Levant as 
well as In Constantinople. There Is 
widespread need for railroad construc­
tion and rehabilitation; while at the 
seaports modern docks and wharves 
and up-to-date freight nandllng equip­
ment must be provided.

"The Levant should become a grow­
ing market for American machinery 
and manufactures of all kinds. Im­
portations from the Levant must be 
stimulated, too, In order to improve 
the exchange and credit situation so 
that the Near East can buy more from 
America. Tobacco, llcorieo, valonla, 
attar of roses, rnjtflns, currants, dates, 
flgs, goatskins, hides, furt, olive oil. 
long-staple cotton, rugs, carpets, and 
oriental objets d'art are among the 
imports coming Into the United States 
from the Levant. It will be the aim 
of the American chamber of commerce 
for the Levant to help establish trade 
connections between responsible mer­
chants on either side of the ocean, 
and to furnish all possible informa­
tion and assistance to those engaging 
In trade In this Held.**

In addition to Mr. Thomas, president, 
the following: Chairman o f the board, 
Mr. J. M. Dixon of the Tobacco Prod­
ucts corporation; vice president, Cap­
tain J. F. Lucey of the Lucey Manu­
facturing company; treasurer, Donald 
Frothlnglmm of the American Express 
company; secretary and managing di­
rector, Dr. E. E. Pratt.

Temporary offices have been estab­
lished nt 200 West Fifty-sixth street, 
New York city, but It !• Expected that 
after May 15 the chamber will ba lo­
cated In the down-town district of 
New York.

WHAT TO DO WITH CHEESE.

With cheese the suggested compo­
sition of the moon aud equally as high 

In price, we have 
been careful in 
the amounts used. 
At present, how­
ever, it Is getting 
hack  somewhat 
to its old price 
and It will be 
m ore generally 

rnu'd. Oioene is a valtiuble. food, be­
ing highly concentrated and with no 
waste, one needs to consume twice 
as much beef, pound for pound, as 
cheese In order to have the same food 
value. Reef contuins more Iron than 
cheese, but this can be supplied by 
green vegetables. Cheese contalus 
more lime than meat and much less Is 
needed to make a satisfying meal. 
There are any number of combina­
tions with cheese which will take the 
place of meat and add an Infinite va­
riety to the menu.

Wisconsin produces a large part of 
nil the cheese made in the United 
States and the "buy at home" slogan 
stiould be kept In mind wheu market­
ing. Imported cheeses are very popu­
lar, but nt present nearly every va­
riety is produced In the United States 
and in many cases of superior quality.

The gustroiiomlc delights of bread 
and cheese and kisses we have been 
taught are the sloe qua non of living 
and though the sanitary board bars the 
latter we still have cheese and bread 
with which to worry ulong. The fol­
lowing dishes will help In suggesting 
u few of the ways we may use ibis 
delicious food:

Cheese With Celery.—Cook the 
coarser portions  ̂of celery cut In 
halMnch pieces, or the root or celerlnc 
may he used cut In dice. Place a lay­
er of celery In the bottom of a well- 
buttered baking dish. Cover with 
grated or finely cut cheese, using as 
much or little as the occasion or sup­
ply demands, then add a few spoon­
fuls nf a rich white suuce made of 
two tnhlespoonfuls each of butter and 
flour cooked together and one cupful 
of rich milk added; salt and pepper to 
taste. Reiient, having the white sauce 
on top, then sprinkle thickly with but­
tered crumbs and bnke In a moderate 
oven until the crumbs are well 
browned. Serve from the dish. Once 
tried, tills will he a cherished recipe.

Anybody who gets drunk and 
is found in such condition, almost 
anywhere, Is to be fined $10 and costs 
or he imprUoued from ten to ninety 
•lays, or both floe and imprisonment. 
Bondi of not less than $3000 nor more 
than $6000 are required from liquor 
dealer* aod violations subject the of­
fenders to fines of from $10 to $100 or 
Imprisonment from lento nloety days. 
Among tbe regulations are: Closed on 
Sundays, both froot and back doors, 
close at 9 p. m. on elections and legal 
holidays unless ttme Is exteoded to 
10 p. m. by local authorities; no 
liquors to be told In theatres or coo- 
cert halls, or rooms openiog Into the 
name; billiards, pool and oarda not to 
be played la saloons; unlawful to sell 
or give to druokarde and minors. 
While there are perhaps a few com­
mendable features lo tbe bill, on the 
whole It is far in advance of tbe senti­
ment of the atate, or the northerly

fiortlon of It, and will doubtless be 
ost eight of.
