GOOD SEASON LIKELY, DESPITE 
HEAVY HANDICAP

Local Management U Building for 
the Future—Ought to Have 

a Loaguo

Negaunee's bnsoball team has won 
one ami lost two of the Rumen It has 
played rlnce the regular season be­
gan and the scorea of the two games 
lost, 3-2, and fl-8, show that they 
were Rood contests, even If the homo 
team didn't have the long end of 
them; hence the baseball public Is 
gulte well satisfied with the home 
team's performance to date, for It la 
realised that the management has 
been under a heavy handicap. Not­
withstanding that nearly half of Its 
membership Is new, the team la 
rounding Into form quite rapidly, and 
before the season ends Negaunee will 
have a team that will compare very 
favorably with any we have had In 
the past decade or two, with, the pos­
sible exception of that cracker-jack 
segregation we had In the palmy 
days of professional ball between 
eight ar.d nine yean ago.

Management Builds for Future
When they took hold of the situa­

tion this spring, the local manage­
ment canvassed the situation very 
thoroughly and found that by reason 
of industrial and general conditions, 
the financial support that would be 
available would be limited. Hence It 
was a matter of necessity as well as 
policy for the local association te 
confine its playing strength to home 
material and not attempt any plung­
ing. In other words, the local man­
agement has an eye to the future and 
Is building for the years to come 
rather than expend effort on a speo- 
tacular showing for a single season.

In this connection there comes to 
mind a recent editorial In the Mining 
Jounral congratulating Marquette 
upon having a team which almost'ap­
proximates the semi-pro line up of a 
few years ago. Negaunee Is glad to 
see Marquette present a good team; 
and our joy would be complete If it 
were more truly a Marquette team. 
The fact of the mailer is thnt Mar 
quette has done some plunging, and 
this puts Nggaunee and Ishpemlng 
under a handicap unleas they should 
be willing to see the "ante." When 
the preliminary meetings were held 
this spring, It was agreed that the 
situation demanded home-player 
teams, and It was thoroughly under­
stood that this should be the policy 
of all, but unfortunately "Independ­
ent" ball Is too full of loopholes to 
make It possible to effectively en­
force any such rules, so the up-road 
cities will have to make the best of 
an undesirable situation. Baseball 
can be successful only If the teams 
are fairly enenly matched; any 
team that sails way ahead of its com­
petitors may gain a little temporal 
glory, hut It Is giving a black eye to 
the game as a whole.

League Is the Only Thing
The developments In the county 

situation tills summer confirm the 
conviction that n league Is the sal­
vation of baseball In this district. 
Tho executive board of. such a group 
Invariably possesses enough men who 
realise that the teams must be kept 
on a fairly even basis; they therefore 
make It their business to be helpful 
to those who prove rather weak, and 
restrain those which give evidence 
of waxing too strong. Negaunee will 
go atyead and do the best It can un­
der the handicap that haa been Im­
posed, with the probability that Its 
showing at the close of the season 
will be one of which It noed not be 
ashamed, and tho certainty that the 
foundation will have been laid for a 
real league next year, when there 
will he opportunity for Improved 
playing grounds as well as an Im­
proved situation In general.

Transportation and other clroum- 
atanoco have not been favorable te 
large attendance thus far this sea­
son. and the recent game with 
L'Anse, when the receipts only came 
twodhlrta of the way toward meeting 

• expenses convinced the management 
that It would have to go book to the 
old schedule of 35 cents general ad­
mission, and a charge of 10 cents for 
grand stand. This, It Is believed, 
will save the financial end of the sit­
uation, and by presenting a good 
team ard keeping up a schedule with 
competitors whose standing will in­
sure good contests, It Is believed that 
the fans will be willing to do their 
share in boosting the attendance.

Monday's meeting of the Lions 
Club resolved Itself quite largely in­
to consideration of bathing facilities 
—community, not personal. It came 
about through the Inability of the 
speaker of the day to keep his en­
gagement, with the result that, as 
usual In such emergencies. City At­
torney T. A. Thoren was called upon 
to fill the breach. Mr. Thoren said 
that on this occasion at least, he 
rather welcomed opportunity to be­
come poet-prandial "goat," for it 
would give him a chance to refer to 
a couplo of municipal matters—the 
city's water supply and a bathing 
beach—which might properly be laid 
before a forum such as the Lions 
Club constituted.

Kicks Come Too Lata
Too often, City Attorney Thoren 

remarked, people did not become In­
terested In matters pertaining to the 
public weal until it was too late to 
make their opinions of service to 
those who were acting In an official 
capacity; the public is prone to leave 
too much to the Cocmon Council In 
these matters. All well and good, If 
things go aright, but If there Is a 
break or even a creak In the munici­
pal machinery, then comes the flood 
of censure (os the Lions' president, 
Dr. X. ,T. Robbins could no doubt tes­
tify as u result of his several years' 
experience as mayor). The city at­
torney was usually called upon to 
share, with the mayor and aldermen, 
In this blame; but no doubt it would 
be satd that personally the speaker 
"had no kick coming," for he was the 
only one of the bunch that received 
a salary.

With regard to a water supply, 
Mr. Thoren skid the council had not 
tost sight of the fact that the time 
was coming when Negaunee would 
need a new source of domestic sup­
ply. but that there was no need for 
undue haste and that the authorities 
wished to get all possible informer 
as to the best course to pursue.

