C. E. KEARNS TOLD LIONS ABOUT 
FEDERAL RESERVE

How System Was Brought About and 
What ft Does to Stabil­

ize Business

Though most of Negaunee Lions* 
“have doubtless been In possession of 
a Federal Reserve bank note at one 
time or another, and in admiring the 
lithographer's art they may have 
speculated a bit on wherein this 
specimen differed from other forme 
of the national currency, it is safe 
to say that each and every member 
of the local club has a much better 
idea of the Federal Reserve system, 
and the great part it hds had in 
stabilizing the business affairs of the 
country, as a result of the talk which 
Clarence E, Kearns, cashier of the 
Negaunee National Bank, gave at 
Monday's meeting of the Lions Club.

Mr. Kearns remarked that when, 
as a loyal Lion, he had yielded to 
the executive command to address 
the club on this subject, he had not 
reconed on the intervention of a car* 
nival; but notwithstanding this 
handicap, Mr. Kearns did his part in 
an interesting and instructive man* 
ner.

An Outgrowth of the 1907 Panic
The Federal Reserve system, Mr. 

Kearns stated, hod its beginning in 
1913, and was an outgrowth of the 
1907 money panic, which had made 
clear the necessity" of Improved rela­
tions between city and country banks 
if the commerce of the country were 
not to suffer at interval*1. During 
1907 and the unsettled period that 
had folowed, metropolitan bunks had 
been pretty curt in their notification 
that they could no longer undertake 
to always accommodate Ihelr country 
correspondents with shipments of 
currency to meet the local needs of 
the latter. It worked great hardship 
for a time upon the customers of 
these country banks, but the latter 
were not without means of redress, 
for thev began to hoard what cur­
rency did come their way, and it was 
not long before the metropolitan 
banks were the fellows who were do­
ing the squealing.

It was not until 1914 that the 
twelve " Reserve" hanks, located at 
advantageous commercial centers 
throughout the United States, and 
each being the commercial center 
for Its epportioned Federal Reserve 
district, actually began to function. 
Even from the start, the beneficial 
results exceeded the expectations of 
the moil sanguine of the bankers, 
and as the system got into full work­
ing order these benefits have steadi­
ly Increased. To insure the success 
of the enterprise, It was made obli­
gatory upon all national banks to 
buy stock in the Federal Reserve 
bank of their district in proportion 
to their own capital stock; state 
banks were not compelled to join, 
but are granted the prvilege of mem­
bership and a very considerable pro­
portion of them have found the con­
nection advantageous.

Conservator of Money Market 
Mr. Kearns explained In consider­

able detail how the Federal Reserve 
bank functions; how it enables local 
banks to rediscount the commercial 
paper they are carrying, and Its ser­
vices as a clearing house and sav­
ings this system effects by reason of 
no chargo for exchange, The moko- 
up (£ the board of control, the regu­
lations regarding the maintenenceof 
local cash reserve proportionate to 
demand and savings deposits, and 
how the system insures an uuf&illng 
source of cash to enable local banks 
to meet unexpected demands, were 
all; fuly explained.

In summing up Mr. Kearns said 
that the Federal Reserve system had 
proved to be an efficient conservator 
-of the American money market. The 
discount rates are regulated from 
Washington, which is therefore In a 
position to curb tendencies toward a 
"runaway" money market in any par­
ticular locality or section of the 
country. The World War and the 
troublesome readjustment period 
which was its sequel had surely 
been an acid test for the system, and 
inasmuch as both government offi­
cials and the bankers of the nation 
evidently appreciated the necessity 
of keeping the aystera out of politlce, 
the chief dangers attending the 
country's financial structure seem to 
have been dispoeed of for all time.

MUST IMPROVE SEWERS

-Manyv Modern Truck With Pump Auxiliary Is Demonstrated
Y Believe It .Would Be a Desirable Addition to Y
Y YX Negaunee's Fire Protection yt
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The American-LnFrance Fire En­
gine Company sent one of It-* most 
modern fire department trucks as an 
exhibit for the Upper Peninsula 
Firemen*1? Tournament held here last 
week, and it gave demonstrations In 
a number of cities en route, as well 
ns in Marquette, Ishpemlng and Ne­
gaunee during the week's stay in the 
count)'. There is no doubt ns to its 
being a most effective fire fighting 
unit, and the only question appears 
to he whether the services it could 
render during eight or nine months 
of the year warrant the city in in- 
vestng some $12,000 in its purchase, 
for it cannot be expected that it 
could be kept in commission during 
the most severe of the winter months.

