SEATING ACCOMMODATIONS IN­
ADEQUATE IN H. S.

DEATH OF MR3. CHAU88EE

Survived But a few Weeks After 
Serious Operation

One Vacancy In Teaching Force 
-Changes in Part-Time 

Education Law

The Negaunee schools got under 
way last Tuesday for the coming 
year's work. Labor Day affording the 
young people on extra day of grace. 
The teaching force Is complete with 
the exception of one vacancy In the 
high school, arrangements for Ailing 
which have already been made, and 
with most encouraging prospects for 
a profitable year's work. The fact 
that the Increase In high school at­
tendance Is beyond expectations Is 
complicating matters somewhat for 
the first week or two, but the prol> 
lem of caring for the surplus will 
soon be satisfactorily solved.

"Standing Room Only*' In H. 8.
It Is not so many years ago that 

the high school building was com­
pleted. yet there were those who 
then thought that the attendance 
might never measure up to the ac­
commodations that had been provid­
ed. An Indication of the situation 
which the school officials now face 
may be found in the fact that addi­
tions which were made from time to 
time have brought the seating ca­
pacity of the assembly room up to 
3«>4, ami further additions cannot be 
made without sacrifice of general ef­
ficiency. Vet the enrollment this 
year starts out with 441, a surplus of 
77 over the seating accommodations. 
Even with the Installation of movable 
desk* and chairs the officials could 
not hope to care tor all In the as­
sembly room, hut some plans are now 
being worked out with promise of a 
satisfactory solution of the problem. 
The initial attendance In the high 
school Is 80 above the average our 
roiiment last year, and in addition to 
providing seating accommodation* 
the officials probably will have to add 
one more teacher to the staff, though 
they will not do this untit It has been 
demonstrated that redistribution of 
class work that might cure for the 
additional pupils Is Impracticable.

Grades Range About ae Usual
Ho far as could be determined from 

the first few days' attendance* the 
number In the grade* will not differ 
greatly from lost years enrollment. 
Horne rut her decided Increases are 
found In the sixth and seventh 
grades, however.

There was iui enrollment of GO at 
the Rolling Mill school, which Is 
somewhat below last year, but when 
the new building at this mining lo­
cation Is ready for occupancy a week 
or so lienee, redistribution will give 
this school more pupils and probably 
quite fully occupy the two rooms 
which the new building contain*.

The vacancy In the high school 
tcucliiug corps was due to the Inabil­
ity of Miss Qeorglana Morrison, of 
I^aporte, lnd„ to ucccpt the appoint­
ment which hud been tendered her 
us Instructor In Latin. Superintend 
ent Denison has been able, turnover, 
to secure promise of the services of 
Miss Pearl Marlowe, of Onoonta* Ala., 
and it In expected that she will re­
port tor duty wJthlo a few day*. She 
was graduated from the University 
of Alabama In >916 and has had prac­
tical experience In teaching. During 
her attendance at Athens College for 
Women she earnnd several honor cer 
tlflcotoM, was vuJodlctoriai) of her 
class and was editor In chief of the 
college paper. Bhe he* also special-

Charles W. Taylor, Who Died Satur­
day, Aged 80

Charles W. Taylor, who had re­
tired from business pursuits a few' 
year* ago. following activities In 
farming and lumbering that had 
covered the bettor part of half a 
century, died la*t Saturday morning 
nt hi* home in Teal Lake avenue. 
Ailment* Incident to hi* ago of 
nearly 90 yeor* were Die cause of 
hi* death, he having grown quite 
feeble durirtf the post year and hav­
ing been confined to hi* home for 
Severn! weeks previous to his demise.

