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SAFETY AND COURTESY

END SOUGHT BY LOCAL TRAFFIC 
REGULATIONS

R«cent Criticisms W srt Unwarrant­
ed, Assarts Mayor 

Trsmbath

Mayor H. W. Trembath took oc­
casion at the meeting of the Lions 
Club last Monday to present the oth­
er side of the (raffle regulations "con­
troversy," If such It may be called, 
and made It plain that what Negau­
nee sought was merely the protec­
tion of the public, and that there 
certainly wns no disposition on the 
part of the city government to "pick" 
on motoring strangers who unwit­
tingly Tan afoul of any of the local 
regulations. The mayor also regis­
tered a plea that criticism be con­
structive; If anyone oould point out 
moro effective locations for traffic 
guides or suggest practical Improve- 
meats in the general regulations, the 
city officials would be only too glad 
to avail themselves of these recom­
mendations.

Sought Representative Opinions
In designating the positions o f the 

traffic guides and In drafting the more 
essential provisions of the traffic or­
dinance, the entire Common Council 
gavo consideration to the matter and 
moreover consulted a number of citi­
zens whom the officials thought might ( 
have particular knowledge of traffic 
conditions or he specially Interest­
ed in the contemplated rules, Tho 
completod ordinance was the product 
of this consensus of opinion and 
there wns every season to believe 
that it fully covered local conditions. 
However, If experience demonstrated 
that certain changes were desirable, 
there wns no reason why such 
changes could not and 'should not he 
made. The point was that It was not 
fair for newspaper* or citizen* to 
criticise. In the harsh and unfair 
manner that had characterized cer­
tain recent strictures, unless they 
were prepared to submit something 
by way of Improvement.

If one could get back to the real 
starting point In the train of circum­
stances that led to a recent tirade In 
the county seat dully, It doubtless 
would be found to have been the ar­
rest Qf a certain Individual for fail­
ure to round a traffic guide properly. 
This oFender not only failed to nvoII 
himself of opportunity to "do It 
right" but Is alleged to have for­
feited his rtaht to further considera­
tion by being decidedly uncompli­
mentary In the nature of his remarks 
to the officer.

Similarly, tho real facts In .tho In­
cident which formed the basis of the 
Clous’ recent criticism appeared to 
ft nvo been distorted In process of 
tmnsmlrsLon. According to tho^ln- 
formatlon the mnyor had been able 
to gain In this particular Instance, 
end which he had ovory renson ‘ to 
believe wns authentic, thp man who 
"cut" the dummy at the cast,end of 
Iron street refused to accept tho of­
ficer's suggestion as to tho proper 
courso to have been pursued, and In­
stead directed tho officer to tilo him­
self toward a particularly torrid des­
tination. This offender was a strang­
er, to he sure, and had he ̂ conducted 
himself proporly ho would havo hod 
all tho consideration ttffct was com­
monly extended to those from out of 
town.

Always Give 'Km a Chsnee
With rogard to the treatment of 

"strangers,” the mayor said that nil 
police officers had been definitely In­
structed not to nrrest out of town 
motorists for first offondh vlolatlort* 
of any ordinary traffic regulations, 
and so for as he had been aide to as­
certain, not a  single local arrest had 
been made under such conditions. 
There had also been considerable 
hubbub over an allogod arrest for a 
violation of parking regulations, 
wlmren* there had never yet been an 
arrest mode for local parking viol* 
Mona—the only arrests made had In- 
votvod speeding or failure to round 
truffle guides properly.

No proof had over come to the 
mayor's attention that any of tho po­
lice officer* hud "laid In wait" to 
catch unwary out of town motorists. 
Enforcement of these regulations wus 
done by the officers as they putroll* 
ed their regular heats, and there was 
only one officer who had what might 
be termed a fixed station—this being 
the policeman who wns expected to 
be In the vicinity of the Case and 
high schools at (he hours (ho pupils

W. Trembath, manager for the 
Negaunee District of the Michigan 
Inspection Bureau, which embraces 
the whole of the Upper Peninsula, 
explained to the Lions Club, at Its 
weekly session last Monday, the pur­
pose of this insurance rating organi­
zation and gave the members of the 
club an tysftht Into how these “esti­
mates of relative Are hazard" are 
determined. Incidentally, he gave 
the huniness men a few pointers on 
linw average rates might be scaled 
down a few points, for it is the as­
sured who "makes his own rate," 
and as soon as the assured elimin­
ate a condition, listed os a Are hazard 
he is given coresponding credit on 
his rating which forms the basis for 
the premium on his policy.

Includes Missionary Work

The Michigan Inspection Bureau Is 
an association organized to sell 
rating service to the Insurance com­
panies which do busless in the state, 
and Its particular purpose Is to make 
available to all at a moderate cost 
Information that would cost these 
companies millions of dollars to com­
pile individually. Originally Inaug­
urated os merely a co-operative en­
terprise, it has become n corporation 
whose functions are most vital to the 
business Interests of the state. Like 
the insurance companies themselves, 
It was regulated by the state, though 
It wns In no sense political. Jts sup­
port comes from the insurance com­
panies, whose share in the expense 
of Its upkeep Is proportionate to the 
amount of business each company 
does in Michigan.

