It Is doubtless w ith a little more 
willingness, and certainty with the 
“shining morning face’* which our 
good old frlerid\shakespeare tells 
about, that the laA of to-day trudges 
to school, but that a snail continues 
to be the pacemaker for a consider­
able number who have reahed high 
school age Is made all too apparent 
by the local records for the first, 
four weeks of the present school 
year, when the creditable percentage 
of 98 1/10 for attendance In the 
high school was marred by 108 cases 
of tardiness.

Many Suffer for a Few 
Responsibility for 65 per cent of 

th is dilatorlnees rested upon exactly 
24 pupils; and when the loitering two 
dozen were impressed with the fact 
tha t tho entire student body suffered 
In reputation by reason of the pro- 
castination of a few, the offenders 
spunked  ̂ up—and indications are 
that October will show as good a 
record in punctuality ns in attend­
ance.

The high school, encompassing 
grades 0 to 12 inclusive, has an en­
rollment of 351, there being 155 boys 
and 196 girls. That the great major­
ity of these students take their res­
ponsibilities seriously Is shown by 
the fact that of this number there 
were 210 who were neither absent 
nor tardy for a whole month.

Though they might claim some 
consideration because of their less­

ened  age, the Eighth Graders were 
close on the heels of their elders. 
There are 75 boys and 66 girls In the 
eighth grade, and 82 out of the total 
of 140 were neither absent nor tardy 
for the month. The cases ot tardi­
ness numbered 26, and the percent­
age of attendance for this grade was 
07 6/100,

Tho percentage of high school at­
tendance is all the more creditable 
when it is considered that a stud­
ent's name is no longer dropped 
from the roll until It is definitely as­
certained that he or she docs not in­
tend to continue In school. Hitherto 
a name was dropped if the student 
was absent for three consecutive 
days without some form of explana­
tion. With practically all names now 
retained on the roll, a greater divisor 
is necessarily used in determining 
tho percentage of attendance, and 
the present high school score of 98 
and a fraction is equivalent to at 
least 99 per cent If figured In the 
old way.

Up to Parents to Help, Too
. The students are responding nicely 

to the plea for better attendance 
records, and parents are asked toco* 
operate In the good work by aiding 
their children to get to school regu­
larly and on Ume, and by examining 
the records of attendance as disclos­
ed by the report cards which are for* 
warded to parents and guardians six 
times in the course of the school 
year. October 25th is the date for 
the first issue of cards for the pres­
ent year, and in the event of failure 
of a card to reach the home, parents 
are asked to communictae with Prin- 
ipal C. L. Byatrom. Those who wish 
to keep track of the dates when they 
may expect cards will find the list 
for the entire school year on the back 
of the cant

The scholarship shown by these 
cards should be scrutinised, as well 
as the attendance. There is little 
doubt as to the correctness of the es­
timate thus placed upon the pupil's 
scholarship for the figures are the 
product of four teachers’ markings, 
each made Independently. If the 
student’s progress has not been sat­
isfactory, the parent Is asked to com­
municate with the school officials, 
for the present system of records is 
compiled week by week, and It is 
likely that co-operative checking up 
of these weekly reports by both 
school and home will spur the pupil 
to greater activity.

Compiling Report on Sohool 
Principal Byatrom is compiling the 

report of the high school which Is 
necessary if the local school Is to re­

Former Negauneeite Opens an "Eat 
8 hop” in Florida

A post card scene in Jacksonville, 
Fla., which Harvey F. Pearce sent a 
few days ago to his old Ume pab 
August P. Johnson, shows a view of 
Forsyth street In tha t city, and a 
penned inscription directs the view­
er's attention to a certain building 
designated by an “X" which, as ie 
explained in the  accompanying text, 
betokens "Pearce’s Restaurant—the 
best in town.”

From all of which one would de­
duce that Mr and Mrs. Pearce have 
forsaken the central East, where 
they have resided for the greater 
part of the time since leaving Ne­
gaunee some fifteen years ago, to be- 
oome residents of the historic] 
Southern city, and that Mr. Pearce 
has exchanged the electlcal game for 
the gastronomic^. One thing is 
certain; unless^H arve’’ has lost a 
heap ot his avoirdupois, he will be a 
dandy perambulating advertisement 
for the restaurant.

At any rate, the many Negaunee 
friends of these former Negaunee 
residents will be glad to wish them 
success in their new enterprise, and 
for the benefit ot folk who expect to 
spend their winter in the sunny 
southland (and with no charge to H. 
F. for the ad.) we will be a little 
more explicit and state that the pre­
cise address U 2864 Forsyth street.

—It’s a pretty safe guess that 
when a business man doesn’t adver­
tise, he has something he’s ashamed 
to advertise.

