Federal enactments constitute no 
panacea for the tils of the body poli­
tic, declsred Attorney Thomas Clan- 
cey, of Ishpemlng, (n addressing the 
Negaunee Lions at the club's weekly 
luncheon last Monday noon.

There was too much of the "let 
George do It” spirit—with Uncle Sam 
subetltuted for the ubiquitous George 
—in disposing of matters that bob up 
in our every day life and which 
should have been attended to right 
at home, said Mr. Clancey. It is com­
paratively easy to get a national en­
actment, but legislation for which 
there Is no real need Is about as 
burdensome, and quite as hard to dis­
lodge, as was Slnbad’s unwelcome 
passenger.

Offered Up to Federal Control
There have been numerous exam­

ples during the past few years of 
this tendency to unload cltlsenship 
obligations upon Uncle Sam, not a 
few of which had "Win the War” as 
their motive. Never before in the 
history of our country hsuUhe nation­
al government assumed so many 
functions, both commonwealth and mu 
nlcipal prerogatives bping freely sacrl 
deed to federal control. Justification 
might be found In the exigencies of 
those days, but now that the war 
had been fought and won, the speak­
er thought it was high time to get 
back to first principles.

A constitutional form of govern­
ment was of necessity a limited gov­
ernment; powers which are not speci­
fically enumerated in the constitu­
tion (passing for the moment certain 
concurrent powers between nation 
and state) remain vested In the peo­
ple; and in yielding so much to fed­
eral control, the speaker feared we 
had gotten far afield.

Many of the national enactments 
which have failed to work out satis­
factorily have been the product of 
zealous reformers, who long since 
found a life-saver in the "general 
welfare” clause of our national con­
stitution. When those people, set 
about some reform which the body of 
the constitution seems to fail to em­
brace, they seek refuge under the 
"general welfare" clause; and the 
trend of Supreme Court decisions In­
dicates that this latter Is broad 
enough to encompass almost any 
proposition that might be conceived.

What It Costs In Coin
To show the cost, In more dollars 

and cents, the speaker traced the 
course of one of these "popular re­
forms." There is the start. In the 
community, the movement spreads 
through county and state, and finally 
there appear representatives who ask 
Congress for a cool million or two 
for a new bureau to put the life idea 
into execution. A "bureau" means 
the outlay of a heap of money—as 
well as jobs for many ardent partis­
ans. Wo long since learned the cost 
of this way of doing business. It 
cants one of these bureaus twice as 
much as it woujd cost any efficiently 
managed corporation to accomplish 
the same work. Some times the fal­
lacy of the Idea becomes apparent 
before the whole of the appropriation 
Is used up—In which event, there is 
that much salvage. But too often, 
particularly with the national Im­
petus carefully fostered by those on 
the pay roll, the "reform campaign” 
goes on and on, necessitating addi­
tional appropriations.

We, Whe Feet the Bill
"And who pays for all this?" 

queried Mr, Claooey, who also sup­
plied the answer: "You and I—in 
taxes,." The U. S. government has no 
Invisible fund from which such en­
terprises may be financed. The one 
source of wherewithal is tax, in some 
form or other; and If one delved to 
full depth It doubtless would be dis­
closed that the real necessity for the 
Income tax, the excess profits tax 
and several other modern forms of 
taxation—or, at least the necessity 
for continuance of such taxes—was 
support of the numerous federalized 
agencies which have come into being 
In latter years, and many of which 
•are simply covering ground that 
might much more easily and econom­
ically have received attention at 

• tome.
In these home affairs wo are 

•equfpptnJ to get more prompt action.

DKDICATI BRONX! TABLIT

Richmond Township's Tribute to 
Service Men

Armistice Day Is to be made the 
occasion of the unveiling of a bronze 
memorUti tablet which constitutes « 
roll of honor for Richmond township 
young men who served during the 
World War. The tablet Is the gift of 
the Sunday school children of the M. 
B. Church at Palmer, and the exer­
cises ore to be held in tfie church 
this (Friday) evening Addresses 
will he made by Capt. T. J. Nicholas 
and Benjamin Lecce, of Palmer, and 
Hon. Oeorgo Tucker, of Marquette, 
and thore will be a number of reci­
tations and musical number*. Girls 
of thu B. Y. C. D. Club will perform 
the ceremony of unveiling the 
tablet.

The Negauneo Teachers’ Associa­
tion held its monthly meeting Wed­
nesday evening, and in the matters 
of Individual interest manifested and 
practical value of the papers present­
ed, all were agreed that the meeting 
had been even more helpful than the 
recent County Institute. There was 
practically* a full attendance, and the 
teachers found some time for a pleas­
ant social session In addition to the 
more Important work of the evening. 
The program Included a vocal solo by 
Miss Eugenie Quinn and a piano solo 
by Miss Pearl Marlowe. There was 
a talk on "Nutrition" by Miss Wlx- 
son, home demonstration agent for 
Marquette county; and three papers 
were presented, as follows: "The 
Relation of the School to the Home,” 
Miss Nellie McAuliffe, principal of 
the Park street school; "The Value 
of Manual Training in a School 
Course," C. E. Wlndoft; and "How 
Can Pupils Best Be Taught How to 
Study,” Miss Catherine Sullivan.

Miss McAuliffe’* Paper
The paper by Miss McAuliffe was 

such a thoroughly practical discus­
sion of the relations between school 
and home that the more essential 
portions arc here presented, for 
earnest consideration hy Negaunee 
school patrons:

"In our country we have a govern­
ment of, for, and hy the people. 
Since the nation's power comes from 
the people and Is controlled hy them, 
•good lows and respect for them de­
pend directly upon the education of 
all. This is primarily a State func­
tion, but the Nation cannot escape 
Its share of responsibility for Its pro­
motion in all the states.

"The home, the church and the 
ischool are the principal agencies em­
ployed In educating the child. The 
home must co-operate with the 
church ond with the school to bring 
about the best results. But, If the 
church's influence docs not extend 
to the home, or if the home training 
Is not what It should be, then the 

•gjate depends upon the schools to 
make up for this lack of training or 
for poor training.

"We limy first consider what the 
schools expect from th<j people. They 
desire the people to give them moral 
support In the the home and material 
support at the polls. The American 
public owes the schools the Influence 
of a continued interest, nml that In­
terest can he only manifested a* the 
people inform themselves regarding 
the needs of the school and prepare 
themselves to vote intelligently on 
every measure affecting them.

Fixing the Responsibility
"Who is responsible for molding 

public sentiment in harmony with 
advanced educational experiences? 
How can the .mbllc he educated up 
to standards in keeping with to-day's 
needs? Abraham Lincoln tells us that 
with public sentiment, nothing con 
full: without it, nothing can succeed.

