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CONSIDER SEWER PLANS

CARE OF STORM DRAINAGE WILL
SOLVE PROBLEM

Meaara. Hoad it Decker, consulting 
engineers, with headquarters at Ann 
Arbor, Lave submitted to Mayor Trem- 
bath and the Common Council a pre­
liminary report upon Negaunee’a gen­
eral sewerage plan, which is designed 
to remedy existing difficulties because 
of overflows of storm water and at the 
same tlmo make provision for the 
city's future development.

It is found that the general sewer­
age system is in good condition and 
adequate for its normal load, but that 
It cannot carry this load and also 
care for the increased amount of pe­
riodical storm drainage which has re­
sulted from latter day water bound 
street pavements. Much of the water 
which formerly came from heavy 
rains or from the snow run-off In the 
spring seeped Jnto the ground, where­
as with modern pavements It is now 
carried into the sewers.

Thrss Plans Prsssntsd
The plans which the engineers pre­

sent as a  result of their recent survey 
give the city option of three projects, 
any of which, would relieve the sewer 
system of the storm water run-off. 
summarized, these projects are as 
follows:

1. Provision of a main storm sewer 
in Mitchell avenue, together with lat­
erals, which would care for the storm 
water in the northeastern part of 
town which now causes the greater 
part of the trouble. Prom Mitchell 
avenue the route would follow' the 
present branch trunk sewer In Brown 
avenue to Lincoln street and thence 
to Partridge creek.

2. Drainage of the same area by 
laterals discharging Into a long storm 
sewer to be laid in a northerly direc­
tion along the east shore of Teal 
Lake and to empty Into the small 
creek tributary to Carp River.

3. Use of the same laterals provid­
ed by plan 2, but with a short main 
storm sower emptying directly into 
Teal Lake some 600 feet west of Teal 
Lake avenue.

Third Plan Favored
Consideration of cost greatly favor 

the third plan, which it will be noted 
limits the discharge Into Teal Lake 
to storm drainage only and much of 
which already finds Its way Into the 
lake, Tty sanitary sewerage of this 
district would be, as now, carried 
tlLTOUgh tiie Brown avenue and con­
necting sewers to Partridge creek. 
In other words, it means provision of 
a clean conduit for storm water to 
reach Teal Lake, and any considera­
tions based upon the increased quan­
tity of such water are fully offset by 
the fact that the water will be clean­
er than that which now flows over the 
surface of the greater part of this 
area and eventually finds Us way Into 
the lake. In order ttyd the sanitary 
aspects of this plan might be fully 
safeguarded, the engineers first sub­
mitted the project to the sanitary 
engineering division of the Michigan 
State Board of Health, and appnovul 
has been given to Its Incorporation os 
a part of the general sewerage Im­
provement plan.

Conditions Net Unusual
In connection with the sewerage 

survey which they made of the city 
as a whole, Messrs. Hoad it Decker 
state that the storm drainage problem 
which confronts Negaunee la not un­
usual In a city of Us age and slse; 
It has come about through adding a 
heavy storm water burden to sewers 
originally designed to care only, or at 
]oast chiefly, for domestic sewerage. 
At the time the original sewers were 
laid, the disposal of storm water was 
a problem of no great moment, for as 
previously explained there were few 
permanent. pavements and the entire 
area was therefore, to a great extent,, 
pervious to water. Such amounts tx 
were not absorbed by the soil were al­
lowed to run over the ground surface 
to some natural water course or out­
le t Tho sewers were therefore called 
upon to take but little of this storm 
water run-off.

More or less frequent occurrence of 
cellar and basement flooding, particu­
larly In the business section along 
Iron and Jackson streets as well as In 
some i evidential districts suggested 
a possibility that something might be 
wrong with the present sewers, but 
the engineers made special Inveatlg*’ 
Uon of this phase and found no accu­
mulations or stoppages that would 
causo trouble to the extent which has 
been experienced. Those sewers are

LIONS CLUB TOPICS

Telephone Service and Education­
al Matters

The ranks of the Negaunee Lions 
were somewhat depleted at the club's 
weekly weekly luncheon and business 
session last Monday, fully a third of 
the members tying out in the woods 
In quest of deer.

