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PROBATION WORKS WELL

THIRTY-SEVEN PUPILS PROFIT BY 
NEW PLAN

Avail Selves of “Another Chance" 
and Maintain Plaeaa In 

Higher Grades

PERSONAL PARAGRAPHS 
ABOUT FOLK YOU KNOW.

Sufficient time has el&paed to dem­
onstrate the value of the probation 
plan of advancement for certain pupils 
1a  the Necaunee schools, and the con­
tinuance of thfe plan la aaaured. Of 
the 67 pupils who have th/ua far been 
granted conditional advancement, 37 
have been able to retain their placet 
In the higher grades. Apart from its 
value as a stimulus to the pupils, the 
plan has a dollar and cents value to 
the school district, for the average 
annual cost of providing school build­
ings, text books, teachers, etc., Is 
942.17 per pupil. Blimination of the 
necessity of an extra year's Instruc­
tion for thirty-seven pupils, therefore 
represents $1660.29 saved for the cur­
rent year.

The Plan and Its Purpose
The plan for conditional advance­

ment of pupils to the next higher 
grade, which was put Into effect at 
the beginning of the present school 
year, Is applicable to pupils in grades 
from the first to the seventh, Inclus­
ive. Its particular purpose Is ta af­
ford opportunity for those who have 
established generally creditable rec­
ords fo>* scholarship but who have 
“fallen down" in a particular examin­
ation, to pass along to the next high­
er grade with their class for a pro­
bationary period of six weeks. If 
they are able to  maintain their posi­
tion In the class during this six 
weeks' period, they are permitted to 
remain; If the trial demonstrates that 
they are not yet fitted for this ad­
vanced work, they return to their 
former grade.

It was realised at the outset that 
hearty oo-oporatlon on the port of the 
teachers was essential to the success 
of the plan. The "forwarding" teach­
er sends with the conditioned pupil a 
card recording the subject! in which 
the pupil failed, and the causes of 
such failure, so far as they may be 
dlscemlole. With this cord as a 
guide, the “receiving" teacher makes 
Use of various devices for stimulat­
ing the pupil's interest In hts work, 
and otherwise does her best to help 
the punll maintain his grade and get 
a fresh grip on school tasks. If none 
of these efforts aval), there is of 
course no alternative but for the pu­
pil to mturn to his former grade.

It had long been recognised that 
compelling a pupil to remain In a 
grade more than n year was often 
fatal to scholarly ambition, but the 
problem was to give these backward 
pupils another chance without work­
ing Injustice toward those who hAd 
done tlielr work faithfully and hud 
fairly von their promotion.

What the ttatfstlcs Show
The number of pupils affected by 

ths plan, In the three principal grade 
schools of the city, together with the 
outcome of the ir pr^ktionory period, 
was as follows, the three oolumns 
showing, respectively, the total num­
ber of probationers received, those 
who hod to return to their former 
grade, and those who were retained:

The Influence upon pupils of verb 
ous ages Is shown by the following 
record by grades, tho figures being 
the percentage of pupils who were 
able to maintain their place In &4r 
vanced grades:

First grade, 0; second, 90%: third, 
26 4/7: fourth, 96 6/19: fifth, 46 9/19: 
sixth, 76; seventh, 60; eighth, 100.

By schools, the percentage of those 
retained was as follows:

Case, 66 R/99; Park, 36 6/7; Jack- 
son, 49 6/7.

With regard to the above percent­
ages, It should be borne In mind that 
the figures apply only to those who 
were 'given the probation privilege, 
and are not percentages based upon 
the total enrollment of the school or 
grade under consideration.

Superintendent Denison attributes 
much of the success of the plan to 
tho sympathetic Interest shown by 
the teachers in affording every assist­
ance to enable these pupils to "make 
the grade," and such an excellent 
start having been made, he has no 
doubt of the successful continuance of 
the plan.

The program In observance of the 
thlrtietn anniversary of the organiza­
tion of the 8wedlsh Mission Church 
began >csterday and will continue un­
til Tuesday.

a. m., sermon by Rev. Andrew Ander­
son, of Grand Rapids, who was the 
first regular pastor of the church; 
2:80 p. in., sermons by Rev L. Pherson 
and Rev A. Edwards; 7 p. m., sermon 
by Rev. A. Anderson. On . Monday 
evening there will be an address to 
ydung people by Rev. A. Anderson, to 
which all young people's societies in 
Negaunee are invited. The annivers­
ary exercises will close Tuesday even- 
life with a sermon by Rev. A. Ander­
son.

The congregation was In hopes to 
have all of its former pastors with 
them during the anniversary, but the 
distance which separates them and 
their present pastoral duties probably 
will not permit the attendance of any 
except Rev. A. Anderson, of Grand 
Rapids, and possibly Rev. Samuel Ho- 
gander. of Moline, 111., and Rev. Carl 
Brotten, of Ironwood. It was expected 
that Rev. Mr. Nelson, formerly a pas­
tor at Ishpemlng and who was fre­
quently p visitor to the Negaunee con­
gregation, would also take part in the 
local services, but he was called to 
Nebraska the middle of this week 
and will subsequently be stationed at 
Wakefield. Mich. Inasmuch as he 
could not be with them during the 
anniversary, the Negaunee congrega­
tion tendered Mm a  farewell rocepttan 
at the church one evening the fore 
part of the week.

