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MOON TO HIDE THE SUN

OLD SOL WILL BE IN ECLIPSE 
SATURDAY MORNING

Negaunee It In Zone of Temporary 
Darknett—Twenty Years Till 

the Next

During assembly period this (Friday) 
afternoon, students In the Negaunee 
high school listened to an explanation 
of the phenomena to be expected in 
Snturdny’s eclipse of the sun, as in­
terpreted by Thomas Taper, instructor 
in general science, and in addition to 
being thus prepared to enlighten papa 
and mama on the wonders of the sky, 
these young people will undoubtedly 
be glad to give scientific pointers to 
any one else.

The eclipse is due n few moments 
after 8 o’clock Saturday morning, and 
inasmuch as Negaunee lies fairly close 
to the path of totality, a smoked glass 
or an old photographic plate ought to 
yield a fairly good view of the o'er- 
shadowed sun, provided the the skief 
be measurably clear. Latterly the 
mornings have been rather foggy and 
it Is feared that the sky will be simi­
larly overcast tomorrow, thus depriv­
ing the public of a really good view 
of the first eclipse of such magnitude 
visible in this portion of the country 
since 1806, while one must wait until 
1945 for the next eclipse.

As was outlined in last week's Usue, 
the eclipse will start In Minnesota 
with the rising of the sun, and the 
shadow of complete darkness will ex­
tend In a generally southeast direc­
tion to the Atlantic coast and thence 
across tho ocean until the sun sets to 
the northward of the British Isles. 
According to scientific expectation, 
the disc of the sun will be almost to­
tally obscured by the body of the 
moon, so that only a thin, hair-like 
crescent of light, almost Ilko a new 
moon, will be left. In places which 
arc well within the eastward path of 
totality, darkness almost equal to that 
of twilight will descend upon the 
earth. In these localities, If the day 
should happen to be a gray one, then 
It probably would be necessary to 
light the street lamps If the ecllpee 
were to last longer than the sched­
uled fraction of a minute.

I Head of Cleveland-CMffs Iron Co's. 
Land Department Passes 

Away in Chicago

Tho Upper Peninsula will share 
.with Nogntmoo In tho sorrow oern- 
1 sinned h.v tho death, in Chicago last 
i Wednesday morning, of C. V. R. Town- 
; send, land ngent of Tho Cleveland- 
Cliffs Iron Company, for while his 
home had been In Negaunee for up­
ward of twenty years, his work had 
extended to nnd been of vast Influence 
upon a largo section of tho Upper Pon- 
Insnln. It was constructive work that 
had to do with the development of the 
resource!* of this region, nnd though 
the man be gone, that which ho 
wrouglfl will live,

Mr. Townsend's health had become 
considerably Impaired during the past 
year, and on November 25th ho and 
Mrs. Townsend wont to Chicago, 
where the former entered Augustann 
hospital. Following two major and 
one minor operations, Mr. Townsend 
rallied to nn extent thnt enabled him 
to plan to leave nbout the end of Jan­
uary on his accustomed winter trip to 
Florida. Even qj* recently ns the fore 
part of the present week, the condi­
tions continued to bo favorable, but 
the end came within a comparatively 
few hours after the decline began. 
The hoisting of the munlelpn! flag to 
half mast, in recognition of Mr. 
Townsend’s long service on the Ne- 
gnunoc Board of Public Works, ap­
prised tho community shortly before 
noon on Wednesday that qpe of their 
foremost citizens was no more.

Native of New York 8tate
Chnrles Van Rennselaer Townsend 

was horn October 0, 1862, at Ailmny. 
N. Y„ the non of Charles deh'ay ami 
Louisa Van Rennselaer Townsond. He 
shared In the opportunities of the 
youth of his day, hut his education 
was limited to thnt afforded to a 
grammar school, and ho was at work 
considerably before ho reached man­
hood.

His Identification with Upper Penin­
sula Interests began when ho took a 
position In the Mining Department of 
The Cleveland-Cllffs Iron Company nt 
Ishpcmlng In 1890. Five years later 
he waa transferred to the Furnaco 
Department at Gladstone, nnd the 
gradually expanding operations of 
this department enabled him to lay 
the foundation which resulted In Ills 
selection to All tho post made vneant 
by the retirement of the late Samuel 
Redforn us the company’s land agent, 
with headquarters ut Negaunee, It 
wns during tho Inttcr 90’s and tho 
fore part of tho deendo that followed, 
that The Cleveland-Cllffs Iron Com­
pany vastly increased its Northern 
Michigan holdings, and began sys­
tematic preparation for the develop­
ment of these resources, with result 
thnt Mr. Townsend’s responsibilities 
were correspondingly Increased.

