KITCHEN BUILT TO MEASURE IN FARM HOME

Farm  Home in 6 ta U  of Washington— Large
House.

W ork Porch and Pump Near

(Prepared by the United States Department 
of Af rlcultore.)

A bullt-to-measure kitchen In a farm 
home In tbe state of Washington has 
attracted a good deal of attention, be­
cause tbe home management specialist 
of the extension service aided In draw­
ing up the plans. The Idea was not to 
hove a "model'' kitchen, hut a conveni­
ent home for the purpose Intended.

Arranged to Save Steps.
Mr. and Mrs. H. B. Morton are pi­

oneering on a new berry ranch. In 
planning their home us a demonstra­
tion to show that an elaborate struc­
ture is not necessary to make a com­
fortable furmliouse. the state special­
ist proved that a plain building with 
no interior finish except the sheuthlng 
can he conveniently arranged to save 
steps for the farm woman and to light­
en the burdens of housekeeping. Three 
features w*ere emphasised In the Mor­
ton home. One Is the well-arranged 
kitchen with all the working surfaces 
built according to the height of the 
woman who is to use them. Another 
Is the well, dose to the house, and the 
hand force pump which lifts water to 
a tank In the garret and provides run­
ning water for the kitchen and

bathroom. The third feature Is tbe 
large work porch and the hull open­
ing frem It and connecting with tbe 
bathroom, living room and bedroom. 
The laundry tubs, with the hot end 
cold running water, ure placed on the 
porch. It is also large enough for the 
separator and churn and similar equip­
ment. The hull opening from tlie work 
porch gives the farmer access to the 
bathroom without laving to go through 
tbe kitchen.

Conveniences In Every Home.

It Is the aim of the state home man­
agement specialist, according to a re­
port received the United States De­
partment of Agriculture, to urge that 
one of these conveniences he put in 
every farm home. Tbe Morton house 
is one of several huilt-to-meusure 
houses In the Yelm. district of Thurs­
ton county. The district was selected 
for the demonstration of the feasibility 
of mude-to-measure, conveniently 
planned homes because the settlers 
now going In there represent the aver­
age, having limited financial meant 
ami needing a maximum of comfort 
and convenience for a  minimum of 
expense.

teaspoonful each of cloves and nut- 
meg,-with flour to make u rather thick 
batter. Into two cupfuls of molasses 
put two cupfuls of chopped and 
soaked dried apple and one-hulf cup­
ful of raisins; add the spices und sim­
mer three hours on the back of tbe 
stove. For the boiling water used In 
the cake, the water iu which the apple 
was soaked shuutd be used. Mix well 
end hake slowly like any fruit cake.

Ice-Box Cookies.—These are easily 
made, as they may be mixed up and 
rolled one day and sliced und baked 
the next. Tuke one cupful each of 
broMii sugar, white sugur, butter, two 
well-beuten eggs, one teaspoonful of 
soda, one teaspoonful of salt and four 
and one-hulf cupfuls* of flour und one 
cupful of coarsely chopped nuts, aud 
flavoring to taste. Mix and roll Into a 
roll us round as possible, put on Ice 
o r In a cold place over night. In the 
morning cut Into very thin slices und 
bake while the mixture Is still chilled.

If It Is possible to get the liquor 
from well-made sauerkraut, be sure 
that evay,v lablespoonful is used. It 
Is an Invaluable food for the digestive 
tract, and there Is nothing better for 
tbe blood.

Cook ten minutes, then add 
six tablespoonfuls of consomme, #ne 
and one-hulf pints of boiling water. 
Cover und cook slowly until the rab­
bit is tender.

Good Things for Every Day.
A nice luncheon dish for the family 

when there Is leftover mushed potato 
is the following:

Naat Egos.—Tuke two 
cupfuls of mushed pota­
to, well-seasoned and 
made Into flat cukes, hol­
lowed in the center to 
hold an egg. Wrap strips 
of bacon around the 
edge of the potato cake 
i.ml fasten with a tooth­
pick. Drop an egg into 
the center and place 

them In a hot broiling oven, turning 
the pun or cakes carefully to brown 
the bucon well. Serve on a hot plat- 
ter, gurnlshed with pursley.

Southern 8hortcako.—Take squares 
of corn bread, toast and butter them; 
on each pluce a slice of ham, then a 
slice of chicken, and pour over a 
while suuce to which has been added 
one tegupoonful of mlneed parsley and 
one-half cupful of broken pieces of 
mushrooms that hate been sauted In 
butter. Kerte very hot. Cheese may 
he added, hut If so, sprinkle with the 
grated cheese aud set In the oven to 
melt.

