When the Negaunee high school 
basketball team lost the Upper Peitin,- 
sula championship nt the Mnrquotte 
tournament n few weeks n?o, some of 
the more enthusiastic of the fans, who 
could not quite conceive that “the Im­
possible had happened" and that t.hfl 
team which had held the Upper Pen­
insula title for three out of four suc­
cessive years had finally been con­
quered, sot about seeing whether lads 
who had made such a truly wonder­
ful •showing might not gain a "look 
In" nt the state tournament, even If 
they wore not Upper Peninsula cham­
pions.

Those familiar with the rules gov­
erning the state contests could hnvo 
saved the enthusiasts their telegraph 
tolls; but the inquiry was dispatched 
- -and n reply was received. This lat­
ter wrns definitely laconic: "Only Lake 
Linden on tors state tournament from 
your district.” In Justice to the U* *cnl 
school authorities, It should be stated 
that they neither countenangcd nor 
encouraged the inquiry; as for the 
hoys, even they knew better than to 
build auv false hopes, though quite 
naturally they would not have been 
found averse to such a Junket, had 
some sort of athletic miracle been 
wrought. ,

How It May Have Come About
Precisely upon what detail the mis­

understanding was based Is not clear, 
for it must have been generally un­
derstood that wfille Negaunee High 
carried off the Class A honors, it did 
mg win the final contest for the Up­
per Peninsula championship, In which 
both Class A and Class R were enter- 
*1. and in which Lake Linden, the 
C'hws B representative, won a clear 
cut victory over Negaunee. It must 
have also been clear to all who are 
familiar with present rules of the 
sport that the Michigan Interseholas- 
tic Association rules would not per­
mit the* entry of more than one Upper 
Peninsula team In the state tourna- 
menu.

It is possible that the real origin of 
the misunderstanding could he traced 
back to the period prior to the* plac­
ing of supervision of Michigan school 
athletics in the.hands of A. W. Thomp­
son, state director of athletics, which 
became effective with the beginning 
of the second semester of the present 
school year; for the old rules were 
more elastic, and In view of Neguu- 
m-e’s exceptional record It is not Im­
possible that the team's presence 
would have been welcomed nt the 
tournament. But the new code defi­
nitely limits the Upper Peninsula's 
participation In the stute tournament 
to one team.

Mrs. Peter Trudell, Sr., Resident for 
Nearly 56 Years

When death summoned Mrs. Peter 
Trudell, Sr., last Wednesday even ins? 
there was brought to a close a record 
of continuous residence and wedded 
life that few If any Negaunee couples 
can equal. Married In Nogaunoe's first 
Catholic Church In 1869, and with ab­
sences from the city limited to a. com­
paratively few weeks, Mr. and Mr*. 
Trudell had spent practically the 
whole of their almost fifty-six years 
of wedded life within Negaunee’s 
limits.

Lucie Gulmond was horn in the 
town of Lotblnlere, on the south hank 
of the St. Lawrence river, and In the 
county of Lotblnlere, Province of Que­
bec, Canada, September. 20, IS in. Her 
earlier years were spent In her native 
province, and when she set out for 
the Lake Superior region, she made 
the Journey by rail through Canada 
to Detroit, and thence to Marquette 
by boat. She soon afterward came to 
Xegauncc and on November 17. 1869, 
became the bride of Peter Trudell. 

i also a native of Quebec, who after 
(service with the Union Army in the 
Civil War and subsequent experience 
ns a sailor on the Great Lakes had 
settled In Marquette county. Their 
nuptial mass was celebrated In the 
original St. Paul's Church, a log 
structure that stood in the eastern 
part of town on the lot now occupied 
h.v the residence of Mrs. Thomas Pel- 
low, und the celebrant was the late 
Rev. Hoiioratus Bourlon, the first res­
ident pastor for St. Paul's parish.

