An especially Impressive feature of 
the evening'* exercises wn* a memo­
rial number, when there were given 
brief eulogies of the two members 
whose names have been -added to the 
roll of honored dead during the past 
yenr—Robert G. Jackson, who died 
July 31, 1924, and whotte connection 
with the order hud been particularly 
noteworthy: and Herbert W. Ander­
son, a much younger member whose 
efforts to overcome III healUi had 
proved unavailing and who passed 
sway August 28, 1924. A song, MWe 
Flinll Meet. But We shnll Miss Him." 
followed, nnd the memorial ceremony 
was brought to n close by the lodge 
standing at ’‘attention" for a period 
of one minute, .as a silent tribute to 
Hie two departed brothers.

Interesting Exercises
The date chosen for the roll end 

was the most convenient one to the 
tooth anniversary of the founding of 
the order In the United States—April 
28. 1819; nnd the program of observ­
ances was n varied one. The lodge 
was honoreod by the presence of 
Christopher Grlbble, of Hermnnsvllle, 
long prominent In Michigan Odd Fel­
lows circles and who Is In line to 
»<-rve as the next grand master of 
the state. Walter F. Grles came 
ever from the Ishpemlng lodge to 
contribute some of his inimitable dia­
lect stories: C. W. Matin, n Marquette 
member, presented n novelty In the 
form df music which he drew from a 
•Vawphone." while another member 
from Marquette proved to be an adept 
In whistling. The Harmony Aces 
from Ishpemlng contributed some ex­
cellent vocal numbers, and ther6 
were selections by Salo*s Orchestra, 
while refreshments were being serv­
ed. Both in go*h] fellowship and In 
entertainment, the 1925 red call was 
voted a complete success by all in 
attendance.

tome Real Old-Timer*
In connection with Its rod calls, 

Iron Mountain lodge has provided a 
booklet each year giving u complete 
IM of its membership: and an inno­
vation In the current publication was 
that each mime wus accompanied by 
the date of the member's Inltatlon. 
Needless to state, the brethern found 
much Interest in seeing Just "who's 
who" among the old timers.

Charles Kleren. of St. Paul Park, 
Minn,, and Theodore Kleren, of Mil­
waukee. who with their sister. Mrs. 
Ch-va Duvinnge. of Marquette, eom- 
rrMe the heirs nf the estate of their 
mr'-nts, the late Mr. and Mrs. C.

Arneth Bros, have taken a lense of 
the Williams building In East Iron 
street, soon to be vacated by Elliott & 
Dnwo’s hardware store, and as soon 
as extensive alterations nnd improve­
ments cun be made, the Arneth drug 
store will be moved to the new loca­
tion.

Announcement was made not lone 
since of Elliott & Dawn’s lease of the 
entire,Quinn building, with the Inten­
tion of combining their furniture nnd 
hardware stocks, now housed sepa­
rately in the Kirkwood nnd Williams 
buildings, respectively.

date next y«*ar the privilege* of ad­
mission of graduates from the Negau- 
ii"** liiuli school to any of the 185 In­
stitutions of higher learning which 
comprise the North Central Associa­
tion. without taking entrance exam­
ination*. Tbs only condition imposed 
is that the student sh*JI have com* 
pleted u list of required subject* with 
standings "distinctly higher than 
Purely passing," and that tills fuel 
shall be attested by the principal of 
the high school.

While the average high school Is 
able to gain * pliu*e on the accredited 
list of the University of Michigan and 
the stole normal schisils, compara­
tively few are able to meet the rigid 
requirements Imposed by the North 
Central Association as to the number 
of instructors employed in comparison 
with tbe school’s enrollment, the «du- 
catinnal qualifications of them# in­
structors, the sloe of the clanses and 
uumerous other details of high school 
work- henee s certificate from the 
highest accrediting agency In this 
section means something, and that 
the Negaunee school is aMe to retain 
thU privilege trom year to year Is an 
honor of which th** community should 
he fuJIy appreciative.

