The three story frame building In 
Iron street, erected In 1305 by the 
late Mednrd Gauthier, is to bp replac­
ed by a modern business block, the 
work of dismantling the v pioneer 
structure being well under wnV Pilli­
ons Bernard, who has occupied the 
present building as n barber shop and 
rcsldenc", will meantime have buxi­
nes* quarters In the Brand building 
facing nn Jncksnn street. The plans 
call for a lorgc store room in addition 
to the quarters for Mr. Bernard's bur­
lier shop, and there will be office 
rooms on the second floor. Tho ex­
terior construction will h r stucco, nnd 
modern store fronts will he provided.

Coupled with tho widening of Pio­
neer avenue, bringing the Gauthier 
lot Into corner prominence, and the 
building of the new* S tar theater a 
few doors to the \ventwnrd, will add 
materially to the appearance of the 
eastern end of Iron street.

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Railroad Threatens to Dese­
crate Sherwood Forest

Washington. — Nottingham Is re­
ported indignant at the proposal to 
run a coal-carrying railroad line 
through Sherwood forest, home of 
Ilojdn Hood, Little John and Maid 
Marian.

"The local protests arise not only 
from respect for a famous legend hut 
because of the abiding beauty of the 
considerable portions of the forest 
which remain,” says a bulletin from 
the Washington headquarters of the 
National Geographic society.

"The early Sherwood forest was 
hounded, roughly, by the towns of 
Nottingham. Chesterfield, Worksop 
and Newark. It never was an un­
broken woodland; it Included pas­
tures. heutlis. and even barren tracts 
with here and there a densely wooded 
grove, its originul area—some 2fi 
miles’ long by 10 miles wide—already 
Is cut through by railroads, and In­
side these older limits today are 
towns and one cluster of beautiful 
estates known as the ‘Pukcrles.’

“Nottingham, on, the southern bor­
der of the old forest limits, is a thriv­
ing city of nearly .*100,000 people. It 
Is famous for the strength of Its ale 
and the beauty of Its women: for the 
size of Its extensive market place, 
the mystery of its caves, the annals 
of its rock-planted castle, and the 
festivities of its goose fair.

“Wiille the castle rock stands, the 
Inhabitants will tell you, their city 
wilt endure.

“At Pnpptewlck is the very cove 
where Boltin Hood and tils merry hand 
took shelter!

Built by the First William.
'T he original Nottingham castle 

was built by William the Conqueror. 
Its grimmest memory is the hanging 
of 28 Welsh boys, whose bodies were 
suspended over the walls so the town 
might see, by order of King John. 
Tlie boys had been placed there us 
hostages for the good behavior of 
their futhers. When the parents re­
belled there was no recourse. In those 
times of direct action, hut to execute 
their sons.

“To tills day visitors are shown 
‘Mortimer's Hole,' a passage through 
which young King Edward III gained 
entrance and surprised bis mother, 
Queen Isabella, in eompuny with her 
lover, linger Mortimer. The queen- 
mother's plea. ‘Fair son. have pity on 
the gentle Mortimer,’ you will recall, 
had no effect, and after a sojourn in 
the London tower the 'Gentle Mor­
timer' was tied to a horse's tall and 
dragged to the Tyburn gallons.

“Nottingham's history spans the 
centuries from the period when the 
Dunes fought the Saxons for a foot­
hold on the Trent, down through the 
meeting of parliaments there In the 
Fourteenth century, the raising of the 
standard of Charles I in Id-12, and the 
dismantling of the castle by Crom­
well's troops two years later.

‘Then the strife shifted from feudal 
to industrial struggles. For Its pros­
perity today Nottingham thanks not 
kings, or generuls. or armies, hut 
Kichurd Arkwright -fo r setting up 
there. In 170», the llrst spinning 
fruine. and John llentheoHSt who, 40 
years later, opened a new era In luce 
oiunufacture by his machines for milk­
ing bobbin net. Today Nottingham is 
famous for Its hosiery and lace.

“Thoresby was the home of Lady 
Mary Montagu, witty correspondent 
und travel writer, who is credited 
with bringing buck from Turkey a

method of Inoculation against small­
pox.

"Rut Thoreshy's most famous story 
Ir that of (he duchegs of Kingston. 
After a secret marriage, at which the 
pursop read the service by tiie tight 
of a tat*er In the ‘best man's' hut, and 
the birth of a child. Elizabeth Cliud* 
leigh and her llrst husband separated. 
She sought a reconciliation when It 
looked as if Lord Bristol was about 
lo die and leave her long-neglected 
husband that title.

