Swedish Lutheran Clergyman H«ld 
Conforms* Har*

A pastor's meeting for the clergy­
men In the Ishpcining district of the 
Bwedlxh Lutheran, Church was held 
In Negaunee on Tuesduy und Wednes­
day, when pastors from Murquetto, 
Dlipumlng, Newberry and Munistlque 
were In attendance. These four min­
isters have charge not only of tho 
congregation* in their respective 
towun, but QuisarouN mission congre­
gation* throughout the diatrict as, 
well. The work of the district wax 
reviewed and several programs glveU) 
In the course of the two duys' session.

Thu death at St. Mary's hospital in 
Marquette last Sunday morning of 
Slstrr Agnus Darla, a member of the 
Sisters of St. Joseph Community of St. 
Paul's parish in Xeuaiinre, brought to 
n close n life that had been spent al­
most wholly in religious service, for 
xho was In the tilth year of her age 
and the* Urd year of religious life.

Following the completion of her 
novitiate in the order, Sister Agues 
Darla Shea spent two years in a con­
vent at Kansas City, Mo., and perfect­
ed herself for the teaching branch of 
the service. The ensuing seventeen 
years were spent In the Ishpemlng 
parochial school, followed hy eight 
und six years* similar service in Mur- 
queue und Hancock, respectively. In 
1917 Sister Agnes Darla wus transfer­
red to the Negaunee community and 
had served faithfully as an instructor 
in St. Paul's parochial school until 
Illness compelled her to relinquish 
hor duties about two weeks ago und 
go to St. Mary’s hospital In Marquette.

Tho remains were brought to this 
city und the funeral services were 
held Tuesday morning in St. Paul's 
church, when thirty-two Sisters of St. 
Joseph and a number of the clergy 
from various parts of the Upper Pe­
ninsula Joined In paying tribute to 
her memory. Solemn requiem high 
mass was offered hy Rev. Joseph F. 
Dlttmnn, pastor of St. Paul's, assisted 
by Rev. II. A. Huchhotz ns deacon. 
Rev. Paul LcOoIvnn ns sub-deacon 
nml Rev. Cornelius Hteektin, the lat­
ter a former pupil of Sister Agnes, ns 
master of ceremonies. Present in the 
sanctuary were Very Rov. M. Jodocy. 
Rev. Henry Krohn und Rev. George 
J. Dingfcldcr. At the conclusion of 
the services, Very Rev. H. Bucliholz, 
of Marquette, a former pastor of St. 
Paul's, spoke n few words In appre­
ciation of the life services of Sister 
Agnes Darla. The remains were then 
laid to rest In tho Sisters' lot In Nc- 
gauneo cemetery.

The Ishpemlng parish, wherein Sis­
ter Agnes Darlalmd spent the greater 
part of her teaching service, wax ac­
corded the honor of furnishing the 
pallbearers from among those who 
had been her pupils. These were 
Wilfred pomplerro, Patrick O'Brien, 
Kichuc! Ryan, Joseph Kenny. Edward 
Hickey and John Harrington.

Of the thirty-two Sisters of St. Jos­
eph who attended the funeral, five 
were from Hancock, seven from Ish- 
pemlng, ten from Marquette uml the 
remainder from the community In Ne­
gaunee,

Surviving Sister Agues Darla are 
three sisters who reside lu Chlcugo. 
and one sister uml a brother in Ire­
land. Miss Catherine Hugre, of Chl­
cugo. a niece, came to attend the fu­
neral.

Navy’s Last Monitor 
Goes to Davy Jones

Cheyenne, Type of Ships 
Fained in Civil War.

Washington.—Coincident with the 
dedication of a Washington memorial 
to John Ericsson, Inventor of monitors, 
the United Sfates monitor Cheyenne, 
last of u naval type which gained fame 
In the Civil war, will start ou its voy­
age to oblivion, says the New York 
Times. Its passing murks the advance 
of a new era, and although the last 
survivor of one period In naval prog­
ress the Cheyenne was foremost in 
another: it was aboard her that suc­
cessful experiments were first inadft 
with the oil-burning engines.

