the world, titles and characteristics 
i-nd works, which can only be applied 
to or performed by one possessing the 
Divine Nature.

Isaiah, -will illustrate my point. "God 
isaia*, will illustrate my point. “God 
Himself will come and save you. Then 
shall the eyes of the blind be opened, 
and the ears of the deaf shall be un­
stopped. Then shall the lame man 
leap as a hart and the -tongue of the 
dumbshatl be free’ (Isaiah, xxxv, 4-6). 
dumb shall be free” (Isaias, xxxv, 4-6). 
There can. therefore, be no doubt that 
the prophets of old looked upon the 
future Messiah as none other than 
God.

Now. Our Lord Jesus Christ fulfilled 
In Himself all the ancient prophecies, 
and united in His own person all the 
characteristics ascribed to the Mes­
siah. How often do we read In the 
New Testament such passages as: 
“This day* Ls this Scripture fuJfilJed in 
your years." How, then, can the 
Scriptures be fulfilled". “Have you 
never read in the Scripture*,’’ etc., 
prefacing some beautiful sermon, or 
impressing some wonderful miracle 
upon the unbelieving Scribes and 
Pharisoes. The time of Christ’s com­
ing, the events of his life, private and 
public, the sad yet wonderful story of 
Hls Passion and Death, correspond In 
d«ite and circumstances with what the 
Prophets foretold of the Messiah. 
There can be no doubt therefore, that 
Jesus Christ Is truly the Messiah 
promised to the world, the expected 
Saviour of the Nations. But the Mes­
siah was. foretold as one

having power, and not as the Scribes, 
and Pharisees." Such moral perfec­
tion as was manifest in the every' ac­
tion of Jesus Christ does away with 
the charge of trickery or deception 
hurled at Him by Hls enemies then, 
and by our modern atheists now.

Divine Authority for Miracles
Christ’s miracles were numerous, 

public, marvellous and incontestable. 
They were never performed for mere 
personal gain. All were performed in 
the name of God. whom He called His 
Father, either to prove the Divinity 
of Hls Mission, and the truth of His 
words, or else to relieve the Infirmi­
ties of the people. He did no miracle 
merely to satisfy vulgar curiosity, as 
Herod learned only too well during 
Christ’s passion.

Hte Prophecies are dear, precise 
and give circumstances and detail*, 
beyond all mere human foreknowl­
edge. They have been accomplished 
and continue to be so under our very 
eyes. It is impossible in face of such 
a manifestation of divine power and 
foreknowledge to charge Him with 
imposition.

It is well for us. to understand the 
scriptural grounds on which that be­
lief is based, that we may be able al­
ways to give an account of the Faith 
that Us in us. Understanding these 
reasons and realizing the Divine Na­

The Rev. L. E. Lennox Passed Away 
at Daughter’s Home

The Rev. Lambert E. Lennox, who 
held a Methodist Episcopal pastorate 
in Negaunee in the 80’s, died on March 
1st, during a visit to hls daughter, 
Mrs. Garrett Pyrrell. at Calx>t, Pa. 
The Rev. Mr. Lennox had attained tin* 
age of 80 and had served as a Meth - 
odist clergyman in Michigan for forty 
years, finally retiring from the minis­
try in 1917. Among hls activities was 
that of being superintendent of tb* 
Big Rapids district In 1894 to 1899. 
followed by an extended term as sec­
retary °f the Michigan Conference 
Claimants’ Endowment Fund before 
his retirement in 1917.

The Rev. Mr. Lennox was a native 
of Canada, where he received hls pre­
paratory education and afterward pur­
sued theological studies in Boston. 
After completing his theological 
studies in 1876, he was appointed on 
the White Rock circuit for two years;

the Conference of Ann Arlx>r. He was 
pastor of the Church of Detroit in the 
early 80’s and then was appointed to 
the Negaunee M. EL pastorate in Sep­
tember, 1881; followed by a pastorate 
at Houghton; ami various pastorates 
ii. Ix>wer Michigan. His ministry 
was interrupted by terms at Victoria 
University in Toronto and at Boston 
University.

