The 
CWA was an answer to many of our 
prayers for relief for labor conditions.

"It has been found, however, for 
reasons unknown to most of u s  neces­
sary to nullify the CWA program sud­
denly. but we are informed th a t it will 
be replaced by an even better deal,

In sum 
tiler time when tlsli lire so good >iiel 
so cheap, there Is nothin-* hotter for 
occasional use than a stuffed linked 
tish. A rich stlifting with plenty of 
hutter utiiJ with an nddi >>n:iI season 
log of lemon juice Is especially good 
with tish.

There are two types or stuffings—nr 
perhaps you call them fillings or dress­
ings— the ttmlsr and the dry. Dry 
smiling isn’t really dry, hu: it Is lust 
moist enough to hold together, if 
your bread is soft you will perhaps 
need m> Ihpiid except the melted fa'.

My favorite method for making stuf­
fing Is to melt tlie tat and to add to 
it the seasoned crnmhs and to stir the 
mixture over a low tlatne until all the 
fat has lieen ahsorhed. I like to cook 
a little minced onion in the fat Just 
until it is yellow, before I ndd the 
enunhs. Another methods is to add 
softened hatter to the crumbs and to 
work It In with the hands. That was 
the way .stuffing for turkey was always 
made at home.

rhyme or poultry seasoning, plain salt 
and pepper and onion. For tish some 
ppcple like a little Worcestershire 
sauce or one of the many other de­
licious Ihpiid seasonings which the 
cook who likes to give her dishes that 
special touch keeps on the pantry 
shelf. Another very gi«»d starting for 
fish or for n rolled beef steak Is 
moistened with ketchup. Tills also 
makes good filling for peppers and 
for egg plant.

For vegetables such ns tomatoes, 
peppers, egg plant and onions the nddi 
tfnn of finely minced meat gives s 
touch of ilavor— leftover cooked ham 
or i-liickon or any other roast, a slice 
or two of freshly cooked or leftover 
bacon—IT tlier-* Is such a thing—as an 
addition. Anchovy paste or minced 
sardines are other suggestions.

By the way. a mixture of very tine 
dry crumbs with lightly browned but­
ter with a seasoning of Worcestershire 
sauce and anchovy paste adds a spe­
cial touch to broiled ham. The ham 
is cooked on one side, browned on the 
other side, then It is spread with the 
mixture and set hack tinder the broil­
er for a moment.

I wonder If you have ever served a 
bread dressing with broilers. This 
is made by cutting dry bread Into dice 
and cooking it In butter. A tiny bit of 
garlic may be conked in the butter 
and removed before the bread is add­
ed. A tablespoon ot minced onion may 
be used instead of the garlic.

('ranker crumbs may tie used in 
place of the brend crumbs in stuffing 
vegetables, if you tike. With cracker 
stalling, 1 use more liquid for moisten­
ing. Boiled rice combined with vege­
table pulp and minced meat or tish Is 
a favorite filling for vegetables. Grat­
ed cheese sprinkled on the tor, of the 
stuffed tomatoes or peppers gives a 
new touch of ilavor. Any leftover 
vegetables may be added to a stuffing, 
in fact, as you have gathered, you can 
combine almost anything leftover in 
the refrigerator with crumbs or rice, 
and season it with almost any savory 
herb or sauce until you get a flavor 
whfrti just suits your fnste.

Stuffed Egg Plant.

Cook the egg plaut In boiling wa­
ter to cover. Cut a slice from the top 
and with a spoon remove the pulp, 
taking care not to work too close to 
the skin. Chop the pulp and add one 
cup of soft stale bread crumbs. Melt 
two tablespoons butter, add one-half 
tablespoon of finely chopped onion and 
cook five minutes, or try out three 
slices of bacon, using the bacon fat In 
place of butter.

over. Something of mystery, however, 
attaches to this chronological para­
dox that now nnd then perplexes the 
curious and the inquisitorial, declares 
a  writer In the Kansas f ity  Star.

