Tile Upper Peninsula State Pair will 
launch thin week an extensive adver­
tising program in order to attract a 
record-breaking attendance and plac­
ing of exhibits at the exposition, 
whlcn will be held in Ehc&naba Aug. 
20 to 25, Prank Vandenboom, Mar­
quette coupty member of the board of 
managers, announces.

Mr. Vandenboom states that he has 
received word from Bob Pryal, Esca- 
naba. secretary of the state fair, that 
every daily and weekly newspaper 
will receive a schedule of advertising 
that win carry through until fair 
week. Appreciation of the wonderful 
cooperation received from the news­
papers and general public in the mak­
ing of preliminary arrangements was 
expressed by Secretary Pryal.

Under an BRA work relief program, 
an average of one hundred men are 
working daily, making general im­
provements to the state fair property. 
All buildings on the grounds are be~ 
ing repainted white, with green trim­
ming. Clay is now being applied on 
the race course and when the work, is 
completed, the state fair will have 
one of the finest half-mOe track* in 
the middle west. The fence around 
the track also is being overhauled.

EfTorts are being concentrated to­
ward insuring the utmost of comfort 
to patrons this year. Modem sanitary 
toilet facilities are being installed at 
other points in the grounds, and the 
children's nursery ia to be improved.

Probably the greatest improvement 
Is the provision that is being made for 
eliminating that worst kill-joy of fair 
time—Dust. The large midway, 60 
feet wide and extending 1,000 feet 
from the grandstand to the cattle 
bam. la being given a dupt-proof re­
treat! surface. Roads and wafljcs about 
the grounds also will be given a Tar- 
via retread.

The poultry barn will be enlarged 
by the construction of a 60-foot addi­
tion. Alterations In the ventilaton 
system are to be made for the better 
care of the chickens, duck# and geese 
that win. be housed there.

CONSIDER LICENSE EXTENSION
HALF-YEAR AUTO LICENSE PERIOD 

MAY INCLUDE AUGUST

Secretary of State F. D. Fitzgerald 
Proposes Two Plans for Consid­

eration of Representatives

John P. Collins, state representative 
of Marquette county, will support the 
proposed plan of Frank D. Fitzgerald, 
secretary of state, that the time limit 
for the use of half-year automobile 
license stickers be extended to Sep­
tember I. instead of terminating Au­
gust 1. the date previously seL Mr. 
Collins indicates that this arrange­
ment would be particularly advan­
tageous to folks within the county. 
Many of the people planned to use only 
a half year license but with a month 
extension they could procure addi­
tional wood for winter use, and also 
gather many of the wild berries which 
are so plentiful in this section.

Another Proposal
Another proposal of Mr. Fitzgerald 

was to grant half-year license plates 
on and after August 1 to purchasers of 
new cars. This would be of especial 
appeal to a man planning for a new 
car. As the law now reads purchasers 
of new cars may procure half-year 
.license plates beginning September. 
Should this latter proposal be accept­
ed there would no doubt be more sales 
of automobiles and this would be of 
advantage to keep factories in opera­
tion. over a considerably longer period.

Gas sales would be augmented by 
the acceptance of both proposals. 
There would be the persons who 
would be granted an extension making 
purchases of gas and also the differ­
ence of a month in advance for the 
purchasers of new cars.

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Anniversary Observed
by City of Pied Piper

Recalls Legend of Six and a 
Half Centuries Ago.

Washington.—Six nml onp-hnlf cen­
turies ago, legend relates, u spiteful 
musician lured uwtiy the children of 
llametn (Ilnmolln) hy his weird pip­
ings, because the village fnthers bick­
ered over his bill for having rid 
Hnmeln of a plague of rats.

Hamcin Is observing the six hundred 
fiftieth anniversary of the tragic event 
with a grand homecoming of ull living 
"children nml children's children" of 
the little German town, and will even 
let bygones be bygones to the extent 
of dedicating a Pled Piper monument, 
on June 20.

