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VOEGTLIN INVENTS DEVICE

Former County Man Add* Another In­
vention to Many Others

John Voegtlin, former Marquette 
county resident, develops an apparatus 
to bring helpless airplanes safely to 
land. Mr. Voegtlin has made his home 
for many years at Fort Wayne, Ind., 
and an article from a newspaper in 
that city follows:

Airplane crashes resulting from 
stalled motors would be a thing of the 
past if an invention of John Voegtlin, 
of 506 East Douglas street, were wide­
ly adopted by plane manufacturer, 
the Inventor said today.

Mr. Voegtlin, who holds patent rights 
to a number of inventions, has devised 
an apparatus, w hich he says works on 
a small model plane and whfah air 
most instantly transforms a plane 
with a helpless motor into a cabin, 
fusflage, tail and wings supported by 
a Zeppelin-like structure.

Airplanes would be equipped, ac­
cording to Mr. Voegtlin’* plans, along 
the top o f  each wing and along the 
top of th,e fusil age, with a small com­
portment Into which would be packed 
a silk-canvas fabric properly situated 
with relation to a container of highly 
compressed helium, or sarnie other non- 
inflammable gas.

The fabric and gas compartment* 
would rest beneath an easily opened 
flap. At the stroke of one lever or 
turn of a switch, the flap over the 
compartment would be released and 
the fabric would be free to expand un­
der the pressure of the lighter than 
air helium. Thus, according to suc­
cessful trials of hU model. Mr. Voegt- 
1 in believes a pilot of a helpless plane 
might, by a twist of the wrist, release 
ihe apparatus by which his. plane 
might be safely brought to earth. The 
size of the canvas and the quantity of 
the gas would vary, of course  ̂ with 
the size of the plane, Mr. Voegtlin 
explained.

Mr. Voegtlin has also recently per­
fected a window that can be washed 
on both sides from the Lnaide of the 
house.

A third invention of Mr. Voegtlin is 
a "cylinder within a cylinder*’ for mo­
tor cars which, the Inventor believes, 
will eliminate the necessity of cylin­
der grinding in automobiles.

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Explains 10-Year

Chlcngo.—The Increase In the mean 
temperature in the Culled Stnto* over 
the ten-year period from ItrJI to 1930 
seed not cause fear the weather will 
continue to grow progressively warmer, 
It was stated by Dr. Grlllith Taylor, 
professor of geography at the Univer­
sity of Chicago, Temperatures tend 
to follow a cycle. Doctor Taylor point­
ed out, and In a survey of tlte succeed 
Ing ten years the mean mny be lower.

As a generality unduly warm years 
bring a drynpss to temperate zones, 
while cool years prod1. abundant 
rainfall, Doctor Taylor said. There Is 
no correlation so definite, however, 
which can result In an accurate predic­
tion of the amount of rain that will 
fall In a given period.

Forecasts Still Puzzle. 
"Meteorologists do not know them­

selves how to accurately make long 
range forecasts on heat and rain 
•pells," Doctor Taylor declared, "and 
the best we cun do Is piece together 
various factors we have considered In 
the past and try to correlate them.” 

Doctor Taylor advanced a theory as 
to ODe of the causes of the prolonged 
drouth which has held the American 
nldcontlnent in its grip since April 1. 
This theory is based on a high pres­
sure area In the Atlantic area.

sure Is high, about 30.3 Inches. The 
normal barometric pressure In Chicago 
and the Middle West Is 29.13 Inches.

“The high pressure area has be­
come more vigorous recently.” Doctor 
Taylor stated, "and this Increase In 
barometric pressure tends to cause dis­
turbances. These disturbances, ap­
parently, have been to the southwest 
and southeast of the area while a 
period of stagnation has set In In most 
of the North American continent.”

The stagnation has stopped the ed­
dies, or cyclonic storms, which pro­
duce rainfall, Doctor Taylor said. The 
stagnation is best visualized by a study 
of barometric pressure throughout the 
country. When there are muterlal dlf- 
erentials in barometric pressure rain 
results from the meeting of high and 
low pressure areas. During the period 
of the drouth, however, the differen­
tials have been slight.

The possibility that the drouth may 
be reflected by unusual weather ac­
tivity In other regions of the world 
was considered by Doctor Taylor. Just 
what this activity may be cannot be 
foretold, he said, but a relationship 
with the present condition In this coun­
try mny be established In the future.

