Prank D. Fitzgerald, Secretary of

A. Thomas telephoned me and explain­
ed that he had an attack of the grippe 
and would be unable to be here tonight 
and asked me to tell you how sorry he 
Is not to be able to introduce our dis­
tinguished speaker. and particularly to 
pay how sorry he Is not to be able to 
listen to his talk. He said that 1 
<ot»4d have two excuses for represent­
ing him; first, that I am a Republican 
and always have been an«' second, that 
1 am an employee of the institution 
which acts as Deputy Secretary of 
State for sale of auto license plates, 
and that, therefore, I would be in a 
position to testify as to the efficient 
and business-like administration of 
the office of the Secretary of State. 
In accepting his request to represent 
hCm, I told him that these are not ex­
cuses, but are good reasons.

The introduction of an outside 
speaker is an honorable custom of 
great antiquity, and is one in which 1 
believe. I will, however, be brief. 1 
believe in it because It is good to hand 
over the keys of the city to a distin­
guished visitor, and good to give him 
our assurances of the pleasure to be 
derived from the visit, and the further 
assurance of the friendship and esteem 
in which he is held.

Took Up Important Questions
Mr. Fitzgerald has long been in 

public U/e In this State and told of 
hJs service step by step until he 
accepted his present office, that of 
Secretary of State.

MICHIGAN IN THE LEAD FORMER NEGAUNEE RESIDENT

Sale of Non-resident Fishing Licenses 
Highest in Our State

Fred Jacobson, of Spokane, to Visit 
Molly Gibson Mine

More non-residents came to Mich­
igan for their fishing sport during the 
year 1932-33 than to any other state 
of the Union.

This is brought out in figures com­
piled by the United States Bureau of 
Fisheries, which show that Michigan 
topped all other states in the total of 
non-resident fishing licenses issued.

During the past year MJ hlgan 
issued 30,127 full-time Ashing licenses 
to non-residont male anglers and 9,365 
licenses to their wives. In addition 
Michigan granted short-time licenses 
to 26,090 fishermen from out of the 
state. This Is an aggregate of 65,582.

Wisconsin rates second with 43,646 
non-resident licenses, including those 
granted to aliens, and Minnesota comes 
third with 30,608 non-resident licenses. 
In Maine 21,275 part-time and 7,099 
full-time non-resident licenses were 
sold.

ENROLL AT REGIONAL OFFICE

Michigan's Allotment Is Filled; Fur­
ther Enrollments in October

Guy F. Palmer, manager of the De­
troit regional office of the Veterans’ 
Administration, recently acknowledged 
receipt of a communication from Gen­
eral Frank T. Hines, administrator of 
Veterans' Affairs, expressing the belief 
that there prevails among veterans 
throughout the country an erroneous 
impression to the effect that it is pos­
sible to secure Lnmediate authoriza­
tion for enrollment in the Civilian 
Conservation Corps by going direct to 
Washington, D. C. Gen* Hines stated 
that i/i the past exceptions have been 
made under extenuating circumstances 
to provide for immediate enrollment, 
but that the director of the Emergency 
Conservation Work has rules that in 
the future no special enrollments 
would be authorized under any cir­
cumstances.

Mr. Palmer was particularly desir­
ous that Michigan veterans be inform­
ed that under the most recent ruling 
it is no longer permissible for the 
Washington office to authorize imme-j 
diate enrollment, and such veterans as , 
might report to the Washington office' 
shall incur useless expense and ex­
perience inconvenience and ultimate 
disappointment, as ill authorizations j 
for veterans’ enrollment, without ex-! 
ception, shall lie made by the regional | 
office of the territory In which, the' 
veteran happens to be located at the 
time of application. Positively no ex­
ceptions to this rule can be made.

The veteran quota for the State of 
Michigan Is at this time ttljed, no fur­
ther enrollments being contemplated 
until early In October. However, those 
veterans Interested may flic applica­
tion for consideration In the next quo- 
»o by visiting room 344 of the regional 
office, located in the next Post Office 
Building. Detroit. Mich.

C O N S ID E R  C H A R IE R  R E V ISIO N
MEETING CALLED BY NEGAUNEE 
-----CHAMBER Of COMMERCE

A NuTber of Citizen* ExpreMed Views 
In Regard to Revision of Present 

City Charter

The Negaunee Chamber of Com­
merce, through Its committee com­
posed of A. P. Johnson. J. B. William­
son and W. F. DeFant. issued an Invi­
tation to the voters of this city to 
attend a meeting at the council cham­
bers at the city hall Monday evening. 
Tho Invitation Mated that a matter of 
great importance would be discussed.

Revision of City Charter
This meeting was the starting 

point for the subject of “revision of 
the city charter.” The president of 
the organization. G. Sherman Collins, 
stressed the fact that the Negaunee 
Chamber of Commerce “is non-polit­
ical, non-factlonal. and non-sectional” 
in working for the best interests of 
the city. It was In the latter part of 
September, 1913, when the final meet­
ing for charter revision was held and 
plans made for the proposition to bo 
submitted to the qualified electors the 
early part of February the following 
year. The committee was composed 
of one representative from each ward 
and four men at large. The proposal 
suffered defeat in an eleventh hour 
opposition campaign. All this trans­
pired over twenty years ago and Mr. 
Collins remarked that the directors of 
the Chamber of Commerce thought 
now would be a favorable time to 
again canvass the subject.

