MICHIGAN VOTERS AT POLLS
ALL WARDS IN THE CITY CARRIED 

BY DEMOCRATS

A Few Change* In County Officer* 
But Majority Are Retained 

For Another Term

For Mate office* in the general 
election Tuesday Negaunr* had two 
candidate* seeking place on the Re­
publican ticket. Clarence B. I^ott for 
rta te  senator, and John P. Collin* for 
state representative, both losing to 
Democrats, the former to John C. 
Wickstrom. of Norway, and the latter 
to Charles F. Rundatrom. of Mich- 
igarame.

County Officers
John B. Voelker, of hthpeming, was 

the successful candidate for the office 
of prosecuting attorney on the Demo­
cratic ticket defeating the Republican 
nominee, Owrge C. Qulnnell. of Mar­
quette. Mr. Voelker was at one time 
a resident of this city and has had 
considerable experience with the work 
of a  prosecuting attorney.

Rud ph Franson, also of Ishpeming, 
will ht the next county sheriff, he 
having won on the Republican ticket 
over his opponent. Clinton J. Libby, of 
Marquette, on the Democratic ticket. 
Andrew J. Lahti, formerly of Negau- 
nee, who had served several terms as 
sheriff, lost to Mr. Franson In the 
primary election.

Frank G. Jenka, of Marquette, Re­
publican. will continue at his post as 
county clerk for another term. Mr. 
Jenks won over his Democratic oppo­
nent, Michael J. Ryan, of Ishpeming.

An Ishpeming man. J. E. Hayden, 
will retain his position aa county 
treasurer, he having won on the Re­
publican ticket over John L. Moroney. 
of Marquette, candidate on the Dem­
ocratic ticket.

The office of register of deeds was 
sought by two candidates from Mar­
quette, Mrs. Ellen Sandell, who was 
elected on the Republican ticket to 
hold office for another term. Her op­
ponent on the Democratic ticket was 
William H. Schneider.

John L. Heffernan, of Marquette, 
Democrat, will sen e  as circuit court 
commissioner. The Republican seek­
ing that office was Roscoe W. Bald­
win, also of Marquette.

Two Ishpeming men were running 
for drain commissioner and the result 
gives the office to JohnD. MacDougall. 
Republican, over Matt L. Makie, Dem­
ocrat.

The earlier returns gave Godfrey 
Trotochaud, of Negaunee. Democrat, 
the office of one of the two coroners 
for the county. Later returns gave 
the coronerships to William Prin, of 
Ishpeming. and John Siegel, of Mar­
quette. both Republican*. William 
Frln has held the office for many 
terms and wos re-elected. Dr. C. Le- 
Golvan, Democrat, also sought to 1>e 
one of the coroners.

The office of county surveyor was 
won by Lloyd LeVasseur, Democrat, 
over John J. Hellala, Republican.

The Anal check-up gave the office 
of mine inspector to William H. Rich­
ard*. of this city. Earlier report** 
showed him a defeated candidate but 
delayed returns brought the total 
number of votes to such a number as 
to give him th* office over his Dem­
ocratic opponent, William P. Gaspar, 
of Marquette.

Congressional
Arthur H. Vandenberg was given 

the majority for the office of United 
States senator from Michigan in Tues­
day a election. The Democratic nom­
inee was Frank L. Picard. W. Frank 
Jame*. an Upper Peninsula man, with 
a number of terms under the Repub­
lican banner, was defeated by Frank 
B. Hook, of Ironwood. Democrat, who 
will be the next representative in 
Congress from the 12th district.

Fitzgerald Governor-Elect
Frank D- Fitzgerald. Republican, 

will be the next governor of Michigan. 
He won over Arthur D. Lacy, Dem­
ocratic nominee. Mr. Fitzgerald has 
been secretary of state and in the ser­
vice of the state for a period of some 
twenty years.

DEER HUNTING SEASON

The Season for Alt U. P. Counties to 
Open November 15

Deer hunting licenses will be denied 
this fall to 739 residents of Michigan 
who have disqualified themselves 
either by a  violation of the deer hunt­
ing law or by being guilty of wounding 
or fatally injuring another hunter, ac­
cording to the Field Administration 
Division, Department of Conservation.

The deer hunters' license law ns 
amended in 1931 permits the Issuance 
of licenses only to nppllciuits who 
within the preceding three years have 
not been convicted of a deer violation 
or who within the preceding five years 
have not accidentally or otherwise 
wounded or killed a human being by 
aliooting.

Approximately 700 of the hunters 
who will be denied licenses tills year 
have been disqualified by conviction 
of deer violation charges. The remain­
der were involved in gun accidents.

The deer hunting season opens on 
Thursday, November 15. and continues 
to November 30. inclusive, in all the 
counties of the Upper Peninsula and

OFF TO IRON MOUNTAIN

Issued For Observance of Armistice 
Day, November 11

Next Week Will Find Many Youths at 
Older Boys' Conference

, Governor Comstock has issued the 
following Armistice Day proclamation:

“Sixteen years ago on November 11, 
an armistice was made effective 
bringing to an end the mo&t destruc­
tive war in all history. The joy 
when hostilities ceased was world­
wide and as the millions of combat­
ants laid down their arms there was 
unanimity of hope that uever again 
would nations resort to war to settle 
deputes.

