Aged Negaunee Resident 
Passed Away on Monday

James Charles Dougherty passed 
away at his home the early part of 
Monday evening, following an illness 
of over four years. He was born on 
the Island of Nantucket, Mass., July 
5, 1841, and at the age of six years 
moved with his family to Udina, Ill­
inois, near Elgin. He attended the 
Udina school and the Elgin Academy, 
and later a business school In Chicago.

In 1865 he went to Norfolk, Virginia, 
where he obtained employment with a 
lumber company, later securing work 
as a timekeeper at the Portsmouth 
navy yard. Tin; latter part of March, 
1867, he returned to Udina and Chi­
cago, where he entered the freight 
department of the Chicago & North 
Western Railway. During the same 
year, he was sent to Escanaba to be­
come weigh master at the ore dock. 
The railroad at that time came as far 
as Green Bay, then known as Fort 
Howard. From that point to Esca- 
naba, a distance of 126 miles, he 
traveled on the steamer "Sarah Van 
Epps."

On the next trip of the "Sarah Van 
Epps" Mis» Emily Dunbar came to 
Bseanaba, where she established the 
first private school which later became 
a public school. The next year in 
March Miss Dunbar was married to 
Mr. Dougherty. In the spr ng of 1879 
he was transferred to Negaunee as 
agent. Ten years after he received 
the appointment of traveling freight 

la w.lUch capacity he cuiiiiiiiaal 
until the fall of 1891, resigning this 
position to become associated with 
J. C. Dougherty & Co., dealers in wood 
and coal. In 1896 he went to Muni*- 
Ing to be the agent of the Munising 
Railway still in the process of con­
struction at that time. Mr. Dougherty 
was appointed superintendent of this 
railway company In 1897, a position 
he held two years. Except for a year 
spent in the employ of the Aigoma 
Central Ry.. as agent at MhhJpicotton. 
Ontario, he continued his, sendee with 
the Munising railway, and the Munis­
ing & Southeastern railway until pen­
sioned In 1920.

The equipment which had 
been used waa then purchased by an 
Ishpeming resident, who recovered a 
uoiwUkMabte muii uf gold from the old 
plates from the mill.

as president, Frank W. Lundin ns 
treasurer, and J. K. Trebilcoek as sec­
retary. This company has functioned 
in much the same manner ns Bjork & 
Lundin did for four years previously, 
obtaining much interesting data and 
several new "finds."

Uses New Methods

Test Tubes and Microscopes 
Trace Criminals.

Washington.—Tent tubes and micro­
scope*. no less tliun machine guns nnd 
high powered rifle*. are the govern­
ment's weapons in ;ts relentless cam­
paign again*! crime.

In a suite In the new Justice depart 
Client hulMIflK Director J Edgar Hoo 
ver of the division of Investigation has 
established one of the world’s most 
complete imd modern crime labora­
tories.

Scientists In those quiet rooms, work* 
Ing over bits ol hair, scratched bullets 
or fragments of paper, develop many 
of the clews that enable armed federal 
agents in the Held to go after criminals 
with the certainty they are getting the 
right man.

If was n laboratory expert. Charles 
Appel, who gave important evidence 
1n the preliminary nearing of Bruno 
Hanptmnnn. Lindbergh kldnap-nmrder 
suspect. Appel analyzed Hauptmann's 
handwriting and held it Identical with 
that in the ransom notes.

Typewriting l» Traced.
If a criminal seeks to protect him­

self by using a typewriter, he Is scarce­
ly less safe. On file in the laboratory 
are specimens of writing made on ev­
ery known make and model of machine. 
In each are minute variations thnt 
stnnd out like a sore thumb—to the 
•experts.

Thousands of watermnrks are on (tie, 
to aid in tracing the kind and source of 
paper used In ransom notes, extortion 
threats or other documents hearing on 
a crime. The laboratory Is assembling 
specimens of the tracks made by all 
known kinds of automobile tires.

Hair Carefully Studied.
A bit of hair found ut the scene of 

a crime may lend to Important evi­
dence. With a microscope and speci­
men of hair, the expert can fell wbefh 
er the hair fell out. was pulled out or 
cut off; the race and-approximate Age, 
of the person from whom It came. 
From the tiny oil glands at the roots 
they can even make a good guess ns 
to whether the person was fnt or lean.

