Into your spick and apnn white 
parlor—and such is tta name—come 
40 placid, tcmpcrm cntal, valuable 
and much pampered cows, four a t  a 
time, for the ir regular m orning "glv 
ing" of milk. You don 't m ilk the 
cows: the cows let down their milk. 
I f  a  s tranger is In the parlor, the 
cows won’t  enter. Feminine tem per 
ment, they say, \

A t the ra ta  of about 20 cows an 
hour, you’re through the firs t o f two 
milking bees during your work-day. 
And then, of course, thrown in fo r 
good measure to keep you awake, are 
such miscellaneous chores as getting 
feed to the m angers in the pen or 
loafing barn, bedding down the barn 
fo r the herd, feeding the heifers and 
a  couplo hundred chickens, and other 
odds and ends until it's  m ilking time 
again a t  4 p. m.

Such is tho dally routine o f Earl 
Parks, husky and energetic, one of 
four men employed by E rnest W. 
Reuhs who owns and operates tho 
Rosemont dairy fa rm  a t  Caledonia. 
Caledonia is 17 miles southeast of 
Grand Rapids in Kent county.

Mr. Reuhs, one of M ichigan's out­
standing dairy  farm ers, is president 
o f  tho Michigan Guernsey Breeders' 
Association. He began farm ing  in 
1818, nearly 30 years,ago. He started ' 
the  Rosgmpjgt,. dairy fa rm , in  m i ,  
added a  second farm  in 18117 and  a  
th ird  fa rm  in IMS, m alting 360'acres 
In all. He sella h it  own bottled milk 
in  h it own atore In G rand Rapids— 
80,000 gallons a  year!

All th is  we learned a  few days  ago
when we pulled our 18-foot houee 
trad e r into the  fa rm  yard' adjoining 
the Rosemont Farm'. We apent p a rt 
of a  day and  two nlghta there. W e 
learned much about life on a  Michi­
g an  dairy fa rm  and some o f i ts  prob­
lems.

Michigan’s dairy  industry—aeventh 
am ong all the s tate—grossed 1307 
millions la st year. T h a t Is aside from 
the Investment of cows and  buildings 
and land. M ore so than  the average 
Mid-West s tate, Michigan has made 
rapid gaina inn dairying. Rosemont 
a t  Caledonia Is a  symbol o f this 
growth.

•‘The cows keep us. We don't keep 
the cows," said" Mr. Reuhs, whose 
German name is pronounced "Rees." 
"There's nothing very fancy here a t 
Rosemont. We do produce high qual­
ity  milk on an economical basts. Our 
pen barn enables the cows to run 
loose. Feed to the m angers comes by 
gravity  from the barn loft. And so 
does the bedding, tons and tons of it.

"This s traw  becomes valuable fe r­
tilizer. A  m anure loader spreads It 
upon the fields where i t  helps to  
m aintain soil fe rtility  and to  produce 
better yields of crops. Bee th a t tail 
corn over there?  The result of lots 
of manure. The cows help the  soil 
to produce more. Ae 1 said, the cows 
keep us. We don 't keep them."

When you take  a  g lass of pasteur­

ised milk in your hand, think of Earl 
Parks. Getting up  a t  3:30 a. m. la 
no picnic, eapeclally on cold w inter 
mornings.

I t  rem inds u s of the s to ry  they tell 
shout the Danish fa rm er who told a 
visitor th a t he drank ' 18 to  20 cups 
of coffee each day. "Good heavens, 
m an!” exclaimed the visitor. "Does­
n 't  th a t much coffee keep you 
aw ake?" The farm er nodded in 
agreem ent and replied: "Yes, it 
helps."

I f  every Michigan dairy  farm er 
d rank 18 to 20 cups at coffee a  day, 
it wouldn't aurprise us one bit. They 
put in long hours a t  work. They in ­
vest hard-earned dollars in livestock 
and buildings. They well earn the 
relative small sum which w e^the con­
sumer, pay fo r a  quart of milk—na­
ture 's perfect food.

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STEEL NEEDS STIMULANTS 
J. E. June*

Alxmt the first great steel strike 
was a t Hormsti-ail, Pennsylvania In 
3892 by employees against the C ar­
negie Steel Company.

