Two Michigan-born men, Arthur 
H. Vondenberg and Thomas E. 
Dewey, have leading roles In the 
present American foreign policy of 
economic aid to Western Europe.

Any discussion of the current 
food-saving program, aa it concerns 
Michigan people here on the home 
front, la linked directly to the fact 
that food ia a  vital part of American 
foreign policy and this policy is bi­
partisan. We accept this fact aa 
premise No. 2 (Premise No. l, stateo 
last week: Western Europe has a 
shortage of food.)

“Administration" a t Washington for 
the fault that we, as a  nation, are 
pledged to defense all freedom loving 
people against the threat of an ag­
gressor.

Let's look a t the record.

MICHIGAN'S ORN THOMAS E. 
DEWEY, 1044 presidential nominee, 
fa accepted today as the titular head 
of the national Republican party, Cm 
Mov. S, Mr, Dewey took credit for 
inaugurating during the aummer ot 
1244 the nation's present bi-partisan 
foreign policy. We would prefer to 
defend freedom through the United 
Nations, but we are ready to do it 
hy ourselves if necessary. That la 
why a  Republican congress voted aid 
to Greece and Turkey.

"It has been well said that we are 
in a cold war,” said Dowcy. , “We 
am In It for the simple reason we 
are being attacked hy all means short 
of war. The attack la by the most 
violent form of propaganda, political 
penetration and economic sabotage.

PICTURE” as an- alternative of 
sending further aid to Western Eur­
ope. If  Western Europe' a id  Asia 
ware to bo over-run by Communists, 
“we should find more than a  billion 
people in an armed camp under the 
control of an aggressive dictatorship 
arrayed against us.

“tn  term s of dollars, such a  con­
dition would coat us In national de­
fense dlone, a  great deal more than 
any program of aid to Europe, and 
i t  fould coot us that annually for 
years to come. In terms of living 
standards we should sink to a  level 
qot seen by any living person In this 
country."

Dawey concludes: "We have only 
ane choice and that la wisely to aid 
thoac who stand with us in the world 
in the hope that they will rise again 
aa bulwarks ot the institution of hu­
man freedom.”. ,

SENATOR VANDENBERG, chair­
man of the Senate Foreign Affairs 
Committee, stated a t Ann Arbor on 
Nov. 3 that' he fully agreed with 
General George C. Marshall, secre­
tary  of state, who described the "su­
preme underlying Issue" as follows: 
"Whether or not men are to be left 
free to organ!*# their- existence In 
accordance with their own deelree or 
whether they are to have their Uvea 
arranged and dictated for them' by 
small groups of men who have ar­
rogated to themselves this arbitrary 
power.!’

Vandenberg said. he. also agreed 
with Marshall's conclusion that the 
altemaiivs risk to economic aid to 
S w ep t was "the danger of the ac­
tual disappearance of western civili­
sation on which our government and 
our manner of living are baaed.”

Telia of Widow’s Lump-sum Pay- 
msnt Under Social Security

Mrs. John Doe couldn't understand 
why her widow’s lump sum payment 
under Old-Age and Survivors Insur­
ance wasn't larger. She talked with 
friends and a  man in the mine office 
with the result that she became more 
confused than ever.

Because there are so many people 
who, like Mrs. Doe, do not understand 
how benefits are figured, Wheolock 
P. Chamberlain, manager, tells you 
what Mrs. Doe learned a t the Mar­
quette field office of the Social Se­
curity Administration Ip the post of­
fice building where she went to get 
the facto a t first hand.

Any benefit) a  worker or a work­
er's family may qualify for will be 
baaed on the wages on record and 
the time spent In employment cover­
ed by the Social Security Act. Speci­
fically, . the. benefits wiU be figured 
from the worker's average monthly 
wage,

A worker’s  average monthly wage 
is computed, \foughly speaking, by 
'Adding'all wages paid to him in cov­
ered Job* since January % 1937, when 
the old-age and survivors insurance 
program began, and dividing by the 
number of month* in the same period, 
including any months In whleh the 
worker did not work in a  Job cover­
ed by the program. Thla la a  general 
rule to which th e n  arc some excep­
tions. The Social Security Adminis­
tration will figure your exact ave­
rage monthly wage when you or your 
family apply for benefits.

The worker’s  benefit amount—toll­
ed the primary benefit-amount* to 
40 per cent of the first 880 of the 
average monthly wage, plus 10 per 
cent of the remainder up to 3200, 
plus 1 per cent of th a t sum for each 
year in which he was paid wage* ot 
3200 or more In covered employment. 
This is the benefit the qualified 
worker who is 65 o r over gets every 
month after he retires—that la, every 
month In which he does not' earn 
more than 314.99 in employment cov­
ered by the Social Security Act.

Monthly benefit* to wives, eMI- 
dren, and parents amount to half of 
the primary benefit. Benefits to 
widows are three-fourths of the pri­
m ary benefit amount.'

When a  qualified worker dies 
a t  any age and there is to person 
qualified for a monthly benefit a  
lump-sum benefit is nearly always 
payable. I t Is six times the primary 
benefit amount.

Wages for Mr. Doc had been cred­
ited to hla Social Security Account 
from January 1, 1937, to November, 
1045, when he was forced by III 
health to retire from the' mine, al­
most a  year before he died. What 
Mrs. Doe snd others did not realize 
was that his average monthly wage 
was lower than it would have been 
had he worked up to the calendar 
quarter in which he died besause 9 
of the 117 month* elapsing between 
January 1, 193T, and the quarter In 
whleh he died were months' during 
whleh he received no wages because 
he cbbld not work, but they had to 
be included in figuring hla average 
monthly wage,

Jerry  DeGabrlele, 505 County 
Road, who has been acting-manager 
of the ishpemlng office of the Mich­
igan unemployment compensation 
commission the last eight weeks, has 
been appointed manager. During 
last week Mr. DeGabrlele received 
word from the state administrative 
office of the MUCC, Lansing, con­
firming his appointment as manager 
to succeed the late George Thomp­
son, who was m charge of the office 
from the time It opened in August 
until his death September 27.

