A TALE OF A WITCH.

In the south-western part of Luzerne
county there is a remarkable stream of
r, known as Black creek. Its
average width is perhaps a dozen
yards, while its waters are very dark
.nd extremely sultry. In it fish can
ot live, while a frog or snake thrown
into the stream instantly turns over
and floats away, dead. It rises some-
where near Hazelton, and about six
miles from its source entersa doep
mountain gap, which it follows to its
furthest sxtremity, and soon after
igles its black current with th* lim-

wide Susquehanna. T'lio mountain
gap traversed by this stream is one of
nost dismal places to be found in
the country. Only a narrow stretch

etrate. When the sky happens to be
clear it is not sunrise in the gap till
teu 0'clock, while at two the sun goes
down. Immense gray boulders abound
The ground is covered with ashes and
trunks of fallen pines, charred and
blackened by mountain fires, which
yearly sweep over the place, lio decay-
ing, sometimes one across the other.
Enormous snakes crawl over the rocks
bathe in the slimy pools.

Napoleon’s Parents.—The family
of Bonapartes wero of pure Italian
race ; there was not a drop of French
blood in any of them. ~Their ances-
tors had come from the mainland in
the early history of Corsica, and their
name are found in the remote annals of
Ajaccio. Carlo Bonaparte was a poor
gentleman of excellent breeding, and
character, who married in liis youth a
yonng and romantic girl named Leti-
zia Ramolino, who followed him in his
campaigns up to the moment of the
birth of Napoleon. It is impossible to
say how much the history of Europe
owes to the high heart and indomit-
able spirit of this soldierly woman.
She never relinquished her authority
in her family. When all her children
were Princes and potentates, she was
still the severe, 6tern Madame Mere.
The beauty and grace of Josephine
Benuhainais never conquered her ; th
sweet Tyrolese prettii of Maria
Louisa won from her oi

contemptuous indulgence. When her

German writer has pot forward one
theory on the subject, and an English
writer has put forward another and
directly opposite theory. The differ-
ence of opinion concerning our aborig-
inals among authors who have made a
profound study of racesjs nt once cu-
rious and interesting.  Blumenbach
treats them in his classifications as a
distinct variety of the human family ;
but, in the threefold division of Dr.
Latham, they are ranked among the
Mongolida-. Other writers of the race
regard them as abranch of the great
Mongolian family, which at a distant
period found its way from Asia to this
Continent, and remained here for cen-
turies separate from the rest of man-
kind, passing, meanwhile, through di-
vers phases of barbarism and civiliza-
tion. Morton, our eminent ethologist,
and his followers, Nott and Gliddon,
claim for onr native red men an origin
as distinct as the ilore and fauna of
this continent.  Prichard, whose views
are apt to diffor from Morton’s, finds
reason to believe, on comparing the
American tribes together, that they
must have formed a separate depart-
ment of nations from the earliest pe-
riod of tho world. The era of their
existence as a distinct and insulated
people must probably be dated back to
tho time which separated into nations
the inhabitants of the Old World, and
gave to each its individuality and
primitive language. Dr. Robert Brown,
the latest authority, attributes, in his
“Races of Mankind,” an Asiatic ori-
gin to our aboriginals. He says that
the western Indians not only personally
resemble their nearest neighbors—the
north-eastern Asiatics—but they re-
semble them in language and tradition
The Esquimaux on the American and
the Tchukrchis on the Asiatic side un-
derstand one another perfectly. Modem
anthropologists, indeed, are disposed
to think that Japan, tho Kuriles, aud
neighboring regions, may be regarded
as the original home of the greater part
of the native American race. It is also
admitted by them that between the
tribes scattered from the Arctic sea to
Cape Horn there is more uniformity of
physical feature than is seen in any
other quarter of the globe. The weight
of evidence and authority is altogether
| in favor tyf the opinion that onr so-call-
ed Indians are branch of the Mongolian
family, and all additional  sarches

The tribes of
both North and South America an
unquestionably homogenous, and, it
all likelihood, had their origin in Asia,
though they have been altered and
modified by thousands of years of total
separation from the parent stock.