Thraa Plans Suggested
In a general way, three plans had 

been suggested. One was to pipe 
water from Lake Michigamme, but 
what with the cost of pipe in these 
latter years, coupled with possible 
difficulty In getting casements over 
the private property which the route 
would necessarily cover, tho expense 
would no doubt be prohibitive. The 
second was the suggestion made by a 
member of the Board of Public Works 
a few years ogo to utilize the waters 
shed to the northward of Negaunee, 
impounding the water In reservoirs 
and pumping it to the city. There 
was considerable doubt at present as 
to the adequacy of such a supply, 
and It would bo necessary to get 
carefully prepared data before It 
would he safe to place entire reliance 
upon such a plan. The third, and 
apparently the most immediately 
practicable, course open to the city 
was to sink a shaft near Teal Lake 
which would serve as a well, the 
seepage through the sand area Insur­
ing a filtration that would undoubted­
ly yield a pure wator supply. There 
was likewise somo doubt os to the 
adequacy of such a supply, hut the 
city engineer was now getting data 
on the subject

Tsai Lake a Orsat Scsnlc Asaat
While It doubtless would ho possi­

ble to make some provision for bath­
ing facilities oven though Teal Uiko 
should continue to he (ho city's 
water supply, still If another source 
were found It would leave tills body 
of water available for reereotlon 
purposes. This lake, by the way, 
was a scenic asset which home peo­
ple did not half appreciate; visitors 
Invariably waxed enthusiastic over 
tho environment -and not without 
roason.

Turning this asset to material ac­
count for Nogaunee's benefit was a 
particularly pertinent subject, for 
tho now public highway system will 
bring the “north" multi mink line 
from Marquette into Nngaunm lust

east of the present waterworks sta­
tion, skirting the lake for a consid­
erable distance. It will, a* a matter 
of course, be one of the finest high­
ways in the entire state, and tourist 
as well aa general traffic will un­
doubtedly be vastly increased. This 
Immediate section Is rich In historic 
lore, and If camping and bathing 
facilities were provided, there was no 
doubt that Negaunee would profit 
greatly. The Lions had some engi­
neers as well as a number of men 
whose general business experience 
would enable them to analyze the 
practical if not the strictly technical 
phases Involved, and he bespoke 
the earnest consideration of the 
Lions upon both the water supply 
and the bathing beach problems.

Might Excavate Basin
Lion George R. Jackson was able 

to throw a little light on the bathing 
beach project, because the Communi­
ty Council, of which he Is president, 
had It under consideration, and Peter 
Trade!!, Jr., chairman of the Recre­
ation Committee, and O. D. McClure, 
chief engineer of The Clevelond- 
Cliffs Iron Company, who had had 
extended experience in the construc­
tion of dams, had conferred regard­
ing this project, while City Engineer 
E. J. Pearce had made some estimates 
regarding the work. One of the ten­
tative plans was to secure use of a 
clam-shell excavator from one of the 
mining companies and dredge a basin 
that oould be used for bathing pur­
poses, the sand from the excavation 
being ulllJzed to build up a barrier 
that would separate the lake proper 
from the bathing beach. A some­
what similar plan is employed at 
Presque Isle., The circulation need­
ful in the basin doubtless could be 
secured by comparatively inexpen­
sive operation of a small centrifugal 
pump at Intervals. The most com­
prehensive plan would Involve an 
expenditure of about $17,000, accord­
ing to Engineer Pearce's estimate, 
but there was li number of tingles to 
the project and It might be possible 
to work out a satisfactory plan whose 
cost would be lower. All of these 
plans, however, were contingent 
upon getting the consent of the state 
sanitary board, but inasmuch as any 
local plan would Include ample pro­
vision for safeguarding the water 
supply, there was no reason to doubt 
that such permission could he se­
cured.

President Robbins appointed Mes­
srs. C. V. R. Townsend, B. J. Pearce* 
J. E. Nelson, R. B. Archibald and G. 
R. Jackson as a committee to invest* 
(gate both the water supply and the 
hnthIng beach projects and to report 
at ns early a date as might ho prac­
ticable.

Dangerous Railroad Crossings
Under what might be termed a 

"General Welfaro" head, J. B. Nelson 
suggested that attention might be 
profitably given to a dangerous grade 
crossing on the St. Paul railroad Just 
beyond Witch Lake. G. R. Jackson 
recalled another had place on the 
highway between Chnmplon and Re­
public, and the secretary was In­
structed to lay both of these matters 
before the Board of Supervisors.

The desirability of signs marking 
tho entrance to Negaunee city limits 
on tho chief highways was brought 
up, and Messrs R. B. ArclUbaH 
Philip Levine and J, M. Perkins were 
named as a commlttoo to conooct a 
slogan that would fill the bill.

It was reported that prospective 
readjustment of railroad tariffs 
would doubtless afford tho relief that 
had boon sought for the transporta­
tion of roadmaking materials.

Tho Lions onjoyed a fine spread 
last Monday, In which chicken and 
Ice cream figured prominently, and 
they also found time for n little so­
cial soMsion, In whlcl; somo of the 
members who hod participated In a 
recent auto expedition to Munlslrf? 
came In for considerable bantering.

The dedicatory services for 8t. 
Paul's Catholic Church will ho hold 
Sunday. July 3, at which time ponti­
fical high mass will bo crlebratml 
by Rt. Rev. Frederick Els, bishop of 
the Diocese of Marquette, who spent 
some twenty years os pastor of the 
Nefcnunoe congregation and who was 
elevated to the bishopric from this 
parish.

The frame building, which had 
been the congregation’s homo for 
nearly half a century', was destroyed 
by fire April 25, 1919. Within a very 
few weeks plans had boon completed 
for the erection of a larger and more 
substantial ns well as modem edifice, 
but the difficulties experienced in 
getting deliveries of materials In 
post-war times considerably retarded 
the construction work, and It was not 
until January 30, 1921, that It was 
possible to hold the first services In 
the new church. The dedication 
might have taken place at any time 
thereafter, but the uncertainties of 
the weather at that season made It 
advisable to postpone this formality. 
For a time, it was thought that the 
oeremony might he performed about 
Easter time, a date which would have 
had especial significance, inasmuch 
as it was on Easter, in the year 1871, 
that the frame church which the 
present one replaces was opened; and 
it was on Easter, 1919, that the last 
services were held in the old church, 
its destruction by fire having o&» 
ourred five days later.