The Common Council held a special 
meeting last Saturday evening to 
give consideration to the matter, and 
In their ultimate decision they will 
be guided largely by the opinions of 
business men and other heavy tax­
payers.

Naturally, anything 
which will supplement the present 
service would be of value and it is 
on the theory that the truck would 
pay for itself in the protection it 
would afford until such time as it 
may be possible to improve the 
waterworks system itself that many 
people fnvor the purchase of a 
truck of this type.

tery that furnishes the motive power 
for the truck. Us chief serviceabili­
ty lies in the fact that it can take 
its water supply from a hydrant at a 
point where pressure in the mains is 
low and transform it into effective 
fire fighting streams; or its suction 
may be dropped into a pond, reser­
voir or other available water supply 
and powerful Are fighting streams 
can be delivered, just as was done by 
the old style steam fire engines in 
bygone years. Tests along these 
lines made during the truck's stay in 
the city leave no doubt as to its 
ability to "deliver the goods."

The chief adaptability of the truck 
to Negaunee's fire protection system 
lies In its supplementing the pressure 
afforded by the water mains. The 
stretch from the pumping station at
Teal Lake to the city proper, and
from that point through the business 
district was relaid with iron pipes 
within recent years, and this line 
can withstand the pressure needful 
for effective fire fighting, but unfor­
tunately the greater part of the rest 
of the system consists of wooden 
pipes laid many long years ago, and 
the jnoment the pressure is unduly

sewerage, the necessity of improve­
ment of both of these systems at an 
early day is one of the situations 
that Negaunee faces, and financially 
and otherwise it must be kept in 
mind when any other large expendi­
tures are in contemplation. On the 
other hand, the city's interests 
should not be permitted to suffer, 
and if upon proper investigation an 
improvement plan is found to have 
merit, a way con undoubtedly be 
found tS finance It.

City Officials Ask State Sanitary En­
gineer to Come Here 

and Make Survey

cials have not hern unmindful of the 
existence of the problem, and in fact 
litive been steadily at work upon it, 
but were in hopes that the neee-wity 
for remedial measures might In* 
avoided until it was possible to clear 
up certain phases of the situation a* 
n whole. Tho event* of the past few 
weeks, however, have demonstrated 
that action can no longer he safely 
put off. Indeed, the Initial step* 
have already been taken, and while 
tho preliminary work will in Itself 
consume considerable time, both 
tempory and permanent relief will ho 
brought about Just as speedily as 
possible.

Storm Drainage the Sticker
As has been pointed out In these 

columns several times during tho 
past year, Negaunee's present sewer 
problem Is, oddly enough, Dm penali­
ty which the community pays for 
possessing paved streets. True, tho 
situation may be accounted for In 
small part by the growth of the city, 
hut mainly It I* the result of sealing 
up the surfaeo of the tliorouirhfar*'* 
and subjecting tlm sewerage system 
to a heavier load of storm drainage 
than it was designed to carry. In 
the earlier years, with graveled 
streets, and even to a con-iderablo 
extent with the macadamized streets 
of a somewhat later day, n consider­
able portion of the water that canto 
down in tin* form of rain, or was tho 
product of melting snow each spring, 
found its way into the earth without 
flowing nmny feet, leaving only an 
inconsiderable fraction to bo cared 
for by the sewers. But as soon oh 
one of these thoroughfares was given 
a crushed stone and asphalt pave­
ment, tho situation changed. None 
of the wntcr was able to filter into 
Into tho soil, hut ran to the nearest 
sewer catch basin.

When the Initial Rewerage system 
was installed, the only consideration 
was tho disposition of what engi­
neers term sanitary sewerage, for tho 
storm drainage was practically tak­
ing care of Itself. There was planned 
what appeared to be ample margin 
for Increased sanitary sewerage as a 
result of the city’s growth, ns well 
as provision for such storm drahiiigo 
as might not repdlly find It* way in­
to tho earth. That this margin was 
a liberal one, us based upon condi­
tions at the time the sewers were 
Installed is proven by the fact that 
even at this late day the system is 
ample to care for the normal flow of 
sewerage, and would continue to ho 
adequate for many years to conn*. In 
fact, the only real pryhlcnt is the dis­
posal of tho storm drainage, and in­
stead of merely being troublesome, 
this has within Die past few months 
become acute.