Mr. Taylor was horn In Pennsyl­
vania October 5. 1841. and soon after 
reaching mnnhood struck out for the 
Lake Superior region. He first took 
up residence In Marquette In the 
middle of the 60’s, subsequently be­
ing engaged In the hotel business and 
still later In contracting. Soon after 
their marriage In Marquette In 1870, 
Mr. and Mrs. Taylor removed to 
Sands thirteen mile* south of Ne­
gaunee. where Mr. Taylor engrfled In 
farming and logging. B. J. Goodman, 
another Marquette county pioneer 
whose home Is now’ In Ishpemlng. 
had a neighboring tract, and though 
these pioneer farmers In this section 
were handicapped by lack ofy appli­
ances and most of the time by scarc­
ity of labor, both were successful In 
their enterprise*. Mr. Taylor's fami­
ly removed to Negaunee about 
twenty-five year* ngo, their homo for 
the greater part of the time having 
been nt the corner of Main street 
and Pioneer avenue, now occupied by 
Dr. Robbins' hospital. Mr. Taylor 
was osHoclnted with E. C. Anthony 
In farm and logging enterprise* a* 
well as In the ownership of Negau­
nee real estate for a number of years, 
Mr. Anthony subsequently retaining 
the Low Moor farm and certain por­
tions of the Negaunee property, while 
Mr. Taylor kept the farm at Sand* 
and a row of houses In Teal bake 
avenue In this city, making hi* home 
In latter years In one of these houses.

Mr. Taylor was married In 1870 to 
Miss Mary A. McLean, daughter of a 
pioneer Marquette couple. Mrs. Tay­
lor died In Ncguunce August 23, 1907, 
and of the six children who had been 
born to the couple, only two survive 
—the Misses Lillian and Ethel Tay­
lor, both of whom are Instructor* In 
u college at Corvallis, Oregon. A 
son, aged about 7 years, died here 
some twenty year* ago: another son, 
Dun, who wa* nearly ready for grad­
uation from the Negaunee high 
school, died In Chicago In 1902; still 
another son, Charles A. Taylor, sur­
vived his mother but a few months: 
and a daughter, Mis* Rose Taylor, 
who had been a member of the facul­
ty of the Michigan Slate Agricultur­
al College nt Ea*t Lansing for a 
number of years, died December 0, 
1918. The mother and the four chil­
dren are burled In Marquette ceme­
tery. Mr. Taylor was married in 1911 
to Mr*. Oertrude Bill* of this elty, 
who survives, they having made their 
home i,i latter years In T e a l Lake 
avenue.

Mr. Taylor Joined Negaunee lodge, 
No. 202, F. L A. M., In 1889 and be­
came a member of Negaunee chapter, 
No. 108, R. A. M., not long afterward. 
The Masonic fraternity attended the 
funeral services, which were con­
ducted at the home by Rev. R. L. 
Hewson, pastor of Mitchell. M. E. 
Church, Tuesday afternoon, and the 
remains were laid to rest In Mar­
quette cemetery with Masonic com­
mon fos.

Thyre was a noisy “bon voyage” at the 
dock* ns the former presidential ship 
started nti its course. Flags of the 
United States ami the American Le­
gion flew from tin* mast.

Commanding or ntlhcr heading the 
pilgrimage was John <». Emery, the 
Legion’s national commander. For­
mer commanders Franklin D’tfihT and 
llenry Ik Llndsley were present.

Arriving at Lcliavre, the citizen ex­
pedition was received with great eclat, 
after which It proceeded to Paris un­
der tow of French officials. From 
Paris the party set out by special truin 
for Hlols to attend the dedication of 
the Joan of Arc statue presented to 
the French city by the Joan of Arc 
Committee of New York.

While at Minis, the veterans Invaded 
the old headquarters of the army re- 
classification hoard, known better by 
the doughboy as the “benzine hoard.” 
Here the Americans staged a burlesque 
of a benzine hearing during which a 
score of the pilgrim* were “blooyed" 
us they used to suy in the days of the 
fighting A. E. F.

Every city visited by the former de­
fenders bus received them with arms 
wide-oj,*?). Tlmt Frame lias not for­
gotten is everywhere evidenced by the 
cordiality of tint receptions. At Bor­
deaux, the Legionnaires received the 
‘•freedom of the city" from the high 
officials. From there they went to 
Turlies to visit the birthplace of Gen­
eral Foeb.

Probably the most Impressive cer­
emony participated in by the Ameri­
cans wus tiie dedication of the Flirey 
monument. This memorial Is u tribute 
to the valor of the doughboy* who 
delivered Die little town of Herman 
occupation. Fllrey Is famillur ground 
to many American soldiers. It Is on 
tlx* ridge which was the main line 
of resistance of tin* old Tool sector.