Flro prevent|pn is quite os much a 
function of the Bureau os Is the 
mere determination of rates, and par­
ticularly in latter years It has been 
the policy of the organization, folow- 
in^ the re-rating of a city or town, 
to  write to tho property owner of 
each important risk, submitting a 
copy of the survey that has been 
made of his particular property, 
pointing out defects which constitute 
a Are hazard nnd suggesting improve*

Chicago Experts Refuse to Approve 
Ironwood Bonds

Bond experts of Chicago refuse to 
approvo of the $000,000 bond Issue 
recently voted by Ironwood electors, 
says the Ironwood Dally Ololm, Tho 
rosult will ho that Improvements to 
the extent of half a million dollar* 
which Ironwood contemplated will 
have to bo abandoned and hundred* 
of men to whom employment was to 
bo driven will have to seek employ­
ment elsewhere. Because two 
previous special elections were held, 
the special bond election recently 
held was Illegal, as but two such 
elections can ba held fn Michigan In 
any one year according to tho opin­
ion of the bond experts. Tho $500,- 
0 0 0  bond Issuo also failed to specify 
on the ballot the various amount* 
that would he used for various im­
provement* ’ nml this also mml» (he 
chcllon illegal,

donee which the piddle ha* in the 
services of the bureau, Mr. Trembath 
stated that projectors of large build­
ing enterprises now usually sub­
mitted the plans to the Bureau be­
fore any construct Ion work was be­
gun. These plans are cAefully gone 
over nnd it I* often possible to rec- 
nugnend cdiauges, Inconscduontlnl so 
far ns the cost is concerned, but 
which It left In the plans would have 
Incurred a penalty when ft enme to 
determine tho relative flro hazard of 
the completed building. Not Infre­
quently is It possible for a builder to 
thus save wlmt would amount to a 
tidy sum In extra Insurance pre­
miums when stotehod over a pWlod 
of years.

Down to Seiontlfle Basis
Like many other forms of science 

applied to Industry, there havo boon 
grout strldos taken In the methods 
of Insurance rating In the quarter of 
a century that It has been In pro­
gress, Originally It wits largely n 
matter of iudlvldlial Judgment on tho 
part of the rating official. Outside 
of some pre-requisite knowledge of 
goneul building construction, and ru> 
acquaintance with tho forms of dam­
age most commonly done by Are, It 
was largely a matter of opinion what 
rating tho Inspector accorded a build­
ing. Apart from the main divisions 
of building construction, the chief 
doetermlnlng factor was the proximi­
ty of other buildings, For Instance, 
a oortuln business building standing 
by Itself would have a rate of $2.26 
per $100 Insurance. If a new build­
ing worn put up along side, It usual­
ly resulted In a rate of $2.60 for each 
building, while If anothor structure 
were pul up on tho other side, the 
rate went up to $2.75 for the middle 
building, while the "outsldo" build* 
lifts, with exposure upon only one 
■Ido, remained at $2.60.

Unde/ such conditions, it  would he 
posslblo for a man familiar with the 
work to complete the rating of No- 
gaunee's business district In a couple 
of days; now It would take him a

and no detail Is overlooked from cel­
lar to garret. Materials entering in­
to construction, the arrangement of 
Aoors, partitions, stairways, the 
chimneys and ventilating Aues, elec­
tric wiring, the heating apparatus— 
these nnd countless other factors, of 
course counting exposure, are all 
taken Into consideration and the 
data entered upon the survey blank 
Credit is given for desirable fea­
tures, deduction is made for undesir­
able ones, In the proportions that ex­
perience has demonstrated them to 
be beneAcial or hazardous to the 
building as a Are risk. The rate for 
that building Is thus established, and 
all companies must write Insurance 
on that basis, for the state laws pro­
hibit cutting rates or rebating prem­
iums.

Millions Go Up in Smoko
When It Is recalled that the Are 

loss in this country foots up to about 
$3,000,000 a year, protection against 
the Are flend becomes n mighty im­
portant matter, Mr. Trembath de­
clared, and he emphasized that the 
smallest householder ns well as the 
largest business man could do him­
self ns well ns the community agood 
turn by preventing the accumulation 
of rubbish, protecting hunting appar­
atus and otherwise taking steps to 
reduce the fire hnznrd about his own 
propilnes.