The flaky crust and toothsome 
"Innards” of the meat pie which SL 
John's guild ladles provided at the 
Negaunee Lions’ luncheon Monday 
may have had something to do with 
the close attention which the deni­
zens of the den gave to Lion Alfred 
Hanson, a member of the firm of 
Hanson & Sons, when subsequent to 
the luncheon he discussed various 
phases of the local meat trade, and 
then again it may have been simply 
because this subject constitutes a 
home problem of such Importance as 
to command ndlvided attention w hen­
ever and wherever discussed.

Mr. Hanson’s remarks were a sim­
ply told recital of conditions under 
which the local trade operated, and 
while there was no effort on his part 
to picture the meat market man as 
a poor, down-trodden specimen ot 
humanity, it was made clear that 
this subject, In common with most 
others, had "two sides,” and at least 
a quarter hundred Negaunee folk 
now' have a keener appreciation of 
some of the problems which confront 
this class of provisloners.

Delivery Cost a Big Item

Mr. Hanson said that he had been 
asked to explain the difference In re­
tail prices between "cash and carry” 
stoves and those establishments 
which extended credit and delivered 
their goods, and that he therefore 
would not touch upon the wholesaling 
end of the price problem, but would 
confine himself strictly to local con­
ditions within the range indicated.

Few persons, it was stated, have 
any Idea of the cost of household 
delivery of merchandise. The estab­
lishment with wltjch Mr. Hanson Is 
connected is neither the largest nor 
the smallest in the city, and its de­
livery expense Item doubtless might 
be considered a fair average. De­
livery service involves a heavy In­
itial cost and a constant operating 
expense. In the case of his firm,* it 
meant three horses, three wagons, 
three sleighs, three sets of harness 
and two teamsters, not to mention 
baskets and other incidental equip­
ment. Two delivery rigs w'ere all 
that w'ere normally needed, but It 
was nce^sary to have a third outfit 
In reserve, that a breakdown or oth­
er form of accident might not crip­
ple the  service.

A good horse could not be bought 
for less than $250; lu such w'ork the 
animal’s usefulness was limited to 
two or three years; and w'hen it 
came*to selling, one was lucky if he 
could get $50. Siioes for the horses, 
and other incidentals, footed up to 
about $15 a month. A new wagon 
coat $150 to $175 and Its upkeep ran 
high; sleighs represent a somewhat 
smaller investment, yet you cannot 
get along without them. Harnesses 
do not lost forever, and there are 
many other forms of outlay for the 
delivery department, without reck­
oning feed for the animals and the 
wages of deliverymen. All told, th ls ; 
particular firm found that it cost 
close to $400 a month to deliver 
goods to customers, which meant 
that delivery represented approxi­
mately 8 per cent of the retail prices 
of the merchandise.

Credit Extension Expensive
Next comes the expense ot operat­

ing on a  credit basis. Much money 
is thus tied up, even In "good” times, 
and the interest on this investment, 
as well as upon the merchandise 
stock and store equipment, must be 
taken into consideration. And when 
there is one of the periodic slumps 
In industrial conditions, the credit 
situation necessarily becomes acute. 
The speaker's firm probably did not 
differ greatly from others, and indi­
vidual customers’ balances doubtless 
would be found to range all the way 
from $26 to $300. Instead of settle­
ments In full shortly after each pay 
day, "something on rao u n t” was 
the most the storekeeper could now 
expect.

A representative occurrence would 
be this: A patron comes In and the 
cashier presents a slip showing a 
b&lanco due of say, $200. The cus­
tomer, in turn, hands over the pay 
check the head of the household re­
ceived tha t day. With part-time op­
eration of the mines, this bi-weekly 
check Is'perhaps for $27 or $28. "T 
want to pay $20 on account," says

the customer; "I would llko to pAy 
more, but you sec I have the house 
rent the light bill and other things 
to pay; the chlldcrn arc going to 
school and need some more clothes, 
and 1 simply must have a few pen­
nies In the house—so that’s the best 
I can do.”

Hence there is Just that much 
more to be added to the list of the 
merchant’s outstanding accounts. To 
come out anywhere near even, It is 
necessary for the merchant to figure 
as part of the general business ex­
pense 7 per cent interest on these 
accounts; which Is no more than 
fair, for If the uerchant had the 
cash in hand he could place it where 
It would be earning him 7 per cent.

The Inevitable Lottes

Then there’s the matter of losses. 
Every merchant endeavors to res­
trict this contingency to the mini­
mum, yet the most careful are never 
able to dodge this unwelcome form 
of outgo. A patron gets out of 
work and the family moves to an­
other town. There are fervid assur­
ances that the "store balance” will 
be taken care of “just as soon as we 
are settled.” The majority of people 
are doubtless quite sincere In mak­
ing these promises, but what with 
the expense of moving, and the vari­
ous demands upon the family In its 
new location, the storekeeper "back 
home” is lucky if the erstwhile cus­
tomer sends $5 or $10 once in a 
while by way of “peace offering." 
And so the credit merchant has to 
add another 3 per cent to his operat­
ing expenses to  offset this constant 
leakage.