"In order to bring about a more 
general understanding of matters 
pertaining to education, ©durational 
facts must he constantly and persist­
ently kept liefore the public eye in 
the leading magazines and newspa­
pers of the country. Teachers, and 
especially educational experts, must 
awaken to their new responsibility 
of giving out message* of understand­
ing ami co-operation that will fire 
the American people with zeal and 
readiness to support their schools or 
'citizenship factories.' If tlie tax­
paying public understood and appre­
ciated the nature of educational prob­
lems, hearty support would be given 
in most cases."

Miss McAuliffe here spoke of the 
Influence of Parent-Teacher Assoclu- 
lions, Mothers' Clubs and similar or­
ganisations In breaking down the 
barriers between school and home, 
stating that In rural districts, es­
pecially, these co-operative organisa­
tions were of vast service.

•eheols of Yesterday and To-day
"ft Is not uncommon in these days," 

continued Miss McAuliffe, "to meet 
Intelligent parents who are In the 
habit of expressing deep dissatisfac­
tion with the work of the schools. 
Men and women in middle life com­
pare the children of to-duy with the 
boys and girls of two or three de­
cades ago. to the grent disparage­
ment of the former. They comment 
ihi the absence of reverence, of In­
dustry, of thoroughness, no loss than 
on defects of character In the chil­
dren of to-day, and lay all the blame 
for these things on the schools. They 
do not seem to realize that the homes 
of the children may be responsible 
for a least a part of the evils of 
which they complain.

"On the other hand, It U usual tor 
teachers to trace to home Influences 
the chief causes for the failure In 
the mental and moral development of 
the children. They point out that 
the children are not taught to 
bo industrious, obedient or respectful 
in llw* home, that they are frequent­
ly pumpered, spoiled generally, and

thnt sometimes they are sadly neg­
lected.

“The matter Is of the greatest Im­
portance. The children of to-day 
will tie the men and women of to­
morrow , and If it be true, as is fre­
quently assorted, thnt they are not 
being trained to walk as they should, 
we arc leaving the door open to so­
cial evils of the gravest character.. 
Nor aro parents and teachers the 
only ones Interested. Any general 
failure In the #work of education 
must affect unfavorably the well-be­
ing of every member of society. It Is 
the duty, therefore, of every intelli­
gent man and woman to endeavor to 
ascertain the facts in the case, and 
where defects are found. t6 strive to 
remedy them as far as opportunity 
will permit.

Should Visit the Schools
"People unduly depressed hy the 

thought that the schools of to-dny 
are not moving along the path of 
progress would do well to visit these 
educational process and catch the 
institutions. Let them watch the 
Inspiration born of youthful minds 
expanding under the benefleient in­
fluence of skillful teachers. They 
will quickly recognize that while 
there arc many problems to be solv­
ed, there is substantial and enduring 
pr<$gresn made year by year. They 
Ytill ajso note that the Old NRchooi, 
which taught the three R'h hq ef­
fectively and functioned very vfrol) 
in its day, is giving way to the Now 
School, which also teaches the three 
R’s, but is constantly enlarging its 
field to meet present social condi­
tions.”

Miss McAuliffe then considered 
what the people, in return for their 
support of the schools, have a right 
to expect from the schools. Among 
these arc properly qualified teachers; 
proper health measures amL desir­
able environment for school child­
ren; character building and citizen­
ship training. "Conditions of social 
unrest ran only be settled by justice 
and right training in citizenship. We 
begn this training in the democratic 
kindergarten, which Is an Ideal place 
for first lessons In efficiency, odopta- 
blUty nnd good citizenship: patriotic 
songs nnd stories sow the seed of 
love of country; block building, clay­
modeling, etc., teach head and hand 
to work together. Throughout the 
child's school years we undertake to 
prepare boys and girls for life, using 
the word In its large sense—life ns 
opposed to existence. Therefore the 
school tries to relate its teaching to 
life: it aims at the Inculcation of 
ideas, not of words." ,

Some of the Nation's Foes
Elaborating the theory thnt the 

noble responsibility of forming the 
American character is entrusted 
largely to the teachers of this coun­
try, Miss McAuliffe said:

"We know pretty well some of the 
foes that menace the chief agencies 
employed in guiding and governing 
the unfolding lives of the children 
of this country. There aro Agitators 
here who attack the home nnd fam­
ily life. They know, ns well ns we 
do, thut when domestic virtue fails, 
and home fails, we, have no founda­
tion upon which to build national 
life and national prosperity. The 
church and Its teachings also come 
In for their share of criticism. We 
will all agree tlmt the influence of 
the latter is not nearly so great ns 
in former times. Hundreds of people 
come to our shores yearly who sow 
seeds of discord, unrest, selfishness, 
etc., so that at times the very foun­
dation of our nation seems to be fac­
ing a crisis, and we ask ourselves, 
Can the American government en­
dure? These same foes attack the 
schools by spreading propaganda 
which Is Injurious to them.

Counteracting Influences 
"If It Is apparent that this nation 

Is facing u crisis because of agita­
tion, unrest, discontent, etc., we 
should remember that the virtues 
are contagious as well as the vices; 
that soeds of patriotism, loyalty, con­
tent and unselfishness must be fos­
tered to counteract the harmful In­
fluences, To what and to whom does 
America look for the solution of this 
problom? The schools and teachers 
can probaably do more than any 
other agency to right matters. Their 
power as an organisation earnestly 
enlisted In a common cause was sat­
isfactorily demonstrated during the 
World War. The children at that 
time were filled with the idea that 
the measure of true Americanism 
was the measure of sorvlco, loyalty 
and devotion that we render to 
America as Americans. When other 
educating influences fall to reach 
the boy* and girls, wo look to the 
school—the foundation of the nation 
—to Implant In the heart of every 
pupil a deep and abiding affection 
for America first, America free, and 
America triumphant."

Nognunee paid tribute thU morn­
ing to those who ltRd down their 
lives In the World War and gave 
thought to the problems of pence 
whose solution shall have mode these 
sacrifices worth while. The Ameri­
can Legion, the school children nnd 
citizens generally Joined In a patriot­
ic observance of Armistice Day, tho 
third anniversary of the end of a 
conflict in which the greater part of 
the whole world had been under arms.