A communication was received 
from K. 8. Baker, district manager of 
the Michigan State Telephone Com­
pany, with headquarters at Marquette, 
asking opportunity for himself and 
Messrs. Reiff and Otis, of the com­
mercial and traffic staffs, to meet with 
the Negaunee Lions a month or so 
hence for discussion of matters per­
taining to service. Monday, January 
9th, appeared to be the most conven­
ient dale within the limits Indicated 
by Mr. Eaker, and the telephone folk 
will receive an invitation to be pres­
ent at that meeting. In the course of 
the informal discussion of the subject, 
several members reported some Im­
provement In the service, but felt 
that there was still much to be de­
sired In this regard.

Lion E, D. Denison announced the 
opening that evening of a night school, 
there being classes under the part- 
time education plan for young people 
over 17 years of age who had not com­
pleted the tenttv grade; also classes 
designed to aid adults of foreign birth 
who were endeavoring to qualify for 
citizenship in this country.

In connection with the discussion 
of educational matters, Lion Denison 
bespoke the aid of the Lions in secur­
ing better enforcement of the law 
prohibiting the presence of youths of 
school age in pool rooms, and also the 
law pertaining to the sale of cigar­
ettes. Mr. Denison thought It might 
be well to include consideration of 
these and kindred matters in connec­
tion with observance of Education 
Week, which la scheduled for Decem­
ber 4th to 10th.

City Attorney Thoren stated that 
the local authorities were not un­
mindful of the existence of certain 
undesirable influences and the deslra» 
blllty of more rigid enforcement of 
the laws, but found themselves handi­
capped by a lack of public sentiment. 
Instances were not wanting where 
parents hod championed the cause of 
their offspring, even when the evi­
dence left no doubt as to the need of 
discipline! for the offenders, and under 
'such circumstances the officers found 
It difficult to make any real progress

Several of the members remarked 
that times must have changed; that 
during their youth they had to ac­
count for their time and conduct to 
mi extent that would have precluded 
their Indulging in the pastimes af­
fected by the youth of to-day: and 
mortover, when they did get Into dif­
ficulty, they knew better than to seek 
any sympathy at home.

During the discussion, frequent 
mention was made of the city's need 
of a municipal club or recreation cen­
ter, particularly for young people. 
Youths who are still In school are 
pretty we)) provided for in this res­
pect, hut those a few years older are 
without means for healthful and oth­
erwise desirable recreation. Someone 
mentioned what Hlbbing, Minn., hod 
done along this line, but unfortunate­
ly Negaunee hasn't the resources of 
this exceptional Minnesota communi­
ty; nevertheless It was felt that it 
would be possible for Negaunee to do 
something along this line, and that It 
was high time a start was made In 
this direction.

MINIMUM SIZE OF MAIL

No Diminutive Christmas Cards or 
Cnvolopos

At the request of the postoffice de­
partment at Washington the Negaunee 
postmaster wishes to call the atten­
tion of the public to the fact that odd 
shaped and diminutive pieces of sta­
tionery frequently used during the 
holiday season tend to retard the work 
at a period when the service is al­
ready overburdened, and moreover 
that the mall Itself Is likely to he dis­
figured and mutilated.

The minimum sise of envelopes or 
postcards that should he used during 
the holiday season is 214 x 4 Inches. 
This limit Is applicable to postcards 
at si! times of year, and the postoffic# 
officials ask that during the holidays 
it be observed for envelopes as well, 
for the reason that such very small 
pieces of mall matter subject the ser­
vice to the following handicaps:

Delays In cancellations on accounU 
of awkwardness in handling. ^

Delays through difficulty In sorting. 
Liability to loss and damage for 

the reason that these pieces of mall 
matter Jo not At letter size packages 
and cannot be tied securely.