The present pastor of the church Is 
Rev. C. R. A. Blomberg, who hits been 
with the congregation since 1919. He 
(s a native of Sweden and came to this 
country some twenty years ago. He 
received his training for the ministry 
at Chicago Theological Seminary and 
was ordained at Glenwood City, Wis. 
His next charge was at Plafrui(iur|{, 
Minn., ((here he remained four years, 
then going to Missoula, Mont., whero

he served six years. He was pastor 
at Courtl&nd, Kansas, for three years 
prior to coming to the Negaunee 
church In May, 1919. Though the lo­
cal field I? necessarily small, there be­
ing two other Swedish churches in 
the city and the general industrial de­
pression of recent years having also 
had Its effect, Rev. Mr. Blomberg's 
pastorate has nevertheless been a 
successful one nnd the church's finan­
cial affairs are now probably better 
than at any previous period in Its 
history.

Rev. Mr. Blomberg was married In 
North Dakota In 1899 to Miss Chris­
tina Johnson, who Is also a native of 
Sweden. They have had four chil­
dren, two of whom are living. The 
family home Is In Snow street. In ad­
dition to the loyal support he*has had 
from his own congregation, Mr. Blom­
berg has a wide acquaintance in the 
city and throughout this section of 
the Upper Peninsula and is highly es- 
teomed, not only for his personality 
but for his earnest endeavors In the 
life work he has chosen. It Is also 
needless to Ray that tho Swedish Mis­
sion congregation has the good wishes 
of tho community in the observance 
of Its thirtieth anniversary.

Homes on Top of Gotham Skyscrapers
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NEW YORK.—A anug little cottage 
on the roof of ft downtown sky- 
scraper, Rattery park for A 

front yard, a view over the harbor, 
towering office buildings for next-door 
neighbors—such Is the up-to-date, 1022 
Ideal home for die Manhattan dweller. 
The fashion Is said to be spreading 
with such rapidity that the sight of a 
family washing out to dry some hun­
dreds of feet directly over the heads 
of the busy denizens of Wall street Is 
looked for any day now.

Rut. however Its popularity may 
grow by leaps and bounds, no one has 
ever Insinuated that the Innovation 
has come to combat the btgb cost of 
living or to lie a simple, economical 
solution of the housing problem.

In fact, the contrary is the case, and 
experimenters In the field of literal 
"high life" boast that their new abodes 
represent a step “up"—both figurative 
and literal—from former dwelling 
places In palatial Riverside drive or 
upper Fifth avenue apartment houses, 
where annual rents are computed In 
sums of five figures.

Among the most recent pioneers In 
the realm of nerlol dwelling*- are 
Henry L. Dbherty, Percy A. Rocke­
feller nmi Sir Ashley Sparks. Of 
these, the last two have fitted up 
sumptuous apartments—half dwelling 
and half office—atop a new building 
on Rroadway, 22 stories above the 
noiny bustle of tbe most famous and 
tbe most congested thorougbfure In 
the world.

Kven more elaborate and extensive 
nre the quarters of Mr. Doherty on 
the roof of n Ift-atnry building on Bat­
tery park. Here the elderly bachelor's 
"bungalow" covers the entire top of 
the large building, containing 16 
rooms, besides hallways, porches, sun 
parlors and "hurricane decks."

A feature of the apartment of which 
Its owner Is particularly proud Is the 
bed In his own living quarters, which, 
by merely pressing an electric button, 
may be made to move automatically 
through a concealed, opening In the 
wail to a sleeping porch outside.

More than sixteen miles of telephone 
wire are said to have been used to In­
stall the apartment's communication 
system, which Includes a portable 
transmitter and receiver, which may 
be plugged In at any one of the half 
dozen or more contrivances with which 
each room and hallway Is equipped.

The entrance of the apartment, at 
the head of a flight of stairs from the 
fourteenth floor, Is adorned by an 
oaken frame with the legend "A. D. 
1820" and a stone sill, both brought by 
Mr. Doherty from the home of his 
grandfather In Columbus, Ohio.

L INCOLN, NEB.—An Officer In the 
Russian army a tjtie  ugu of ten, 
decorated for valor by four dif­

ferent nations and with a service bar 
that denotes action In practically 
every country In Europe, and In Egypt, 
Miroslav Marek, declared to be the 
youngest foreign veteran of the 
World war, has ranched America and 
enrolled In tbe arts and science col­
lege of tbe University of Nebraska. 
Marek, an orphan, Is seventeen now, 
but he held the rank of lieutenant 
In the ezur's gtiurd.