Actlvltaa Ware Varied
The program was a broad one, wit It 

wide ramifications. There was wood 
to be taken from the timber lands for 
use In making charcoal Iron In tlie 
furnaces at Marquette and nliulstunn, 
the marketing of the larger timber, 
ami the utilization of tlie lesser forest 
products in tlie various wood-working 
mills that had heen established In 
Munislng.

Eruptions From Popocate­
petl Alarm Natives

Mexico City.—Popocatepetl, Mexi­
co's gr«*at volcano, and known ns “the 
smoking mountain,“ has begun to 
erupt, causing alarm to the little vil­
lages on Its slopes and even to the 
City of Mexico, which, accustomed to 
see a white peak towering above the 
cloud*, now notes a black, steady 
stream of smoke forming curious fig­
ures in the sky. The Inhabitant* of 
the village of Tlamucas are reported 
to have deserted their homes through 
fent.

The Indian wltehmen in the village 
of Ameca-meca, which lies between 
tin volcano und Its twin. Iztncclhuutl, 
the latter known its the “sleeping Hin­
ts r,*' are endeavoring to read In the 
figures made by the column of flie, 
the warning of the gods, for Ameon- 
meca has been destroyed four times 
h.Y the god of the smoking mountain, 
and there la a prophecy that a savior 
chief la to he horn of Popocatepetl and 
Uracclhuatl.

Omoke Spreads Over 100 Mllee.
The smoke arising In a huge col­

li ua from the critter has spread 100 
trie* from Its source. I'owderllke 
ashes are falling about the mountain, 
Indicating only sulphur deposits are 
burning.

One of Mexico's leading artist*, Doc­
tor Alt, Is Interpreting the movements 
of the columns of smoke and tire, 
which he styles “the anguish of my 
brother l’op».“ Hut he insists that 
the residents of Mexico have nothing 
to fear from the voleano's convulsions, 
and that greater dangers exist for 
them In their midst, such as polities, 
camions and the “right to direct ue- 
t1*i”

Ooetor Alt spent three years living 
a hermit's life on the edge of the cra­
ter, with snow and Ice on one side, 
and fire and lava on the other. He

— Experiments Id 
which persons supplied with an 
urtiflclul larynx have been en­
abled to speak well enough to 
make themselves understood 
have been conducted by Dr. J. 10. 
MacKenty of New York, It was 
disclosed before the Baltimore 
Medical society.

Patients who have undergone 
operations for cuncer of the 
throat and whose vocal appa­
ratus has been removed huve 
been enabled to breathe through 
holes In the neck und. with the 
Instrument substituted for the 
larynx, have made themselves 
understood In what has been 
termed a “voice ulmost human" 
and audible throughout a good- 
sized room.

The device consists of a pad 
over the breathing aperture In 
the patient’s neck, with a rub- * 
ber tube lending to un instru­
ment which stimulates the vocal 
cords.

Air Is forced from the lungs 
and is set In vibration, the vi­
brations being carried through 
a short tube like a pipestem Into 
the speaker’s mouth.

Terns Migrate From Kenne­
bec to the Niger.

Washington.—From the hanks of Hu* 
Kennebec to those of the Niger—that 
Is flu* Journey accredited to a common 
tern by the hlologleal survey of the 
Fulled Slates Department of Agricul­
ture. which Is now receiving tunny In­
teresting returns from Hie bird-hand* 
Inc work at one of Its bird colonics In 
Lake Michigan last year. Among the 
oilier Interesting reports growing out 
of rids work an* those pertaining to 
three Caspian terns, which were lo­
cated In Colombia, South Ataerlea. 
These were found Just at the time 
vhen Ulrd bunding was being done at 
the original colony In Michigan this 
year, lhereby proving that the young 
Mrds do not breed *n their llrst year.

According to the agricultural experi­
menters two CuKphm terns were re­
ported found In Nova Scotia and many 
others were discovered along the 
mutes to the latter country and South 
America. Those found en route, the 
Investigators say, show what course Is 
followed by the migrating birds be­
tween their summer and winter homes.