Spanish Toast.—Cut up two green 
peppers, u slice of onion, two sprigs 
of parsley and h cupful of thick to­
mato sauce. Simmer tbe mixture until 
smooth. Toast rounds of bread, but* 
ter them und put a spoonful of Hie to­
mato mixture on each round of toast. 
Hum add a poached egg.

Stuffed Onions,—Take good-sized 
unions, parboil and take out the cen­
ters. Chop the centers and mix with 
sausage meat, bacon and broad 
crumbs, or any chopped meal. Fill 
the centers, pour around them any 
good broth, or udd hutter and Mater.

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NEW POSTAL RATES SOON
April 15 will will brlog a nnmber of 

changes in tbe rates of postage and it 
will be well for users of tbe mails to 
begin to post tbemselves on the 
changes in regulations wbicb have 
been made. It is not possible to more 
than briefly outline the more import* 
ao t of ibese changes, but tbe local 
post office official* will be glad to give 
patrons further detailed informaiToo

There is no change in the rate of 
postage on first class m atter—letters, 
government postal cards, o r other 
forms of m atter which it is permissible 
to send first class.

An Important change Is made in the 
rate on “ post cards” and “ private 
mailing cards. (These should not be 
confused with tbe regular governm ent 
'postal’* 1 * * * * VI card, whlob will continue to 

sell for 1 cent.) Tbe rate of postage 
on all postcards and private mailiog 
cards, which must conform to geoerai 
regulations for sise, will be 2  ceots 
each, whether they bear written or 
printed m atter. This rate  will also 
apply to each poriloo o ' "double” o r  
"reply” post cards.

Mail of the third class will embrace 
all m atter now iocluded in both third 
and fourth classes up to aod including 
fi ounces io weight; tbe new fourth 
class will include matter formerly in 
third and fourth classes over 8 ounces 
in weight and not exceeding 70 pounds 
In the first, second and third zones, 
and not exceeding 60 pounds for de­
livery in rem aloing zones.

The rale of postage in the new third 
class will be 11 cents for each 2 ouocee 
or fraction thereof, up to 8 ounces In 
weight, except that the rate on books, 
catalogues, seeds and plants ahull 
continue to be 1 ceot for each two 
ounces, with weigh; limit of 8 ounces

On ail m atter exceeding 8 ounces In 
weight, and not embraced in first aod 
second classes, the fourth class rates 
shall apply and these rates remain un- 
changed except for tbe addition of a 
"service charge” of 2 cents on each 
parcel, excepting parcels originating 
on rural routes, io which la tter care 
parcels should be plainly indorsed, 
"Mailed on Rural Route ”

When it is desired to expedite the 
handling, transportation and delivery 
of fourth class matter, this may be 
accomplished by affixing postage to the 
amount of 25 cents (io uddition to the 
regular zone rate and additional ser­
vice charge of 2 cents), and labeling 
the pictrage “ Special H andling," in 
which eveDt the parcel will have the 
same care and expeditious handling as 
matter of the lJr»t class. The words 
"Special Handling" should preferably 
appear immediately below the postage 
stamps and above the address oo the 
package.

In other words, Negau- 
nee high school teachers fln^ th a t  if 
they analyze any group of 100 marks 
earned hy a number of students, there 
will be, on an average, 6 of these 
marks which scale A grade; 19 which 
soale R, and so on through the list 
until the whole 100 marks have been 
thus apportioned.

The scale of marking employed in 
the Ncgaunee high school Ir as fol­
lows: 95 to lOOHnclusive is graded as 
A; 88 to 94 inclusive, B; 81 to 87 in­
clusive, C; 75 to 80 Inclusive, D; be  ̂
low 75, E. To "pass" in a subject, a 
student must have a grade of not less 
than 75.

Close to College Standard

It will be observed that the  Negmi- 
nee graduates have been quite closely 
"true to form" in their subsequent 
college work, the percentages main­
tained hy them in college standings 
averaging very closely to the Negau- 
nee school's expectancy standard. The 
A and D grades run almost precisely 
Identical, the C grade differing but 
little , and the chief variation being 
found In the percentages for B and E 
grades.

Average standing of 85 per cent Is 
the minimum upon which Negnunee 
high school will base endorsement of 
a graduates' application for admission 
to normal school, college or univer­
sity; in fact, the University of Mich­
igan will not consider the application 
of a student who did not m aintain an 
average of 85 or above In his school 
work. Most institutions now require 
certification of students’ standings, 
and even In institutions which do not 
make it a requirement, students will 
find that their pnthway Is made much 
easier if they have submitted crede1 
tials In this form.

Workers of America announce that, 
despite national prosperity else­
where, they ure conducting a relief 

program on a large scale (or members 
now out of work through strikes and 
lockouts.