For several years following their 
marriage, Mr. Trudell was pumpman 
for the North-Western railroad, thq 
water tank being located near the 
Pioneer furnace. Lnter he established 
a new’s stand and confectionery storo 
in the postoffice lobby, an enterprise 
which he successfully conducted for 
some twenty years, since which he 
has not been actively engaged.

The earlier years of the Trudells’ 
married life were spent hi a home in 
the eastern part of town, hut a few 
years after Mr. Trudell becuinc estab­
lished In business he bought property 
In West Iron street which has since 
continued to be the family home. The 
couple's golden wedding anniversary 
In 1019 found Mrs. Trudell's health 
roniewhat Impaired, but shortly after­
ward a innjor operation resulted in 
ns complete restoration to health as 
could ho expected for one of her years, 
and It was imt until quite recently 
that she really began to fall.

Besides the husband, five ehildreu 
survive Peter Trudell, Jr„ Negaunee 
postmaster; Mrs. John Relehel, No- 
gnunee; Joseph Trudell, Everett, 
Wash.: John E. Trudell. a diamond 
drill operator who is now In Calcutta. 
India: ami Mrs. Edward Pauli, Chlea- 
go. Mrs. Fnull reached here some 
days before her mother passed away, 
hut the vast distance precluded tin* 
attendance of either Joseph or John.

Funeral services were conducted 
this (Friday) morning at St. Paul's 
Church by the pastor, Rev. Joseph F. 
Dlttmati, and many residents gathered 
to pay final tribute to the memory of 
one of the city’s real pioneers.

Once upon a time pretty much the 
whole population was wont to assem­
ble nt the union station of a Sunday 
"to see the pas>enger trains conn* ami 
go," hut with the increase in the. 
town's population and the Increase in 
the number of trains ns well, the nov­
elty had largely worn off, even before 
tile advent of the automobile dulled 
tin* edge of tin* populace's curiosity 
as to whom might bn traveling-not 
to mention the crimp the motor cars 
and busses put in tin* railroads’ act­
ual passenger revenues -and  In latter 
years a visit to the station, whatever 
day of the week, has come under the 
head of "a work of necessity".

But the loc*»l station may next Sun­
day tiike on a semblance of its old 
time form, for that -date will bring 
Inauguration of the new equipment 
on South Shore passenger trains 1 
ami 2. The netual shift from old to 
new "duds" will he made as the trains 
pa** through Marquette next Sunday, 
with result that Nogaunoe’ti view on 
the initial day will he limited to train 
No. 1 as it passes westward at -1:52 
p. hi., hut beginning the following day 
the new equipment will he visible 
upon both east and west hound Calu­
met-Mat kinaw City trains.

The new equipment consists of new 
baggage ears of standard construc­
tion. 72 fe-t in length, with roomy 
compartments for mail, baggage and 
express, and a full complement of 
coaches, which with the present oh- 
servallon-eafo cars which are of a 
harmonizing type, together with the 
powerful locomotives now In use, will 
make decidedly up-to-date trains.

The equipment nt present in use on 
trains 1 and 2 will descend to trains 
3 and 4, running from Marquette to 
the Copper Country in the morning 
and returning In the evening. This 
equipment Is vestlbuled, os Is the 
comparatively new oquipment assign­
ed to the Soo-Duluth night runs, 
trains 7 nnd 8, with result that all of 
the road’'- through trains will hence­
forth he of the vestibule type.

IS FAMILY GETTING RIGHT KIND OF FOOD?

Fruits and Vegetables Are Necessary for Family.

(Vrtp»re4 by the  United Slates Department 
or AKrlculture.)

Your family will get the right kind of 
food, according to the bureau of home 
economic*, Trilled Strife* Department 
of Agriculture, If the day’s meals con- 

| tain food from cnch of she following 
groups: (l) Fruits and vegetables; 
(2) incut, poultry, eggs, fish, milk and 
cheese; (3) bread, breakfast foods, 
and other cereals; (4) fnts; and (5) 
sweets. It Is not necessary to have 

I each group represented ut every meal, 
I although (Ids is often n convenient 
' wn.v for the housekeeper to be sure 
I that all the kinds of food needed have 
I been served. Some food from each 

group should appear at least once a 
day. Fruits and vegetables should be 
used ns often ns possible, and If there 
are children, pure, whole milk Is In­
dispensable.