It might even be worth pay­
ing n double set of Hnluries; bat un­
fortunately only luilf nf these cm- 
plnycs ate actually working one half 
Is willing enough to undertake the 
duties, b.it the other half, acting un­
der instructions front superiors, will 
not permit their mates to function.

The situation comes about through 
disagreement between the Board pf 
Public Works nnd the Common Coun­
cil over Appointments'. The former 
body, which because of the source 
from which Its members receive*! ap­
pointment Is pro-Tnxpnyer* party In 
its local political tenets, recommend­
ed n list of municipal employes for 
appointment at the beginning of tbe 
new fiscal year n few weeks ago. the 
appointees being for the most part 
those now holding the positions, nnd 
the appointments to become effective 
on the prescribed dnte -Mny 1st.

Council Declined to Confirm
According to the charter, these ap­

pointments are subject to confirma­
tion \>y the Common Council, and this 
luttcr body with its decided People's 
party preponderance ns a result of 
the las' municipal election, naturally 
did not welcome the nnmes proposed 
by the prn-Taxpayers Board of Public 
Works. In fact, It turned down the 
submitted slntc and directed the 
Board nf Public Works to submit a 
new list for consideration, with tho 
iucvltntilc presumption that If the 
board submitted a list of men whose 
services (o the People’s party merited 
recognition, confirmation would he 
quickly forthcoming. The Board of 
Public Works then sought to com­
promise, hut the aldermen stood pat. 
Meuntime. under the charter rules 
Hie employes In these various posi­
tions were continuing In their respec­
tive places. The Board of Public 
Works having persisted In its declina­
tion to propose new names for confir­
mation, the Common Council, at a 
special session held last Monday eve­
ning. proceeded to fill what It re­
garded as "vacancies" In the list of 
municipal appointive positions by 
naming the men of its choice.

B P. W. M*n Hold ths Fort
The Ik.nrd of Public Works declines 

to recognize the validity of the Conn­
ell's appointments and Is keeping Its 
own men "on the Ji»b". The Council's 
appointee*, anxious for recognition 
when pay day come* around, are do­
ing their best to go through the mo­
tions of filling the respective posi­
tion*. hut their service is of neces­
sity theoretical, for the Board of Pub­
lic Work* hold-over appointees are 
continuing at their po-t*. Thu* or* 
till* Mav-day, the dntc*<jp*ih which 
such change* In municipal service oc­
cur when there is s cleur cut transi­
tion of power from one political party 
to another. Negaunee Is witnessing 
the spectucle of two men for each of 
several municipal Job*. For example, 
wtum »me of the city truck drivers 
clHmhcrcd upon his scut this morning 
und set the ehug-ehug vehicle In mo­
tion. he found that he had usent-mato

the Council appointee for that posi­
tion. Thus fur the two sets of urn- 
ployes have gotten along amicably 
enough: one employe doing his accus­
tomed work, and the other merely de­
sirous of protecting hfs legal rights 
to the extent of presenting himself 
for service In the position to which 
he d*«*m* himself to have been ap­
pointed.

Only a CorpM Wstcoms
In this somewhat spectacular by­

play. the city sexton has rather Hie 
edge on the truck drivers and slmHm* 
employes.

Lexington Plans 
Two Celebrations

DIVORCED AT 13

Founding of City and Visit 
of Lafayette.

Lexington, Ky.—This historic old 
City, famous ah the home of Henry 
Clay, the great pacificator; seat of 
TrnnHylvunia college, the oldeat Insti­
tution of higher learning west of the 
Allegheny mountalna; capital of the 
far-famed blue grans region and huh 
of the horse world. Is preparing to 
celebrate on un elaborate scale the sen- 
qulcentennial of Its founding and the 
hundredth anniversary of the visit 
here In 1825 of the Marguis de l.ufay- 
ette, French hero of Che American 
devolution.