"After she had arranged a forged 
registry of her marriage Lord Bristol 
set her plans awry by recovering. In 
the meantime she had scandalized the 
county by. various escupudes—Includ­
ing her nppeurance In an extremely 
decollete gown at h masked ball. Gos­
sip associated her name with the 
duke of Kingston and she confirmed 
the rumors when she was installed as 
hostess of the merry entertainments 
at Kingston house. Like the illustri­
ous Ludy Hamilton she then began to 
dreum of marriage, and she persuaded 
her husband to divorce, her until tie 
learned such u procedure would mean 
his assumption of his wife's heavy 
debts.

"Nothing daunted, Elizabeth brought 
a suit accusing her husband of fulsely 
proclaiming his marriage to her, she 
w hs duly declared a  'spinster.' and 
London gasped when she married the 
duke of Kingston.

"Five years later her husband died,

States in Dixie Land Follow 
Lead Set by Texas.

Washington.—Interest in state park 
systems has Increased greutly in the 
South during the lust year, according 
to observations made In a survey of 
siute parks throughout the country, 
now under way for the national con­
ference on state parks by Its tleld sec­
retary, Ituymond U. Torrey.

The lead in state park acquisition 
and Improvement for public recreation 
bus been taken by Texas, which, with­
in a little more than a year, has moved 
to a position up among the leading 
states In this respect. Fifty-one tracts 
containing 30.000 acres, have been do­
nated for park purposes, und another 
gift of 2K.G00 acres in the Guadalupe 
mountains is expected.

Governor Brandon of Alabamu ap­
pointed a committee to study u purk 
plan so that he may recommend a law 
at the next session of the legislature. 
School lands are very extensive In 
Alabama and might he devoted to 
purk purposes without prejudice to 
uny Income they bring the schools.

Governor Fuqua of Louisiana fa­
vored u bill establishing a commission 
to solicit gifis In Texas, and such 
a mensure will be Introduced at the 
next session of the Louisiana legisla­
ture.

Governor Whitfield of Mississippi Is 
studying a program with purtleular 
reference to transfer of school lands 
for the purpose.

Governor Walker of Georgia was In­
terested lu the Texus plan und a hill 
creating a forestry board and empow­
ered to Include recreational use of 
hinds It might acquire by gift, trans­
fer or purchase will be introduced in 
July.
. In Florida, where the Stute Feder­

ation of Woman's Clubs has been

chiefly responsible •for the acquisition 
of such state parks as now exist, there 
Is a strong movement for n definite 
(>ollcy of increase In such facilities.

Tennessee Is Interested In the possi­
bility of a national park In the “Great 
Smokies," on its eastern border, but is 
also planning state parks, an impor­
tant unit of which would be Keelfoot 
lake.

North Carolina hus lately added to 
its state parks a fine beach property 
of 400 acres near Beuufort, trans­
ferred to the stute by tlie United 
States War department. Opportuni­
ties for the acquisition of a large num­
ber of these surplus military reser­
vations, in the Atlantic coast and gulf 
states, which the War department de­
sires to sell, are now open.

For exumple, swindlers who fleece 
the public through sales of fake stocks 
work by telephone In what is called 
a boiler-room. Telephone salesmen 
are said to "hook the stickers.” Dyna­
miters, so-called, "build up" the vic­
tims und hoodwink them Into switch­
ing from slundurd securities, llrst held 
oflt as bult to attruet Investment, to 
worthless stocks which the conspira­
tors are in business to unload

Gone Is the “gold brick," gone the 
bunco man who struck up acquaint­
ance with prosperous visitors from the 
Interior at metropolitan railway de­
pots In the 'ikls. The get-rieh-qulck 
man of today has Imagination Avoid­
ing the malls as much as |s>ssihle, he 
’•trikes over the telephone and tele­
graph, often to bring down quarry as 
much as several stules away.

These swindlers operate from office* 
that usually are obscure, sometimes 
merely desk room, so cusiomers will 
llnd telephone culls hard to trace. In 
the lurger plants thtre often Is a bat­
tery of as inuii.V as eight telephones. 
This is tlie boiler-room, the term be­
ing derived from the practice of cre­
ating an atmosphere of basiling activ­
ity to Impress Inquisitive suckers who 
cannot tie kept away.