It Is from Baltimore that the last of 
the monitors is to soil for the "ship's 
boneyard" ut Portsmouth. For a brief 
period monitors mode the United 
States navy the most powerful in the 
world. Now they have all disappeared 
but the Cheyenne. Even her three 
sister fillips, laid down In 1004, long 
since have been thrown Into the dis­
card.

Machinery Bslow Water.
AU the Cheyenne's mechunlam, with 

the exception of the guns, is below the 
level of the water. The bouse struc­
ture above could be shot away in an 
engagement with an enemy and still 
the fighting qualities of the unit would 
not be lmpulred. The Cheyenne, 
originally the Wyoming, was built for 
const defense—a sort of floating fort.

In 1907 the 'Navy department at 
Washington began to consider the ad­
visability of converting coal burning 
vessels into oil burners. Engineers 
were consulted. Navy officials decided 
an experiment would be worth con­
ducting. It so happened thut the mon­
itor, then the Wyoming, wus uvalluble 
for the trial installation. The vessel 
wus ordered to the nuvy yard at Mure 
Island in 1005 to be fitted with the new 
electrically driven oil burning engines.

Navy officials followed the move­
ments of the ship closely as she began 
a series of test cruises under the new 
power. After two years a final rejiort 
on the tests wus submitted. These 
were declared successful. It was not 
until yeurs later that oil-burning en­
gines were Introduced into the lurger 
vessels. Now the Nuvy dfepurtnunt 
Is taking steps to convert all tire re­
maining coal burners in the navy into 
oil burners, with eiectrlcully driven 
propellers.

Apparatus In Good Condition.
Engineers of the Nuvy department 

made u survey of the Cheyenne’s power 
plant recently and found thut the elec­
trical apparatus Installed nearly u 
score of years before wus in perfect 
working condition.

Because of the coming of airplanes, 
huge capital ships and sleek, fast 
cruisers and destroyers, there is no 
further need *̂»r monitors. The sole 
purpose of these was for coast de­
fense. They were flouting fortresses. 
Not only In America, but in other 
countries, la this type of vessel now 
obsolete.

There are severul reusons why this 
type of vessel Is obsolete. First, It 
can participate In offensive warfare 
only when It Is facing In the direction 
of the enemy being attacked. It car­
ries a revolving turret buttery of two 
12-inch guns forwurd- The remaining 
armament consists of four 4-inch guns 
and two six-pounders. The lutrer are 
too small to he used In attacking and 
nre brought Into pluy only when In 
defense.

Then the slow speed of the sh ip - 
only 12 knots—served to muke It 
merely a target for speedier craft 
more heavily armed. A fast vessel 
with greater range guns could easily 
outmaneuver the unwieldy monitor 
and sink or disable It. The monitor 
type is difficult to manage hecuuss 
most of Its hull Is below water.

Dust Fuel for Autos 
Predicted by Chemist

New York.—W. A. Noel, an 
engineer of the bureau of chem­
istry of the Department of Agri­
culture, demonstrated the ex­
plosive power of dust here re­
cently and declared that auto­
mobiles might be using dust for 
fuel within a short time.

The dust must consist of car­
bonaceous purtlcles. It will not 
he sufficient merely to suck Into 
the cylinders the roud dust cre­
ated by the motor car, but the 
dust must be such as collects on 
many factory floors, constituting 
un explosion hazard.

Dust from sugur, cocoa, cinna­
mon, leuther, flour, rubber, ui <- 
nutn or wood would be suitable, 
Mr. Noel said.

Kite Story Is Proved 
by Franklin Letter

Authenticity Revealed in 
Recently Found Epistle.