The Rev. Lennox, who was a friend 
of Henry Wadsworth Longfellow and

' Toronto.

Figuratively, they 
are worlds apart.

The princess sailed recently from 
j  New York for Germany with one dom- 
•x Inant hope— to see her boy, now an 
| officer of Hitler's storm trooper*. The 
j present regime quickly frowned on 
her attempts to meet Prince Alexan­
der.

Then she sought out old friends, 
i once powerful court Intimates at Pots- 
i dam, to whom she appealed. Their 
! efforts, too, in her behalf were fruit­
less. A direct appeal to the Nazi 

j lender brought a curt and final "No." 
i Discouraged over wee,.« of pleading 
' with the highest powers in the Hitler 
government, Alexandra finally gave up 
and with her husband sailed for Copen­
hagen, an impoverished artist and a 
broken-hearted mother.

Refore Princess Alexandra came to 
America she had lived In a simply 
furnished flnt In Munich, doing her 
own housework.

Divorced by Wilhelm.
Previously Alexandra Victoria had 

been divorced by Prince Wilhelm- 
soon after the Kaiser’s flight to Hoi- 

, land. Her ex-husband was awarded 
■ custody of their child—now the twen­
ty-one-year-old prince so prominently 
mentioned as Hitler’s personal choice 
for the regency.

Two years later, the Princess mar­
ried Commander Reumann, then in the 
German naval service, but a scandal 
in high naval circles shortly afterward 
led to bis resignation. Then It was 
that the pair, ostracized and virtually 
penniless, went to Munich. Rut suc­
cess did not attend the princess’ ef­
forts to make a living with her brush, 
and with her husband she came to 
New York's Rohemlan quarter to live.

Seven years pnssed—among them 
America's depression years—and there 
were periods in which Alexandra and 
her husband waged & struggle against 
outright poverty.

The economic readjustment through 
which we have been passing has been 

characterized b y 
some writers as a 
bloodless revolu­
tion. While the 
term revolution 
may seem a bit 
harsh, In the final 
analysis that Is 
Just exactly what 
has occurred. We 
are gradual ly 
emerging out of a 
revolution, which 
had it occurred 
some fifty or a hun­
dred years ago 
could easily have 

been accompanied with all the horrors 
of bloodshed. Every person, regard­
less of his social or economic status, 
has been compelled to suffer severe 
loxs. This has not only been financial 
but In many cases has involved the 
Impairment of health. The rich man 
of yesterday has become the poor man 
of today. Much of the real suffering 
will never be adequately apprehended 
for the reason that pride forbids pub­
licity.

The astounding fact Is that all this 
tremendous burden, plus the risk and 
strain of making readjustment, has 
been borne with a minimum amount of 
criticism. It would seem that this 
country Is honestly and seriously en­
deavoring to pull Itself out and is sin­
cerely endeavoring to follow govern­
mental leadership.

It Is a clear indication of that 
philosophic altitude, which though 
restless at times. Is content to toll and 
wait. In his recent address, President 
Roosevelt spoke of the "recovery which 
means a reform of many old methods, 
and a permanent readjustment of 
many of our ways of thinking. There­
fore, of many of our social and eco­
nomic arrangements.'’

We ngree with the President. Tt has 
been a hard but successful year, and 
as he remurked, "We have plowed 
the furrow and planted the good seed 
—the bard beginning Is over—we must 
now cultivate the soli.”

May this cultivation nf the soil be 
accomplished with the same spirit of 
co-operation. If this Is done through­
out the country, the future Is assured

Cotton strands ami ttie lMuneiiiak**r 
does well to acquaint nerxelf with 
them, In order to select yard good** or 
article* made or cotton and have them 
prove durable and well-milted to re­
quirements.

with the right hand, rolling the thread 
between the thumb and forefinger until 
the filaments uncoil. As they sllghMy 
separate, II becomes evident whether 
the filament Is long or short If R is 
long the cotton Is of high grade The 
length of filaments I* n matter of great 
Importance In Judging cotton and oth­
er threads and weaves made from 
them.