The time of the Crucifixion is tlxeil 
as coincident with the Jewish pass- 
over, or paschal feast, in the Jewish 
calendar month "Xisnn," the month 
of the vernal equinox. The first ob­
scurity in regard to the day arose 
from the Christian flospels themselves. 
The Synoptic (Jospels seemed to favor 
the day ns the fifteenth of Nlsnn, that 
of St. John, the fourteenth. This es­
tablished, by the preponderance of 
evidence, that the Crucifixion occurred 
on Friday, the day before the Jewish 
Sabbath, According to Matthew, the 
resurrection occurred "In the end of 
the Sabbath, ns it began to dawn to­
ward tho first day oM-he week."

ecclesiastical history preserves three 
distinct phases relating to the sub­
sequent commemorative day which 
mme to be known as Foster. Although 
the observance of Easter was at a 
very early period the practice of the 
Chrfsllnn church, a serious difference 
as to the day for Its observance soon 
arose between the Christians of Jew­
ish nnd those of (Jentlle descent. With 
the Jewish Christians, who associated 
the deatli of Christ with flu* sacrifice 
of the Paschal Uunb at the Passover, 
which ended "on the fourteenth day 
of the moon at evening," the Easter 
fostivnl followed the pasclmi tradition, 
no matter what day of the lunar month 
If chanced to fail upon. The fJenfile 
Christians, on the other hand, follow­
ing the Synoptlr Gospels, identified 
the first duv of the week. Sunday, as 
the day of Itesurrectlnn, and kept the 
preceding Friday as the anniversary of 
the Crucifixion. This was the phase 
of the controversy that characterized 
the first centuries of Christianity.

The second singe In the Easter con­
troversy centers around the Council 
of Nice. A. P. .TJo, where so many 
doctrinal points were given nuthenlc 
sanction. This council was summoned 
by Emperor Constantine. The decision 
of the council was that Easter was to 
be kept on Sunday throughout the 
Christian world. It was at this point 
that astronomical science entered in­
to the controversy. The correct date 
of the Easter festival was to be cal­
culated at Alexandria, the then home 
of nstronomicnl science, nnd the Ro­
man pout I IT was to communicate the 
date to the churches. This arrange­
ment fixed the date of Easter Sunday 
ns the Sunday "fotM'v’mr the four­
teenth day of tlie paschal moon,” and

defined the paschal moon ns "the tnnon 
whose fourteenth day followed the 
spring equinox." Hut this ruling did 
not settle all difficulties. The third 
phase of the controversy arose from 
the divergent calendars and cycles In 
vogue in the Eastern and Western 
church centers. St. Augustine tells us 
that In the year .‘1ST the churches of 
(•aul kept Easier on March 21, those 
of Italy on April IS, while the Egyp­
tian Christians celebrated April as 
Easter day. The Hrltish and Irish 
chnrcht-s '<>r a long time adhered to 
an ancient system of computation, 
though they observed Sunday ns the 
Easter day.

With the adoption of the Metonlc 
cycle as a guide, the formula for fix­
ing the Easter date was determined 
as "the first Sunday which occurs aft­
er the first full moon, or, more accu­
rately, after the first fourteenth day 
of the moon, following the 21st of 
March, which Is the vernal equinox." 
As a result, the earliest possible date 
of Easter Is March 22, the latest 
April 25.

Observance o f Lent 
flr'H K  observance of Lent began 
AH' within 150 years after Christ’s 
time, but there wus no specified 
number of days of fasting. It was 
extended to about 40 days by the 
Fourth century and In the Eighth 
or Ninth century It wns fixed to 
commence with Ash Wednesday 
and end with Easter Sunday. Forty 
days are thus observed, since fast­
ing Is not observed on the Interven­
ing Sundays,

EASTER RABBITS 
A N D  EGGS H A D  

P A G A N  O R IG IN

\STER, commemorating to 
Christian believers the res­
urrection of the Savior of 
Mankind, is almost univer­
sally observed as u time for 
Joy and feasting. On Eas­
ter Sunday morning thou­
sands of boys and girls will 

return home from Sunday Rchool and 
church to hunt for Easier rabbits and
eggs.