“Modem Hnmeln, with Its busy In­
dustries and Its salmon fisheries of 
River Weser, still retains many richly 
ornate houses und quaint narrow 
streets that hark back to the days of 
Its rat-catching legend. Immortalized 
In Browning’s bnllad, ‘The Pied Piper 
of Hamelin,' ** says a bulletin from the 
National Geographic society.

Sell Chocolate Rats.
"Along one of Its gabled byways 

stands the beautifully ornamented 
stone Rutteufaenger-IIaus, or ‘Bat- 
catcher’s House.’ It dates from 1002, 
and therefore could have bad no con- 

—neoUon with- the wandering Jilper. of 
1284, who had no home at all. It de­
rives Its name from the frescoes along 
Its walls illustrating the legend. The 
caretaker makes a good living today 
selling chocolate rats to tourists.

"Another reminder of the town’s fa­
mous story Is the Knttenfaengerbrun- 
nen, or Rat Catcher Fountain, on the 
Thiewall, a pleasant little channel in 
the northern part of the city. It was 
erected In 1885.

"Then there is the River Weser, 
wherein all the rats ‘plunged and 
perished.* The Weser today Is an 
artery of commerce for shallow-draft 
boats, linking Uameln with many river 
towns south of It as far as Karl* 
shafen, and north to Mlnden. Danger­
ous rocks were avoided when a new 
channel was cut near Hnmeln In 1734, 
and deepened In 1873. The Weser’s 
best know port, however. Is Bremen, 
the oldest seaport In Germnny, near 
the mouth of the river.

“Like mnhy other towns of western 
Sennany, Hamcin owes its origin to 
an abbey, but it possessed a number 
of small dwellings and a market 
place in the Eleventh century. It was 
in turn controlled by the French, the 
kingdom of Westphalia, the Hanover­
ians, and the Prussians. Today It lies 
within the Prussian province of Han­
over.

Mecca for Artists.
"That Hnmeln once was a place of 

considerable wealth and culture is evi­
dent from the number of stately stone 
and timbered Renaissance mansions 
that line its winding residential streets 
and face the banks of the Weser. 
Like Rothenhurg. it is a happy hunt­
ing ground for artists, etchers, and 
photographers in search of medieval 
architecture and quaint vistas.

"Today most of Ilameln's 25,000 In­
habitants are engaged In the manufac­
ture of rhemcials, leather, and paper. 
Sugar refining and tobncco curing 
plants are also important, and there 
is some shipbuilding. Life Is leisurely 
among the burghers of tills pictur­
esque old German town. The chief 
pastimes are salmon-fishing and boat­
ing along the Weser, or walks to the 
Ivy-clad ruins of many ancient castles

lethal than John Dilliuger’s now- 
famous wooden pistol.

Lack of Skilled Labor
Seen in Industry Revival

Scranton, Ru.—An Increase In the 
tempo of Industrial activity has re­
vealed a dearth of skilled labor in 
many lines, regional directors of the 
international correspondence schools 
report to officials of the school here.

"One of the unexpected results of 
the depression years," Ralph E. 
Weeks, president of the schools, said, 
"is that now when an industry urgent­
ly needs highly skilled men, It finds in 
many cases there are not a sufficient 
number to fill the demand.

"Many of the older men have died 
.and.olliers have moved In an effort to 
secure jobs. As a result, It lias be­
come a real problem to train qualified 
skilled help.”

Custer’s “Last Stand” to 
Be National Museum Site

Billings, Mont.—The site of one of 
the greatest tragedies In American 
military history will be preserved as 
a national museum if local service 
clubs' efforts are successful.

Agitation has been renewed here and 
(n Wyoming for erection of a memorial 
museum on the battlefield where Gen. 
George A. Custer and his Seventh cav­
alry made Its famous "last stand."

Relics of that ill-fated display of 
courage have been made available 
through the will of Custer’s widow. 
The present movement Is a renewal of 
attempts to obtain a federal appropri­
ation to construct a building to house 
them.