"It is curious the way changes in 
one part of the world may be repeated 
at a six year Interval In another part,” 
Doctor Taylor snld, *“but the correla- 
tlon Is n difficult thing.

Finds Inverse Relationship.
"One Instance of an inverse relation­

ship existing at the same time was 
noted by Mossrnn, a meteorologist, 
some years ago. lie discovered—to a 
high degree of accuracy—that when 
the Nile floods were at their peak the 
water was low In the Antarctic region. 
The reverse also held—when the wa­
ter was high around the South pole 
the Nile subsided.”

At present the cyclonic storms, which 
should visit the Middle West three or 
four times a month, have "failed to 
obey their laws," Doctor Taylor stated.

Statistics made public by the Smith- 
sonlnn institution at Washington dis­
closed that at 14 government weather 
stations throughout the country the 
mean temperature for the period from 
3921 to 1930 was from .3 of a degree 
to 1.3 degrees higher than the mean 
for all the previous years In which 
these stations have kept records.

“There is nothing particularly sig­
nificant about that,” Doctor Taylor de­
clared, "because these cycles of in­
crease nnd decrease nre normal. No 
striking climatic change Is in sight for 
the world,”

\IfHETHKU the family Is large or
Tv small, some one has to do the 

catering for it  And this is true 
whether the food is cooked at home 
or whether It is provided from some 
nearby delicatessen shop. The family 
fores best and at far less cost when 
the food Is home-prepared as well ns 
home served. Constant recourse to the 
food shop simplifies getting food 

ready ami cooked, 
but it also makes 
the table lack the 
pleasant var 1 e t y 
which can be sup­
plied when home­
cooking Is done.

There a re  two 
chief items to re- 
member  when 
catering to a fam­
ily. One is food, 
the other is thrift. 
The food should be 
so bought that it 
can be served with­
out monotony, and 
each men Vr have 
some dishes to his 
or her liking at ev­
ery meal .  And 
coupled with this 
the food should be 

so wisely bought that extravagance is 
not incurred. This is just good man­
agement whether a family has ample 
means or must be penny wise.

It Is not always luxuries which are 
responsible for extravagance In food 
costs. It Is the wise use of luxuries 
and the distribution of them as occa­
sions demand which should be consid­
ered. To have foods out of season is 
not as costly today as a generanon 
ago, but still (t Is not actually cheap.

Catering Problems.
Where there is a large family or 

at least one that is not snmll, It is 
easier to have variety and every one 
have dishes to the liking, than it Is 
when the family consists of two or 
three. To cater to a fault-finding fam­
ily is enough to wear the caterer down 
and a revolt may do good. Insist that 
some one else does the catering for 
just one week, go away for a few 
days, or supply the table from the 
food shop continuously over a period 
of a week or more. This will quell 
criticism, If, and provided, the one 
who is the caterer really does set 
a good table.

This advice Is not for the woman 
who sets a negligible table. It Is usu­
ally the case that a poor table is not 
a cheap one. It Is poor because the 
one who does the catering Is not In­
terested in seeing that food is bought 
thriftily or served well. She probably 
could set a fur better table on the 
same money If she gave the subject 
her real attention.

Proper Seasoning.
Every woman who does any cooking 

craves the reputation >f being a good 
cook. Of the thousands, yes, even the 
millions, of cooks that there are, com­
paratively few rightfully gain the de­
sired goal. One of the main essen­
tials is the seasoning of food. This 
is so generally slighted. Without the 
right seasoning It Is impossible for 
food to have the delicious flavor de­
sired. It Is Impossible to Instill the 
wanted zest, piquancy, richness, and 
lusciousness with any one flavoring or 
seasoning preparation. What these 
preparations are intended for Is to 
aid the cook, and many kinds of 
spices, acids, herbs, sweetenings, etc., 
are at her command. Without them

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Mysteries of the Deep 
Well Guarded by Neptune

Many Legends Inspired by 
Crewless Ghostly Ships.

Washington.—Thu grp.'itest sin mys­
tery of the fjccmle rimy he near solu­
tion If It con be proven beyond doubt 
that wreckage recently washed up on 
the coast of Australia Is from the lost 
Kobenhnvn. The sea guards well her 
•ecrets, and the world has waited five 
years for news of the Danish training 
ship which sailed out of Montevldo In 
December, lies, bound for nn Austra­
lian port. .