Chairman of Revision Board
Judge Frank A. Bell, who had been 

chairman of the committee for revi­
sion of the city charter 21 years ago 
remarked that the move at that time 
had come from the common council. 
He spoke of the main part of the char­
ter aa being fifty years old and that 
many provisions are out of ure at the 
present time. Judge Bell is of the 
opinion that the revision of the char­
ter should have the wholehearted sup- 
port of the electorate in order to make 
the change effective.

Other Speaker*
James A. Thomas, present mayor of 

the City of Negaunee. spoke of the 
great necessity for charter revision. 
He cited one portion of the charter in 
reference to the authority of the board 
of public works. Mayor Thomas 

'thought the present time a most favor- 
jable one for this question to be pre­
sented.

I Thomas L. Collins, former mayor,
! was non-committal In regard to the 
;present proposal. Mr. Collins stated 
that so far as the council is concerned 
the mayor and aldermen constitute the 
legislative body of the city insofar as 
they do not conflict with state law.

Another former mayor. Joseph H. 
Winter, expressed himseLf as in favor 
of any form of charter revision that 
would be for the best Interests of 
Negaunee.

Bert Agnoli, who was a candidate 
for the office of mayor at the spring 
election and former chief of police, 
urged delay in making any change of 
the charter at this time. He thought 
the paramount question at this time 
was the provision of work for the un­
employed and that the coming spring 
would be a better time for any change 
in the charter.

W. W. Graff, mining superintendent, 
was in favor of a form of charter more 
modern, and that now was a propitious 
time for revision.

Philip Levine, vice-president of tho 
Chamber of Commerce and a mer­
chant, spoke along the lines of a com­
mission form of government.

Joseph F. Kuoher, preset city at­
torney and assistant prosecuting attor­
ney, stressed the matter of expense 
involved in preparation fo r  charter 
revision, also the matter of time 

;needed.
1 Harry S. Nightingale, supervisor for 
a period of years, thought It best for 
the proposition to be submitted tn tlm 
people and to let them make their 
decision.

! John P. Collins, representative to 
the State legislature, called attention 
to the proposed amendments to the 
state constitution coming up at the 
primary election as of most vital con­
cern.

Samuel Lowensteln, a merchant, 
spoke of the fact that tax money of 
the city comes in during the last few 
months of the year and that the city 
officers are not seated until May. This 
he regarded as one -reason for charter 
revision.

John J. Hauserman. Insurance man. 
stressed a commission form of govern­
ment

E. L. Carter, merchant, thought the 
form of government eliminating party 
lines, ^uch as voting for commission­
ers, would be splendid.

A. F. Maitland, mine owner, thought 
u change from present fonn of gov­
ernment a desirable move.

L. Harry Finkbeiner, lumber dealer, 
and doing business in tho fcri-eiil*-*, 
thought commission fonn more effi­
cient and economical.

M. F. DeFant, fo r m e r  c i t y  attorney, 
expressed his preference for a com­
mission fonn of government.

SUN IS NATURAL HEALTH FACTOR

Strong Preventive of Rickets 

in Children. 86

FOR a long time now people nave 
realized the pleasure and health 

ful benefit to be derived from fresh 
air and sunshine. It Is only recently, 
however, that the actual curative and 
protective value of the sun rays has 
been understood.

With the discovery of the impor­
tance to health of those unknown fac­
tors which have been given the name 
of vitamins. Intensive studies have 
been made of most food with the vi­
tamin content In mind. It was found 
during these studies that milk from 
cows differed in vitamin content when 
they were in pasture and when they 
were la winter quarters.

This discovery led to further experi­
mental work with animals, aud a few 
years ago It was definitely proved that 
the source of vitamin D, the vitamin 
which has the power of protecting 
from rickets, could be obtained from 
two sources—from certain foods and 
from the action of the sun’s rays on 
the body or ou any food which con­
tains a certain form of fat.

This effect of the sun comes from 
violet rays, which In summer are 
turned upon us most of the clay, in 
winter only for a few hours around 
noonday. These rays are sifted out by 
glass unless it is specially treated, and 
they have the strongest effect on the 
unclothed parts of the body. They 
penetrate white clothes easier than 
darker colors. To take advantage of 
this, children are being dressed as 
lightly as possible and are encouraged 
to play out of doors all day. In a play­
ground which I visited last year they 
come in the most abbreviated of white 
bathing suits. They used two suits 
each day—one for the dally swim the 
other to wear during play hours.

Many mothers do not realize that 
rickets Is a disease to which most 
children are subject in a subacute 
form. The symptoms are those whh n 
a generation ago were associated with 
"delicate” children. The bones are not 
0 0  hard as they should be, and for this 
reason bow legs and pigeon breast oft­
en result. It Is evidently necessary to 
have pleuty of vitamin D In the diet, 
or for the sunlight to enable the body 
to build bone, even when there is 
enough calcium and phosphorus, the 
materials which make bone hard, in 
the diet.