“To keep alive the memories of 
that glorious moment and to bring to 
mind the sacrifices that were made 
upon the altar of God of war, the 
custom has been established to ob­
serve November 11 of each year as 
Armistice Day.

"in keeping with this custom and 
to honor those who served under Am­
erica's flag, I, William A. Comstock. 
d<0 hereby proclaim November 11, 
1934, Armistice Day and urge that 
the citizens of Michigan participate 
in appropriate ceremonies.

"To commemorate those who died 
in the World War and to emphasize 
the duty of the living to preserve 
peace, I respectfully command the 
cessation of all activity at the hour 
oi 11 a. m. for a period of two min- 
utos”

SALADS AS PART OF COLD SUPPER

$
Mixed Meat Cuts and Relishes 

Good on Menu.

By EDITH M. BARBER

Ol'lt tirst thought for a menu for a 
cold buffet meal is naturally mixe i 

cold meats, with which may be served 
several kinds of soucob. On a troy 
may be put small bowls of chili sauce, 
tartar sauce, and a horseradish suuce 
for which I am going to give you my 
favorite r  clpe. One or more salads 
may also be served, one of which 
would be a vegetable salad. I am very 
fond of a glorified potato salad which 
has the addition of bits of cooked 
bacon, celery and onion. Sometimes, 
Instead of bacon, I use small pieces of 
anchovy.

A mixed green salad or a vegetable 
aalnd served in a ring of jellied 
cheese or tomato adds an attractive 
note to the appearance of the table. 
You may serve as many relishes as 
you like. Either hot rolls or thin slices 
of buttered bread—brown or white*— 
make a good accompaniment. The 
crust Is not removed from the bread.

The choice of desserts will be guided 
by your kitchen facilities. Ice cream 
Is generally popular and it may be 
given Individuality by the addition of 
an Interesting sauee. such ns crushed 
peaches with almonds, chocolate fla­
vored with mint, or caramel with 
salted pecans.

If you like, you may serve two 
sauces, from which the guests may 
choose. Little eakes or c lsp  wafers 
are hotter than layer cakes for buffet 
service.

Other desserts which make more de­
mands on the kitchen facilities nro 
peach shortcake and fresh fruit tarts.

Horseradish Sauce.

% cup sweet or sour cream.
2 tablespoons grated horseradish.

Chinese Dynasty Traced
to 16th Century B. C.

London.—Scientific archeology only 
recently applied to Chinese antiqui­
ties, is pushing the history of that 
most ancient civilization back many 
centuries to about the Sixteenth cen­
tury U. t\, and may some day explain 
the mystery of Its origins and rela­
tions with the West, according to Prof. 
W. Perceval I^etts of London. Recent 
research has thrown much light on 
the Shnng-YIn dynasty, lasting from 
the Sixteenth century to the Eleventh 
B. C. Formerly the earliest limit of 
exact chronology was taken to be 841 
B. C.

About 1S99 an event occurred which 
started a new trail of investigation. 
This was the fall of a river bank, some 
two miles northwest of An-Yang in 
northern Honan, which brought to light 
numerous inscribed fragments of bone 
and tortoise shell.

Most of the inscriptions on the 
relics are oracular sentences record­
ing the questions addressed to, and 
sometimes the replies received from, 
dead ancestors.

The subjects are varied—Journeys, 
hunting trip.*, sacrificial rites, wars, 
harvests and weather forecasts—and 
show that the Chinese then consulted 
their ancestors for the details of every­
day life. The ostensible ngency was 
the scorching of bones nnd tortoise 
plastrons (which often were used also 
foe the inscriptions) and the resulting 
cracks conveyed the answer. It can 
be Inferred that the duty of Interpre­
tation must have rendered the diviners 
a privileged nnd powerful class.

Astoria, Ore.—One of the largest nnd 
finest specimens of giant spruce ever 
cut in Oregon crashed to the forest 
tloor of Clatsop county after Jack Mc­

So symmetrically did nature 
fashion this forest giant that it varied 
but two Inches when the scaler meas­
ured the longest nnd shortest diameter- 
nt the butt. The mighty trunk extended 
upward straight as nn arrow for 12." 
feet before limbs began to branch. It 
will be sliced Into veneer panels.

Many European Nations Find 
Profit in Them.

London.—A number of hard-pressed 
European government* are helping to 
balance their top-heavy budgets 
through the medium of legalized lot­
teries.

The vision of sudden fortune, by the 
simple expedient of buying an Inex­
pensive ticket, lures millions of dollars 
each year from the pockets of rich and 
poor alike. And In every Instance the 
national exchequers are benefited.

The principal countries where lot­
teries are permitted in Europe include 
France, Italy, Spain, and the Irish 
Free State, the last of which, In Its 
racing sweepstakes, has the largest 
and most widely known of all.

For Different Purposes.
Hie rules of conducting lotteries 

vary in each country as do the stated 
purpose for which they are run. The 
Irish Free State hospitals benefit un­
der the sweepstakes which are run In 
connection with three outstanding 
British horse races each year.