“Some people even claim they deter­
mine sex. height and other character­
istics of a person from a sample of 
hair," explains Chief L. C. Schlidren 
of the division’s Identification unit, 
•‘but we don't think you can go quite 
that far."

More than one criminal has been con­
victed because of the fact that every 
gun makes minutely different scratches 
on bullets fired through It, Given the 
bullet used In n crime and a suspected 
gun the ballistics expert can determine 
quickly If that gun actually was used.

The expert fires n shot through the 
gun. The two bullets are placed under 
a double microscope, connected by u 
Tfngte eye piece. If minute 
blend Into » single image it is certnln 
thnt the two bullets came from the 
same weapon.

able, there Is the still more important 
matter of suiting the shoe to the font. 
Adults who have trouble with their 
feet realize that shoes have a great 
deni to do with it. A child cannot 
know about such things. Wlmt he 
wants Is new shoos anti some children 

are ton easily sat­
isfied. There are 
few things which 
please a l i t t le  
child’s vanity more 
than to display on 
his feet n pair of 
new nlmes. It la 
an event to be 
taken to the shoe 
store and have the 
sole attention of 
sales person and 
parent while vari­
ous pairs of shoes 
are tried on. and 
discussed. Some­
times he feeds rath­
er out of it, al­
though the shoes 

when purchased are to he worn by 
him. for conversation quite over his 
head will go on about the shoes, and 
why they do or do not fit. All the 
time he Is conscious of the ones which 
he likes best, and often Insists on 
having a hearing.

While it Is a wise thing to buy chil­
dren’s shoes rather big for them. It is 
unwise to get them too large. The 
shoes will not support the foot in just 
the right places. The Instep of the 
shoes may come too near the ball of 
the foot, and the width will permit 
Ifie toes fA flit) against Hie InaMe-of tbe- 
shoe. Adults find that corns are made 
worse, if not actually caused, by wear­
ing shoes that are too large, as well as 
those too small.

A Child*! Foot.
The bones of a child’s foot are still 

in a somewhat formative state, and 
they should not be forced Into strained 
positions, lest they become slightly de- 
formed, not enough to show, but 
enough to give trouble later on.

The matter of high and low heels 
Is one that should he tnken into ac­
count In misses’ and adults’ shoes. It 
Is now recognized thnt not every foot 
is best fitted with low heels. Some 
feet need high heels. But the reverse 
Is more likely to he true, ns more feet 
need low-heeled shoes than high. How­
ever, one woman I knew had constant 
trouble with her feet and finnlly went 
to a famous orthopedic doctor. He 
put her Info fairly high-heeled shoes 
and she found thnt her "sensible" 
shoes had never been the kind for her 
feet Dart of her trouble was Imme­
diately relieved by the higher heels. 
However a very small tapering heel 
which Is sometimes excellent for a 
dancing shoe should not he for walk­
ing shoes. While regulation walking 
shoes do not have them, very often 
one sees adult, young persons espe­
cially. wearing them on the street. 
Trouble is In the offing for women 
who wear such heels at such a time. 
The type of shoe should suit its use.

Children*! Studies.
There are certain sure ways to get 

children to learn things. Teachers and 
parents who wish the host results In 
knowledge of those under their train­
ing do well to realize them. One Is 
to arouse curiosity about the thing. 
The other Is to awaken Interest In a 
subject. These ways have one thing

In common. They focus attention on 
the thing or things of Importance. It 
is of small value to prod a chlM’s 
mind. He bus other thing* to think 
about besides those parents and teach- 
ers want him to consider. A child* 
mind !r not Inactive. It tuny he tulles 
away from the subject thnt Is In the 
mind or the Instructor, hut there is 
too much that Is new nnd strange In 
the world in which the child finds him­
self for hJm to be unresponsive to 
them. The young mind needs direc­
tion rather than stimulation.

Amateur Ornithologist
Saw Bird Kill Itself

Weilshurg, W. Va.—An amateur or­
nithologist here claims to have seen a 
quail commit suicide.

Harry T. Bowmnan, a trolley-car 
conductor, wont groundhog hunting on 
hi* day off and came hack with a dead 
quail and a strange story.

"I was coming over a small knoJJ 
when 1 saw the bird," Bowman fold 
his friends. "It would fly to the top 
of a cliff, then ily straight down, hit­
ting Its head on a rock.