Undoubtedly the steel industry has 
been slowed down by strikes In the 
soft coal field a good part of the time 
since 1804. These strikes grew into 
a sort of National a ffa ir In 1911, 
when 1,8-10,495 worker# jumped their 
jobs. And a t too frequent Intervals 
there have been many, many strikes 
In the past years. During those same- 
years there has been an almost con­
s tan t shortage of atecl, estim ated a t 
18,000,000 Iona lost because of s trik ­
es. Us average lolka don't know 
v/hat those big figures mean but wo 
certainly do have ho trouble in get­
ting  a  look Into the Nation's produc­
tion troubles when statistics shuw 
th a t 7,000,000 passenger autos could 
have been built if  the m anufacturers 
throughout the country had been 
able to g e t those millions of tons of 
steel lost by strikes. Some autom o­
bile m anufacturers were ordered to  
halt operations in recent weeks fo r 
os much as ten days a t  a  time.

E ver since 1802 all the Govern­
m ent and o ther experts have been 
try ing  to  find out what'a the m a tte r 
with the  atecl industry. They m ust 
have found something as there have 
been no scandals about steel during 
the recent war.

But we do know th a t 10 per cent 
of U. S. steel in recent years has 
been sent overseas. T hat pu t a  big 
crimp in the steel operators program .!

Donald Nelson has expressed the 
opinion th a t the steel industry In the 
past "opposed expansion and feared 
excess capacity." Steel roust catch 
up with 1917-18 and quit fussing.

We have studied the lah- 
peimng aet-up, and we found that 
there were two lot a ad jacent to the 
W inter Sports Club which wo thought 
perhaps we could use. Wc Investigat­
ed and found th a t this property waa 
owned by th e  T e a l L a k e  M in in g  Co., 
connected with the C. C. 1. A fter con­
siderable correspondence, we atlll re­
ceived no dW nite reply or Informa­
tion c o n c e rn in g  the possibility of leas­
ing these lots, so wc directed our 
studies to other channels. Wc looked 
over the Lucy Hill and the Jackson 
P ark  area. Of the two we thought 
th a t Jackson P a rk  would lend itself 
more economically and effectively as 
a  w inter sports area.

All Iowa's Eggs Are Not 
Confined to One Basket

W N V  F e a tu re s ,

DES MOINES, IOWA.—If all the eggs laid in Iowa In one year 
•were fried "sunny side up” and stitened together into a giant 
patchwork quilt, they would blanket an area eight times the size 
of the Chicago loop.

Known as “America’s egg basket" because it ranks first in 
production of egRs, Iowa earned $119,105,000 from this product 
In 1045, la tes t y ea r for which figures 4r 
» n  available, according to a report 
compiled by the Iowa Development 
commission. In th a t year the s ta te  
produced 4,327,000,000 egga and 
grossed an income from egga 
amounting to th ree tim es the gross 
income from  all citrus fruit (lem ­
ons, oranges and grapefruit) pro­
duced that y ea r  in Texas.

Iowa produces 7 per cent of the 
nation's en tire consumption of eggs, 
rated os one of the seven basic 
foods accessary  to assure good 
health.

The state appears destined to 
lead all other states In produc­
tion of this protein food for 
many years to come, the devel­
opment commission maintains, 
pointing to Iowa’s proper cli­
mate and enormous feed pro­
duction possibilities as well as 
to the fact that predneers are 
interested in exporting superior 
poultry and egg products.
Egg production in Iowa has en­

couraged considerable industrial 
development. Produce plents were 
organized in the  s ta te  m ore than 
•  years ago. With developm ent of 
cold storage houses cam e introduc­
tion of re frigera to r c a rs  which de­
liver eggs in good condition to  cold 
storage houses in various consum­
ing centers. Iowa ships m ore eggs 
annually to Boston, Chicago, Phila­
delphia and New York, the four 
great egg m ark e ts  of the country, 
than any  o ther sta te .

Many of Iowa’s  eggs are reduced 
to liquid form, egg  breaking plants 
having been established in 48 locali­
ties. Fourteen dried egg plants also 
■re located in the state.