Mr. DeGabrlele, following hts dis­
charge from Army service, entered 
the employ of the MUCC in Decem­
ber, 1945, serving as an Interviewer 
In the Marquette office until he was 
transferred to Ishpemlng In August 
as veterans employment representa­
tive and interviewer.

On Monday of this week Alexan­
der W. Prusl, assumed his duties as 
veterans employment representative 
a t  the Ishpemlng office of the Michi­
gan unemployment compensation 
commission.

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Measles Going Up 

M> oslo* I* now Appearing In Mich- 
gar. a t the rate of fifty eases a  day 
am. indications arc that the Incidence 
will continue to Increase with 1048 
being a  "measles year.” This place* 
more emphasis on gamma globulin, 
the blood dericativc recommended for 
the modification of measles. On the 
fifth or sixth day after a  child has 
been exposed to measles he should 
be given gemma globulin. This will 
not prevent the disease but better yet. 
It will allow him to have only a mild 
case, with tittle chance for compli­
cations, and will give him Ufe-long 
Immunity. If given immediately af­
ter exposure, gamma globulin will 
prevent measles, but this procedure 
Is not recommended unless the child 
Is very young—under one year of age 
—or Is ill. The gamma globulin im­
munity la short-lived. When ubiqui­
tous measles visits tbs neighborhood 
again, the child will be just os sus­
ceptible os ever.

'T'HERE was a time when you 
A thought that only the finicky 

housekeepers made protective cov- 
erlnga (or their bedding, but that's 
not so any more. Any woman who 
is interested in saving on the clean­
ing as well as the budget, as far as 
new bedding is concerned, will 
either buy or make the coverings (or 
bed blankets, mattresses and pil­
lows.

Why aren’t sheets and pillow 
cases enough? Because, not only 
does a certain amount of soiling go 
through this type of bedding, but 
there is a steady accumulation of 
dust which eventually will mean 

, that you have to try to clean the 
' bedding Itself — a difficult feat in­

deed.
There’s no doubt about the wear 

and tear on the bedding, too, when 
you don’t  protect It, as it gets steady 
use. There’s apt to be more pullinjf 
on pillow cases, for example, as you 
change and use them, If they don’t 
have covers, and the same is true 
of. mattresses.

If. you're interested in real clean­
liness, of course, it’s much easier 
to get it by frequent launderings of 
the mattress cover, pillow covers, 
mattress covers and blanket shields.

Blanket Cavers’, Caffs 
Kay be Decorative

During the last few' years there 
has been more of a tendency to 
bring out the light-colored blankets. 
Naturally, these soil more readily 
than the old dark-colored ones, but 
they can be protected fairly well 
by what are known as blanket cov­
ers.

Blanket covers are made as sheets 
and used on the bed while it is in a 
state of undress — early in the 
morning, and when in use. Choose 
a  fabric diet does not slip off during 
the night — washable silk, cotton, 
ehallis, rayon, crepe, sheer or mus­
lin.

If you want to get fancy, make 
your cuffs of curtain material, and 
have it match those which you used 
on the bedroom windows.

8eleet Mattress Pads 
For Smooth Fit

You may make your own mattress 
pads out of bleached or unbleached 
muslin with a soft material inside 
for tho padding. The Important 
thing about them is the sleeping 
comfort they yield, as well as tho 
soiling they keep off the mattress 
Itself.

Mattress pads should fit very 
smoothly over the bod, and should 
be quilted flat and even so they do 
not roll up under tho mattress. Aa 
to also, they should cover the whole 
bed and meet with the end ot tho 
mattress. Most of those you buy 
are about two inches smaller all 
the way around. This works out all- 
right, provided tho pad does not 
shrink too much in tho washing.

Incidentally,' discarded’ pads are 
nice to use for making a good foun­
dation for tha headboard of a bod, 
for valances or for foundations for 
slip-covered wooden chairs which 
hava no upholstery.

Old blankets a rt good to ust for 
the inside of a pad if you plan to 
make them yourself. Cotton blank­
ets—three or four used in a layer 
—make an excellent Inside of a 
pad when combined with a good 
quality, durable muslin.

An easy way to do tho quilting 
is with an attachment for tha sew­
ing machine.

Mattress Cavers, Pillow Cates 
Of Muslin s r  Plastic

Pillow eases and mattresses are 
difficult to dean, and for that reas­
on it’s important to take ears of 
both with removable covers. Then ’ 
these can be laundered several I 
times a year, or once a month if 
your locality is a particularly aooty 
one.

Fit and durability are the prime 
requisites for pillow covers and 
mattresses. Use material which Is 
strong enough to withstand pulling 
on and off the mattress or the pll. 
low. A good grade of muslin is a 
wise choice, some ot the un­
bleached types being particularly 
wear-resisting, Or, you may usa 
some strong sheets as these will 
enable you to solve the problem of 
fitting easily,

Sheeting also may be used for 
covering the pillows, but it should 
be durable aa that used for the 
mattress.

In cases where Ujore is a definite 
allergy to feathers or' other mate­
rials used in tho bedding, plastic is 
a good choice. The plastic material 
should be of the haavier grade as 
it is important to have durability. 
Whether you buy them or make 
them, be sure that they fit well, aa 
they give hotter wear aa well as 
comfort.

Zippers make tho host closings for 
both the pillows and mnttresses, but 
If they prove too expensive, try a 
snap-on typt of ©losing or even tics 
olaced at regular Intervals.