Mr. Ficuss has remained under water
full hour, and has shown no signs of
tphyxis on coming out'of the tank,

and but little change from his normal
condition.  Dr. Richardson suggests
that a man who can carry his air sup-
ply in liis pockets could go into fire as
well as under water, provided lie had
in a proper fire-proof dress, and that
he niw invention will be found spe-
cially valuable in wells charged with
oul air or in mines filled with fire-
damp or choke-damp.

be Crops.— From the report of the
Department of Agriculture just pnb-
islied, we gleau that the preliminary
investigation points to an increase of
12 per cent, on the area sown in win-
diest. Tha only states reporting
adecline are Alabama, Mississippi,
and Arkansas, in which the united
wheat area would not exceed that of
i counties of the northwest.  All

the other states show an increase, es-
pecially in spring wheat. In the states
ofthe northwest the winter wheat accr-
howover, is small, and hence
increase, even of a very high
ratio, does not add materially to the
breadth sown in the country; but
iv large winter wheat states report

a great enlargement: New York,
t Virginia, Ohio, and Michigan,
each 7 per cent; Texas and Tennessee,
10 ; Kentucky and Indiana, 14 ; Mis-
ouri, 16 ; Kansas and Oregon, 20;
nd Illinois 22.  There are quite gen-
ral complaints of the ravages of the
Hessian fly inthe early sown crops,
and of drouth, hindering the germina-
tion in that lator son'll.  Yet the
crops start out, on tho whole, under
prospects considerably above the aver-
age, especially in the largo winter
wheat states. The returns made of
the crop of oats on Nov. 1, are con-
firmed by the report just published.
Tho total product of the country is es-
timated at 364,253,000 bushels this
year, against 413,578,000 bushels in
1878. The price, as returned on the
1st of this month, averaged 32.2 cents
per hushel, against 24.6 last year at
tho same time, making the total valu-
ation this year, $120,855,000, against

said of the corn crop in the report.
The area in winter rye lias fallen oft
about 3 per cent, from 1878.  New
England, states north of the Ohio river,
and the Pacific states equal, or slightly
enlarge their last Teat's acreage.
Texas is the only one of the gulf states
in which this crop is of sufficient im-
portance to attract attention It re-
ports an increase of 19 percent. Other
sections report a diminished breadth.
The falling off in the southern inland
states s fully one-fifth. The condition
of the crop is about the average on tho
whole, being above the average in a
majority of the states reporting it
In potatoes, with ai increase of 4
per cent, in acreage, there is a yield of
ninety-eight bushels per acre, against
sixty-nine bushels last year, and ninc-
«four bushels in 1877. The total crop
for the country is estimated at 181,-
369,000 bushels,- which at the price
returned, 435 cents average, would
make in round numbers, $79,000,000,
against the valuation last year of $73,-
050,000
The hay crop is about ten per cent,
less than thatof 1878. New England
and the gulf states have slightly in-
creased their product, hut all the other
sections have declined. The heaviest
southern inlaud states, which,
taken together, has fallen off 27 per
The drouth in this section has
fallen with especial severity upon the
grass crop. The same disastrous iu-
has boon felt in the states north
of the Ohio, where the loss is about 20
and the south Atlantic states,
where it amounts to 17 per cent. Tho
ddlc states, the largest hay produc-
ing region of the country, fall off 9
In the remaining sections
the losses have been much less, the Pa-
cific states falling off hut 1 per cent.
The average price of hay is about
$9.24 per ton, against $7.21 in 1878,
The aggregate value will be over $325,-
000,000, against $285543,652 last

Regarding the tobacco crop the final
reports have not sensibly changed the
November estimate of the crop.  The
ihocco product of the country is witli-
i a small percentage of that of 1878,
the grain being chiefly in Kentucky,
Tennessee, and Connecticut; and the
most serions loss is in Ohio and Mis-
souri. As a whole, the quality is hut
slightly better than that of last year’s
crop, although the improvement is
quite marked in several states. The
total crop of 1879 is estimated at 384,-
1,659 pounds’, valued at $22,545,-
591, against 392,546,700, valued at
$22,137,428, in 1878. Taken alto-
gether the showing is au excellent one.
The promise is also favorable for an
increase in acreage the present year.