Bishop Eis will perform th.o dedi­
catory rites at a service to be held 
at 10 a. m. on Sunday, July 3rd, 
which will be followed by a Celebris 
tlon of pontifical high mass. The 
dedicatory sermon will be preached 
by Rev. H. A. Buchholtz, who v u  
Rev. Pr. Dlttman's predecessor am 
pastor of the Negaunee parish, and 
who Is now pastor In Marquette. Ow­
ing to the distance they would have 
to come, and the fact that practically 
all of them have home services on 
that day, It will not be possible for 
the entire clergy to participate, but 
there will nevertheless be a consider­
able representation from the greater 
part of the diocese.

At 3 o’clock that afternoon, Bishop 
Els will administer the sacrament of 
confirmation to a doss In St. Paul's 
church,

THE ROLL 18 COMPLETE

Board of Review Has Concluded Its 
Sessions

Monday and Tuesday wore the pub­
lic's opportunity to register Its opin­
ion regarding the assessments which 
arc to be the basis for the collection 
of 1921-2 taxes, but comparatively 
few people found occasion to ques­
tion the figures submitted by Asses­
sor Cyrlllo Houle, and tho majority 
of the change* wore upon the Initia­
tive of the board of review as & 
whole and were hosed upon altered 
conditions or equalization of value*.

TherQ is still some clerical work 
to ho done, and rulings by tho state 
tax commission may alter a few as­
sessments, so it is ImpOHsIblo to give 
exact figures for tho roll's total, hut 
It Is apparent that It will slightly 
exceed $20,000,000, which is a high 
water mark for Negaunee.

Tho tax roll's total has been stead­
ily creeping upward, and the present 
figure rcpiuMonU u gain of at least 
■even million dollars In tho past ten 
years. A very small proportion of 
this amount has been added during 
the current year, due to the general 
depression In business, and the ad­
vances that wero mode fall chiefly 
upon the realty valuations of mining 
corporations. The personal property 
valuations naturally foil behind those 
of recent years, in consequence of 
the greatly lessened mine produc­
tions. This latter is in n sense not 
an unmixod blessing, for to a con­
siderable extent these valuations 
represent unsold ore, and It would bo 
better for business ns a whole if they

Viscount Bryce has spent many 
years In the study of government— 
cHlieciuliy of democratic government. 
In this Held bis authority Is great and 
Ids mastery of detail Is uncontested. 

In his 
new book “Modern Democracies" (Mac­
millan) he has much to say concerning 
democracy In the United States In 
these latter days. He finds tbe two 
especial weaknesses of American gov­
ernment to lie In au Inadequate system 
of Justice and In munlcipul malad­
ministration.

He says however: “No English­
man who remembers American poli­

tics as they were half a century ago and who. having lived In the United States, 
has formed an affection as well as an admiration for Its peop'e (what English­
man who lives there can do otherwise?) will fall to rejoice at the many signs 
that the sense of public duty has grown stronger, that the standards of public 
life ure steadily rising, that democracy is more and more showing itself a 
force making for ordered progress, true to the principles of liberty and equal­
ity from which it sprang."

Am erica’s Merchant Marine

America's merchant marine, which 
cost inure than $3,000,000,000 Is at u 
Crisis; it is the duty of American ex­
porters to co-operute to keep our over­
seas shipping from being crowded out 
of the world’s carrying trude and of 
the national fureigu trade is the 
declaration of James II. Farrell, presi­
dent of the United States Steel cor­
poration. Mr. Farrell recommends an 
International maritime conference to 
stabilize the shipping situation and 
urge* amendment of shipping laws 
which are "strangling American ships."

“In some notable Instances," Mr.
Farrell says, "American owners ob­
tained allocation of shipping hoard 
vessels until they could buy or charter 
foreign ships and operate them on 
routes in which Aiuerlcau ships were 
employed. An Instance of till* and a 
curious commentary on the economic 
results of the war, Is the recent ap­
pearance of former Hansa line steam­
ers in the trade from the United States to India. The German ship owners 
having been reimbursed by their government for ships lost or taken over by 
England, are operating their former steamers under British registry, the 
steamers having been sold by the British government at oue-third original 
cost.

"A partial solution." he said, "is for the shipping board to continue to lay 
up  ̂considerable portion of tbelr tonnage and In line with the slogan 'less gov­
ernment In business, more business in government'—withdraw from ull but 
supervisory activity by chartering the steamers to reputable and experienced 
operators."

Jacob Gould Schurman, who re­
tired from the presidency of Cornell 
university lust year, after twenty-eight 
years of service, hue been chosen by 
President Harding to be minister to 
China. Before the nomination of Mr. 
Bchurumn was officially announced, the 
Chinese government was notified of 
his selection. Dr. Schurman was 
chuirmuu of the llrst United States 
Philippine commission. He ulso served 
In diplomatic service as minister to 
Greece and Monteuegro in 11)12. K<> he 
is not without diplomatic experience.

He wus born in 1854 in Freetown, 
Prince Edwurd Island und Is the de­
scendant of u New York Dutch fam­
ily. His education was gained at Lon­
don, Paris, Edinburgh, Heidelberg, 
Berlin and Gottingen and In Italy. Ho 
lie knows the world. lie him also the 
degree of LL.D. from ut least eight 
universities. So his scholarship la 
recognized.

Benson on Importance of Yap

Hear Admiral William 8. Benson 
la regarded in Washington us the ntuu 
who knows most about Yap und its Im­
portance, both from a commercial and 
naval standpoint. He wus chief ad­
viser to the Amerlean peace mission 
at Purls on naval and inarltline mut­
ter*. It Is understood that It was on 
hi* advlee that Yap was singled out 
as the one Purltlc Island that should 
be kept open io free international use.