What Recant Storms Did
Extended mention was made a 

couple of weeks ago of tho damage 
caused by "backed up” sewers in tho 
eastern part of tho town after tho 
particularly heavy rainstorm on tho 
13th In.d, and practically the siuno 
condition* resulted from last Hull- 
day’s downpour, a conspicuous In­
stance which developed from tin* lat­
ter storm being the flooding of tho 
basement of tin1 lo w high school 
building to the depth of nearly a 
fistt and a half. There has been sim­
ilar trouble in tills basement follow­
ing other storms, hut never so seri­
ous. This basement is excavated to 
a depth that evidently approximates 
if Mot exceeds that of tho str*s*t sew­
er and as the building is not provid­
ed with any back-flow trap, the sur­
plus front the sewer speedily found 
the line of the least reslstenre and 
filled the lower portion of the school 
with a kneo-hlgli undo*lrub!c deposit.

When the flood had subsided and 
the surplus water hod finally made 
its way out of the sewer, It was 
necessary to flush the basement and 
make libera) use of chloride of lime. 
Imumiuch as only the upper part of 
the building is being used this sum­
mer there was ample opportunity to 
clean ard air the basement, but if 
the flood had come during regular 
school periods, when nearly half a 
thousand young folk were In dally 
attenduuco, tho results could not 
have failed to be decidedly unpleas­
ant, an J even positively dangerous.

In early spring and summer, when 
eggs urt* plentiful und cheap, the 
thrifty umuug die housekeepers utilise 
plenty of them for desserts.

Soft Custard.

Souk tine tapioca In euough cold wa­
ter to cover It until It absorbs tbs 
water. Add the milk und cook in a 
double boiler until the tuplocu Is soft 
ami transparent. Combine the yolks 
of eggs with sugar und salt and add 
to the mixture In the double boiler. 
Cook until It thickens. Add stlflly 
beaten whites and fluvortng, und when 
cold serve. Klee must be cooked In 
hulling water until soft.

Appls Whip.
2 cup* applr sauce Cream for serving
3 < gg* (whites)

Cook six or eight medlum-slxed tart 
apples until soft In Just euough water 
to keep them from burning. Add sirup 
to sweeten sufficiently und one-eighth 
teaspoonfuf gruted nutmeg. Cool. 
Press the upple sauce through a 
strainer und add to It the stiffly beaten 
whiles of eggs. Beat until light and 
foamy. Pile onto saucers und serve 
with fresh cream or a custard sauce 
made of the egg yolks. Tills sauce may 
In* prepared by the same method as for 
soft custard, omitting the whites of 
eggs. Canned fruit, such ns peaches, 
figs, cherries or guava, may he substi­
tuted in the same proportion for the 
apples.

for the euctlon of the ventilating 
fans Is close at hand and the obnox­
ious odors would have been carried 
to all parts of the building if the 
fans were kept in operation, while If 
the fans were stopped there is little 
doubt that the stench would have 
permeated the first floor at least.

Residents of Cherry street and 
Grand avenue areas, as well aa cer­
tain portions of East Case street, had 
their usual troubleslast Sunday af­
ternoon and Monday morning. Down 
town the situation was a little more 
favorable, though the Perkins block 
and several other structures whose 
basements are particularly low 
CAUght pretty bad doses. Since the 
first flood, several property owners 
have InstaUed sefety valves In their 
sewer discharge pipes, and so far as 
known these have afforded the do* 
sired protection against the backing 
up of the sewer flow. But even with 
such safeguards, the situation has 
become one that cannot be tolerated.

Sanitary Engineer Coming 
Upon ascertaining the effects of 

last Sunday's storm. City Engineer 
E. J. Pearce lost no time In con­
ferring with Mayor Trembath and 
other city officials and received au­
thorization to lay the matter before 
the Bt&te authorities. He sent a tel­
egram to Prof. W. C. Hoad, chief of 
the sanitary engineering department, 
with headquarters at the University 
of Michigan, and received word that 
this official will be here Thursday, 
August 4, to make an inspection. 
Prof. Hoad has had Borne subordi­
nates doing work of a somewhat simi­
lar nature in Marquette* and It Is be­
lieved that H will be possible to have 
a sewer survey made with very little 
delay. With this at hand, Prof. Hoad 
will be able to advise the Common 
Council as to the remedial measures 
which may be advisable and to pre­
pare plans and specifications for the 
work.