It wns at Fllrey that the Eighty- 
nlnth./rom Kansas and Missouri, went 
Into conflict. Seventeen American 
divisions fought in tin* vicinity of Die 
little town, which Itself wan occupied 
by regimental headquarters of troops 
holding the line.

At the close of their tour the Legion 
men will go to Paris where they will 
have three days A. W. O, I... nfier 
\vlil<li they will sail on their return 
voyage. The party Is expected to re­
turn about September 15.

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SCHOOL IN FULL SWING

(Continued from First Page)

•work during the coming year. The 
law is applicable to nil school dis­
tricts having a population of 5,000 or 
more and containing fifty or more 
chldren subject to the provisions of 
the net, and local conditions have 
thus fnr mnde It unnecessary for the 
local board to provide the contem­
plated facilities, but the difference 
of a year In the age limit mny niter 
conditions thlR year.

The aim of the law Is to provide 
education In a form deemed essential 
for yourg people who are employed, 
and It therefore directs that dis­
tricts which come within Its provis­
ions shall provide such facilities and 
compel l he attendance of minors un­
der the age of 17 years who have 
ceased to attend the regular schools 
and have secured employment. This 
special schooling is to be at the rate 
of not less than eight hours a week, 
and employers are compelled to ar­
range employment conditions to per­
mit the student's attendance at 
specified class hours. Provision Is 
mnde for exemption of minors who 
have completed two years* work In n 
four-year high school course; on 
ground* of 111 health, and under cer­
tain other exceptional conditions. 
The text of the new law avoids con­
flict which previously existed with 
certain sections of the general rcIiooI 
InwR, oortlcularly with regard to%the 
Jurisdiction of Juvenile courts.

Only Daytime Clasees
Supervision of the operations un­

der the continuation school law Is 
vested In the State Board of Control 
for Vocational Education, and Super­
intendent Denison has been advised 
that in the opinion of the board "thr 
function of n part-time school Is not 
merely to return hoys and girls to 
full-time school, though this may he 
one effect of It.’* To assert that 
many hoys and girls are better off in 
part-time school than In full-time 
school constitutes no reflection on 
the full-time school, hut simply 
recognizes the differences in pupils 
and provides nuother means of edu­
cation which should be welcomed by 
all educators.

The board also makes clear Its 
preferern of daytime for continua­
tion school classes, and says that 
night school work of this charucter 
should rot he permitted except In 
very special enses.

The new law Is applicable to min­
ors who either reside or are employ­
ed within a district. MarHmge auto­
matically exempts a minor. Two 
other specific exemptions are (1) 
Those physically unable to attend 
school and (2) Instances where 
wages of a minor are essential to the 
support ol the family, though stress 
Is laid upon the fact that the finan­
cial situation must lie very acute to 
warrant exemption, for such minors 
are usually particularly lit need of 
supplementary education.

Main employers are paying (heir 
Iwy and girl employes for the time 
they ipcid In conlliintlon school*. 
The state hourd considers this u good 
Investinmt, and hcllcvi* that the cus­
tom will be more genera) when (fie 
benefits afforded by such part-time 
classes have been demonstrated.

Districts operating under the 
James law are eligible to federal 
and state aid undnr the Smith-Hughes 
law, but such help Is limited to 
bonnflde daytime classes.

She has n sister, Miss Sarah Covert, 
living at Portland and nephews living 
in the Canadian northwest. Her 
funeral was held Thursday afternoon 
at the McCormick home In Muliken.