Communities get credit for their 
*tiare In Are protection Just ns Indi­
viduals do. Cities are clnsslAed with 
regard to their population and pro­
portionate Are Aghtlng equipment. 
A city with a full paid Are depart­
ment gets more favorable closslAcor 
tlon than one with a volunteer de­
partment. Waterworks systems and 
Aro alarm apparatus are also deter­
mining factors*

Ryery effort is made to Insure ac­
curacy, but the human equation en­
ters here, and Instances havo been 
known whero an insurance inspector 
or ratei won no more Infallible than 
a bank clerk. A mere transposition 
of figure* gave a mining corpora 
lion's rote on a pnrt of Its equipment 
nn unwarranted boost. With the per­
versity of some mistakes It pn*sed 
through several hnnds undetected, 
wns published nnd the Insurance 
written. The error Anally came to 
light, and th e . assured received n 
$700 rebate on It* premium. It Is 
commonly supposed that a high In­
surance rate Is the most profitable to 
tho Insuring company, but the con­
trary Is the ease. Tho lower the 
premium rale, tho more profitable the 
business to the Insurance companies, 
for tho simple mason that a low rate 
means n desirable risk, and taken In 
tho hulk tho company stands little 
chance of having to settle a fire Urns 
on any of these policies.

Some gentlemen from Missouri
That the subject Is one close to tho 

business man's heart was sliown by 
several quorlo* propounded when the 
speaker had concluded. Form or 
Mayor Bobbins was interested In the 
procedure when a policy runs out, 
particularly la case the rate had 
been Increased between the Issuance 
of an old nnd a new potloyT Mr. 
Trembath said that he believed It 
wns customary on the pnrt of the 
agents to notify their clients; anil so 
far n* on incmuxed rate was ron 
corned, (he new regulations made It 
certain that the property owner 
would get prompt notification of any 
Increase In rates,

A* "reformed fire Insurance agent," 
who now confines his •activities to 
life Insurance, contributed several 
glimpses behind the scenes In the 
fire Insurance gome before the stale’s 
autl-dlscrlmJnatory laws came Into 
being. State regulation luid accom­
plished what "gentlemen's agree- 
monts" among tjio agents hud never 
been able to bring about, nnd a mnn 
might rest assured that ho was pay 
lug no more for his fire Insurance 
in any reliable company than any 
neighbor would have to pay for the 
same kind of risk.

Crane Visits Soviet Russia

One hundred million soviet paper 
rubles for tlie Journey frmu Verkliniu* 
diiihk to the western border of Russia 
was (lie modest estimate furnished 
(‘hniles It. (’nine former (’tilted Stuto* 
minister to t'hina, by RUlhorltlea In 
riilht. These rubles lire not In elrcu* 
luiioii in the Far Kasieni republic, 
but etm lie bought at the rule of six 
to fifteen kopeks silver to 1,000 rubles 
of the soviet issue.

Mr. Crane and hts son, John; his 
secretary, I). M. lirodle; his inter­
preter. Paul M. Dutko, and W. M. 
Palmer left Chita for Russia en route 
to the United Htates July 2. When 
preparing for the Journey In Peking, 
Mr. (’rune secured a box car ami 
stocked It with commodities he be­
liever! would be vastly more useful 
than rubles.

Mr. Crane left Peking with the 
assurance that permission to enter Rus- 
ala would be granted. At Chita, how* 

ever, the word was "nletxa"—nothing doing. However, the soviet government 
Anally reversed Itself and said “oostina"— can be done.

In the meantime Mr. Crane gave away hla stock of merchandise to hot* 
pftal* and orphanages and other worthy organisations, gave up hie box car, 
had Ills private car attached to the eaatbound "express,” wired for steamer 
accommodation out of Yokohama, and started for home via the Pacific. Home, 
where between Chita and Manchuria the Moscow Invitation was delivered 
to Mr. Crane.

IMPORTANT AID TO ECONOMY
First Step Toward Saving Usually List 

in Finding Out Where Unnecessary 
i Expenaaa Art Incurred—Two 

Good Methods.

(Prepared hy the United State* I*ep»rt- 
iiiunt of Agriculture.) 

Household expenses on the farm 
are very Intimately connected with 
the business of the farm itself. The 
farm normally supplies much material 
which otherwise would become a 
household expense. Tlte household In 
turn very often furnishes hoard for 
farm labor, which would otherwise be 
a farm expense. Merely from the 
standpoint of keeping track of house- 
lurid expenses as related to the farm 
business, household accounts are de­
sirable and should serve to supple­
ment and round out farm accounts.

But the value of household accounts 
goes beyond tbis. Such accounts are 
an Important aid to economy. A dol­
lar saved Is a dollar made, and the 
first step toward the saving usually 
lies In finding out where unnecessary 
expenses are Incurred. This can be 
determined only by keeping careful 
records of expenses for the whole year.

Methods of Keeping Records, 
There are two general methods of 

keeping a record of household ex­
penditures. One Is to record the pur­
chases or money paid out, without 
classifying the expenditures. The oth­
er Is to classify when the record Is 
made.