Not only is the* cash and carry 
merchant saved the initial Invest­
ment In equipment and teamsters^ 
but he does not have to reckon with 
the 18 per cent enumerated above 
for delivery service, open accounts 
and losses on the latter. Therefore, 
the speaker contended. If the cosh 
and carry concern is not selling at 
an average of 18 per cent‘under the 
delivery store's scale, the customer 
is not getting" the full benefit to 
which his strictly casli transaction 
and elimination of delivery expense 
entitles him. In other words, the 
credit merchant has to Insure this 
overhead of 18 per cent upon these 
particular expense Items before he 
Is In position to begin to make any 
profit upon his own investment and 
labor.

People Demand the Best
In the meat business, particularly, 

there nre still other angles to the 
situation. Taken by and large, peo­
ple up in this section always have 
demanded the best meats, with the 
result that the average market has 
to use far more hind quarters than 
fore quarters, which Ihvolves a  dif­
ferential in price. For Instance: If 
a meat market proprietor will take 
a whole beef carcass, the wholesale 
price may be 15 cents a pound, but 
if only the hind quarters are taken, 
the price of the la tte r 'is  found to be 
20 to 25 per cent above the carcass 
price. In fact, it was not so very 
long ago that the hinds ranged an 
even 12 cents a  pound higher than 
the fores.

Except when it is occasionally re­
sorted to os a "leader,” Mr. Hanson 
declared, one can seldom find sirloin 
or other choice cuts listed in any 
^bargain prices;” in tact there is a 
noticeable avoidance of quotations 
on hind quarter cuts, simply for the 
reason mentioned. If the trade at 
"regular” shops wouldo accept this 
sort of service in the matter of 
"cuts,” there Is no reason why the 
latter proprietor could not afford to 
make corresponding prices.

Also, the "regular” market trade 
demands more In various other res­
pects. The practice of the cash 
markets Is in the main to sell in 
"chunks.” These pieces are put on 
platters surmounted by price cards 
giving the customer his choice at, 
say, 16 or 18 cents a pound. If a 
particular piece suits the needs 
of a customer, he pays for and takes 
It on the spot—no bookkeeping, no 
delivery expense, nothing to be 
charged up tor losses. But If a cus­
tomer should want onlya particular 
portion of one of these chunks, he

CONFERENCE DELAYED

UNEMPLOYMENT PROBLEM GOES 
OVER FOR A WEEK

Impossible to Get Started on the 
Sewer Task Thie Seaton 

—Minor Project

The committee appointed by Mayor 
H. W. Tremhnth to Investigate tho 
unemployment problem expected to 
got started upon Its labors this week, 
hut a rummnns which came to Frank 
A. Bel) a couple of days ago, neces­
sitating his absence from the cjty, 
has made it necessary to defer the 
actual start until next week, though 
other members of the committee are 
securing additional data and other­
wise doing what they can to advance 
the Inquiry.

So me City Tasks Impracticable
The hope of affording employment 

to any considerable number of men 
through the medium of municipal 
projects has vanished, for the exper­
ience of the past few weeks has 
demonstrated that It will be imprac­
ticable to proceed with Rome of the 
tasks that It was hoped ml&ht he In­
augurated this autumn and possibly 
be continued through the fore part 
of the winter. Between the wet and 
the cold of the past week or two It 
has been made clear that the city 
cannot safely undertake some of the 
projects that had been considered as 
possib les for furnishing employment

Considerable ditching was neces­
sary for the water main extension 
which has just been completed in tho 
Rolling MIL district, and the fre­
quent caving of the ground during 
tho wet period left no room for doubt 
ns to the handicap that would ho 
imposed If tho much larger task of 
excavating for the new main sewer 
were attempted at tills season. More­
over, it was made clear that perfect 
joints cannot be insured in pipe lay­
ing from now’ on; even in the com- 
parntivey small task then in hand 
it w'os necessary to re-lead some of 
the Joints two and three times. How­
ever, the pipe laying in the Cornlsh- 
town location will be completed this 
autumn, It being expected that a 
Start can be made on this task next 
week. It Is a smaller proposition 
than the Rolling Mill Job, which will 
be finished to-day, hut It will furnish 
employment to a fair sized crow for 
a time.

Street Work at an End
The same conditions have put an 

end to street work, except for minor 
tnsks which will continue to furnish 
employment for a few men for sev­
eral weeks. There remains quite a 
little cement work to he done in con­
nection with street work, but it bos 
been found that the cemnt docs 
not "set” properly during the cold 
nights, ad it Is inadvisable to go any 
further in this direction.