Legionnaires in Parade
Members of John H. Mitchell post, 

American Legion, assembled in uni­
form at their new club rooms at 9 
o'clock ami shortly before 10 o’clock 
marched to the high schooL headed by 
the Negaunee City Band. There they 
joined the students and many citi­
zens in a patriotic program which 
was os follows:

Armistice Day Address—Mrs. Alton

Mrs. Roberts was a member of the 

national committee sent abroad hy 
the American Legion during the sum­
mer, and was able to tell of the lov­
ing care which the people of Franco 
nml% Belgium bestowed upon the 
graves of those Americans who still 
Lie in foreign soil, ns well as to im­
press upnik her audience some of the 
lessons whlMj Armistice Day brought.

The exercises were concluded 
shortly before o'clock, when tho 
cntlro assembly repaired to the west 
school yard, where beneath tho huge 
flog which flloated at half mast, the 
American Legion, headed . hy Post 
Commander E. W. Wasmuth. per­
formed the final ceremony IA the 
day's observance. Figuratively, 
not qutto literally, the former sol­
diers, sailors and marines "fnced the 
east" and came to "attention" as the ' 
city hall clock boomed out the hour 
of eleven. Both military and civil- 
inns observed the two minute period 
of Rllent meditation that followed.

read Negaunee's "Gold Star" list, 
followed by the names of service men 
who passed away subsequent to No­
vember 11, 1918:

8CHOOL LUNCHES.

The day of the school lunch hna re­
turned and the mother who think* will 

realise how Important 
It Is that her child should 
have good nourlahlng 
food. The undemour 
(shed child may be ooa 
from a “well-to-do" fum- 
Hy, and no child can do 
good work In mind nr 
body without proper 
food.

To start the duy right there should 
he plenty of time for a good whole­
some breakfast, which will "stuy by" 
unit! the noon lunch.

A good-sired dish of some well- 
cooked cereal, with top milk, with no 
sugar, is preferable; add a few date*, 
prunes, figs or ralslna for Ahe sweet­
ening. An egg with toast or muffin 
und a big glass of milk with a cooky 
will make a good breakfast for any 
growing child. A cupful of hot cocoa 
la cold weather, or have the milk 
heated, will make a change In the 
drink.

There are many cereal coffee* on 
the market which «are both agreeable 
and nourishing, hut the real coffee 
should never be given to growing chil­
dren, even in small quantities. Tea 
amt all highly seasoned foods nnd con­
diments should be omitted from the 
children's food.

Condiments, pickles, highly seasoned 
puiu’cs unduly excite the gastric Juice* 
and should he used only hy the grown­
ups who have lost the appetite of 
childhood. The continued use of such 
food is the cause of craving for strong 
stimulants.

Lack of appetite In the morning Is 
often the result of sleeping in an 111- 
ventilated room. The had taste In the 
mouth should be attended to at once. 
An adult may miss a meal, often to 
iil« betterment, but a child who uses 
oil his energy In building tissue can­
not omit a meal.

Children are hungry more often 
than adults because their deglstive or- 
gana ure very active, A lunch be­
tween meals Is often necessary, but 
(he habit of continuous lunching Is 
very had.

In packing the ochool lunch, enre 
should he token to appeal to the taste 
of the child; make it good to look nt 
flrst, then It will not he hard to muke 
It appetizing.

Plenty of paper napkins or waxed 
paper to wrap the food, so that food 
fluvors are not mixed, la essential. A 
well packed luncheon may Imve hut 
good bread and butter, with an apple 
or pear to make It uppetlzing, while 
any variety packed carelessly will he 
refused.

Never try to bear more than one 
kind of trouble at once. Home people 
bear three klnds-nll they have had, 
all they have now, and all they ex­
pect to have.—Edward Everett Hale.

Chemical Warfare Service Co­
operates With Agricultural and 

Interior Departments.

WAR ON RODENT AND IfISECT
Permanent Artillery Against the Boll 
Weevil and Other Peeta Hoped for 

—Research Work Since the War 
Haa Been Fruitful.

Washington.—The .War department 
has recently asked the secretary of 
agriculture and the secretury of the 
Interior to co-operute with the 
chemical wurfare service of the army 
Id devising (leuce-time guaeN to com* 
bat the boll weevil and other civic 
and industrial iiests. It la the belief 
of tbe army that no many new chemical 
gOKea and other chemical products 
have been developed as a result of re­
search work since the war that at 
last the government la in a position 
to extend the hope that it may he able 
not only to exterminate the rodent* that 
Infest the disease breeding quarters of 
cities, but bo able aa well to cope 
with and destroy the rodenta And In­
sect* that destroy the agricultural 
crops,

The development* of war must be 
the Implements of peace, according to 
Brigadier General Amos A. Fries, 
chief of chemical warfare of the army. 
Accordingly, the chemical wurfare ser- 

i vice Ims begun a campaign to develop 
: gases that will attack a h* exterminate 
I not only the ruts that Infest sewers,
1 hut the hugs nnd worniN that eat up 
the leave* und fruits of vurious agri­
cultural produces.

Blackbird* a Pest
At present, Ihe army is working on 

a request from Representative Philip 
D. Swing, of x Imperial Valley, 
California, In the hope of Unding some­
thing that will exterminate the black­
bird pest in that community.

Congressman Swing wu* a recent 
visitor at the Kdgewood Arsenal, at 
Rdgewood. Maryland, where the 
chemical worfure gas research Is be­
ing carried on. He had already asked 
the government to devise some preven­
tive against the hluckblrd*. He com­
plained thut the blackbirds bred In 
millions In the delta of the Colorado 
river, Just below the Grand Canyon, 
and came over In mhl-summer to dev­
astate the kutllr corn fields sowed by 
the farmers of the fatuous Imperial 
Valley.

As a result of his visit he was as­
sured that tlie Cliemlca! Warfare 
Service could devise a poison that 
would kill some of the birds and drive 
dff the others. He was told, however, 
that to use It the furtnera would have 
to content themselves with using their 
products for food and fodder alone, us 
the chemicals would destroy the re­
seeding vulue of the fruit. In re­
sponse, the congressman pointed out 
that as things stand the farmers get 
neither food nor seed. Mr. Swing was 
assured that the government would 
undertake u new series of experiments 
to attempt to develop something that 
would both protect the grain und its 
reseeding qualities.

The effectiveness of chemical war­
fare ugulnst rodent* had alreudy been 
proven. The army recently sent a 
group of exfierts to Cuba with chemi­
cals and Instruments for destroying 
rats und other vermin. The result 
of tlielr efforts 1* reported to have 
been most satisfactory.