Postmaster Trudfil gladly acknowl­
edges that any satisfactory service 
that has been performed by the No* 
gaunee office In the past has been due 
In a great measure to the splendid 
response made by local patrons to 
every appeal of the postoffice depart­
ment for preparation of mail matter 
in a manner that would facilitate the 
general service, and the co-operation 
of the public will be especially appre­
ciated this year, for present Indica­
tions point toward heavier holiday 
mulls 1 hull ever before.

CONCERNS ENTIRE CITY

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE SHOULD 
BE SUPPORTED

Increased Membership Necessary to 
Insure Nsgaunes's 

Progress

There has been, or shortly will ho, 
sent to a considerable number of N<>- 
gnunre citizens a circular letter from 
the Chimher of Commerce asking for 
more general representation upon Its 
membership roll. When the Chnmlwr 
of Commerce wo* organized a year 
and a half ago no special effort was 
made to secure n particularly large 

.number of subscribers; those who res­
ponded to a cnll for a get-together 
meeting “signed up” then and there, 
and In n few instance* where men 
who ean always he counted in on any 
movement that promises to he helpful 
to the city were unnhle to he present 
at this meeting, they w'ere given sub­
sequent opportunity to “Join tho 
hunch,” which I* composed of busi­
ness and professional men.

This Is Everybody's Business
The time has come, however, when 

It Is desirable to have more general 
representation In the organization's 
membership—not only hecnusc of tho 
additional revenue which will thus ho 
provided, but because it Is going to bo 
necessary to have more concerted ef­
fort—more shoulders to the wheel If 
Negaunee is going to progress. It is 
for this reason, particularly, that tho 
circular Is being sent to people whoso 
name* are not already upon tho 
Chamber of Commerce roll, and It I* 
hoped that tho response will he so 
generous that ft will not he necessary 
to Institute any special canvass, or 
drive, to bring the membership up to 
the deal red mark.

As is explained in the circular, 
there'is no initiation or entrance fee 
involved in acquiring membership in 
the Chamber of Commerce, hut new 
members will be expected to Join with 
the others in contributing a relatively 
small sum monthly to the organiza­
tion's fund. Prior to the purchase of 
the Sumlbcrg block, the expenditure* 
from thin fund were not heavy, be­
ing limited to promotion effort* in tho 
city's behalf -correspondence and in­
terview* with manufacturer* and oth­
er* who were «eeklng factory Kites— 
and the comparatively small outlay 
for routine expenses.

Want the Right Sort of lndu»try
The demands upon the in tsury will 

naturally he Increased by the carry­
ing chnrgc* upon the Sundberg Mock. 
Rome $Ki00 has already been paid on 
the purchase price, and subsequent In­
stallments are so widely spaced that 
they will not ho burdensome, but 
taxes, Insurance and general upkeep 
will require corresponding financial 
provision on tho organization's part, 
and if everone will 'Mo hi* hit,” there 
will be no difficulty in swinging tho 
project.

What the Chamber of Commerce ha* 
particularly in mind i* utilization of 
till* building for one or more manu­
facturing enterprise of a nature cal­
culated to employ form* of lal*>r for 
which thero i* now little or no de­
mand. Profiting by tho experience of 
other communities, it will not act 
hastily in tying up with manufactur­
er* seeking location*. There are 
plenty of concern* that are willing to 
shift location* in exchange for a 
bonus, hut while the Negaunee busi­
ness men will bo glad to aid financial­
ly and otherwise any legitimate fac­
tory enterprise which muy choose to 
locate here, It want* one that bus 
poNNed the hottJo-feedIng stage, To 
gut tho right sort of an Industry I* 
going to take a little longer that) it 
would If buMlne** conditions through­
out the nation wore on a more settled 
basis, but even so, It U not likely to 
be very long bofore thebulldlng ha* 
profitable occupancy.