Marek reached America largely 
through his own resources, and after 
having fulled In the attempt on two 
previous occasions. He tried to land 
at San Francisco from a transport 
which lie accompanied out of Vladi­
vostok when refugees were fleeing be­
fore the Rolshevlkl In 1918. Another 
troopship on which he started to 
Americu wus wracked off the coast of 
Japan. He finally entered the United 
8tntes from the Atlantic.

Throughout his exiierlences Marek 
has preserved the records of Ida dcmls 
and displays the citations which 
brought him Ills decorations.

Marek was decorated at Moscow In 
10in by Cznr Nicholas with the Royal 
Cross of St. George. In 1010 the 
Polish Legion was conferred upon 
him for exceptionally Intelligent serv­
ice, und In 1018 General Ilanln of the 
French army decorated him with the 
Medullle Mllltalre for slmllur sendee. 
President Musuryk of Czechoslovakia 
conferred the Cross of Honor upon 
him at Prague in 7020.

The youthful warrior speaks broken 
English. Ry nativity Marek Is a Slav, 
but he wus reared In exile because 
his father lied from Rrunn, Moravia, 
a fte r  having been Implicated In a po­
litical uprising against the Hapsburgs.

Ann Arbor, Mich.—Blind Gerald 
Easing of Grand Rapids Is working 
In the •engineering shops of the Uni­
versity of Michigan, and dully oi>- 
cratcs lathes, drill presses, grinders, 
ahupers und planers, und according to 
the shop foreman, K. M. Sweet, he Is 
doing It as well us the best, aud bet­
ter than most of the other students lu 
the shop.

Enslng has been blind since he was 
eight yeara old. He la studying In the 
university on a Red Cross scholarship 
for the blind, given by tbe Detroit 
chapter of the national organization. 
He has pledged himself to devote him­
self to teaching other billed people 
how to become self-supporting after 
be has completed hla work here. For 
the past five years he has taught the 
blind the art of basketry, which he 
himself learned In the Michigan 
School for the Blind, and baa taught 
them other trades also. '

Help for Sightless.
"I demonstrated to my own satis­

faction that blind men could work on 
factory machines," be said, "but I had 
difficulty In getting places for the 
blind. Then came the Red Cross 
scholarship offer. I will get to know 
the men and they to know me and my 
work. They will see what a  blind 
man can do, and I believe they will 
help to open the doors of the manu­
facturing plants to the sightless. Of 
course In shops of special production 
where tbe work must be done from 
a blue print, the blind man would be 
too greatly handlcupped, and In shops 
where there la a great deal of noise 
there la a great hazard for him."

Enslng curue to Hie university about 
six months ago and was led through 
the shops, pust the whirling ma­
chinery. und told where each piece set, 
and whut it was und where there were 
belts in which his clothing might get 
tangled. After that he threaded his 
way among the machines w ithout hetp, 
und operated hla own machine with­
out accident. Home of the ntuchinery 
ho operates mukes above 800 revolu­
tions a minute.

Enslng believes drill pressure ins- 
chlnea lend themselves e*)N>clully well 
to blind operators. Metal-working 
facto ries o tte r greater opportunities 
to the sightless than the wood-working 
Industries do. The greatest possibili­
ties for tbe blind operators, lie be­
lieves, will be found In the plunt of 
quuntlty production of small articles.

Foreman Sweet says: “Mr. Easing's 
work Is not performed automatically, 
as one might suppose. It can’t' be 
done that way on some of the ma­
chines. He reasons, and he tees with 
hla sensitive Angers whnt another mao 
sees with hla eyes. We allow every 
student a limit of 8*1,000 of an Inch 
In the work he does, but Mr. Enslng 
never uses up that margin. I can't 
say the same of most of them."

Proves His Efficiency.
, The foremun admitted that he saw 
'Enalng come Into the shops with dread. 
"When be wanted to be put on the 
planer I rebelled, hut after the first 
day on the pluuer I forgot all about I t  
He reads a micrometer as accurately

?nd as readily aa any other student. 
Io has rigged up a little contrivance 

that be attuches to the Instrument—* 
juxt two rubber bands and a needle—

and with the help of his fingers he 
reads quicker than some of the meu 
who have their sight. He uses every 
muchlne In tbe shop except the dry 
grinder, and I expect every day to hear 
him demand that. He operates the cy­
lindrical grimier, milling machines, en­
gine and turret lathes, drill presses. 
slia|K(rs and planers. Ills work Is a 
marvel of ueutnesK, and be Is chain 
lightning for spit'd."

While a student In the state school 
for the blind Enslng played guard on 
the school's football team.

“There Is no reason why a blind 
nuiii with a normal brain can't work 
mid enjoy himself u* well us the man 
who cun sit*,” Enslng suys. “True, 
we miss tbe great blessing of sight.

Mountains Float 
Like Icebergs

Interesting Researches Made by 
the United States Coast and 

Geodetic Survey.

CHANGES GEOLOGICAL SCIENCE
Mountain Maaaos Found to B< Due

to tho Prooonce of Lighter Mate­
rial In Earth’s Crust Un­

der Them.