With Hie growing interest in Ihe 
procedure the department has only re­
cently published a list of instructions 
concerning the practical significance 
of Idrd handing, as well ns some of its 
history. This form of identlllcatlon In 
America dutes from the time of Audu­
bon, who about 18<tt placed sliver 
threads around the legs of u brood of 
phuehes and was rewarded the follow­
ing season by having two of his 
marked birds return to nest In the 
same vicinity. Although bird “ringing” 
was attempted In Europe ns early ns 
1710 it was ulmost 200 years later, in 
JSOI), that systematic work wus under­
taken.

Started In 1901.
The enrller investigators, according 

to the recent report, marked their 
birds by dyeing or staining the High* 
or tnll feathers, nttnchlng memoranda 
written on parchment, or mutilating 
feathers, feet or bill. In this country 
active experimental work was begun 
in 1001, when aluminum hands were 
attached to the legs of the birds. The 
results were so satisfactory and stim­
ulated so much interest that eight 
years later the American Bird Bund­
ing association was orgatdzed In New 
York city. Subsequent study has re­
vealed that two principal lines of re­
search must be given special attention 
First of these Is the banding of fh*dg. 
lings and (Ik* second, the systematic 
trapping and handing of adults. The 
latter is ihe more signUb'nnt because 
the older birds give the most Informa­
tion on bird habits.

Trapping Is accomplished by various 
shares, one of Hie popular ones being 
the •'(Jovernment’’ sparrow trap, n fun­
nel-shaped device of wire und hard- 
wore cloth eivdly made even by the 
novice and very effective, Others 
which Hie department I'eco.-miondK are 
the well-known drop trap, tre door of 
which is suspended until Hit* unwary 
bird makes for Hie hall, when i*. drops 
down and shuts In Hit* victim.

The department, to he aide to spidy 
even more closely than heretofore (fco 
life histories of Idols, urgently rt> 
quests the co-opera.hm of naturalists 
whose castinl discoveries of wayfaring 
band-hearing birds might ho well 
worth reporting. In this way the gov­
ernmental Investigators expect to solve 
the many problems which previously 
have Imilled the ornithologist. Among 
these are the speed with which Indi­
viduals of any species may travel on 
their periodic migrations. Hie possible 
vanguard formed by one Hock for oth­
ers and the advance made by suceeu- 
slve flocks passing one over the other 
In nlternate periods of rest ami (light.

To what region do Hu* birds go, par 
tlcularly the young, that do not return 
to the vicinity of their original nrsts?

Do birds adopt the same nesting 
area, nest site and winter quurters In 
successive sem/ons?

For how many broods will one pair 
remain muted, and which bird, If not 
both, is attracted next year to the old 
nesting site?

To whnl extent do males of n spe­
cies assist In Incubation and brooding?

How far from tliclr nests do birds 
forage for food, and after the young 
have left the nest will the parent birds 
bring them to the feeding and trap­
ping station?

Set Aside by U. S.

Five Historic Spots 
Open to Public.

Now

Washington.—For 30 years Liberty 
looking down on New York harbor 
must have blushed under the reverent 
guze of millions of Immigrant*. Only 
In October, 11)24, did she come Into 
her own, ofllclully—she wus made a 
nutionu! monument by an executive 
order of President Coolldge. The or­
der reud* that Fort Wood, N. Y„ 
shall be made a national monument. 
Fort Wood Is no more und m» less 
than the Statue of Liberty enlighten­
ing the world.

In the same order that made the 
Stutue of Liberty whut the American 
people thought she was, four other 
military reservation* or parts of them 
were set aside as national monuments 
open to the public. One of these. Fort 
Marion at St. Augustine. Flu.. Is well 
known. The others, Castle Pinckney. 
Charleston Harbor, S. ('.; Fort Fit- 
laski. near Savannah, (la., and Fort 
Matanzas, n e a r  St. A u g u s t in e ,  a rc  less 
well known.

What They Commemorate.
"A HiassntTe which probably was 

the most terrible committed on Amer­
ican soil, Hie only Intart example of 
it medieval fort In North Amerlni, the 
rile where rilled guns llrst spelled the 
doom of parapets, the scene of Hie 
Civil war's llrst shot and the llrst suc­
cessful submarine ultuck, and the 
modern world's equivalent of the 
Colossus uf Rhodes—these are Ha* In­
cidents memorialized by the live new 
national monuments," says a bulletin 
of the National (Seogiaplile society 
from Its headquarters in Washington.