Union officials sny that since last 
April the relief has amounted to 
“many millions of dollars." hundreds 
of thousands of dollars being paid out 
monthly, and that it cares now for 
120,(MHi destitute miners and their fam­
ilies In various strike districts. The 
500,000 members of the organization 
as fl whole? they say, contrllmte this 
expenditure, which will he continued 
“until the strikes are won.*’

The unemployment affects bitumi­
nous coal fields, particularly In south­
ern West Virginia, Kentucky and Ten­
nessee. The union dates the trouble 
from wbat It terms the failure of mine 
owners tliere to accept the Jackson­
ville ugreeiuent of December, 1023.

In other years the busic scale had 
usually been adopted throughout the 
industry at large. Mine owners in the 
present strike ureas, however, opposed

the Jacksonville scale as being too 
high for their high-cost workings ant) 
ns one which they could not pay, espe*

Appeals to Nation to Save Wild Birds

N
EW YORK. — The migratory 
game birds of North America 
are threatened with practical 
extinction, in the opinion of 

Dr. W. T. Hornaduy, noted nuturallst 
and defender of wild bird* and uni- 
mala.

Ducks and geese may come to the 
vanishing point In ten yours. If the 
present rale of slaughter continues.

“The doom of our nnnmlgratory 
birds, as well, Is sounded unless bug 
limits are immediately reduced/’ Doc­
tor Hornaduy declares.

“An army of 0,000,000 hunters 
equipped with the most modern de­
vices of slaughter has reduced to u 
certainty the practlnff extermination 
of the game birds If the present un­
paralleled rate of destriietlon eontln* 
u e i/ ' the speaker said. "There hiis 
never before been anything equaling 
the present pursuit of bird life In 
American history. Not even Hie de­
struction of Hie buffalo was mors per­
sistent or widespread.

“It 1* generally admitted that the 
automobile has doubled the peril* of 
the game, because it 1ms placed every 
stretch of wuler where ducks may he 
reported, and every hunting ground 
within the reach of hunters living in a 
radius of 2(X) mile* or mo/e.

“Under the ruling of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture the tag  limit that 
insy he shot by u single hunter in one 
dpy is 25 ducks of *:i kind*, except 
the wood dtick and r j dcr duck, and 
eight geese and eight isrant. The seu- 
sen lasts for three w^iitli* or moru.

“These limits are ino« wusteful. No 
man or ordlnary->ized family can eat 
2ft ducks In one day. nor more than 
one-fifth of that nisnher, and since 
fheir sale Is forbidden in most states, 
Indications are that a large percentage 
of a full bag must be given away or 
become a loss by decay.

The awful limit of 25 ducks a day 
now prevails In 29 states, fatally in­
cluding all the states where the ducks 
find winter feed and where they con­
gregate in greatest numbers In win­
ter.

“Although no hunter gets Ids limit 
every day, and In many states where 
ducks were once plentiful lie will now 
he fortunate If he kills one duck, yet 
In those diminishing arcus where 
ducks seek winter protection and fond 
he often gets the limit by the time 
most of us are breakfasting-

“Without further legal restrictions, 
In ten >cur* our migratory game birds 
will Imvy become so shot to pieces und 
weakened as to he reduced to the van­
ishing point. Unless steps ure tuken 
further to protect the bird* ugulnst 
the millions of hunters arrayed 
against them for three mouths of the 
year, the sluuglitcr will automatically 
make duck shooting a thing of the 
past, and many species may puss per­
manently from our list of game birds.

“I appeal not only to sportsmen, hut 
to all bird lovers, to the women of the 
country, to nil others who ure interest­
ed In preserving our wild Ilfs for fu­
ture gemMiitlons, to act now, before it 
Is too lnU|.”

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Oil and Gas Back 
Pressure Is Tested

Experiments Conducted by 
Bureau of Mines.

Washington —The. result of a aeries 
Of experiments conducted by the De­
partment of the Interior engineers to 
•scertuln the effect of back pressure 
on the production of oil aud gus are 
outlined in u paper by T. E. Swlgurt 
and C. R. liopp, and recently Issued by 
the burcuu of mines. The experimental 
work was designed especially to deter­
mine how fur the gus production of un 
oil well cun be curtailed while the 
sand still contulns plenty of gus, which 
cun thus be suved to do work during 
the tutor life of the well.

"Virtually ull oil men agree that 
*whcn the gus is gone* tbe average 
oil well, except one that produces un­
der n 'water head,' Is practically ex­
hausted," suy the engineers. "Experi­
enced oil men ugree that If gas could 
be conserved and the rock pressure In 
the oil sand thus sustained above tbe 
usuul level, the ilow of gas would de­
cline more slowly. This, of course, 
would result In a greater total ultimate 
production of oil from each well.