Fruits and Vegetables.
Fruits and vegetables supply min­

erals, vltamlnes, and “roughage" neces- 
sury for normal growth and* health. 
It Is n good plan to grow as many 
of them ns'tMiMslhle In the home gar­
den. The surplus may be stored, 
dried, or canned for the winter.

Meat, poultry, eggs, milk, cheese, 
and llsh supply efficient protein for 
building body tissues, and, to some ex­

tent. minerals and vltamlnes. W hen, 
home slaughtering 1r done, (be meat [ 
supply can be extended by curing or - 
canning any surplus. If a flock o f ; 
chickens Is kept, eggs will be supplied t 
(be year around, and some of 1 he j 
chickens may be used on the tuhte. 
Children especially need milk and but­
ter, and they are equally good foods 
for all other members of the family 
as well. Fresh milk should always he 
given to children if possible; otherwise 
dried or evaporated milk may be used.

Foods Supply Energy.
Broad, breakfast foods, und other 

cereals, among which may he men­
tioned rice, hominy grits, cornme.ul, 
nud foods made of (lour, supply energy 
and sonic protein, in an economical 
form. If some whole-grain products 
are used, they will supply ndneruls 
and vltamlnes also.

Fats Hiid sweets supply energy. 
Enough of each should he used to 
make the meals appetizing, hut large 
quantities of either are unnecessary 
and unwholesome.

Farmers’ Bulletin 1313, flood P ro  
portions in the Diet, gives further de­
tails on feeding the family. It may 
be obtained from the United States 
Department of Agriculture at Wash­
ington, D. C., while the supply lasts.

COCOA BREAD MAKES PEANUT BUTTER HAS 
ACCEPTABLE NOVELTY MANY VARIOUS USES

Addition of Dried Fruits Some Uncommon Ways to 
Produces Palatable Loaf• Give Flavor to Meals.

(P rapartd  by th* United State* Department 
ot A frlru lttire.)

Cocoa bread, which affords on at­
tractive variation for lunch or after­
noon teu, may be made by using ordi­
nary hreud formulas with slight 
changes. Since cocoa contains about 
20 per cent of fat, other shortening 
may be used In smaller quantities or 
omitted entirely. Additional sugar 
must he used to overcome the bitter­
ness of the cocoa, some cocoas re­
quiring more than others. Ordinarily, 
If In addition to the quantity required 
by the formula an amount of sugar 
equal to that of the cocoa is added, the 
bread will be neither bitter nor sweet. 
This large quantity of augur somewhat 
retards the fermentation, thus Increas­
ing the time over that needed for mak­
ing white hreud. Cocoa bread, however, 
when made with the large quantity of 
sugar remains fresh longer than ordi­
nary bread, according to the United 
States Department of Agriculture.

T h e  quantity of sugar may he re­
duced by using some spice or addi­
tional suit. Cars must he taken,

vor of the cocos, and too much salt 
retards the action of the yeast even 
Dior* than ■  large quantity of augur.

The amount of cocoa may be uirled 
to suit Individual tasies. The substi­
tution of one-tenth of the flour hy 
cocoa gives tho bread a distinct cocoa 
color oiid flavor.

All cocoa bread Is dark, the depth of 
color varying with the quantity of 
cocoa used. Aside from the color, 
there la very llttio dlfferen e In up- 
pearsnee between (he cocos bresd slid 
white bread; the shape of the l<it\ee, 
the volume, tho texturo of grain, und 
the elasticity art about the sstne.

The recipe may he varied by using 
honey or other sweetening agents in 
place of ordinary sugar und hy uddlng 
fruits or uuts. The Incorporation of 

I three or inure ounces of raisins, 
| prunes, rousted peanuts, etc., In the 
i dough of each pound loaf of m-oa 
' bread produces u very palatnble loaf.