It is proposed to stage as one of the 
outstanding features of the program 
an elaborate historical pageant de­
picting many scenes of pioneer life In 
connection with the enrly settlement 
of the city mid the major events which 
have illuminated the interesting his­
tory during the century und u half of 
its existence.

Another feature will commemorate 
the visit of (tenoral Lafayette here 100 
years ago, on which occasion he was 
tendered a public reception at old 
Transylvania and was wined and dined 
by the little blue grass society. Of­
ficials of Transylvaniu college are In­
teresting themselves In this feature 
'rf (he program and in tills connection 
It is proposed to Invite the French 
Ambassador at Washington with mem­
bers of his suite.

It is also planned to tiring here some 
speuker of national prominence to de­
liver a eulogy on the life, character 
ami achievements of Lufayette In con­
nection with' American independence.

Mrs. W. T. Lafferty, Kentucky his­
torian, who supervised last year the 
pageant In connection with the one 
hundred fiftieth anniversary of the 
founding of Harrodshurg, the first set* 
tlenient in Kentucky, has offered her 
services to assist in. preparing the 
pugeant for the Lexington celebration 
and it is proposed thut many of the 
descendants of the early pioneer fami­
lies, who took part in the stirring In­
cidents of the early settlement of Lex­
ington and the blue grass country 
participate in the program.

Reunion of Boono Family.
Still another feature which Is being 

considered In connection with the cele­
bration is the proposed reunion of the 
Lomu* family, descendants and kin­
dred of Imnlel Boone, Kentucky pio­
neer Hiid mighty Indian hunter. Mem­
bers of the lioone fumlly have offered 
to change its proposed reunion in Phil­
adelphia to Lexington if Invited to do 
so.

A representative of this family has 
written to officials here staling thut 
5,000 invitations Mould he sent to the 
vurinus connections of the Hoorn* fam­
ily for the reunion und that a I urge 
majority of them would undoubtedly 
come to Lexington for the event.

The pluns of the promoters of the 
celebration ulso contemplate bringing 
here for the occusion Frank Wurren 
Coburn of l.exlngton, Mass., and Char­
lemagne Tower of New York to speuk 
at the celebration. Mr. Coburn Is an 
authority on the history of the buttle 
of Islington; and this city, huving 
been named for the Massachusetts 
town. In which thut first battle of tha 
revolution was fought. It Is regarded 
as eminently spproprluie that Mr. Co­
burn he on the program.

Mr. Tower is probably the greatest 
living authority on the life and 
achievements of Lafayette, and an ad­
dress from him would he very timely 
In the opinion of Chairman Wilson.

The promoters of the celebration, 
due to this fact, are considering hold­
ing the pageant, which is to feuture 
the celebration, in this new studlum, 
which overlooks historic Maxwell 
spring, and which has a seutlng ca­
pacity of more than 10,000.

While this suggestion has not yet 
been acted on, It is quite likely that 
the general committee in the next few 
days will visit (he stadium und the 
nearby spring, from which the pioneer 
settlers drank und where they re­
ceived the patriotic inspiration which 
prompted them to give their camp the 
name of Lexington, with the view of 
staging the main feuture of the cele­
bration there.

AST CHICAGO, IND. — “Let’s 
clean up the lake,” Is the cry of 
twenty cities and towns near the 
Iillnols-Indlana boundary line 

whose drinking water tastes like some­
thing piped from medicinal springs. It 
was first raised at the convocation of 
the Indiana chapter, Lake Michigan 
Sanitation congress, held here. - 

I’ollution of the water supply at the 
foot of the lake by sewage and by In­
dustrial wastes from the mills and 
factories of the Calumet region Is a 
much-discussed topic. The congress 
emphasized the idea that the state 
boundary lines do not affect the law* 
of gravity. So far as purifying the 
drinking water goes, it held, the whole 
region Is in the same boat and bus to 
pull togethet,

Factory and mill waste Is leaving a 
noxious heel tnp In Luke Michigan, 
the engineers said. It affects the water 
at the Dunne and Sixty-eighth Street 
cribs in Chicugo and hi areas even 
further north, and it pollutes the sup­
ply of Michigan City and communities 
further along. Arthur E. Gorman, chief 
sanitary engineer of the Chicago 
health department, said the industrial 
waste was a serious problem. It so 
pollutes the wuter, Mr. Gorman de­
clared. that a Alter plant is necessary, 
but the trude wastes are so potent that

they overcome the chlorine until not 
even filtration would kill the taste and 
smeil.