The hustle Is not wholly fictitious, 
the heller husinesM bureau InvestIg^- 
ors have found. Hour 1ft, hour out. 
salesmen with good voices canxuss hy 
wire a list of names sehrted either 
from a secret "sticker's list” or tin? 
telephone directory.

They hook their man by offering to 
let him Imy some active standard 
»tock guaranteed to advance on a par­
tial-payment plan, lie can sell out at 
Jhe rise ami lake a prelit perhaps 
cqttul to as much as he has paid in. 
The money Is duly received, hut the 
stock Is never bought.

An attorney 'n Toledo. Ohio, was 
leached h.v long-distance telephone 
from I'hiladelplda and New York. He 
placed flolfi imi a curb stork here and 
won He was persuaded fa switch fo 
a worthless mining stock ami agreed 
to semi X'J/iUO more, postal Inspectors 
(tabbed one nf the swindlers at a tele­
graph oflirc as he was waiting for the 
remittance. Litter they caught two 
others.

Time und bother are saved If the 
cleaning toolj and materials are kept 
together In u convenient place, pref­
erably a special closet located where 
it can be quickly reuched from all 
over the house. If possible. It In well 
to have on each floor a supply of some 
of the things most constantly uned. 
As far as possible, cleaning tools 
should be put away cleun und ready 
for use.

Brooms, brushes and mops should 
be hung by strings or screw eyes fas­
tened to the bandies so thut the 
weight does not rest on the straws, 
bristles or strings. Another very good 
arrangement for keeping brooms und 
mops off the floor is shown in the Illus­
tration.

Carpet sweepers also should he 
turned so that the weight does not 
come on the brushes.

Proper Manner for Hanging Brooms.

brooms may be washed in hot soup- 
suds, but care must be taken not to 
Jet tbe water rust the wires which 
hold the straws to the bundle. * 

Bristle brushes may be washed with 
lukew’urm water and a little ammonia 
(three teaspoonfuls dilute uiumonlu to 
the quart) or borax (one teaspoonful 
to the qtiurt) and then rinsed In dear 
water. Water is likely to Injure the 
hack of ji brush and to loosen tlie 
cement by which tlie bristles are held 
in place in the less expensive makes. 
The brusti should, therefore, not lie 
covered with wuter, hut should be 
wunhed by sousing tbe bristles back 
and forth in shallow wafer; Jt should 
be dried with the bristles down or 
with the weight renting on the side of 
the brush. The drying should be done 
quickly, but not in an intense heat. 
Drying in sunshine whitens light 
bristles. The weighted bristle brush 
uned in polishing floors should be 
washed occasionally to prevent the ac­
cumulation of dirt and wax from 
darkening the wood.

Mops may be washed In hot suds 
and rinsed in dear, hot water; they 
should be quickly dried. Dry mops 
may be oiled by pouring a few drops 
of light lubricating oil or any good 

1 floor oil Into an old dish or a tin box 
, urfd netting Him mop on this for a day 
1 or two; or the mop nmy he sprinkled 
I with a little oil and allowed to stand 
; until the oil npreuds through the 
strings.

PUBLIC GENEROUS
IN GIVING TO FUND

Marked success la being met with 
la the public appeal for the American 
Legion $5.uoo,ooo endowment fund for 
the disabled und the orphans of th* 
World wur. Legionnaires and the gen­
eral public urc giving generously of 
time, efTort imd money to the fund.

Many posts are raising their local 
quotas for the fund in u day or two of 
effort. At Corydou, lnd„ Commander 
O. A. Keller and his post service officer 
raised the quota of $'150 in two after­
noons by their own efforts. Evunsvllle, 
lad., home of State Chairman Marcus 
S. Sonntag, raised nearly its entlro 
quota of more thuir $15,000 In three 
days.

Indiana was the first state to make 
the public appeal. The mine disaster 
at Sullivan, Ind., to which 51 men lost 
their lives shortly before the campaign, 
drove dose home to the people of that 
sta te  the need of such work for the 
disabled and the orphans at the Le­
gion Is doing and as the fund Is in­
tended to maintain. Kentucky was the 
second state to start the campaign, 
following u three-night radio barrage.

Westfield, Ind., resorted to an Inter­
esting device In ruining its quota 
of $250. A Legionnaire remembered 
that there were precisely 250 pockets 
In the machine gun belts used by the 
Germans In the wur. The belt was 
placed conspicuously In a store win­
dow’. As contributions came In, th» 
pockets were stuffed with dollar bills. 
The quota was quickly completed.