Cincinnati.—Lately Amerlcun his­
torians have been bombing the story 
of the flight of Henjumln Franklin's 
electricity-detecting kite. They liuve 
attempted to relegate the legend to the 
Junk heap of historical fallacies. Their 
claim bus been thut, had Frunkllu tried 
the experiment, he would have been 
electrocuted und burned to a crisp- 
brown crust.

Hut a book has been discovered, 
piled with 12,000 other volumes In u 
garage storeroom owned by the Cin­
cinnati public library, containing u 
letter written by Franklin himself ou 
the experiment und Its results. The 
volume Is u compendium of many let­
ters written by Franklin and members 
of the Uoyul Scientific society of Lon­
don.

Failed to Nam« Place.
While the story bunded down placed 

the scene of the trial at the tower of 
old Christ church In Philadelphia. 
Franklin fulls to mention the locullty. 
It is also evident that he laid uo in- 
tentiu# of attracting lightning to tils 
kite, but thut he merely wanted to 
prove the presence of electrlcul energy 
in the utmosphere during u thunder­
storm.

The letter wus written prohuhly In 
1752. Ills observations und Instruc­
tions follow:

"Make a cross of two light strips of 
cedar, the arms so long us to reach 
the four corners of a large silk hand­
kerchief when extended; tie the cor­
ners of the handkerchief to the ex­
tremities of the cross, so you huve the

European Types of
Hats Replace Fez

■---------------

Changes in Headgear in 
Turkey Significant

Washington.—“Hats end history are 
fiot coupled In most people’s minds." 
says a bulletin from the Washington 
headquarters of the National Geo* 
graphic society anent the recent ef- 
forts of Turkish leader* to have the 
fez replaced by Euro; worn types of 
lists, “but In Turkey radical changes 
In tyi*>s of heud coverings have 
marked important historical develop* 
men's.

“When the Ottoman Turks come 
down out of Central Aslu us rough rid 
Ipg plulnstnen they ure believed to 
have worn the high, soft cap of as­
trakhan wool known as the kalpak— 
a sort of little brother to the drum- 
major's fuzzy, towering head piece of 
toduy. The Turks have shown a ten 
dency to tuke their reforms by sud­
den si'Urti, holding tenaciously to tho 
latest Innovation between times. Be­
fore long after their arrival In south­
ern Asia they hud goue over bodily 
to the turban of that region, and this 
remained the characteristic Turkls 
heudgear for many centuries.

Turban Told Rank,
“The turban became the complex 

badge of rank and even profession In 
Turkey at the height of Its power. 
From the snow-white turhuns of the 
Moslem ecclesiastical dlgnlturles und 
the huge piles with distinctive stripes 
and shapes of the grand vizier and 
lesser pollth'ul lights, these head cov­
erings runged down to the dirty 
cloths wound round the heads of the 
peasant*. Every good Turk during 
this era had the profoundest contempt 
for things European and the hat whs 
the budge of the Infidel. One of the 
greatest Insults that could be offered 
to a Turk who had shown too great 
friendliness toward 'Franks' was to 
nail a hat to his door.

'The fez, which has been associated 
In tlie minds of ^he last few genera 
tlons with all things Turkish, came as 
one of the audden Turkish reforms 
relatively a short time ago. Sultan 
Mahmoud II, who ruled during the 
wrly yeurs of the Nineteenth century,

wished, like Peter the Great of Rus­
sia, to modernize his people and turn 
their thoughts from Asia. He decreed 
that his people should ubundon the 
turban and wear the fez, doubtless In­
fluenced by the fact that the latter Is 
at once more modish and more con­
venient. H t coupled the fez with the 
introduction of the frock coat for his 
courtiers and the well-dressed young 
Turk in generul, and wus cursed 
roundly by most of his people as 'the 
infidel sultuu.’ The use of the fez 
continued, however, to such good ad­
vantage that within a generation or 
so it was looked upon by the outside 
world, and no doubt by most Turks, 
as the distinctive age-old Turkish 
heud covering.