Weave*.
The fineness or coarseness of the 

weave should he carefully considered 
according to the use to which the tex­
tile la to be put. Two element* come 
into this consideration, the size of the 
yarn, as the thread is termed, and 
the closeness of the weave, by which 
Is meant the number of threads nr 
warp and filling In a given square, as 
a square inch, which is (lie usual 
measuring area. It is evident that 
there will be more ynrn threads in a 
close weave of fine yarn, than in that 
of coarse or heavy yarn, vet the hit­
ter can he of ns high n grade of weav­
ing as tfie former WheMi *r It fs or 
not will also de|K*m! on the grade of 
ynrn—that Is. whether It ip of long, 
well-twisted filaments or not.

In examining woven cotton goods 
try to discover If there are any tiny, 
almost Infinitesimal fuzzy particles. 
These hurrs Indicate loining places of 
yams or filaments in strands. White 
there would he some, they should he 
very few and far between In a mnte 
rial of high grade.

As will he seen by the above. It Is 
knowing whnt to look for la yarns and 
weaves that provides the means of 
judging textiles, and some of these 
ways are easily comprehensible. There 
are intricacies for those who test

If fs. however, far from fhe fault 
of decorators that Interiors reflect 
vogues rather than the owner's good 
taste. 'Hie homes which are solely 
lacking in characteristics of occupant*, 
are those In which colors and arrange 
merits, and even the articles of furni­
ture and furnishings, are chosen not to 
coincide with the tastes of those who 
are to live within the four walls, hut 
to accord with certain definite phase* 
of decoration which are being fea­
tured.

While It Is true and also limuable 
Mint furnishings should be in good 
style. It is possible and practical to 
select individual pieces which will fill 
the needs of the family, furnish room* 
pleasingly, express Individuality, and 
yet be articles chosen for mere style.

HOT MUFFIN IS 
ALWAYS WELCOME

Two Types That Are Best 
Known Discussed.

cocked meals, and many feu 
have made their initial reputation on 
a good iiran. cum or plain tnuMln. It 
seems worth while to devote this col 
umn to a discussion of muffins.

We must begin by recognizing the 
foot that there are two types of unit 
tins. There are the ’plain.” which are 
often conical in shape, and there are 
the rich muffins. which look very much 
like little tea cakes. We must consid 
e* both kinds, lull we might begin by 
saying that both kinds should he nt 
good flavor, of an appetizing color and 
o’ a certain tendei icss.

For plain muffins we use rhe ipiick 
method of mixing, which uteuns that 
hour, salt, sugar and baking powder 
are sifted together. The milk fa com­
bined with the beaten egg. and this 
liquid mixture is stirred rapidly into 
the dry ingredients. We then add 
melted shortening, stir just enough 
to blend this well with the butter, and 
are ready to pour rhe mixture into 
well greased pans. The batter should 
be slightly thinner than for a cake 
mixture. It should run slowly from 
the spoon when if Is held above rhe 
bowl. Mutlins of this type, for rhe 
sake of the tenderness of their tex­
ture. should not tie beaten very much.

For rich muffins, the shortening Is 
ribbed fb a cream with a wooden 
spoon; fh • sugar Is stirred into this, 
then the beaten eggs and the milk and 
dry ingredients are added alternately 
lust ns they are for cake.

Both fy)w*s of muffins need n mod­
erately hot oven. :*7f» to 4it» degrees 
’’uhrenheU. I usually use the lower 
len perature for the rich mutlins and 
the higher temperature for the plainer 
recipe.