The origin of egg-rolling which most 
youngsters enjoy so much, says Path­
finder Magazine, is supposed to have 
begun centuries ago from the practice 
of fanners roiling eggs over their land 
to he sure of abundant yields at harvest 
time. This was because the egg was 
the pngnn emblem of the germinating 
of life of early spring. The children 
are told that the rabbits lay the eggs, 
and for that reason the latter are near­
ly always hidden awny In nests or 
In flower beds in the yard and garden. 
The rabbit is another pagan symbol 
nnd has always been an emblem of

fertility. Modern people have lost 
knowledge of what these symbols 
mean, yet they have continued these 
old pagan customs.

As to the coloring of Easter eggs a 
religious encyclopedia says: "Hocause 
the use of eggs was forbidden during 
Lent, they were brought to the table 
on Easter day colored red to symbolize 
the Easter Joy. This custom Is found 
not only in the Latin, hut also In the 
Oriental churches. Christians are sup­
posed to have adopted the egg-rolling 
custom to symbolize the resurrection 
and the eggs were colored red in al­
lusion to the blood of redemption."

Easter Monday is always a gala day 
for the kiddles, if they have any un­
broken eggs left, especially is this so 
for those youngsters In Washington. 
On that day thousands of them go to 
the White House and Capitol lawns to 
roll their vari colored eggs.

The Deeper Note in Easter Joy
2 * ASTER lies beyond Calvary. Eliminate the cross, and the morning of faith and hope that came to a little group of men 
I t  and women in Jerusalem has no meaning. Out of the experience of tragedy is developed the strength of confidence. Life 
grows in power through surviving■ catastrophe, declares S. J. Duncan Clark, in the Chicago Daily News.

The true spirit of Easter is less a light-hearted happiness than a resolute joy. It sings, but not with carefree abandon. 
There is a deeper note—a note that in some way transmutes pain and fear into glad triumph without wholly losing the 
memory of uhat lies behind or ignoring the road of struggle which lies before.

For Euster did not mean the end of conflict for those to whom it brought its quickening message. It meant rather an 
assurance of strength for whatever battles remained to be fought, whatever tasks had yet to be performed. It meant that the 
lif*.and faith which had met the test of Calvary were equal to any other test that might hare to he faced. Difficulties and 
hardAtips must still be encountered. The agony of martyrdom awaited many. Easter conveyed to them no promise of escape 
from these. Easter banished doubt, put an end to questioning about the outcome.

That is the assurance men need today. They want to knotc that endurance has justifying purpose; that the struggle is not 
futile: that there is possibility for the fruition of life’s high and holy and immortal hopes. They want to know that uhen 
they hurl themselves aiarnsi the battlements of some hideous wrong in human society, or wrestle with some dark evil in their 
men lives: when they choose the way of sacrifice rather than of selfish advantage, and set the high values of the spirit above 
muterial gain, they are putting a significance into life that is worth uhul it costs.

And the Easter story is'the reassuring answer.

Wild roars and suvage growls re­
verberated through the auditorium as 
the circus attendants thronged to the 
cage, shouting to Beatty: "Come out, 
they’ll turn on you."

Unperturbed. Beatty went on with 
bis regular afternoon act calmly.

Beatty admitted It was one of the 
most trying experiences of his career. 
"I wasn't expecting anything like 
this." be said. "1 was putting three 
young lionesses through 'their paces. 
Before I put them in, I put In five 
male lions and four tigers, seltlug 
them on their perches.

“Sammy, one of the male lions, 
sprang like a flash of llghtnln'' at 
one of the yuuug females. 1 opened 
the door immediately and drove out 
the other two females into the run­
way.

"I whipped the two fighters with 
the whip and poked Sammy with the 
chair. The attendants turned three 
water hose on them, but Sammy 
clung to his grip until the female 
slumped over dead."