WELL DONE

Soviet Machines Are Well Constructed
<$■

M ail Service Is a  Surprising  
Expose of Inefficiency.

Moscow.L-The Soviet union In these 
days gives the foreign observer much 
the same Impression as a long battle 
line where a general’s troops are push­
ing the enemy forward in one salient 
while retreating In another.

Out of thousands of available snap­
shots of life and Industry in this vast 
land, two muy be taken to Illustrate 
the point:

Recently there was held an exhibi­
tion of the products of Soviet Industry 
under the "five year plan." When It 
Is remembered that Russia, until the 
revolution, Imported virtually all of 
Its machines save those made here 
under foreign supervision, the array 
of complicated machinery exhibited 
was impressive.

In one room, for Instance, were 
moving picture cameras and projectors 
made by a factory in Leningrad. To 
a layman, at least, they appeared to 
be well made and raodernly equipped. 
Nearby were models of Soviet tractors 
and other farm machinery appearing 
quite similar to American ones. There 
were examples of Soviet made tex­
tiles, not so perfect as those made 
abroad, hut at least wearable.

In still another part of the build­
ing one saw a model, faithfully re­
produced, of a modern Soviet oil field. 
New and radical designs in aircraft 
were shown, as were a modern gold 
dredge and the newest, most power-

ful types of locomotives.
Now, It is difficult to realize that 

a nation which can build’gmut 'ioc<K 
motives and complicated moving pic­
ture projectors must groar and sweat 
under the simple job of delivering mail. 
Yet that is exactly what the Soviet 
union does. The newspapers are filled 
with protests about and criticisms of 
the mail service.

Recently an official was sent to In­
spect the post offices In Tashkent His 
report on mail service there (which 
may or may not be worse than in the 
average town) was a surprising ex­
pose of inefficiency.

Registered letters, he found, some­
times were not delivered for six or 
eight weeks after their receipt. Col­
lections from the city mail boxes were 
Irregular, Sometimes only 19 of the 
city’s 50 mail boxes were cleared dur­
ing the day.

The sorting of the letters In the 
post office was extremely slow. None 
of the post office officials seemed to 
know the correct rate for mall or par­
cel post.

Indian Mounds Opened
on Shiloh Battlefield

Washington.—On the Civil war bat­
tlefield of Shiloh, an expedition of 
CWA workers, directed by Dr. Frank 
H. H. Roberts, Jr., of the Bureau of 
American Ethnology, Smithsonian in­
stitution, has unearthed a group of 
Indian mounds of marked historic In­
terest.

Located on a high bluff above the 
Tennessee river, the group is believed 
to have constituted an ancient refuge 
and ceremonial center. Within a ra­
dius of two miles, it was pointed out, 
are sites .of six once-populous aborig­
inal villages.

Well protected on three sides by 
high bluffs and on the fourth by a 
palisade fence, the group is believed 
to have been a center for worship, 
refuge from /loods, and civic govern­
ment. Remains of what probably was 
an ancient temple were uncovered on 
one building site.

Larger mounds. Doctor Roberts said, 
disclosed no nrtifucts or skeietul ma­
terial—a distinct peculiarity. How­
ever, under smaller mounds, traces 
were found of approximately 30 houses 
and, Roberts added, one small mound 
contained the Hexed remains of 30 
skeletons.

Date or Identity of the tribal In­
habitants has not been determined, al­
though it Is believed they were proto- 
Buskhogeans, from whom evolved the 
highly cultured Indians encountered 
hy the first while explorers in the 
Gun states.

GUNMAN CHARGED 
WITH 12 MURDERS 

SLAIN BY POLICE

Notorious Texas K iller and His 
W om an Com panion O bjects 

of Long H unt.