“The Kobenhavn.” says a bulletin 
from the .National Geographic society, 
“was a new. fivo-!wi«t»*«|, steel hark, 
the largest sailing vessel In the world, 
equipped with nuxllinry engines and n 
powerful radio. On December 21 she 
reported all well. She was then 400 
miles out, well started on her course 
through the South Atlantic, the lone­
liest waters In the world. Thut wns 
the last word that was ever heard 
from her.

"One month later the settlers on 
Tristan da t'unha. an Isolated rock 
halfway between Brazil and Goo d 
Hope, were greatly excited by the ap­
proach of a sailing vessel. She seemed 
to be steering aimlessly, with a light 
*ail set, before a gale which was driv- 
ng her straight for the island's Jagged 
reefs. Just as db lifter seemed Inevit­
able sIo*-veereil nsh[e a fid dliired wife 
\v past, not 400 yards offshore.

"There was no sign of life on hoard. 
%nd she was riding far down at the 
item. Indicating some damage. Oth­
erwise all was In good order, and there 
could be no doubt of her Identity. 
$he was the lost Kobenhavn. By the 
text day when it wns calm enongh to 
put out In bonts she had vanished for­
ever, Whatever the fate that overtook 
her crew. It must have been disastrous­
ly sudden to have prevented even a 
wireless message. Scarcely less stran 
Is It that her wreckage should turn up 
halfway around the world, and on the 
Australian const.

Stranger Than Fiction.
"Many are the legends, songs, ami 

itorles inspired by ghostly, crcwless 
ships, wandering on year after year, 
■alone on a wide, wide, sea.’

"Kven striyiger than ghost ships of 
fiction are the ships of w ood and steel, 
ships of fact, which in modern times 
have sailed our seas unmanned. One 
of these, the Hudson’s bay steamer 
llpyehliuo, has haunted Arctic waters 
for the past three years. Loaded with 
a valuable cargo of furs she was 
caught in the Ice o ff Walnwright, Alas­
ka. *llcr captain and crew went 
ashore, resolved to wait until the 
spring break-up to work her free. One 
night a terrific storm broke her loose 
from her moorings and set her on her 
wandering course. At Intervals she Is 
reported by the captains of whalers

and trading vessels. Eskimos have 
salvaged most of her cargo, and twice 
she has been boarded by parties of 
white men from parsing ships, But al­
ways she eludes capture, drifting on­
ward with the ire pack Into northern 
mists.

"Some ten years ego Atlantic ship­
ping wns for months endangered by 
the erratic behavior of the Governor 
Durr, a disabled British shooner, 
abandoned by her rrew In mid-ocean* 
.Superstitious sailors credited her with 
supernatural control over storms. Sim 
carried In her hold a fortune in Ciwn- 
dlan lumber. Twice steamers put off 
from Nova Scotia to tow her ashore 
and salvage imr cargo, hut each time 
after they had hoarded tier a sudden 
storm forced them to abandon the at­
tempt. Months later she appeared off 
the Azores, where ngnln efforts at sal­
vage met with the same defent. ller 
final fate, like thnt of the others, re­
mains a mystery.

Mary Celeste M ytttry .

"Perhaps the most famous mystery 
of all, u puzzle that has defied solution 
for over sixty years. Is the question of 
what happened one day In December, 
187—, on board the Mary Celeste. 
Countless ingenious theories have been 
advanced, Sir Arthur Conan Doyle 
fushioned from his explanation a ro­
mantic novel, hut no one will ever 
know the truojMory. On November 7, 
1*72, the brie Mary Celeste put out 
of New York harbor for Genoa, her 
hold filled ivith barrels of alcohol. On 
board was the captain, Benjamin K. 
Griggs, his wife, their small daughter, 
and n crew of seven men.

"Five weeks later the British ship

mitted suicide by taking gas here 
recently.

The dog. left alone In the t liap- 
man home, apparently turned on 
the gas jet.

Firemen worked over the animal 
for an hour In nn unsuccessful ef­
fort to revive it.