The mother who has her children's 
welfare at neart will take advantage 
of the sunlight as a natural health 
factor during the summer, and at the 
same time will continue to provide an 
easily digested, well balanced diet. 
For the sake of prevention of rickets 
this will contain plenty of whole milk 
and frcRh vegetables «md egg yolks. 
Cod-Uver oil is. of course, the best 
known food source of vitamin D, and 
many children receive their dally ra­
tion of this summer and winter as an 
extra precaution.

It Is not generally understood that 
poor teeth are often a symptom of a 
mild form of rickets. Aside from the 
question of good teeth ns a health and 
beauty factor, the preventive methods 
as outlined are much pleasanter than

long sessions in the dentist’s chair.
Care must be taken at first not to 

let the children get sunburned by a 
long exposure. Five-minute periods 
are sufficient for the first day, with 
nn increase daily as the skin becomes 
used to the heat It is an interesting 
fact that for some, as yet unknown 
reason, sunlight also stimulates appe­
tite and general good health. The 
summer should be used to store health 
for the winter. Simple abundant 
foods will do their share in this. Serve 
ns many meals as possible picnic fash­
ion out of doors.

Junket.
One junket tablet, one quart milk, 

quarter cupful sugar, one teaspoonful 
vanilla, salt.

Dissolve the junket tablet In two ta­
blespoonfuls of the cold milk. Heat 
the remainder of the milk and sugar, 
stirring constantly until it Is Just luke­
warm. If the milk Is hot the junket 
will not set. Add the flavoring and 
dissolved Junket, mix and turn into the 
serving dishes. Let stand at room 
temperature until set. then chill ready 
to serve.

Variations of Plain Junket.
For chocolate junket melt one ounce 

of chocolate over hot water. Add three 
tablespoonfuls hot water, cook until 
it Is smooth and add to the milk be­
fore heating the latter.

For cnraiuel junket caramelize the 
sugar, add sufficient hot water to dis­
solve the caramel and add to the milk.

Junkets may be served with a sauce 
of sweetened fruits, such as banana, 
pineapples, oranges and dates, or 
crushed and sweetened berries. It 
may also be served with plain custard, 
chocolate or caramel sauce.

Blanc Mange.
Three tablespoonfuls cornstarch, 

two to four tablespoonfuls sugar, half 
cupful cold milk, one and one-half cup­
fuls scalded milk, half tenspoonful va­
nilla. a pinch of salt.

Mix cornstarch and sugar with one- 
half cupful cold milk. Scald remain­
der of milk In top of double boiler. 
Stir the cornstarch mtxture Into the 
scalded milk, stirring constantly until 
thick and smooth. Cover and cook in 
the double boiler for forty-five min­
utes. Five minutes before It Is fin­
ished add vanilla ODd salt Torn Into 
molds and set away la a cold place.

Observatory in Texas
to Test Einstein Theory

Alpine, Texas.—A test of the Ein­
stein theory; study of star atmosphere 
and investigation of the properties of 
mutter exposed to high temperatures 
will be the particular work assigned 
to the Mt. Locke observatory shortly 
to lie opened in the Davis mountains 
of west Texas.

Its SO-inch telescope will be second 
in size to the 100-inch glass of the 
Mt. Wilson observatory. The differ­
ence in size does not denote an in­
ferior instrument. It will be fully as 
powerful, for Its special purpose of 
studying faint nebulae and discovering 
distant universes.

Operation of the observatory for 30 
years will be under Joint direction of 
the University of Texas, which Is sup­
plying the plant, and the University of 
Chicago, which will staff aud operate 
It. Dr. Otto Struve of the Yerkes ob­
servatory will direct Its work.

The observatory Is being erected 
with proceeds of a residuary legacy 
left to the University of Texas by the 
late W. J. McDonald, Paris (Texas) 
banker.

Its site 19 on a 6,701-foot elevation, 
chosen after months of atmospheric 
and temperature tests.

Lights of New York By

Fishing Is far from being sport for 
the men of the beam trawlers that 
operate in the vidDity of New York. 
Some of the stout craft that tow the 
great nets—a beam keeps them open, 
hence the name—have power-operated 
equipment, which lightens the labors 
of the fishermen somewhat But on 
many, the only power is that of hu­
man muscles. Once every hour the 
net is pulled aboard, a long and toil­
some job and one requiring skill, since 
there 19 the possibility of losing a 
portion, if not all, of tbe catch. As the 
net rises, it is clamped shut care­
fully and as much rubbish as possible 
scraped off. Finally, when it has 
risen its leogth above tbe deck, with 
cascades of salt water pouring over 
the fishermen, a string is pulled and 
the catch pours out. Not until then 
do the fishermen know what luck they 
have had.

• * «
As quickly as possible, the net goes 

back Into the ocean and the boat 
steams ahead another hour. The crew 
does not loaf, however. The catch has 
to be sorted. Varied Is the take from 
the sea. There are evil-looking skates 
and blowfish, along with other “trash." 
There are green turtles, which event­
ually will make soup along Broad­
way. In fact, there are all sorts of 
marine life. Much of It is worthless 
and goes back overboard along with 
the rubbish scraped tip by the net. 
The marketable fish are then cleaned 
and placed on Ice. When that Is 
done, it Is time to haul In the net 
again. And so It goes hour after 
hour.