The Bed Cross and the University 
City In Spain are allowed certain ex­
tra drawings for their own profit, 
while France and Italy allocate their 
shares to governmental departments 
as they think fit.

The biggest lottery of all Is the Irish 
Sweepstake. Hun throe times a year, 
on the occasions of the English Grand 
.National, Epsom Derby and Cesare- 
witch Handicap, It receives subscrip-

tlons from more than 100 countries. 
Since 1030. when It was started under 
the registration of the Irish Hospital 
Trnst, Ltd., lucky ticket holders have 
been paid more than $100,000,000.

By far the greatest number of tick­
ets In thfs sweepstake are purchased 
In Britain, where It Is Illegal for any 
person to sell them. However, the 
tickets are smuggled In and sold. The 
money goes back to Ireland.

Out of these receipts and those from 
other countries, the Irish hospitals 
have benefited by more than $30,000,- 
000 during the past four years. The 
government Itself received 2T> per cent 
of the hospitals’ share, and In addition, 
since 1032, has also realized $2,7*00,000 
in taxes on the “sweep."

Hat Longest Record.
The Spanish National Lottery has 

the longest record of consistent per­
formance. It dates hack to 1703. when 
Charles III, looking for new means of 
supplementing his priry purse, hit 
upon this method.

In Spain, three draws are held reg­
ularly each month. In addition to five 
extraordinary draws, two of which are 
for the special benefit of the Bed 
Cross and the University City. The 
lottery has grown to such an extent 
that last year the gross receipts 
amounted to $."7,750,000.

Of this amount prize-winners re­
ceived $40,350,100, wages and admin­
istration expenses took *1.513,180 and 
the remaining $15,888,240 went to the 
government.

The popularity of the lottery in 
France Is shown by the fact that It 
is practically impossible to buy a 
ticket for as many as five days before 
a drawing. It is only recently that 
the lottery was legalized, and Its ob­
ject was to pay war veterans’ pensions 
with the government's share of the 
proceeds.

IVize money takes <50 per cent-of_Uie- 
total receipts; expenses are estimated 
at 5 per cent and the remaining 35 per 
cent goes Into the national treasury 
to he applied to war pensions. The 
participant In the lottery has a one 
to nine chance of winning a prize, the 
highest of which is .<320,000.

In Italy the government reaps about 
$0,380,000 a year from the lotteries 
which are conducted weekly by the 
state. The drawings are made in the 
eight principal cities, and large returns 
are possible from very small outlay.

Norman Town Turns Its
Back on Coeducation

Coutances, Normundy.—By unanimous 
vote, this town has taken a united 
stand against co-education.

The reason given for this action Is 
that “male school teachers cannot 
teach girls their future roles of wlfo 
and mother,” and that "children of 
France are disconcertingly precocious.” 

Despite this antl-co-educational feel­
ing In Normandy, there are 3,520 
“mixed” schools In France. Wherever 
possible It Is the principle of the French 
school system to keep boys and girls 
separated.

financial progress of his company. Hav­
ing ascertained the cause of the finan­
cial calamity, Demetrius relates that 
a certain man lecturing to the people 
down in Ephesus, the center of the 
heathen world, told them that, “There 
were no gods made with hands.” The 
Influence of this man became so great 
that many persons were turning away 
from the heathen temples and aban­
doning their loyalty to the heathen 
goddess, “and the Image which fell 
down from Jupiter."

When nil this news spread about the 
ancient city of Ephesus excitement rose 
to a very high pitch A riot was final- 
ly prevented by the wisdom of the 
town clerk who persuaded the strikers 
and their sympathizers to appeni to 
the courts where Justice would pre­
vail.

While the conditions related in this 
story occurred nearly two thousand 
years ago it reads like a bit of news 
cleaned from our morning newspaper. 
When any force Injects Itself into the 
economic world which dries up profits 
or thwarts Justice to labor, something 
happens — Discontent, riots, strikes, 
bloodshed! “There Is nothing new un­
der the sun.”

PARENTS and school teachers or say 
person whose duty It Is to govern 

others, whether children or adolts, gain 
their respect and love or esteem, at 
the case may be. If they are good dis­
ciplinarians.

When a person is a good disciplin­
arian there is not found this fickle­
ness. f'hildren and others know 
where they stand. Consequently they 
consider whether or not it Is worth 
while to do the thing which will bring 
down upon them a severe punish- 
meat What Is more, they will be in­
clined to realize their wrong idngs 
would deserve the penalties meted out 
to them. There is a fine sense of Jus­
tice in children. There Is also an In­
bred respect for authority, until they 
find It Is mis applied even when the 
rules seem arbitrary rather than, to 
them, reasonable.

Promotes Affection. ‘
Parents do well to recall families in 

which respect and genuine affection 
Krtfmnrtn MiiUrpn flqfl their fa- 

thers and mothers. They will find In 
most Instances that the discipline Is 
good. It is Just, and It Is respected.

It Is very hard on children to be 
subject to the whims and the tempers 
of parents. One time the youngsters 
can do almost anything they like and 
It is unnoticed, or brings very slight 
punishment. Again they do the small­
est prank, It may be In pure mlschiev-

Both 
are needed to bring out the best In 
children. It Is when they receive the 
right measure of each that young folk 
understand that Justice is the founda­
tion of their management and that af­
fection Is the ruling power.