"The bird repeated the procedure 
several times, and on the fourth trial, 
filed of a broken neck.”

Except for a small blister on the 
back of the bird’s neck, the quail was 
plump and apparently well. Bowman 
maintains that the suffering caused by 
the blister led the bird to kill itself.

Naval Radio Stations
Save Nation $3,300,000

Washington.—Naval radio stations 
saved the government moro than $3,- 
300,000 in the last year.

More than half the saving, according 
to the Navy department, was on com­
munications handled for departments 
other than the navy.

Thirty-six shore radio stations and 
43 radio direction-finding stations are 
maintained by the navy, at a total 
cost of $T05,fWL43. Tt was said that 
during the last fiscal year naval com­
munications have been operated at less 
cost and with fewer men than ever be­
fore.

\ / f  ANY good shots prefer the single* 
barrel gun. Guns in this class 

are the pump-gun, the automatic, and 
also the so-called "over and-utider.** 
The last named Is really a double bar* 
rel gun. But Its barrels are superim­
posed, one on top of the other, so that 
it offers the single-barrel alignment of 
the true single-tube gnus such us the 
pump ami auto-louder.

The reason they give for their pref­
erence is that the single tube Is en*def 
nnd quicker to nlnt. And more accu­
rate to aim.

In my opinion, this preference Is 
largely Imaginary, I, too, shoot tho 
single-tube gun and prefer it to the 
doubte-hnrrol. But I have tested my- 
seJf time and again on the sheet field 
and find that I shoot Just ns well with 
either type of gun.

The single-barrel shooter’s most com­
monly expressed objection to the 
double-barrel gnu Is that the twin bar­
rel* confuse him and cause him to 
"erosa-fire.” What he means I* flint 
his eye unconsciously lines up either 
one of the barrels, usually the left 
barrel In the case of u right-handed 
shooter, Instead of lining up the cen­
ter of the gun on the target, obvious­
ly. If your eye Is unconsciously aiming 
flie left bnrrel of a double-barrel, tho 
chances are that you will almost cer­
tainly shoot behind the Hying target.

My answer to the single-tube versus 
the double-barrel gun controversy Is 
this: If you are «o conscious of your 
gun that two tubes out there In­
stead of only one confuses you then I 
say yon are paying too much atten­
tion to your gun, and yon are not 
shooting a shotgun the way n shotgun 
should he shot!

In the first place, your eyes should 
hp at "universal focus.” In other 
words, your eyes, both wide open, 
should he aware of everything In & 
fairly wide field of vision. Roughly, 
I should say that about fid per cent of 
your vision should be concentrated on 
the target, about 30 per cent on the 
gun, and about 10 per cent dispersed 
over an area perhaps ten yards on 
both sides of the target. I think this 
proportion is very nearly correct for 
shots in the open.

Note the great advantage of this, 
say in quail hunting for Instance. Your 
£ulthful_old̂ dog stands on rigid point. 
You walk Fn carefully nnd flush the 
covey. Up they go with a ronr. With 
your eyesight correctly proportioned 
to the first bird you pick out, to your 
gun, and to the remaining birds—you 
quickly knock down your first shot, 
swing like a flash on the second, 
which your 10 per cent vision makes 
you keenly aware of, and if you are 
quick enough in your gun handling 
and are shooting n repeater you may 
even get In a third shot And after 
nil the shooting’s over you know where 
the main body of the birds went nnd 
you can immediately start for the 
right patch of cover to begin taking 
your singles.

The man who uses too much of his 
vision in watching his gun—or the 
man who shoots with one eye closed— 
can’t begin to do this. After the first 
shot he Is floundering, and when his 
eyes finally focus on the second bird 
he needs the range of a full-choke bar­
rel to catch it—and the third shot on 
the rise Is almost Impossible. More­
over, usually he will he In the dark ns 
far ns knowing where all the rest of 
the birds flew to.

For the frequent shot one gets in 
thlek woods nnd brush—especially on 
grouse, and quite oftnn on quail—here 
I think the really good shot seldom 
sees his gun. Ills vision Is concen­
trated about 80 per cent on the target 
and 20 por cent dispersed over an 
area around nnd ahead of the target. 
This la called the "snap” shot. It ts 
pure, Instinctive gun pointing. It can 
he extremely accurate. But It should 
be used only In emergency—never In 
open country where easy, deliberate 
aiming Is possible. For the deliberate 
aim Is the surest killer.