"Yap 1* Important, prluiurlly,"
Benson says, "as a cuhle center. The 
island is the pinnacle of a submarine 
mountain range In the western Pacific.
Cables laid aeross these under-sea 
'mountains are subject to all sorts of 
troubles, due to the heavy drug upon 
tin-in in the valleys and the frietlou 
and abrasion that results. These diffi­
culties are practically removed if the 
cables ure lauded at Yap. With the 
ends anchored there, the wear und 
strain on them Is removed. They drop 
away easily into the valley of the ocean on each side. If Japan mnlntHlns ex­
clusive use of Yap as a cable center, it means that all cowuiunicatious over 
western Pacific cable* must move through Japuneoe bund*.

Census Reveals 
Less Illiteracy

WEAVES THOUGH BUND

Decrease of From 22.9 to 16.1 
Per Cent in Ten Years 

Shown in Alabama.

DECLINE IN OTHER STATES

Marked Improvement It Shown In the 
education of the Negro Popula- 

lion In the Southern Stated- 
Funds Are Limited.

Washington,—Tliut illiteracy Is de* 
creasing in this country In Indicuted by 
•  survey of early reports from the cell* 
aus office by Sara L. Dorun for the 
Bureau of Education of the United 
States. The figures for Alubunia, Ar­
kansas, Delaware aud the District of 
Columbia have been published and all 
of them show substantial Improvement 
since 1910.

In Alabama the proportion of per­
sons ten years old and more who can­
not write lu any language has dropped 
from 22.9 per cent to 10.1 per cent; 
lo Arkansas from 12.6 per cent to 9.4 
per cent, In Delaware from 8.1 per 
cent to 64) per cent, In the District of 
Columbia from 4.9 per cent to 2.8 per 
cent.

“The condition Is even more encour­
aging than the figures that relate to 
the totul population seem o  indicate." 
continues the investigator, Mfor It Is 
evident that the coming generation of 
native Americans will be practically 
free from Illiteracy In nearly every 
part of the country.

"Alabamans have been constantly 
mindful of the evils of Jlllter&cy dur­
ing the last 20 years. The census of 
1900 showed a murked Increase In the 
actual number of Illiterates In the pre­
vious decade. The figures were pub­
lished widely throughout the state and 
the people awakened to the fact that 
tiie public school system was not hold­
ing its own. The result was shown in 
the census returns of 1910. The ten­
dency to increase In (lumbers which 
had nppenred previously whs entirely 
overcome, the Illiterates were reduced 
by 91,880 and the proportion of Il­
literates In the total population was 
cut from 34 per cent to 22.9 per cent.

Government Helps.
“These uuntbers were recognized ns 

much too high, and the agitation for 
universal education continued, ' This 
culminated in a survey of educational 
conditions throughout the state under 
the direction of the United States 
commissioner of education and a gen­
eral revision of the laws In consonance 
with the recommendations of the sur­
vey commission. Alabama's first com­
pulsory education law was passed in 
1915, and nil illiteracy commission was 
established in the same year. It has 
since been engaged in direct efforts 
to educate illiterates.

“The money uvalluble for ^.jse pur­
poses has been limited, however, for 
the finances of the state have not been 
in an entirely satisfactory condition, 
and the efforts of education have been 
hampered by that fuct. No state money 
has yet been appropriated for the Il­
literacy commission, although It was 
established by legislative action; and 
tiie only funds which the commission 
Las Imd cunie from private sources.

“It Is well known that the greater 
part of the illiteracy that exists In the 
ooutbern states Is among the negroes. 
In 1890, seven negroes in every ten lu 
Alabama were unable to write. This 
proportion has lieen reduced at every 
census since that time, and In 1920 It 
was three In every ten. Nearly 211,000 
Alabama negroes were reported illiter­
ate In that year. A similar lack of 
«<!uratlon prevails to an undue extent 
among the native white people of the 
atate; 67,287 of them cannot write.

That number is 0.4 per cent/ of the 
native white population over ten yeurs 
of age.

“With a much smaller proportion of 
negroes in hug population, Arkansns 
may he expected to excel the showing 
made by Alabama in the education of 
her citizens. The number of taxpayers 
among negroes is relatively smull in 
all the southern states and the amount 
they pay In school tuxes is not enough 
to mnintuin their own schools. The 
whites, therefore, must educate not 
only their own children, 'nit those of 
the negroes us well.

“Arkansas lias within her borders 
121,837 iHM'sons ten years old or over 
who cannot read; 40,753 of them are 
native whites mid 79,245 ure negroes. 
The percentages of the corresponding 
total population are 4.6 per cent, and
21.8 per cent, respectively. Clearly. 
Arkansas Is better off educationally 
than Alabama.

“Like Alabama, and presumably 
many other states, Arkansas has much 
less of Illiteracy In the cities than In 
the rural portions of the state.

“Negroes constitute only 13.6 per 
cent of the population of Delaware, 
and the proportion Is decreasing.

“Native whites In the cities of Dela­
ware show ouly 0.7 per cent of Illiter­
acy, and that Is presumably among the 
adults. Outside the cities, however, 
3.2 per cent of the native whites are 
unable to write. City negroes are Il­
literate to the extent of 17.1 per cent, 
and country negroes to the extent of
20.8 j>er cent.

“The reverse Is true of the for­
eign bom, for It appears that the bet­
ter class of them go to the farms and 
the Ignorant laborers are Inclined to 
the cities; 0 per cent of the foreign- 
bom population of the country ure Il­
literate. hut 19.2- per cent of those In 
the cities are In that category."

Threat of “White Generalt."
“You must know, peusants." It 

writes, “thut If you will not support 
soviet rule, tomorrow the resuscitated 
white generals will reuppenr. Only 
the czar can replace the Bolshevlkl. 
You must decide for youraelves wheth­
er you want him or not."

Meanwhile the peasants are filled 
with relief at the substitution of a 
com tax for the odious requisition and 
the relntroductlon of free commerce.

Near Million

Atlanta, Lung Mecca for Slippery 
Gang of Crooks, Starts 

a Cleanup.

MURDER IS PART OF GAME

Bankers and Business Men Among the
Victims Lured From Many States 

—Raid Reveals Bogus Broker, 
age Offices—Police Accused.