As was stated when the subject 
first bê or. to receive serious consid­
eration, there are several detail* in 
the local situation which tend to 
complJcnte matters. One Is the un­
certainty which attends the scope of 
mining operations In the southeast­
ern part of town, in the vicinity of 
the sewer outlet. If a new and 
larger discharge pipe must be laid, 
the city officials naturally wish to 
locate it in n manner so that It will 
not be disturbed by mining opera­
tions within a few years. This phase 
of the matter has already been taken 
up with the engineering departments 
of the mining companies concerned, 
but the investigations have not gone 
far enough to afford any basis for 
planning.

May Build Storm Sowars
One plan that the city officials 

have had in mind is the building of 
special storm sewers to care for the 
surplus drainage that has become a 
chracterlstlc of certain sections of 
the city In latter years, In which 
case the present sewer system would 
be fully adequate to care for the 
sanitary - -nlnage. It was thought 
that by laying storm sewer pipes be­
tween street curbs and sidewalks it 
would he unnecessary to tear up the 
paved streets, and that such a course 
would yield ns effective results as 
the enlargement and rebuilding of 
considerable portion of the original 
sewerage system, and would be con 
siderably less expensive,

In this connection it Is due to the 
city officials to state that reports 
that the most of the trouble has 
come from "blocked" sewers Is with 
out foundation. Ever since the first 
sign of (rouble in the spring, special 
attention has been given to the sew­
ers. They have been flushed more 
frequently nnd more thoroughly thnn 
was ever necessary before, and the 
city engineer is speaking "by the 
card" when he asserts that there Ima 
been no obstruction In the normal 
sewer flow; It is simply that the sew­
ers cannot carry off the waiter as 
fast os it comes to them.

Big Outlay, but Must Be Dene 
Talks with city official* make It 

clear -that they fuly appreciate the 
gravity of the situation nnd that 
they oro losing no time In getting to 
work on the problem. The first step, 
of course, Is to got expert advice 
from men who have made a special 
study of such problems, and this has 
been provided for. As soon as the 
most practicable method has been 
determined, and the costs have heen 
figured out, the proposition will he 
submitted to the people* probably in 
the form of a bond issue to flnanoe 
the task, for It goes without saying 
that even if only storm sewers are 
provided and the main outlet enlarge 
ed, the expense is going to run into 
pretty big money.

It is optional with tbe board, uoder 
such circumstances, whether it shall 
call a special election, fill tbe vacancy 
by appoiotmeot, or permit tbe vacan­
cy to continue uotil tbe oext regular 
eieetioo, and ioumuch u  there are 
oo matters of special importance 
pend leg or In prospect, the board will 
pursue tbe last named course.

Tbe board mat last Monday evening 
and accepted the credentials of Mrs. 
George Ksrpeniky, about whose elec­
tion there bad bun oo questioo, but 
ruled that Mrs, E. P. Sehulxe bad not 
bun legally elected. It is probably 
quite unoeeueary to state that tbe 
board bad not tbe slightest objectioa, 
from a personal standpoint, to Mre. 
Sehulxe becoming one of tbelr oum- 
ber; aod lo their decision were guided 
oolely by the legal upects u  tbe situ­
ation.

To fortify hie own interpretation of 
tbe statute, based upon many years' 
school board eervloe, Pruideot C. F. 
Suodetrom submitted the case to T. E. 
Johnson, superintendent of public in­
struction of Michigan, aod tba follow­
ing reply, uoder date of July 19th, 
fully oooflrme tbe, construction wblcb 
Mr. Suodstrom aod his colleagues 
had already put upon the situation:

“A psrsoo, to be elected to a school 
office, must bare hi# [or her] name on 
the aetessmeot roll aod must have 
property assessed for school texts in 
tbe district, and must receive a ma­
jority of all tbe votes cut at the elu­
tion. For example, If there were 67 
votes cast, a person to be elected 
would have to receive at least 34."

In its reorganisation last Monday 
tbe board made oo changes in tbe 
offices of pruideot end secretary, 
held respectively by C. F. Suodstrom 
and G. J. Scbwendeman, as it is tbe 
local custom to make ths official terms 
thru years, corresponding to their 
terms as trustees.

tbe merchants were saved the expease 
of providing aome other form of at­
tractions. The checking up process 
le not completed, but indications ere 
that the deficit, If any, in the enter­
tainment fund will be so mail as to be 
of no consequence.

People In general have little idea as 
to the way expense mounts up in pre­
paring for sueh gatherings, it having 
reached somewhat beyood 12000 In the 
present instaooe. And that this out­
lay waa quite fully met by tba per­
centages received from tbe carnival 
attractions will be a source of satis­
faction to all. Incidentally, tha occa­
sion furnished employment to a quar­
ter of huodred or more local people, 
and so far aa possible effort was made 
to assign these plaoes to young men 
who are out of work for a time. So 
far as practicable, tbe carnival com. 
pany bought its supplies locally, and 
in this and other forms left behind 
a very fair percentage of its gross 
receipts.