Mr*. Covert and two of her daught­
ers, the Misses Jennie and Mollfc. 
came to Negaunee as pioneer resi­
dents. MJss Jennie Covert was en­
gaged in dressmaking the ^renter 
part of her residence here and Vf*s 
MolMc Covert was a teacher in the 
loeal schools. The latter was mar­
ried to George McCormack and they 
took up residence on a homestead 
near McMillan, Mich,, later being 
Joined by Mrs. Covert and Miss Jen­
nie. Pome years later a tragic ex­
perience befcl the family at their 
little home In the woods. Mr. Mc­
Cormack died quite suddenly, nnd 
upon hU wife devolved the details 
of arranging for the transportation 
of the remains through the woods to 
the railroad station, whence she ac­
companied tfw body to Lower Michi­
gan for burial.

to mining, for any greater number 
could not be worked to advantage on 
the tasks now in band. When mining 
can be eegun is problematical, though 
there is every Indication that tbe man­
agement intends to hasten the date lo 
every possible way. Tbe first step 
naturally is to get tbe machinery io 
operation that will permit tbe un- 
watering of tbe mine, aod to this eod 
work has been pushed oo tbe tempo­
rary boiler and pump plant, and once 
tbe power is at command it is believ­
ed that tbe unwatering of tbe old 
workings can be accomplished io two 
or three weeks’ time. Meantime work 
Is proceeding on tbe perenaoeot build­
ings god these and tbe machinery 
they are to contaio will doubtless be 
ready before tbe mine is ready to re­
sume production. Tnere is in tbe 
neighborhood of fifty carloads of ma­
chinery aod building material already 
in hand, which makes it clear that the 
compaoy does not plan to limit min- 
log operations to the Imperial shaft. 
Local men who were familiar with 
general mining conditions in this dis­
trict, and particularly with conditions 
at tbe western end of the Marquette 
range, have realized that nulls 
would have to be made slowly, not­
withstanding that generally speaking, 
and except for the removal of the ma­
chinery, the mloe was left in very 
good shape. Many people believed 
that a force of twenty-five or thirty 
was as large aa the oew operators 
would care to employ at the outset, 
and the trebling of this force Is in­
dicative of tbe fact that tbe company 
intends lo lose no time in getting tbe 
property on a productive basis.

Tbe Micblgamme schools reopened 
last Tuesday with an eoroilmeot fully 
up to it not somewhat over tbe aver­
age aod with excellent protpecu for 
a profitable year’s work. There Is 
no doubt that the attendance wilt be 
considerably increased before the 
school year is very far advanced, for 
the scope of operations contemplated 
at tbe imperial mine, with resultant 
additions to Mlcbigamme’s popula­
tion, caonot fail to be reflected in tbe 
tbe local school attendance, In fact 
signs of this increase are already ap­
parent aod it would not be surprising 
if the Board of Education found it 
necessary to add another teacher to 
tbe force during tbe coming months.

The five teachers who now consti­
tute tbe superintendent’s staff were 
all on hand for tbe opening day and 
school work started off smoothly.' 
Miss Eella Williamson, tbe new prin­
cipal of tbe high school, who came 
here from Gagetowu, Mich., gives 
promise of being a valuable acquisi­
tion to the staff. She bolds an A. B. 
degree aud has had practical experi­
ence In high school work. The grade 
teachers are all Micblgamme young 
ladles who are fully qualified io both 
training and experience,

The last of the cases of smallpox 
have been cleared up. which leaves a 
couple of cases of diphtheria as tbe 
only ailments of tbe contagious variety 
which the city has “on hand.” Tbe 
smallpox cases were neither numerous 
nor severe, but so long as tbe disease 
is present tbero Is danger of its 
spread, and uow that we are ooce 
more free of It, Dr. C. J. Larson, tbe 
municipal health officer, is in hopes a 
clean slate may be maintained. Tbe 
diphtheria list is down to a couple of 
cases, with prospects favorable for 
elimination of this disease from the 
list, though people are not inclined to 
regard it as seriously, with conse­
quent danger from lax observance of 
quarantine.

Resumption of school sessions is 
always a fruitful lime for any con­
tagious disease germs that may be 
sticking around looking for a job.

Washington.—After having discov­
ered and unearthed undent und for­
gotten cities that once were the cen­
ter of America's civilization, and 
after Imving begun to recover the an­
cient leumlng for the Mayu people 
from their lndluu d»**cenUa»ts, the 
Curnegle Institution Ontrul Aiuericuu 
expedition for 1021, which iwuetruted 
the region of Guutemulu, in the de­
partment of Beteit, at the base of the 
Yucutun peninsula, hus returned to 
this dty.

The exi**dltlou, under the direction 
of Dr. Kylvuuus 0. Morley, ussodute 
in American archeology of the Insti­
tution, left Washington early iu Janu­
ary.