The first method is very simple, re­
quires no special form, and gives nil 
neeexstirv Information mnmllnc ex-

Under the second method. In addi­
tion to being entered all together In 
one column, Die Items are classified In 
separate columns. Tills method has 
Die same advantages as the first melli 
od and the additional advantage of 
allowing for the distribution of ham* 
of expenditure to the pro|s<r classes 
without the Inconvenience of turning 
to some oilier page. The distribution 
may be left to moments of leisure If 
the housewife Is busy at Die time Die 
entry Is made. When Ibe page Is tilled 
the uexl page Is began, Die lop line 
next to the bending being reserved for 
the total carried forward from Dm 
preceding page. The Items may be 
totaled at the end of Die month and 
Dies,* totals carried to the Nummary 
page at Die end of the hook,

The kind of book to use Is not Im­

portant. An ordinary blank daybook 
or ledger book with a si Iff cover may 
be bought nt ii reasomible price. If
Die vertleiil rulings In Die I..... do mu
serve Die ptirpo.e others may he In­
serted wltli a pen or |>ciicll.

Car# Should ba Exerei#«d In Picking 
and Handling to Avoid Bruising— 

Get Peeled Product Into Evap­
orator Quickly.

(Prrpnred by the United Stales Depart­
ment of Agriculture.) 

l.atc winter varieties of apples nnd 
pears are ln*sf for drying becuuse they 
are sweeter than Dm early varieties. 
Apples for drying should be reasona­
bly mature hut not soft, according to 
specialists of tlm United States De­
partment of Agriculture. Handle with 
care lu picking and hauling no as to 
avoid bruising, us bruised stmts be­
come discolored and must be trimmed 
off to muke an attractive product. Ap­
ples discolor rupldly. Preparations, 
therefore, must tbe made to get the 
product into the evaporator as rapidly 
us possible after It is pared. If a aura- | 
tier of people are doing this work, this 1 
may he accomplished by dividing th* 
paring, coring and spreading on trays, 
so that an apple spends only two or 
three minutes on the way from the 
purlng knife to the drier.

If only one person Is working, drop 
the pared fruit either into cold water 
or Into a salt solution made by dis­
solving one tabiespoonful of salt In 
four quarts of water. Do not allow 
the fruit to stand In the water any 
longer than Is necessary, because the 
wuter will dissolve the sugar and oth­
er valuable elements and the apple 
will ubsorb water, which will necessi­
tate longer drying In the evaporator. 
Carefully pare an̂ ] trim the product 
to remove all discolored places. When 
a |»aring ami coring machine Is used, 
the apples, before being pluced In It, 
should he worked over with a knife 
to remove nil discolored spots.

Care should he takenl when slicing 
hy hand to make the slices as nearly 
tlie *ume thickness ns possible. Three* 
sixteenths to one-fourth inch Is the 
best thickness. Apples may Im quar­
tered or cut Into eighths, but they do 
v t  dry so uniformly or ao iptickly as 
Dm sliced rings. The rings muy In* 
blanched in hot water or not us de- 
-Ired. Spread the rings in a single 
later on trays and place either In Dm 
sun or in a warm drier. Apples when 
dnlug should be covered with muslin 
»r mosquito netting to prevent Insect 
ImVsmthm. A few minutes' exposure 
will often cause the products to he 
Infested,

Dried apples that are brown or choc­
olate colored from the discoloration 
••suiting from drying without blanching 

possess as high nutritive value and 
often have a better flavor than the 
more attractive-looking blanched prod­
ucts.

Dried apples will not he brittle when 
finished, hut If u handful of the pieces 
are pressed together they will feel epis­
tle and springy and will separate 
promptly whim released, leaving no 
moisture ou the hands. When one of 
the pieces is broken In two, it should 
not im possible to prvNs moisture out 
of the center.

Canadian Mounted Police Cor­

poral Returns From Arctic 
With 2 Eskimo Murderers.

PATROLLED CORONATION GULF
Expects to Roturn to Solitude Aftor
Short Holiday at Homo—Punleh- 

mont of Crlmlnala Makoa Natlvoo 
Roapoct Whlft Man'a Law.

Mont mil,—In Muy, 1915, Corporal 
Cornelius of the Jloynt NorDiwenf 
hioihiumI police left Edmonton for 
llersehol IsInmJ. lie departed quietly, 
without uny flourish of trumpeta. He 
returned the other day to civilization 
again for the Amt Time, ns silently ns 
he had left It. Over six yours of his 
life lius been spent In the Arctic wilder* 
ness, four of them In the sole com­
pany of two Eskimo murderers, sen­
tenced In 1914, mid freed by order of 
the government later.

Two years were passed at Fort Mc­
Pherson, where the big supply of pro­
visions urn! building material were dis­
posed, comfortable winter quarters es­
tablished, and patrols of the surround­
ing country undertaken.

The two Eskimo murderers who were 
taken out by the corporal apd offered 
their freedom were so much takeu 
with the ways of the white man that 
they asked permission to enter the 
service of the police, und were both 
engaged, much to their delight. They 
tendered great service as gbldes and 
Interpreters, and the white mHn’s law 
Inis never had a le tter advertisement 
In the Arctic circle than that given to 
it by these two men, tried, punished 
and released by Its officials as a warn­
ing to others.