Excavating and preparing the foun­
dation for the city warehouse which. 
Is to be built south of tho old ‘Merry 
residence Is affording and will con­
tinue to afford employment to qulto 
a  few men, hut with these excep­
tions, and outside of the regular 
month to month municipal tnsks, 
there Is nothing more that the city 
con provide in the way of employ­
ment. As W'ns stated last week, 
Mayor Trembath and the other city 
officials are .doing everything they 
can to  see that such employment as 
the city has to offer goes to those 
who are most in noed.

Will Gat Ready for Sowor Task
It wras oxpected that the detailed 

plans for the sewer work would 
reach here ere this, and Hupt. E. J. 
Pearce has sent out a ”h, o. h." call 
to the engineers. Whllo It will he 
impossible to do any of the actual 
construction work until next spring, 
the city officials nevertheless dosire 
to know just wherothoy aroaton.the 
proposition. Once the required 
amount Is determined It will bo possi­
ble to lay tho bond Issue bufofe tho 
people, and with their sanction pro­
ceed to contract for material and 
otherwise get matters in shape so 
that tho work may he started at tho 
earliest possible date in the spring.

Results Satisfactory.
"It min I"' said to the credit of 

I hese hi-am-hes of mil' government j 
U.af satisfaet ary results were ob- 
tnlnH. nliiioiu'li not in lime to put 
into actual service dirigibles lilted 
with helium. Ample funds were ni­
b-fed by tin* Army and Navy depart­
ments to the bureau of mines, Inte­
rior department, mid experiments were 
Inunedtalely begun witli three proc­
esses One process was proved lo 
lie successful, another not wholly suc­
cessful and the third plant Inis been 
operating experimentally up to n few 
weeks ago. The fact Is that the gov­
ernment Is now operating a large 
helium product loti plant, with a ca­
pacity of .'10,00b cubic feet of helium 
per dny.

"Mnj. P. E. Van Nostraad of the 
United Stales army, who was lo have 
been one of the officers on the ill- 
fated ZR-2, was one of the collabora­
tors In the development of this work 
and fully appreciates the Importance 
of helium for dirigibles and balloons, 
Is credited by the press with the state­
ment that 'had the ship been titled 
with helium It Is doubtful If such an 
accident emihj have happened.'

‘wAs one who had to bear the respon­

sibility for the experimental work

The government Is now the chief user 
of helium, and I should like to dlreet 
the attention of our eouulry to the 
Importance of continuing active and 
immediate development of the rigid 
airship and helium programs previous­
ly undertaken by congress to the end 
that the officers and men who forfeited 
their lives may not have died in vain."

The story of helium was described 
by Mr. Manning ns "one of the ro­
mances of science." "It may be of 
Interest at lids time," be said, “to

know something of helium and the 
development in the production to date. 
Scientists admit that Us discovery 
was one of pure science. It was first 
discovered in 1S(W, in Indlu. while 
sclent(>u were making observations 
of an eclipse of the sun. Scientists 
agree the! Ihe occurrence of helium 
Is in the air, In sea and river water, 
in rocks and mineral springs, In gey­
sers and In volcanic gases, bat tbe 
only quantities on a large scale can 
be recovered from the natural gas of 
the United Stales."

Here- 
nfter, Ihe new order states, the offi­
cers of the two air services will use 
the regulation nomenclature.

According to the recent puldlshcd 
report of the national advisory com- 
mlltee. “aircraft" constitutes any form 
of craft designed to navigate the air 
and Is divided Into "aerostats" and 
"airplanes." Aerostats comprise 
Ilghtor-than-Rlr craft, embodying a 
container lilted with a gas lighter than 
air, such as hydrogen, and sustained 
by Its buoyancy. They Include "air- 
ships" and "balloons."

The word "airplane" Is now used 
to designate craft heavier than air, 
obtaining support from the action of 
the nlr on ihe wings, and driven 
through the air by screw propellers. 
Airplanes equipped for alighting on 
water are termed "seaplanes."

“Airships," as the craft formerly 
known ns Hghter-thnn-alr are now 
Willed, are divided Into three types; 
•rigid." whose form Is maintained by 
n inelallle frutno within the gas hag 
or envelope; "nourlgld," whose enve­
lope Is kept taut by the pressure of 
the coiiialncil rfRfi, and "semirigid." 
maintained by a rigid or Jointed keel 
and also by gas pressure. These three 
l.vpes are all propelled by gas engines 
toealed In a hull or car, or in Indi­
vidual engine houses suspended below 
(lie supporting envelope, and controlled 
by means of rudders and lias.

Impossible to Got Light From Wax
Candte Without ths Presence of 

Necessary Gases. .