Corns From Coal Tar.
Many of the eliemleuls used by the 

tmernment's synthetic chemists in 
making up the formulas for wiping out 
these iiuisuin es come from basic pro­
ducts developed from rout tar. It Is 
becuuso of the importance of lids

product In chemical warfnre that the 
government is inclined to encourage 
the new Aiucrlcmi dyes industry which • 
linn grown up hi this country since the j 
war. Prior to the war, pnirtimlly nil ; 
of the nnilipotuyex were German made ; 
produrfM. The German research chem­
ists had the secret formulas nee-1 
c*#ur,v to develop such products und 
there wiim n<> Industry In the United 
States able to cope with them equally.

In addition to the Importance of the 
dye Imlusiry to the first by-product# 
that go to make up both belligerent 
and peace-time chemical warfare, the 
government Is greatly dependent upon 
the jiersonnel of the dye factories and 
other such Industries for Its war-time 
personnel. In war time ns well ns 
In peace It is u question not only of 
getting chemists who cun master such 
problems of composition hut also of 
getting trained labor that can handle 
tlie great manufacturing processes, 
It has been an experience of the 
government, us well as of commercial 
industries, that, In chemical work 
truined labor cun save what ure some 
times dangerous losses of material 
and, in addition, cun make practical 
suggestions to the chemists that 
they never before had thought of.

The present plans of the War de­
partment are to get from the Depart­
ment of Agriculture and the Depart­
ment of the Interior such suggestions 
us they may care to make on the peace­
time work to he done ugulnst rodents 
and pests and then turn the war time 
forces of Ihe army to work against 
them. Doth the Agriculture and 
Interior departments are working on 
the new problems ami efforts are be­
ing made to get from the farmers of 
the country and from the heuds of 
city governments suggestions, ns to the 
best problems against which to use 
the new chemical developments.

Washington.—Winter rust has been 
doing such damage to the white pine 
forests of the country thut concerted

being other means by which the 
same ends might have been attained. 
But patriotic fervor supplied the 
great urge, the governor and other 
officials were given no peace until 
they Joined in lending their nid, and 
Michigan laid out a mint of money 
to meet the hills for salaried officials, 
who In turn sought to enthuse the 
people. But the public didn’t come 
across, for It was already doing much 
the same kind of work in a more 
practical form, nnd in due course the 
great n ovemont came to Its Inevit­
able end.

It was sound ndvJce, said Mr. 
Clancey, to And out the extent of the 
obligation and the prospects for re­
turn on your investment before you 
“sign up,” whether It be a petition 
for some new national legislation or 
some community enterprise.

Carl E. Anderson waa born at 
Three Lakes, near, Miebigamme. De­
cember 12, 1868, being a son of Mr. 
and Mrs. John E. Acderson. Car] 
attended tbe Miebigamme eohoole, 
completing tbe teotb grade, aod then 
joined bis father, wbo wae section 
foreman, In tbe employ of tbe D. 8. S. 
A A. railway. Somewhat later tbe 
young mao worked at tbe Imperial 
mine, now operated by tbe Ford in­
terests. Having always bad bis heart 
set on a railroad career, he nought 
employment In tbe trein service as 
soon Mbs bad reached bla 19th year, 
and after two or three years spent ae 
passenger brakemao he entered the 
tbe freight branch of tbe service. An 
incident which occurred on tbe Du­
luth branch during bis train servlve 
some six or seven years ago is well 
llluetrative of tbe young men's pres* 
tooc of miod and bfa readiness to sac­
rifice personal Interests In behalf of 
others. While glancing out of the 
coach window as ole train was speed­
ing by Iron River, WIs., one day. 
besawaehlld struggling io one of 
tbe little lakes tbat border tbe rail­
road. A pull on the whistle cord 
brought tbe train to a atop and An­
derson, ran back to tbe lake, plunged 
Io and rescued tbe child oot a mo­
ment too soon.

Anderson’s military service began 
with bis entrance to Camp Custer No­
vember 26, 1917, and be remained in 
training until tbe following spring, 
when be weot overseas as a member 
of tbe86tb Division, but subsequently 
being transferred to a machine gun 
company in tbe Fifth Division. It w m  
on October 8,1916, tbat bis parents 
received a letter in wbicb Carl stated 
that be wae moviog "toward the 
front.” He must have gotten to tbe 
front quite steadily, for tbe records 
show that It wm on October 19, at 
Bote de Fay, France, tbat be met 
death In action. An Ishpeming young 
man wbo wm Carl’s “partner” wit­
nessed bis companion's death, and 
states tbat a shell struck tbe vlotlm te 
back of tbe bead, death undoubtedly 
having been testaotaoeoua. Thera 
waa ao time to pause, aod it wm not 
until Mveral months later that tbe 
body was found, identification being 
fully proven by an Odd Fellows’ tag 
wblob tbe local lodge bad forwarded 
to Car). Tbe remains ware first bur­
ied at Bole de Fay, Francs, and it 
wae not until Ootober 28th last, a 
trifle over three years after be tnet 
death, that tbe body reached Hoboken 
on Its homeward journey.

Deceased is mourned by the father, 
four brothers and three sisters 
—Herbert uud George Anderson. 
Miebigamme, Arthur K. Anderson, 
Marquette; John Andereoo, California; 
Mrs. Norman Tresis#. Calumet; Miss 
Berths Anderson, Miebigamme; and 
Miss Elsie Anderson, Ann Arbor. 
Ail wbo knew tbe young man speak 
particularly of biegoolal dlepoeltlon, 
in tbe home, about town, te bla 
earlier years of work and during hie 
army servloe—bis friendliness and bis 
wllifngnesi to be helpful were ever the 
same.

Carl Anderson wm tbo only Mlohl- 
gamme boy to fall In aotloo durlog 
tbe World War, Irving Clement, tbe 
only other looai resident wbo died In 
Mrvioe having been a victim of 
poeumonia.

New York.—But there was no roar­
ing crew of drunken buccaneers on 
board the steam trawler Ripple as 
Captain Carmichael, a serious, stocky 
man with steady eyes and a black mus­
tache, climbed the short ladder to the 
trawler's wee bridge and bawled, "Cast 
off I" Deck hands uniooped the lines 
from the andeut bollards on Pier 3, 
North river, the propeller wash swirled 
under the sturdy little ship’s counter, 
end with a lusty cheer from the crew 
the dingy looking hulk steamed down 
the river and out to sea.

To lie sure, the Ripple had no pirutl- 
cal purrot to scream, "Pieces of eight, 
pieces of eight!" hut, none the less, 
there will be quiet conversation* in 
the fo'c’sle of the clink of Mexican 
gold und the heuvy clink of stiver bul­
lion, and although there is no wallet- 
worn chart of Treasure Island with 
Its three red crosses und Skeleton 
Island ond Spy Glass hill, yet there 
are those on board who suw the $2,UU0,- 
000 treasure buried.