Deemed a Good Investment
The appeal for Increased member­

ship 1* hosed upon civic patriotism, 
and no str<«M Is laid upon It* Invest­
ment feutuc, but the fact remains. In 
view of the price which I* to be paid 
for this property—>12,000 that tho

DIFFERENT APPETIZING DISHES

Fiah Balls hi Which Cor.. . . . «n Ingredient Maks a M itrty Dish.

When mush la culled for In u recipe 
the following method of preparing It. 
recommended by the experimental 
kitchen of the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture, la easier uml hot­
ter than the usuul way—that of bring­
ing water to a boiling point and then 
stirring the meal into i t :

bumpless Corn-Meal Mush.
Put the com meal, cold water nml 

salt together In the top of a double 
hotter. No Stirling is necessary. Put 
the top of the double holler Into the 
lower part ami allow the musli to boat 
•lowly, cooking half un hour, or longer. 
If convenient. Many persons cook It 
for four hours. Just before serving 
remove the top of the double boiler 
from Die lower part, and boll the nmsli 
for two or three minutes. In boiling 
It at this time there is no danger that 
It will lump, and this extra cooking 
improves the texture and the flavor.

ENERGY AND PROTEIN

Each Child Should Have at Least 
One Pint Each Day.

Digestive Organs of Healthy Adult Do
Thair Work Better With Some 
Solid Food—Value of Milk I* 

Shown In Table.

(Pr«ptr«d br th# ttnUod Hf«M# Dtp«rtm»ni 
of Agriculture)

It is a commonplace saying that 
milk is n perfect food. Till* may he 
taken to tneun, say specialists of the 
United Ktutea Department of Agricul­
ture. that It contains, first, materials 
that children need for growth; second, 
imiterluls Mint young and old alike 
need for the upkeep and repair of their 
body machinery; and. third, materluls 
ttiut all need for fuel, to provide them 
with heat and with the energy neces­
sary for work, tyucli a statement 
should not he understood to mean that 
milk has these Ingredients In mieh pro­
portions that It can nerve satlsfac- 
torlly as an exclusive food for a grown 
person or even for a ehlhl. To the 
growing ehlld, however, no other food 
can Mitfaftiotorlly replace milk as a 
part of hie diet. I)uc|i ehlld should 
take a full quart of milk each day If 
possible, or at least a pint without fall.

While a healthy adult could live on 
milk alone for a considerable time, 
the digestive organ* do their work bet­
ter with at least some solid food. Too 
large a quantity of milk alone—at least 
four or live quarts a day—would he re­
quired, Nevertheless, milk Is much 
more than a beverage, The following 
fable shows that milk ranks high 
aiitong our common food imiterinls as 
■  source both of energy and of pro­
tein,

The general scheme for sewer Im­

provement, designated as Plan No. 3 
above, is subdivided Into four Individ­
ual projects, as follows:

Water street drainage system, esti­
mated cost, $13,480; east side drainage 
system, $46,869; west side drainage 
system, $48,983; Improvement of Par- 
tridge creek, $7,467; total, $116,789. 
This latter figure Is. according to the 
earlier Investigations made by the 
city officials, the least that could be 
expected If permanent relief from 
sewer overflows Is to be accomplished;

One of the 
purposes of the extra force it to see 
that no deer killed in an illegal man­
ner are allowed to spoil in the woods, 
as it is anticipated that many uninten­
tional violations of tbs gutne laws this 
year will cause tbs killing of does. 
All does and fawns killed this year 
and found in fresh condition will be 
taken care of by the wardens.

The sr-called Water Mreet drainage 
Ky*tem would serve about 197 acne* in 
Hie northeastern part of town and 
would empty into Teal Lake.