Washington.—Mountains float. Cu­
bic yard for cubic yurd, mountains 
weigh less, not more, than the val­
leys. The mouutulus are held up by 
the lighter material of the earth'* 
cruat flowing under them. This has 
been proved by researches conducted 
by the division of geodesy of the coast 
and geodetic survey, under the direc­
tion o f Dr. William Bowie, chief of the 
division, and l»ls predecessor, Prof. 
John F. Hayford, now with North­
western university.

It has been found that the eurihs 
crust is about sixty miles In thick­
ness, und near thut depth, probably 
below, the muterlul of the eurth Is 
yielding to forces which act for long 
times.

The earth's crust floats on this yield­
ing material. If the earth's crust

were cut Into block* by vertical planes, 
with the base of each black ut a depth 
of sixty miles below sea level, und the 
urea of the bum's of the blocks were 
the same and «n large as JOO miles 
square, these blocks would have (he 
same muss; that Is, they would weigh 
the same.

Weight Is Equal.
Ry means of tbe geodetic observa­

tions by the United Kittles coast and 
geodetic survey, the weight of these 
blocks buve been found to ho approxi­
mately equal. Tills result bud l>een 
suspected for decades, but Doctors 
Rowle and Uuyford buve proved It.

Geological science will he profound­
ly changed by this discovery, for now 
we know the mountain musses are due 
to the presence of llgnter muterlul In 
the earth's crust under them, and thut 
the ocean bottoms are low t»ecau*e 
the tnuierlul under them Is denser or 
heavier than the average.

Doctor Rowle concludes that there 
la no tendency for the mountain 
musses to breuk down through tbe 
earth's crust, as they are not extra 
loads. They are like the portions of 
Iceberg* projecting out of the water 
which are held up by tbe Ice which 
D Inflow or In tho water. The ice­
berg floats, und so does the inuuu- 
tuln.

Doctor Bowie alao holds that, as 
mountain system nre lif arena which 
were onre very low In elevation, moun­
tains are caused by a swelling of the 
material In the earth's crust under 
them. A lessening of the density of 
three tier cent in a column 00 roilea 
long will elevate the urea ubout 9,000 
feet. Hindi n cbuitge In density, due 
io physical or chetnleui changes, Is 
within reasonalile limits,

Flew It Below Crust.
As the mountains, pbiteaus, valley* 

and the oeeun areas are In equilibrium 
there must have been u transference 
of material from the eotumn of the 
earth's erust under un.area where stall, 
meats are deposited, hack to the area 
from which the muterlul wus eroded 
by water and wind, Doctor Rowle 
believes that the flow of material lakes 
place Just Mow the erust, (but Is 
somewhat below 00 tulles. The ex­
act depth ut which the flow front one 
column to another tukes place may 
never be discovered.

Doctor Rowle states that, ns ma­
terial Is eroded from n mountain area, 
the new material pushed fti at tbe 
bottom will tend to keep the aver­
age elevation of tiie.umuntuln system 
approximately constant. When ma­
terial I* pushed Into the column under 
a mountain system to counter-balance 
the eroded mutter, every particle of 
the column Is carried upward Into a 
colder zone. Under ureas of heuvy 
sedimentation, the muterlul of the 
earth's crust I* pushed down into hot­
ter regions, A piece of nintorliil may 
thus be raised up or carried down as 
much ns six miles and, at times, more, 
The great ebanges In temperature are 
probably die cause of the uplift of

Help from the Uni- 
ted Rtutcs in practical form, first ex­
tended in 1WW, la again the cause. In 
Culmn-Anitjrlcun history General 
Knoch Jl. Crowder, now reconstructing 
the Island's nuances, bids fair to rank 
with General Leotiurd Wood, who 
cleaned up Havana and enforced san­
itation after the war of 181)8.

But General Crowder hus by no 
means completed his task. Contluued 
In his mission by President Harding, 
ne will be retained there until the 
Job Is finally completed. The Cuhan 
government has Just authorized the 
appointment of a commission, which 
will review the revenue situation of 
the Island, evolve methods of reduc­
ing expenses and of raising more gov­

ernmental funds, rewrite the Cuban tariff law and generally brush up the en­
tire revenue machinery of the government. General Crowder will be an ex* 
officio member of this commission, will alt with It at every session and will be 
Its chief adviser.

The financial situation with which General Crowder has had to cope may 
be visualized when it Is recalled that, when President Zoyas assumed the office 

'  of president of Cuba he inherited from former President Menocal a deficit of 
440,000,000, while customs receipts and internal revenues hud beeu reduced al­
most to the vanishing point.

Lasker Is Making Changes

Separation of the Emergency 
Fleet corporation from the United 
States shipping bnnrd in order to per­
mit the fleet corporation to assume 
control of the operation of ships and 
of the property pf the corporation, 
and leave the board free to develop 
Its regulatory powers as contemplated 
by the Jones merchant murine act, Is 
announced by A. D. Lasker, chairman 
of the board (portrait herewith) with 
the approval of President Harding.