“Ulntory knits together the stories 
of Fort Marlon and Fort Matanzas, 
ttie latter 15 miles to the south.

Near the site of 
the new national monument, Fort 
Matanzas, he placed a firing squad. 
Florida's white sund was fgulned with 
the blood of 200 French that day. 
Matanzas In Spuulsh means ’massa­
cre.’

“Under the protection of the walls 
of Fort Marlon, llrst known us San 
Juan de Pinos and later as St. Murk, 
the Spanish introduced into America 
limes, lemons, citrons and China und 
Seville oranges.

honorary chairmanship of the Legion's 
nuttonul committee to rulse the fund.

The endowment fund progrum wui 
given authorization by the sixth na­
tional convention of the Legion at St. 
Paul, pending approval of the plan by 
the finance committee, which was 
given at a meeting of the committee at 
nationul headquarters.

The urgent need of rnlslng the fund 
Immediately was pointed out by Mark 
T. McKee, Detroit, Mich., who Is a 
member of the Legion’s child welfare 
committee. He declared that the ex­
isting facilities of the Legion for enr- 
lng for the orphaned and helpless chil­
dren of former service men who were 
kilted or died as u result of their war 
service are overcrowded. At this time 
the Legion maintains a children's bil­
let at Utter Lake, Mich., and has one 
under construction at Independence, 
Kuns.

"There are 5,000 children of dead 
World wnr veterans who need care 
right now." Mr. McKee said, "out of a 
total of 35,(XX) war waifs. As time 
goes on there will he more. These ore 
veterans' bureau figures. Just the 
other day a man left four children ut 
the veterans’ burouu, children of a de 
ceased war veteran, with a request 
that they be cured for. The bureuu 
turned the children over to us. Some­
how we will provide for them, yet our 
present facilities will stand for no ex­
pansion."

In referring to the proposed fund, 
Commander Druln declared: "The Le­
gion’s endowment fund campaign will 
be u success; we will rulse more than 
the set umount aud the campulgn will 
have a greatly beneficial effect upon 
the morale of the Legion and increase 
our membership for the coming yeur to 
a million members. We must look 
close to home and see the great under­
lying misery caused by the great con­
flict. We must help the dlsuhled man. 
He Is our first obligation and he needs 
us now. The American Legion must 
keep fulth with Its fallen comrades by 
seeing ttiut the helpless children are 
not deprived of the opportunities that 
ure rightfully theirs, because their fa­
thers were killed fighting for their 
country. 'Bind up the wounds of the 
disabled und care for the widows and 
orphans’ must he our slogan."

The Legion will petition congress to 
make a technical change In the re­
cently passed adjusted compensation 
act to the effect that former service 
persons may ullot their compensation 
to patriotic organizations chartered by 
congress, the money to he used for 
child welfare and disabled veteran 
care. The Legion would use such u 
fund toward their endowment program 
If congress sanctions the proposul, Le­
gion official* declared.

STATE COMMANDER 
BUSY LEGION MAN

Plattsburg was a name to conjure 
with in the early days of the World 
war. And Its fame has been added to 
since that first girding for the struggle 
with the Central Powers by the activi­
ties of the men who were trained there.

One of the lads who entered the 
drst training eaiup at Plattsburg—he 
was n luw student of barely twenty- 
four years on that May day In 1917— 
wns Harold K. Davison of Woodsvllte, 
N. II. Commissioned a second lieu­
tenant on August 15, 1917, he reported 
fot Suty with the One Hundred and 
First Infantry In the Twenty-Sixth 
Yankee <11 vision on September 1. Five 
days later he sailed for Fruuce.

For nineteen months he suw active 
duty In that war-torn country. lie was 
at Chemln dcs Dames, at Chuteuu 
Thierry and at Verdun. He waa 
giis*G<J slightly in the Toul sector. On 
March 0, 1918, he wus uwarded the 
Croix de (Jucrre by the French govern­
ment. Three times he was cited In 
division orders, lie was promoted to 
first lieutenant on August 13, 1918, 
und recommended for u cuptulnoy be­
fore his discharge ut Camp Devens on 
April 29. 1919.

Returning home, he studied law for 
a year, supplementing the two year* 
he had had at Harvard Law school fol­
lowing his graduation at Dartmouth in 
1915. He is a practicing attorney at 
Woodsvllle. For four years he has 
been a member of the New Hampshire 
legislature.