"To hold buck pressures on pumping 
wells will cut down the dully gas pro­
duction us well us the total number of 
cubic feet of gaa produced with each 
barrel of oil. The practical application 
of the back-pressure method 1b lim­
ited, however. The amount of back* 
pressure that can be held also depends 
on a number of variable factors diffi­
cult to weigh until actual experiments 
are made.

"The operator who wishes to hold 
some buck-pressure on his oil wells 
and thus delay the exhaustion of nat­
ural gas from his property must con­
sider the possible effect If his neigh* 
hor continues producing at lower pre* 
surcs or at atmospheric pressure. It 
Is believed that under ordlnury clr* 
cumstunces an operator who holds 
buck pressures of more than five or 
ten pouuds on his line wells—If they 
are offn^t at the usual distance—will 
be llnhlu to lose oil by its migrating to 
a neighbor's well t w  is producing at 
atmospheric pressure.

Production May Be Prolonged.
"An agreement between all opera*

fully regulating pressure and deter­
mining efficiency Is paramount. Slip­
shod operating methods are almost 
certain to fail wholly or at least part­
ly. Experience gained In the bureau 
of mines tests leads to the be­
lief that a careful study of conditions, 
combined with frequent simple field 
tests,* would enable un operator to ob­
tain good results.

"Oil and water must be gnuged ac­
curately. The dally gauges of nearby 
wells and of the lease also should be 
watched.

"The casing-head gas production of 
wells or units off more than one well is 
quite as Important as the oil produc­
tion because upon both depends the 
efficiency of the method. The operator 
will have to choose the best method 
available for measuring gas prodoc- 
tlon. Under ordinary circumstances 
the head-line gas production will not 
be large enough to warrant careful 
measurement, particularly if gas an­
chors are Installed before the tests are 
started."

The bark-pressure method of han­
dling wells Is not recommended by the 
bureau of mines for indiscriminate use. 
In many localities It will be practical. 
The bureau feels, however, that these 
tests indicate the possibilities of hold­
ing pressure and Increasing the effi­
ciency of production of oil. The bu­

Charges Neglect 
Children’s Eyesight

Eye Sight Board Find* Con­
ditions Deplorable.

New York.—Fully 37 per cent or ap­
proximately 12,000 school children un­
dergoing vision tests conducted by the 
United States public health service 
were found to have defective eyes with 
less than staiidnrd vision, according to 
a stalement by the Eye Sight Conserve*

tor/liT  rffffid i*iu?x«by everybody held r([||t.r |t i l f  ^ [||frir |, ^ i ,  analys- 
amn» prcHHure would he most desjr- |fl|f the re8U,l8t cuI|)) sucIT tffrinTfcffif
fthle. Under such an arrangement the dunlorabIe Qg c o n s t i tu te  neglect of
rock pressure In fields that now pruc 
tlca'ly exhaust their gas within a few 
years would he maintained at compara­
tively high levels for many years.

"In general high hack pressures can 
he held on Isolated wells, on the 'In­
side' wells of large tracts, or on all 
wells of Isolated tracts without seri­
ously reducing tin* present dully pro­
duction, and without dunger of the 
loss of oil hy migration. Perhaps the 
most difficult case to hundto Is that of 
the operator who has a relatively small 
tru d  on which every well Is a line 
well. Stuck pressures higher than 
enough to collect the coslng-hend gas 
cannot he recommended to such an op­
erator unless his neighbors will put 
on pressure also. If un operator owns 
a lease of 80 acres or more on which 
he has Inside locations he could prob­
ably afford to hold bis Inside wells un­
der pressure and bis lino welts at the 
same pressure, or a little above the 
pressure on his neighbors' wells If they 
were producing at lower pressures.

"As long us wells are not closely off- 
set by other wells producing at atmos­
pheric pressure, fairly high back pres­
sures should not so reduce tbe present 
dally oil production that nn operator 
would not he Justified In holding pres­
sure. provided, of course, that back 
pressure Increused the efficiency of 
production ns well us the ultimate pro­
duction of oil.

These simple tests showed that 03 per 
cent of the children were normal In 
both eyes; 27 per cent were moderately 
defective, and 10 per cent had only 
five-tenths standurd vision or less In 
oue or both eyes,

The report emphaHly.es as most 
striking that but a small proportion of 
children with very poor vision were 
wearing glasses to Improve their sight. 
Among the older children fourteen to 
sixteen yeurs of age only 23 per cent 
of those needing glasses had glasses. 
Only 10.9 per cent of the 92J children 
with vision five-tenths or less wers 
wearing glasses.