Philatelist Ever on Watch 
for Printer’s Mistakes.

Washington.—Consider the philatel­
ist; how contrarily he works. Queer 
tlringa have always I een done In the 
name of collecting and nil collectors 
have route to he regarded as having 
rides of their own by which they 
live and operate. Hut nothing they 
have done Ik more contrary lu usual 
lawn (han the manner II which they 
have turned mUtukeg into fortunes. 
Since time was, people have pro­
fessed to derive indirect prollt from 
their mistakes, hut the collector ac­
tually does reap material gain from 
errors.

Where do nil the rare stamps come 
from? For what does the phllutellHi 
value them? There are the old 
•tumps, of course, such uk the post- 
luuRter KtampK of the dtijT before 
there were government Issues, und 
there are KtampK valuable for their 
sheer beauty of design and execution. 
There are the stamps of foreign coun­
tries which have had various pollllcut 
experiences such as the Alsace und 
Lorraine Issues of 1870-1871. These 
arr Interesting as history.

Error Increases Value.
Hut un exceedingly Important and. 

to the layman, surprising source of 
rare stamps Is the error. In every 
Issue of stamps errors occur und every 
cnor lucreases the viilue of a stamp 
for the philutellNt, hut the error he 
loves be< and the one for which lie 
wiilchfully walls whenever a new Is­
sue of stamps Is due Is the Inverted 
error. The Inverted,error is ulwiiyn 
liable to occur when the Issue Is a hi- 
color Job, which means that the sheets 
of stamps must he printed twice. 
There is the danger, from the stand­
point of the philatelist, thut In the 
second printing at least one sheet 
will he turned upside down and come 
out with an Inverted center. The last 
time the philatelic world had a thrill 
of this kind was In 11)18, when the tri­
color Loro stamp Issue was printed.

A young private stamp collector 
picked up $15,000 for the error made 
lu this Issue. The collector wus Mr. 
Kohcy of Washington, a Jeweler 
whose liolihy Is plillatellKin. He hud 
been watching for the np|M>arunre of 
the new Issue und when It came he 
started out to hay a 24-eent aero 
stamp. Sure enough, la a little branch 
post otllce of Washington lie discov­
ered Ids error -s stamp with Its air­
plane Inverted. He bought the entire 
(Nine of u hundred slumps und then

j  called the clerk's attention to the er- 
i ror. The issue was called in and a 
i hunt made for other errors by the 
j past olllce officials, hut no more were 
| found. The other three panes of the 
i  sheet of errors were discovered at the 
| bureau. *
; Mr. Itobey sold his block of stamps j 

to Kugene Klein of I’hllndelplriu for 
$15,000 .jfid (he dealer In turn sold 

; them to K. II. It. Green. son of Hetty 
| Green. for $110,000. Mr. Green broke 
! the block, kept some for ids own col- 
| lection and put the others on sale on 
j  the regulur market. They bring 
$750 each now* and the stamp Is said 

I to have a "good future." Which 
means, hold on to your 24-eent error 
If you have one.

The first Inverted error on record 
was made In 1800 in the 15, the 24 
and 30-cent values. Some of these got 
Into the hands of collectors before 
they were found and called In. An 
unused copy of the 15-cent value was 
sold In New York recently for $4,100. 
and an unused 50-cent value fetched 
$5,500. Stumps, like eggs, are valu­
able In proportion us they are scarce.

In the 1001 Pan-American set there 
were inverted errors in (he 1, 2 and 
4*cent values. These have never de­
manded prices In four figures, hut 
they disappear lain collections not on 
the market.

The 5-Cent Red Error.
The most sensational error that has 

ever been made In the United Ktutes 
was the fumous *‘5-cent red error” of 
11)15. Its value Is not yet greut be­
cause It had such a wide distribution 
before It was called In. The price 
ranges from $10 to $14, according to 
whether the stamp has ten perfora­
tions or eleven, or no perforations ut 
ull. The 5-cent error is interesting 
on account of the way in which the 
mistake cuine about.