The delegates got an illustration at 
luncheon In their goblets. The drink­
ing water smelled like the backroom of 
an apothecary’s shop. The engineers 
said it was not chlorine but trade 
waste.

"At Michigan City,” said M. K. 
Baird, health commissioner, "we use 
a maximum of six pounds of chlorine 
to a million gallons of water, but the 
industrial waste from the Calumet re­
gion is stronger In taste and odor than 
tlie chlorine.

“With extreme care we have kept 
the community free of typhoid and 
other intestinal disturbances. Never­
theless we are forced to udmlt we are 
serving our citizenry with dilute chlor­
inated sewage."

Michigan City is completing a $030,- 
000 sewer system which will drain 
three-fourths of the city's area\ and 
bus In view the establishment of a 
treatment plant. The Indiana health 
department has set next New Year’s 
as the time when Indiana cities must 
stop discharging sewage Into the lake. 
Gary has drawn up a plan, while Ham­
mond, Whiting and Bust Chicago huve 
engaged engineers.

Illinois Bank Robbers Must Move On

S
PRINGFIELD, ILL.—Banker* of 
Illinois under the auspices of 
their state associations have 
started a battle to exterminate 

bank robbers, drive them out of the 
fitate, or Into the penitentiary. With 
the picture of what Iowa hankers have 
done before them In cold figures, the 
Illinois financiers have determined 
that Illinois shall soon be as hot a 
place for hank bandits as Is Iowa, and 
thecainpAlgn towards that lias started.

Several thousand rifles and revolv­
ers and literally thousands of rounds 
of ammunition will be arriving, pur­
chased from the government, and 
every town In which there Is a bank 
will have nrtned guards on hand at all 
times with a weather eye open for 
bank robbers.

At the same time a committee of 
bankers will appear before the legis­
lature with a demand for a tightening 
up of the law's against hank robbery, 
so that the robbers who are not kilted 
outright may be sent to the peniten­
tiary (or long terms of years.

Organizing the Illinois forces will 
be Roscoe C. Hnunders of Des Ifolnes. 
Iom’Ii, formpr chief of police of that 
city, who organized Iowa’s force so 
efficiently that hank robberies dropped 
from fifty-six in one year, with the

state unorganized, to only three In the 
next year, with the state organized.

In the first year the loss to the Iowa 
hankers was $210,000. When organized 
the loss fell to $2,000. In Illinois there 
were in 1024 seventy-three bonk rob­
beries and holdups of hanks which 
netted the crooks $325,000.

The plan for fighting the robbers Is 
a simple one. It consists of armed 
town guards and revised legislation.

In Iow*a the organization wus eon> 
pleted at a cost of $75,000. Out of 
1,000 towns 781 were placed unties 
guard, 3.870 vigilantes were la the or­
ganized force, and $110,000 in rewards 
wus posted. Purchased from the gov­
ernment were 8.740 rifles, revolvers, 
and HHwed-off shotguns, and 712,000 
rounds of ammunition.

Iowa’s story as told by Mr. Saunders 
is a colorful one. The old organized 
gungs of bandits and safecrackers that 
terrorized the rural districts of the 
state ami made their headquarters In 
Des Moines are gone. Since Iowa 
opened Its rainpulgn, sixty-one men 
huve been sent to the penitentiary for 
a total of 1.2(13 vciith ; six have been 
killed outright, thirteen have been sen­
tenced to life In prison, und only three 
have been acquitted.