Senator William B. McKinley of Illi­
nois was the first person to make a 
large Individual contribution to the 
fund.

Washington.—FiR^er-prlnt Identifi­
cation bus been developed by the 
army to the polut of efficiency where 
its application at times vies with the 
thrills of detective fiction.

Any unidentified man who has 
served In the regular army chii be lo­
cated In from ten to twenty minutes, 
und his full record laid bare, la thut 
short time a searcher finds him 
umong the more than 7,000.900 men 
who have been In the army since JMW. 
when the finger-print system was in­
troduced. He may have been one of 
the 50,228 Smiths, the 40,101 John­
sons, 28,002 Browns, or one of the 27,- 
938 named Williams. All the army 
needs is his finger print to find his 
record.

Walter S. Kaye, in charge of the 
bureau, says the Indexing has been 
worked out so efficiently that even u 
new clerk, one never before having 
had knowledge of the system, con be- 
giu work as a searcher with little pre­
liminary instruction.

The science of finger-print reading 
Is bused on the study of the curious, 
circling network of all but Invisible 
lines on the ball of the thumb und 
each finger. Examination of millions 
of specimens shows that the normal 
formation is the whorl, or the scroll 
which winds these lines from the outer 
edge In a gradually reducing circle to 
their Inner termination ut the core 
of the network. A majority of human 
beings ure marked with tills scroll, but 
there ure others whose tluger-prlnt 
lines run In flattened figures or In 
complications of figures far removed 
from the simple, euslly-reud whorls. 
The first step In identification bus to 
do with determining the hroud general 
division in which the prints under ex­
amination ure to be sought.

There ure but four main groups or 
clussifications of prints, urches, loops, 
whorls and composites. Each type 
has Its grudatlonal cases. The whorls 
have 1,024 vulues or combinations and 
the  loops, arches and composites have 
euch their respective values to sim­
plify segregation for filing und to muke 
them eusily located when Identifica­
tions ure sought. The evaluation of 
prints thus made hus overcome all dif­
ficulty of deuling with large collec­
tions of finger uiurkings, such as are 
in the uruiy files.

Finger prints, since their adoption 
In 1000, have exposed fruuds, protect­
ed Innocent men from Injustice, kept

Compilation of  Man Power 
Raised by Republic.

Paris.—The army committee of the 
lust chamber of deputies undertook. In 
response to a resolution by the cham­
ber to prepure a statement allowing 
the losses in dead and wounded suf­
fered in the great wur of all the bel­
ligerent nations. The army committee 
of the present chuiuber bus continued 
this work.

The first installment of the report, 
covering the French military effort, 
has been compiled and appears in a 
<J/»*ument written by Deputy Louis 
Marin. As a preliminary to the toss 
lobulations, it presents a picture of 
the entire French mobilization effort 
and the enormous French contribu­
tion to allied victory.

Luclon Clmssulgne has given In an 
article In I.e Journal a highly Inter­
esting summary of the findings. He 
says:

“In 1014 France had under the col­
ors the dosses of 1014, 1012 and 1012, 
^presenting 002,005 men— 817,000 Eu­
ropeans, 50,705 native Africans and 
52,200 native colonials.

8,501,045 Men Mobilized.
''During the wnr there were enlisted 

In the military sendee (outside the 
regular classes) 702,500 Europeans. 
240,051 Africans and 228.080 colonials. 
Including the 84 (‘lueses subject to 
service, the total of men mobilized 
reached 8.501,045.

“The number of officers in the ac­
tive and supplementary services rose 
to 00,000.

“From the ]«t to the 15th of August. 
1914, the mobilization brought 288.000 
men from the complementary lists into 
the active army, iq the following ten 
months (he effort continued, and 2,740,- 
000 men were recruited 'mm (lie old 
classes. dating buck to JSK7, und from 
the classes of 1014 to 1015.

“The picture of the contribution of 
these .‘lasses Is a curious one, and 
proves the robustness of otir race. The 
cIuhh of 1887 hud 244,IKS) men living ut 
the time of the original mobilization. 
Of these. 54,000 served actively (luring 
the war. The proportion increased 
very rapidly. The class of 1807 gave 
a contribution of 81 per cent. As for 
the younger men, they served In Hut 
proportion of 80 per cent.