8r)m« interfered With Prayer.
“Why Muhmoud settled on the fez 

as the purtlculur type of head cover­
ing to replace the turban Is hard to 
understand. Most of his reforms 
looked toward westernization. But 
something very like the fez was worn 
by the ancient Assyrians and Hittltes, 
and It is supiHised to have come down 
to modern times through tiie Byzun- 
tlnes and the Greeks. One thing in 
its fuvor was Its lack of h brim. So 
long as the Turk's were devout Mos­
lems, practicing their prostrations at 
prayer time, brims were not permis­
sible, since they Interfered with the' 
touching of the forehead to the 
ground.

“After the World war, when a revo­
lution hecume successful In Turkey, 
the lenders ut first turned hnck to the 
ancient kalpuk of the original Turks. 
This head covering became populur ns 
signifying a return to tne virtues of 
tlie old stock und was worn by all 
people of prominence in the new re­
gime.

“Like all the other changes In heud 
coverings, the most recent move In 
favor of the straw und fedoru of west­
ern Europe has its significance. The

Ancient “Strong Box”
Hob Intricate Lock

Heave to, reader, and take a look at 
an old sea chest. One that any old-time 
pirate In good standing would have 
given three yards of his mustache to 
possess.

It rests Jo the front room of the 
home of F. S. Allen of Los Angeles. 
Mr. Allen devotes his time to collect­
ing antiques and when he saw this old 
Iron chest over In Italy he bought 1L

It’s a battered old box made of Iron. 
It was brought up from the bottom of 
the Mediterranean sea, where ft re­
posed hundreds of years. As far as 
Mr. Allen can trace Its history, the 
chest apparently was on board one of 
the ships that made up a Spanish ar­
mada of sixteen ships that went 
down In a storm In the Straits of 
Messina, In 1258. Mr. Allen discovered 
It among a lot of other curios in the 
Saa Muteo monastery up in the hills 
buck of Naples.

It bus a lock on It that spreads all 
over the under side of the lid like a big 
metul spider web. When the lid is 
shut there are a couple of hasps that 
come down on the front side of the 
chest, through which a big iron bar Is 
run aud a padlock attached.

You remove the big padlock, undo 
the hasps and lift, but your lift doesn’t 
get you anywhere. The lid won’t 
come up. If you are clever enough you 
discover that one of the rivet heads on 
top of the chest moves on a spring, 
revealing n big keyhole. You insert 
the key, give her a twist and eleven 
bolts are sprung back, releasing the 
lid. There Is a dummy keyhole on the 
front side of the client. It was put 
there to tease the pirates.—Los An­
geles Times.

MAILING FOREIGN PARCELS

Time to Get Christmas Remembrances 
8tarted

The UnitedStates postal authorities 
recommend that Immediate consider­
ation be given to the making and pur­
chasing of Christmas Rifts by all who 
contemplate mailing such holiday re­
membrances to their friends and rela­
tives In foreign countries.

People who have In mind the send­
ing of gifts to “the old country” will 
pcrhnps save themselves consldornblo 
time and trouble if they will make in­
quiries at the local post office before 
the purchase and make-up of such 
gifts. Bach country has its own par­
ticular list of prohibited articles and 
specific regulations as to weight, size, 
etc., of parcels.

The time when such parcels should 
he started on their way from Neguu- 
nee depends on the distance to he cov­
ered. For Inslanee, parcels to British 
India should he nmilud at otufc; while 
December 1 will do for mailings to 
Finland.

Somehow or other an Impression is 
prevalent that parcel post rates to 
foreign countries ure high, but such 
Is not the case, for In many Instances 
the rate Is but 14 cents a pound, 
which Is the maximum domestic rate 
from Negaunee to the most distant 
points In the states and possessions. 
The Increased amount of foreign par­
cel post dispatched from Negaunce 
postolflcc from year to year would In* 
dlcato n steadily growing appreciation 
of the facilities afforded by this 
brunch of the postal service.