Now for some notes In regard to the 
differences in rhe amounts of rhe in­
gredients used in rhe two recipes, and 
also In regard to the differences be­
tween the final products. The amount 
of flour is about the same, as is also 
the amount of milk. One egg is listed 
lo each recipe. Rich muffins have 
more sugar, more shortening and a lit­
tle less baking powder. So far as the 
final results are concerned, plain muf­
fins are more “brendy": they are 
slightly “tubey”—that Is. rhe texture la 
not as fine as that of the muffins made 
by the cuke method. Some people pre­
fer one. w me the other, and many peo­
ple like to use plain muffins for break­
fast and rich mutlins for lunch or tea. 
Your choice In the matter Is a ques­
tion of taste.

In either of these recipes sour milk 
and soda may replace the sweet milk 
and most of the baking powder. One 
cupful o' sour milk will demand one- 
half tenspoonful of soda, and 1 add, as 
well, one teaspoonful of baking pew­
it r. The reavn for the use of baking 
powder as well as the soda is the fact 
that we can never be quite certain ot 
the acid content of sour milk. If sour 
cream replaces the milk, you may get 
along with little or no shortening. 
Muffin* mndp with either sour milk or 
cream are slightly more tender than 
those made with sweet milk or cream

Troubles of Barney Gallant, who 
took Broadway down to Greenwich vil­
lage. in connection with obtaining a 
liquor license for his Washington 
Square dub, bring recollections of a 
crime of almost a dozen years ago. 
The Washington Square North prem­
ises occupied by the* club are the for­
mer home of rhe lute Albert It. Shat 
tuck, a retired banker. In April. 1022. 
four French thieves, including a for­
mer Sbattuck butler. Invader! rhe man­
sion, locked Mr. and Mrs. Shattuck In 
the wine vaults and escaped with jew­
elry and other valuables worth more 
than $80,000. In the dark depths, with 
suffocation seemingly only a matter of 
minutes. Mr. Shattuck swore that. If 
h escaped, he would pursue the ban­
dits until they were nil brought to jus­
tice. He did escape from the cellar 
and at once took up the pursuit. The 
chase led him practically all over Eu­
rope. Three years later, he was dead. 
But the four thieves are nil doing rime.

Romans First to Use
Silver as Currency

Republic silver cuinuge waa first 
coined in Rome about 2tW R. C. Soon 
after the end of the Pyrrhic war, the 
obverse showed a helmeted head, 
symbolizing Roma, the reverse the 
Dioscuri, or heavenly twins, charging 
on horseback rn right. The values 
were Indicated by “X" for the dena­
rius, “V" for the qiiinarius and “IIS" 
for the sestertius. These marks of 
value were usually behind the head 
of noma.

The “X” on the denarius la fouod 
on all coins for many years after 217 
B. C. The mark ”X\T" occurs on a 
small grout* struck about I.VMIa B.

appear*. After about Mu I*. C.» 
marks of value are usually absent 
from silver.

There Is tu> doubt that the earliest 
silver coins of Rome are those show­
ing the Dioscuri, followed hy others 
showing Diana driving a bigu or char­
iot.

If. as is claimed, there are 3o0 
variants of Cinderella, the story must 
have enlisted the Interest of many 
writers, fn the Egyptian tales. Cin­
derella was called Rhodope; In Ser­
bian, Papelluga; in Scotch, Asbpat; 
In French, Cendreusette, or Cendrii- 
Joo; in Ran.- lao. Chornushka. and in 
German. Aschenputtel. Cinderella is 
also symbolized as the Dawn; her 
stepmother, as Night; the sisters as 
Clouds obscuring the brightness of 
the Sun <the prince) who finds her 
at last in her glorious robes of sun­
set.

Many of the great writers have 
tried a hand at the fairy tale. In 
“Midsummer Night’s Dream.’* Shake­
speare has shown the fairy world in 
a way that Is delightful and charm 
ing. in spite of Pepys’ ill-natured re­
mark that it was the silliest stud 
ever he beard. Tltanla. the dainty 
little queen of the fairies. Is de­
scribed as Queen Slab, in “Romeo and 
Joliet,** "in shape no bigger than an 
agate stone." And Puck is often com­
pared with Ajtel. though Hazlitt 
wondered how Shakespeare could 
have made two sticb different char­
acters out of the same fanciful ma 
terial.