Sammy wus led into solitary con­
finement.

The survey completed Inst falli 
shows that there are VtJIS 1.50s acre* 
in 2ff7 counties In ten western states 
rnat‘*n» htcWy to suffer serious dam 
age from grasshoppers this year un 
less poison bait is used. Tbe esti­
mated cost of the bait necessary to 
control the hoppers on tills urea is 
$1,870,078. In Houtli Pakula alone 
there arc about 2..VMI.000 acres In 0* 
counties where damage will be serl 
ous, according to the survey.

Grasshoppers gained a firm foot­
hold In the liny and grain fields of 
the West in IbliO and BUI when the 
hot, dry weather provided condi­
tions Ideal for the hoppers and un­
favorable for the disease and para­
sites that serve as a natural check on 
this pest. The situation wus conipll 
cuted still further in the summer of 
1035 when a species of grasshopper 
that has caused little trouble for 
many years Joined forces with the 
three species commonly present. 
This soc les— the lesser migratory— 
Is thought to be a direct descendant 
of the Rocky mountain locust that 
completely destroyed the crops of the 
early settlers in the West.

For the last three yenrs the bureau 
of entomology has co-operated with

state agencies In the Plains states In 
cen lucnng (lie grasshopper survey. 
So far the f.ndings have been very 
reliable in predicting the degree of 
infc-Mntlon f»*r the following year.

The Justice of the Peace of 
the City, except ax herein provided, shall 
have and exercise herein and within the 
County of Marquette the same Jurisdic­
tion and power in all civil and criminal 
matters, causes, suits, and proceedings, 
and shall perform the same duties in all 
respects os fur as occasions may re­
quire os arc or may be conferred upon 
or required of Justices of the peace by 
the general laws of the State, and the 
proceedings in all suits and actions l>e- 
forc said Jus tiro shall, except os other­
wise provided in this amendment, be 
according to and governed by the gen­
eral laws applicable to Justice courts 
and Justices of the peace, and said Jus­
tice shall, except fix otherwise provided 
in this amendment, in the exercise of 
the powers and duties conferred upon 
or required of him. be governed by the 
general laws of the State relative to 
justices of the peace, and said Justice 
shall have Jurisdiction of civil cases 
where either of the parties thereto re­
side In the County of Marquette. Said 
Justice may. from time to time, make 
and adopt rules of practice for the con­
duct of the buxines* of said Court, not 
inconsistent with the general laws of 
the State or the Charter and Ordinances 
of said City, which rules shall be en­
tered upon the civil docket of said Jus­
tice and signed by him.

.SEC. 6. Such Justice shall have orig­
inal jurisdiction in all cases of offenses 
committed against any ordinance, by­
law, rule or regulation of said City, and 
for offenses committed against any of 
the provisions of this amendment, ex­
cept as herein or otherwise by law pro­
vided to the contrary.

SEC. 7. Such Justice shall file his

account of the business of his office, ex­
cept nx herein provided, shall be paid 
over by said Justice to the City Treas­
urer as herein provided. The fees of 
witnesses and jurors in criminal cases, 
shall be paid In the same manner as is 
now provided by law. for the payment 
of such fees by justices in townships, 
and all fines imposed by said Justice for 
the violation of any of the criminal 
laws of this titate. except such as aie 
imposed as costs aforesaid, shall be by 
the said Justice of the Peace, paid to 
the Treasurer of the County of Mar­
quette. ns required by law. Except as 
herein otherwise provided, the general 
laws of the State with reference to Jus­
tice courts and justices of the peace, 
shall be applicable to the said Justice of 
the Peace and tho Court hold by him.