Black Lake. La.—Clyde Bnrrow, no­
torious Texas gunman charged with 
32 murders, and his clgar-snmking gun- 
womnn companion, Bonnie Parker, 
were shot and killed by Texas officers 
near here as they disregarded a com­
mand to holt. The No. 1 desperado of 
the Southwest and the Parker woman 
were riddled with bullets as they sped 
along a road at 85 miles an hour.

State and federal authorities had 
been waging one of the most desperate , 
man hunts (n the history of the South- ‘ 
west In an effort to bring Bnrrow to 
Justice, Because of his black record 
they had to proceed warily for on oth­
er occasions the desperado has not i 
hesitated to kill police officers in a 
mad dash for freedom.

The criminal records of the Barrow 
brothers, Clyde Champion and Marvin \ 
Ivan, began with petty thefts in Texas. 1 
Today a score or more of huge rob- i 
berles are overshadowed only by the 
12 murders. '

Clyde Borrow was first arrested in ; 
1926 for the theft of an automobile, ! 
but the charge was not pressed. His 
brother was arrested on a similar ' 
charge two years later. Both were 
given prison terms, and both escaped, j

Murders Dozen Men.
After a series of minor holdups the ! 

Barrows began crime in earnest the 
night of April 17, 1932, at Hillsboro, j 
Texas, by murdering John N. Bucher, i 
a merchant, after robbing his safe, i 
Clyde did the shooting and threatened 
to kill Mrs. Bucher, who ran to her ; 
husband’s side.

Flagihip Sontl/M aria
Ninety-Fire Feet Long

The dimensions of the Santa Marla, 
the flagship of the squadron of three 
vessels commanded by ChrlBtopher Co­
lumbus during hla famous voyage of 
1482, which led to tho discovery of 
America, were as follows: Length be­
tween perpendiculars, 74.12 feet; ex­
treme length of ship proper, 95 feet; 
length over all, 128.25 feet; breadth, 
extreme, 25.71 feet; depth of hold, 
12.46 feet; displacement, fully laden, 
233 tout; weight of hull, 90.5 tons; 
burden, about 100 tons; complement, 
52 men.

Her armament consisted of eight 
pieces, two lombards-firing stone* shot 
weighing two pounds, and six falconets 
of wrought iron firing stones 13 ounces 
In weight

These dimensions are from a de­
scription of the ship given in a cata­
logue of the collections in the Science 
museum of South Kensington, London, 
compiled by G. L Overton, A.R.C.S. 
A rigged model of the Santa Marla 
was presented to the museum by the 
Spanish government in 1923.

Descriptions of the other vessels 
forming the squadron—the caravels 
Pinta and Nina—are not so readily 
available, records only disclosing that 
they were of about 50 and 40 tons bur­
den respectively, and each having a 
complement of 18 men.

conducted, any dance, either public or 
prlvuta on any premises of which he is 
the owner, lessee or custodian. I t  is 
intended tha t the term ‘'dance*', above, 
shall Include interm ittent dancing of 
jtersons in any business establishment, 
and wherein the princiiud business is 
the serving of soft drinks, liquors or 
confections of any kind whatsoever.

Sec. 2. Any person guilty of-anv vie*

drives of past decades.

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More Than 7,000 Arrested 
for New Crimes.

More than seven thousand paroled 
criminals were arrested for new of­
fenses against society during the first 
quarter of 3034, the department of 
Justice revealed recently.

In the three-tnonth period alone, ac­
cording to figures complied by the 
United States bureau of investigation, 
7,274 persons previously released from 
prison under present liberal parole 
laws were apprehended by police 
throughout tho country for the com­
mission of new crimes.

The figures were Issued without 
comment by tho federal crime detec­
tion agency, but they were widely In­
terpreted as n tacit condemnation of 
the parole system as it operates to 
free hardened crlminuls before they 
have paid the full penalty for earlier 
offenses.

Analyze 7,274 Arrests.
More startling even than the dis­

closure that upwards of seven thou­
sand paroled convicts were caught at 
new crimes in the short snare of three 
months, however, was the bureau of 
Investigation's breakdown of the 7,274 
arrests.