Del Gratia found the .Mary Celeste .TOO 
miles west of Glhraltar. Her sails were 
set on a starboard tack and she wns 
plowing stendlly eastward, but their 
signals to her met with no reply. Wor­
ried hy this they snllM along side and 
boarded her, finding to their astonish­
ment that she was completely desert­
ed. The decks were absolutely In or­
der. no sign of struggle, mutiny, rob­
bery, or murder. In the ship’s cabin 
were the captain's watch, money, and 
compasses. They found Mrs. Briggs' 
sewing machine with a garment half- 
stitched. In the forecnstle were the 
seamen's chests, their money, and even 
the remnants of a meal. The ship's 
log was lying open, the last entry dat­
ed eight days previous. Chronometer 
and sextant were missing, and the 
ship’s only boat—an open yawl—was 
gone.

"Obviously the Mary Celeste had been 
abandoned In great haste—but why? 
Possibly fho.se aboard fcured an ex­
plosion In her hold, put off hurriedly 
with no provisions, then awaited a dis­
aster which failed to occur. Too late 
they may have tried to overtake her, 
only to find her sailing steadily farth­
er out of reach.**

to  S h o w  R a d io  B eacon s
Washington.—A device for visually 

Interpreting signals of aeronautical ra­
dio range beacons has been developed 
hy W. E. Jackson and L. M. Harding, 
radio engineers of the Commerce de­
partment’s aeronautics branch, accord­
ing to Hex Martin, assistant director 
of aeronautics.

Signals, Martin explained, are re­
ceived through headphones by airmen 
who rely upon them for guidance dur­
ing periods of poor visibility.

The device features an Indicator 
which, fitted in the Instrument panel, 
is similar to the contrivance used for 
blind landimr*. It Is open-faced and 
has two needles—one vertical and one 
horizontal. The vertical needle, Mar­
tin explained, Is chief iudientor, and 
when a plane leaves the course defined 
by a radio beacon, this needle will 
move accordingly. However, ho add­
ed, If the plane Js exactly on course, 
the vertical pointer will remain In cen­
ter of the dial.

The horizontal indicator, the official 
revealed, shows the volume of received 
signals, which the pilot may adjust 
as b* sees fit.

H ig h  A la sk a n  M ountain
Washington.—Currying a short wave 

radio set with which to keep in com­
munication with the airplane base in 
Fairbanks, a party headed by.C. S. 
Houston of Cambridge, Mass., will un­
dertake to scale the Ice-covered Mount 
Foraker In McKinley national park, 
Alaska, it has been announced here by 
the Interior department.

Permission to attempt to climb was 
granted by Arno B. Camerer, director 
of the national park service, who said 
approval of such hazardous feats is

given only after he Is satisfied the 
members of the party are properly 
equipped and physically qualified to 
make the climb.

The scaling of the J 7,000-foot Mount 
Foraker, as fur us is known, has never 
been accomplished.

USE SURPLUS M ILK  
TO GROW BROILERS

Weight Is Added Faster and 
Meat Is Better.

A use for some of the surplus milk 
on the farm Is seen In the practice of 
milk-fattening broilers. This practice 
may lead to four possible guiua.

Milk-fattened broilers add weight 
faster than do cockerels on range. 
Their meat is of better quality, and 
In some markets the broilers will com­
mand a better price because of It By 
hastening the maturity of the cockerels 
for broilers the poultryinnn can sepa­
rate them from the pullets sooner, 
which will result In better laying stock.

Fattening cockerels In feeding bat­
teries leads to best results, and very 
fine results may be secured by pen-fat- 
tenlng If the pens are darkened be­
tween feedings so that the birds ex­
ercise less than they do normally.

A good fattening ration may be made 
of three pounds of yellow corn meal 
and one pound of wheat Hour mid­
dlings, mixed with liquid milk to the 
consistency of a batter that pours 
readily from a bucket.

If liquid milk is not available, serai* 
solid buttermilk may be used in place 
of the skimmilk at the rate'of 1% 
pounds to each gallon of water.

Very little feed should be given the 
birds the first day a fattening ration is 
put before them. Let the birds get 
hungry. Give them as much feed as 
they can clean up in five minutes the 
morning of Die second day, and in the 
evening, as much as they will eat In 
ten minutes.

Not until the third day should the 
chickens be giren full feedings as 
much as they will eat in 10 to 15 min­
utes morning, noon, and night. Noth­
ing to drink should be given the 
chickens. As much liquid ns they 
need is contained In the wet mash.