Benm trawlers are accustomed to 

finding many strange things in their 
nets. In the days of prohibition, bot­
tles were often part of the catch.

Although only fourteen 
at the time, James Brophy was taken 
by one of these men. fitted with a uni­
form and placed In the ranks. After 
a long search failed to reveal any 
trace of him, the family gave him op 
for dead.

Captains and crews of small 
trading vessels which put In at the 
Island have told outlandish yarns of 
the Inhabitants and their modes of liv­
ing. So disturbing were the accounts 
that the government of Ecuador sent 
officials to the Isolated point of land 
to Investigate. The Inhabitants of the 
Island were questioned and their meth­
ods of living were Inquired into. Then 
an official report of the investigation 
was filed with the Ecuadorean govern­
ment and authentic Information about 
the Island was made available. And, 
surprising thing, the report substanti­
ates the fantastic accounts that have 
been coming from the Island!

Cast of Characters.
This barren, jagged, rocky Island 

whose shores are washed hy the equa­
torial waters of the Pacific has nine 
Inhabitants. The cast of characters:

Froderich Ritter, of Berlin, eminent

Churley Yates, Georgia Tech Junior, 
Is shown above with the national In­
tercollegiate trophy he won by defeat­
ing Ed White of the University of Tex­
as In the finals at the Country club, 
Cleveland, Ohio.

German physician, dentist and philos­
opher, who left a brilliant career in 
Germany to seek a modern Eden on 
the Pacific island.

IBs mate, Frau Dore Strauch Koer- 
wein, who went to the Island with him 
from lier German home. She and Rit­
ter forsook civilization to live a life 
of peace, which, they charged, modern 
civilization denied them.

Baroness Bousequet de Wagner, of 
Vienna, who went to the island after 
Ritter and his helpmate. Soon after 
her arrival she set herself up as “em­
press” of the Isle and governs her 
"kingdom” clad usually only tn abbre­
viated pink silk panties and armed 
with a ,22-caliher pistol.

Phillpson, Alonzo and Arends, men 
companions of the “empress” who 
came to the island with her.

A German couple, names unknown, 
and their Infant child, born soon after 
their arrival on the desert Islnnd.

Itltter and Frau Koerwlen were the 
first Inhabitants of the Isle. They 
landed there with a pick and shovel 
and a bag of seeds and perhaps a 
score of books, among them a volume 
of Lao-tse, the ancient Chinese mystic.

Everything they partake Is 
mashed into a pulp before it enters 
their mouths. A dentist, Ritter, has 
extracted all his teeth and those of 
Frau Koerwein. It is one of the the­
ories that teeth are a cause of short­
ened lives, tfith their teeth out, he 
believes he and his companion may 
attain ages of at least one hundred 
and eight years. However, to assist 
them in their mastication, he has made 
sets of rubber teeth which they slip 
Into their mouths at meal times.

The two food enthusiasts live either 
In a one-room shack builr of rough 
timber or in a faded tent near a spring. 
Their homes are remote and accessi­
ble only by climbing a stony path 
which winds up a steep, mountainous 
way. At the font of the path Is a bell 
with a sign instructing chance visitors 
to ring It before they approach "The 
Hermitage,” which is the title they 
have given their home. The signal is 
to warn the two exiles, as, when they 
are alone they wear no clothing. It 
is only when visitors appear—which 
happens on the average of from six to 
eighteen months—that they don a bit 
of covering.

“Taking the Profits
Out of War”

Numerous suggestions have been 
made for the abolition of war. Some 

of these have been 
tried but nut with 
success. Public 
opinion is at pres­
ent aroused with 
an en thusiasm  
which argues that 
if we would end all 
war, we must strike 
at the direct bene­
fits which result 
from it. One of 
these Is profits. 
“Take profits out 
of all war,” seems 
to be the slogan. 
With this sent!- 

ment dominating the public mind we 
are not surprised to read press dis­
patches as follows: "One of the sur­
est ways of preventing war would be 
to give the government the power to 
draft, not only men but wealth, In­
dustry, agriculture, and make them 
work without profit.” The American 
Legion Is quoted as having declared 
that when men are drafted, all ma­
chinery, even to the plow and tractor, 
and all farm implements everywhere 
In the country should be drafted also.

Bernard M. Baruch, whose Judgment 
is respected by many persons, In a re­
cent address, remarked: “Recapture 
a?) profits made by all industries en­
gaged in war supplies above a small 
and reasonable return on the monies 
invested, and that all profits which 
are an incentive to war must be abso­
lutely destroyed.”

When we remember the fabulous 
fortunes which have been made out 
of the manufacture of war materials 
as well ns the profits created by the 
sale of food stuffs and other neoessl- 
ties incident to war, we are inclined 
to believe that “taking the profits out 
of war” would help to remove one of 
the incentives to warfare. We hnve 
tried other schemes, why not try this 
one?

It should he remembered, however, 
that a disease is not cured perma­
nently until the cause has been re­
moved. The cause for war lies much 
deeper than Just money profits. That 
profit Is a largo factor goes without 
question, hut nations do not go to war 
Just for the purpose of increasing their 
national treasuries. It seems to he a 
serious question If war can ever be 
abolished through the application of 
a rule of practice which Is wholly neg­
ative. Many suggestions have been of 
this cha rac te r.