C'hildrcn'i Allowance*.
Children's allowances may prove 

helpful to the youngsters In teaching 
them how to handle money, or they 
may prove opportunities for extrav­
agance. Whether thpy are an aid nr 
a hindrance depends as much on par­
ents as children. It should be deter­
mined before apportioning allowances 
whether they are to be for little lux­
uries apart from any demands for 
necessities or accessories, or whether 
they are to Include definite needed or 
wanted things with some luxuries.

Camping Out Started
in Eighteenth Century

Camping, as an American practice, 
originated in the Eighteenth century 
for a different purpe.<i* than did tha 
contemporary outdoor recreation, 
gays the Tulsa World. In the early 
days “camp meetings'' were religious 
festivals which all the neighborhood 
families attended. Then there w«*ra 
few churches and communities, so a 
certain spot would he appointed for 
services at a specified time of year. 
All the farmers from miles around 
would participate in the throe or 
four days’ services, and fluring this 
time the families would lodge near 
by In tents or sharks. Their pur­
pose was to establish a temporary 
community.

In 1&S5 churches were well estab­
lished In all organized communities 
and pioneering In the United States 
was virtually ended. People became 
weary of the city, especially the 
youths, so a New York business mao 
conceived the Idea of establishing a 
camp. From the first year of oper­
ation, which Included six boys, to the 
present date, the total number In all 
camps has swelled to over 2.000,000. 
Older people became Interested In 
this back-to-nature movement; now 
1ft per cent of all the population 
shares In this recreation.

Metallic silver in an ionic condition 
appears to exercise a very effective 
bactericidal action on the germs which 
are usually present In drinking water, 
say Scientific American. Various 
means of introducing silver ions into 
water are described is Chemical Age. 
An electrical method Involves the pas­
sage of the water between silver elec­
trodes through which a very small cur­
rent is continuously passing. By this 
method an effective number of silver 
Ions are Introduced into (he water 
with the aid of a three to five mllllam- 
pere current

One of the earlier methods of puri­
fication was based upon the ability of 
water to take up silver by merely al­
lowing it to trickle over glass beads 
coated with a very thin layer of the 
metal, a soluble small-scale plant 
consists of a 25-quart stoneware Jar 
filled with a quantity of allver-coated 
glass beads which reduces the capacity 
to 18 quarts. The water is passed Into 
the jar via a tube filled with allver- 
coated quarts fibers, and a velocity of 
How of half to one quart per minute 
suffices for thorough infection.

A curious feature of this caUdyne 
process can itself be osed as a sterilis­
ing agent for mineral water bottles 
and the like. It appears that on al­
lowing such sliver-charged water to 
stand in a glass bottle for several 
hours, a proportion of the Ionic silver 
becomes transferred to the walls of 
the bottle and serves to sterilize any 
liquid subsequently poured Into i t

Hot Fajnfltar Witfc Wood
Wood Is ooe of mao’s oldest sod 

most useful materials for ao almost 
unlimited number of purposes. Man’s 
familiarity with it has very often bred. 
If not contempt, a t least carelessness 
in Its use, which has resulted in unsat­
isfactory service attributable not to 
the inherent qualities of the wood 
Itself, but rather to ita Improper 
handling. One serious mistake is to 
neglect the moisture content of wood, 
says a bulletin of the Canadian departs 
ment of the interior. In oommon with 
all other vegetable products, wood cofi- 
talns moisture. The amount so con­
tained Is usually expressed as a per­
centage of the bone-dry weight of the 
wood. Thus "25 peT cent M. C** in­
dicates that the weight of water pres­
ent is one-quarter of the weight of the 
absolutely dry wood. T ie importance 
of the moisture lies In Uie fact that 
the dimensions of a block of wood 
are, within definite limits, dependent 
upon i t

Constituent* of Human Body
A man weighing 150 pounds will con­

tain approximately 3,500 cubic feet of 
gas-oxygen, hydrogen and nitrogen- 
in his constitution. He also contains 
all the necessary fats to make a 15- 
pound candle, and thus, together with 
his 3.500 cubic feet of gases, he pos­
sesses considerable Illuminating possi­
bilities. His system contains 22 pounds 
and 10 ounces of carbon, or enough 
to make 780 dozeD or 9.3C0 lead pen­
cils. There are aboot 50 grains of 
iron in his blood and the rest of the 
body would supply enough of this 
metal to make one spike large enough 
to hold his weight.

Bird ExprttiM
The speeds of some birds are re­

markable. In California a duck hawk 
was once timed while chasing its prey, 
and Its speed was found to have 
reached nearly 165 miles an boor. 
Mallards timed in England and France 
have exceeded 50 miles an hour, and 
when pintails were chased by an air­
plane It was fouod that they flew at 
abont 65 miles an hour. The common 
Canadian goose normally files at be­
tween 40 and 45 miles an hour, but 
It has been estimated that-speeds of 
over 100 miles an hour have been at­
tained by frightened birds.