True, 
most two-wheeled riders there usually 
hold out a hand to right or left when 

. about to swerve from a straightfor­
ward route—90 habitually, In fact, that 
many Danes unconsciously do so even 
on foot! and not a bad Idea n that. 
But a cyclist may cut fn from either 
side nt any time on any street or road.

Thomas Skorrock 
of Leith Is credit­
ed by an English 
Journal published 
prior to 1S46 as the 
originator of the 
Christmas card, 
but as no copy of 
his curd enrne to 
public notice, an­
other ««ur«e mu«t 
be found.

In 1*W J. C. 
Horseley. It. 
acting upon the 
suggestion of Sir 

(then Mr.) Henry Cole, produced a 
drawing which was lithographed by 
Jobbins of Warwick Court. Holborn. 
But one thousand cards were printed, 
and each was colored by hand.

From this beginning the custom of 
sending greetings at Christmas has 
spread lb ihe entire i nnstian world.

In an average year the output of 
these concerns approximates $00,000,- 
000 at retail price**, of which a large 
proportion consists of Chrisrmat 
greetings.

Se&Hments usually are purchased 
from free-lance writers, who submit 
them to the editorial department of 
the publishing company, just as fiction 
and other manuscripts are submitted 
to editors of magazines, though some 
concerns maintain a writing staff.

Naturally, writers try to express s 
sentiment better than the purchaser 
himself could, and also to provide a 
variety of sentiments which individu­
als might find apropos for a particu­
lar friend or relative.

Besides the Christmas cards found 
tn the store* (called "counter cards"). 
Individual designs 
and s«mnientr-ar»F 
prepored to onler 
for personal use 
by society people 
and others. Some 
of the greetings of 
this character af­
fected by the Hol­
lywood movie col

SOME ONE has asked me to write 
a few words concerning my favor­

ite meal. This is really asking the 
Impossible, because J have so many fa- 
orite food combinations. Perhaps you 
will like to hear, however, about one 
or two of the menus which I use for 
bullet suppers of which I uiu particu­
larly fond. You see. my friends are 
so likely to bring along one or two ex­
tra persons, nnd n buffet riipikw can 
be stretched so easily. Actually. I sel­
dom call any of the meals that I serve 
to my friends, dinner. When l Invite 
them to supper they don’t expect more 
than two courses, although they some­
times get ttuve.

The other oight. for instance, I gave 
them what » call toasted choose, al­
though it Is toally baked. This Is an 
old family recipe which demands only 
one fork besides the dish In which It 
!s baked for Us preparation. With 
this I served baked tomatoes with 
bacon made by the easiest method.

For dessert 1 gave them chocolate 
pudding with which J have boon doing 
•ome experimental work. I also pro­
vided fruit which made the center- 
pirn*. 1 hi tended It for a substitute 
for those who did not like chocolate 
pudding, but ns I had 100 per cent 
takers for the pudding. It provided an 
extra course.

Since the return of beer 1 have had 
•  number of Welsh rarebit parties, 
the old-fashioned kind, made Just with 
cheese, seasoning and beer. With this 
■  potato salad may be served made 
bavor.v with bits of bacon, onion, cu- 
♦umber nnd celery. Of course, there 
must he hot toast, pickles, olives and 
Other relishes. For dessert 1 usually 
lervo fruit. If beer Is served during 
one of these meals, coltee comes at 
the end, otherwise there should he 
large cups of coffee served with the 
tnain course.

Another trltn and true buffet supper 
snenu consists of veal paprika, noodles 
with poppy seeds nnd ground almonds, 
pens dressed with a very little cream.

But It broke in two. sank nnd could 
not be recovered again. The Interest 
in the wreck lies In the fact that it 
was supposed to have been carrying 
gold worth at present prices about

000.000, the money being the pay 
of British troops in this country. It Is 
sold that British admiralty records 
fail to show any such shipment. Hut 
treasure hunters nro always hopeful 
nnd so. nfter 154 yenrs. there la re­
newed search for the wreck.

Several old salts at Sailors Snug 
Harbor are watching the operations 
with Interest nnd no little hope. They 
are In possession of maps which pre­
sumably show the location of burled 
treasure. They believe firmly In those 
maps nnd the only thing that keeps 
them from going treasure hunting is 
the matter of money.