Atlanta, Ga.—That a dupe Is born 
every minute and that uo scheme Is so 
fantastic that it docs not find some 
one—hard headed business man in 
many cases—to fall for It, bus beeu 
proved to the satisfaction of every­
body In Atlanta through revelations 
made during the hearing by a council 
committee of the activities here of a 
million dollur bunco gung, who oper­
ated, It Is charged, either with the 
connivance or through the colossal Ig­
norance of the police department.

The hearing also has proved that no 
section or locality Is exempt from Us 
crop of dupes. Men with money to 
contribute to the support of the gang 
that operated In Atlnnta have come to 
this city to be fleeced from Reading 
and Philadelphia, from Maryland. 
Mississippi, Georgia, Tennessee, Louis­
iana. Florida, Ohio, Indiana and Tex­
as. Indeed, Texas was very good to 
the Atlanta seekers for easy money. 
Especially was one W. R. Manning, a 
dapper young man of Dallas, Tex., 
kindly disposed to the con men.

And It has been shown that when 
money Is at stake even murder Is not 
too high a price to pay In order to 
keep It and retain liberty. Here Is 
the death roll of Atlanta's bunco 
gang;

Doctor Blnnchnrd. son of a former 
governor of Louisiana, who cniimiitted 
suicide In Memphis after losing his 
roll.

W. C. Dukes, banker of Milan, On.. 
who come to Atlanta to confer with 
the gang on an easy money proposal 
and mysteriously disappeared.

Ed Mills, member of the gor.g, 
roommate of Floyd P. Woodward, al­
leged lender, who was shot and killed 
by .Woodward because, It Is alleged, 
Mills was tipping the police off to 
the operations of the gang.

Oinrles Dorsey, taxicab driver, who. 
It Is said, knew too much about the 
Mills killing.

Ruth Gohel, another witness, was* 
disposed of when Woodward married 
her. , t-

Left Their Rosy Hope* Behind.
Here Is a partial list of the men 

who came to Atlanta with roseate 
hopes and who loft—If they were 
able to get away—heurthroken and 
pockets empty:

\V. D. Hill, nil aged Confederate

Til­
lery was reputed boss of the locul 
game nt one time.

W. It. Manning, from Dallas, Tex., 
lost 87,000.

George W. Wiley of Whitehall, Va.,

Miss., who contributed $10,000 to the 
game.

M. E. Holley of Aiken, S. C„ lost 
$11,000 and would have lost more had 
he been.able to get checks rushed, hut 
a hanker friend tipped him off Just 
In time to keep him from losing $50,- 
000 more. Tills w’as a stock deal, Ira 
which his supposed winnings had run 
tip In the hundred thousands.

C. T. Madeira of Heudlng Pa., who 
lost $27,000, nt one time had a big 
apparent winning, but In the end the 
paper profit disappeared and be went

hack to Pennsylvania sadder but may­
be wiser. In this deal one of Atlan­
ta’s best-known citizens aided the op­
erating gang.

One comparatively old man came to 
Atlanta from Indiana, lost his money 
and is still here. Ills story was one 
of the many already told during the 
four weeks of investigation of the 
easy money syndicate of Atlanta.

Then there was an Ohio banker who 
came to this city, fell in with smooth 
talkers and attempted to get checks 
cashed for approximately $30,000, but 
all the gang got him for wns $2,000.

Chicago Man Involved.
There Is the case of Albert H. 

Thompson of Chicago. Thompson is 
being sought on a larceny charge and 
It Is thought that lie is in Cuba. So­
licitor John Boykin refuses to di­
vulge for the present the details.

Thompson's indictment was a sur­
prise, for his wife was known to be 
wealthy. The Thompsons have a fine 
home In Asheville.

More than one hundred Indictments 
have been returned.

The situation was first called to the 
attention of the public when John 
Boykin, solicitor, made an address at 
a forum luncheon of chamber of com­
merce members. lie charged tliut the 
situation was known to police officials 
and others in authority.

Finally there was u demand In 
council for an Investigation and Mr. 
Boykin agreed to appear before this 
body. A nmss meeting of 1,000 Atlanta 
citizens was held und money was 
raised to prosecute the solicitor's 
charges. Eugene R. Black, one of the 
city's best lawyers, was engaged to 
represent Mr. Boykin.

It has developed that the chief of 
police and the detective chief have 
dnshed. On one occuslon when the 
chief of police wns w iring to a Florida 
point trying to get a confidence man 
the chief of detectives wus wiring that 
the inuti was not wanted in Atlnnta, 
although he was under indictment ut 
that time. It was also charged that a 
detective for several years Imd received 
$200 a week to allow a notorious blind 
tiger to operate unmolested.

The raids started as a result of the 
fleecing of Holley of Alikin < ut of $11.- 
000. He and a companion made a noise 
that all Atlanta heard. Officers were 
sent to see him, and he and his com­
panion laid a trap for Abe Bowers, the 
alleged steerer In the game. Tiie detec­
tives told them to go on out and meet 
Bowers and they would follow. That 
was about the last they heard of the 
detectives, hut they met Bowers by 
agreement and seized him. A passing 
policeman was hailed finally and 
Bowers went to Jail.

Then started a search for the head­
quarters of the gang. The detectives 
the next day were piloted to the build­
ing In a downtown locality, where the 
South Carolinians said they H  d been 
robbed. But search ns they might, the 
officers could not find the room.

Raid Reveals Broker's Office.
The next day they appenled to the 

solicitor and he led u personal raid of 
the building. The room wax found at 
once and lie seized all the parapher­
nalia. The place was fitted up with all 
the elaborateness of n stock broker's 
office In New York. There were black­
boards, fake telegraph Instruments, 
fake money, and everything else 
needed. It looked like there was all 
the money In the world there, hut In­
vestigation revealed that only (lie 
cover hills were good. The rest was 
green paper.