After paying for the jewelery which 
constituted tbe prizes, and allowing 
tbe youog lady participants in the 
Popularity Contest 20 per cent for 
tbelr labors, tbe proceeds from thieeo- 
terprlse were upward of $1000. Much 
credit ie given Joseph Bloch for bis 
able management of tbetsontest. Miss 
Eva Trotochaud, who had some 10,000 
voles more than her nearest compet­
itor, was the winner of tbe diamond 
ring which coostJtuted tbe first prize. 
Other winners were: Miss Elizabeth
Vincent, lavalllere; Mias Lillian 
Ikkela, wrfet watch; Miss Edith Keast, 
pearl necklace; Misa Florence Lang- 
lols, manicure eat. Tbe Negaunee 
fireman are very grateful to all tbe 
youog ladles who took part, and like­
wise are grateful to tbe people of 
Negauoee generally for tbelr patron­
age aod other forms of assistance dur­
ing tournament week.

The ladles of tbs Swedish Lutheran 
Church bad fixed last Wednesday, 
Thursday and Friday aa tbe dates 
upon which they would serve meals to 
tbe tournament aod home coming 
crowds, but they found an unexpected 
source of patronage ffotn among the 
performers aod othar attaches of tbe 
oarnival itself, and these latter folk 
pleaded ao earnestly for “ just ooe day 
more" that tbe ladies consented to 
keep open Saturday as well. The 
week's rush started before the ladles 
were quite fully prepared, but by 
bustling they were able to satisfac­
torily cars for all, and an idea of tba 
patronage and the work itinvolved 
may be gained from tbe statement 
that they served 160 persons tbs first 
day.

There it ample evidence that tbe

materially swelled the ladies' re­
ceipts.

Navy Air Terminal Will House 
Two Giant U. S. Dirigibles 

Now Building.

MANY WONDERFUL FEATURES
Monstsr Doors Art Opentd and Clottd

by an E’tctrtc Motor—Structure 
Would Cover Three Ordinary 

City Blocks.

Now York.—.\im*rleu's first great 
terminal for giant aircraft 1h ucurlng 
cumpli'tlott ut Lukchurat, N. J,

Tlic xirueture, the lurgeat of Its kirn) 
on earth, is MJ3 feet long, 204 feet 
wide and lift feet high. Some Idea of 
fth liutiieiixe size limy he gleaned 
from the fact that If set dowu In a 
city the hangar would occupy three 
►olid hlockt*. ItM dour# ut each end 
►taud more than 175 feet high and are 

feet wide. A 10-story skyscraper 
could he pushed through the space 
disclosed hy the doors when they ure 
opened.

The hangar Is officially known as 
the United Slate* navy airship hangar, 
und represents the latest word in con­
struction for building* of this type. 
It Is planned to have It ready In the 
curly summer to house the two giant 
dirigibles now under construction, the 
ER-1, building at League island navy 
yard, I’htladelphlu, and the ZU-2, near­
ing completion In Knghind. The trans­
atlantic fllglit of the latter Is sched­
uled for late In July or eurly In Au­
gust. and the Navy deportment plans 
to have the hungur completed for 
service before the airships ure ready 
to sail.

Giant Mooring Matt S Feature.
Incidental to the hungur Is a gigan­

tic mooring mast to which great 
dirigibles may lie tied when it Is Im­
practicable to house them Inside the 
hongur. The must Is so constructed 
(hut the giants of the ulr will be 
moored, how on, hud will swing In 
the direction of the wind, thus avoid­
ing the dangerous force exerted by 
high winds.

The result of experiments with the 
Lukehurst mooring must will deter­
mine the policy of the Navy depart­
ment In erecting slmllur mooring 
masts at various air stations through­
out the country, such us Chicago, St. 
Louis, Kansas City, Denver, Kan Fran­
cisco, Scuttle, New Orleans, Atlanta, 
Columbus, O., and Kim Diego.

Tiie new airships nearing comple­
tion are of such large proportions, 
each being 700 feet long and 85 feet 
in diameter, its large as muny of the

Uunning lengthwise through the 
hangar Is a rullroud and three trolley 
slots technically described as docking 
rails. The dirigible ubout to enter the 
hungur will lie cuMe-fastcned to these 
rails, which extend on a 1,500-foot ruu- 
way at either end, und guided to Us 
berth.