Doctor Guthe'* excavations at Tay- 
usui proved equally fruitful. Tlie prin­
cipal plaza of that city wus locuted, 
and the work of cleurlng uwuy the 
earth and fallen inusuiiry from the 
prindpul structures was commenced.

The penlnsuiu of Yucutun Juts up 
into the Half of Mexico Hke the grout 
thumb of a giant hand, pointing north­
ward. It Is 250 miles w ide, and be­
fore it finally takes root in the conti­
nental hind inuss fur to the south, 
gradually merging Into the foothills 
of the Cordllilerru, it Is 400 miles long.

This region, u limestone formutlon 
of recent geological age, has gradual­
ly emerged from the floor of the Car­
ibbean sou, und is ndw overgrown 
with u dense sub-tropical Jungle. It 
supports, in fact, an almost continu­
ous forest of muhoguny, rubber, Santa 
Murla. cellm, chico-supote (the “chew­
ing. gum" tree), und muny other sub­
tropical trees, which so completely 
cover* ilie country that one may trav­
el in this hush for duys without see­
ing an often space large enough to ac­
commodate u modem hungulow com­
fortably.

In this now desolute und forgotten 
region there developed during the 
first fifteen centuries of the Ciiristlun 
era the greatest native civilization 
which America produced, namely, that 
<>f tlie ancient Maya of southern Mex­
ico und northern Central America.

Here great cities grew up, filled with 
temple*, pyramids, palaces and mon­
asteries, built of finely curved lime­
stone, which were grouped uround 
puved squares and courts,

Ones Brilliant Psepls.
In these spacious plaza* heuuilfully 

sculptured monuments were erected, 
their sides inscribed will) elaborate 
hieroglyphic writings, setting forth Im- 
porlunt historical and astronomical 
fuels, A dense population, highly or­
ganized under strongly ccnirullzcd 
governments, nourished in the region, 
the vanguard of civilization in (ho 
New World.

“Mnnv paints as purelmsi*d by the 
consumer are assumed from the char­
acter of the labeling and advertising 
as being, for example, chiefly while 
lead when In fact while lead may he 
the minor constituent or lacking alto­
gether. The oil purchased as linseed 
may he a mixture of linseed, mineral, 
flub, soy heatt, or other oils. Tin* 
so-called turpentine may he largely 

mineral oil, gasoline, or other petroleum products and Hie general piddle bus 
no means of knowing whether the paints purchased are mnde from well rec* 
(Utilized and standard materials or largely from inferior products.

"The enactment and proper enfoicetncnf of such a paint law similar to 
the ftorth Dakota paint law now* In fnice for many years would be the incun* 
of great saving to fanners In painting their buildings and a betieflt to nil 
users of paints with no hardship on any honest miiiinfaclnrer, and would 
force nil others to adopt honest methods of labeling."

The most destructive calamity that 
ever happened in Marquette occurred 
about 8 o'olock Tuesday morning, 
when the people were thrown into a 
tumult by a terrific explosion. It was 
soon ascertained that the scene of tbe 
terrible disaster was at the powder 
mills, about three miles oortb of Mar­
quette. Eleven men, most of them 
quite young, were employed at the 
packing bouse el tbe time, their duty 
being the filling of blnitlng cartridges 
with glycerine powder, a very high 
explosive, Just what happened prob­
ably will never be known, but the ex­
plosion reot tbe building Into atoms 
aod blew every soul that had been 
within Its walls Into eternity. Except 
for a bead which wae oot recogniz­
able, one arm and a leg, nothing but 
merest shreds of flesh could be found 
of any of tbe victims. The names of 
the killed were as follows; Louis Col­
lin*, Jacob Smith, Jobo Smith, Jr., 
John Richies, Joseph Richies, John 
Ames, Charles Horn, Oliver Pace, 
Fred Volrutn. Charles Smith and Ed­
ward Murray. A youoger brother 
of John Smith was also employed 
there, but happened to be late io get­
ting to work that morning, thus sav­
ing bis life. Tbe loss to the building 
was about $2000, aod some 3000 pounds 
of powder were destroyed.