Two Yaara In Wilds.
In 191? Corporal Cornelius was 

Joined by Constable Hrockie and the 
two set out for Herschel Island where 
they, spent two years with frequent 
putrols in the far corners of the un­
charted wilds, Their next move m r  
along the shores of the Arctic to Coro­
nation gulf, a dog-sled trip of some 800 
miles, where another two years were 
passed in putrols to Itathurst Inlet, 
Kent peninsula. AM points on the 
south and west sides of Victorln Island 
to Victoria Lund and Prince Albert 
sound were made during that period.

The flnul trip was tuken from Coro­
nation gulf vlu Hour lake to Fort Nor­
man, down the river to Fort McPher­
son, then north to Herachcl inland, and 
back by the roast to Coronation gulf 
once more, with another return trip 
via Herschel Island through Fort 
McPherson up the Mackenzie river and 
home by the summer steumhnut. This 
latter trip was tuken by dog sled, a 
distance of 1,100 miles being covered. 
The totul patrols by dog sled Inst win­
ter ran around 2,500 mile*.

New headquarters were made at 
Fort Epworth, (he patrol, acconipnnled 
by Staff Sergeant Clay, establishing 
this post. The party lived In snow 
huts for the greater part of tills time, 
find suhHlsltMl on ibe simple diet of 
the wilds eked out by such rations as 
they were Hide to carry on sleds. They 
built a wooden but at Fort Epworth, 
however, and enjoyed a mild taste of 
civilization.

Comornl Cornelius says that the 
trial of the four Eskimos hnd bad an 
excellent effect on the general con­
duct of the tribes as a whole, while 
conduct of Dip four principals has been 
most exemplary. Kayuganu und Ko- 
tnuk were seen several Dines on Inter 
putrols,. their bands being usually 
found on the Ice at the bend of the 
Coppermine river, and each Dine the 
patrol received a warm welcome.

Pioneer Who Hed 
Here Half

Made Hie Home 
i Century

John Pchwortz, one of the oldest 
of Nemi tinge** pioneers, nnd whose 
length of residence In the eoa'nty 
likewise could he equaled by few, 
died ln*%t Tuesday evening nt the 
fnmlly home In Peck street. Despite 
his advanced age of 84, Mr. 8chwartz 
hnd enjoyed quite good health and 
had been very active for one of hi* 
year* vip to a short time ago. He 
hail a rather severe spell of Illness 
some time a*o, but apparently had 
recovered and waa able to get about 
na usual until about Hhree week* 
ego, when he wa* attain stricken and 
from which point he failed quite 
rapidly.

Mr. Schwartz wa* a native of Ger­
many and came to this country when 
he was a child, his youth having 
been spent In Detroit. He was about 
17 years of age when he first came 
to the Lake Superior region, and af­
ter spending n few years he returned 
to Detroit. Toward the end of the 
60’s fie wns married In that city to 
Miss Mnry Van Dorp, nnd they came 
directly to Negnunee, which h’nn con­
tinued to bo the family home ever 
since, though Mr. SohwarU spent % 
few years in charge of some mining 
operations on the Menominee range 
in the Rft's. Mrs Schwartz died near­
ly twenty years ty?o.

Mining was the first occopntion 
followed by deceased after he located 
In this section, and he worked for 
many years nt the Jacknort nnd some 
of the other early day porpertles. 
His connection with the Menominee 
rnnge was at the period of lt« devel­
opment, and he was captain at the 
Vulcan mine. Upon his return to 
Negnunee he gave hi* attention to 
morket gardening, which he devel­
oped to n high degree, having had 
many acres under cultivation during 
his moie active yearn and never lack­
ing for patronage for his exceptional 
products. Advancing year* made It 
necessary for him to cease making a 
business of the occupation, but he 
could ro t bring himself to give up 
gardening entirely, and though It was 
on a lessened scale he continued to 
have one of the best gardens in the 
county. He hnd always taken great 
pride In the amount of work he could 
turn off In n day. nnd it wns a matter 
of real sorrow to him when he found 
hls physical powers diminishing.

There survive two daughter*, Mrs. 
James Rrown, of Cloquet, Minn., ami 
Miss Hose Schwartz, of this city, and 
one son, Ot*orgi* Schwartz, of Green 
Ray. The Intter had been here nt 
times during hls fnUier's Illness and 
wns hero for the runern), hut Mrs. 
Brmvii has been seriously III ami was 
unable to leave her home. Funeral 
services were conducted at Kt. Paul's 
church bv the pastor, Rev. Joseph F.