A wax candle really is a giislorrh. 
You will And thut when you apply u 
lighted match to the wick of a candle 
It will not light rcudlly. You huve to 
hold the match to the wick until the 
wick burns sufficiently to heat the wax 
hot enough to turn It Into gases which, 
on mixing with Hie oxygen In the air, 
produce the tire in the form of light.

The candle will continue to he 
lighted and to burn as long as the 
wax continues hot enough to give off 
the gases or until the cundle Is en­
tirely consumed. Any Interruption to 
this process of transforming the wax 
Into gas will result In the extinguish­
ing of the light.

The reason the candle goes out 
when you blow on the flame Is that 
the gases which feed the flame nt the 
end of the wick are blown away, the 
process of turning the hot wax into 
gas Is interrupted and with the gas 
supply shut off the flume is extin­
guished.—Cleveland Plain Dealer.

Charged water, such a* upollinurlH or 
ginger ale. help to convert a simple 
"frultade" Into a "punch" for occa­
sions when a festive drink Is appropri­
ate, bur the fruit Juices, diluted with 
water only and well chilled, are very 
refreshing.

Special Recipe Not Necessary.
A special recipe Is not necessity to 

make a frultade. Any single predomi­
nant flavor muy give It Its mime— 
raspberry, grape, pineapple or orange; 
often four or five fruit* are blended 
In approximately equal quantities The 
flavor of peaches combines well with 
pear Juice, pineapple, (►range and 
lemon; Mie Juice of blackberries, rasp­
berries, currants, hluckcnps, grain*- 
fruit, limes and plums enn he used 
In any selected combinations. Lemon 
I* necessary (unless limes are used for 
the purpose) to make ibe drink suffi­
ciently acid to quench the thirst on u 
hot day.

The amount of water mMcd deftend* 
Bomewlmt on the kind* of fruit used, 
and also on the preference of the 
"taster." A preponderance of. very 
add Juices—lemon or Uiim*—will stand 
more dilution than the milder flavors. 
In general, one part of water to one 
of mixed fruit Juice can be tried at 
llrst. nnd more water added If It seem* 
desirable. Tea may he substituted for 
about one-i lilt’d of the water If the 
puneh |m mude for adults; if children 
lire to have uny. It In better to omit 
(eu. The individual fuxtc must he rite 
guide In sweetening.

Sugar should In* added to fruit 
drinks In Mm* form of sirup, to get the 
best effect, as well ns to use It In Mu* 
most economical way. Two parts of 
sugar to one of water should In* sim­
mered for live minutes and Mien 
cooled before adding to the other In­
gredients. Sugar simp can he pre­
pared for Kcvcrnl days at a time, and 
kept honied In the refrigerator; left* 
over fruit Juices may also he I.oiled 
with sugar and kept In a cold place 
fur short period* until one lias enough 
on hand to make up a good fndtade,

A thin slice or two of orange and 
lemon, some chopped hits of pineapple 
and hnmmn, u few colorful berries, in­
vite intention to the howl or pitcher 
of punch, and a sprig of mint both fla­
vors ami completes it. Professional 
caterers often lueliide a slice of cu­
cumber. When a fruit jiuncli must he 
prepared for u large gathering of peo­
ple—a dance, a sociable, or a picnic 
—It Is helpful to have exuet Ingredi­
ent* specified. About 40 persons can 
he served hy the following recipe, 
which 1* recommended h,v the expert* 
mental kitchen, United Suites Depart­
ment of Agrk-ultuie.

of the North Central Association. 
Detailed Information is required of 
each school regarding the number of 
teacher- employed, the number of 
subjects tnw ht by each teacher, and 
the number of pupils in each class; 
the qualifications of teachers. Includ­
ing the extent to which they have 
specialized; the school’s physical 
equipment and general teaching 
facilities—and much other data 
which, taken in its entirety, enables 
the association to place an accurate 
valuation upon the work done In the 
school. If the report Is satisfactory, 
graduates of this school will be ad­
mitted to any university or college 
within the province of the associa­
tion without having to take entrance 
examinations.

With regard to teachers' quallflcar 
Hons, it may be of interest to learn 
that of the 700,000 teachers employ­
ed in the United States, only 140,000 
possess training equal to or better 
than a high school course supple­
mented by two years at a  normal 
school. This statement Is made upon 
the authority of the president of the 
University of Minnesota, who adds 
that great as the United States is tn 
many ways, the teaching force as a 
whole Ir the most poorly trained of
any of the great nations.

The extent to which schooling Is 
now available is shown by the com­
parative statement that in 1840 the 
average adult had received the bene­
fit of hut 208 school days; by 1870 
thlR average had grown to 682 while 
in 1921 it reached 1200 days.equivaV 
ent to six years of schooling.