Although the Furrugut had a 
long ragged hole In her bow, her bulk- 
bends held and she was able to send 
out wireless calls for assistance while 
her hunts were being lowered to take 
off the passengers of the sinking 
Meridu. Cuptaln Robertson spoke 
words of encouragement to the pas­
sengers, who ran about the decks 
overcome with fright, and only half 
chid. But the captain's calm voice re­
stored order, and lifeboats were low­
ered In drill-like fashion, while be su­
perintended the launching and told 
them the Merida would not sink for 
several hours.

The accident took place not long 
after the famous Republlc-Florida dis­
aster, and Captain Robertson and 
Chief Officer George W. Nordstrom 
were anxious to get the passengers off 
us promptly as possible without loss 
of life. All hands were In the boats 
In 22 minutes save the captain and 
chief officer. In the hurry of the oc­
casion, the pnraer, who alone had the 
combination of the ship's safe, had 
left the ship, and when the Merida 
did not sink so rapidly as expected. 
Captain Robertson and Mr. Nordstrom 
made every effort to break into the 
safe with axes. But the heavy doors 
of the strongbox glanced off the 
blows of ax and sledge, and the two 
officers flnully left the ship with empty 
hands at 5:20 o'clock. Twenty-five 
minutes later there was a last gurgle 
onil whirl us the rammed ship nosed 
under and pitched to the bottom In 
210 feet of water.

The passengers were picked up by 
the Farragut, herself near sinking, and 
Inter transferred to the Old Dominion 
liner. Huutiltnn, which brought them 
into New York with only the clothes 
on their backs.

Cuptaln Robertson has since died 
and Captain Nordstrom, who was tirst 
officer of the treasure ship, Is now the 
only man who accurately knows the 
position of the Merida, where she lies 
with holds bulging with rich bullion.

The Ripple was chartered and fitted 
out at Pier 3. Under command of 
Captain Carmichael she also car­
ries Cuptalns Nordstrom and M. Ruy* 
grok, both experienced "deep sea" 
officers, these latter being the wreck­
ing masters who will have charge of 
the salvuge operations. The trawler 
carries wireless and a crew of 25, In­
cluding three divers, one of whom la 
Frank Crllty, who was chief diver In 
the salvuge work of raising the United 
States naval submarine E-4, which 
sank off Wnlklkl beach. Honolulu, In 
300 feet of water. Cillly hus worked 
at greater depths thun any other 
diver has ever done, and with the 
Merida lying in 33 fathoms, and with 
her position known, he expects the sal­
vage expedition to be successful.

The men behind the treasure hunt­
ing cruise of the Ripple, while they 
have faith enough in the practicability 
of the expedition to lend It their 
backing, do not regurd success as s 
foregone conclusion. They look upon 
It as a chance, but one well worth 
taking, since If so well-equipped and 
managed an expedition fulls It will 
prove once for all that the rich bul­
lion of the Merida Is beyond all re­
covery.

expedition Kept Secret
Because they regard it as a chance 

expedition, they have so far kept their 
Indentions secret.

Among the meil who are backing the 
expedition are sold to be Converse F. 
West of 47 Beaver street and L. F. 
Gotham of 15 park row, who art 
reported to have taken up the ex­
pedition as a personal and private ven­
ture.

The trawler Ripple, although per 
haps lacking the piratical air that a 
good treasure hunting ship should pos­
sess, makes up In stoutness of appear 
ance what she lacks in adventurous 
mien. She was built in 1010 at Fort 
River, Mass., for A. Rider k  Co., st 
Boston, and at the outbreak of the 
war was tuken over by the navy for 
use ns a mine sweeper. She measures 
a trifle over 114 feet In length and 
has a beam of 22 feet 5 Inches and a 
draft of 11 feet 0 Inches. Her decks 
are Uttered with salvage gear. On 
the starboard side forward Is lashed 
u specially built air compressor and 
lurge reserve tank to supply air to 
the divers, und on the port side she 
curries u 28-foot motor boat to be 
used os nn auxiliary.

Among the crew Is Tommy Jankers, 
protagonist In William McKee's "Cas­
uals of the Hon," and Tommy la 
tricked out In the uniform of second 
mate, an old Job to him.

But despite Tommy's high place In 
literature he Is as uncommunicative 
as the Sphinx concerning the cruise 
of the Ripple. He meets all questions 
with a blank smile. "What’s thut 
gear for, Tommy?" Tommy smiles 
grimly. "Whut time does the Ripple 
■all, Tommy?" Not a word In reply, 
And then In a sudden burst of com­
passion Tommy says: "Ask Cuptaln 
Carmichael. 1 don't know u tl.ng 
about 1L Ask him." As u news source 
Tommy Is a notorious failure.

Although at the time of the sinking 
of the Merldu the treasure In her 
holds was reported to he worth 12.000,- 
000, Mr. West said that this vuluution 
wus In Mexlcun dollurs, and that In 
fact the uctuul value ut present wus 
probubly less.

Little Rhody and Sunday Sport Laws
PROVIDENCE, R. I.—Tim state 

law which legalizes baseball, 
football and various athletic con­

tests on the Sabbath, after a two 
years' trial, not only Is declared to 
have exaggerated those conditions It 
was claimed It would alleviate, hut 
also to have fallen far short of pro­
ducing the moral results Its advocates 
claimed for It.

The Sunday amusement law did not 
get upon the statute books without 
strong opposition from organizations 
which have been formed to conserve 
the Sabbath, and among the most 
specious arguments of those who 
sought to overcome their objections 
wns that Its adoption would result In 
the furnishing of clean ond wholesome 
amusement to thousands of young 
men who might otherwise drift Into 
mischief. ,

Many persons who were neutral on 
the subject when it was agitated in 
the legislature are now In fuvor of 
having the law repealed, Its operation 
has been so objectlonahle In muny 
quarters. In the city of Providence 
the law has become so unpopular that 
It faces either abrogation within the 
city limits or repeal at the nett gen­
eral assembly. Sunday games, under 
the law, are permissible with the sanc­
tion of the hoards of police commis­

sioners or in towns without such 
hoards with the permission of (he 
town councils. Contests on public 
parks hml mused so many complaints 
within the city that the police hoard 
refused to permit them. Now, under 
u plea that conditions at the games 
will he bettered, the board has given 
permission for the playing of further 
games but under stricter police super­
vision.

Police executives who have had the 
Sunday games under observation dur­
ing the summer Sundays, declare that 
none of the wholesome effects claimed 
for the bill before It became law have 
materialized; (hat the games on public 
parks are annoying to reputable 
people, and that followers of the 
games will not he able to comply with 
new restrictions.