The Enxt Side district takes In the 
territory between the Consolidated 
Fuel & Lumber Company's yard and 
extends northeasterly to the divide In 
the region of Peck street and Teal 
Lake avenue which separates It from 
the Water street system. This new 
main i-torm sewer would be equival­
ent in capacity to a 67-inch circular 
pipe, and laterals would care for trib­
utary areas. 8o far as possible new 
sewers would not be laid in streets 
permanently paved, and when neces­
sary to use paved streets the sewers 
would be laid between curb and outer 
sidewalk lines, thus avoiding the ne­
cessity of disturbing the paving.

Includes Partridge Creek
The ^West Side district comprises 

<(40̂ r e s ,  of which only one-fourth 
Is/In the built-up portion of the city, 
/ho remainder being chiefly mining 
property. The general route would be 
through the centra) portion of the dis­
trict up to a point near the diamond 
crossing near the street railway pow­
er home, where ft special Inlet would 
be provided for the continuous flow of 
Partridge creek. Marquette, Jackson, 
Snow’ and Ram streets would be pro­
vided with branch mains, and from 
the latter would extend a net work of 
laterals.

The foregoing plans would necessi­
tate some Improvement -of the lower 
end of Partridge creek, and It Is 
planned to straighten and deepen the 
existing open ditch for a distance of 
some 3700 feet south of the proposed 
junction of the enst and west side 
main drains. Such n course would 
not only make ninple provision for 
both sanitary and storm sewerage, hut 
would result In a considerable saving 
in cost ar compared with a covered 
conduit of the same length. If the 
developfnent of this area should ever 
make such n course advisable, a cov­
ered section might be built over the 
snine route.

Next Step Is Financing
The onKlneers’ preliminary report

wns presented at the last meeting of 
the Common Council and the matter 
of providing funds sufficient to carry 
out tin* project was referred to the 
finance committee ami city attorney, 
which committee Is now at work con­
sidering details of the bond Issue 
needful to finance the project. The 
bonds will lie issued in ample season 
so that the work may be Inaugurated 
Just us soon as the weather will per­
mit In the spring.

When the subject wns first taken 
up It wns hoped that tlu-re might be 
some potions of the preliminary work 
that night he gotten under way lute 
In the autumn and continued through 
the fore part of the winter, hut the 
time required for the survey preclud­
ed an early start, and more thorough 
investigation of eiimllllons has made 
It apparent that II will )u* inadvisable 
fo attempt any of this work during 
the winter. However, everything will 
hi* goltc’i In readiness so that no lime 
will he lost In getting to work In the 
spring.

Avoid Wet Feet

The following right good advice is 
given by Dr. H. H. Bisbop of tbe 
Copper Journal N. F. A. Staff. The 
rainy season soon to be followed by 
wet snows Is now upon us. There will 
be many children who will get tbelr 
feet wet, aod probably just as many 
grown-ups. Wet feet do not hurt one 
but tbe results of getting your feet wet 
are very liable to bring a bad cold or 
imnetblng worse, If the proper precau­
tions are not taken.

There are thousands of cases of pneu­
monia every yeur due indirectly to 
wet feet out takeo care of,

Children are usually the commonest 
victims not only because their resist­
ance to colds and diseases is less than 
the resistance of older people but also 
because they allow tbelr (eet to go wet 
for hours without changing to dry 
stocklogs and shoes.

People beyond 00 years of age are 
ulso peculiarly prone to catob colds 
and diseases, not especially because of 
soy organic diseases which they may 
have, but usually for the reason that 
they, like children, are luw In tbelr 
powers of bodily vitality.

Probably leaky shoes are much to 
blame for wet feel as the Individuals 
themselves. Parents should sec that 
tbelr cblldreo change Into dry stock­
ings and shoes as soon as posslbl 
after their exposure to tbe wet,

Tbe danger Increases in proportioa 
to tbe length of exposure and for this 
reason change should be made as 
early as possible. Parents too, 
might take the precaution of greasing 
the children's shoes, since this often 
helps to keep them from leaking.