Chairman Lasker and the other 
members of tbe shipping board re­
signed as trustees of the emergency 
corporation. Joseph W. Powell, who 
has been serving as a vice president 
and general manager, was elected pres­
ident of the corporation. T. L. Clear, 
formerly treasurer of the Panama 
canal, was elected as treasurer of the 
fleet corporation to succeed R. W.
Bolling,

Mr. Bolling will remain with the 
corporation long enough to assist Mr. Clear la uecomlug familiar with the 
routine of the office. A successor to Alonzo Tweedale, controller, was not an­
nounced, but oue will be appointed ahortly.

President Powell of the Emergency Fleet corporation will serve without 
salary, but will be paid $1 a year to meet the requirements of the law. It waa 
said that he had earned us much os $800,000 In one year in private pursuits.

AMONG “BIRDS OF PASSAGE*
Editorial Asserts West Point Will 

Continue to Turn Out Crop of 
i tooond Llouttnanto.

That thp "second loole," of whom 
there were ao many during the war, 
Is more or less an Institution of ac­
tive warfare Is shown In an editorial 
from tbe American Legion Weekly 
under the caption "Birds of Passage.** 
It follows:

"Buried In the recent official list 
of the number of army officers of all 
grades who have contrived to survive 
tbe congressional guillotine appeared 
this lnconplcuous entry:

"Second lieutenants (all arm s),.288.
"Only 288 second lieutenants left! 

And once there must have been that 
many thousand. Who shall now deny 
that the war Is over? Certainly while 
it lasted they bloomed like so many 
hardy perennials, emerging full blown 
from the training camps and finally 
from the ranks, for waa not the top 
sergeant only a little lower than tbe 
angels?

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DISCUSS SEWER DETAILS

C om m ittee M aking ProgrtM  In Plana  

for B ig  Project

The (lircuftfllon that wn* had at a 
mcetlnc held in the council chamber 
1a*t Friday evening paved the way 
toward clearing; up several points re­
garding the rebuilding of Negaunee's 
KOw»-r system that it in desirable to 
dispose of before more detailed plans 
for the prosecution of the work arc 
mapped out.

Some of the representatives of the 
mining companies were present at 
Friday evening's mooting? of the sewer 
committee, mayor and city attorney, 
but the mining men were unable to 
give any more definite information 
than was already In hand as to the 
permanency of the sewer discharge 
route, particularly with regard to the 
possibility of subsequent mining 
operations disturbing the course of 
the sewer. They In turn sought infor­
mation from the city officials on sev­
eral points connected* with the con­
struction port of the task, and It was 
deemed advisable to refer these and 
som other points, which lind suggest­
ed themselves to the city officials, to 
the engineers who prepared the plans, 
Messrs. Hoad and Decker, of Ann Ar* 
bor. Word has been dispatched to the 
engineer and there Is little doubt 
that they will be able to have a rep­
resentative here at an early date.

It Is rroboble that this latter con­
ference will suffice to clear up all 
the details concerning which there is 
any doubt, and that the Common 
Council will then be In position to 
submit the proposition to the tax­
payers, whose sanction is requisite 
for the bond Issue that will he re­
quired to finance the project. Natur­
ally, the first step in this direction is 
the determination of the amount of 
money reeded, and this latter is de­
pendent upon certain alternative 
propositions embodied in the genernl 
plans.

Except for the details referred to, 
the general sewer proposition remains 
unchanged, for there Is little doubt 
that means will he found whereby the 
city can continue to make use of the 
Partridge creek course for its main 
discharge sewer and thus obviate the 
costly necessity of pumping the sew­
age, which apparently would be the 
only alternative If use were not made 
of the crook referred to. The plans 
which Messrs. HonU and Decker pre­
pared were the product of a compre­
hensive survey of Negaunee's topo­

graphical conditions and ore calcu­
lated to not only ufford adequate dis­
position of both sanitary and storm 
drainage, hut take into consideration 
the increased volume likely to result 
from tin* city's growth.

With the parcel you may mall, there will be 
8,000.000 other parcels in the postal hopper. This Is upon ordinary 
days; at Christmas time it is multiplied many times.

One family in about every ten puts a badly addressed letter In 
the mail every day. This mixes up over 2,000,000 half-addressed let­
ters with the 40,000,000 fully addressed letters. You boys and girls 
con help the Postal Service and save ycur father some money, because 
he has to help pay the cost of searching addresses on letters and par­
cels sent out by this one careless and thoughtless family in every ten.

Graphic Tale of 
U-Boat Murders

British Captain Testifies to 
Submerging That Cost the 

Lives of Crew.

THREE SHIPS ME TORPEDOED

German Commander to 8e Put on
Trial for Brutally Inhuman Acta 

at Sea—Captain la Ship's 
Only 8urvlvor.

London.—A graphic account of the 
torpedoing of the British steamship 
Torrlngton In April, 1017, und the sub- 
sequent fute of the crew was given by 
the only survivor at Bow street police 
court, says the Dally Telegraph, when 
Blr Chartres Blron sat for the purpose 
of taking evidence on commission In 
support of charges which huve been 
formulated against the submarine 
commander, a Cuptulo Wllheltn Wer­
ner.