Mr. Davison was one of the organ­
izers and also first commander of 
Tracy Ross past, No. 20. of the Amer­
ican Legion In Woodsvllle. lie has 
served on various state committees. 
He was elected senior vice commander 
for 1924 and In May was chosen as 
commander to succeed a commander 
who had resigned. He was unanimous­
ly re-elected at the annual state con­
vention. lie has attended as a New 
Hampshire delegate the national con­
ventions at Minneapolis, New Orleans, 
San Francisco and St. Paul. "1 am al­
ready planning." he says, "to attend 
the next convention at Omaha, which 
I anticipate will ho the biggest con­
vention yet."

"Forget the dog culled 
Shep, because blue-blooded varieties 
sell better. Buy a brood mutron about 
one yeur old, since at this age the 
dog !* ncurly full-grown, and you can 
tell Just how desirable u type she is."

The novice, In selecting a mother 
dog, should take someone with her 
who 1* famlllur with flic special breed 
on which she Is planning. Occasion­
ally it is possible to get a brood ma­
tron free of charge, by communicating 
with breeders In the vicinity who have 
large kennels; for such breeders often 
have more brood females than they 
can properly keep, and are glad to 
part with one, if It Is to he well cured- 
fnr, with the understanding that the 
ofi'sprlng will he shared.

Boston terriers, toy Spaniels, I’mn- 
erunluns and Pekinese bring fancy 
prices. The Pomeranian Is one of the 
most widely kept as a toy, und It Is 
hardier and more active than are most 
smull dogs. Pekinese seem to be fash­
ionable as a "sleeve" dog. The toy 
Spaniels, with their round heads, big 
eyes und long, wuvy couts, are espe­
cially uppealing.

Whatever the chosen breed, If the 
dog raiser derides to keep them out- 
of-doors, kennels, ruin-proof and neJl- 
ventllnted, without being draughty, 
should he provided. Plenty of exer­
cise Is n necessity for every dog. But 
exercising the animals should not he 
left to a mere caretaker. If u girl 
is unable personally to look after this 
part of the handling of Imr dogs, she 
should not go into the business.

On a smull scale, dog-raising may 
he carried on In un ordinary mirk 
yard, hut the girl who wants to en­
gage In It extensively should have 
plenty of space. Her town should be, 
preferably, within commuting dis­
tance of a large city, where there are 
plenty of private customers, as well 
us pet shops through which her dogs 
can he .tnndied.

The fundamental thing Is to have 
good dogs to sell. Admirable its Is 
the sentiment, "They’ve got to quit 
kicking my dog around," It does make 
u decided difference If "he Is a hound" 
when it comes to marketability.

Public Works was created In 1905, Mr. 
Townsend was wone of the first group 
of three members chosen, and his sub­
sequent service had been continuous.

In 1907, Mr. Townsend was a mem­
ber of the Commission of Inquiry ap­
pointed by the governor of Michigan, i 
which body was the predecessor of the j 
present State Department of Conser-j 
vation. For a number of years he was i 
a director and latterly president of 
the Northern Forest Protective Asso­
ciation, which continues its existence 
though the duties which primarily 
called It Into being have been taken 
over by the state fire warden, service.

An important phase of Mr. Town­
send's activities of which his Negau- 
nee neighbors necessarily had little 
knowledge was his relations with the 
township and district school boards of 
Marquette, Alger and neighboring 
counties. The company's land hold­
ings in these various districts necess­
itated close contact with district offi­
cials, and they found In Mr. Town­
send a real friend, wise in counsel and 
generous in his support of all public 
enterprises.

For many years Mr. Townsend had 
been vice president and a director of 
the First National Bank of Alger 
County. He had been on the board of 
directors of the Upper Peninsula De­
velopment Bureau for a long period 
and had ever been keenly interested 
In its A’ork and welfare.
Employes Found Him Ever Helpful
So well had Mr. Townsend laid the 

foundation, that the Land Department 
work will go on without Interruption, 
notwithstanding that he who had been 
its guiding spirit almost from its in­
ception has now passed on; hence It 
is In the personal rather than the offi. 
clal phases that he will be missed in 
the centra) offices in Negaunec. Exact­
ing, because that was the way to get 
the work done properly, but ever kind­
ly and considerate, was Mr. Townsend 
in his relations with the largo force 
of employes under his direction, while 
the personal interest that he took in 
the welfare of even the humblest will 
cause all to ever bear him In kindly 
memory.