When the plates were ready for 
printing u proof was pulled and sub­
mitted to the Inspector for approval. 
On proof of plate 7042, the Inspector 
murked three impressions us lighter

Oxford, England.—Silas Nor­

ton’s house, where William Penn 
preached one of his unpopular 
sermons In l<ks7, has recently 
been demolished.

It Is not to he supposed that only 
four errors have been mude since 
180b. Errors are being mude ull the 
time. Errors of Inks and colors and 
errors in perforating. Down at the bu­
reau of engraving and printing they 
confess to many mistakes In every 
printing hut to the expectant, euger 
philatelist it seems u long time be­
tween errors.

Explorer TelU How Human 

Flesh Is Eaten.

London.—A 'W ref society of canni­
bals** who ronsmue human tlesli purely 
from u sense of puhlie duty is the dis­
covery claimed made In the Belgian 
Congo by K. Torduy, who describes Iris 
adventures among these folk In a 
book entitled "GD the Trail of the 
lhishmongo," Just published here.

Torduy, who In the course of study 
of the Husliiuoiigo arts and crufts made 
a collodion for-the British museum. 
1* enthusiastic about the artistic quali­
ties <»f the Baluhs—as the secret can- 
nlhals are eslled.

The tribe does not profess eantil- 
halisin publicly, and It wus necessary 
to obtain their confidence before It 
waa possible to obtain Inside Informa­
tion as to their rites. Torduy liked 
the Bululm and they liked (rim; hence 
he got behind tin* reserve which has 
prevented the ordinary traveler pene­
trating their secrets.

Healing with the "public duty" aspect 
of the tribe’s cannibalism, the writer 
says: "In every village there are a 
certain number of people who some­
times. simply out of a sense of duty 
for the puhlie good, dispose of Hie 
corpses of slaves and malefactors by 
eating them.” The Idea was that this 
prevents soul* of the dead returning 
»o take vengeance on the village for 
wrongs suffered during life.

This sort «it "public duly" cannibal- 
bin is lomlneted oil secret sts-lct.v 
lines, owing t» unpopularity of the 
praetne wnioiig the neighboring white 
folk. There Is n dlsllnel rite of Initi­
ation. Tin- Introducer of a new mein- 
Iter must first "touch his tongue with 
a piece of pudding dipped in the slew 
(liutnnn). then he will he made to cut 
some of this In liny bits and Dually 
will swallow •  piece of flesh.”

After tills the novice has to attend 
several meetings, und on eurh of 
these he will consume smoked human 
flesh. Torduy goes on: >

"When lie has been sufficiently burd­
ened to the practice by eating the pre­
served flesh used on these occasions, 
he will he given opportunity of be­
coming a full member by usslstlng at 
consumption of a fresh corpse."

The Balubu men are expert weavers 
and the women excel ut embroidery. 
Torduy says they muke beautiful 
clothes, ami the pile of some of their 
cloth 1s short and close, like (lie finest 
velvet. Another cloth is made with 
duiuauk designs and uinong the colors 
used are ''delicate muuveyellow, with 
u black.”

He writes that it is ss sculptors and 
carvers that the Buslmiongo are 
known In the world, and within the 
last few years African sculptures have 
become the craze.

The principal objects produced are 
boxes, cups, dishes, drums, dories and, 
ranking uhovf all, human figures, of 
which the most reinarkuhle are the 
statues of ancient kings.

Truvtwa of the Knights of Colum­
bus have appropriated #75,000 to tha 
rehabilitation work of the American 
Legion so that this work nmy be 
financed properly during the current 
year, while the Legion endowment 
fund Is hdng raised to insure that the 
work shall he curried ou as long us 
there Is ueed of it, National Adjutunt 
Bussell Crevlston has announced.

Resolutions expressing the Legion's 
appreciation have been sent, at the di­
rection of the national executive com­
mittee, to each of the organizations.