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U. S. to Build Prison 
for Criminal Women

Provide for Work in Fields 
Nearly All Year.

Washington.—For the first time in 
the United States there is to be a 
federal prison for women—that Is. if 
congress approves the report of a 
committee composed of attorney gen­
eral, secretary of the Interior and 
secretury of labor, and mattes an up- 
proprlatl m for It. It is to be known 
ns the Federal Industrial Institute for 
Women—the designation “prison” be­
ing In grt wing disfavor. '

About twenty sites were offered, 
hut Alderson, W. Va., wus the final 
selection ond a report to this effect 
was made to congress.

Alderson uppears to have many ad­
vantages over other sites submitted, 
not the least perhaps being that the 
citizens of this and other villages In 
Monroe, Greenbrier and adjoining 
counties subscribed $110,000 to pay for 
approximately 200 acres of land to be 
offered free to the government. A 
quotation of $45,000 has been made 
for an additional 300 acres. At that 
the government would be getting 000 
acres of sultuhle land at a much low­
er figure than any of the other local­
ities offer.

The town Is fur enough 
away from any large city to minimize 
dope smuggling into the institution 
and to ellminute to a greut extent the 
fKWrftdllry of escape.

Another point in its favor Is that 
it is I'uifly near the estimated center 
of federal female crlmlnul population, 
which Is suld to be within u radius of 
a hundred miles of Ironton, Ohio. 
The fuct that the center of federal 
female crlmlnul population is in the 
Koet is somewhat misleading. It may 
tie explained partly by the fact that 
the District Columbia is largely 
responsible for this. The district has 
only federul ĉourts and accordingly 
any offense ugalnst the law must be 
tried In these courts and the sen­
tenced law-breaker automatically be­
comes a federal prisoner. It Is esti­
mate! that about 20 per cent of the 
federal female criminal population of 
the nation U In the District of Col­
umbia. This, however, does not of 
neceaslty mean that Washington Is a 
more dangerous or wicked place to 
live than any other.

Not only Alderson hut West Virginia 
as a whole has been tremendously In­
terested in having this Industrial In­
stitution for women located within Its 
Itounds. The governor appointed n 
commission to help get the location 
«nd raise funds to purchase the site.

Woman Now Sont to Jails.
At the present time women who are 

offenders against the federal laws 
must be sent to state or county insti­
tutions—hoarded out, as It were. And 
It Is auld that theae Jails or prisons 
nre so crowded that often a new In­
mate cat,not be received rnrl) or* :s 
dismissed.

Which­
ever set loses out on pay day may be 
expected to take the matter Into 
court,'where the whole thing will 
eventually he threshed out. While 
this lat»«r course Is bound to be un­
pleasant and costly, It mny prove to 
have been worth while If It straight­
ens out a number of kinks In Xcgau- 
nee's charter which should have re­
ceived attention long ago, hut which 
have been deferred In the hope that 
they would he tnken care of when n 
much needed revision of the entire 
charter were made.

Enjoin Payment of Salaries 
One of the courses presumably open 

for those who fail to $raw salaries 
will be to enjoin payment of salaries 
to those who are listed for such com­
pensation, on the ground that these 
persons were without legal right to 
the positions they had been filling. 
There Is also talk of invoking certain 
sections of the charter which speci­
fically limit the amounts; which shall 
he paid for certain forms of service. 
These amounts were fixed a score r# 
more years ago, and no Common Coun­
cil hns ever seriously set about the 
task of securing proper authorization 
to bring the'wages up to a point de­
manded by altered conditions In the 
cost of living. Charter or or charter, 
the wages were raised to conform to 
the "going rate" In this section, and 
neither political party hns anything 
on the other when It comes to this 
particular form of “stretching" the 
charter.