“The writer of the report follows 
stej> by sti4$ the efforts at recupera­
tion (the riturn  of the ineiipHcilaled) 
und (lie figures pay a striking tribute 
to our sanitary service. For the yeurs 
1010. 1017 und 1018 the proportions of 
wounded cured and returned to service

was 79 per cent. This recuperation 
procured 050,000 men for the noncoin- 
hatuut arms.

Volunteers Total 229,037.
“Voluntary enlistments reached a to­

tal of 229,087, of which 2,480 were 
mude by men more thun forty-six years 
old. The foreign volunteers numbered 
29,790, the Italians tuking the lead 
with 7,125.

“Here Is an important point, on 
December 1, 1918, the list of slackers 
contuined only 42,227 names. As to 
the deserters, 74,898 were caught In 
the interior or nbroud und 7,228 at the 
front.

"Either at The" time when the classes 
were Incorporated or In 'the course of 
hostilities, 1,029.881 men- were dis­
charged for physical disability. #

“The natives mobilized consisted of 
178,019 Algerians, 80,889 Tunisians, 
4 0 3 8  Moroccans, 181,512 Senegalese, 
41/155 Mnlgaches (natives of Madagas­
car), 48,922 Indo-Chinese ami 8.500 
Somalis. On November 1, 1918, 2,840,- 
000 men were in (lie armies. 1,297,000 
in the interior, 1/187,(XX) In factories 
or in reserve and 25,000 on leave. On 
the same date 2,019,000 men were on 
the fighting lines in northern France 
and 227/)00 were in the army of the 
Orient.

“The distribution of the (mops 
shows I he broadening of lie* scope of 
tlx* lighting, on May 1, 1915. (be In­
fantry comprised 1,520,000 combatants; 
in April, 1918, 1,030,900, and on Octo­
ber 1. 1918, only 851,000. The com­
batants in the artillery showed a move­
ment In the opposite direction. In 1915 
they numbered 895,000; in 1918. uoi,- 
IMS). As to the air fighters, they in­
creased in the same period from 8.000 
to 51,000, while the auto service was 
expanded from 18.(MM) to 91.000.

“The number of Ihe nohcomhulanis. 
by reason of our Industrial necessities, 
Increased steadily—from 101,(MX) In 
1915 to 555.000 In 1918.”

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ICE PflTRDL IS NEVER IDLE

Coc^t Guard Unit Constantly at Work 
Qroadcasting Information as 

to Ocean Conditions.

Describing the work of the Ice pa­
trol which wns organized and placed 
under United States management by 
International agreement in 1913, an 
authority says:

“A continuous patrol Is maintained 
by two United States coast guard cut­
ters capable of keeping the sea In all 
kinds of weather. Each one alter­
nately tnbos a two weeks' tour of 
duty and is then relieved hy the other. 
When one of these Ice scouts ap­
proaches Die ice region, It collects all 
Infurnmrion from nearby vessels and 
proceed* to search the area south of 
latitude forty-three for signs of Ice, 
and hroadciiNis Information as lo Dm1 
limits of the lee lo dll approaching 
vessel*. In cnmiectlon with this scout­
ing duty, the lee patrol secures scleji- 
tlllc observations relating to the Ice 
area itml forward- dally reports to the 
wentIter Mirciiii.*'

One of the Ihlng* brought out hy 
the evidence gathered by. these ves­
sels, lie Htatod, Is that there Is no 
truth In (tie old Idea that Die cold 
Labrador current flowing south dives 
under the warmer Gulf stream mov­
ing norfhen-t and coiees up again to 
the southward. When these two ocean 
currents meet, la* claims, the Labrador 
current Is arrested, then tarred to­
ward the Gulf stream and filially 
pulled along In an easterly liow 
parallel to it.

Automatic S'ccrlr.g Gear,
The first American passenger ship 

to be equip|M>d with automatic steer­
ing gear, recently completed a suc­
cessful return voyage to the West 
Indies, under the guidance of lids ap­
paratus. The instrument, says Popu­
lar Mechanic* Magazine, consists of n 
gyroscopic compass arranged to open 
and close an electric circuit con­
trolling the stopping and. starting of 
the rudder-operating mechanism. The 
Instrument Is cnpalde of being set for 
response to different amounts of de­
viation from course, one case being 
noted where the departure from the 
true course was set ns close ns one- 
sixth of n degree.