Colet had each twenty-two children; In 
tiie one case only ten grew up, In the 
other only the dean. The parents of 
Philip Doddridge, the original author 
of the second “Paraphrase,” had twenty 
children, but only Philip nnd a sister 
survived their Infancy.

Thomas Gray, the poet, was the sole 
survivor of twelve. Of the fifteen chil­
dren of the earl and countess of Bridge- 
water, fumed In connection with 
Milton's “Comus,” five died young. Of 
the twelve children of Richardson, 
the novelist, all died young except 
four. Three of Ebenezer Erskine's 
ten children died hi two months, and 
later he lost Ids favorite daughter.

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VARIOUS WAYS OF
USING SOY BEANS

Appreciated for Their High 
Food Value.

(Prepared by the United State* Department 
e f Agriculture.)

Soy beans have long been a staple 
food product In the Orient. As they 
are becoming better known In this 
country, and appreciated for their high 
food value, people are beginning to 
Inquire as to the best ways of cooking 
them. The United States Department 
of Agriculture says that the yellow, 
brown and green varieties of soy beans 
are excellent for use as green vege­
tables, and can be cooked like Uma 
beans or any other of the varieties of 
beuns used green. Dried soy beans 
can be prepured in much the same way 
as navy and other dried beans. The 
so.v beans, however, require longer 
gouklng and much more cooking tlmn 
the familiar varieties of beaus. Dither 
a pressure cooker or a flreless cooker 
can be used to udvuntuge, therefore, 
in cooking them. In general, dried suy 
beans need to be soaked 24 hours and 
cooked for at least 2 hours. The time 
varies considerably with the dryness 
of tlw* bean and Its variety. It is bet­
ter to simmer any soy beans than to 
boil them rapidly. Since the soy bean 
is very rich in fat. It does not require 
Additional fat iu cooking, but some 
persons prefer to odd a little meat fat 
or butter because of the flavor.

Roasted soy beans are somewhat 
like roasted peanuts in flavor. Soak 
the beans over night. Boll them for one 
hour in salted water. Spreud In a 
shallow pan, and roast in a moderate 
oven. Sprinkle them with salt while 
they are still warm.

The following recipes suggest uses 
for boiled eoy beans:

8oy Bean Loaf.

2 cupfuls boiled 114 tablespoonfuls 
eoy beans flour

I cupful bread H t e a s  poo nful 
crumbs curry powder

1 cupful chopped 1 teaspoonful salt 
cooked celery tt cupful milk

Scald the milk, add the flour which 
has been mixed with a little of the 
milk, und stir until thick. Mash or 
grind the soy beans; mix with the cel­
ery, thickened milk and seasoning* 
and form into a loaf. Bake In a mod­
erate oven.

Soy Bean Vegetable Soup.

2 cupfuls boiled cupful chopped
•oy beans celery

2 cupfuls strained 2 teasp o o n fu ls  
tomato pulp onion juice

2 cupfuls water 1 teaspoonful salt
H tc a s p o o n fu l  2 tablespoonfuls 

pepper flour

Cook the celery in the water until 
tender. Add the tomatoes, bean pulp, 
and scusoniugs to the celery. Add the 
flour which has been mixed with a lit­
tle water, and cook for twenty min­
utes.

Use for Leftovers
When you huve two or three vege­

tables left over, even though there l* 
but Just a spoonful or two of each, 
combine them into n macedoine salad 
or a potato harlequin,

Provide Canned Corn to 
Help Out During Winter

Every housekeeper likes to have a 
few jars of canned corn among her 
reserve supplies, especially if the corn 
is grown in the home garden, but many 
do not feel quite confident about can­
ning it properly. The United States 
Department of Agriculture says that 
corn can be safely and successfully 

.canned at home If a steam pressure 
canner Is used. Corn Is one of the non- 
acid vegetables which should be proc­
essed at a temperature higher than 
212 degrees Fahrenheit which Is only 
possible under steam pressure.