Hawthorne's “Wonder R»*ok" was 
a favorite with my children, but they 
did not care tor Kinzsley's “Water 
Babies.** nor for "Alice In Wonder­
land’’ which delights so many chil­
dren. Ituskln’s “King of the Golden 
River" and McDonald's "At the Back 
of the North Wind" were recom­
mended at school, but I am not sure 
that ! rend them. Miss Mulock's 
"Little I .nine Prince” fascinated me 
as a child and the Grimm “Fairy 
Tales" and some of Hans Christian 
Andersen's stories were read to 
pieces.

Washington Irving, in the "Alhani 
bra." writes of the three beautiful 
Princesses Znyda. curious and inquis­
itive; Zorayda, fond of beauty In any 
form, flowers, jewels, and her own 
image in a fountain; Zoraha.vdn. soft, 
timid, sensitive, tender, loving, and 
gentle. The “Rose of the Alhatn 
bra." beautiful .Jarinta. with her 
magic lute, the enchanted lute that 
bewitched the world-through the 
genius of Paganini.

The "Rose and the Ring” Is a title 
suggestive of a much happier story 
than the grotesque rale spun out at 
length by Thackeray, concerning' the 
fortunes of Giglio. the deputed 
nephew of Valorosa XXIV. king of

Perhaps the “Christmas Carol'* is 
not fisted as a fairy tale, but ft is 
probably read by thousands in the 
Christmas season, in order to conjure 
up the Christmas spirit which trans­
formed Old Scrooge. We have need­
ed much of that good spirit to coun­
teract the influence of Old Man De­
pression !

Harrison Fisher First
in Portraying Beauty

The artistry of a French peasant 
maid who concealed her scantiness 
of hair with some ribbon was the 
odd inspiration that caused Harrison 
Fisher to draw the first of his long 
series of magazine covers idealizing 
the beauty of young feminine Ameri­
ca. He was known as the “father of 
a thousand pretty girls." but he nev­
er married.

Reared in Brooklyn, schooled at 
the Mark Hopkins institute in San 
Francisco, widely traveled fn Eng­
land and on the continent, Fisher 
knew the girl of the New York draw­
ing room and of the western ptainsi 
He was born during the Garfield- 
Arthur period; he saw the fashioa- 
able world in conches behind teams 
and in the side saddle; on bicycles, 
and in linen dusters, goggles and 
flowing motor veils and then In lim­
ousines. He felt the wild pulsation 
of the Spanish war. and lived through 
the World war well into an exciting 
period of readjustment. He knew 
Victorian England, and the England 
of Edward and George.

Fisher portrayed rather than inter 
preted. Thousands of drawings and 
illustrations that flowed from the 
point of his pen have been, for an 
interesting generation, far closer to 
the American home than the famed 
treasures hanging in museums 
abroad.—Cleveland Plain Dealer.

EXPERTS AT ODDS MARJORI E DUNCAN 
ON PULLETS, HENS

Tests Show Older Birds Are 
the Best Breeders.

Thar* Is a vast variety and differ
•nee of opinion as to the ase of tho 
more mature pullets as breeders or 
the ose of hens for this purpose.

Ohio’s experiment atatioo seems to 
bate found s difference In the mortal- 
tty of pnlleta from pullet matings and 
pollers from hen matings greatly la 
favor of the latter. These Ohio find­
ings of excessive mortality, running 
as high as 60 per cent with pullets 
from pnlleta, pullet breeders not se­
lected or culled, a promiscuous breed­
ing flock, would not. In the majority 
of cases, agree with the practices of 
pouitrymen in general.

However, this test did not attempt 
to prove that there are not flocks 
throughout the country which have 
and wii! produce layers from pollet- 
bred pullets which layers 1q the first 
year will show a much lower mortality 
and will produce eggs in profitable 
quantities.