SEC. 12. Such Juxtlre of the Peace 
shall keep a Just and true account of 
all focH which by law. he would bo en­
titled to receive for inform ing services 
In criminal cases, if such services were 
not compensated by a salary to be set 
by the Common Council, and at the end 
of each month, he shall present to the 
Common Council a verified statement 
of such accounts. The Common Council 
shall examine said accounts, and may 
suggest amendments thereto, and said 
accounts, when approved by the Com­
mon Council, shall be presented to the 
Board of Supervisors at its then next 
meeting, and the same shall be audited 
and the amount justly due thereon al­
lowed ax other bills of the justice of 
the peace are allowed for similar ser­
vices. For the amount so allowed a 
County warrant shall be drawn in f&vor 
of the City of Hegaunee and delivered 
to the City Treasurer.

SEC. 13. All fines, penalties or for­
feitures, recovered before said Justice 
for violation of any City ordinance, 
shall, when collected, be paid into the 
City Treasury, and said Justice shall 
report on oath to the Common Council 
at the Amt regular meeting thereof fa 
each month, during the term of which 
he shall perform the duty of said Jus­

Tho Pity.*ion Play, whicK is por- 
fomiovl every ten yi»nrs by tho vil­
lagers of Obernmim*rgau. and the mo­
tion picture "King of Kings." have 
both been objected to on the ground 
that they are creative of race preju­
dice. The latter ho* as a consequence 
been placed under a  limitation and a 
semi-ban. Whether or not the charge 
brought against these popular features 
be true, it reveaU a bad di.-p< sition 
and short-jdghte<ln»rss on the part of 
the Gentiles. For they have allowed 
the general sins and meannesses of 
humanity a« revealed at Calvary, to 
became localized and focused alone on 
the Jew.

The mix-carriage of Justice is ea*My 
obvious, in the crime of Calvary. 
While the Jews were instigators and 
largely the perpetrators of the cruci­
fixion, Gvh’*- i* wo liuwbt  tha t twt-Lv* 
telllgent, un-biased and reasonable 
appraisal of the trial and execution of 
Jesus before tho Bar of the Court of 
T im a will show that the sin  and 
nieanness, with the consequent coils 
of fate which operated there, were 
not aJonc characteristic of the Jews, 
but are typical of historical and uni­
versal humanity. What we ought to 
hate is human vice, meanness and sin 
rather than the Jewish people. We 
should despise and hate the sin and 
not the sinner.

The New Testament writers point 
to this truth. "If the blood of goats 
and oxen, and the ashes of an heifer 
'Sprinkling the unclean, sanctttleth to 
the purifying of the flesh: how much 
more shall the blood of Christ . . . 
purge your conscience from dead 
works to serve the living God?’’ (Heb. 
9.13-14). “God forbid that I should 
glory, save in the crass of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, by whom the world Is 
crucified unto me, and 1 unto the 
world”. (Gal. 6.14.)

An analysis of the trial, condemna­
tion and crucifixion of Jesus reveals 
a long array of human vices and evil 
tendencies. .

(1) Avarice Is excessive, inordinate 
desire for wealth and personal gain. 
Covetousness and avarice belong to­
gether, and imply acquisitiveness. This 
in turn is an eager craving or greed 
for money—a passion to accumulate 
riches. How abundant are the lessons 
life affords to show w hat people wHl 
do (Individually or in groups) for 
wealth and personal gain. Judas was 
a victim of this vice. He loved money. 
He Loved to handle it. Because ef 
this he foil an easy prey to bribery 
and political graft.

(2) Treachery is the violation of 
allegiance, faith and confidence. It is 
trickery In fraternity. Treachery is 
a  synonym of fraud, and would seem 
to be the worst kind of fraud because 
It is dishonesty in m atters of friend­
ship and social relations. It can be 
practiced only by an intimate—only 
by a pretender, an Inner-circle-mem­
ber, or confidant. The act of Judas 
was made more horrible and repulsive 
by his practice of the salutatory kiss 
of a  friend. Jesus said to him: “Judas, 
hetrayest thou the Son of man with a 
kiss?” Benedict Arnold Is a  rather 
uncommon illustration of th is  sin. 
Gamaliel Bradford in hts. book, “Dam­
aged Souls”, after sympathetic inter­
pretation of Arnold’s good tra its  and 
condemned acts, writes: “The complex­
ity of Arnold's tragic adventure is 
what makes it fascinating and has led 
so many novelists and dramatists to 
use him as a central or subsidiary 
figure. He was no mean, sneaky, cow­
ardly, consistent rascal. He was a 
splendid fighter, a  quick-eyed soldier 
. . . trusted by Washington. Yet he 
was guilty of the blackest treachery 
and sold the personal truat of Wash­
ington for a cash reward.” All man­
kind should be aware of this destroyer. 
Husbands and wives, parents and 
children, brothers and sisters, com­
panions and friends, sweethearts and 
loverw, fraternal people and confi­
dants, persons in places of trust, pa­
triots and politicians, should all boon 
their guard and vow never to be the 
instrument of treachery.