In 6,202 cases, it was revealed, the

criminal was arrested either once or 
twice during the period of his parole, 
end In 3,300 cases, before the expira­
tion of the sentence given him for his 
earlier crime. In only 2.072 cases, the 
bureau stated, the records did not 
show an arrest within the parole pe­
riod.

Arrested once for new crimes during 
the parole period were 873 convicts, 
according to the report, while 1,023 
criminals were found to have been 
previously arrested while still on pa­
role. In 2,070 cases the new offenses 
took plnce even before the prison 
terms originally Imposed had expired, 
and In 1,230 cases an earlier crime 
was commuted before expiration of 
the original prison sentence.

Majority Originally Convicted.
"The majority of those who were 

paroled were originally convicted of 
serious crimes," said the bureau's re­
port, "and were arrested during the 
first quarter of 1034 on charges of a 
similarly serious nature. There were 
160 Individuals paroled, subsequent to 
convictions for criminal homicide."

Paroled convicts were by no means 
the only "repeaters" In the ranks of 
crime, according to the bureau’s fig­
ures. Out of 87,017 arrested In the 
three-month period, 33,161 cases were 
found In which the arrested person 
had a previous criminal history.

"Thirty-five per cent of the Individ­
uals whose arrest records were ex­
amined during the first three months 
of 1034 had previous fingerprint rec­
ords on file In the bureau of investiga­
tion," the report declared. "The pro­
portion having such previous finger­
print records varies with the offense 
from 50,1 per cent for those charged 
with violation of the narcotic drug 
4ewe—to—WL2—pas— *nr thom
charged with criminal homicide.”

The question arises, is it good econom­
ics to regulate the laws of produc­
tion in order to arrive nt nn artificial 
result? Is it common sense? Is there 
not some other way out of the diffi­
culty? Overproduction In the field of 
our natural resources may be due to 
the use of machinery. More may be 
produced by that method than is nec­
essary; but, what is the matter with 
the theory of the ax and gun?

STYLES of upholstery vary with tbe 
seasons as well as do the uphol­

stery textiles. Just now two or three 
things are notably In evidence In up­
holstery styles. One has been seen 
more or less within very recent years, 
but is brought again into prominence. 
This Is Barrel or Organ Pipe uphol­
stery. It Is a method by which a com­
fortable resilience is given back and 
arms of chairs, sofas, love seats, dav- 
-owpftrf, pnrrh and lawn choirs, etc. 
The padding is secured from slipping 
by vertical parallel lines of stitches, 
between which the padded or stuffed 
covering curves in barrel or organ- 
pipe shape.

On the depth of the stltchery de­
pends the comfort of this upholstery, 
for this signifies the thickness of tbe 
barrels or organ pipes between the 
rows. If they pu ff oat well, end hare 
been properly stuffed, they will give 
luxuriously when pressed down and 
so provide comfort for the person 
leaning against them.

While the name Is descriptive of 
the shnpe. It scarcely Implies comfort, 
for neither barrels nor organ pipes 
suggest elasticity, springiness or re­
bound. Yet the name is effective as 
It enables one to picture the appear­
ance of furniture so upholstered.

Lawn and Porch Pieces.
One of tbe reasons why attention 

Is directed to organ-pipe and barrel 
upholstery just now Is that it Is be­
ing used on summer furniture In the 
very latest Btyle. In fact it 1b pe­
culiarly well adapted to some models 
and kinds of furniture of this variety. 
For example canvas lawn chairs with 
barrel upholstering have appeared. To 
be sure the barrels must be on their 
aides to make the name apply, and 
organ-pipe upholstery Is no longer de­
scriptive. But the method of padding 
and stuffing between rows of stltchery 
remains identical. As it Is not only 
possible but easy for women to do 
over canvas iawn chairs wlCIT tliia 
barrel type of covering, to know about 
the style may be valuable. It Is but 
an extension of the head-rest feature.