Early Care of Goslings
Cited by an Authority

Goslings do not need feed until they 
are from thirty-six to forty-eight hours 
old. when they should be fed stole 
bread soaked In milk, or a mash made 
of four parts corn meal and one part 
middlings, says an authority In the 
Missouri Farmer. Green grass should 
make up most of their feed and only 
a limited amount of grain should be 
fed. Plenty of fresh, clean drinking 
water should be supplied. After two 
weeks, if the goslings have plenty of 
grass, they will not need any other 
feed. In case extra feed Is needed a 
suitable mash can be made of two 
parts shorts, one part of corn meal or 
ground oats. After six weeks old, 
if extra feed is still needed, the mash 
should be changed to equal parts 
Bhorts, corn meal, and ground oats 
with 5 per cent meat scrap. Where 
pasture Is good, most goslings are 
raised from the time they are two of 
three weeks old to fattening time with­
out additional feed. Whole grain 
should not be fed until the goslings are 
well feathered. Because of a limited 
demand, It is doubtful If geese can be 
profitably raised except where they 
have good range.

Cutting Range Costs
Next to the feed cost, the greatest 

expense in brooding and rearing of 
chicks Is In labor. Any poultryman, 
observes a writer in the Country Gen­
tleman, whose range is not already so 
equipped can well consider installing 
certain practical labor-saving devices. 
A lot of time can be wasted carrying 
water in palls, so any range on which 
a considerable number of chicks Is 
reared should he piped for water. 
Three-quarter-inch pipe for ieaders 
one-half-lnch pipe for laterals, with an 
automatic, self-feeding shut-off near 
each colony house, will more than pay 
for the complete cost before the sea­
son is half over. To keep the water 
cool, the pipe should be laid in a fur­
row which has been plowed up and 
laid back over the pipe. Once a day 
the pans can be rinsed with a large 
bottle brush, which is all the labor re­
quired In the watering operation. In 
the fail the pipes can be taken up and 
stored till spring comes again.

No Cure for Stunted Chicks
Start a chick In the way lie should 

go—and you will reap the reward, 
says Miss Cora Cooke, extension spe­
cialist in poultry, University farm, St. 
Paul. Flocks in which some chicks 
lag behind the rest, carry evidence 
that something is wrong. Some chicks, 
unfortunately, ore “born runts.” There 
Is nothing to do but put them out of 
their misery. Some of theso runts 
could have been avoided, however, if 
the parent stock bad been selected 
with care—selected for health, vigor.

Production of Geese
According to the 1930 census. Mis­

souri ranks fourth in the production 
of geese, says a writer In Missouri 
Farmer. Geese production in the 
United States has. since 1910, passed 
completely from the South Central to 
the North Central stutes. This shift 
Is attributed to the fact thnt geese were 
formerly produced In the South main­
ly for the feathers, and that as the 
demand for feather declined In that 
section the production of geese was 
abandoned.

People thousands of miles apart 
may shortly be able to communicate 
with one another by means of 
thought waves, according to Profes­
sor (.’allegarls, nn Itnllnn mental spe­
cialist.

He says there are three “comniu*
I nlcating discs” In the human body- 
one on the right side of the neck, one 
between the calf and tin* ankle, one 
behind the index finger of the right 
hand. A search for these “dises” wag 
first made in IMS by the late Profes­
sor Mingazzini, but he died before 
lie reached the stage of actual tests, 
and Professor Caiiegaris promised 
to continue the resonreh.

In one of his experiments, two 
nurses were blindfolded and seated 
ten feet apart, facing each other. A 
small capsule of aluminum was 
placed on each nurse’s neck at tlte 
spot where the human receiving 
and transmitting apparatus is sup­
posed to be situated.

After a while, the nurse who was 
acting ns receiver stated that sht 
felt sharp, burning sensations on the 
tip of her tongue, pains on both 
cheeks and the left wrist, also a 
peculiar feeling of heaviness on top 
of her head and “emptiness” at the 
lower part of the brain. Presently 
she stated that she could see a net­
work of white radiations, undulating 
like the waves of the sea, all round 
the body of the other nurse.