O VE of the most difficult things to 
tench some children Is responsibil­

ity while others have a natural sense 
of it. It is true that every normal per­
son lias to take to himself the respon­
sibility for his or her actions in ma­
ture years, in fact, in all years except 
young childhood, when the responsibil­
ity for actions reverts to parents who 
are held accountable. When a person 

is Irresponsible, he 
is not normal and 
must be treated as 
such. Barents who 
will pardon their 
children on flimsy 
excuses would re­
sent being told 
their offspring was 
irresponsible. It Is 
for them to help 
their youngsters to 
rea lize  their re­
sponsibilities, and 
thus strengthen 
their characters.

This Is no plea 
for severe punish­
ment of children. 
Tills does not al­
ways, by any 
means, help them 
to feel responsibil­
ity. But It is writ­
ten with the hope 
that there may be 
an awakening of 
th is sense, for 
thereby law and or­

der will be fostered. There is al­
ways a margin permissible for acci­
dents which are not due to deliberate 
carelessness and foolhardiness. Reck­
lessness is a form of Irresponsibility 
either towards one’s self or towards 
others, or both.

Courage Is a totally different thing, 
for It is always used to avert calam­
ity, while recklessness is taking a 
chance with the balance favorable to 
disaster. Courage is one of the traits 
of greatness, recklessness of little na­
tures, chiefly, although It may perme­
ate fine ones. It is sometimes the out­
standing fault in what would be great­
ness without It.

Lack of responsibility is found in 
children who take no precautions to 
prevent a ball from smashing a win­
dow. Parents can stimulate respon­
sibility by making the child earn the 
money to pay for the replacement of 
the glass. A first offense can be made 
easy to settle through letting the child 
be paid for running errands, etc., 
whereby he can earn the small sum 
needed. But repeated carelessness 
should not be allowed to puss so 
lightly.

Inculcating Responsibility.
Crime in children would he distinct­

ly lessened if parents would help their 
children from a very early age to feel 
responsibility, not by thrusting respon­
sibility on them, but by seeing that 
they take what falls naturally to lit­
tle ones. Caring for pets stimulates 
responsibility. The knowledge that 
their cats or dogs, birds or rabbits, 
are dependent upon them for food and 
water and shelter, that.without such 
care the pets would suffer, serves the 
double purpose of Inculcating respon­
sibility and helping the children to 
love dumb animals.

A large number of auto accidents 
are the direct results of lack of re­
sponsibility. Take a chance and it 
may come out all right, am) when it 
doesn’t and terrible suffering and 
deaths result, penalties must be paid, 
but life cannot "be restored.

There are few people who do not

enjoy looking beyond today In the 
prospect cf good things that U Is 
hoped will cotnc; to the fulfillment 
of dreams; to a happy future, and a 
successful one. lids can be u line 
thing, since the person who cares to 
live without any forward glance Is not 
a person of vision.

Those 
who watch over a family of children, 
and who look ahead at their futures, 
will expect much that is good, but real­
ize that, as parents, they hnve the 
present in which to prepare their lit­
tle ones for such futures as they en­
vision.

Placards and advertising notices of 
all kinds, including political advertise­
ments, within the right of way of 
trunk, line highways, outside of mu­
nicipalities, are ordered removed by 
Stnte Highway Commissioner Murray 
D. Van Wagoner. The practice fa 
n gal just the state law, he explained, 
and often constitutes a traffic hazard 
by obscuring roadside markers.

The department also Is directing a 
campaign against overhead banners 
across trunk lines both inside and out­
side of cities and villages. They also 
add to traffic dangers, the cominris&ion- 
er stated. "Permits will be issued In 
some cases, such as civic celebrations, 
allowing overhead banners," he said, 
“hut their promiscuous, use is to be 
stopped. Upon 48 hours notice, if such 
banners are not removed by the own­
ers, they will be taken down by de­
partment maintenance workers.

"Fruit and vegetable stands are be­
coming numerous along trunk line 
roads, nnd in many Instances, they 
create a traffic hazard to motorists. 
All such stands are to be removed 
from the shoulders. Owners of stands 
In locations where they are dangerous 
to motorists, are being asked to re­
move them to places where they will 
not prove a menace."

Instructions to county road commis­
sions and maintenance superintendents 
have been sent by the Commissioner, 
requesting Immediate action in re­
moval of these traffic hazards.

HOLIDAY FALLS ON ELECTION DAY
The state law makes no provision 

for n religious festival which this 
year, falls on September 11.

In Michigan the sun sets and the 
holiday ceases at 6:49 p. m. and this 
will allow those who take part in the 
holiday one hour nnd 11 minutes to 
arrive at the voting booths before they 
close. The state election law declares 
that all those waiting in line outside 
the voting booth at the prescribed 
closing hour shall be allowed to vote.

How many a tender ear 
of corn has been allowed to toughen 
through long keeping or faulty 
cooking no one will ever know. In 
the first place, fresh corn will not 
remain succulent long after it Is 
pulled from the stalk. If you can 
get it in the pot the evening of the 
morning it was picked so much the 
better. Straight from the stalk to 
the pot is & delight that only home 
gardeners can enjoy.