Chief Logan’s Oration
Is Cited as a Classic

Chief Logan's original name was 
Tahgah-Jute and be was born about 
1725 near Auburn, N. 7 .; the boy was 
renamed for James Logan, secretary 
of Pennsylvania under William Penn. 
As a chief be became known for bis 
friendship with the whites. In 1774, 
while Logan was sway bnntlng, all of 
his family were massacred by a party 
of white men, and this led him to In­
stigate a war of revenge In the Ohio 
country. Lord Dunmore, governor of 
Virginia, Invited the chiefs to a peace 
conference, to which Logan refused to 
go. He made his famous speech to 
Duomore’s messenger under an elm 
tree, near Clrclevflle, as follows:

“I appeal to any white man to say 
If ever he entered Logan’s cabin ban* 
gry and f gave him not meat; if ever 
he came cold or oaked and I gave him 
not elothlng. During the court* of the 
last long and bloody war Logan re­
mained in his tent an advocate for 
peace. Nay, such was my love for the 
whites that those of my own country 
pot&ted at me aa they passed by and 
said, ’Logan la the friend of white 
men.* I had even thought to live with 
yon but for the Injuries of one man. 
Colonel Cresap the last spring. In cold 
blooc and onprovoked. cut off all the 
relatives of Logan, not sparing even 
my wife and children There runs not 
a drop of my blood In the veins of any 
human creature. This called on me 
for revenge. I have sought it. I have 
killed many. I have fully glutted my 
vengeance. For my country, I rejoice 
at the beams of peace. Yet, do not 
harbor the thought that mine la the 
Joy of fear. Logan never felt fear. 
He will not tnrn on his heel to save 
his life. Who is there to mourn for 
Logan? Not one.**

Strange Temple Has Eyes
Called “The Eye* of Cod”

The Independent kingdom of Nepal, 
Just north of India, is one of the most 
curious and hard-to-get-to regions of 
the world. It Is high up on the roof 
of the world, with Mouot Everest and 
the other Himalayan pinnacles tower­
ing still higher.

The people of those parts of the 
world take their religion seriously, and 
they are willing to make any sacrifices 
for i t  At the city of Bodh-.Natb there 
Is a very strange temple which has 
In the steeple two gigantic eyes, which 
are called “the eye* of God.”

Hordes of pilgrims come to this 
place—many of them from India.

Some Fish Give Electric
Shock That Kills Others

Among the most curious branches 
of the fish families are those able to 
give electric shocks powerful enough 
to klU small fish and which are very 
painful to larger mammals. There are 
three known branches of these elec­
trical denizens of the deep, says Path­
finder Magazine. The electric ray fish 
lives apart from the other members 
of the ray family and usually Inhabits 
the deep waters of the warmer seas. 
There are about 20 known species o.‘ 
this ray and some of these snub nosed 
fish reach a weight of 200 pounds.

The electric eels Inhabit the rivers, 
swamps and lagoons of Brazil. Many 
of them grow to be six inches thick 
and six feet In length. There Is hot 
one member of the catfish family 
equipped with electrical organs and 
these are found In the Nile, Niger and 
Congo basins of Africa. They are 
similar in appearance to the other 
members of the catfish family and 
have several antennae extending from 
the snout They are the smallest of 

! the electric fish, seldom growing over 
! 30 inches In length.

Latin Am erica Supplies
Most of W orld’s Coffee

Alrho igh over fifty countries pro­
duce the bumble but necessary coffee 
bean, the world looks to Latln-Amer- 
lea for 90 per cent of its coffee need*.

Coffee is the principal crop of many 
tropical countries in the Western 
hemisphere. While the Americas pro> 
duce large crops of corn, potatoes, and 
other vegetables which were first dis­
covered In this part of the world, it Is 
of Interest to know that coffee was 
originally Imported from the East.

The discovery of coffee aa a bever­
age is sometimes accredited to an 
Arabian goat-herder who observed that 
his fonr-footed charges, after browsing 
on coffee plants, became unusually 
•leek and healthy. Upon sampling the 
coffee cherries, each containing twin 
coffee beans, he was disappointed. He 
then tried roasting the beana and 
brewing them In water and the result 
wss flavorsome, stlmalatiDg and health­
ful.

Some historians claim that coffee 
was brought to Arabia from Kaffa. 
Africa, which may account for its 
name. From Arabia the beverage 
spread to Constantinople, and event­
ually to Europe. Some assert that 
coffee was first bronght to the New 
world by the Dutch while others give 
credit to the French. In any event, 
the fact remains that Central and 
South America produce nine-tenths 
of the world’s coffee supply, of which 
the Doited States imports more than 
any other country, and the people of 
the Doited States consume approxi­
mately 87,000,000,000 cups of It every 
year.

Mint, an Ancient Plant,
Is Used in Various Ways

Mint Is not a bumble plant, although 
it has come down In the world, for at 
one time thi& fragrant herb was the 
associate of kings and its possession 
a measure of wealth.

The mints grow wild all over Eu­
rope, says the Montreal Herald, and 
the herbal use of different species has 
been known for centuries. Pliny wrote 
of it in A. D. 70, and In the days of 
ancient Rome mint was used as a bath 
salt, as a wreath to cure headache, 
and as a herb to spread over the floors 
of temples and public buildings.