That wns the beginning. Within the 
next few days the solicitor raided three 
places operated by the gang, In one 
case using axes to break In. In this 
place wore found all the instruments 
needed for marking cards, crooking 
dice; fake (none,, several hundred dol­
lars of real money in the safe; crap 
tables; and lief ore the night was out 
many visitors, who imd been taken 
Into custody had to tell what they 
knew or go to Jail.

The raids were followed by many 
prosecutions. The gang bud seen that

the Jig unis up And most of them had 
disappeared. Gradually they are being 
rounded up and brought hack to Atlan­
ta. Abe Bowers und eight of his con­
freres have been sent to the penitenti­
ary, but carelessness at the prison farm 
wns utilized by Ahe Bowers and he is 
at large again. Many others are under 
arrest and some have given bond. 
Among those Indicted and soon to stand 
trial will he Ira Fort, who was mixed 
up. It Is snld in the Madeira swindle. 
A feature of tills prosecution Is found 
In tiie fact that the solicitor himself 
has offered big rewards for the cap­
ture of the various “con" men, and 
paid some of them.

The search continues the country 
over for Floyd B. Woodward. He Is 
held up ns the “Master Mind" of the 
gang. Since his escape he has written 
u letter hack to Atlanta In which he 
charges that he had pnld out $2,000 
ns a bribe at one time to Solicitor 
Boykin; had paid large sums at other 
times, n cut in of his receipts to 
Joseph Ewing, n inw’yer formerly con­
nected with Boykin's office before he 
heenme solicitor, and wdio, according 
to Woodward wus the go-between for 
Boykin.

These charges by Woodward, the hall 
fellow, who was friendly with et¥ry- 
body In town, went hunting with Chief 
Poole, gave diamond rings and phono­
graphs to councilmen and dispensed 
money with a liberal hand, have given 
the police a dub to hit Boykin. So 
they charge that Boykin knew as ranch 
of the operations of the gang ns they 
did, or more.

One feature of the Investigation has 
been the charge made by Joe IOwlng, 
lawyer, that Councilman A1 Martin and 
Floyd B. Woodward ran one of the 
“dens” together; Martin for whiskey 
and Woodward for gaining; and that 
nt this place hundreds of gallons of 
liquor had been delivered by a young 
man now In Birmingham. Another 
allegation was that Aldlne Chambers, 
who led the campaign In Georgia for 
Palmer when he was seeking the presi­
dential nomination, Imd worked to re­
cruit the gang by getting men out of 
the federal penitentiary for this 
purpose.

Texas Victim Gets Angry.
There is the case of young 3Ir. Man­

ning of Texas, who started out in his 
testimony before the committee very 
bravely, hut wilted toward the end 
under a rapid fire cross-examination.

Muiuilng Imd told Ills story, tie hud 
asserted thut Chief of Detectives 
Lumnr Boole nnd Lieut. 8huvv had 
permitted swindle operators to escape 
after he had furnished information 
that should huve resulted In their rap­
ture.

Then he was confronted suddenly 
with a letter signed W. it. f̂arming, 
In which nn offer was made to drop 
all prosecution of the swindlers con­
cerned provided that they would ro- 
turn his money. He vehemently de­
nied that he had written It, branding 
it a forgery.

During this cross-examination he re­
peatedly contradicted himself; lost all 
Ills sang-froid, became angry and 
offered to make It a personal mutter 
with one of the lawyers for the 
defense.

He told (he commit!*# flint be missed 
his train In Atlanta and that as hi* 
wife was visiting her people and there 
was no room for him there he decided 
ho might as well remain' In Atlanta.

This steerer, lie said, 
was Clyde Smith, who said he was a 
representative of the Harry Bayne 
V.ollney company.

In 1j!m story it fake telegram from 
Harry Bayne Whitney of New York 
was described. According to Ida narra­
tive the gang bad two exchanges, One 
was No. 2 In a downtown spot, und the 
other was supposed to be tin* Capital 
City club (Atlanta’s swi-llosf). But 
somehow' the bunco victims were al­
ways steered to No. 2, something al­
ways coming up lo liar u trip to ex­
change No. 1.

Compulsory Education

The Michigan Legislature has alter­
ed tbe compulsory educational law 
somewhat. The sge limit has been re­
duced from 18 yeara to 17, and ex­
empts those who have finished two 
years in high school. An important 
feature of the amended law is that 
those attending night sohool will be 
allowed to work at some job during 
the day time, even If they are under 
the tge limit. This permits tbe youog- 
•ter to earn a little something to help 
tbe family while at tbe same time ac­
quiring an education for hliuself or 
btreelf. Thus we are getting back, by 
law, to first principles. AbrahamLlu- 
colo, James A. Garfield, Andrew Car­
negie, A.T. Stewart, Benjamin Frank­
lin aud many others of the prominent 
men of our couotry bad to work when 
they were young, but they studied at 
night, aod at other times as oppor­
tunity afforded. But with many of our 
present day American youogstera, 
they go to sohool lo tbe day time, 
where they make more or less pro­
gress, some of them just sktoulo  ̂
through under tbe passing wire, with 
tbe mistaken notion la their heads 
that If they can bluff tbe teachers and 
'get by" U Is a smart trick and all' 

right. i
It Is tbe cuitom of many youog lads 

to spend tbalf evenings In such a man-1 
■or that they *ust get up tbe next day, 
without,having bad sufficient sleep,, 
sad being lo on shape for their studies,* 
trust to "getting by" eomq way. Many* 
of tbe men of whom Amerloa Is so 
proud bad to work and work bard 
when they were boys. Necessity was 
be compulsory law of those deyi. 

But they came ahead, made their mark 
and left an example that has been an 
•verlaetlog Inspiration to nil wbo 
same after.