Under the roof among u network of 
steel rafters, live monorail cranes sup­
port mmjtble platforms which enable 
workmen to repair un aircraft after It 
bus doeked. These rafters ure Wo fur 
ahow* the floor of the hungur that the 
workmen resolve themselves Into mere 
specks.

So large are the glass windows In 
the sides and the roof that Individual 
motors are necessary to open each 
window.

New York.—Ad Interesting picture 
of condition* In Austria Is given In the 
following article written for the New 
York Herald by W. John Lenglet. u 
French Journalist ottuched to the 
Jupanese military mission in Vienna:

After having been a year In Austria 
I have come to the conclusion that the
country specializes In the art of beg- 
glng and Insulting. These two faults 
combined huve been brought to such 
e height tlmt the people have lost 
every sense of dignity and tlielr whole 
character.

This Is specially clear to the for­
eigner who stays a good deal lu Vienna. 
The foreigner who merely pusses 
through brings nothing back hut u 
remembrance of more or less guy eve­
nings and of fantastic figures of worth­
less currency; but he who hus to H'*c 
there und take part In the everyday 
Ufa of Vienna, especially If he take 
the trouble to look deeply Into the 
heart of things, Is certulnly convinced 
that side hy side with a certuln misery 
In the lower middle clusses und prlvu- 
tions among the upper cIushck, there 
exists among the new rich—“sclileh- 
era"—an Indifference to all the Inter­
ests of Austria which Is hardly believ­
able.

The Muchlel>er" may be the middle 
man of business transactions, or even 
the business mun quite simply. The 
Mscbleher" U also the "bucket shop 
keeper,” who speculates Illegally In 
exchange* who leads the frelhundel 
(free commerce), and ft Is he who 
piles up bundles of bunk notes, a 
single one of which tie will not spend 
unless It bring him the equivalent In 
pleasures or goods. The Interest of Ids 
country? He luughs ut It as at a 
splendid Joke—the starving children 
esn be looked after by foreigners. He 
can eat white bread and be does so 
without scruple. He can drink cham­
pagne at 8,000 crowns 4 bottle, He 
provides hie wife with magnificent fora 
and precious Jewels, He knows no 
duty but that of spending the money, 
which be has gained by exploiting his 
countrymen In pleasures and luxuries.

He la the unmoral being who lius 
sprung from the Austrian soil since 
misery spread over the land.

The Valuta All Important
When the UtGe ImurgeoU or shop­

keeper smells the foreigner, he Imme­
diately sixes up Ids "Vulute.” You are 
treated In accordance with the value 
of your national currency and the shop

help pitying the naivete of the peo­
ple In England and other countries 
who send money for the children who 
are supposed to be dying In the 
streets. These advertisements are 
only a speculation on the good faith 
of the public; und the public who 
subscribe are robbed twice over; first 
of tlielr confidence; secondly, of their 
money.

I do not suggest thut the commit­
tees who insert tlieae advertisements 
ure not acting In good faith, but that 
they ure themselves victims to the 
exploitations of the Austrians and 
Journalists In Austrian pay, who are 
determined to get ns mueli sympathy 
for Austria und ns much money us 
possible out of the foreigner.

At one time the Austrian was in 
need of muteriul help.. This help was 
given him *0 generously tlmt he ex- 
I teds It to go on forever.

Mulcted by Driver*.
Wluit do some guilders, francs, dol­

lars or pounds mutter to the foreign­
er? ”Nu, Ju, liber uilt threw Vuiu- 
len'."

In 
fact, he wus spoken of most of all 
because these people took me for ao 
American. Then they weut on to 
more personal matters—ourselves, our 
elolhes, everything wus unulyced and 
ridiculed. The most revolting thing* 
were said«by the best-dressed men, 
and women Joined In with degraded 
delight. The tram conductor laughed. 
I pretended not to understand. Tbs 
only thing fa do with these brutes.
1 even heard sotnel>ody make a sag* 
gestlou fa throw us out of the tram 
ut the next stopping place.

The starving children of Austria ex* 
1st mostly In the Imagination of those 
who earn an easy living by begging. 
As a matter of fact, one does not see 
more slckly-lookfng children In Vienna 
thou In any other large town. If 
help were given to the children of the 
poor, of the unemployed, of the de* 
mobilised soldiers without means of 
subsistence in Knghind, America und 
France such charily would be put to 
u fur Ijetter use.

Waste of Coal and Light.
In order to save coal, France and