' The matter of fines imposed for 
traffic violations was something be­
yond the mayor's province, but he did 
feel justified In venturing the per­
sonal opinion that there had been In­
stances of ijnpositlon of fines which 
were unwarrantably high. The aim 

| of the judicial as well as of the exe­
cutive branch of the city governvant 
should he to educate the peofW In 
these matters of law observance, and 
the methods employed should not be 
unnecessarily harsh. The object 
sought was the protection of life nnd 
limb, nnd unless there were unusual 
circumstances that called for vigor­
ous treatment, the conduct of both 
police nnd justices should be no more 
severe than wns needful to insure 
the ends sought.

We Are Ahead of the Times

One thing that had brought Negau- 
neo Into unwelcome prominence in 
this traffic rgulation matter was 
that we arc considerably ahead of 
many other and larger cities in these 
matter?. But so long as good judg­
ment was exercised In dealing with 
Individual cases, there was no reason 
why we should rescind any of our 
regulations. The same Idea applied 
to certain other matters in local 
government; there were some people 
who expected unreasonable things. 
For instance, If Negaunee's fating 
was fifth division in municipal class­
ification, it was unreasonable to ex­
pect the same extent of jx>)ice pro­
tection nnd other forms of municipal 
service that were available in first 
class cities. To measure up to the 
latter standard ltwould mean that 
Negaunee’s city employes would have 
to be Increased many fold, and the 
people would never stand for such a 
tax lew . for the most sanguine re­
sults could not possibly offset the un­
warranted expenditures. Such ser­
vice. particularly in smaller commu­
nities, must be proportioned to both 
the needs nnd the resources of the 
community.

Mayor Trembnth said that he had 
reason.to believe thnt #5 per cent of 
the people approved of the existing 
traffic regulations and wished to see 
them properly enforced—not with 
unnecessary harshness, but with fair­
ness to all. Certainly no one who 
gave ntiy thought to the matter 
would want n half-hearted enforce­
ment of this nr any other ordinance. 
If the fault is with the ordinance, 
there Is opportunity to have it cor­
rected, but bo long ns It remains on 
the books It should* be enforced- und 
this is what Ncguunee will endeavor 
to dp.

Foul Shoe. A shoe that does not 

remain within twelve inches of the 
pea shall not be entitled to score and 
i* called a "foul" shoe.

•iderable attention of an unwelcome 
sort upon Republic duriog tha post 
ooupla of weeks Tbs rain storm 
which oeme last week was afloompaol- 
ed by ligbiolog wbicb did consider­
able damage Id the farming districts 
southwest of town, and toe accom­
paniment of yesterday's rain storm 
took the form of a furious bombard* 
msotofball wbicb did much damage 
to windows and roofs.

Henry Jarvl, whose farm Is lo the 
Black Hirer district, and Jobo Flo* 
geroot, wbo has a farm about three 
miles from here, were tbe cblsf suf­
ferers from lightoiog last week. Jar* 
rl's barn was struck twice, tbe dam­
age by tbe first bolt being cooflosd to 
wreckage of a portion of tbe building, 
but the second shaft set fire to tbe 
structure aod It was burned to tbe 
ground. There was no help at haod 
to effectively fight the fire, syen If 
sufficient water could have been bad, 
aod beeldes tbe building Itself, tbe 
season's crop of bay, together with 
Mr. Jervi’s farm Implements aod 
most of bis cattle and bogs were de­
stroyed. He had no Insurance, so bis 
lots constitutes a heavy setback. A 
ooupla of tbe buildings on John Fio* 
gerooe’ farm were struck tbe same 
night but In bis case no serious dam­
age was done. Duriog this storm ooe 
of the transformers on Tbs Cleveland- 
Cliffs Iroo Company’s transmission 
line waa put out of commission, with 
tbe result that ibeRepublic mine was 
without ibis form of power until tbs 
hydro electric plant on tbs river could 
be startsd up. A new transformer 
was of course subsequently installed.

In tbe mnttsr of hnll, Republic 
seems to bars been highly favored 
yesterday, no other place lo this sec­
tion having been able to show so great 
n quantity nor such exceptional Indi­
vidual size. Tbe rain begaotocome 
about 8 o ’clock local time and It was 
not loog before the bail bombardmaot 
was In progress, end there are few 
wbo ever before saw such large 
pieces of ice eoae from above. Tbe 
average sits was tbst of a good sized 
marble, but a very considerable por­
tion would have matched ban’s eggs. 
That tbe optics of town observers bed 
played tbtm no pranks is confirmed 
by tbsscientlfic research conducted by 
some of tbe employes up at tbe mtoe, 
wbo carried some of tbe larger speci­
mens Into tbe office aod used calipers 
to determine tbelr dimensions. There 
were doos wbicb quite came to a full 
2 Inches in diameter, though there 
wersaoumber tbut touched If, and 
with allowance for tbe melting that 
bad taken place duriog baodliog It 
cerialoly I* no exaggeration to aay 
that tbeae specimens wars originally 
a full two Inches. There were vast 
quantities that measured from an 
even loch to ao Inch and a half.