Uniform Rules for Athletics
One of the matters disposed of 

during the recent meeting of the Up­
per Peninsula Educational ARsociar 
tion at Sault Ste. Marie was the de­
cision to affiliate with the Michigan 
Inter-Scholastic Athletic Association, 
and the adoption of the la tter’s con­
s titu te ) . This insures the same 
regulation for hlRh school athletics 
throughout the state.

Under these rules, any youth who 
takes part In high school athletics 
must have been under 21 years of 
age at the beginning of the semes­
ter, and any student who has spent 
more than nine semesters In school 
is barred, attendance for any part 
being deemed equivalent to n whole 
semester's attendance.

Schools are prohibited from award­
ing any form of recognition for 
prowess in athletics whose intrinsic 
value exceeds $1—which in the 
present era or prices automatically 
bars the bestowal of sweaters, with 
which many schools have been in 
the habit of rewarding those who 
have upheld the school's reputation 
In athletics. Apparently there is 
nothing to prohibit others from mak­
ing such recognition; business men, 
for instance, might Join In providing 
sweaters for the hoy*, but the school 
itself may not properly do ro any 
more.

©helps the New President
Negnunee school folk were pleased 

with the  m ogltlon which Marquette 
county secured nt the Son by reason 
of the election of 0. L. Phelps, super­
intendent of the Ishpemlng schools, 
ns president of the Upper Peninsula 
Educutnmnl Association. His many 
years’ experience have given him In­
timate acquaintance with Northern 
Michigan educational conditions, and 
he is greatly esteemed among teach­
ers.

The next convention Is to lie held 
In the city of Marquette. Principal 
C. L. Dystrom, of the Negnunee high 
school, who presented n paper on “A 
Better School Spirit" at the Boo con­
vention, was antnod as vice chair­
man of the high school section for 
the coming year.

Local Teachere’ Meeting
The Negaunce Teachers' Associa­

tion held n meeting Wednesday even­
ing, the particular subject for con- 
stdurnton being "Wlmt Was Bone nt 
the Boo Convention." The proceed­
ings wore reviewed, nnd there was 
quite general discussion of the vari 
ous topics, with special reference U> 
the practicability of their application 
to local conditions.

MAY 9UCCEED NEGAUNEE CLUB

Proposition for Lsgion to Tsks Over 

Club Rooms

Thomas M. Wells, secretary of the 
Negaunce Club, has called a meeting 
of the organisation for next Monday 
evening to consider a proposition 
whereby John H. Mitchell post of the 
Amerlcon Legion may succeed to the 
club rooms in the Levine block.

The Ncgaunee Club, which except 
tor some periods of Inactivity has 
been In existence about a quarter of 
a century, has encountered hard 
sledding In latter years. Its partic­
ular field was to afford a desirable 
meetln; place for young men, and 
the departure of a majority of these 
to enter the World War, coupled with 
the subsequent exodus of so many to 
the Inrger cities and the generally 
depressed Industrial conditions in 
lntter >enrs, have pu t'a  serious crimp 
In its treasury. Several of the older 
men, who were willing to contribute 
In order thnt the purpose of the club 
might be sustained, have in reality 
been the mainstays of the organiza­
tion in latter years. It Is doubtful 
whether these men would even no'7 
be willing to let the club pass out of 
existence were it not for the prosoect 
of a fairly satisfactory substitute.

The Legion post has been In search 
of suitable quarters for club rooms 
practically ever since Its organiza­
tion, and If mutually satisfactory 
terms can be reached, the proposed 
arrangement promises to solve the 
problems of both, for the tentative 
plans contemplate the privilege of 
honorary membership in the Legion 
club for all members of the Negau- 
nee Club, insuring to the latter the 
continued use of the club rooms. 
On the other hand, there would be 
immediately available to the former 
service men a club room equipment 
which it might take them several 
years to assemble. There are a 
couple of billiard tables, plenty of 
card tables, and other paraphernalia, 
and even with its largely increased 
membership, the Legion club would 
not need to materially add to the 
equipment for some time to come.

In view of the many advantages to 
both organizations, there is little 
doubt that the merger will come to 
pass, though it may not be possible 
to dispose of all the preliminary de­
tails next Monday evening when the 
Legion Ir likewise to have a meeting 
to consider the proposition.

Any market will gladly make price 
concessions on whole piece quanti­
ties, for the moment a butcher pro­
ceeds to get half-pound or whole 
pound special cuts from a carcass, the 
greater the amount of labor and 
wastage Involved In trimming, etc., 
all of which necessarily enters into 
the sellng price.

In conclusion, Mr. Hanson said 
that there was undoubtedly room for 
improvement in the credit system, 
and furthermore that a considerable 
number of people could help them­
selves materially by being more ju­
dicious in their selection of cuts; 
but so long as all of these various 
forms of service, including credit and 
delivery, were demanded, the prices 
would have to be proportionate.

janitor. Hut all agree that Mr. 
Schmidt was just, evea though Arm, 
and they, together with townspeople 
in general, have only kind thoughts 
and good wishes for tbe man who 
served them so loog and faithfully ina 
responsible position, and who It now 
to spend his remaining years free from 
the cares which have rested upon him 
for thirty odd years.