For ten day* or so the govern­
ment of Weft Virginia during the min­
ing trouble* was one man, a soft- 
spoken, unostentatious, pleasant-faced 
individual uamed liarry H. Bandholtz.

Pershing gnve him the Job of reorganising the military police of the A. 
B. F., with the rank cf provost marshal general and all Europe as his area of 
command.

As a police Job It was quite the biggest ever attacked by any American, 
Involving not only tho policing of our own armies wherever they might be but 
the various capitals of Europe as well and the care of some 46,000 prisoners. 
It was proof that ns an organiser the soft-spoken son of Michigan was in a 
class by himself.

Menoher Out of Air Service

MaJ. Gen. C. T. Menoher has ten­
dered his' resignation as chief of the 
army air service and requested trans­
fer to the commuud of troops In the 
field. Cot. M. M. Patrick, who was 
General Pershing’s flying chief In 
France, has been appointed in bis 
place.

General Menoher’s resignation Is 
a climax to months of discord and 
friction in the air service, which may 
or may not he ended by the change.
The general has been at swords1 
points with hts aggressive and out­
spoken assistant, Brig. G.en. William 
Mitchell, for a long time, and If has 
been regurded as Inevitable thut sooner 
or Inter one or the. other of them 
would have to resign.

General Menoher mode a de­
termined effort to force General Mitch­
ell out of the service. He wrote Sec­
retary of War Weeks a letter of com­
plaint ngnlnst his assistant and de­
manded his removal.

General Mitchell, tho only "flying general," was Indignant over the policy 
of placing nonflying officers in the air sendee and this caused him to take a 
position which General Menoher described as Insubordination.

Secretary Weeks undertook to act ns mediator in that controversy and 
*ucc(K>ded in smoothing out ihe trouble temporarily.

The recent bombing experiments off the Virginia capes precipitated a 
now outbreak, however. In the differences of opinion regarding the result of 
the testa there Is danger of more trouble.

Aid for Jewish War Victims

Aroused by the suffering of home­
less Jews In the famine districts of 
eastern Europe, 200 prominent Jews 
from various parts of the country met 
for a conference at the Standard dub, 
Chicago, as guests of Julius Rosen- 
wald. and decided to raise $14,000,000 
for emergency relief work.

The money will be spent for tha 
Immediate succor of Jewish war vic­
tims in the troubled districts of Europe, 
Including Russia, through co-operation 
with the Hoover relief organisation 
and the Society of Frleuds.

A report of Jewish relief work 
during the last year was given by 
Foils M. Wurburg, chairman of tha 
American Joint distribution commit­
tee, (portrait herewith) who has Just 
returned from an Inspection of human­
itarian agencies abroad.

"Many thousands of Jews In Eu­
rope ure still in nead of uld, because 
they Imve been deprived of till moans 

of livelihood, nave lost their homes, iholr little farms, and shops,’ be said.
"American Jews must support the 10,006 orphans who are threatened with 

pauperism and disease. American Jewish women should interest themselves 
In the financial adoption of children In Poland, Rumaulu, Chechoslovakia, and 
Russia.*'

Marine Corps Fellow Travels From 

San Francisco to Now York 
Carrying 61-Pound Pack.

After facing death from thirst on 
the great Ameiican desert, being mis­
taken for a bandit 
and looked upon 
with suspicion in 
the communities 
where the murine 
uniform never had 
been seen, Charles 
E. Gilbert. United 
States m a r in e  
corps, arrived In 
New York re­
c e n tly , ha le , 
hearty and tired.

Ordered trans­
ferred from his station at San Fran­
cisco to a new post at New York, Pri­
vate Gilbert sought permission to hike 
the distance. He was given a fur­
lough and sent upon his way. He cur­
ried n 91-pound pack during the en­
tire trip.

Between marches the marine found 
shelter and food from American Le­
gion posts along the way, and whence 
reached St. Paul, his home, St. Paul 
Post, No. 8, turned out to greet him.

The distance of 4,000 miles hiking 
was covered In little more than a 
month.

Varnish, Paint and Stain Help 
Appearance and Make Them 

Easier to Care For.

NEUTRAL COLOR IS FAVORED
Flane or Sandpaper to Make Level end

Smooth at Poooibto, Carofully Re- 
moving or Driving In Tacks 

Nails end 8craws.

(Prepared by the United Bute* Deportment 
Of Afrlculture.)

"What can 1 do with these dingy 
old floors? Until tills year they've 
beeu carpeted, but I know thut the 
house would be more sanitary and 
easier to cieuo with finished floors ami 
rugs that could be taken out of doers 
every week. I’d like to get the floors 
fixed while the boys are home from 
school to help, but 1 don't know how 
to start"

This ’ problem is perplexing mauy 
housekeepers who want their homes to 
look well and at the same time to 
make house cleaning easier.

Dull Neutral Color la Best.
Tiie most durable und attractive 

finish for a floor depends on the kind 
of wood nnd how it has been treated, 
enys the United States Department of 
Agriculture. Unfinished pine, spruce, 
or other softwood floors ran be var­
nished, stained aud varnished, or 
painted, depending somewhat on the 
condition of the wood and the rest 
of the woodwork in the house. What­
ever finish is chosen, a dull neutral 
color that tones In with walls nnd fur­
nishing is best.

First of all, make the floor ns level i 
end smooth as possible. Plane or 
sandpaper rough places, and draw out ' 
ell reiunonts of tacks or drive them be- , 
low the surface with a nail set. ; 
Then scrub the wood with hot soap 
suds or scouring powder, and rinse 
thoroughly with clear water. Ink 
stains and similar spots can often be 
bteuched out with a solution mnde hy 
dissolving one tenspoonful of oxulic 
ucld in one cupful of hot water. This 
solution Is poisonous and must, of 
course, he curefully handled, also all 
traces of it and of soap suds or scour­
ing powder must be removed with 
dean water, otherwise they will in­
jure the finish used on the floor. 

Homemade Stain for Floors.
When the wood Is perfectly dry the 

stain, paint, or varnish can be ap­
plied.

For a pine floor, a good brown stain 
can lie made hy dissolving an ounce 
of perinnngnnate of potash In a quart 
of warm water. This liquid is violet 
colored, hut when applied to wood, 
chemical action results and the wood 
is stained brown.

Another brown stain for cither hard­
wood or softwood Is made from 1% 
ounces of pulverized gllsonite dissolved 
In a quart of turpentine.