Plain rubbers in rainy weather and 
arctlo ovsrsboesdurlng wet enows are 
excellent safeguards against wet feet 
though they should oever be worn 
except during wet weather se they do 
cot allow tbe perspiration from tbe 
feet to escape as readily as It should.

When tbe feet have been exposed to 
the wet for a long period It Is often 
of great beoefit In staring off a cold 
to take a hot foot bath aod rub tbe 
fnct well afterwards. Usually one 
needs only toAangu to dry ahocs and 
stockings aftM urds, though It is well 
to take the precautions to wipe the 
feet vigorously with a rough buth 
towel.

Hot mustard foot baths are good 
when one is suspicious of Hi effects of 
exposure to wet weather.—Copper 
Journal.

Fran- 
cl* W. Kelsey, head of the de­
partment of Latin in the Univer- 

ally of Michigan, has Just returned 
from a two years’ leave of absence 
with one of the most Important collec­
tions of ancient documents yet discov­
ered. It consists of more than 120 le­
gal paper* dating from the reigns of 
the Homan emperors Augustus, Ti­
berius, Caligula and Cluudlus, and 
therefore In the lifetime of Christ or 
of the Apostles.

They represent a pnrt of the files of 
•  record office In or near the city of 
Tehttmls In Kgypt. They are written 
on papyrus; chiefly in the Greek lan­
guage, only a few being In Demotic. 
They were probably covered with sand 
soon after the record office fell Into 
ruin, und with few exceptions are per- 
feet I y preserved.

the year 7 A. D. It contains the sign** 
ture of a woman who agreed not to 
bring any claim against her brothel's.

Proctor, when seventeen years old, 
was u clerk In the War department 
and had a room In the lodging house 
opposite Ford's theater, where Llneoln 
mum shot, according to t he  story told 
by Mm n-.id corroborated with some do­
tal ,v Ids friends.

JicturnUig from uii entertainment, 
l'roclor m e  hod the lodging bouse

shortly after 10 p. m., Just as a num­
ber of men crossed Tenth street, cur­
rying Lincoln, already unconscious 
from a bullet In the bruin. Proctor 
directed the party to Ida room, where 
the President was laid upon his bed.

According to his story, which Is said 
to he corroborated by a contemporary 
wood cut of the deathbed scene, Proc­
tor was In the room at 7 :20 o'clock the 
following morning, when the President 
breathed his lust.

Proctor Is thus probably one of the 
two surviving witnesses of the death 
of Abraham Lincoln, the other being 
bis son, Hubert T. Lincoln.

Well known histories of Ahrulmm 
Lincoln ure plunk on the subject of the 
occupant of the room In which Lincoln 
died und ure contradictory In their de­
scription of the room itself.

The memory of Proctor is faint on 
most topics und he can hold the thread 
of a conversation for only u few sen- 
tences ut a lime.

When Proctor was asked whether he 
remembered the death of Lincoln ha 
suld:

“Oh, yes, Indeed He died In my 
room. That's quite true. 1 stuyed 
there ull night und wus there when ha 
died."

Science Seeks
Secret of Mars

Star Sleuths Prepare to Solve 
Mystery When Planet Is 

Nearest in 1924.

Scientific Eye# to Strain at Telescope* 
and Wireless to Be Tried to Read 

Sky Secret—Chilean 
Venture Derided.

New York.—The secret of Mars may 
bo read In 1012-1 when the red planet 
lotikes Its eloHest approach to earth, 
although astronomers are skeptical of 
the theory of Marconi that the Mar­
tians are signaling us by wireless, 
and take no xtoek In the 00-foot whirl­
ing dish of quicksilver which it Is 
promised will magnify the power of 
vision to 23,000,000 times Us normal 
Strength.