Mr. V. M. Cattle conducted the pro­
ceedings on behalf of the British gov­
ernment and Doctor Bunger represent- 

\  ed the Germun government.
Mr. (Jattle explained that Werner 

was one of the German officers against 
whom It wus proftosed thut proceed­
ings should be taken at Leipzig. Ha 
had not yet been arrested, but It was 
thought deslruble that, while Captain 
Starkey, the principal wltuess, wus In 
London his deposition should be taken, 
■o  that In the event of the accused 
man being apprehended there need be 
no dU'dy In his trial.

TMe churge ugulnst Werner wus that 
he, being In couimund of the submarine 
tMtf on April 8, 1917. In the North 
Atlantic, ISO miles southwest of the 
Hcilly Isles, torpedoed the British 
steamship Torrlngton, und afterward 
wilfully murdered, by drowning, 84 
members of the crew. That was the 
vessel's total complement other than 
Captuin Starkey, who was the only 
survivor.

The Torrlngton was owned by ths 
Totbuni Steamship company of Car­
diff. und wus proceeding from Gibral­
ta r to Cardiff. 81m wus an ordinary 
merchant vessel, not a wur vessel at 
All, and curried one gun for purely 
defensive purposes, as many ships did 
during the wur. On the morning of 
April 8 the second mute reported that 
there were some lifeboats on the |»ort 
l>ow, and the course of the Torrlngton 
wus slightly varied with the object 
«lf rendering aftslNtanee If neecssury.

Intuited by German Captain.
Suddenly Captain Hlarkey noticed 

the wake of a ior|>edo which was com­
ing towards him. lie maneuvered, 
hut wus unable to avoid It, and the 
torpedo si rin k the ship, which did not 
Immediately sink hut was consider 
Ably damaged. Hoon afterwards the 
submarine came to the surface und 
opened lire on the Torrlngton. Ap 
parently the tiring was not very suc­
cessful, for nobody was killed und (he 
vt-HHfl was not further damaged. Kee- 
lng l hut l here was no piuodldllly of 
saving the ship, Captulli Hturkey gave 
orders for the erew to lake to the 
lifeboats. The port bout left wllli 
gome of the uieti under Ihe llrst mate, 
and Captain Hturkey took command 
of ihe Niarbonrd boat.

When the latter was about a quar­
ter of a tulle from the Torrlngton the 
submarine drew up close, and ('uptuln 
Hturkey mid the men wllli him were 
ordered to go on board. They obeymj, 
und Werner look Hturkey below mid, 
after unking some questloiiN, told him 
lie wus a pirate ulid would he taken 
to (Jciinniiy and shot, while us for the 
crew they could swim. Directly af­
terwards Werner went on deck, the 
alarm rung lor nIiHIoiik, mid the stilt- 
iimrlm* submerged and remained ho 
lor twenty minutes. K\er,\one of the 
-ivejity men wloilmd been left on deck 
was washed oil und drowned, and us 
regarded the men In the other life­
boat, ihe only assumption was that 
they were disposed of In some way or 
ut her. They went never seen or heard 
of again, although tin1 peu was per­
fectly smooth und their boat was In 
perfect condition. \

Before the submarine submerged 
members of the German crew gut into 
Captuin Starkey's lifeboat aud rowed 
nwuy, and they afterwards returhed 
with loot from the Torrlngton and 
also provisions, which were Identified 
by Captain Starkey us having been la 
the other lifeboat. Captuin Starkey 
wus ufterwurds kept u prisoner on 
the submurlne, und while he was on 
board two other British ships were 
torpedoed and their crews disposed of 
In the sumo wuy. He was eventually 
taken to Germuny, und after the arm­
istice he came hack to this country 
und told ills story.

Insulted by Gsrmsn Captain.
Capt. Anthony Starkey of Cardiff 

gave evidence hearing out* counsel's 
statement. He said he was thirty-four 
years of uge and was now master of 
the steamship Breudon. Describing 
what took place after he went on board 
the submarine, he said that Werner, 
who spoke good English, asked him 
ills nume, und when he told him he 
said. "You He,” and pushed over un 
old copy of Lloyd’s Register, In which 
the name of the previous captain of 
the Torrlngton appeared.

Witness explained that he had only 
been captain of the vessel for four 
months, uud Werner then asked If he 
had any gunners on board. He re­
plied that they were on deck, and 
Werner remurked that he did not see 
unyone In uniform. Witness replied 
In n Jocular manner that he bad not 
given them time to put on their beyt 
clothes.

Mr. Gattle—If you had known he 
was coming you would have dressed 
up for It. Was It the practice for 
gunners to be dressed In uniform?

Witness—No; they were members 
of tlie crew. Werner then said, "You 
are a d— pirate, You deserve to he 
shot, und as for the others, let them 
swim."

Hud you any Idea then what he 
meant? No, I thought It was-Just an 
expression like "Let them rip," mean­
ing let them go, don't bother about 
them. Werner then went away and 
the submarine submerged.