Similarly, Negaunee as a community ‘ 
has reason to recall his charity and 
his desire to aid in any project that 
was calculated to Increase the pres­
tige of the town or to contribute to 
tho comfort and well being of those 
who make up its population.

Rhortly nfter his advent in the Up­

per Peninsula and Ills becoming locat­
ed at Ishpcmlng, Mr. Townsend wus j 
married to Miss Helen Huntoon.# the ] 
ceremony having been performed at ’ 
Marine City, Mich., September 17. | 
1890. For the ensuing five years tho 
family home was in Ishpemlng, fol­
lowing which there was an eight 
years' stay in Gladstone preceding 
their becoming residents of Negaunee.

Besides the widow there survive 
three children—Louis Van Rennaeiaer 
Townsend, of Tampa, Fla.; Frederic 
dePeystor Townsend, of Muskegon, 
Mich.; and Eugone Douw Townsend, 
of Negaunee. Mr. Townsend's mother 
died at his birth, and his father has 
since passed away; and of the original 
family there now remain only a half- 
sister of deceased, Mrs. Hrockawu.v, 
residing in Hartford, Conn., and a 
half-brother, Frederic del*.

Mr. Townsend had been n communi­
cant of Ht.

WHAT TO EAT

Here «re a tew tempting economi­
cal dishes tlmt are not lmr<l to prepure: 

Chop Sue y.— 
take one pound 
of veal stcuk cut, 
into cubes, one- 
fourth pound of 
fresh pork, also 
cut Into cubes; 
coolc until well- 
browned In it bot 
frying pun. add­

ing n tahlespoonful of butter; turn In 
two cupfuls of celery diced, one cupful 
of Spanish onions chopped, one tabltr- 
fipoonful of chopped peanuts, u cun of 
mush rooms—dried ones will do If pre­
viously souked—one teaspoonful of 
suit, ii dnsh of cayenne and white pep­
per to taste. Cook the vegetables un­
til tender, then add the various sea­
sonings mid two tablespoonfuls of 
kitchen bouquet or a tahlespoonful of 
Worcestershire sauce. Simmer for 
twenty minutes and serve heuped la 
the center of a hot platter with a ring 
of seasoned hot boiled rice around it.

Economy Stew.—Take one pound of 
round of beef und brown It In two ta- 
blespoonfuls of suet until both are 
well browned. Add one tahlespoonful 
of flour and one quart of water to 
which two beef cubes hove been added; 
cook for three-quarters of an hour at 
a simmering temperature, then add 
three carrots, two potatoes diced, and 
one tahlespoonful of rice. Cook until 
ttie vegetables are wet! done, season 
to taste with salt If needed, pepper 
and any table sauce desired.

Chicken Curry.—Cut two cupfuls of 
cblcken into small dice. Cook one 
large, sliced onion In four tablespoon­
fuls of butter; when tender add three 
tablespoonfuls of flour, one teaspoonful 
of sugar, one tnhlespoonfut of curry 
powder and stir over the Are for two 
minutes, then add one sour apple 
peeled und chopped, one and one-half 
cupfuls of water or stock, the chicken, 
and cook slowly for half nn hour. Add 
one cupful .of cream, a little Worcester 
shire and kitchen bouquet, pepper and 
salt needed, and serve with a border 
of boiled seasoned rice.

Cream Sauce.—Mix three-fourths of 
a eupful of thick cream with one- 
fourth cupful of milk, bout until stiff, 
using an egg heater; add one-third of 
a cupful of powdered sugar and one- 
balf teuspoouful of vanilla.

ABOUT POTATOE8

As (here are several hundred ways 
of cooking und serving potatoes, ws 

will try to add a few 
recipes occasionally to 
our menu book.

Rhode Island Pota­
toes^—Cut five niedlum- 
sir.ed raw potatoes Into 
alieea one-eighth of ao 
inch thick. Cook In 
boiling water (salted), 
for five minutes. Drain 
well and spread out In a 
buttered pan. Pcnirover 

them one-half cupful of melted but­
ter which bus lieen mixed with one 
und one-hulf teaspooufuls of W orces­
tershire sauce, one und three-fourth* 
teaspoonfuls of salt, and one-fourtb 
tenspoonful of paprika. Hake until the 
potutoei are tender, basting often with 
the gravy. Serve at oner.