"It was found necessary," Mr. Crev* 
Iston said In announcing the gifts, "to 
secure assistance from sources other 
than the regular income channels of 
the Legion to carry on Its work for 
disabled veterans of ttfe World war 
and for orphans of veterans properly 
during the present year. The Knights 
of Columbus, the American Legion 
auxiliary and the Forty and Eight 
have generously come forward to sup­
plement Legion finances for these pur- 
poses.

“These gifts make It possible for the 
Legion to continue In 11)25 to render 
these services, which are no Important 
to the entire nation, on the same high 
plane as it ims rendered them In the 
past. They will also permit us to 
muke the necessary extensions and ad­
ditions to our program.

“The Immediate emergency has been 
met. These gifts Insure these services 
for 11)25, but no more. It remains for 
the Legion to make sure beyond per- 
adventure of a doubt that this work 
shall be carried on effectively and on 
the same humane basis of pergpnal 
contact so long as there shall be a dis­
abled veteran or an orpluui of a vet­
eran who needs our help. That object 
will be accomplished by the American 
Legion endowment fund of $5,000,000, 
which we are now raising throughout 
the nation."

TH AW  HIRES “FIGHTER”

Reported Earthquake Brings 
It Into Prominence.

Washington.—A recent dispatch
from Africa slating that “the Island 
of Port Alexander" had hern swal­
lowed by the sou In an .earthquake, 
serves to bring Into n«wn prominence 
Angola, Portugal'a huge dominion hi 
western Africa, says u bulletin from 
the Washington headquarters of the 
N’atlonui Geographic society.

“There Is no island of Port Alexan­
der off Angola," says the bulletin. 
‘Tort Alexander, or more properly 
I’Orlo Alexandre, Is un excellent haven 
on the southern nnd most remote count 
of Angola, protected by a long sandy 
peninsula. Tills Is a true peninsula, 
well above the water even at highest 
tide, and could not properly he re­
ferred to qh an Island. The name has 
also been given to a Ashing town that 
has sprung up In recent years on the 
nmlnhnu shore inside the protecting 
spit.

Has 1,000-Mile Coast.
“If an eurihquake occurred In the 

Immediate vicinity of Port Alexander 
it may . either have destroyed the 
mainland town or a Kirnill supple­
mental settlement on the peninsula. 
A third possibility Is that an island 
at some distance was destroyed and 
that the news of the disaster, coming 
through Port Alexander, caused the 
scene of the tragedy to  he confused 
with the lutter town.

"Angola covers a large part of 
southwestern Africa. It stretches 
along the Atlantic oeenn for a*thou­
sand miles and extends eight hundred 
miles or mote inland. A comparable 
slice of territory in coutlieiistern 
United States would have a const line 
extending from soutlfenT'Oeurgla 'to 
New York city nnd, excepting Flor­
ida, would Include an area”  greater 
than all the states south of New York 
and the Great Lukes, and oust of the 
Mississippi river.

"This vast region, although It was 
discovered by Portuguese sailors In 
1442 nnd although It has had Portu­
guese settlements since 1575, has not 
been developed to any great extent. 
It was really u victim of the discovery 
of Brazil and the route to India, for 
Into those more promising regions 
was poured ull the colonizing energy 
of Portugal at a time when that coun­
try was the world's leuder In coloniza­
tion. The stream of energy nnd men 
passed Angola by, and It has been a 
■ort of Portuguese backwater ever 
since.

"But there are also potent geo­
graphic and economic reasons for An­
gola's lack of development. With the 
exception of former German South­
west Africa, which adjoins It to the 
south, Angola has the dreariest and 
most forbidding coast of any section 
of Africa.

"Sand dunes cover much of the 
land imm< dlutely along the coast, with 
here and there hare rocky promon­
tories Jutting out of Hie shifting 
grains. Where the sands ure not In 
dunes a scrub grows, hut It Is so 
sparse that from the sea the coast ap­
pears utterly hurren. Where water 
coursed enter the sea there Is often a 
luxuriant vegetation In their vulleys. 
It Is In such long, narrow oases that 
use grown the vegetables and fruits 
fer the few coastal settlements.