Please Remember the Public 
So long as the truck drivers, do 

facto and otherwise, were content to 
ride with each other without precipi­
tating personal dashes, and the actu­
al work of the city did not suffer, 
there is little likelihood of the public 
getting "bet up" over the controversy, 
but it is nevertheless a subject for 
community congratulation that there 
Is not disposition, to date at least, of 
making the public an Innocent vic­
tim in the matter of municipal ser­
vice. and that all are willing to await 
Judicial solution of our municipal 
"cross-word" puzzle. The public is 
patient and long suffering, it is true, 
but there Is a limit even to such en­
durance, ami there would come a 
time, if the matter were carried too 
far, wln n the aforesaid public would 
cry "a plague o’ both your houses" 
and take steps which would result in 
a proper degree of attention

of their candidates without the ap­
proval of the Board of Works,

The duty of the Board of Public 
Works la clear, and this controversy 
will not In any way affect their reg­
ular work, for the city charter, in 
Section 3 of the 1905 amendment, pro­
vides, first, that no one shall be deem­
ed appointed until he receives a ma­
jority of the votes of all the members 
of the Board of Public Works, and 
also provides that In case the Board 
of Public Works and the city council 
shall disagree In the matter, those 
formerly holding the positions shall 
continue until their successors are 
properly appointed. As a consequence, 
the present sexton at the cemetery 
and the present teamsters, truck 
drivers, and employes at the water 
works will continue to fill those posi­
tions.

I also understand that the Common 
Council at one of ItR meetings, at­
tempted to Increase the salaries of 
the sexton at the cemetery, and some 
of these other minor positions. This 
of course Is a direct violation of the 
charter, which provides In the same 
section which I have quoted, as fol­
lows:

"All officers appointed by the Board 
of Public Works, with the consent of 
the Common Council, shall receive 
such salary ns said Board of Public 
Works, with the consent of the Com­
mon Council, shall determine."

The Board of Public Works ha« not 
voted to Increase any of the salaries, 
and we believe that under present in­
dustrial conditions, strict economy in 
public expenditure Is necessary.

The Board of Public Works, there­
fore, does not in any way desire a 
controversy over this matter, and is 

.merely planning to meet Its obliga­
tions under Section 4 of the 1905 
amendment, which fs as follows:

"The said Board of Public Works 
shall have full charge of and entire 
authority over the water works sys­
tem, eJectrid light system, sewer sys­
tem. streets, highways and alleys, 
and all other public works carried on 
by the city, and of the employes 
thereof, now and hereafter."

A FEW LEFTOVERS

Leftover flsh seems to be a hard 
problem for moat housewives to use 
wisely.

Baked Chowder.—In a buttered bak­
ing dish put a layer of 
sliced raw potatoes cut 
very thin, sprinkle with 
sliced onion and stewcu 
touiuto, then n layer of 
boiled flsh; season each 
layer with salt und pep­
per and cooked hucon 
crushed and sprinkled 
over the fish, lidding a 

little bucon fat. Moisten with water, 
dredge the top with Hour and bake 
covered until the potatoes are soft, 
then uncover and brown. Use three* 
potatoes, two onions, a cupful of to­
matoes and one and one-half cupfuls 
of boiled HkIi, with one cupful of water 
and three slices of bucon and the bacon 
fut.

Spiced Fiah With White Sauce.— 
Season highly any leftover boiled Hah 
with tomato catsup, anchovy, Worces­
tershire and a little paprika. Prepare 
enough rich white sauce to pour over 
the fish, add two well-beaten egg yolks 
to each cupful of white sauce. Fluke 
the fish, pour the sauce over It and 
heat In the oven.

Fish Cocktail.—Take a small piece 
of cold boiled halibut, remove the sklo 
and hones und fluke It Season with 
suit and pepper. Make u cocktail 
suuce by mlxlnfttogether for each glass 
one teaspoonful euch of tarragon vine­
gar, tomato catsup, lemon Juice, one- 
half teuspoonful of horseradish, und a 
drop of tabusco sauce.