The corn should, of course, be as 
fresh us possible when canned. Handle 
it within two hours after picking, If 
possible. To prepare U for canning, 
cut It from the cob without precook­
ing. Add half as much boiling wuter 
as corn by weight and heat thoroughly. 
Pack It hot In the Jars, add one tea­
spoonful of salt to each quart, and 2 
teaspoonfuls of Uigur If desired. Ad­
just the sprlngw half way, or place 
screw tops on loosely, and completely 
seal tin cans before placing them In 
the ennner, which should be hot. Proe* 
ess SO minutes at 15 pounds pressure, 
or 250 degrees Fahrenheit.

In using the pressure canner, wait 
until steam flows fully from the pet 
cock before closing; otherwise the 
pressure Is no Indication of the tem­
perature. Commence to count the time 
when the pressure readies the desired 
point, not before.

Seal' glass jars as soon as removed 
from the canner. The texture of prod­
ucts In tin Is removed If the cans 
are cooled quickly by plunging In cold 
water. All cans and Jars should be 
so murked that each lot can be Identi­
fied. Keep them ut rftom temperature 
for at least a week. Discard any 
showing signs of spoilage and watch 
others of the same lot until It Ib cer­
tain that they ure keeping.

Homemade Soap Is Much 
Harder Thim Store Kind

Perhaps you have wondered why 
some of your neighbors bother to muke 
home-made soap when It can be pur­
chased so easily. As families increase 
In size. Soap bills usually get to he 
quite an item, and home soup making 
will save S5 to $10 a year. ,

If you will save your grease and 
inent srrnps you will be uble to make 
dozens of hars of fine white tionp. If 
you follow carefully the recipe on the 
lye label or one in the manufactur­
er's booklet, you will have splendid 
success You will find that home- 
nmde soap is much harder and does 
not wash away so quickly as store 
soap.

Waste grease, ns a rule, Is of no 
value whatsoever except for soap mak­
ing. When u sufficient quantity has 
been saved to combine with six cans 
of highest-test lye, you can make do­
mestic soup at a cent a bar. On the 
basis mentioned you would huve more 
tlmn a hundred bars of pure soup, 
which would last the average fumlly 
one year and would be worth over $fl. 
If you try it once yourself you will 
be very much pleased with the results 
obtained.

Where there Is not morn 
for u kitchen cabinet the closet e«n 
be mude to serve Instead. With the 
shelf up, the door can be shut and 
the contents of the- closet concealed 
effectively. The farmer's wife In 
Wythe county, Va., who planned this 
Ingenious use of a closet entered her 
kitchen In the county better kitchen 
.■•nntest, under the terms of which each 
'•ontimtnnt Ana to make the most Im­
provement possible ftir the least out- 
Isy. The contest was carried on under 
the co operative direction of the Unit­
ed States Department of Agriculture 
and the Virginia Polytechnic Institute.

The closet was fitted up with a 
hinged drop shelf which rest' d when 
down on an extension leg. The equip- 
mem and materials for baking were 
Trooped fogefher In front «f the shelf, 
sod v high stool was placed near

by, reudy for use. Groceries were kept 
on the shelves nhove. In carton*, glass 
Jars, or other newt, tight, containers. 
Whatever could be bung up was placed 
on mills, on the door or the edges of 
the shelves. Cook hooks were kept In 
a rack on the door.

A dish closet with a drop shelf close 
to the stove Is a convenient place to 
keep cups and saucers, pitchers, 
bowls, or uny other dishes thut are 
often filled directly from the stove. 
When there Is no need of using the 
shelf It Is held up with a small wooden 
ctitclh

A homemade cabinet has a shelf, 
which Is really a biscuit hoard. Chain* 
bold It in place, and tbe tilting bins 
for ft >ur and men! are also held by 
chains. The bins go buck and the 
shelf drops down when no! In use. cov­
ering the pot closet below. Tbe sums 
Idea could be followed imddc a closet. 
Precautions should he taken In any 
case to make the bins mouse and In- 
sect proof by fitting them with tight 
covers.