Many pouitrymen hold to the be­
lief that pallets. In perfect health and 
full egg-lay are far more desirabl* as 
breeders than hens that are run down 
from heavy yields and. therefore, 
more susceptible to disease. On the 
other hand some pouitrymen believe 
that hens that have successfully passed 

j a year of heavy yielding are more 
j desirable for reproduction purposes.
I Breeding pens will soon be arranged 
i for spring reproduction purposes and 
| some of these pens will become the 
tests for proof of success or failure 

! both as to the use of young or old 
1 birds.

CARE OF HANDS AND ARMS

! Depreciation, Labor and 
! Mortality, Cost of Eggs
| The three big items in the cost of 
producing the $12,000,000 worth or 
more of eggs that Illinois farmers seP 
every year are feed, depreciation, 
which includes mortality, and labor, 
according to records which twenty 
pouitrymen kept during the past year 
In co-operation with the extension serv­
ice of the College of Agriculture, Uni­
versity of Illinois.

Any flock owner who cuts down on 
these Items therefore will be going a 
long way toward getting a wider mar­
gin of net return out of the cash that 
he receives for his eggs. It Is pointed 
out by II. n. Alp, poultry extension 
specialist of the college.

“Probably the best opportunity to 
reduce feed cost Is to Improve the av­
erage egg production of each hen In 
the flock, as the good layers eat but 
little more feed than the mediocre lay­
ers. Too many flocks carry about 20 
per cent defaulters—hens that start 
laying and then quit—and it Is this 
class of birds which runs up the feed 
cost of a dozen eggs."

Fresh Eggs Are Best
Needless to say, eggs intended for 

batching should he set as soon as pos­
sible after they are laid. Not alone 
because the new-laid egg hatches ear­
lier than the egg which is kept a 
couple of weeks, but because the 
longer an egg is held the more evap­
oration takes place, which snbtrncts 
Its vitality. Furthermore. In holding 
eggs there Is always the danger of 
unfavorable influences. For Instance, 
If the eggs are stored in too low a 
temperature the chilling is likely to 
Injure them. If they are stored where 
It is too warm, the development of 
the germ Is apt to start and later die. 
A temperature of from SO to M de­
grees has been found to be the best. 
Eggs should not he held over two weeks.

Moisture in Henhouse
Moisture In the henhouse is not in 

Itself a bad thing, for it appears that 
poultry can be as comfortable In a 

{ damp as In a dry atmosphere, pro­
vided the temperature Is uniform and 

I comfortable for the birds. Neverthe­
less. no one likes a damp poultry 
house, because the temperature, tinder 
practical conditions, usually varies con­
siderably, and a low temperature with 
a damp atmosphere is a poor combina­
tion.—Wallaces’ Farmer,

Moist Mash Treat for Hens
Hens appreciate an occasional treat 

In the form of moist mash and It Is 
probable that the judicious use of a 
moist crumbly mash once a day will 
result In a slightly higher egg yield 
than can be obtained by an entirely 
dry mash system of feeding. The best 
practice in the use of the moist mash 
seems to be to moisten the regular 
dry.mash mixture with water or milk, 
giving about what the hens will clean 
up In 20 minutes. §oaked or germin­
ated oats may be Included with this.

Half-Pound Feed Per Egg
A hen requires about one-half pound 

of feed to produce an egg, according to 
New York State college pouitrymen. 
They found that hens of six breeds in 
an egg-laying contest produced an av­
erage of 190.4 eggs and used 84.4 
pounds of feed. The rations fed the 
hens consisted of corn meal, wheat 
middlings, bran, oats, alfalfa meal, 
dried milk, meat sirups, and a small 
amount of cod liver oil and salt When 
wet mash was fed It consisted of one 
part of water and fed on dry mash.

When massaging the arras ase a 
firm, rotary motion. Fay special at 
tention to the elbows, massaging the 
left elbow with tbnmh and third finger 
of right hand and vise versa.

Leave a little of the cream on over 
night to further soften the skin Wear 
long cotfoo gloves, nr cut the sleeve* 
oar of an old flannel nightgown, or 
ase a cleao. old pair ot white stock 
logs. This will avoid soiling bedclothes 
and at the same rime give you foil 
benefit of the creaming.