(3) “For envy the priests had de­
livered Him to Pilate”. So reads the 
rword. This Is another bad human 
un it. It is the temptation, of all peo­
ple, but possibly more so the special 
temptation and sin of religious people, 
more than of non-religious. Neverthe­
less, envy thrives in carnal natures. 
Jealousy and envy are destructive and 
horrid wherever found. In rellgloits 
Individuals and circles jealousy and 
<nvy are dreadfully deadlj and ob­
noxious.

(4) Servility of Pilate 's handicap 
and became his disgrace: “Pilate 
wishing to please the people released 
unto them Rarabb&s, {tn<i delivered 
Jesus, to he crucified”. The people and 
their rulers (political and religious) 
were slaves of ignorance, bad deposi­
tion and bigotry. Pilate was a politi­
cian and a weakling. Jesus met his 
fate tn a coil of circumstances which 
stand, to the eternal shame of human 
nature. Not of any one branch of hu­
man nature, hut of all humanity, past 
present and future. Justice mis­
carried in the case of, Jesus versus 
tho people* due. to perverted public 
opinion, bad human nature, and the 
weakness of persons In places# of 
power.

(f>) Slanderers, false witnesses and 
perjury took part in the trial and cru- 
clfixlon of Jesus. “Thou sjialt not 
bear false witness against thy neigh­
bor", one of the Ten Commandments, 
was broken and violated at the  trial 
and death of Jesus. St. James was 
right when he wrote: ‘T he  tongue is 
n fire; a  world of Iniquity among our 
members l-s the tongue”. However, it 
is the Inner nature of the person and 
not the tongue with which wo have to 
deal. The human tongue is a  most 
wonderful creation. It functions ac­
cording to the disposition and spirit 
of Its ownei. When human nature Is 
wicked and wrong all the members of 
the human body will act accordingly; 
and vice versa when the nature is 
wholesome, good ;md righteous.

Surely It is unneceseary to  expostu­
late further to prove the d ire conse­
quences of these vices of humanity. 
They are the vices of all men. Irre­
spective of race, tongue, climate or 
tlmo. The crows of Jesus should mean 
that aU people everywhere and al-

Moral revulsion, seir-re.pnxich, and 
personal marines* arc other reaction* 
of the trial ami death of Jesu*.

Temple, and went out and hanged him 
self. In a lesser and different degree 
we behold these reaction.- in iVtcr. 
"Peter went out ami we.pt bitterly". 
Consider also the declarations id tin* 
Roman army officer. With hi* military 
voice we hoar him cry out: "Snreky 
this was a righteous man", and again. 
"Truly this was the Son of God”. We 
read also: That the p**op)e left lh»» 
scene of Golget ia "Smiting upon their 
breasts". Nature seem* to have j.*im»l 
in this, for it is written: “Oarkni'iM 
was over the whole land"

What revulsion and purpose against 
sin should take hold of us when we 
witness and contemplate the subtlety 
of sin, and its ravishes in individual, 
domestic, political and religions life. 
Human history and personal experi­
ence provide illustrations enough. The 
lessons have been "fixed,” not alone In 
memory, hut in the Literature, institu ­
tions ami laws of our race.