That Is, the entire strip of canvas Is 
padded and at regular measured dis­
tances of 10 or 12 Inches there are 
rows of horizontal stitches. Tbe top 
barrel section is padded more than 
the others and so puffs up higher to 
form the head rest.

If a woman makes her own canvas 
padded covering the following method 
Is recommended. Have the under strip 
the right length for the chair. Lay 
cotton batting over It and baste down, 
lark off a' long strip 

Into longer sections for the top. Stuff 
the endtop section and each follow­
ing one in turn so that the top strip 
will round out over the lower one 
when top and lower marks are 
matched. Stitch on the machine across 
the strip-upholstery along marked 
lines and around ail edges, and fasten 
to the chair frame.

Fringe on Furniture.
The return of fringe in upholstery 

is one of the striking feature? of furni­
ture fashions. It has been nearly a 
generation since It was in style. It 
marks a return of softer qualities in 
upholstering. Recently this has been 
dec’ >dly severe to suit the straight 
lint, i id pronounced angles pf mod­
ernistic styles In the furniture. It will 
be remembered that some two weeks 
ago I told about the Incoming vogue 
of curves In what is sometimes termed 
the new Modern Classic type of furni­
ture. Fringe suits this style well, and 
it Is interesting to follow the trend.

Curves have a softening effect, lines 
of grace as they are, and certainly 
fringe has this same element.

T he “ New” D iet System

YOU are hearing something of • 
"new” system of diet whereby yon 

do not eat meat when you eat pota­
toes, or you do not eat bread when yon 
eat meat.

The renson seriously advocated by 
those who use this diet is that your 
digestive apparatus should not be 
asked to do too much work at one 
time; thus If it Is digesting starch it 
shouldn’t be required to digest proteJd 
also.

As a matter of fact there Is noth­
ing "new” about this system; every 
doctor has heard or read about it for 
a great many years but there never 
was a time when It was so much dis­
cussed or used.

You may remember how the 18 day 
diet swept over the country leaving 
many invalids and causing many 
deaths. It would appear that this fad 
Is also Interesting a great mnny peo­
ple, but fortunately it is not likely to 

] cause any serious trouble.
While it must be admitted that the 

enzymes or ferments In the digestive 
Juices which break up or digest fnodŝ  
act differently from one another IiT 
thnt one acts on starches, another on 
protelds, and another on fats, never­
theless as they all flow together at the 
sight and smell of food there Is always 
enough of them to digest a "mixed" 
meal.

Will this system of not eating meat 
or eggs with bread or potatoes help 
certain Individuals?

Dr. Ruth F. Wadsworth, in Collier’s, 
says that while this new system is 
unnecessary for the average well in­
dividual, nevertheless anyone follow­
ing It really gets a good all-round 
"mixed" diet. "If you won’t eat 
starches with your meal you can't eat 
meat alone so you add vegetables, 
fresh fruits and salads. And If yoo 
can’t eat meat and eggs with the oth­
er two meals you are bound by va­
riety to have stewed or raw fruits 
with your cereals and more salads and 
vegetables. Consequently you are get­
ting more variety, more vitamins, more 
bulk than you ever thought you had 
time fo r before."

Now there are a number of young 
people who have difficulty in digest­
ing starches, and some older peopls 
who have difficulty in digesting fats. 
It Is In these cases that this method

For the vast majority of people thl* 
method Is not necessary or even ad­
visable ns It gets the "mind” too much 
on the food, and upsets the usual 
household arrangements.

However it makes sure of a good all­
round diet and can’t hurt you if yon 
want to try It. In fact, It may really 
help you.

H ay F ever Sufferer*

IT IS a mystery to many that one 
member of a family will be attacked 

regularly by hay fever and the rest 
of the family, living In the same house­
hold, breathing the same air, never 
have an attack.

You will admit that this Is definite 
proof that there Is something about 
this hay fever sufferer, something 
about tbe general condition of hia 
body, or part or parts of his body, that 
gives him this tendency towards at­
tacks of hay fever.