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VOTERS TO PASS ON SIX CHANGES 
AlLh<nii;li nearly a score of proposed 

change* to the state constitution were 
discussed In the last few months, only 
six of the proposals have been quali­
fied for places on the ballot at the 
Novembor election.

ft. Thjs proposed amendment would 
eliminate the “uniform taxation" pro­
visions from the state constitution and 
would allow the deglslature to enact 
an Income tax law.

6. This proposal would give Justices 
of the peace Jurisdiction In civil cases 
up to $300 In cities of more than 250,- 
OOfl inhabitants.

THE MOVIES TO HELP
SOLVE T R A FF IC  PUZZLES

Many motorists will have have their 
picture* taken this summer, unknown 
to them, by means of an electric 
eye which will "see” their passing 
car nml snap a camera shutter. The 
object of the picture taking will not 
be promiscuous spying, but to make a 
record of traffic problems by a new 
method.

The device, which automatically 
makes a permanent, graphic survey of 
street and highway conditions, was 
developed at the University of Mich­
igan by Professor Bruce D. Green- 
shields, of Dennison University and 
Professor Roy S. Swinton. of Mich­
igan. A survey of Ohio traffic is al­
ready planned.

In one form of the device, a snfall 
moving picture camera is set up by the 
roadside, its operation controlled by a 
photo-electric cell, or “eye" which is 
sensitive to changes in light Across 
the road and focused on the eye, is a 
small mirror. When a passing car 
breaks the beam of light from the 
mirror, it affects the eye, which in 
turn automatically causes one picture 
to be snapped and a new film to be 
moved into readiness. Sixteen pictures 
n second may be taken i/  necessary.

In another set-up, intended especial­
ly to study what happens at intersec­
tions and traffic lights, the camera is 
usually placed on a high building, 
where it snaps pictures automatically 
at intervals of about one second. Pic­
tures made by either procedure are 
thrown on a screen marked with ver­
tical parallel lines. Simple calcula­
tions enable observers to tell the speed 
of a car. time lost in decelerating and 
accelerating and the number of cars 
using a road or intersection. At the 
latter points it also shows the reasons 
for automobile congestion and pedes­
trian behavior.

Besides eliminating tbe need of 
human observers with atop watches, 
counters and tally sheets, the picture 
survey makes a permanent, timed 
record of traffic conditions which may 
be studied at leisure by a traffic 
analyst and reported in a definite, 
graphic way to highway authorities.

American Was Inventor
of Engraving Process

The steel engraving industry owes 
its success in producing postage 
stamps and banknotes to the ingenuity 
of Jacob Perkins of Massachusetts, 
who invented a process for transferr­
ing designs from the original die to 
a steel plate, says a writer in the 
Chicago Tribune. In this procesk all 
of the characteristics which make line 
engraving the pre-eminent method of 
reproducing designs are retained and 
the resulting prints are as much gen­
uine engravings as though the entire 
plate of several hundred subjects bad 
been entirely engraved by hand. To 
engrave the Individual stamp subjects 
on a plate would be prohibitive from 
a standpoint of coat and time.

Perkins saw his method made ob­
ligatory In banknote printing and In 
3819 on the advice of the British min­
ister went to England to explain the 
process to the officials of the Bank of 
England. Here he had less success, but 
knowing the merits of his Invention 
he organized a company to exploit the 
Idea In London. Upon the advent of 
the postage labels invented by s Lon­
don concern, the firm became contrac­
tors for their manufacture. Thus the 
first postage stamps, although an Eng­
lish Invention, were produced by an 
American procesa which Is still used 
for all of the securities, paper money, 
and stamps of the United States.

Avoiding the foods 
known to cause hay fever or asthma 
is the best method of (renting this par­
ticular type. “Certainly asthma and 
hny fever are difficult to cure. Cer­
tainly, too, the special treatment by 
extracts can help many at any age.”

So, If you are an asthma or hay 
fever sufferer and think you have tried j 
everything, Just ponder over these re­
marks by Doctor Heaton, and try to 
discover if there is not something you 
have left undone.