Try this method next time yon 
have com on the cob. Place the 
ears in a large pot of boiling water 
to which has been added a table­
spoon of granulated sugar. Young 
corn will cook perfectly in five 
minutes. More mature com re­
quires from eight to ten minutes. 
Do not salt the water as salt has a 
tendency to toughen com. Sugar 
brings out Its natural sweetness. 
If desired, salt the com at the 
table.

More than 150 predators were taken

Fish Growls Like Dog;
Another Grunts Like Pig

Though we generally think of fishes 
as silent creatures, persons who have 
made an extensive study of their hab­
its have discovered quite a few species 
that are capable of producing sound, 
the New York Times relates. Among 
these are the South American catfish, 
which growls like a dog, the gunnrd, 
which grunts like a pig and the maigre, 
which not only whistles and bellows 
but purrs much like a cat The mu­
sical contribution of our own Ameri­
can catfish Is s noise which sounds 
like a person grinding his teeth, while 
the horse mackerel and the sunflsh 
common to British waters mak» sim­
ilar noises. The drummer fish of the 
Florida coast lives up to Its name.

A story from Mexico tells of the re­
markable vocal efforts of the so-called 
Mexican singing fish, or canary fish. 
These fishes, traveling In bodies sev­
eral hundred Btrong at certain times of 
the year, produce a sound by contrac­
tion of their air bladders that Is mel­
lowed to 8 musical note as It filters 
through the water to a listener In a 
boat above them. And according to 
the Fishing Gazette, natives of certain 
regions in South America declare they 
can hear the "singing fishes" common 
to that locality coming from quite a 
distance, not by splashing or Jumping 
but from the noise which they make 
under water.

Robia Hood
How much truth there Is in the tale 

about the medieval hero Robin Hood 
Is unknown.

Unsuccessful attempts have been 
made to prove his real existence. Bis 
career, as sventually deevloped, has 
all ths details of authentic history. 
But there is nothing to bs found con­
cerning him beyond the content of the 
eld ballads, of which there tre some 
forty. The oldest known to exist is 
assigned to about the year 1400. There 
were earlier ones, however, because 
the Fourteenth century "Piers Plow­
man" refers to "rymes of Robyn 
Hood." The time In which Robin 
Hood Is supposed to have had hla be­
ing was during the reign of Richard 
1 (1189-09). Some have attempted to 
show that the gallant outlaw of Sher­
wood Forest was simply an elf of Ger­
manic folk tales.

Pillar o f Delhi
The wrought Iron pillar of Delhi 

(the ancient capital of India), set up 
about 415 A. D. by Kuraaragnpta I, 
In honor of his father, is over 23 feet 
In height and weighs more than 6 tons. 
Its resistance to corrosion is a fact 
that has not so far been explained. 
An eminent metallurgist made a chem­
ical analysis and a metallurgical ex­
amination of a specimen from the pil­
lar and did not find anything which 
would explain Us resistance to cor­
rosion.—Washington Star.

Cause of Northern Lights
Aurora Borealis or North Lights Is 

a vast electrical discharge, but the ex­
act nature is unknown. According to 
one theory, It Is caused by the ascent 
of positive electricity from the sur­
faces of tropical waters, which flow 
toward the polar regions on high aeri­
al currents, and there descend toward 
the earth and come in contact with 
the earth’s negative electricity and 
produce luminous discharges

Nevada Marsh Yields
Rich Sodium Sulphate

Sodium sulphate, once a plentiful by­
product of nitric and hydrochloric acid 
manufacture, has become relatively 
scarce In this country because of re­
cent changes In the manufacturing 
processes of those adds, writes P. C. 
Rich in Chemical and Metallurgical 
Engineering. Just when It began to 
appear that the United States would 
havo to depend on imports for its so­
dium sulphate, an Isolated desert 
marsh began to yield this chemical In 
practically pure form. This strange 
deposit, where sodium sulphate, or a 
"glaubers salt" can be scooped up by 
steam shovel Is known as Rhodes 
Marsh, and Is located In Mineral coun­
ty, Nevada.

A few years ago, P. S. Williams, a 
chemical engineer at one time associ­
ated with a concern producing sodium 
sulphate from Parrlzo lake, California, 
came across an old report of Prof. 
Joseph LeGonte, geology professor at 
the University of California, In which 
mention was made of an enormous d^ 
posit of glaubers salt at Rhodes. In 
1928 he was able to Interest a group 
of San Francisco men who spent con­
siderable time prospecting the deposit, 
surveying the markets, and Investigat­
ing processes for recovery of the sul­
phate. The first plant was erected In 
1030. With the experience thus gained 
as a basis, a program of Improvement 
was Initiated late In 1932.

Rhodes Marsh Is roughly circular In 
ahupe. The mineralized section Is 
about 200 acres In area and covered 
with 0 Inches to 2 feet of silt. On the 
south half of the deposit, a 15-foot lay­
er of glaubers salt Is found Immedi­
ately under the overburden; In places 
It has been found to be present at a 
depth of 80 feet

The Diet So Helpful in 
Epilepsy

A LTIIOUOH thp cause of cancer 
has not hern discovered lives are 

being wived dnily by the use of the 
knife, the X-ray, nnd rndium.