Mint Is one of the plants of the 
Bible, and In the Book of Matthew you 
may read of the Pharisees paying 
tithes of mint, anise and cummin.

The spearmint (menfha viridis), 
nsed lo such large quantities for the 
production of chewing gum. Is a. native 
of many hedgerows. Possibly It was 
the same species which the Israelites 
employed for seasoning their food, a 
custom which has been passed on to 
the present day. As a seasoning, there 
are several methods of using mint

lo England mint sauce Is regarded 
as essential when lamb is served. In 
Italy it Is often boiled aflth vegetables, 
and perhaps It was from the Italians 
that xve learned this method of sea­
soning.

The peppermint of commerce Is ob 
talned from the leaves of mentha pi­
perita. It is used In sweets and In 
medicinal preparations for colds.

Train S m n  Year* Lata
A train on the old Gulf and Inter­

state railway arrived at Its destina­
tion more than seven years behind 
time The tralo started from Beao- 
mont, Texas, bnuod for Port Bolivar, 
11:30 a. m. on September 8, 1300. The 
distance Is 71 miles, aod the train 
was due In Port Bolivar at 1:55 p. to. 
When it reached High Island It was 
surrounded by waters from the Gnlf 
of Mexico, which had flooded the rail­
way. Eventually the road wa9 re­
built. and when the rusty locomotive 
was examined she was found fit to 
complete her Jouruey. She was fired 
up, und amid cheers of every one she 
moved off, creaking and “rheumatic" 
In her Joints, but still serviceable. The 
news was telegraphed to Port Bolivar, 
and when the train, more than seven 
years late, arrived, half a dozen of 
the original passengers assembled to 
greet it.—Montreal Herald.

The famous Aztec calendar stone lo 

the National Museum of Mexico Is a 
block of basalt weighing 25 tons and 
having a diameter of 11 feet. Encirc­
ling the head of the suo god Is a di 1 
adetn bearing hieroglyphics represent­
ing the divisions of time ond (he Aztec 
method of numbering the year*. The * 
number of days in their year was 305, 
as in ours. Each year had a different 
emtdera repeated every four years. 
The first year was called Tochtll, or 
rabbit; the second, Acatel, or reed; } 
the third, Teeptal. or flint; the fourth, ; 
Calll, or house. The years were fur- ; 
ther arranged by thirteens, four such ! 
periods making a Mexican age. Wheo 
the City of Mexico was taken by Cor­
tex Id 1521, and the great temple de 
stroyed, the calendar stone was left 
in the square. It was buried In 1555, 
and not recovered again nntll 1700.

The BarsaeU Goose
The barnacle goose, a small goose 

closely related to the brant, owes Its 
name to •  curious belief which gained 
much credence prior to the Seven­
teenth century. The distant Arctic 
nestiDg places of these birds were as 
yet undiscovered aod It was believed 
that the goose developed from the 
barnacle, a small crustacean that 
grows on wood that Is exposed to salt 
water. Theologians who accepted this 
strange theory got Into endless dis­
putes is  to whether or not the Qesh 
of the hartiade goose should be eaten 
on Fridays or fast days, for they were 
unable to decide whether It khould be 
considered meat or fish.

Greek Artistic Center

Ancient City Attempting to 
Stage Comeback.

Washington.—Pnlphl la staging a 
rornebark. This ancient city, once an 
artistic center of Orwre, long In ruin*, 
may again become an Intellectual bub 
of Greece and a meeting place for 
scholar* of all nation*. The erection 
of a large library, auditorium*, and 
probably a new hotel, will make thla 
community. It* rehullder* hope, "a 
Geneva of thought and the art*.”

“Thu* history stage* another re 
viral.” say* the National Geographic 
society. “For the desolate ruins of 
Deiphl, bleaching on the southern slope 
of Mount Parnassus, were once a 
crowded city, beautiful with temples 
and thousands of statues. A symbolic, 
tentrnl stone In the temple of Apollo 
marked the supposed center of the 
world, and so l)e|phl must hare seemed 
to the early Greeks.

“Here flocked merchants, over the 
great network of trade roads that led 
to the city: pilgrims, to consult the 
famous oracle; athletes to compete In 
the Pythian gnmes. Delphi became en­
riched by votive statue* of pilgrim* 
and temples built by Greek state*. To 
protect the riches of Delphi, twelve 
states north of the Gulf of Corinth 
united In what was the oldest league 
of Greece. Delegates from rival states 
came under flags of truee to settle dis­
putes by arbitration. Interchange of 
Mens among these vNItnnts from dif­
ferent sections of the country made 
Delphi rich In geographic Information. 
In the Eighth and Seventh centuries 
It. C. when Greece was founding nu­
merous colonies, none were established 
without first consulting the oracle as 
to the best locations.

Goats Responsible.
“According to tradition, the ubiquit­

ous Greek goats were partly responsi­
ble for the oracle at Delphi. Legend 
relates that a stream flowing through 
a crevice on Mount Parnassus exhaled 
intoxicating vapors. Goats inhaling 
these cavorted until their goat-herd 
also breathed the vapors. Hearing his 
muttering*, Greeks deemed them In­
spired by Apollo and built a temple 
over Mie stream. They seated a priest­
ess on a golden tripod over the chasm 
and surrounded her with priests who 
Interpreted her ravings In ambiguous 
verse. In the winter months, when 
Apollo was on his vacation In the 
land of the Hyperboreans, Dionysus, 
also prophetic, was worshiped Instead.