If tbe aumeroue regulatory laws, 
lately so prolific, were In force la 
tbe early days of our oountry, It !• 
doubtful If such men as Lincoln, 
Franklin, aod others wbo have de­
veloped under them, though possibly 
men of their oallbre might have come 
to the front (n spite of them. There 
appears to be too muoh of a tendency 
these days for the state or nation to 
do everything. Aod If our people 
ooce get that notion ground Into 
them, It will take away their lode- 
pendsmee. They will lose that sturdy, 
determined force of character that 
our forefathers had, sod which oarrled 
them through every circumstance snd 
either over or through every dim-

TH08E PESKY BEETLES

Grasshoppers end Potato Bugs Are 
Worse Then for Many Yeara

Everybody,seems agreed that grass­
hoppers and potato bugs are more 
numerous then ever before, sad Coun­
ty Agricultural Agent L. R. Walker 
le giving tbe greater part of hie time 
to aiding farmers and gardeners lo 
fighting tbe pests. He came into Ne­
gaunee Tuesday afternoon after hav­
ing spent tbe whole morniog in fields 
north aod east of the city, end eald 
that tbe hoppers were tbe worst he 
b‘ad ever seen lo bis entire agricul­
tural career.

Shorn of Its technical entomological 
terms, tbe explanation seems to hays 
been tbe mild winter and early 
•prlog. Ordinarily a considerable 
proportion of these pests perish dur­
ing the wloter, but tbe past season 
was so mild that tbe mortality, judg­
ing from the swarms of losects now 
tnvadlog tbe looal fields, must have 
been negligible.

The agricultural bureau has some 
time tried remedies for these pests, 
and County Agent Walker will be 
glad to render such service end aid 
as tbe many demands upon bis time 
will permit. He superintended the 
mixing of nearly a ton of "dope" on 
tbe oooasloo of his visit to tbe farmers 
north of Negaonee.

Ualeee energetic work Is doae, No- 
gaunee's potato erop will be pretty 
Moot. There are several fields close 
to town wbloh here been literally 
devastated. Some gerdeoers have 
•pent entire days spraying the vtues 
end hand-killing tbe bugs, only to 
find as many more at work tbe next 
morning.

Great Chance for Youth*

A Citizens’ Military Training Camp 
will be opened at Camp Grant, 111., 
July 21, to continue through four 
weeks, and designed particularly for 
military and pbysioal training for 
health and citizeosbip for men be­
tween tbe agee of 16 and 35 in the 
•tateaof Illinois, Michigan and Wis­
consin. All expensee are ppid by tbe 
government, and tbe aim !• to bring 
together young men of all occupa­
tions oo a basis of equality under the 
most favorable condition* of outdoor 
life, for tbe promotion of good citizen- 
•bip and .an interest In tbe national 
defense.

AU men between tbe ages named, 
wbo are of sound obaraeter, intelli­
gence and physical condition, are 
eligible. No educational qualifica­
tions are prescribed, but each candi­
date must file a certificate of good 
character, signed by school teacher 
or clergyman, together with medical 
testimony from a qualified physician 
as to bearing, eyesight, heart action 
and a general physical condition ade­
quately fitted for tbe courts of train­
ing. Each candidate will pay bis 
own transportation to the camp aod 
be reimbursed upoo arrival by a re­
fund at tbe rate of 5 cents a mile. 
Tbe government also provides uni 
forma, food and medical care.

Enrollment at this camp implies no 
later service obligation, although it 
U hoped that men who attend will be 
iocllned thereafter to enroll with tbe 
National Guard or tbe Reserve.

Training at Camp Grant will be 
along tbe lines which made Platta- 
burg and other pre war camps so 
successful, aod will Include Initiation 
loto the elementary duties of tbe aol- 
filer and tbe ordinary routine of 
’camp Ufa, Tbe supreme elm of Camp 
Grant, however, is tbe physical well­
being and development of all who at­
tend. Full provision is made for 
wholesome sod interesting employ­
ment of all leisure time.

Eaoh candidate la expected to bring 
one pieee of band luggsgaeootalo- 
ing shaving aod toilet articles, four 
suite of underwear, two pairs of pa- 
jamae, six pairs of sooks, six band- 
kerchiefs, four face towels aod two 
bath towels. It will be well also to 
take athletic uniforms aod equipment, 
musioel instruments and bathing 
suits, lo so far as each may bava these 
articles. Military clothing and equip­
ment will ba furnished at tbe camp, 
and .laundry service la provided free

WHAT SHALL WE EAT.

For a small family fond of chop 
•uey, a home-made variety will be 

found most appetizing.
Chop 8uey.—Cut celery 

Into two-inch strips, then 
shred, not too thin; cut 
one onion In bits. Fry 
one pound of very thinly 
sliced round steak, which 
U cut Into Inch squares, 
In suet fat. When brown, 
add a little water nnd 
simmer, udding more wu- 
ter until the meat hos 

cooked an hour, then add the vege­
tables, salt, pepper and a bulf tea- 
spoonful of sugar with two or three 
tablespoonfuls of Flgi sauce, which 
comes In small bottles, retailing for 
twenty cents. The amount of season­
ing depends upon the taste; a spoon­
ful or two of caramel (browned sugar 
nnd water) adds a richness of color 
which makes the product more like 
the Chinese chop suey.

Junket Ice Cream.—This is not a 
new dish, hut the sauce used with It 
makes a rather unusual one. To one 
quart gf rich milk and one cupful of 
cream, warm to lukewarm, add one 
junket tablet, dissolved In a tnblespoon- 
ful of water, mix well, add one cup­
ful of sugar and one tablespoonful of 
vanilla; pour into the freezer can and 
let stand In n warm room until the 
junket is set, then chill nnd freeze os 
uviml. When ready to serve, put the 
cream in long stemmed glasses and 
serve with

A Delicate Frozen Dish.—Heat a 
pint of cream, remove from the fire 
and odd one-half cupful of sugar and 
n teaspoonful of vanilla; stir until the 
sugar Is dissolved, then freeze. Cook 
one-half cupful of sugar with water 
to dissolve until it spins a thread, 
pour over a beaten egg white nnd bent 
briskly until cold. When the cream 
Is partly frozen, open the can. scrape 
down the sides nnd turn In the frost­
ing. Repack nnd stir until frozen. 
Serve with a thick hot inuple sauce, 
flavored with vanilla, nnd add chopped 
walnuts. Serve hot over the cream.