With a pelting of Icy.pebbles so 
large as these, it was batural that 
much damage should be wrought, aod 
bad tbe wind been higher the extent 
of tbe damage would have been great* 
iy increased. Countless panes of glass 
were broken lo aod ebouL tows aod 
certiio forms of roofing material suf­
fered considerable damage. Prepared 
roofing tbat bad been laid over 
sbiogles was in many lostaooes prse* 
tically ruined, for tbs speoe where 
tbs sbiogles lapped gave just soougb 
play for tbs heavy bail to crack tbe 
roofing.

Hums wbicb wars at work out in 
tbs open suffered severely sod several 
ruoawayf were narrowly averted. 
£veo humans wbo were caught far 
from shelter are not anxious to bave 
their experience repeated.

Tbe force with which tbe hailstones 
cams was well illustrated by the mao* 
nsr lo wbicb twigs and isavss were 
clipped from trees. Tomato plants 
sod similar gardeo products Nwere In 
maoy Instances literally sbredded.

Tbs average automobile top proved 
no match for tbe bailstoass and more 
than one auloist who was caught out 
ra tbe open bas a riddled superstruc­
ture as a msmeoto of bis sxpsrlsoce.

Kepubllc seemed to be lathe center 
of tbe hailstone belt, for Champion 
got nous In compaflsoo with tbe else 
and quantity which lull here, and at 
other polots both up end down the 
line tbe storm carried but little tr any 
ball.

Dying Soldier’s 2,000-Mile Trip Home

BOSTON.—'The trip was worth 
It." Lying on a cot In his moth­
er's home lo Houghton street, 

North Adams, Private Robert Hicks, 
a nlneteen-year-old world war veteran, 
told of his 2,000-ralle trip on a stretch­
er from Denver, to his boyhood home 
In Massachusetts.

Hicks la fast dying of tuberculosis. 
Dr. Harold Hickey, Denver physician, 
who accompanied him on the trip, 
thought several times that he would 
not be able to last through the Jour­
ney. He was carried from the train 
In an exhausted condition, .completely 
worn out by bis ten days' traveling 
on his stretcher on the floor of ex­
press cars. Frequent stops were made 
en route to enable the pain-racked lad

to obtain some rest from the eternal 
pounding and swaying of the train.

Hicks was only sixteen years old 
when he enlisted In the American 
nriny In 1018. -He wus sent to Siberia, 
nnd It was there thut the cold and 
privation (hat he endured sowed the 
seeds of the dread disease. Later he 
was ordered to the Philippine Islands 
nml then Invalided buck to the United 
Stales. He spent some time In a hos­
pital In Min Francisco and was then 
moved to Denver in the hope that the 
climate would be beneficial to him.

Four weeks ago his father, Murray 
O. Hicks, died in North Adams. His 
gricf-stricken mother wanted to see 
bur hoy, but circumstances prevented 
her from making the trip to Colorado, 
so the lad made up Ids mind that be 
would go to his mother. Leave of ab­
sence was granted hhn from a Denver 
hospital, and a physician was assigned 
to accompany him during the trip.

When he was carried from the train 
he was almost In a state of collapse, 
Imt his spirit was stronger than bis 
body and he kept up until he was 
brought to the little home and greeted 
his mother.

Danube Is Open 
to All Nations

Internationalization of Famous 
River Completed by Action of 

Interested Allied Powers.

BARRIER AND BATTLEGROUND
Danube Has Long Been Chain Upon 
Which Romanes and History Havo

Vied With Each Other to Hang 
Interesting Traditions.

Washington.—Thu completion of the 
IntormitlonnJIznlion of the Danube by 
the recent formal action of the Inter­
ested allied power*, umiounml In 
Paris dispatches, la the ornislon for 
the Issuance from the Washington 
hcuriqimrtcrs of the Natlonai Geo­
graphic society of the following bulle­
tin. descriptive of the famous river.

"From the Black forest to the Black 
sea, over o course 1.H00 tulles in length, 
the Danube ho* long ho«*n u chain 
upon which romance and history have 
vied with each other to hang Interest­
ing traditions and occurrences. Geog­
raphy, too. has done Its share, and 
although tho Volga exceed* Its rival 
In length, and although the Rhine in 
Thackeray and Ilood has had better 
press agents, the Danube Is large 
enough und beautiful enough to rank 
In interest with the great rivers of 
the world.
Less a Highway and Mors a Barrlsr,

"There wns a time when the Dan­
ube was symbolised by an old-fash- 
loned waifs. But since the World 
war began, nothing hut a hesitation 
typifies the place the river has held 
In the economic life of the countries 
through which It runs. It has been 
less a highway and more the harrier 
than In prewar days. Not yet does It 
serve to hliul tho vnrlous nations 
through which It papses Into a friend­
ly and ro-operntitig group. It bus 
been officially n|>on to ships of all na­
tions since the fanning of the Danube 
commission In 1NM and the various 
states Interested long co-operated to 
Improve the navigation facilities, es­
pecially In the lower reaches of the 
liver; hut political conditions have 
dono much to weaken the economic 
link which mice hound Linz and Vi­
enna to the great grain shipping cen­
ter of Hrallu, to which ocean-going 
vessels can steam, nud to the Black 
sea ports themselves.