Newcomb Spoor, Frogologist

WONDERFUL GAIN IN
WEIGHT REPORTED

What do you know about frog- 
ology? Tliejieat known frogologist hi 
the country Is Newcomb Spoor of Ber­
lin, Wls„ who elulma to Imve given 
nearly 50 years of bis Ufe to the study 
of frogs and their liuhils. Several years 
ago he was elected a member of tic  
Wisconsin legislature, and lie iinint*- 
dtately drew up a bill and secured Its 
passage, prohibiting the slaughter of 
frogs und the serving of frog legs du* 
ing the mouths of March and April.

"The frog Is one of the greatest 
friends of Immunity," aald Mr. Kpooi. 
"A frog eats from five to ten grass 
hoppers a day and teus|>oonfuls of 
mosquitoes. I huve noticed that 
where frogs are the thickest the crop 
tonnage Is heaviest. Now’ the frog 
hibernates In a spring during the win­
ter lime, and during the months of 
Murch und April Is slowly returning 
to Ufe. I found that people Interest­
ed In eotehlpg the frogs were scoop* 

lug them out by the bagfuls during that time, so I drew up iny bill und 
secured Its passage. This will protect the frogs for generations to come.'

Assemblyman Kpoor also declares his studies have taught him that the 
red clover crop would practically be a failure were It not for the bumble bee. 
Spoor asserts that the proboscis of a honey bee cunnot reach to the pollen of 
the red clover, and that It la only the bumble bee which Is able to distribute 
the pollen and fertilize red clover.

L All Norway Loves Olaf

Of all Hie royulty of Norway, the 
favorite with the Norwegians Is Crown 
Prince Oluf.

He utteuded u private school 
where hu wus treated on an equal 
footing with the other pupils, and lie 
Is wholly free from uuy tendency to 
JcIMinportunce. When he finishes a 
course at the Military Acudemy of Norway the enmu prince will enroll as a 
student In the technical high school at Troudhjem to be educatsd us an 
engineer.

The marquis of Milford Haven, 
formerly known us Prince Louis of 
Battcnberg, who died suddenly the 
other day, had Just been promoted to 
be admiral of the licet, u tardy recog­
nition of bis great work iu preparing 
the British fleet for war, and lits mas­
terly strategical disposition of It 
when the conflict with Germany began.

Boon after hi* achievement a cam­
paign was started agalust hliu In thu 
admiralty, In which he was first sea 
lord, ott account of tils German origin;

EVERYDAY GOOD THINGS.

i A most delightful dish may bo 
■ served with aspic as li foundation. The 

following recipe 
Is a reliable one: 

Aspic Jolly.— 
giNik one package 
of gelatin In one 
cupful of water 
for two hours. At 
the eud of that 
t i m e  t a k e  one 

quurt of rich consomme or other soup 
stock, udd two tablespoonfuis of 
lemon juice, otic teaspooufui of suit, 
und two tablespoonfuis of turrugou 
vinegar. Bring to the boiling point, 
then add the soaked gelatin. Beinove 
from the heut und stir fur five minutes 
until well mixed and the gciatlu Is 
thoroughly dissolved. Straiu through 
a Jelly bag and set away to mold.

Cream of Colory Eoup.—Wash three 
bunches of celery uud cat Into small 
pieces. Cover with bolH pw uter uud 
cook until soft. Strain through u col­
ander. Put a quart of milk, one tea- 
sjKKmful of chopped onlou In a double 
boiler and cook until scolded.* Hub 
one tablcKpoonful of butter with the 
same utuount of flour and stir Into the 
boillug soup, stirring constantly uutll 
it thickens. Add salt uud pepper to 
season und the sifted celery. Serve 
hot with croutons. The addition of a 
beuten egg or two Improves the soup 
greutly.

Cream of Poa Soup.—Take a pint of 
cauned peus, press through a volunder. 
Scald one quurt of milk; as soon as It 
bolls, udd the (leu puree. To two tu- 
bleapoonfuls of butter udd one table- 
spoonful of flour, mix well and stir 
Into the soup. Cook until smooth and 
thick, adding pepper and salt to sou- 
son.

Julienne Soup.—Take one quart of 
rich brown stock. Prepare a pint of 
mixed vegetables, such us coarsely 
chop|»ed cabbage, celery, turnip und 
currot, small onions cut In halves so 
that they will separate In cups. Cook 
the. vegetables in boiling salted water, 
using ns Utile us possible; add to the 
soup slock ten minutes before serving, 
seasoning well with salt und pepper.