Apply either of these stains with a 
clenn brush or a sponge, taking oven

stroke* parallel with the grain u» the 
wood, and wipe the etained surface at 
once with u dean, soft cloth or cotton 
wusta. After the stain has dried for at 
least 24 hours, polish the floor with a 
soft cloth, aud apply another cout If 
(lie color is not deep enough, or finish 
with varnish or wux.

Use Best Quality of Varnish. 
VnmlMh la generally preferred on 

soft floors, und the best quality of 
shellac varnish or that especially rec­
ommended for floors should bo used. 
Some vurnlNhcs ure unsuitable for 
floors hecuuso they leave a hard, brit­
tle coating thut Is easily marred and 
wears off quickly. Hhelluc vanilnh may 
be mixed at home as follows:

Two pounds gum shellac.
O nr-half pound castor oil. *
One gallon alcohol denatured according 

to United fltatsa revenue form ula No. 1.
P u t these Ingredients Into a  well-stop- 

pored bottle In a  worm place, nnd shake 
the m ixture frequently until the shellac 
Is dissolved. 'Hio alcohol should not 
sontnln more than fi per cent of water, 
and cure should he taken not to  drop any 
w ater Into It a s  it Is being mixed with 
the dry  shelln.’. Tile cantor oil aids In 
m aking vnrnlch flexible and less brittle 
when dry, hut may be omitted. In that 
rnx* quantity of gum shells'- should 
tie Increased to SPA pounds. If too thick, 
th is  varnish may he thinned by the uddl- 
Uon of more alcohol.

Gentlemen—About a month ago Hon. Geo. 

W. Mlllen, u meraltcr of the commission of 
conservation, was In Marquette and, ac­
companied by Senator Vandenboom, Inspect­
ed a site recommended by the senator as a 
desirable location for a fish hatchery and 
stutc park. Mr. Mlllen reported the re ­
sult of this visit at the last meeting of the 
commission on conservation held Septem­
ber 24.

The commission authorized Director Baird 
to send the superintendent of hatcheries to 
Marquette In the near future for the pur­
pose of determining the suitability of Die 
locution examined'for a fish hatchery. *

In this connection tt ts proper to state 
that this commission, charged with the care 
of the present state parks and acceptance 
of additional parka under Public Act 218 
of the Session Luws of 1919, will be glad 
to take under consideration proimsali from 
municipalities for the establishment of such 
sites as may be offered for suite purposes.

This Is a new departure In state govern­
ment, but Die commission desires as fast 
as possible to extend the system of such 
open spaces offering special attractive spots 
to our citizens and tourists, and the com­
mission will be glad to co-operate with 
your body in the splendid public enterprise.

Dear Mr. Chairman—1 am enclosing 
herewith resolutions udopted by Uio board 
of supervisors of Berrien county, which 
•peak for themselves. Tho board of su­
pervisors of this county Is not only op­
posed to this system because they regurd 
It as cumbersome And unwieldy, but be­
cause H Is another entering wedge selected 
by the state to deprive .the Individual coun­
ties of the small Jurisdiction of local a f­
fairs which they now lmsae** and to fur­
ther strengthen the hold of state bureaus 
on county affairs.

The trouble Is not confined to the ac­
counting division. Btnte administration Is 
lop heavy wltlk Inspection service of every 
description. The various counties now are 
overrun with Inspectors. Wo question 
whether the work performed justifies the 
atuggerlng cost of maintaining the service. 
In the lust analysis each supervisor carries 
the direct burden nf spreading Ills township 
or village tax If tiie rats of taxation pro­
posed by tho state tax commission this year 
had not been reduced the Incresae would 
huvo been almost prohibitive to property 
ownership. ̂ Snch suiturrlsor should be able 
to Influence lurgely public sentiment In hts
locality, and sneaking for Uils board wo feel 
It Is about time to perfoct on organiza­
tion throughout the state which will have
a direct Influence on the reduction of the 
stato tax rate.

As a course of practical procedure, if 
your board feels like co-operating with oth­
er counties Interested throughout the state, 
we suggest the adoption of n resolution of 
similar Import to the enclosed and also the 
adoption of s resolution Instructing your 
local members of the stute senate nnd leg­
islature to work for the repeal of the net 
creating the accounting system. We also 
suggest the free use of local papers In this 
connection. We should greatly appreciate 
nn expression from you as to the Attitude 
of your buurd during the October session.

CONSTRUCTION DEPARTMENT.

Construction work hss proceeded In a very 
satisfactory manner throughout the year. 
With the exception of the crushing and 
quarrying Job on 35-5-E operated by Hmith 
4  Hparks which Is considerably behind time 
and of the job of Hall 4  Labby on 35-5-D 
all Jobs ere either up to or ahead of the 
time schedule expected.

Labby was held up because of the fact that 
the Htate did not give them a crossing over 
Dead Klver as early aa was planned.

The outstanding features of the construc­
tion work were the fact that there was plen­
ty of help to be had and that it wne pos­
sible to got material deliveries on time for 
most requirements. Tho alteration In this 
respect from the last several years was very 
pronounced, so much so that It was a real 
pleasure to do work tills season. The weath­
er of the season, which because of Its dry­
ness, was a serious handlcsp to the Main­
tenance Department, hclpod on In the Con­
struction Department and nude It posMlblc 
to make excellent progress on all Jobs and 
particularly so on (ho Marquette-Green Gar­
den penetration Job, where over six miles 
of road will have been rebuilt and a pene­
tration top put thereon this season and In 
the Cyr swamp grading, t  clay stretch, 
both of which would hare been seriously 
handicapped In a wet season.

On the whole, the program of the County 
Is advanced substantially In accordance with 
the plans as laid out two years ago. Tho 
Inability to let contracts late last season 
being compensated by the better working 
conditions of this season.

Aeeident Ne. I.
Oscar Klvlnen, a miner, employed a t th# 

Cllffs-Hhaft mine. Ishpemlng, waa faulty 
Injured at 4 :45 p. ro., January *7tb, 1691, 
by being struck hy a small pleo* of ore 
which felt from the back of * step*. He 
did not regain consciousness after hie In­
jury and died before be could be taken 
to the hospital. .

Klvlnen and his partner, John LehtimsM 
workod In No. 13 contract, 6th level,
■haft, in a atop* 200 feet north of 
shaft. They were mining the floor of the 
main level, *nd at the time of the aod- 
dent were working on a 16-foot bendi, At 
twenty-flvo minutes to 5:00 o'clock they 
blaitod four holes, using about fifty stick* 
of powder. They thought that th# heavy 
blast would probably turn out Ian* chunks 
of ore and ao they returnad to block-bole 
them.