In 1824 Mars will conm within about
85.000. 000 miles of the earth. He- 
cause of Its eccentric orbit, compared 
to  the more nearly circular one of the 
earth, Mars approaches thut close only 
once in fifteen years.

*Ic 1924 observatories will he much 
better equipped to study Mars than 
they were In 1009, when the plunet lust 
apw ared at Us biggest and reddest In 
our sky. In 1924 Blurs will he the 
cynosure of telescopes all over the 
M ijh. The 100-Inch Hooker tehwcope 
• t  Mt. Wilson, and the murvelous 
Instruments and methods for analyz­
ing light widen ure In use there, may 
definitely solve the question whether 
Mors is inhabited.

As the distance of Mars from the 
earth varies from 85,000,000 to 284,* 
000,000 miles, the wireless signals from 
11mt planet, if there are any, will have 
a better clmneo to register In 1924 
^ivcr the comparatively brief spun of
85.000. 000 miles.

Those “Signals" From Mare.
For the last 20 years Blurs has 

been reported frequently to he a t­
tempting to signal to us hy wireless 
ruys, by Dashes of light, and even, ac­
cording to Nome Imaginative specti- 
fallals, hy writing Nlgn messages of 
(illinet-widc size over the latitudes hy 
iiieans of the Blurs canal system. It 
bus even been suggested thut we ac­
knowledge receipt by forming words 
lo vegetation over the blank of the 
gnhnru desert.

The Blurcmi! wireless communica­
tion theory Is more plnuslhlo than 
imy <»f the others, because that great 
Inventor reports Hint lie bn* picked 
up wireless wuves 100 miles long, 
white the greatest produced on curth 
by urllfldul means are about ten 
mile* long. Bluny wuys of explain­
ing this have occurred to skeptics, hut 
tbe Marconi signals huve more hi 
them to Interest conservative scien­
tists than any of the previous types.

There was u sensation In 1900 when 
It wus reported thut signaling from 
Mars had hecti detected at Hm Lowell 
«bs<tvnlory ut Flugstuff, Arlz, This 
was based on u misunderstanding of 
a  telegraph message concerning some 
projected lights over the rim of Blars. 
Instead of presenting a perfect out­
line, Mars showed alight excrescences 
vt light. These wero caletilaled to 
be from 17 to 80 miles above the sur­
face of the planet.

8imllar Projections From Moon.
Hlmllar isolated projections of light 

bad been scon oti the moon, hut llils 
wus easily discovered to he the sun­
light tipping the mountain tops, uti 
effect visible on earth In mountain­
ous country when the rlsln,' sun gilds 
the summits when the lower purls 
of the iimuntulfis and the valb y* ure 
still In darkness.

Hut Mars has no mountains, ac­
cording to general agreement among 
observers. It was believed u(so to h« 
almost cloudless. The occasional 
high lights, however, are now agreed 
to have been clouds which are thought 
to occur, though somewhat rarely.

Electric currents which apparently 
wander through eternity hit the earth 
here and there, causing a mysterious 
hissing and crackling In wireless up. 
pandas and somelliues upsetting hu- 
muti electrical contrivances, us the 
greut mugnuUi. Storm of lust Muy did

on an unprecedented scale. Such cur­
rents, culled "atruys" or “atmosphe­
rics,’’ have been occasionally Inter­
preted as signals from Mars, when 
they came with a  regularity that 
seemed to he directed hy a human 
intelligence. Ilut they have been 
shown most unmistakably to be con­
nected with suit spots.