Continuing, witness said that after 
the suhinurine cumc to the surface 
again the German sailors returned 
In the Torrlngton'u llfehout, and lie 
noticed thut tiiey hud, among other 
things, some of Ills personal clothing 
und hlso tins of meat which hud heeu 
hi the port llfehout. About two hours

later witness heard that the Torrlng­
ton wus sinking. When witness a r­
rived on the submarine he found twp 
other British captulus already there— 
Captain Draper of the Umvotl and 
Cuptuln Ashfleld of the I'etrldge— 
both of whose ships had been sunk.

Told Hs Was Lucky.
Mr. Onttle—Did you have uny con­

versation with the members of ths 
submarine's crew?

Yes, I was bemoaning my fate, and 
n man named Knper, who was lead­
ing seaman, mild, "You are lucky you 
have your life." On another occasion? 
I was talking to the senior wireless! 
operator, and he also wild I wus lucky 
to tie alive, and added, "There are tod 
many about now or I would tell you! 
something more." I used to get the 
English wireless news every night from1 
this man, and one night he said: “Your 
crew never got home. They were all 
drowned."

Witness went on to say that on1 
April 14 the submarine sunk another 
ship, named the Tore. 'T he captain 
was brought below by Werner and the 
submurlne then submerged, as she bad 
done after the Torrlngton was tor­
pedoed. When she rose again Werner 
sent for witness and asked him If he 
would like to see a ship sink. For 
the sake of getting some fresh air he 
replied, "Yes," and he weot up Into 
the conning tower und saw the Tore a 
short distance away. She did not, 
however, sink until some time later.

Two or three days later another 
vessel wus sunk by gunfire, and again 
the submarine submerged after the 
captnlu had been brought below. In 
neither case, as far as witness could 
see, was there any necessity for sub­
merging. Witness was eventually 
landed at Heligoland and remained a 
prisoner until December, 1018. Before 
he left the submarine one of the officers 
gave him a piece of torpedo ns a sou­
venir and a pass bearing the U-boat's 
number and the commander's mime.

Replying to Doctor Bunger, Cuptain 
Starkey said the Torrlngton was char­
tered by the Italian State rullwa)*. 
He could not explain how It was that 
lie was allowed to escape olive when 
he might become such an Important 
witness. He supposed Captain Werner 
did not think he knew what had hap- 
liened to the crew.

Doctor Bungur—Several German 
witnesses have stuted that a British 
destroyer was approaching while this 
was tuklng pluce.

Witness—There was no destroyer 
near, to my knowledge. If a destroy­
er had been approaching, the subma­
rine would not have come to the sur­
face twenty minutes afterward.

'■ brought Into the home kitchen usually, 
I Is a needless waste. A good deal of 

food spoilage could be prevented hy 
proper care, the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture has found. Spoil­
age is due to the presence of bacteria, 
which multiply rapidly In moderately 
warm temperatures and In dampness. 
Perishables should be bought In small 
dally amounts only.

Wrap in Fresh Paper.
When meat and poultry are brought 

In the house, exchange the wrapping 
paper for clean parchment, and place 
on a clean plate In the refrigerator 
or cold storeroom. Fish should not he 
stored In the Icebox, as It Imparts its 
flavor to other foods, particularly to 
milk and butter. It Is better to buy 
Just enough flsh for a meal and have 
uo leftovers to dispose of.

Pitchers and bottles for milk should 
he scalded before the milk Is put in. 
Milk should always be covered and 
kept In the coolest part of the refrig­
erator, at n temperature of 60 degrees 
F  or lower, If possible.

Soiled eggs spoil quickly. Insist on 
getting dean eggs, and keep them cool. 
Do not wash an egg until Just before 
using; water removes a  coating on the 
shell which hinders microorganisms 
from getting Into the contents,

Futs and oils are best stored In the 
dark. Ilutter uhsorhs flavors and 
should be well covered. A stoue crock 
with u lid serves well.

Fresh vegetables npd fruits should 
be kept clean, well ventilated, nnd, If 
possible, «t a temperature between 00 
degrees and 40 degrees F.- Decayed 
ones should he frequently sorted out. 
Very often the decayed portion nmy 
he cut uwuy and the rest of the fruit 
or vegetable used at once. Wilted leaf 
vegetables sometimes may be fresh­
ened by soaking In water Just before 
using. All vegetables nnd fruits, espe­
cially those to  he eaten raw, should 
be thoroughly washed In running wu- 
ter before they are used. The loss of 
flavor and texture Is very slight and

BE AID TO HEALTH

Mattress and Springs Should Be 
Carefully Selected.

Home-made Shifts and Pillow Casta 
Havs Advantage of Bolng Fitted 

to Partleuldr Bod—Wtar 
Bitter,

(Prsptrsd by ths United suite Department 
of AfrleuJture.)

The bed la the most lmportunt place 
of furniture In a bodroom. Home 
economics of the United Mates De­
partment of Agriculture recommends 
tlmt If oidy a limited amount muy be 
spent in furnishings, It Is wise to econ­
omise elsewhere, so (hat a good mat­
tress and springs muy be purchased.