Oval potatoes,—Wash, pare and 
cook six medium-sized potuioe* until 
lender, then force through a rlccr. Add 
two lahlespoonfuls of butler, two tea- 
spoonfuls of grated onion, the yolks 
of two eggs well-bouton, salt and pefe 
per to season. Work until well-blend- 
od. then form Into ova) bulls, roll In 
flour, and pluce around the roast of 
incut, busting often until the poinloee 
ere brown. Serve round the roust.

Potatoes Indisnne^—Cook one small, 
chopped onion In two tuhleMHtonfuls 
of butter until soft, but uot brown. 
Add three und one-hulf cupful* of 
diced, cold, boiled polutaos nnd cook 
slowly five minutes. Meanwhile mix 
together one und one-half teaspoon- 
ful* of curry powder, one and one- 
hulf tca*jM»onfnl* of suit, one-half leu- 
spoonful of paprika, and add gradu­
ally three-fourths of u eupful of 
chb ken stock und one aud one-hnlf ta- 
l;Jes|H>onfuls of finely-chopped pimen- 
toe*, i’oiir over the poiutoe* and cook 
five minutes. Kerve hot.

Try adding a little onion Juice or 
•rni|M‘d onion to mushed pofutoes. It 
add* much to the puhiluhlllty, und if 
the mtm of the house doenn't t|k« 
onions this Is s good way to Imva the 
flavor without the evidence.

THE POOR DRESS

Celery, Tomatoes, Peppers, Onions, Parsley and Beans Give Good Flavor to a
Stew or 8oup.

(Prepared by the United Stetea Departm ent 
of Agriculture.)

Almost everyone has un emergency 
shelf or corner In the cupboard, where 
she keeps extra supplies, such us 
canned goods, dry groceries and sea­
sonings. Each housekeeper has her 
own requirements In such supplies, but 
the reserve should generally Include 
spices, and numerous flavorings for 
desserts and cakes, und also for 
meats and gravies. These supplies 
are not intended to be drawn upon for 
everyday household use. When taken 
down for special occasions they should 
be Immediately replaced or replen­
ished.

Many flavorings are used in the 
preparation of meflt dishes. Some of 
the vegetuhlea used for flavors may be 
stored or dried, while others must be 
bought In small quantities as needed. 
The United States Department of Ag­
riculture suggests that It Is convenient 
to keep on hand auch of the following 
as can be stored without deterioration 
and to buy frequently those fresh vege­
tables which give a pleasing variety of 
flavor;

Onions, carrots, green peppers, par­
snips, turnips; mushrooms and toma­
toes. fresh, canned or dried: celery 
tops nnd parsley, either fresh or dried; 
snge, savory, thyme, sweet marjoram, 
bay leaf, gurllc, lemon rind, vinegar, 
capers, pickles, olives, currant Jelly, 
curry powder, cloves, peppercorns, cel­
ery seed, meat extract, chill sauce,

popper sauce, or some similar, hot 
sharp sauce, nnd some kind of com­
mercial rnent sauce. '

Suggestions on Using Flavors.
The suggestion Is made that the fla­

vor of stews, soups, braised ments aud 
pot roasts is much- Improved if the 
vegetables which they contain, such as 
onion, currots, green peppers, toma­
toes, and others, are fried In a little 
fat before being cooked with the meat. 
Onion Juice may be extracted by using 
a lemon squeezer. The seeds should 
always be removed before green pep­
pers are used. Care should be taken 
to serve the sweet, not the hot variety, 
unless the latter are wanted for some 
special reason. Parsley may be grown 
In the house nil winter. The leaves 
will keep a long time If stored in a 
closed Jar In a cool place. Parsley, 
mint and celery tops may be dried, 
rubbed into bits and kept in alr-tlghr 
jars. Half a bay leaf is sufficient to 
flavor three quarts of soup. Vinegar, 
lemon Juice 8nd sour jelly, tike cur­
rant, are often used to flavor the gravy 
of a meat stew. These flavors combine 
well with ftie flavor of browned flour, 
but not with onions, cabbage or other 
stronger flavors. Chopped pickles are 
sometimes added to the gravy served 
with hailed mutton, to serve the same 
purpose as capers. They also give a 
distinctive flavor to sauces for fish. A 
minute amount of curry powder goes 
a long way when used in gravy.