"Behind this worst foot which An­
gola thrusts forward is a region of 
surprisingly good ]>otcntlHlltIe*. The 
coustul desert strip extends Inlund 
from 111 l> 120 miles and then the 
country rises by a series of huge ter­
races to a hroud plateau which ex­
tends eastward Into the heart of Af­
rica. On each higher terrace condi­

tions are better than on that below. 
The transition Is from aridity nnd 
Infk of vegetation through seml-arld- 
lly to a reasonably well-watered park 
land of grass nnd scattered trees. 
Much of this plateau Is an excellent 
region for Kuropenns, healthy, cool, 
reasonably productive nnd much of It 
free from the tsetse fly.

A West Coast Transvaal.
'in  the southern portion of Angola's 

plateau is a sort of little Transvaal, 
displeased with ulicn control from 
which ordinary treks did not seem to 
free them, a group of Beers took the 
wearisome Journey across the great 
Kalahari desert and settled in this re­
mote region. Many perished on the 
road, hut those who won through huve 
established solid communities in 
which the Port uglier.; officials have 
granted them the liberty and self- 
government In their communities 
which they ko much desire. In thedr 
settlements, surrounded by houses of 
typical Transvaal architecture, and 
with the great heavy wagons in use, 
one might imagine himself u thousand 
miles away In the vicinity of Johan­
nesburg or Pretoria.

"At several points railways extend 
from the coast of Angola to the al­
most temperate zone plateau.

"All of the Angolu coast is indebt­
ed to the cold current that Imthes It 
for cool sea breezes and In general a 
much more pleasant climate tliuu Its 
latitude entitles It to. But the cur­
rent Is especially hent'fleent to the 
Mossnmedes und Porto Alexandre dis­
tricts of the south. These arc the 
healthiest portions of the const, with 
relatively low mean temperatures, dry, 
cool air and freedom from malnriul 
mosquitoes. The cool current also 
brings to the southern const vast 
schwds of flsh- Ube the- cod, and- -the 
chief industry Is fishing. The climate 
Is excellent for drying fish, nnd a 
few miles Inland are Inexhaustible 
supplies of salt. The region ships 
thousands of pounds of dried flsb und 
much ‘cod liver oil/"

Finds Prehistoric 
Irrigation Ditches

Expedition Makes Impor­
tant Find in Arizona.

New York.—Indications of prehis­
toric extensive irrigation systems and 
dense population unequuled elsewhere 
In the United States Hive been found 
by Dr. P. H. Goddurd, curator of arche­
ology at the Amerlcun Museum of Nat­
ural HTktory, who bus just returned 
from an archeological reconnaissance 
near Globe, Arlz. Doctor Goddurd, who 
will go West aguln to prosecute the 
work, said lfe believed that a thorough 
study of the region would throw light 
on the connection between the prehis­
toric people of the Valley of Mexico 
and those who lived und developed a 
civilization In pre-Spafilsh times in the 
country around the upper Colorado 
and Bio Grande rivers. Doctor God­
dard’s work already has occupied sev­
eral weeks and promises rich returns 
from a scientific standpoint.

In this particular 
ruin the communal house contuln* 
about one hundred rooms as is Indi­
cated by the remaining walls. Already 
a skeleton In fair Male of preserva­
tion has been recovered there, together 
with fragments of pottery and ornu- 
menis of shell and turquoise,

111 the same neighborhood Doctor 
Goddard said that lie had found well- 
preserved HUT ruins. It Is his view 
that a thorough examination of these 
will reveal specimens of the greatest 
sclentllie value and Interest.

Explored Before.
In 1KH7 and IKhH some of this tejrl- 

tory with its Irrigation cunals and 
buildings, was examined hy tla> Hem­
ingway expedition sent out from Har­
vard university under the leadership 
of Frank 1J.