Kedjsres,—Cook two eggs until 
hard. Remove all bones und skin from 
a cupful of leftover fish and chop It 
with the eggs. Tuke one cupful of 
cooked rice quite moist, udd to the 
fish and eggs, reheat, season with salt 
and pepper Hnd serve very hot. Smoked 
haddock or \ililteflsh Is good for this 
dish.

Codfish Scallop With Rice and Egga. 
-Mix two tublespoonfuls of cream or 

tnelted butter with one and one-half 
cupfuls of boiled ilFe, arrange In 
layers with one and one-half cupfuls 
of creamed codfish, finish with rice. 
On top break four eggs, sprinkle with 
salt and dot with butter. Hake in the 
oven until the eggs are set.

Good Foods.
Everybody likes a good potato salad, 

hut why will good cooks sometimes 
serve cold pota­
toes unpalatable 
and unseasoned 
und cull the dish 
salad? As the po­
tato cut Into 
cubes, small ones 
too, takes some 
time to absorb 

the flavor of dressing and other 
vegetables added to it, it Is reasonable 
to let them stand some time In a mari­
nade (thin French dressing) Just 
enough to lightly moisten the potuto. 
With onion, cucumber, a few sbreddeu 
almonds, and finnlly a good highly 
seasoned ilresslng, the'salad will be 
palatable.

Oak Hill Potato Salad.—Cut cold 
boiled potatoes Into small cubes; to 
two cupfuls add one-half cupful of 
finely cut celery and a medium-sized 
apple cut into dice. Mix with a good 
French dressing and let stand until 
ready to serve, then add enough thick 
mryonnulse or bolted dressltg to coal 
each hit of the sulad and serve.

Potato Salad.—Cook imtutoe* in 
their Jackets, to have a good fiuvored 
potato. Peel and cut Into dice twelve 
medium-sized potatoes. Cut one cu­
cumber Into dice ufter peeling, und 
shred the heart of a hunch of celery 
which has been crisped In cold wuter. 
Cut three hard-cooked eggs into 
eighths, then into slices. Mix all to­
gether with u good cooked SHlud dress­
ing and let stand two or three hours 
to seuson. Serve on lettuce garnished 
with a spoonful of (he dressing. If 
wished especially crisp add the cucum­
ber or another one cut Into cubes at 
the lime of serving with u few 
shredded almonds.

Baksd Rhubarb.—Wush stalks of
rhubarb, wipe and cut Into Inch pieces 
without removing the skin. Arrange 
In layers with sugar sprinkled on each, 
In a baking dish, and lutke until the 
rhubarb is tender. Add one or two 
tublespoonfuls of water at first, cover 
und ImUe for a few minutes, then re­
move the cover.

Btrswberry and Pistachio Surprise.
—Soak one-fourth of a package of gel­
atin In one-fourth of a cupful of cold 
water. Add one cupful of milk scalded 
with three ounces of pistachio nuts 
and one-hulf cupful of sugar. Htlr 
until the gelutln Is dissolved, udd 

! enough green coloring to make a dell- 
I cate green. Het the pan In Ice water. 
| When the mixture begins to congeal, 
udd a pint of whipped erentu. Pero­
rate the mold with choice strawber­
ries cut Into halves and (danced and 
chopped pistachio nuts. Mold Hnd 
let stand to become firm.

Lettuce, or some form of green f<#*»d 
should be served dally In every fam­
ily. A child who does not like a let­
tuce salmi may eat a sandwich wl.h 
a leaf <•( lettuce which has been 
1lp|M (l Into French dressing.

MANY VARIATIONS IN 
ROLLS MAY BE MADE

Add Raisins, Chopped Nuts, 
Currants or Cinnamon.

(PraporaO br the United State* Department 
of Agriculture.)

Many variations In rolls may be had 
by Bhaplng dough Into different forms 
—crescents, finger rolls, or twists, or 
by adding currants, raisins, chopped 
nuts, or sugar and clnnflmon. The 
rolls may also be glazed with sugar 
dissolved in milk or with a thin icing 
of white of egg and sugar.