Id the morning, pat quite briskly 
with a pad of cotton amfstened wfth 
iced skin tonic, nr use a little witch 
hazel for the purpose.

Massnze the nnnds with the cream 
too. working mun«l and round and 
then firmly downward as though put 
ting on a new pair of gloves.

For bleaching the hands, dimming 
tan or freckles or removing rruit juice 
stains, keep a naif lemon handy This 
is excellent for discolored r I hows too 
Rub the lemon over entire hand and 
arm. or dig nail* into it Do this be­
fore massaging with cranm and tra 
mediately after rollmv with the mas 
sage to counteract any drying effect 
of the lemon juice- tleruenitter to wear 
gloves for household r»«k> as well a* 
outdoors ana to avoid rtarsb soaps 
and powders for washing dishes, scrub 
blng. etc.

HOME MANICURE

DALE hands pink lifqtcd. nails dill 
■ gently cared for. ndd immeasurably 
to feminine charm, grace nnd good 
grooming.

Of course, tt is best to nave n week 
ly, or twice monthly manicure by 8 
professional This d>>ne. If a very 
simple matter to Keep the nails id 
perfect condition only a minute a day 
wii) he necessary to run an enn*r> 
board over the outer edge, to push 
back the cuticle with a soft towel 
after wushinc the hands (this -Mould 
be a nahitl and to apply a bit of cn 
tide oil or nourishing cream along the 
nail bed 1'his decreases tin' danger 
of hangnails and makes it unnecessary 
to have the cuticle cut frequently 
After massaging with the softening 
cream or oil. an orange wood stick 
should he nsed around the base of the 
nail to keep the cuticle shapely and 
free.

(f you find it necessary to give your­
self a complete manicure at home you 
wifi need: a file, emory board, orange 
wood stick, cotton, cuticle remover 
polish, nail white If yon wish, cuticle 
scissors and buffer. First, remove any 
remaining polish with a small piece 
of cotton moistened in the remover 
Then file and shape the nails. Itemem 
ber that the shape of the nails should 
conform with the shape of the fingers 
slightly pointed for fairing fingers: 
rounded for the stubby fingertip; oval 
for the average. File front the side* 
to the center of the nail Now use the 
emory board, rough side first and fin 
Ish with tine side to insure a perfect 
finish.

Many ot the finer beauty parlors 
then buff the nails with dry polish 
This step may be included it you wish 
The next step Is souklng fingertips In 
hot, soapy water and softening the 
cuticle. Dry finger* thoroughly, each 
fingertip separately and gently push 
back the cuticle, tt flesh under nail 
Up is badly discolored us* a bleach 
Equal parts of hydrogen peroxide 
lemon juice and ammonia. Or pow 
dered pumice and peroxide to make 
a puste for very stubborn discolors 
tions. Work this buck and forth with 
pointed edge of nrange wood stick 
wrapped in cottoa

One reason why hangnails form »o 
soon after a manicure is the fact that 
very ofteD the cuticle removers used 
are quite drying. The soap and water 
soaking also swells the cuticle Faulty 
manicuring may be the cause of the 
bangnalls Make It a point to ran*sage 
a little olive oil or cream Into the 
cuticle and nail base every night for 
a few minutes and I am sure you wMI 
not be troubled by the hangnails,

Emat in Russia
The Soviet authorities have start­

ed a scheme to “populate * the steppes 
of Russia with Australian emus. Pre­
liminary experiments In this direc­
tion were begun under the firsi five- 
year plan, and they are now said to 
be satisfactory, the emu having 
shown that it can withstand the cold 
winters of Russia as far uortli ns 
Moscow. The official report of the 
new scheme points out that the emu 
Is a bird, with edible flesh and that 
its eggs contain from COO to 700 
grammes of nutritious food. For 
the moment, however. It is intended 
not to eat the eggs, but to ase them 
for hatching, and special Incubators 
have been constructed.