The crime of crimes charged again«t 
Jesus; the niis-carriage of justice; tIn­
formal meanness of mankind Jissociatcd 
with the crucifixion; the everlasting 
suffering of the innocent for the gu il­
ty, ought to make us willing to fulfill 
the apostolic Injunction: "Be ye angrv 
and sin not.”

The corporate sin of humanity is 
clearly revealed at Calvary. The Orw* 
standardizes human conscience and 
conduct. Understood, it should change 
human nature.

As an end to till*, there is the in­
finite possibility that Christ through 
His suffering will "capture our affec­
tions”. The. appeal may he sentimental 
and sympathetic at first, but it will 
ultimately become a m atter of convic­
tion and purpose; a mental and muni! 
persuasion and impulse; a  love mul 
fascination; and Christ Jesus will be­
come, “All in All”. Peter and Pattt 
both came under this spelk and hosts 
of others, like C. F. Andrews of mod­
ern missionary fame.

The composite reaction of Calvary, 
and iinVplyifng all tha t we have men­
tioned, is the Christian Faith. Tho 
Christian Church with its Gospel com­
mission, its sacrament*, its endue- 
merits of power and authority, i,s a  re ­
action of the Cross, (hit of loving 
loyalty to Jesus Christ, and ns n re­
demptive and saving institution, peo­
ple everywhere should devote them­
selves to the Christian Church.

London.—Just 100 years i i j i > they 
laid old Thotnas Malthas In his grave. 
He would stir there uneasily if he 
knew what was ha|>penlng In the world 
today.

Malthas was the man who linked 
population with the Four Horsemen of 
the Apocalypse—war. famine, pesti­
lence, and death—and made sugges­
tions for curbing the birth rate. To­
day the three greatest nations on the 
European continent are neck and neck 
In a race to Increase It.

France, (Jerumny, and Italy are the 
runners in the population stages. U'ifh 
mass marriage ceremonies, state 
subsidies fop newlyweds, cash bonuses 
for babies, and stiff taxes on bachelor­
hood, they are trying to make up for 
the "empty years" of the war -before 
another war comes along and finds 
them short handed.

Mussolini Enthusiastic.
In his role of oflicinl rapid to young 

Italy, Itenito Mussolini lias labored 
long and tirelessly, hut to little avail. 
Now he has a formidable rival In l>r. 
Joseph Goehhels, who has been shoot­

Pespite the sterling example Illume 
baa set for the nation with Ins own 
large family, Italy has responded dis­
appointingly to liis "more Imhies*' 
campaign.

Subsidies for Newlyweds.
Across the Alps In Germany 100,000 

couples have taken advantage of the 
offer of <'lipids Hitler and Goehhels to 
subsidize new Nazi infringes. Goeb* 
lads is conducting the "more babies" 
propaganda on a gigantic scale. There 
are T.tMKi.oon fewer German children 
up to the age of twelve than there 
were in 1014,

The Nazi government will lend 
young couples up to $330, If the prom­
ised bride is willing to give up her 
Job and refrain from working so long 
as her new husband earns n certain 
wage. The loan is paid not In cash 
hut in vouchers for furniture, linen, 
or household necessities. It may be 
repaid in small installments.

The scheme has created some W),000 
Jobs so far for young men, who now 
are able in turn to marry. Many of 
the new brides have turned their jobs 
over to their husbands, who were pre* 
vinusly unemployed. For each new 
hnhy $loo comes off tin* taxes and 
furniture installments are suspended 
for the year.

France lias long encouraged big 
families, but is redoubling her efforts 
now that Germany and Italy are com­
peting. There, ton, the falling birth 
rate causes anxiety.

Device Enables You
to Park Your Voice

Cambridge, Mass.—Now you can 
park your voice—Just as you park 
yo"r car.

The vocal parking space device 
has been exhibited in Memorial 
hall at Harvard university. The 
parking space consists of a thin 
steel ribbon which flows along in 
plain sight at about one foot per 
second. Unlike any other form of 
recording speech, it is not neces­
sary to process the ribbon or treat 
It in any way. The voice is im­
pressed upon It directly by means 
of two small magnets which pro­
duce a varying mngnetlzntlon of 
the steel tape corresponding to the 
Bound waves in one's speech.