Dr. M. J. Gutman, Munich, states 
that the fact that pollen from plant* 
put Into the nose of noruiat persona 
Is removed from the body unchanged, 
whereas In a hoy fever patient sensi­
tive to this particular type of pollen, 
the pollen Is changed, some of It hav­
ing burst, shows that the mucous lin­
ing of the nose, or the mucous (tbe 
liquid on the lining of the nose) dif­
fers fronMluit of a normal person.

As you know tbe hay fever patient 
suffers with an lnfiamnmtion of the 
eyes, nose, throat and bronchial tubes.

It Is unfortunate that so many school 
teachers are afflicted with It, as it not 
only tires them but makes them very 
trritnble. In addition to the symptoms 
In eyes, nose, throat and chest, Io a 
number of cases there are skin erup­
tions such as hives (urticaria, lntes 
tlnnl distress and nervous symptoms.

Manufacturers of dust proof and 
noise proof windows are now quite 
widely advertising the use of these 
windows in relieving hay fever symp­
toms.

Nuluinlly for a sleeping room, 
equipped with one of these devices, 
doors and key hole would have to be 
plugged, hut certainly the patieut 
should get relief during the hours of 
sleep, which might enable him to be 
fairly comfortable the rest of the time.

The treatment of hay fever continues 
the same, that Is injections of serum, 
beginning two to three months before 
the usual attack occurs.

While this has definitely helped a 
great number. It hn? nor helped others, 
and so oilier measures are found nec­
essary—going away to a district where 
there is little or no# pollen In the air, 
living in chambers or rooms a number 
of hours n day the Air of which Is kept 
free of pollen.

For a great number of sufferers the 
use of the various remedies containing 
adrenalin gives considerable relief.

Some Suggestions on Preparing 

8  Quick Meals. 88

A NUMBER of requests from bouse- 
**  wives Interested In recipes for 
quick meals have been coming to me 
recently. For this reason the column 
today will be devoted to answering 
some of them.

One writer asks whether she may 
safely cook her cereal the night be­
fore, keep it covered on the stove In 
an aluminum double boiler and reheat 
It the next morning. The answer is 
“yes.” The cereal will be Improved 
in flavor by the forehanded prepara­
tion.

“Do you peel an alligator pear before 
serving it with crabmeat? How is it 
eaten, with a spoon, salad fork, or 
oyster fork?” asks another reader. 
The pear Is merely cut In half, the 
pit removed and the center filled with
crabmeat. mixed wTTIi milJ'MliiUllyu.—t f  
may be eaten with a salad fork, or If 
yon happen to have those small fruit 
knives and forks, you may use them.

“I wonder If you can give me an 
old-time recipe for b dressing to serve 
with lettuce or dandelion greens. It 
Is a hot dressing containing bacon, 
vinegar, sugar and perhaps nn egg. 
I have hunted through every cook book 
withont success. A friend’s mother 
used to make It years ago.” In an­
swering this question. I might say I 
hunted for a long time for this recipe 
for myself and I found It Anally in 
Germany last summer. I am very 
glad to share It with my readers. It 
Is now one of the most precious 
recipes of my collection.

Quick Meal.
Poached eggs on toast with aspara­

gus with brown butter.

New Marking Makes Sun 
Dial Accurate as Clock

State College, Pa.—A simple system 
for making the readings of an ordi­
nary sun dial as accurate as those of 
a synchronized clock has been per­
fected by Prof. Leland S. Rhodes, de­
partment of engineering, Pennsylvania 
state college.

To eliminate the sun dial error, 
which may be as much as fifty min­
utes, Professor Rhodes inscribed sev­
eral half circles on the dial instead of 
the customary one, spacing them for 
the different seasons of the year. 
Across the ends of the half circles he 
marked the months and dates to which 
several semi-circles apply In comput­
ing the shadow reading in terms of 
standard time on a given day.