PERFECT JELLY, HOW TO MAKE IT

Tasty Combinations Suggested

by Expert. ®

By EDITH M. BARBER

THE perfect Jelly is one which Is 
Arm, but not too liriu, which will 

turn out of the glass and keep the 
shape of the mold, hut still he slightly 
quivering. The liavor will depend, of 
course, upon the fruit or the combina­
tion of fruits you use for making the 
Jelly and whether you use the old-fash­
ioned method which produces excellent 
results, if successfully made, or the 
new-fashioned method which Is known 
as foolproof method. With the old- 
fashioned method you get wlmt may 
be called a richer flavor; with the new 
fashioned method you get a flavor 
which is more delicate, perhaps more 
nearly like that of the fresh fruit.

For the old-fashioned method you 
use merely the strained Juice of ber­
ries nr fruit which have been rooked 
with very little water and sugar. To 
be sure that your fruit Juice will Jelly, 
yon must use the proper amount of 
sugar. We no longer use cup for cup 
as the old recipes tell us. We use 
one tablespoonful of hot Juice and add 
to it an equal amount of alcohol and 
let it stand two or three minutes. If 
this mixture has jellied so that you 
can take it up upon the spoon without 
Its breaking, you may use one cupful 
of sugar to one cupful of Juice. If 
the mixture Jellies but breaks as you 
take It upon the spoon, you will need 
three-quarters of a cupful of sugar to 
one cupful of Juice. If it does not 
Jelly at all, cook the juice down or add 
bottled pectin nr green apple Juice 
until you get a Jelly test.

Bottled pectin, by the way, Is merely 
concentrated apple Juice. When you 
use the newer, more popular, foolproof 
method of making jelly you are actual­
ly combining apple Juice with your 
fruit juice in large enough quantities 
so that the mixture will be concen­
trated. In making j«l!y in this way 
follow exactly the recipes which come 
with the bottle of pectin. They have 
been worked out carefully after long 
experimental work.

To go back to the old-fashioned 
method of making Jelly. After we 
have combined the fruit Juice and the 
sugar and have stirred the mixture 
until the sugar Is dissolved, we must 
boil it until we get a jelly test. I make 
my test by dipping the spoon into the 
sirup and shaking it off above the ket­
tle. When two drops will hang side 
by side upon the edge of the spoon 
the Jelly Is ready to pour into the hot 
glasses. It should be skimmed before 
It Is poured, but It need not be 
skimmed during the boiling.

Whichever method I have used for 
making the jelly. I add a thin layer of 
melted paraffin immediately after it 
bos been poured Into the glasses. The 
•ext day, when It is cold. I add a sec­
ond layer of paraffin before I put on 
the covers and label It for storage.

1 am giving you recipes for Jelly 
made both ways.

Preparing Juice.
Select nnd wash fruit. Remove the 

bulls, stem and blossom ends. Cut 
lard fruits into pieces without peeling 
«r coring.

For soft fruits use Just enough wa 
ftvr to prevent sticking. Meat gradual­
ly, mash while heating and cook until 
the pulp has lost Its color.

For hard fruits, conk with Just 
cuoogh water to cover until the fruit 
Is tender. Do not mash if you wish to 
lurve a dear Jelly. Strain the juice 
through a wet flannel Jelly bag, but

do not squeeze, as this will give a 
cloudy Jelly.

When the Juice has stopped dripping 
from jelly bag return the pulp to the 
preserving kettle, add enough water to 
cover, heat gradually and simmer for 
30 minutes and strain again through 
Jelly bag. Test for pectin and if the 
test shows sufficient pectin, present a 
third extraction may be made. Keep 
the Juice obtain*d from first extrac­
tion separate from Juice obtained in 
second and third extractions, as juice 
from the first extraction usually makes 
a clearer jelly.

Test strained juice for pectin to de­
termine whether it contains sufficient 
pectin which in turn indicates the pro­
portion of sugar to be used.

Old-Fashioned Jelly.

To obtain best results in jelly mak­
ing It is advisable to work with a small 
quantity of Juice. Two quarts of Juice 
Is a sufficiently large quantity to han­
dle at one time.

Measure juice, add sugar and boil 
rapidly for five minutes and stir until 
the sugar is dissolved. Skim when 
jelly Is done nnd pour into glasses, and 
seal with paraffin.

The top should be loose to prevent 
the Jelly from weeping.

Raspberry Jelly.
4 cups (2 lbs.) juice
714 cups (MU lbs.) sugar
1 bottle fruit pectin
To prepare juice, crush thoroughly 

or grind about three quarts fully ripe 
berries. (Mace in Jelly cloth or bag 
and squeeze out Juice.