Similarly with epilepsy; ntthough 
the muse Ims not been found, treat­
ment of epilepsy is so sueressful that 
thousands of epileptics nro being kept 
entirely free from nttneks. nnd others 
hare nttneks that nre extremely light

The convulsions are prevented or 
kept under fnlr control In the majority 
of cases by cutting down on starchy 
foods, salt, nnd water.

Dr. D. s. I’utford. Sacramento, Cnllf., 
reports thnt by these methods alone, 
without the use of drugs, one-third of 
the Intelligent nnd willing patients 
ran be kept free of nttneks. another 
one-third Hre benefited to the extent I 
thnt they nre willing to continue the ! 
diet low In starches, but one-third are 
Dot helped.

Notwithstanding the fact that this \ 
method of treating epilepsy was dls- I 
covered In 1021. a “cure” Is no nearer 1 
now than when this diet treatment i 
was discovered. i

Any danger from this diet Is over* 
come by the use of yeast, vlosteral and 
lime. I

Another interesting point Is that Just I 
as Insulin has been found to have a 
number of uses besides saving the 
lives of diabetics, so also has this diet 
Id which starches are decreased nnd 
fats increased been found of help In 
other conditions.

Doctor Pulford states that It Is of 
help In the treatment of one-sided 
headache. In asthma and Id Infections 
of the bladder and urinary passages. 
Persons taking this diet are found to 
be more free of the common infections 
of the nose, throat and chest such as 
colds nnd influenza.

Further, In ihe acute lnfectloo all 
ments of childhood—measles, scarlet 
fever—the children appear to be bet­
ter protected from the attacks or the 
effects of the attacks, when on this 
diet.

For the ordinary healthy individual 
the diet should he composed of one 
part meat nnd eggs to two parts fat— 
fat meat, butter, cream—to four parts 
starches—bread, potatoes, sugar, pas­
try.

Id this special diet for epilepsy—the 
ketogenic diet—the meat nnd eggs are 
cut down slightly, the starches cut 
down to about one part (instead of 
four) nnd the fats nre Increased to 
make up for cutting down on the 
starches.

Children Below Normal 

Mentality

IT IS very gratifying to see the 
change In the treatment of what 

are called mental defectives, that Is 
individuals whose mental ability Is not 
up to normal or 100 per cent as It 
were.

Formerly they were simply thought 
of as “crazy,” and the best treatment 
to separnte them from their families 
and everybody else, ns some of them 
had Instincts that made them unsafe 
to those around them.

However. careful Investigation 
shows that there are large numbers 
of feeble-minded persons whose be­
havior In the community Is not auy 
worse than that of persons who are 
not classed as mental defectives.

Nowadays they rank these defec­
tives from the Idiot up past the Im­
becile and the moron to those of nor­
mal mental ability.

This means that while the Idiot and 
the next above him, the Imbecile, may 
need special care in an Institution, 
the next higher mentally, the moron, 
may be so helped that he can return 
to his family, and to the community, 
wheie, under ordinary supervision, he 
may lead a happy and useful life.

The whole thought then is that In­
stead of thinking of these defectives 
as diseased or dangerous individuals, 
that we think of them as having just 
a little less mental equipment than 
the rest of us, end by giving this 
amount of mental equipment an oppor­
tunity to do Its best, progress mRy be 
made In their development.

Dr. W. C. Sandy says that as most 
defectives will continue to be prob­
lems to the community, perhaps a 
menace If not cared for, nn actual as­
set If trained, it means that there Is 
urgent need for early discovery of 
these cases, correcting any physical 
defects, special training for certain 
cases, and removal of unsuitable cases 
to institutions.

In many cities now there are classes 
for those who are not ns bright as the 
normal child, and the teachers In 
charge of these classes are specially 
trained for this work.

The thought then is that when a I 
youngster doesn’t seem to be able to 
keep up with his class, when he seems 
unable to concentrate, or when there 
are definite signs thnt he Is not ns old 
In his mentality ns In h!s body, the 
parents should not be ashamed to rec­
ognize this, and should give the young­
ster every possible chance to be his 
very best self, even If this best is not j 
Just up to normal. i

GERMAN BARON IS 
GIVEN 20 YEARS 

AS MASTER SPY

Night Life Figure Found Guilty 
of Stealing Army 

Secrets.

Prague, Czechoslovakia. — Baron 
George von Sosnowskl, fnmlllni figure 
in Germao aristocracy and one of the 
gayest figures In the mad whirl of i 
postwar Berlin night life, Is In a Ger­
man Jail under sentence of 20 years' 
penal servitude as a spy, according to 
reports here.

With him, according to these same 
reports, Ik the beautiful blond Baron- 
cms Bonita von Berg, Jlvorced wife of 
Ulchnrd von Fnlkcnhnyn, son of the 
late Gen. Erich von Falkenhayn of 
World war fame, and now tho wife 
of Baron Joseph von Berg, prominent 
aviation engineer.