“Most important temple of the sun god 
In Greece, the Delphi temple was for 
centuries the greatest of Greek shrines, 
thronged with thousands of pilgrims. 
The oracle wus consulted for decisions 
on everything from marriage to wars 
until the end of the Fourth century, 
when the Byzantine Kmperor Theodor- 
1c stopped the consultations by slaying 
those who consulted.

“Today, the temple lies In ruins, the 
magic stream has dried up, and there 
no longer exists even any trace of the

chasm through which It is said to have 
flowed.

“Almost as Important as the oracle 
to Greek Ilfs were the Pythian games, 
which were celebrated every fourth 
year. Various Greek states sent dele­
gates to compete for laurel crowns In 
what originated ns a tong competition, 
turned to foot-races In the stadium, 
and ended In chariot races on the plain 
below Delphi, tVImt splendid runners 
the ancient Greek* were may he Judged 
hy the record of the fire-brnglng Ku- 
rhldas who ran 111 miles In a single 
day, to take the sacred flre from Deb 
phi to Plntnen.

Ligand Clings to Parnassus.
“The stadium was built in the high­

est part of Delphi, Itself 2,000 feet 
above sen level, and breathing Its crisp 
cold air, which put a bluish patina on 
Delphi's bronze statue#, one realizes 
why Delphi became a sort of health 
resort, crowded by patlenta and phy­
sicians.

‘'Hast of Delphi loom the twin sil­
very cliffs, the Phaedriadea, so-called 
'shining rocks,' from whose crannies

Briton Slays Shrew Wife; 
Gets One Year in Prison

London.—A British Judge and Jury 
agreed In an unprecedented decision 
that a man who kills his wife because 
she “nags" him Is not guilty of mur­
der.

Sydney Haggerty, forty-one, success­
fully pleaded that he was driven to 
strangling his wife because she con­
tinuously nagged him.

The murder charge wns reduced to 
manslaughter, and Haggerty wns sen­
tenced to one year's Imprisonment In 
Old Bailey.

In summing up the case the Judge 
pointed out that Haggerty was a 
“nice, peaceable man," whereas his 
wife was “quarrelsome and violent."

United State* to Have 
Permanent Stamp Exhibit

Washington.—Plans to ejtnblfsh a 
permanent stamp exhibit In the Post 
Office department's philatelic agency, 
occupying an entire room In the new 
$10,000,000 post office building, were 
announced by the department

The display, to be the lurgest and 
most Inclusive In the country, will em­
brace copies of every stamp issued by 
the United States and those of almost 
every other nation.

The decision was prompted, official* 
said, by the rapidly growing Interest 
In stamp collections. Every week 
brings to the philatelic agency more 
than 3,000 letter* asking stamp Infor­
mation.

Except for the four Issues put out 
in September and October, there will 
he no more special stamps this year, 
it was announced. Thus far this year 
thirteen special stamps have been Is­
sued. Of these the average Issue has 
been 250,000,000, although the Mother’* 
day stamp ran close to 420,000,000.

The four yet to appear this year are 
all in the national park series.

Boy Has 31st Fracture;
Now Is Unable to Walk

Lebanon. Pa.—Thirty-one fractures 
of both legs have deprived James 
Weiss, eleven, of the power to walk.

Physlelnns said the hoy will never 
he able to use his legs because of the 
weakness of the hone formation.

Soldiers Walk 20 Miles, 
Penalty for Riding Free

Canton, China.—The practice of the 
Kwangtung troops stationed in and 
around Canton of riding on public 
busses without paying fares has been 
stopped by the military authorities In 
a novel, yet effective, manner.

The number of free rides had In­
creased to approximately 2,000 daily, 
according to a complaint of the bus 
company.

The military authorities established 
armed patrols who arrested on sight 
any soldier found trying to force, his 
way Into a bus or refusing to pay'his 
fare. The offenders were loaded Into 
trucks, taken about twenty mile* from 
their barracks, made to dismount and 
walk back. More than 500 soldiers 
were “taken for a ride" in tills manner.

Cranberries ure used for Jelly or 
for sauce more than for any other 
purpose. I am giving you a recipe 
today for what we used to call 
“stewed cranberries,” but which also 
rejoices In the name of “cranberry 
sauce." I shall call this number 2, 
and reserve number 1 for Thanks­
giving dinner. One of my favorite 
pies Is a combination of cranberries 
and raisins which I bake In one crust 
and cover with a meringue. And one 
of the best puddings I know |* n com 
binntlon of cranberries and tapioca. 
There are also a number of Jams and 
relishes which make It possible for 
us to make a new supply of these nc 
ressorles to the table when other 
fruits are not ho plentiful.