Freneh Nougat.—Boil without stir­
ring one-half cupful of sugar and one- 
quarter of a cupful of water until it 
spins n rlrtwid four or five Inches long, 
then pour over the suflly beaten whites 
of three eggs. Bent until glossy, then 
set aside. Boil together three cupfuls 
of sugar, one-half cupful of water and 
one cupful of corn sirup until it forms 
a firm hall when tried in lee water, or 
248 degrees Fahrenheit. Four ibis into 
the first mixture, stirring nil the time. 
When nearly cool, add one tablespoon- 
ful of vanilla, one cupful of pecans and 
one cupful of candied pineapple and 
cherries cut In pieces. Continue to 
stir until stiff, then mold in a buttered 
pan. Candied ginger may be added It 
desired.

Banana lee Cream.—
Feel and mash six bana­
nas, add the strained

juice of half a lemon, one ami one-
half cupfus of sugar, heat to a m-urn. 
Dilute two pint cans of condensed 
milk with one quart of water, and com­
bine with the fruit mixture. Freeze, 
using one-third suit aud two-thirds 
ice.

Cereal Pudding With Prunes.—'Jake 
one cupful ot cooked cereal, two cup­
fuls of sweet milk, two tahlesponufuls 
of butter, one-half teaspoonful of salt, 
the yolks of two eggs, sugur to taste, 
and flavor with a hit of lemon peel. 
Mix Ingredients and cook slowly In 
a buttered baking dish. When firm 
remove from the oven nnd cover with 
stewed prunes from which the stojuts 
have been removed; spread over this 
the beaten whites of tiro eggs, to 
which u pinch of salt, four (aldes|ioou- 
fuls of sugar' and n grilling of lemon 
jK*ei has been added. Return It* the 
oven to brown. Serve wilh cream.

Roty Macaroni.—Break half a 
package of macaroni into short lengths 
and cook until lender In boiling Milted 
water. In the meantime open one pint 
of tomato soup and dilute it with one- 
half can of boiling wuter. Add to 
this one taldespoonful of minced on­
ion, two (ahlespooufuls of chopped cel­
ery, a pinch of ground cloves, a pinch 
of soda and two tiihiespoonfuls of 
melted butter. Drain tile macaroni 
and blanch with cold water; add one 
tablespoonftii of butter and two table* 
spoonfuls of cornstarch with this. 
Add the tomato soup mixture am) cook 
until free from lumps. Have reudy 
u cupful of grated cheese, butler a 
shallow baking dish and put in a lay­
er of tnncnroul, cover with sauce nnd 
grated cheese and season with paprika 
nnd salt. Repent until the dish Is full. 
Cover with buttered crumbs aud buke 
In a moderate oven thirty-live minutes. 
Serve Hot.

V ast Land-Clearing Project

Ooe of the most important agricul 
tural and land-clearing projects ever 
attempted in the Upper Peninsula has 
been launched by the Rosebush Ranch 
Company, a subsidiary of tbe Patten 
Paper Company, of Appleton, WIs., 
owners of the Triaogle raqcb, six 
miles from Attmaa. The project lo of 
word is tbat of clearing 16,000 acre* 
of virgin land and putting it vo agri­
cultural, as well as stock graxlog use, 
aa soon as possible.

Owners of the Triaogle ranch have 
two purposes In view In their under­
taking. First, they desire to make 
their ranch a perfect feeding ground 
for weetero steers. Second, they want 
to prove by agricultural work, wheth­
er certain kinds of crops nan be pro- 
duoed oo their soil oo a large Male 
with successful results from a a com­
mercial standpoint.

There are several angles .10 tbelr 
farming plao. To begin with the Trl- 
aoge ranch, most of It at least, Is In a 
wild couotry. A large part of It, al­
though it has grasses suitable for 
cattle feed, is not tbe kiod of pastur­
age which puts fat on stesrs as rapid­
ly as ranchers would llks, eras rapid­
ly as must ba tbe caee if tbe cattle are 
to be marketed at tbe proper time aod 
at a profit, so they will build up tbe 
laod by clearing and seediog by meant 
of so intensive program designed to 
combine land-clearing, crop produc­
tion aod cattle grazing in ooe co­
ordinated plan of action.

Whlie.tbe ultimate purpose of clear* 
log aod seedlog tbe tand Is to make of 
it a dividend paying proposition as a 
cattle ranch, It was realized tbat to 
proceed on a small, plece*meal basis 
would make overhead coete too high 
aod would preclude tbe possibility of 
carrying on tbe eattle business at a 
profit for several years to corns. Tbe

echeme decided upoo, therefore, was 
ooe by which tbe land will be worked 
agriculturally on an extensive scale, 
with a view lo producing material 
revenue while the cattle business is 
being gradually developed.

Tbe outcome of this project will be 
watched with uousual interest through­
out the Upper Peninsula. There are 
hundreds and thousands of acres of 
cut over laod io the penlnauia which 
has tbe same soil value aa that on the 
Amass ranch. If the Triangle com­
pany's agricultural plan is a success 
it will prove tbat crop production on 
a large scale can be make to pay on 
those lands, utilization of which Is 
one of tbe most important problems 
to bt worked out lo tbe genera) de­
velopment of Cloverldnd.

Furthermore, If tbe Triangle ranch, 
through tbe medium of agricultural 
development, becomes a succsasful 
eattle grazing Institution, tbs trail 
will have been blazed for many otber 
western rtneb owners who are anx­
ious to oome Into tbe upper peninsula, 
but who are waiting to see what suc­
cess will be attained by those already 
h e r e . _____________