"Charming villages, beautiful mead­
ows, picturesque hills erowned with 
mined castles, princely palaces, ec­
clesiastical piles and two of the 
world's most fascinating capitals are 
strung along the lengthy and winding 
liver. Thriving Industries raise their 
smokestacks beside the stream whose 
legendary color Is blue hut whose true 
tint varies from a dirty green to a 
muddy yellow. More tragic than the 
encroachment of factory smoke' has 
been In Jute years the sad sight of 
count less chimneys from which the 
Dlfc-brouth of Industry seemed to have 
expired forever.

Hohenxotlern Caetle on Banks.
"Near Its source at Donaueschlngen, 

lha river passes between the castle 
which guve Its name to the late ruling 
family In Germany und a war monu­
ment to the Hohenznllmi men who 
fell In the Pranco-l’nisshm war. 
Farther down It passe* through the 
once-proud capital of Austria-Hun­
gary, where the fine government build­
ings stand to the despairing inhabi­
tant* ns a mocking reminder of better 
days, and beside the Prater, ones a 
door park and Inter a pleasure garden 
poted for Its Viennese gayety.

The Danube.
"Htii! farther along lls course Just 

after entering f'jsceho-Nlovnkln, at Its 
Junction with the March, there Is n 
lowering HUT spired with n monu­
ment erected to celebrate 1,000 years 
of Hungarian nationality. This Is 
Haeehn-Hlovnklun territory now, and 
riliere Inst summer the Htars and 
Nlrlpe* were draped on (tie occasion 
of the visit of uJurgegroun of Czecho-

Americans to the newly freed land of 
tbelr fathers.

“Bratislava, now Czecho-Slovakla's 
river port, was once the city In whose 
dignified cathedral the Hungarian 
kink* were crowned. The boat sta­
tion there reveals the changes which 
history has wrought. Over the cen­
ter of the landing the present name is 
given, hut to the left one can see most 
of the letters of the German name 
'Presshurg' and to the right there Is 
the Hungarian name ‘Poszony.* 

Budapest Net War.Torn.
"Vienna, brooding In Its lovely 

parks, which lack the care that was 
once lavished on them, and contem­
plating with cynicism the motto '81 
Vis Pacein, Para Bellum,' whose gold­
en letters dccorutc the walls of the 
ministry of war, Is a sad sight. But 
Budapest, still militant, still haughty 
In the consciousness of Its beauty, 
seems to huve been less troubled by 
the passage of war.

"Food is tlie main reason, nungnry, 
reduced ns it Is, stltl contains some 
of tho best land In Europe. Vienna, 
Its Industry stopped, can do little to 
earn tbc food It needs. During the 
summer of 1020 ail traffic between the 
two capitals was stopped by mutual 
boycotts and although steamers plied 
the Danube from Linz to Budapest, 
no through passengers or freight were 
received.

‘T o  the cosunl observer, Budapest 
Is the same proud city as of old. The 
fine parliament building and the Im­
posing palace on the heights across 
the river, where Admiral Horthjr now 
rules, seem as attractive as before 
the wur. The upper river is still 
crowded with bathers and with canoes 
ami rowboats In Which charming 
women and stalwart men do their beat 
to attain a spacious coat of tan. Along 
Franz Josef qual, the promenade adds 
a lively touch of color to the drab 
scenes to which the beautiful blue 
Dunulm has become accustomed.

Celtic Fortress Still Stands.
"From Zeinun, once the last Hun­

garian port on the Dunube, a short 
trip between low banks brings one to 
Belgrade, the eapltul of the new king­
dom of Herbs, Croats and Slovenes, 
where the steumer rounds the base 
of the ancient fortress which dates 
buck to the time of the Celts, the Ro­
mans and the Franks, and comes to 
Its dock u little way up the Save,

At 
Cemn Voda, It Is crossed by one of 
the longest railway bridges In the 
world, the last of th6 many bridges 
which cross the stream, some of 
which are now destroyed as a result 
of the war and post-armistice fight- 
Ing.

“Bralla, 12fi miles from the three 
main mouths of the Danube, Is a port 
for the grain and produce of a rich 
agricultural region. In prewar days 
Its whurve* teemed with life and Its 
huge grain elevators bulged with tho 
rich products of Wallachla and Do- 
hrudjn, which 1ms seen great develop­
ment since the Russians gave It to 
Roumnnla Instead of the more valu­
able and fertile tracts of Bessnroblu. 
From Galatz to the sea the Danube 
bus already been under the control of 
at) iiiteniatlonnJ commission whose 
duty has been to tame the river ami 
the many nationalities to whom the 
river Is highway or barrier, according 
to the tides of human passion and nu- 
tlonul life."