Orange lea Cream.—Grntc the rind 
of two oranges, add the juice of four, 
with the Juice of one lemon; sugar I* 
added tu tuste and one quart of thin 
cream. Freeze as uniuiI. The amount 
of sugar will vury us to the sweetness 
of tho oranges.

Cucumbor Sauce.—Beut one-half 
cupful of heavy cream until stiff, add 
u few grains of cayenne and two 
tablespoonriils of vinegar.

Scalloped Cabbage,—Put one and 
one-half cupfuls of cooked cabbage, 
which has been coarsely chopped.

There was a time when the nlr «:•• 
fllJM with a perfect babe) of tongues— 
tbe languages of the Kalmucks, Mon* 
fob*, Tartars, Chinese and Ituaslana— 
but the crowds Umt throng the streets 
pf the city at present arc mute. Kven 
the laughter of children has been it- 
1 speed in the despair that hits settled 
over these tens of thousands, who sit, 
crossing themselves, am! wait for 
what seems to be the Inevitable.

Picture* of Qrlm Misery.
Picture* of misery seen here ore du­

plicated In Bamars, Simbirsk, Baratoff, 
h s r ltt ln . and every other city In the 
famlne-etilckca valley of the Volga. 
Docks and railroad stations nre plied 
high with the belouglngs of the refu­
gees, who were driven from their land 
by the drought and the clouds of 
grasshoppers that destroyed even the 
meager grain that bad defied the heat 
of the terrible summer now drawing 
to a tragic close. Committees are try­
ing to move the refugees to other 
points where there Is some promts# 
»f food, but It Is necessary to us# 
the limited river and rullroad trans­
portation facilities to send seed grain 
Into the country and to bring bread 
Into the famine districts.

Many professional beggars of the 
gypey type are to be found here and 
Id oilier large centers In southern 
Roasts, but the starving farmers ask 
oo alms and utter uo cry. They 
ataod allent and await their fate with 
the stoicism pictured so graphically 
•nd truthfully by Tolstoy and Dosto­
ievsky.

•ell Ring# and Clothing.
Markets have sprung up mushroom- 

like here and there about the refugee 
ramps, offering fur sale vegetables, 
braid, flour and meat. They are sur­
rounded by hungry people, who Imv* 
ho money (o offer, huf who exchange 
wedding rings, fur coats, cups, ket­
tles, puns, bools and other small pos* 
Sessions. They know the KiimsIiiii win­
ter Is coming, and Unit It wffl Mod 
them without shelter and clothing, but 
they arc obliged to give up Urn ne­
cessities of (he future to meet the de­
mands of Urn present.

Jmrgo poiisunt families arrive In a 
State of exhaustion, tUol** carl/ belt*/ 
firttggvd by cumvIs and starved 
horses. There Is no liny or grain 
hero/and there Is slight prospect Hint 
(he animals can be Imp! alive unlll 
spring.

In the enria are samovars, talking 
inuchlnus, concertinas and American 
sewing machines, which are bartered 
for food or for coffins. The dead 
lie unnoticed for hours, while nour 
them are pitiful groups boiling a few 
potatoes and onions wllh whlelt to 
keep ulive. Home market* are under 
orrnod guard, but this appears to be 
Unnecessary, ns the pennant* arc too 
weak ami passive to take violent 
fuCHrturdt.

Typhus Claiming Victims.
Great crowds attempt to cling to 

(he few (ruins Unit leave hero dally, 
and Soldiers often pull some of the 
refugees from the curs, frequently 
separating fumbles, some members of 
which have managed to secrete them* 
pelves Itetwoen the curs.

Typhus ha* appeared In many 
places and the bospltul superintend­

ent nt Samara said the other day the 
only way to handle the situation was 
to segregate those who have lw»»»n 
stricken. They receive rollon* when 
food I* available, hut there is no soap.

Klve hundred sick children were 
found grouped |n one building In Ha- 
nmra. Some of them were seen eat­
ing leave* from shrub*, while others 
were lying about on dirty beds, more 
dead than alive. Most of these chil­
dren were so ashen and emaduted 
that they resembled old men and 
women.

Germane Among Suffersre.
Many once prosperou* German fam­

ilies from Muriupol and other Oer- 
tnuu centers are among the refugees 
at Samara and are living In filth and 
poverty in crowded dork sheds or 
have no shelter ut all. Beverul Ger­
mans told the correspondent they had 
relatives In Klberlu and were trying 
to reach Omsk, but they had exhaust­
ed their money and could not get per­
mission to migrate eastward.

Miss Anna Haines of Philadelphia, 
a worker for the Friends' relief organ­
ization, Is lu Bumara and recently 
said the mbrtallty among children less 
than three years old la very high and 
that nearly 00 per cent are ulready 
deud.