Hponcer wus employed as cage rider end 
on the day of the accident he took down 
the miners and then returned to surfse* 
and picked up the mining captain, the lim­
iter foreman and two car repairers. He 
rang the cage to the Srd level, where the 
mining captain end car repairers got off. 
He then rang the cage to the 4lh level, 
where the llmbermnn got off. The esie hse 
two decks, the lower deck being used for

Hpencer 
spotted the lower deck to load an empty

Accident Ns. 4.
Alfred Franzen, an underground timber- 

man, was instantly killed at the Muas mine, 
Negaunee, 7:40 «. m., September 8th, 1921, 
hy falling into the :ird level poeket, a dis­
tance of 13 feet.

Tills man was lowered to tbe 3rd level 
with the first cage load of men for that 
level. All of the men with the exception 
of the cage rider, stepped off the cage and

the lagging pile with a load of lagging,; several of them went Into the pump sta­
tion, dose by, where water Is usually ob-which was the fifth truck to be sent down. 

At 7(i feet from the shaft Is a switch where 
It Is necessary to stop with a loaded truck 
until an empty truck Is tnken off the cage. 
When the switch wae readied Mnrtonen 
•topped there und 1’ltto went In the tunnel 
to the cage to get the empty truck.. After 
waiting a while and he did not return, 
Murtonen went In the tunnel to see whut 
reused hie delay. I’ltto was no where In 
sight and Martoncn concluded that he must 
have fullen into the shaft. The surface 
foreman was informed of the fact and on 
investigation his body was found at the 
bottom of the shaft.

Across the shaft at the tunnel Is n heavy 
safely gate with a derailing awltch adjust­
ment so that It Is Impossible to push u 
truck through the tunnel when the gate 
la open. At the time of the accident the 
rage was at surface where it had been sent 
with a load of drills. It may be that Vitto 
knew that the cage was not ut the tunnel 
und had opened the gate and was standing

time It gave employment to a large force of i 
men both underground and surface. Tbe I 
abandonment of these mines unfortunately 
came about tbe same lime as the depres­
sion and made tbe effects of tbe depression 
more severe.

The verdict of the coroner's inquest 
was: "That the anid Alfred Franxen met 
his death hy accidentally falling in a pocket 
on the third level at the Mass mine in the 
City of Negaunee."

That Hemal'* force* were aide to 
fight ho effectively i* considered re­
markable Mince the Greek* believe the 
Turks were lacking in many cmscii- 
tiaH of equipment while the Greeks 
were well-orgunircd and well- 
equipped.

The GreekM had several thousand 
motor-truck* and automobile*. while 
the Turk* had Ii*mh than 100. The 
Greek* enjoyed Hiiperinrity ul*o in the 
more vital matter of riflea. artillery 
and maehine gnu*. Ah regard* man 
power, the preponderate i* wa* in fav­
or of the Greek* by the proportion 
of one ami a half to one. The Turk­
ish t ro o p  were garbed in rag* mid 
were miserably equipp'd, while the 
Greek* were welt dollied, hliod and 
accoutred.

Kcmul'* Aeroplane service consisted 
of two inadiiiu*. Hi* adversaries 
had more than a dozen. The one 
branch of equipment in which the 
Turk* imdouhtedly excelled was in 
their railroad service. They had 25 
locomotive* and more than f>(MI 
freight und passenger ears.

Five Years, Belief.

Washington Petroleum consump­
tion will rise to nearly 1.000.000 000 
barrels a year throughout the globe 
within five years, in the opinion of 
government experts.

Consumption now is 700.0U0.tNK1 
harrel* a year, with the principal na­
tions in economic stagnation ami 
nearly one-half of the world’s mer­
chant tonnage idle. How the exac ted  
enormous demand for petroleum and 
its products will be satisfied 
ii* u question that is being anxiously 
pondered in tlu* United States, Kng- 
land. Franco. Italy and virtually all 
producing nations.
United States Supplies 70 Per Cent.

The I'nited Staten, now supplying 
approximately 70 per cent of the uni­
versal need for petroleum, will be 
able to keep this pace only twenty- 
five years longA-, according to an of­
ficial estimate.

Mexico, now producing about 23 
per cent of the world's petroleum, is 
ls*ing looked to to solve the problem. 
Mexico’s oil reserves a t  the present 
rate of production are estimated to 
have u life of forty-five Tears, ac­
cording to George Otis Smith, direc­
tor of the United States Geological 
survey. The Mexican proved fields 
include about HMK10 square miles, he 
estimates, while the unproved lipid* 
constitute a much larger area.

Mexico now i* drawing on her pe­
troleum resources a t  a very small 
rate. Fields under exploitation in­
clude only 1.200 aquarc miles.

Mexican production in the first six 
months of the present year wax near­
ly OK.ihnmmH) barrels. In the same 
time the L’nited States produced 
nearly 237.000,000 barrel*.

Drilling Costs Grester.
Wells ure living drilled in Mexico a t 

the rate of about 300 a year, ill the 
first six months of 1021 more than 
HIKXl wells were sunk in tlu* I’nited 
States. The total of producing wells 
in thife country is slightly in excess of 
25K.OOO, with daily averages of 4.11 
barrels per well. Tin* Mexican well* 
average neuriy 2.000 barrels a day 
eueh. The l.’nited Stutcs has de­
veloped seven big fields and Mexico 
three.

Expense of leasing and drilling In 
Moxi«u i* materially greater than in 
this country. Mexico never hue been 
a field for tlu* small operator, ns has 
tin* I’nited States. The I ’nited 
State* government now is negotiat­
ing witli Mexico to bring relief to 
small o)M*rators desirous of prospect­
ing south of the Rio Grande.

American oil experts are seeking 
new fields in all parts of the globe. 
In South America, Mesopotamia and 
Asia. Americun geologist* are at 
work. American cupital to be count­
ed only in millions is behind them.

That is not the 
trouble, however, as the title to his 
hind cannot la* cleared until it  is 
definitely proved that he did or did 
not leave relatives.

A decade and a half ngo. Rig Rider 
was well known about the Iwrhecueo 
and celebration* a t  Tahlpquah, ac­
cording to Moine of the full blood* 
who occasionally visit Victor M. 
Locke. Jr., superintendent of the five 
tribes, He was never accompanied, 
and some of them remeinlwr that  the 
Indian said he was a man without a 
family—"all alone.” Proof of that 
seems lacking, however.

Tim striking characteristic of Big 
Rider was his immense physique, 
which It was believed gave rise to hia 
name. Big, which was not taken un­
til later years. He was vuin, his con- 
tem|sM'uries say, regarding his physi­
cal prowess, und once nearly wua 
bunged because of tlu* fact.