The scheme, attributed to l). David 
Todd of Amherst, a well-known us- 
troiiomer, of using a great ahamioued 
mine shaft In Chile for the making of 
a colossal telescope, tins hceti the sub­
ject of no little seientillc discussion. 
This shaft, which Is mild to huve u 
00-foot diameter, is located near the 
equator. It Is, therefore, lu the prune 
on which tln> earth and all the other 
planets whirl round the sun. The 
shaft telescope Ims the disadvantage 
that it could never tie shifted, ami 
could only he used for that part of 
tlu> heavens which passes over It. Hut 
It la calculated that Mars wilt pusa 
directly over U vvlteu It becomes u big, 
red disk In 1924,

Many Astronomers Scoff. *
Many astronomers huve acolTed at 

the theory of such a colossal tel­
escope, ulleglng thut If the mechunl- 
cul difficulties could he overcome the 
enormous magnification sought would 
lie useless, because the observer would 
see nothing hut u blur. Ou u small 
scale. Dr. Hubert Wllliuius Wood of 
Johns-Ilopklns hud built u practical 
concuve-mlrror telescope on Long 
Island hy rotating u busin of mercury 
until the liquid metal shuped itself Into 
the proper eoncuvlty. There ure 
limits to Its use, Itowever, according 
to astroDomers, If the attempt la 
made to build the abandoned mine tel­
escope.

The greatest telescope* now in use 
sometimes achieve a power of 8,000 
times us great as that of the unaided 
vision. This Is only when the slate 
of the atmosphere Is u t Its best. Or- 
dinurll.v astronomers huve to he con­
tent with much less, sometimes with 
a magnllhatlon of 200 or 800.

“The uOnoxpitcre fixe* an outside 
limit of magnification," said Dr. Frank 
KehlesMlngcr, director of the Yale ob­
servatory. “Limitless magnifying 
powers could not he used. Teh*scojs*s 
will probably he made larger than ut 
present for use on mounfaln tops and 
especially favorable locations, hut the 
tendency )* to lose In distinctness as 
magnifying power Increases. Kvent- 
uolly Hie object gazed on Incomes a 
blur, as If simmi through a heat haze. 
Only through great instruments like 
iliat at Mount Wilson, and then only 
under most favorable condition* huve 
objects magnified hs much as 8,000 
lime* )s**n seen with un unblurred 
vision,

which would bring Mars' optically with­
in a mite and a half of the earth. At 
first thought this would seem to give 
the astronomers u sight of Mars equiv­
alent to that which an air pilot ob­
tains of the earth us he flies a mile 
and a half above ft. At that height 
an airman could see cities, towns and 
Individual buildings, furmx, ordiurds 
and a thousand marks of the activity 
of man. Under the same advuntugefl 
un astronomer would soon know all 
uhout Blurs, where the creations of in­
telligent beings ure believed to ex­
ist on a much grander aculo than on 
curth.

Hut here a difficulty arise*. Tba 
airman in unconscious of the rota­
tion of the earth, because gravity pull> 
Hie earth and air and the airplane 
with a uniform motion. On Hie other 
bund, If Blurs were brought within u 
mile and a half of the earth It would 
he whirling so rapidly that Hie fen* 
turen of the landscape would be lost 
to the eye, as are markings on the 
p rofiler*  of an airplane revolving at 
full speed.

If u magnification of 25,000,000 
times or anything like It could be ac­
complished the observer could only see 
a small patch of Mars. Blurs rotutes 
Its 12,000-nillc circumference once In 
a little more Hum 24 hours, so that 
at Its equator It is making a *|>eed 
of about ten miles a minute, or uhout 
five times Hie s|s*ed of a racing ear. 
If the observers were content with see­
ing Mur* 15 mile* nfT, the portion vis­
ible to them would Mill! ho streaming 
past the telescope ut the rule of u 
mile a minute.

A camera of Instantaneous action 
might fake pictures a t (Ids speed on 
earth, hut It could not he made on 
Mars. A ttmgnMU'uHon of 25,000,000 
Huies would mean that Hie light of 
Blurs would he diluted to one twenty* 
flve-nillllontli part of Its brightness in 
Hie sky, which would not he adequate 
for rapid-fire photography or even fur 
ordinary vision.