The mattress should first be pro­
tected by an unbleached muslin slip 
which cun lot washed occasionally. 
Next comes a light-weight quilted pud, 
ulso washable, for further protection 
ami smoothness. Tills can be bought 
ready-made or made of muslin and 
cotton butting, or an old light colored 
quilt or cotton blutiket may be used.

Thu quality of the sheets and pillow 
cases depends on how much one has 
to Invest, Homemade sheets and fill- 
low cases have the udvnntuge of be­
ing fitted to  h fiu rttcu h ir bed, and often 
tlie muterliils wear lamer, hut rcudy- 
made ones of good quality ure some- 
times more economical to inly. Blivets 
shouldMie from 24 to BO Inches wider 
and longer than the mattress, so that 
the ends uml sides can be generously 
tueked in, and the top of the upper one 
turned down to keep the blankets 
dean. The hem at the top of « sheet 
should t>» ut least 2%  inches, and ut 
the bottom from % to 1 Inch, Muchlne 
hemstitching makes u pretty finish foi 
plllowcuNcH uml the wider hem of a 
sheet. Hcuinless tubing can be bought 
for pillowcuses.

(Soft, Huffy blankets, containing a 
large proportion of good quality wool, 
ure generally considered more com- 

nhle and also most duruhle If given 
proper care. Many reliable manufac­
turers slate tlie percentage of wool on 
a card attached to the blanket. Cot­
ton blankets, when new, are In tnuny 
cuhcn as warm us wool, hut they tend 
io become matted with wear and wush- 
'ng uml consequently less warm. If 
« blanket is chosuu with a colored

border, the border should he of the 
same quulity wool as the rest of the 
blunket.

Comfortables of wool or cotton bat­
ting covered first with cheesecloth and 
then with un outer covering of pretty 
light-weight muterlul are generally 
needed in the severe weuther. Old- 
fuffhJoned pieced quilts are often Inter­
esting, but not very warm, considering 
their weight. Htrlped diiulty l»ed> 
spreuds with pillow shams to match 
ure deservedly popular because they 
ure dulnty, eusy to launder, durable, 
and lnexiamslve. Having two spreads 
permits a bed to be kept always fresh.

he done at home or by a carpet dculer. 
1)1 reel Ions for resizing ure glvuu lu 
Farmers' fiulletln 121(1, Floors and 
Floor Coverings, a new publlentbm of 
the United Htutes Department of Ag­
riculture.

The rug should I* stretched tight 
and true and lurked at frequent in­
tervals, face down, on u floor or some 
other flat surface where It esn remain 
undisturbed. It should then be sprin­
kled generously with a solution made 
by suuklng uml dissolving one-fourth 
pound of flake glue in one-lmlf guiiou 
of w'uter in a double boiler or a con­
tainer surrounded hy hot water. The 
rug should he allowed to dry for nt 
least 24 hours. If It is light weight, 
care should tie taken not to put on so 
much glue thut It pcuetrutes to the 
right side.

De­
caying fruits and vegetahfes ulways at 
tract flies.

Moist cooked foods mode with milk, 
eggs, meats, or fish, are excellent 
breeding places for harmful microor­
ganisms, including many which cause 
poisoning. Chilled left overs should 
be used as soon as possible. Left overs 
of meat pie, dishes made with cream 
sauce, soft custard, boiled dressing, 
nnd dressing made with cream must be 
carefully kept and handled and 
promptly used. They often cause seri­
ous poisoning before they taste or 
smell spoiled. Boiled rice, hominy, and 
other cereals also spoil quickly.

Beald Bread Bex Weekly.
Bread end cake should be kept in a 

ventilated box. Hot bread should not 
be wrapped Immediately. The moist­
ure of fresh bread causes molds to 
form. The bread box should he scald­
ed once a week; wiped dry, and 
sunned.

Crackers and cookies lose their crisp­
ness hy absorbing moisture from the 
nlr. They should be kept in air-tight 
boxes, wrapped In pnrehment or paraf- 
fin paper, if possible.

All dry groceries must be kept dry 
nnd clean and In Insect-proof contain­
ers. Cereals and fluvors should be 
(>ought In small quantities in the sum­
mer, as they tend to develop weevils 
even when well cared for. Corn meal 
from which the "germ" lias not been 
removed turns rancid with keeping. 
Air tight containers are necessary for 
tea, coffee, spices, and baking pow­
der. Ground rousted coffee loses flavor 
I'lipldly. Do not lay In a large stock 
of coffee unless it can lie roasted and 
ground at home. The flit In uhwolute 
muy turn ru tic ld , so keep it cool and 
dark.

Canned goods should he stored in a 
dark, cool place to prevent fudlng. Ex­
amine vegetables within a fortnight 
utter canning to detect spollnge. A lit­
tle mold on the top of Jelly or rich 
preserves Is not dangerous, hut cunneil 
vegetables which look, smell, or tuste 
at all spoiled should never be cuten.