Dainty dinner rolls can he made as 
follows, says the United States De­
partment of Agriculture In Farmers' 
Bulletin No. 11110, entitled "Raking In 
the Home." When the dough Is ready 
for molding, pinch off pieces about the 
size of u small egg. Roll each piece 
between the palms of the hands until 
round, then roll with the hand on ii 
honrd until six Inches long and slightly 
tapering toward the ends. Place about 
one Incii apart on a greased baking 
sheet. Let rise until trebled In hulk, 
brush with tnllk, and hake for about 
twenty minutes In a fairly hot oven.

Crescents.
Roll the hnlln of dough ns described 

for finger rolls und when placing them 
on the'hnking sheet form them into 
crescents, pinching down (he ends 
slightly to hold the shape. Let rise,

brush with milk, and hake as described 
uuder finger rolls.

Currant or Cinnamon Buns.
Take u portion of dough when it Is 

ready for molding, place on a floured 
breud board, and roll Into a rectangular 
sheet one-hulf Inch In thickness. Pin 
down the corners to keep in shape. 
Spread lightly with softened butter, 
sprinkle with powdered (or soft) 
sugur, and strew with currants or cin­
namon. Roll up the sheet ns for a 
Jelly roll, cut Into Inch slices, and 
pluce on a greased sheet about one 
Inch apart. Ler rise until about trebled 
in hulk, sprinkle the top with chopped 
nuts, or brush with a mixture of sugar 
and milk, and hake for about l!fl min­
utes in a fulrly hot oven. If desired, 
these buns may be baked without any 
top coating and iced Just a few min­
utes before tuklng from the oven.

l e i f  of Good Home
From u t’ullfornla home demonstra­

tion agent eotnes this outline, eon- 
tallied In a report to the United 
Slates Department of Agriculture as 
to what Is a test of a good home. Its 
points are worth thinking over by 
every housewife, Hnd her own achieve­
ments should he checked up hy it.

"Good homenmklng must he com­
bined with good housekeeping. The 
home must make for health and effi­
ciency. It must provide good mental 
associations and reflections, for the 
early lmyresslons of children live 
long; it must train for citizenship hy 
establishing Ideals and standards, and 
and must contribute something to the 
welfare of the community."

One Secret of Flavoring Is 
' Use of Garlic.

(Prepared by the United Slates Department 
ot Agriculture.)

The advantages in buying a fowl or 
old tough chicken occasionally, 'or In 
having to tuke out the nonlayers from 
the flock Hnd use them, are that when 
properly cooked the meat may he en­
joyed In a number of ways and it Is 
always useful to have plenty of chick­
en stock on bund. Chicken broth may 
be delirious, or fiat and tasteless, ac­
cording to the way In which It has 
been prepared. One secret of flavoring 
a chicken soup well is to cook a clove 
of garlic with the chicken, taking it 
out when the meat is done. This Is 
practically imperceptible to those who 
have a prejudice against garlic, but It 
gives tone and zest to both the ineHt 
nnd the broth. Lacking garlic, a leek 
or a small onion should he used ln-| 
stead. A small amount of celery flavor 
Is also mi improvement, either In the 
form of the cAoked vegetable Itself, 
celery salt, or celery seed. Cart* 
should Im> taken not to make the cel­
ery flavor predominate over the deli­
cate chicken flavor.

The United States Department of 
Agriculture gives the recipe below for 
cooking u chicken so that there will 
be plenty of wetl-Kcitsoned broth. The 
chicken meat may he taken from the 
bones when tender and served In n 
variety of ways. It mu.v he creamed, 
served a la king, used us chicken pie 
with gravy made from, part of the 
sauce, served as curried chicken, cut 
up for chicken salad, or minced for 
chicken hash, chicken spaghetti, chick­
en croquettes, or chicken snndwleh 
paste.
1 chicken, old fowl 2 or 3 branches

may be used, of celery.
weighing 4 to 6 1 or 2 carrots.