Any time the words parked are 
wanted for transmission the rib­
bon Is run through a second set of 
magnets and the speech Is repro­
duced In the fo rm a t an electric 
current.

The question is frequently asked, "Is 
higher education a necessity?" Esti­

mating the cost 
plus the four years

The Household

By LYDIA LE BARON WALKER

VTOW that there is so much rubber 
^  used In women's foundation gar­
ments. it is important for the wotnun 
who cleanses these articles horself to 
know that boiling water is destructive 
to it. Rubber is very elastic. That 
Is, It will stretch frequently to many 
times its original length. It will also 
contract to its former measurement 
when released without any apparent 

enlargement. How­
ever. as the rubber 
undergoes contin 
ual stretching. It 
gradually censes to 
become ns short 
after the tension Is 
loosened, nlthough 
it still continues to 
h a v e  t h e  s a m e  
stretching capacity. 
It is because there 
is an insistent ef­
fort to contract to 
first dimensions in 
rubber that makes 
it so desirable an 
e l e m e n t  in the 
m an u fac tu re  of 
fo u n d a tio n  gar­
ments. The very 
name “elastic" Is 
given to materials 
In which rubber, 
sometimes in min­
ute s t r a n d s ,  is 

woven. This Is noticeably evident In 
narrow and often in wide strips of 
textile which, in some parts of the 
globe, always are termed elastic.

Also with age and under detri­
mental treatment, rubber loses Its In­
herent elasticity. Jt may become hard 
and brittle or it may partially disin­
tegrate, either one of which things 
renders It useless for our purposes. 
Very hot water reduces the rubber in 
elastic weaves to a softness minus its 
tensile property. The firm heavy na­
ture of the goods Is one of Us excel­
lent qualities. It should be sufficient­
ly pliable to use as a textile. It should 
have a resistance when stretched. For 
foundation garments this resistance 
should be great for without an enor­
mous reactionary power to this 
stretching the garment soon loses its 
value. Any treatment which dimin­
ishes this contracting element Is detri­
mental.

With an understanding of the nature 
of rubber-woven textiles, we can read­
ily grusp why very hot water should 
never he used for washing founda­
tion garments, or those which have 
elastic garters Qttuched. The approved 
method of washing these garments 
Is to use suds, not tepid, but hot 
enough to be lukewarm, and a good- 
sized nail brush, or small (not stiff) 
scrubbing brush. Lay the garment on 
a flat surface, and with the brush wet 
in the suds gently scrub the solid 
parts, until clean. Immerse the gar­
ment in the soupy water, which by the 
way may require additional hot water 
poured Into it occasionally to keep It 
a t a lukewarm temperature.

The rinsing wutcr also should be 
lukewarm. Rinse In several waters, 
and hang outdoors to dry. If the gar­
ment must be dried Indoors, do not 
have it over a strong heat The water 
should gradually evaporate under mod 
erate heat. Never use a hot iron on 
the rubberized textile portions of the 
garment If pressed at all, have the 
iron of low heat.

Household Helpers.

It is important, therefore, that th» 
homemaker sees that supplies are ade 
quate for the demands of the tasks 
For example, before the laundress 
comes, there should be soap, starch 
nnd billing nnd whatever other wash­
ing agents she likes to have used nr 
that the laundress wants. Some laun­
dresses put a Utile borax in the white 
goods washing water, pa It whitens the 
clothes. Some women use a little 
household ammonia, some a little 
washing soda to counteract grease. 
Some find one or another washing 
preparation or soap powder to their 
liking. When the homemaker knows 
what it is she can have it in readi­
ness. Then, too, some prefer liquid 
bluing, others like it in cake form. 
But whatever Is needed should be in 
readiness for the work to begin imme­
diately and progress without Interrup­
tion to restock.