Measure sugar and Juice into large 
saucepan nnd mix. Bring to a boil 
over hottest fire and at once add fruit 
pectin, stirring constantly. Then bring

Cleveland.—Hundreds of Cleveland 
foreign-born still cling to the practice 
of using leeches.

The Red Cross pharmacy, a drug 
store here, does a national business in 
the blood suckers ns well as catering 
particularly to Cleveland Hungarians.

L. H. Fisher, manager of the drug 
store's mail-order department, said he 
mails thousands of leeches each spring 
to all pnrts of the country and to Can­
ada.

“We Import them all. Our people 
believe the American leeches are not 
good. They are too large and their 
bellies are black, In contrast with the 
green color of European kinds.

“We transport them here in plain 
earth and they live on nothing but 
fresh water nnd air. They are caught 
In European marshes by women and 
children, who wade into the water 
Imrefooted nnd wait until enougli 
leeches attach themselves to their 
legs.”

Fisher said some persons treat them­
selves with as many as twelve of the 
tiny creatures at once. The smaller 
they are the more they can suck.

T o  R estore  F irst S la v e
C em etery  in  N ew  J ersey

Mays Landing, N. J.—Historical so­
cieties plan to clear the debris from 
historical Shore Road cemetery, the 
first slave burying ground In New Jer­
sey. The only identification now on 
the grounds is a plain marble slab 
bearing the inscription “Angelina Tay­
lor, died, September 5, 1833. aged 
eighty-three years." Historical writ­
ings frequently referred to the ceme­
tery, which marked the first foothold 
of slavery In the state.

A high percentage of Quakers among 
the early settlers in this vicinity pre­
vented great numbers of slaves at any 
time. At one time there were 12,000 
slaves In the state, however, mostly In 
the northern portion.

Lights o f N ew  York By

Standing at Wall and Nassau streets, 
my imagination went back to 145 years 
ago. The stone structure, once the 
United States suhtrensury, now the 
passport office, changed to a much dif­
ferent building—the city hall of Col­
onial times, which was also the cap- 
Itol of the province of New York. The 
hurrying crowds of bankers, brokers, 
panhandlers, messengers, runners, tele­
graph operators, typists, filing clerks 
traders, millionaires and down nnd 
outers changed to those who had wit­
nessed the birth of liberty. The hur­
rying censed and Colonials massed in 
front of the city hall. Then the 
Ward statue of George Washington 
changed from bronze to flesh and 
blood. On a platform were the mem­
bers of the first congress of the United 
State of America. With them were 
generals who had fought tinder Wash­
ington. Beside Washington stood Rob­
ert H. Livingston, chancellor of the 
state of New York and grand master 
of the Masons. Heads were bared and 
there was a great stillness. Chancellor 
Livingston was about to administer 
the Inaugural oath to the first Presi­
dent of the United States.

. Instead of administering the oath, 
Chancellor Livingston turned to Gen. 
Jacob Morton, marshal of the day. 
There was a whispered conference at 
the conclusion of which General Mor­
ton hurried away while the'erowd won­
dered. From the platform. General 
Morton sped to the Old Coffee house at 
Wall and Water streets, the meeting 
place of St. John’s lodge of Masons of 
which he was master. He was gone 
only a few moments. When he re­
turned, he was carrying a large Bible 
resting on a cushion of crimson vel­
vet. He had taken that Bible from 
the altar of St. John’s lodge. Then it 
became known to those on the plat­
form at least that while other details 
had been attended to carefully the 
matter of a Bible for administering 
the oath had been overlooked.

The Bible on which the hand of 

Washington rested and which he kissed 
on that historic day Is still In exist­
ence and is still the property of the 
lodge that owned it at the time. With 
the spell of the past still on me, I’d 
have liked to see it. R ’t that was im­
possible. So precious Is the relic 
that it is kept under lock and key ex­
cept when used in lodge work, anti is 
permitted to leave the lodge only on 
unanimous vote of the members. Then 
it must be accompanied by a commit­
tee of five, three of which must be past 
masters of the lodge. The historic 
pages are covered with transparent 
silk. The Bible was presented to the 
lodge by Jonathan Hampton, Novem­
ber 28, 1775, the night on which he 
was installed as master.