Although, ns usual, a strict secrecy 
surrounds the entire affair, there Is 
every reason to believe, according to 
one member of the 3eNln diplomatic 
corps, that the beautiful baroness Is 
under the same heavy sentence for 
her alleged part In the spy plot.

The Master Spy.
Sosnowskl, who Is known to his 

friends as Yurek, Is the perfect cin­
ema conception of a master spy. 
Suuve, of Austrian aristocracy, he has 
always been the perfect gentleman. 
His friends say he has never been 
known to make a rude remark, be 
knows every one, and Is handsome.

Suspicious government agents de­
cided thnt such a man bears watch­
ing. The "Geheime Staats Pollzel.” 
the German Cheka, kept an eye on 
him for five years. They tapped his 
telephone wires and kept records of 
his conversations.

Shocked by wild revels and scandal­
ized by pictures they found In his 
apartment after wild parties, the se­
cret agents, nevertheless, hung on 
grimly.

Finally the break for which the 
agents were waiting came. Baroness 
von Berg introduced Sosnowskl to two 
women who were employed In the wa. 
ministry, Renate von Natzmer and 
FraulelD von Iena. They recalled that 
Baron von Berg was director of the 
air motor department of the huge Sie­
mens plant.

The agents decided that the baron­
ess and Sosnowski’s many friends In 
official positions were passing on army 
secrets to him. Then, early last 
March, wholesale arrests were made.

Sosnowskl and the baroness were 
Jailed on charges of espionage and 
high treason. Her husband and ex- 
husband, Berg, and Falkenhayn, were 
seized. Rennte von Natzmer and Fran- 
lein von Ienu were imprisoned, charged 
with stealing army documents and 
surrendering them to Sosnowskl.

Fifty Arrests Made.
Many other friends of the unlucky 

Yurek were seized. Altogether about 
50 arrests were made, but 30 persons 
were released after a severe grilling. 
The seizures included members of so­
ciety ns well as others of lesser rank. 
Among those released were Falken- 
hayn and Berg. Friends of the former 
said his hair turned gray during his 
week in prison.

Meanwhile Sosnowskl was reported 
near the breaking point In his con­
finement. Friends of the imprisoned 
man have been told that a new medi­
cine had been discovered which, if ad­
ministered with food, completely 
breaks down the resistance of the 
prisoner. Whether this Is true or not, 
political hostages shudder when tug 
prison doors clang behind them.

Although a strict military censor* 
ship has been clamped on the entire 
affair, It Is whispered that the alleged 
secrets Involved In the affair deal 
with a steam powered airplane capable 
of making a nonstop flight from Ber­
lin to San Francisco; a device that 
enables airplanes to fight In fog, and 
a new and more deadly poison gas.

Bantam Adopts Kittens

Troy. Ohio.—The maternal Instinct 
Is strong today In the Uttle bantam 
ben belonging to Courtney Frahn of 
New Carlisle, east of here.

GROW IN FAVOR

Modern Child Not Burdened 
With Great Ones.

Curious changes in the fashions 
of bestowing Cliristiun names nre 
brought to light In a compilation 
made from the records of English 
public schools—schools, thnt Is. cor­
responding to our Groton and nt. 

'Paul's and Exeter. There Is appar­
ently a going hark to the old, simple 
names. There Is a great predom­
inance of tlie name John. Seventy 
years ago It occupied only fifth place 
in the lists; now It Is almost double 
thnt of its nearest competitor, which 
is Peter. Peter, It seems, was not 
represented in any of the lists of 
80 ye.irs ago. During thnt period 
Robert and Richard have more than 
doubled In popularity, and Michael 
and Anthony have risen from no 
place at all to the twentieth. One 
name that is steadily but not spec­
tacularly popular is Will'nra, nnd we 
imagine that thnt might be found to 
be true in this country as well—at 
any rule among those who are Brit­
ish in their origin.

The English are not so Inclined as 
Americans to name their children 
after heroes and heroines. We hear 
of no Horatio Nelson Smiths, no Ar­
thur Wellesley Browns. The Wil­
liams are just plain Williams. Wil­
liam Ewart Gladstone Joneses are so 
scarce as to leave not a trace; so are 
the Benjamin Disraeli Thompsons. 
Among girls of the same classes there 
are few Victorias. There are, of 
course, thousands of Georges and 
Marys, but no George Windsor So- 
and-So, no Mary Windsor So-and- 
So. It seems to savor of pre­
sumption to name a young Britisher 
after one of the great or near great. 
It Is only in those rare periods when 
the lion and the unicorn are fighting 
for the crown that Englishmen name 
their children to show their political 
partisanship. In the early days of 
the Georges, when the banished 
Stuarts had enough followers to make 
an effort twice, in 1715 and again in 
1745, to wrest the crown away from 
the Hanoverians, any little James or 
Charles in the families of the nobil­
ity meant just as surely that his fa­
ther was a Jacobin as every little 
George meant that bis father was a 
Hanoverian whig.

It Is perhaps as well that English 
children are not so generally named

for homes a« ours nre. One of these 
days Vice Admiral, the Mon. Reginald 
Aylmer Ranfurly Ernle-Erle-Drax* 
Plunkett, now chief In command of 
his majesty's fleet in North American 
nnd West Indian waters, may win n 
famous victory.—Boston Transcript.