Cranberry Tapioca.
K cup crranulntcd tapioca 
H teaspoon sail 
2% cups boiling water 
l pint cranberries 
y» cup water 
V% c u p  s u g a r

Cook tapioca, suit and boiling wa­
ter together until clear. Cook cran­
berries and water until soft nnd add 
to the tapioca with the sugar. Cook 
five minutes, pour Into a net mold, 
chill and serve with cream.

Cranberry Conserve.
4 cups cranberries 
1 cup water 
1 cup nut meats
1 cup seeded raisins
2 ft cups sugar 
1 sliced orange
Cook cranberries in water until 

they stop popping; rub through a 
sieve and add coarsely chopped nut 
meats. Add raisins, sliced orange 
and sugar; and cook for 13 minute*. 
But away in glasses.

Stewed Cranberries.
Boll 2 cups of water and to 2

cup* of sugar together 9 minutes, 
then add 4 cup* cranberries. Boll 
without stirring (3 minute* Is usually 
sufficient) until all the skins pop 
open. Remove from fire when th* 
popping stops, and allow the sauce to 
remain In vessel undisturbed until 
cool.

The Idea that poets and musicians 
die young has been engendered per­
haps by the early deaths of some 
famous representatives of these pro­
fessions, such ns Shelley, Kents, 
Chopin and Schubert.

Some 
excellent sbois ( have known are men 
who wear sport/ifles. sjf,re nil of the 
Infortnallon I give yon has been 
gleaned from jwr.soiml experience, not 
from hen not y, I take the liberty of 
becoming personal and telling you 
that Irorn early boyhood I hare worn 
*|**ctueh*x. Although 1 cannot see well 
enough without my glasses to read or­
dinary newspaper tyjie, yet on the 
*keef field I break Just ns good scores 
without my glasses a* when wearing 
them. In fart, without the "sjw s” I 
do even a little hotter, striking au 
average.

Slightly Incredible as this may seem, 
there Is a trick hi It, and I'll tell you 
what It Is. shooting skeet one knows 
exactly where his target Is coming 
from. One also knows within three 
seconds just when It will flash Into 
tiew. And you know exactly Its line 
of flight. The fact Is, one docs not 
Peed particularly keen eyesight to 
shoot well. Hut to see all the game 
that rets In front of yon In the field— 
tlils does require nil Ihe eyesight you 
can muster. Thus, with two gunners 
of equal shooting skill, the one with 
the keenest eyesight will In all prob­
ability get the most shots In the field 
and will, on that account, kill the most 
game.

Naturally, what I say here do»'H not 
■poly to skill In rifle shooting, bemuse 
with thp dingle-bullet gun nnd Iron 
Sights the man with the keener eyes Is 
always the bptter shot.

Knowing that I shoot the shotgun a 
little* better without spectacles, l fre- 
fluently hunt iri the field without wear­
ing them. Hut on such occasions l 
like to hunt alone. I use my ears and 
do not want a distracting sound of a 
companion rustling through the brush. 
Many a rabbit and grouse I have 
killed where, but for my ears. I would 
never have seen them to get a shot. 
Alone. I always hunt very slowly, go 
that I can catch quickly any sound 
other than my own. But even so. I 
Imagine many a rabbit gets up within 
easy shooting distance of me that 1 
never see. The secondary reason why 
I do not like to wear spectacles a Held 
la that they are a nuisance In rain or 
fog. But going without them Ir some- 
wiint dnngerots In this respect: you 
may he hit in the eye l»y switching 
brush with painful and even serious 
consequences. Without your "specs” 
on your eyes are.slow in their protec­
tive reflexes.

The primary reason wny I prefer to 
shoot without glasses Is. ns I have 
said, that I shout better without them 
Fur It Is true In shotgun shooting, 
that If you see well enough t*o distin­
guish your target, you can see well 
enough to hit it with a load of shot. 
All shotgun shooting should he done 
with the eyes at what I used to refer 
to as "wide vision.” Since then, one 
of my oculist friends has given me the 
correct term for this, lie calls It keeje 
lug Hie eyesight at "universal focus." 
In oilier words, keep your eyes fo­
cused mi no particular object. This Is 
particularly applicable In skeet shoot­
ing. Hut ir applies In the Hold. too. 
Keep your eyes wide open. See every­
thing dearly In your Held of vision. 
When the target or bird Hashes nut do 
not strain your eyesight in Intense 
coiicenlraflon of focus on it. Main­
tain your sight at universal focus, fn 
this wny you will he alertly aware of 
the target, aware of the line and speed 
of Its flight, and also aware of your 
gun without concentrating too much 
of your attention on It.

Failure to keep the eyes at univer­
sal focus Is largely responsible. In my 
opinion, for most shooters declaring 
that they cannot shoot with both eyes 
open. Certainly you can't shoot with 
both eyes open If you are trying to 
look Intently at your gun barrel from 
breech to muzzle, and at the same 
time ure trying to see the flying tar­
get! It Just can't he done. Even 
the crack aerial rifle nnd pistol shots 
could not make their astounding rec­
ords with this kind of alternating eye 
attention. I am convinced that all 
good shots on moving or flying ta r  
gets, regardless of whether they shoot 
with shotgun, rifle, or pistol, use this 
universal eye focus In their shooting.
If you con acquire this trick—nnd you 
certainly can—you Just can’t help be­
coming a much better shot
